A little more than a year ago the 
whole civilized world entered into a 
period of commercial, industrial, and 
financial depression, which may not yet 
have completely spent its force. Signs 
there are. however, that it is gradually 
passing away. Whilst it is hardly dis­
putable thàt owing to the abundance 
and elasticity of her'resources Canada 
has suffered less than other nations, 
ill's depression has .seriously affected 
our trade, pioducing an appreciable 
shrinkage in the public revenue, and 
calling for exceptional caption In the 
administration of the national affairs.

Transcontinental Railway.
The rapid settlement of the new prov­

inces calls for new lines of transporta­
tion. ' The construction of the Trans­
continental railway has been vigorous­
ly pressed forward during the last year. 
The line was open for the carrying of 
the crops from Winnipeg jo the Battle 
river, a distance of 675 miles.

Hudson's Bay Railway.
Exploratory surveys for a railway 

from the western wheat fiejds to Hud­
son’s Bay are being pushed forward. 
Parties have been at work since August 
last. Upon their report it will be pos­
sible to reach a decision as to both the 
route to be followed and the approxi­
mate cost.

Traffic Blocked and Consider­
able Damage is Already 

Accomplished.
London, Jan. 21.—It is understood 

that the whole question of the fisheries 
treaty now rests with Newfoundland. 
Canada has gone Into the question of 
arbitration in deference to the wishes 
of Newfoundland. It is regarded as 
certain here that Canada’s assent de­
pends upon the acceptance by New­
foundland of the proposed terms.

Newfoundland’s chief objections are 
that she considers that any pecuniary 
claims in respect to fines inflicted on 
American vessels for breaches of colon­
ial regulations shall be decided by co­
lonial courts after the result of the 
main arbitration and shall not them­
selves be submitted to arbitration. The 
United States desires that the matter 
shall be-mfluded in the pecuniary claim 
of the treaty which is now being ne­
gotiated. Newfoundland also holds that 
Americans have no right to fish in the 
inlets of the west coast of Newfound­
land and this must be declared by the 
treaty.

So far, although the British govern­
ment has pressed for the Inclusion of 
this in the treaty, the United States 
government disagrees to tile proposed 
course. There is, however, in well-in­
formed quarters, a hope that these 
questions will be satisfactorily arrang­
ed as a result of conferences at Wash­
ington.

Chicago, Ill., Jan. 21.—Efforts were 
resumed at daybreak to-day to ascer­
tain whether any workmen were still 
living in the shaft between the crib, a 
mile and a half out in the lake, where 
fifty or more men were killed yester­
day.

Shortly after the fire, which burned 
the temporary crib structures and 
compelled the workmen, who were not 
entrapped in the flames, either to jump 
into the lake or to try to float on 
blocks of ice, it was discovered that the 
smoke had descended into the shaft 
and had actually suffocated several 
men, but the hope was still sustained 
to-day that the smoke perhaps did not 
penetrate into the shaft.

VOLCANIC OUTBREAK
IN PHILIPPINES

Woman Lawyer Seeks to Se­
cure His Release From 

Matteawan.

The Hague, Jan. 21.—Certain allega­
tions recently published in Paris to the 
effect that there existed a secret un­
derstanding between 
Gomez, the actual president of Vene­
zuela, and Clpriano Castro his prede­
cessor who is now in Berlin, aroused 
suspicion here and Jose De J. Paula, ! 
the special commissioner of President 
Gomez to the States of Europe, was 
questioned on the subject to-day. He 
promptly gave out a formal denial.

The developments in Caracas since 
the advent of President Gomez, he de­
clared, demonstrated the absurdity of 
the story. He said that the fact that 
numerous Venezuelan exiles, expelled 
by Castro, already had returned and 
established themselves as political fac­
tors at Caracas precluded the possibil­
ity of Castro's return: and he called at­
tention to the flight into Columbia of 
Castro's brother, who had been the for­
mer president’s mainstay as command­
er-in-chief of the Venezuelan army.

Rome, Jan. 21.—The gravest problem 
which Italy now faces is that of pro­
viding for the 200,000 refugees, made 
homeless by the recent earthquake, 
who are congregated in Naples or scat, 
tereçl throughout Calabria and Sicily. 
Their support is costing approximately 
$100,000 a day, an enormous sum which 
neither charity nor the resources of 
the state can bear for any length of 
time. Besides, charity has had the 
effect of arousing the appetites of low 
and turbulent classes, resulting in 

' numerous disorders. Thus it is made 
\ plain that it is more urgent to give 
; work to these thousands instead of 
fostering in them the belief that they 
can indefinitely continue living on pub­
lic charity. .

The fullest publicity in all proceed­

ings of the city council and its com­
mittees was suggested to the new coun- I 
cil on behalf of the citizens of Victoria 
Monday by the Times. A letter from 
the manager of this paper was read 
and passed on to the streets, bridges 
and sewers committee, which is really 
the whole council sitting in committee, 
for favorable consideration.

In going back to open committee 
meetings the. council will only be put­
ting itself in line with the universal 
practice in large cities, where the doc­
trine that the people have a right to 
know what their representatives are 
doing at all times is strictly adhered to.

The letter from the Times manage­
ment was as follows:

"Gentlemen: At the outset of the 
year and the beginning of your term 
in office I beg leave to draw your at­
tention to a practise which has pre­
vailed for some time of excluding rep­
resentatives of the press from the 
meetings of the council when sitting as 
a streets, bridges and sewers commit- , 
tee. In other cities all meetings of all 
ccmmlttees are properly open to the 
public. It is particularly desirable that 
the meetings to which I refer be open, 
because some of its members of last 
year admit that at Its sessions general 
matters are discussed and not alone 
those relating to streets and sewers.

“I feel sure you will recognize the 
reasonableness of my request that rep­
resentatives of the Times be notified 
of and admitted to all meetings of the 
council’s members whether as a coun­
cil or as a committee.

"Hereafter representatives of the 
Times will present themselves at all 
such meetings in the exercise of their 
proper duty of giving the public all the 
available facts regarding the adminis­
tration of civic affairs. They have in­
structions Aot to withdraw unless de­
sired to do so by resolution of the com­
mittee or the council.

"I would move that the letter be re­
ceived and the request granted," said 
Aid. Fullerton. “I took the initiative 
in 1905 in having the streets, bridges 
and .sewers committee thrown open to 
the :preas. during Jast year It was not 
open, but I think the public should be 
made cognizant of all their business as 
wè transact it. Sometimes there are 
matters, such as legal issues, which it 
is not wise to make public at the time, 
but I think the reporters who attend 
our meetings can be trusted to use dis­
cretion. The streets committee is a 
committee of the whole and what we do 
there I think should go before the pub­
lic in detail. Matters are threshed out 
there and when the report comes be­
fore council on Monday night it is pass­
ed without discussion. It will do no 
harm to go back to the practice of 1905.

"If I may speak on the matter,” said 
the mayor, “I think the letter should 
go to the committee and that we rec­
ommend favorable consideration. We 
cannot govern their action here. I am 
not opposing it; didn’t oppose it last 
year, for that matter.”

Aid. McKeown moved, seconded by 
Aid. Bishop, that the letter be referred 
to the streets committee.

"When I brought my notice of mo­
tion up in 1905 it was discussed and 
decided here,” Aid. Fullerton said.

Aid. McKeown said he was not op­
posing the request but simply proposed 
that the committee should have an op­
portunity to discuss whether the press 
should be there at all times.

Washington, D.'C., Jan. 15.—Intro­
duced by Bishop Cranston as the 
"apostle of the square deal," President 
Roosevelt in an address last night at 
the diamond jubilee mass meeting held 
in the Metropolitan Memorial M. E. 
church, which the late President Mc­
Kinley attended, declared that he 
would not come before a Methodist 
gathering if he had not attempted to 
give the square deal.

"In addition to the square deal in 
our own country," he continued, "I 
want the Methodists and others to help 
to give the square deal to Japan. I 
will see to it that in doing this our 
own citizens are protected.

"You know I am not a mere senti­
mentalist. I am not in the least afraid 
of invoking the big stick if it is neces­
sary, and I want to see us, while in­
sisting on Justice being done us, equal­
ly careful to do justice to others. The 
national government by agreement 
with the Japanese government and 
through the hearty and spontaneous 
initiative of the Japanese government, 
has been able to achieve a completely 
satisfactory solution of all possible 
difficulties, of all possible questions, 
that could be at 
people and the Japanese people. It is 
only the federal government that can 
with wisdom and propriety deal with 
these questions, and I ask all good 
Americans to see to it that unwise 
men, foolish men, do nothing to their 
own harm and the harm of their ewn 
locality to upset the arrangement that 
is now working so satisfactorily to the 
governments of the United States and 
Japan.”

“J. N. GILLETTE.”
The Drew measure prevents owner­

U. S. Organization Which Dis­
sects Bodies of Its 

Members.

Ottawa, Jan. 19.—The report of the 
Department of Justice for the year 
ending March 31, 1908, issued yesterday, 
shows that the average daily popula­
tion of the six penitentiaries was 1,418, 
a decrease of 15 compared with 1907. 
There were 215 paroles granted during 
the year, as compared with 167 in the 
previous year. The pardons numbered 
29, being the same number as in the 
previous year. The deaths and escapes 
totalled 14. The increase in the number 
of paroles was justified by results, ac­
cording to the report of the Dominion 
parole officers.

The escapes all occurred in British 
Columbia, and were due to a general 
leek of discipline and to the disregard 
of prison regulations.

The report shows that 17 per cent, 
of the prisoners were total abstainers, 
49 per cent, temperate and 34 per cent, 
intemperate. Fourteen per cent, could 
neither read nor write, while four per 
cent, could read but were unable to 
write. Sixty per cent, were Canadian 
born, sixteen per cent. Britishers and 
ten per cent, came from the United 

• States.
As to age they were divided as fol­

lows: Under 20 years, 181; between 20 
and 30 years, 680; between 30 and 40 
years, 372; between 40 and 50 years, 163; 
between 50 and 60 years, 95; over 60 
years, 35.

The first notice that the fire broke 
out came in a ’phone message to the 
offices of the Jackson company on the 
shore. The message read: “The crib is 
on fire. Send help at once or a dozen 
or more of us will be burned alive.”

Then the ’phone wire burned oft and 
the men on shore heard no more.

The tug Morford reached shore with 
26 injured aboard.

John Wampole, one of the men res­
cued by the tug, stated that probably 
20 and possibly 35 men lost their lives 
in the fire or in the icy waters of the 
lake. It was possible he said that there 
were 15 men working in the tunnel who 
might have escaped, although their 
lives, if in the tunnel, will be endanger­
ed by smoke.

Three shifts of men were working on 
the. crib. Through the cold months the 
men have been living in bunks con­
structed at the crib. They worked in 
shifts of eight hours, 20 men to the 
shift. The tug Morford, which was 
stationed there and which was used as 
a means of escape by the workmen, 
brought 26 of the tfljured men to the 
city. The boat itself had a narrow es­
cape from the flames. She pulled away 
at the first warning and stopped a 
short way off while workmen were 
leaping into the icy water and swim­
ming to the tug's side. The crib is con­
structed with wood, with the exception 
of a steel shaft Installed to keep it in 
place, and the flames spread rapidly.

Twenty-three Victims.
Chicago, Ills., Jan. 20.—(Later.)— 

Twenty-three men lost their lives to­
day in a fire which destroyed the inter­
mediate crib, one and a half miles from 
the shore in Lake Michigan. Forty- 
seven, sufferelng from burns, cuts or 
immersion in the icy water, into whch 
they jumped to save their lives, were 
rescued. The statement of casualties 
was made by George W. Jackson, 
whose firm was constructing the intake 
tunnel under the lake and for which 
the crib served as a base of operation.

In the bore, sixty men, twenty of 
them at work in the tunnel under the 
crib, a few moving about structure, 
and others asleep in their bunks, were 
suddenly confronted with death by an 
explosion which immediately wrapped 
the wooden structure in flames. Those 
who were not killed or injured by the 
first fiery blast rushed out of doors to 
find no means of escape. On every side 
were the waters of Lake Michigan. A 
mile and a half distant, near the shore, 
lay the tug Monford.

The last word received from the crib 
was tragic in its incompleteness. “The 
crib is on fire; for God’s sake send help 
or we will be burned alive."

Then the telephone wire broke and 
the men on shore heard no more. The 
tug immediately started to the rescue. 
From the deck of the boat it was seen 
that many of the men were seeking to 
escape by swimming. Some of them 
clung to cakes of ice for a time, and 
then disappeared. The tug was finally 
able to get aboard forty-five men, 
many of them injured.

The crib is a temporary structure 
erected in the construction of a new 
three-mile tunnel into the lake for the 
ultimate purpose of adding to Chicago’s 
water supply. It was used as the head­
quarters for supplies, and sleeping 
quarters for the men. Ordinarily about 
seventy-five men were employed. They 
worked in shifts of eight hours each, 
eating on the premises and sleeping in 
the bunks with which the place is pro­
vided. *

A telephone message from a neigh­
boring crib at 1 p. m. said that twenty 
bodies had been recovered from the 
tunnel.

Matters are in 
9uch shape, however, that without the 
feport of the treasurer, we feel sure 
that We will be able to close up our 
business without any indebtedness to 
be taken care of by the council, even 
though we have over-run the time of 
which we gave notice when we felt that 
we could assure the council that we 
could close the business with a clean 
sheet.

“The board being unanimous in the 
opinion that the work of publicity of 
this city is of such great importance, 
particularly this year as to make its 
continuance almost imperative, it will 
remain with you to say what form 
this work should assume in the future, 
having particular* reference to the fact 
that a movement involving the whole 
island is under way, and that the 
Alaska-Yukon Exposition opens next 
spring and will continue all year. You 
will have noticed that the city of Van­
couver is alive to the situation and is 
carrying on and is planning a still 
greater propaganda to draw through 
that city as much of the trade as pos­
sible that will gravitate to Seattle 
during the season of 1909.

Nashville, Tenn., Jan, 20.—With the 
date set for the trial of Col. Duncan 
Cooper, his son, Robin, and J. D. Sharp, 
on a charge of having murdered ex- 
U. S. Senator Carmack, the witnesses 
and the prospective jurors summoned, 
it became known to-day that the state 
had prepared a surprise for the de­
fence by having the body of Senator 
Carmack exhumed and an autopsy held.

Following the murder, in the excite­
ment attendant upon the crime, the 
state neglected to order a postmortem. 
It is essential in the trial that the di­
rection from which the bullets came be 
determined. The defence claims that 
Carmack fired first. The state’s theory 
is that Carmack with his hat raised to 
greet a lady was shot from- behind, 
and it appears that sometime between 
the date of the killing and the present 
time, the state secretly at night ex­
humed the body of the slain editor, 
and caused a careful postmortem to 
be performed. The course of the bullet 
thus was determined, and the state 
claims to have proof that the bullet 
which killed Carmack entered his neck 
from behind. This, however, does not 
entirely disprove the theory of the de­
fence. Even the defence does not claim 
that Colonel Cooper fired the shots. It 
maintains that Robin Cooper, believing 
his father’s life was in danger, fired 
upon Carmack to protect his father, 
and it is not contended that young 
Cooper stood elsewhere than behind 
Senator Carmack. The case promises 
to be the most famous criminal trial 
in the history of Tennessee.

POSTPONES CHALLENGE 

FOR SEAWANHAKA CUP

St. Lawrence Club Accedes to 
Wishes of Manchester 1 

Yachtsmerç.

A" meeting of the executive of the 
Royal St. Lawrence Yacht Club was 
held a few days ago. It was called In 
connection with the club’s challenge 
for the Seawanhaka cup, on receipt of 
which the Manchester Yacht Club ask­
ed the Royal St. Lawrence Club to send 
a representative to them to discuss the 
matter. C. H. Routh, a past commo­
dore of the club, was sent, and It was 
to receive his report that the meeting 
was called.

In discussing the matter with Mr. 
Routh the Manchester Yacht Club 
members stated that they were about 
to hold a series of races with German 
boats during the season of 1909, that 
they were building five boats, the 
choice of which would be used to de­
fend their trophy, and that under the 
circumstances they felt unable to give 
sufficient attention to the defence of 
the Sewanhaka cup, which they con­
sidered to be only second In importance 
to the America cup. Under the circum­
stances they asked the Royal St. Law­
rence club to postpone their challenge 
until 1910, which at the meeting the 
club decided to do.

It is interesting to note that the class 
of boat to be built to race against the 
Germans will be very similar to the 
Seawanhaka class, with the difference 
of being fin keeled.

The Manchester Yacht Club repre­
sentatives also discussed the type of 
boat to be used in the proposed races 
in 1910, and the Royal St. Lawrence 
Club executive concur In the Ameri­
cans’ propositions.
Yacht Club wish the sail area to be In­
creased from 509 square feet to 625 
square feet, and for the weight of the 
crew of four men to be made above 650 
pounds if it be felt difficult to train the 
men down to the present figure. Both 
of these changes the Royal St. Law­
rence club considered desirable, and the 
meeting closed on their formally decid­
ing to challenge for the Seawanhaka 
cup in 1910.

“semi-tropical, darkest Vancouver Isl­
and.” Our waggish friend should make 

for the idlosyncracles ofallowances 
the weather. The late cold snap was an 
unusual occurence in this favored spot 
according to the testimony of the old­
est Inhabitant. And the experience of 
the ancient one is borne out by the 
irietedrological 
•along this coast, but in nearly all parts 
of the world. T*e Indians of the north 
tell us that the records or traditions of 
their tribes contain nothing upon a 
parallel plane with their experiences 
during the first moon of the year 1909. 
The visitation was due, scientific ob­
servers tells us, though not In the pre­
cise technical terms we shall use, to 
an altogether abnormal contest be-

conditions not only

tween the usually mild southern atmos­
pheric currents which habitually fan 
this coast and the rude blasts which 
originate somewhere up In the stem 
northern regions.

eome inconvenience. The moral of such 
an experience is that, even If we might 
not have another abnormally cold snap 
ifl twenty years, a better system of 
heating public institutions and of pro­
tecting water pipes should be adopted. 
It is simply ridiculous that courts and 
schools should closed for even a few 
hours and water pipes should burst in 
a few degrees of frost,

We thank our mentor, nevertheless, 
for his gentle admonition.

FINANCIAL OUTLOOK — A COM­
PARISON.

The New York Post, one of the most 
conservative and reliable of the news­
papers of the United States, has 
fous" doubts as to whether the depres­
sion has departed. Whatever the pros­
pects of our neighbors may be, there 
is the most convincing evidence that 
in Canada at least we have seen the 
worst of the hard times which were a 
more or less notable feature of the 
business situation during the past 
year. For the first time in many 
months the weekly statements of the 
two leading Canadian railways have 
shown a' marked increase in earnings. 
The depression In business was felt 
most severely by the Grand Trunk 
Railway Company, chiefly because that 
iestltution does the bulk of its busi­
ness In Eastern Canada and the East­
ern United States. The Canadian 
Pacific, which 1b more of a Western 
concern, suffered much less from the 
hard times. Within the 
years the Grand Trunk will also be­
come a factor in the West, and to the 
extent that It is so it will probably in 
the future be more or less Immune 
from the evil which periodically af­
fects the business affairs of our east­
ern neighbors.

But there is more convincing evi­
dence than the statements of the great 
transcontinental roads that the tide of 
business has turned In Canada. The 
customs receipts of the government 
for the past month have shown a large 
Increase. That Is a sure Indication 
that business It Improving. The state­
ment of the Finance Minister of Can­
ada will show a deficit this year for 
the first, and probably for the last, 
time during the Laurier regime; but

The fact is notorious that of late the 
public has taken little Interest In 
council proceedings, for the reason that 
such proceedings have been shorn of all 
Interest owing to the action of the 
council In practically transacting all 
business in secret session. The Streets, 
Bridges and Sewers Committee is a 
committee of the whole council.

It may not have been 
abused by the members of the Victoria 
City Council, but it contains the possi­
bility of grave abuses, and should be 
terminated. The excuse that it Is nec­
essary to conduct certain very delicate 
municipal negotiations in secret can­
not be accepted at all, for the simple 
reason that the average reporter U Just 
as conscientious in the observance of 
his civic obligations as the average al­
derman. It is notorious that where In 
the past leakages have been discovered, 
they were traced directly to official 
channels of communication, not to the 
representatives of the newspapers.

The truth Is that the action of past 
councils in excluding the public—the 
exclusion of the press is tantamount to 
the exclusion of the public—from Its 
sessions cannot be justified. It has 
been excused, but it has never been 
Justified. There is therefore a fine op­
portunity for the council of 1909 to In­
augurate its career by turning over a 
new leaf and gluing the leaf down.

AN INTERESTING REPORT.

The annual report of the Dominion 
Minister of Mines, just issued, is a 
bulky volume Of close upon a thousand 
pages, dealing exhaustively, of course, 
with matters chiefly of interest to per­
sons engaged In the mineral industry. 
One section of this report shows that 
for nearly a quarter of a century Brit­
ish Columbia was the principal seat of 
the mining business in Canada. As 
readers of newspapers are aware, 
the discovery of the Cobalt region of 
Ontario has demonstrated that in other 
parts of Canada great mineral wealth 
may yet be uncovered. No one had any 
intelligent Idea of what Cobalt con­
tained until trié Ontario government 
Undertook to construct a railway Une 
into the undiscovered country of the 
north. The new field was opened up as 
a result of the construction of that line, 
the terminus of which will just ’touch 
at right angles the limits of the terri­
tory, thousands ot miles In extent, 
which will be penetrated by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific Railway. So it is appar­
ent that there are great mineral possi­
bilities in store for Canada when that 
line- Is in operation. We may also be 
sure that in the pending developments 
British Columbia will have her fuU 
share. The Premier of Canada, in his 
exposition of the situation which was 
likely to result from the construction 
of .this railway, explained that It would 
unfold the map of Canada in a north­
erly direction for hundreds of miles, 
but the probability is that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier anticipated that the country 
would reap its chief benefits from agri­
cultural development. Now there is a 
well-defined Impression that not the 
least of the benefits will redound from 
important mineral discoveries and in­
creased mineral output. As having a 
material bearing upon this subject the 
report of the Minister of Mines gives 
some data of more than passing inter­
est. On page 931 of the compilation 
there is digest of the total gold produc­
tion of Canada within the last fifty 
years, commencing of course practical­
ly with the discovery of placer deposits 
In the Fraser River region of British 
Columbia. From the year 1858, it says, 
to the end of the year 1907 the total 
gold production appears to have been 
about $258,000,000, of which somewhat 
over $114,500,000 was obtained in British 
Columbia; over $124,000,000 from the 
Yukon district; about $16,500,000 from 
Nova Scotia, and about $3,000,000 from 
Ontario and Quebec. The largest year­
ly output was in 1900, with a production 
of $27,908,153 since which year the an­
nual production has been steadily de­
creasing, owing chiefly to the continued 
falling off m the output from the Yu­
kon placers, where the actual gold pro­
duction in 1507 was only about $8,264,765. 
The Yukon production has reached 
such a low point that In view of the 
large amount of development under­
taken in that district recently it is 
probable that in the next few years 
there will be a considerably increased 
output.

The difference between the financial 
position of the Dominion and the Re­
public is that, while we are construct­
ing a new Transcontinental railway, 
which will represent a national invest­
ment of a hundred millions and more, 
our neighbors to the south have no 
great national work on hand and their 
additional expenditure is wholly upon 
ordinary services. It is true that the 
United States is under a heavy obliga­
tion in the construction of the Panama 
canal, but that money is being raised 
by the issuance of special Panama 
bonds. In other words, the United 
States will make posterity pay for the 
canal, while we here in Canada are 
paying part at least of the cost of the 
Transcontinental out of ordinary rev­
enue. When it comes to a comparison 
of the financial conditions of the Unit­
ed States with its estimated popula­
tion of 85,000,000 and of Canada with 
its population of 7,500,000, the advan­
tage is all on our side, especially in 
view of the undoubted improvement in 
the situation shown in the statement 
of customs receipts for December. 
Since then the receipts have been daily 
improving, and there is every indica­
tion that February will see a balance 
on the right side in the returns from 
customs.

VANCOUVER NEWSPAPERS STILL 
RAGING.

It is not a dignified proceeding, 
admit, this bickering and backbiting 
between neighboring cities. As a rule 
We prefer to let the petty references 
of Vancouver newspapers to the city 
of Victoria pass in silent contempt. 
Both cities are prospering, each in 
cordance with its situation, its oppor­
tunities and its endowments. Th fu­
ture of both is assured, and that future 
does not appear to be in any way de­
pendent upon efforts of jealous-minded 
persons or newspapers to libel and mis­
represent either the climat'e or the fa­
cilities for doing business in either. 
Vancouver is growing with great rapid­
ity, It is thriving in every department 
of commercial activity. That is true 
of Victoria also. Under the circum­
stances we cannot see any justification 
whatever for the repeated attempts of 
the Vancouver newspapers to misrepre­
sent the condition of affairs here—to en­
deavor to create false impressions in 
regard to the shipping facilities of Vic­
toria or in respect of anything having 
to do with Victoria. Surely Vancouver 
is big enough to put all such narrow­
ness, pettiness and meanness behind 
her. But we regret to observe that 
such is not the case. If the public 
Journals o£ the terminal city represent 
public opinion there, Vancouver is as 
contemptible, as Insular, as provincial 
In its sentiments as the community 
represented by Mr. Pott of the Eatons- 
will Gazette.

In its issue of Saturday, roused by 
some references of the Colonist to Vant 
couver harbor, the Province made the 
statement that the harbor of Victoria 
“cannot accommodate ocean shipping." 
The statement of the Colonist may or 
may not have been true, Gut whether 
accurate or not it constituted no ex­
cuse for the editor of the Province re­
sorting to deliberate falsehood, or giv­
ing utterance to a statement founded 
upon Ignorance just as Indefensible as 
falsehood. We cannot believe that the 
writer of the article in question is 
ignorant of the fact that Victoria har­
bor accommodates more ocean shipping 
every week than the harbor of Vancou­
ver. It he will overhaul the trade and 
navigation returns of the Dominion he 
will discover that the port of Victoria 
accommodates a greater amount of 
ocean shipping in the course of a year 
than any port in Canada with the sin­
gle exception of Montreal, and that it 
is very little behind even the commer­
cial metropolis of the country.

The statement would not even he 
true of the Inner harbor of Victoria, 
which accommodates coasting steamers 
chiefly. The steamship Princess Char­
lotte, a vessel of three hundred and for­
ty feet in length, enters the inner har­
bor dally.

If harbor accommodation were the 
one thing needful to insure the future 
importaee of the port of Victoria—an 
importance that is. growing notwith­
standing the persistent misrepresenta­
tion of the Vancouver press—we have 
it in abundance.

I have again to congratulate the hor­
ticulturists of the province on the re­
markable success they have achieved 
with British Columbia fruit at the ex­
hibitions in Great Britain. The Minis­
ter of Finance and Agriculture, who 
assisted in the work this year, is also 
to be congratulated on the favorable 
Impression made by him upon the press 
and public of the Motherland. I must 
also express my gratification in the fact 
that British" Columbia fruit-growers 
won several thousand dollars in prizes 
at the Spokane apple show, where the 
fruit was in competition with the prin­
cipal fruit-growing states of the Union.

The rapid development of the prov­
ince and the extension of settlement in 
new districts, necessitating the con­
struction of roads, trails and bridges, 
the establishment of new schools and 
the surveying of large areas' of agri­
cultural lands, have rendered extraor­
dinary expenditure imperative during 
the recess. You will, therefore, be ask­
ed to confirm certain disbursements 
made under the authority of special 
warrant.

The negotiations between my govern­
ment and the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway Company respecting the town- 
site of Prince Rupert have been con­
cluded, and the work of surveying, sub­
dividing and laying out the new city 
is proceeding satisfactorily.

In consequence of the rapidly In­
creasing demand for water for irriga­
tion and power purposes, coincident 
with the expansion of the fruit-growing 
industry, you will be asked to consider 
a bill for the more effectual and equit­
able distribution of water required to 
meet the new cotylitions.

EXPLODE TWELVE
TONS OF POWDER

Thousands of Cubic Yards of 
Bluff at Prince Rupert 

Demolished.

(Special Correspondence.)
Prince Rupert, Jan. 20.—A huge puff 

of smoke, through which shot stumps 
massive rocks that were carriedand

for hundreds of yards into the harbor; 
a trembling of the earth "similar to a 
slight shock of earthquake with a dull 
muffled roar, and 20,000 cubic yards of 
rock in the bluff south of the wharf 

either hurled into the water, orwas
broken up so fine by the force of the 
explosion that steam-shovels will be 
able to handle it without the slight­
est difficulty. The scene was wit­
nessed by the residents of Prince Rup­
ert from the surrounding hill-tops; and 
as the shot is the most successful one 
put off so far, the contractors are jubi­
lant.

For some weeks gangs of men have 
been drilling poyotte tunnels under 
this bluff from the water’s edge and 
on grade level. Three of these tunnels, 
which averaged seventy-five feet in 
length and located 100 feet apart, were 
then cross-sectioned at the end and 
half-way by tunnels thirty feet in 
length, forming twelve huge pockets 
into which was carefully packed 
twelve tons or the contents of one 
thousand 25-pound cans of black pow­
der. The magazines were connected by 
wires with a galvanic battery on wharf 
from where the shots were fired, after 
the tunnels had been filled up with 
loose rock and hermetrically sealed to 
prevent them from blowing out.

HISTORIC BIBLE.

Sacred Book in AVhich George Wash­
ington’s Masonic Degrees Were 

Recorded. «

Fredericksburg, Va., Jan. 21.—The 
Fredericksburg lodge of Masons, which 
possesses the Bible on which Wash­
ington was entered, passed, and raised, 
and also the records showing when he 
was given his degree in that lodge, has 
been somewhat annoyed recently by a 
story which was given wide publicity 
to the effect that the lodge of antiquity 
of Montreal, Canada, is the possessor 
of the Bible on which Washington was 
obligated as a Mason. In order to 
clehr up the matter, Clarence R. How­
ard, past master of the local lodge, 
wrote to the Montreal lodge and has 
received a reply saying that the Mon­
treal lodge does not question the claim 
of the Fredericksburg lodge.

“Having initiated, passed and raised 
your illustrious first president, George 
Washington,” continued the letter, 
“you have the records and also the 
Bible as shown by Brother S. J. Quinn, 
your P. G. M„ in his historical sketch 
of your lodge.”

Railway Will Assist in Opening 
Up Rich Nechaco 

Valley.

A. J. Park, a well known explorer and 
hunter of big game, has but lately re­
turned from a. trip to the great northern 
interior of Britisji Columbia. He was 
delighted with the country, and claims 
that we have “a Wonderland” at our very 
doors, says the Ashcroft Journal.

‘‘It was an intensely interesting trip In­
to a comparatively unknown land,” said 
Park. “From the sportsman’s viewpoint 
it is paradise, but one needs time and 
money to make the most of the innumer­
able opportunities. President Roosevelt 
may choose Africa for his exploits with 
the camera and gun, but as for me I 
should choose the Nechaco valley, Lake 
Francis, Stuart lake, Fraser lake and the 
Barkerville country east. In mentioning 
these localities sight is lost of Quesnel. 
in British Columbia, and lost of many 
others that deservedly challenge compari­
son with the game fields of Eastern Can­
ada and Northern Maine.

“According to the surveys." said Mr. 
Park, “the Nechaco valley will be tapped 
by the Grand Trunk Pacific main line. 
This will open up a section that has 
great agricultural possibilities. The val­
ley is approximately seventy-five miles 
long and varies in width from five to 
forty miles. While often spoken of as 
level, it is really gently rolling, and hero 
and there are found small hills. The soil 
is very rich, consisting of black loam lit 
some parts and white silt in others. The 
silt is forty feet deep at the maximum and 
at least thirty feet deep on the average. 
The timber is a small growth of poplar, 
easily cleared. Large meadows, with a 
luxuriant growth of grass are common.

“Pea vine grows like a weed and 
vetches flourish. The Indians have good 
success with potatoes, turnips, cabbage 
and onions. Oats, when tried, have proved 
a fine crop, and I believe that some day 
the Nechaco valley will be a rival to Al­
berta as a wheat growing section.

“The climate is comparatively mild, ow­
ing to the fact that It Is protected on the 
east and north by mountains from cold 
winds, and is only 125 miles or so from 
salt water, thus receiving beneficial In­
fluence of the Japan current.

“It has been stated that cattle can take 
care of themselves the year around, but 
I do not think this will work out to the 
best advantage. They should be cared for 
at least three months of the winter.

“Gold and copper are the minerals that 
one mine, crudely worked, produced 
something like $150,000 a year, but so far 
comparatively little work has been done. 
I was told machinery, however, is neces­
sary to determine the real mineral value 
of the district, and that cannot be had 
until the railroad is in operation.”

Timber is one of 
the largest of the resources of the 
country but the dairy industry is com­
ing to the front and much produce is 
being exported to England. The great­
est need of the Siberians is up-to-date 
tnachinery and .implements, and 
Americans are getting in there on the 
ground floor in this line, the English 
and Canadians hardly making an effort 
to reach out for the business.

Arriving at Harbin seventeen days 
from the time of leaving England, the 
relics of the late war proved of great 
interest. At Mukden a stay of three 
Nveeks was made, and there Mr. Starner 
Visited his sister, who is a medical mis­
sionary among the Chinese. From her 
toe obtained much first hand informa­
tion of the customs and habits of the 
people, and was shown the scenes of 
the Russo-Japanese war, the trenches, 
the graves of the soldiers, and the bat­
tlefields where the battles were fought 
over again in imagination. While here 
the interesting ceremony of the recep­
tion of the Imperial tablets was seen. 
{They are carried front- Pekin to Muk­
den every ten years by .qrv - Imperial 
prince, the one in cjjasge this year be­
ing Prince Chlng:' This was the first 
year the tablets were sent by train.

At Mukijén also the annual celebra­
tion in' honor of the birthday of the 
Empress Dowager was held only a few 
flays before her death. At the ban­
quet held in the evening at which all 

, the foreign ambassadors were present, 
the toasts were all drunk in English. 
English is the official language there, 
and it was curious to hear the Russian

ambassador proposing the toast to the 
Dowager Empress in the English lan­
guage.

Passing then to Pekin Mr. Starner was 
•ucky enough to be present in the city 
at the time of the death of the Emperor 
and Empress Dowager. He witnessed 
the sudden transformation of the city, 
the decorations changing from) red to 
blue and white. An Imperial edict was 
Issued ordering no one to shave, to re­
joice, or to marry, for one hundred 
days. The mourning, howerer, seemed 
to expend itself wholly in outward 
show, for the natives did not seem to 
feel deeply. In order that the edict 
might be obeyed, the punishment of 
whipping .was ordered to anyone re­
fusing to submit.

The water supply at Pekin proved a 
most attractive subject for study. As 
ft means of fire protection small tubs 
a little over a foot high were placed 
on some bridges, and these are kept 

- Riled with water to be used in extin­
guishing fires should they break out. 
As all the housea are built of wood 
there would seem to be much danger 
from fire. The water supply Is taken 
from wells at the back of each house.

Speaking of the habits of the Chinese, 
the artist traveller found the people 
very dirty as a race. In their own 
homes and around their houses the peo­
ple were filthy.

The next country visited was Korea. 
These people seemed to suffer much 
from their subjugation by the Japan­
ese. They are allowed their own army 
and guns, but ammunition is. denied 
them. The army numbered only six 
hundred in all, while it is estimated 
that no less than 150,000 Japanese live 
in the country. The Koreans, he says, 
are an intelligent, literary people, but 
ancient in their habits through being 
shut off from the rest of the world, 
while they did not love the Japanese 
they took very kindly to the English, 
and during the time they were visited, 
were going through "a great religious 
revival. Christianity finding much fa­
vor among them. The churches are 
packed with converts, and everyone 
seemed to be sejged with religious zeal.

In Japan the cities were a disap­
pointment from an artistic point of 
view. They are in a state of transition 
from Oriental to Occidental. The busi­
ness sections are being built up per­
manently and the Japanese are using 
everyone and everything from which 
they can learn anything. They do not 
like the English to live in the country, 
but they like to learn from them. The 
Japanese are -getting their military 
Ideas from the Germans, their naval 
ideas from the English, and their 
thanlcal Ideas from the Americans.

SUDDEN DEATH OF
FREDERICK G. WHITE

Well Known Resident of the 
Pacific Coast Passed Away 

Last Night.

Last night the death occurred of 

Fred G. White, a young man who was 
highly respected here. The news of his 
sudden death came as a great shock 
to his many friends In this city, and 
will cause sincere 
friends in other portions of the pro­
vince, and particularly in the Yukon, 
where he had spent a considerable por­
tion of his time of late years,

Mr, White was born in Ontario in 
1864, his father being a Church of Eng­
land clergyman. Arriving In this pro­
vince some twenty or more years ago, 
he engaged in business on the Main­
land for some time, afterwards moving 
to Victoria, where he assumed the 
management of the messenger service, 
leaving to engage in business at Lake 
Bennett during the Klondike rush. He 
then accepted a position with the 
Nickel Plate mine at Hedley, B. C., 
afterwards entering the service of the 
Guggenheims, being stationed at Bul­
lion in Cariboo, and latterly in the Yu­
kon, where he reorganized the booking 
department of their huge business 
there.

He was spending the winter months 
in Victoria.

A few days ago he was operated upon 
at the Jubilee hospital for appendicitis 
and was apparently getting along fav­
orably, and an early recovery was con­
fidently anticipated. His friends never 
imagined for one moment there was 
any likelihood of a fatal termination 
to his illness. Tuesday night, however, 
heart failure developed, and shortly 
before midnight death followed.

Mr. White was true and faithful to 
his friends, and a man of integrity.

NO OFFICIAL MAP OF
CITY IN EXISTENCE

Action Taken to Have Woodpile 
on Douglas Street 

Removed.

In an action commenced in the police 
court Wednesday and adjourned for a 
week, in which the plaintiff is Samuel 
Jennings, of Mount Tolmie road, and 
the defendants James and John Baker, 
trading as Baker Brothers, Pembroke 
Street, It was learned that there is no 
official map of the city as it is now con­
stituted in existence. According to the 
statement of R. T. Elliott, K. C., counsel 
for the defendants, this will have to be 
produced by the plaintiff before the ac­
tion can be gone on with.

The action is brought under the streets 
by-law and amendments, and complains 
that the defendants have piled wood on 
the street contrary to the by-law.

J. A. Alkman, for the plaintiff, said 
the defendants to the action had been 
in the habit of piling large quantities of 
wood on Douglas street, near Burnside 
road, to the detriment of property In the 
vicinity. It was learned that the plain­
tiff desired to sell a property owned by 
him on Tolmie avenue, and had lost a 
purchaser through the fact that the wood 
was on the street. He had asked for it 
to be removed, but no action had been 
taken.

For the defence, Mr. Elliott told the 
court his clients had been piling wood on 
Douglas street for twenty years without 
objection, and it that did not establish a 
right to the land occupied by the wood it 
was for the other side to prove it. Mr. 
Topp, city engineer, when asked for the 
street alignment, said it was two years 
since it had been taken, and he could not 
tell the position of the wood at present. 
The adjournment was allowed for the 
city engineer to have a line taken for evi­
dence.

The plaintiff said the wood complained 
of was dh Tolmie avenue and also on 
Douglas street. He, however, had been 
unable to proceed in regard to Tolmie 
avenue as it was a road owned by two 
municipalities. The plaintiff had only 
been piling wood on Tolmie avenue for 
about a year. On the hearing next week 
a question of the jurisdiction of the court 
will be raised. It developed that the only 
official maps of the city in existence are 
those of Victoria West and of the orig­
inal city towns!te, since enlarged. The 
defendants claim title and right to the 
land.

CANADIANS PROMPT
TO PAY THEIR BILLS

Tribute by Seattle Firms to 
Business Men of British 

Columbia.

Seattle, Wash., Jan. 19,—That fewer 
poor accounts are contracted and less 
money lost in British Columbia than on 
this side of the line, although American 
firms cannot collect bills in Canada un­
less they are registered there, was the 
statement made last night by several 
speakers at the credit men’s meeting at 
the Rainier-Grand hotel.

Several stated that the British Colum­
bia risks were in most cases moral risks, 
but that they had in most instances 
found them even safer than legal risks 
in this country, where collections could 
be made under the law.

Ottawa, Jan. 20,-The Inauguration 
of the first session of the eleventh par­
liament of Canada began at 3 o’clock 
this afternoon when Sir Charles Fitz­
patrick, deputy governor-general, 
moned the Commons to the Senate 
chambers where he told them to go 
back and elect a Speaker and cpme

from the throne. Reassembling In the 
Commons the members then proceeded 
to the election of a Speaker and 
Deputy Speaker. Sir Wilfrid moved 
the appointment to the Speakership of 
Charles Mardi, Deputy Speaker in the 
last House, and for Deputy Speaker he 
nominated Gilbert H. McIntyre, mem­
ber for South Perth.

The formal opening takes place to­
morrow afternoon and it Is understood 
the Speech from the Throne will be 
brief. It will refer to the Tercenten­
ary celebration at 
visit of the Prince of Wales, 
ask parliament to ratify the new 
treaties with the United States rela­
tive to the Atlantic fisheries and the 
inland waterways and will promise 
legislation in reference to 
banking, immigration, 
and public service.

Other items in the government pro­
gramme for the session as at present 
contemplated, but which may not be 
mentioned in the Speech from the 
Throne, will be a reform in the rules 
for parliamentary procedure and de­
bate, creating a separate portfolio of 
labor and a bill to make it a criminal 
offence to offer or accept secret com­
missions, whether in connection with 
private or government bills.

Three of the ministerial seats were 
vacant when the Commons assembled, 
namely those of Hon. W. S. Fielding, 
Sir Frederick Borden and Hon, W. 
Ttmpleman. An announcement Is ex­
pected in a day or so as to Mr, Tem- 
pleman’s position in the cabinet and 
whether arrangements can be made to 
secure him a seat for this session. Mr. 
Fielding is expected to be back about 
February 1st, and Sir Frederick Bor­
den is now enroute from Europe.

CHARLES MARCH

Ottawa, Jan. 20.—In moving the ap­
pointment of Charles Marcil as speak­
er, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who was en­
thusiastically cheered on entering the 
Commons chamber, said he sometimes 
regretted the British system of per­
manent speakership had not been 
adopted in Canada and had at one 
time advocated this change, as well as 
an enlargement of speaker’s powers. 
However, it was the tradition of the 
Canadian House that the deputy 
speaker should be promoted to the 
speakership in the ensuing parliament 
and in Charles Mardi the Commons 
would have an Ideal presiding officer 
discharging his duties with dignity, 
fairness and marked ability,

R. L. Borden said he was inclined to 
share the premier’s opinion that the 
speakership in Canada was not made a 
permanent office as in Britain, though 
under the existing conditions it might 
be now impracticable in Ottawa. He 
agreed that as deputy-speaker, Marcil 
had filled the office in a most admir­
able manner.

Referring to the campaign against 
Mr. Marcil in the Toronto News, Mr. 
Borden said he had nothing particular 
to say now, but he said he was 
posed to the whole system of offering 
bribes to constituencies. The subject 
would be discussed later. Mr. Marcil 
was then declared elected 
ducted to the chair by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and Hon. W. Paterson, 
new speaker briefly and fittingly 
turned thanks in French and English.

FOR NEW SERVICE

Will Leave for Mexico After 
Calling Here Febru­

ary 4th.

Steamer Ella, of the Jebsen Ostrand­
er Company, is in Seattle having arriv­
ed in ballast a day pr.two ago from 
Mexico. She will move to Tacoma for 
btiB*e*i,cgal and freight and then re­
turn to SeattlSkbefore leaving for Brit­
ish Columbia porïïïj^*-j3he Is scheduled 
to leave for the south February 4th, 
and sailings will be made every month 
thereafter, the steamer Erna taking 
the alternate run.

Not only do Jebsen & Ostrander, gen­
eral agents for the line, expect to take 
care of a heavy freight traffic, but IV 
Is believed that the passenger accom­
modations on the Ella and Eras wilt 
attract considerable passenger travel. 
Each steamer can take seventy first 
class, thirty second class and 201 
steerage.

According to the published schedule, 
the Ella and Ema will call at various 
ports on Puget Sound and on the Brit­
ish Columbia side. South bound they 
will spend a day at San Francisco, 
thence proceeding direct to Manzanillo 
and later to Salina Cruz and Corlnto. 
They win also call regularly, south 
bound,’at San Jose de Guatemala and 
Actjutla, When Inducements offer 
and time permits, they will also makf 
San Benito, Ocos, Champerlco and La 
Libertad.

North bound steamers call regularly 
at Araapla, La Union, La Libertad, 
Acajutla and San Jose de Guatemala, 
and when conditions permit also at 
Champerlco, Ocos and San Benito. 
From Salina Cruz they proceed to San 
Bias, San Diego, San Francisco, Vic­
toria and Seattle. Through bills of 
lading are furnished to interior Mex­
ican ports, via Manzanillo in connec­
tion with the Mexican Central, and 
also to Europe and the West Indies 
via Tehuantepec. The company Is to 
receive a subsidy from the Mexican 
government.

were purchased by their present owner.

APPEAL TO FULL COURT 
NOT TO BE ENCOURAGED

Judges Recommend Change in 
County Court Pro­

cedure.

"And I would like the profession» to
bear in mind that appeals to this court 
are not encouraged ’’ remarked Chief 
Justice Hunter Tuesday afternoon af­
ter the full court had decided a small 
appeal on a matter of practice coming 
from County Court Judge Brown’s 
court in the case of Attwood vs. Ket- 
tls River Valley Railway Company. 
The detendan; company was ordered 
by the judge to give fuller answers to 
certain Interrogatories, from which or­
der an appeal was taken. In addition
to voicing the feeling of the court as to 
appeals, the chief justice expressed the 
opinion that examination for discovery 
should bo adopted in county court prac­
tice in place of the system of Interro­
gatories.

The court was in possession of the 
facts of the case from the hearing of 
another appeal last week. The railway 
company entered on certain lands be­
longing to Mrs. Clifford S. Attwood In 
Grand Forks, without any written con­
sent but with the implied sanction of 
heAiiusband and with no protest while 
the lino was under construction. The 
company appears to have been quite 
sincere in its intention of arbitrating 
but delays ensued In this and the plain­
tiff brought an action for trespass. 
Arising out of a notice to treat which 
the company abandoned the' plaintiff 
also entered a county court action to 
enforce a taxed bill of costs amounting 
to $378.14.

J. A. Macdonald, K. C., for the corn- 
contended that they had givenpany,

full answers to the interrogatories and 
to the first of these, as to the consent 
of the plaintiff to the company enter­
ing on her land, no more complete an­
swer could be given. The proceedings 
were vexatious and embarrassing.

H. C. Hanington, for plaintiff, argued 
that the full court could not Interfere 
with the discretion of the trial judge in 
these matters.

The court allowed the appeal as to 
thg first interrogatory but dismissed It 
as to the others, and as both sides thus 
won and lost no costs of appeal or in 
the court below were allowed.

Mr. Justice Irving termed the mat­
ter “a lot of chaff to very little grain,” 
and deprecated appeals in such mat­
ters. He commented, too, on the bill 
of costs for apparently some very small 
proceedings.

Chief Justice Hunter advised the 
profession, and especially Mr. Macdon­
ald as a prominent member of the leg­
islature, to Introduce a change in coun­
ty court procedure in the direction of 
adopting examination for discovery.

PREPARING CASE FOR
RAILWAY COMMISSION

Shippers and General Public 
Asked to Send in Com­

plaints.

In view of the early sitting here of 
the railway commission and the appli­
cation which is to be made for a re­
duction of freight and passenger rates 
in British Columbia, the general public 
is to be asked to forward any comi- 
plaints they have to make to the secre­
tary of the board of trade. This must 
be done at once, as the case has to be 
worked up and notice given of the ap­
plication to the railways concerned.

A meeting of the council of the board 
of trade was held this morning to con­
sider a letter from A. P. Luxton, K.C., 
who has been appointed by the local 
government to appear before the com­
mission on behalf of the province. Mr. 
Luxton wrote that he would be glad to 
know of any particular complaints 
which the board might desire to lay be­
fore the commissioners, and to receive 
any information which it might be able 
to offer him.

The council decided that public noti­
fication be given of Mr. Luxton’s 
quest and merchants, shippers and the 
public generally asked to send in any 
complaints they had to make in re­
gard to freight or. passenger rates im­
mediately. Unless such complaints are 
received parly it will be impossible to 
include them in the province’s case.

MUST CARRY PRESERVERS.

Law Applying to Motor Boats Goes 
Into Effect In June.

The United States senate committee 
on commerce and labor reported favor­
ably the bill Introduced by Senator 
Frye of Maine, requiring all motor ves­
sels to carry life preservers.

Violations of the act are punishable 
by a fine of $10 for'each life preserver 
"lacking or Improperly stowed.” If the 
bill becomes a law It will take effect 
June 1st, and apply to foreign vessels.

Secretary Strauss of the department 
of commerce and labor, In a letter giv­
ing the approval of the department to 
the bill, points out that the navi­
gation of such vessel* is attended with 
a special element of risk on account of 
the dangerous fluids used In their pro­
pulsion.

The number of small vessels now in 
use In the United States which are pro­
pelled by dangerous fluids and elec­
tricity, the collectors of customs esti­
mate to be about 40,0^0,

Other laws of the Nnlted States for 
safe navigation provide that this class 
of vessels shall display the proper lights 
at night and sound for signals.

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MANAGEMENT OF
GERMAN CITIES

Whoever will visit the city hall of 
considerable German city, such as 

Cologne, Berlin, Stuttgart,
any
Munich,
Ulm, will see hanging in a conspicuous 
place a map of the city of the future, 
says Good Housekeeping. The prepar­
ation of this map is a work of immense 
civic interest, and calls forth the col­
lective talents of the entire commu­
nity — architects, engineers, land sur­
veyors, builders, as welt as of the offi­
cial municipal staff.

The development of the city for the 
next half-century or so is forecast; 
roads are mapped out; boulevards, 
open spaces, playgrounds, public parks 
and gardens are located; public build­
ings are assigned to their appropriât* 
situations; factories and workshops to 
their proper district, near rail, river or 
canal; dwelling houses of varying 
type, size and structure are disposed 
in streets, squares and other forma­
tions, so as to give diversity of fea­
ture amid the unity of the town plan. 
When this immense task has been com­
pleted and has received the approval 
of the entire community, official and 
non-official, the town plan is hung up 
In the town house, and all builders and 
land speculators have to conform to 
the plan tn their succeeding operations.

Thus is the old slum land of smells 
and squalor and drunkenness and dis­
ease destined to pass into garden land 
before the magic power of the scientific 
idea. So will the old blunder plan of 
jostling factories and dwellings, street 
lines and sky lines of every possible 
angle and elevation, like saws with 
broken teeth, buildings erected in one 
generation to be bought by public 
money and pulled down in the next 
because they are found to be built in 
the wrong place — all this will have' 
passed away, to give place to the true 
city as soon as America follows the 
example of Germany by the adoption 
of the town plan.

The superior pleasantness of German 
towns, the fountains, public gardens, 
open spaces, quite close to the homes 
of the working classes; the orderliness 
and Innocent joyousness of their open- 
air life; the absence of squalor and 
meanness and the British vice of 
drunkenness, even amid their poverty; 
the air of comfort and self-respect in 
which the German workingman ap­
pears to walk—all this is unquestion­
ably due to the superior civic ideals 
which now possess the minds of the 
rulers of the fatherland. The Germans 
have set themselves to produce men 
and women, and In school, factory and 
street are bringing to the task a 
science and thoroubhness that forbid 
the name “enthusiasm” only because it- 
is so determinedly in earnest.

A week in Munich demonstrates that 
the Bavarians value cleanliness more 
than sleep, for we were frequently 
roused up by the sound of the hissing 
hose and the scrubbing brush In that 
nightly bath to which the streets are 
subjected. Day brought compensation 
in the form of a dustless, germ-free 
atmosphere, eyes fearless of the lacer­
ating speck and the blinding mote, full 
enjoyment of the radiant glories of 
that wonderful (but not more wonder­
ful than our own) Bavarian 
sunshine, and linens that held the 
laundress at bay for a week. This 
nightly tubbing of their cities is gen­
eral in the countries named. The 
Dutch housewife goes one better than 
the proverbial Jerusalemite who kept 
clean her own doorstep, and thus made 
her contribution to a clean Jerusalem, 
for she scrubs the pavements in front 
of her house out as far as the gutter, 
so that one could “sup his porridge off 
it,” as we say in Scotland.

We do not do things quite so well in 
Great Britain, but we have much im­
proved of late. Visitors to London 
notice it—the greater cleanliness of 
the streets, some of them like well- 
kept kitchen floors, Scotland, too. Is 
tubbing herself more plenteously than 
of yore, recognizing that the nature) 
bath of the rainfall, which was well 
enough for the village or little town 
of olden times, is wholly Inadequate to 
the populous and congested modern 
city.

seriously threatened.”

Lord Roberts recently, said in the 
House of Lords: "The necessity for 
maintaining a sufficient and efficient 
citizen army for home defence is an 
essential condition of peace and secur­
ity, as well as of public confidence.”

Our own Sovereign has justly earn­
ed the title of “Edward the Peace­
maker," yet his battleships are launch­
ed with amazing rapidity, each one, in 
turn, exceeding the other in all that 
goes to make a fighter. And who 
will deny that England's supremacy, 
won from Spain 300 years ago, recog­
nized at Utrecht and maintained to 
this day, has stood, and now stands, 
the greatest agency for peace the 
world has ever known.

Respect of Other Nations.
Now, what is meant by "Canada’s 

first line of defence?” Not necessarily 
a fleet of great leviathians of the 
Dreadnought type, whose work it is to 
attack, not defend, but a reasonable 
number of torpedo-boat (coastal or 
ocean) destroyers and of submarines 
whose work is "to defend” and “not 
attack.” Australia proposes to com­
plete her defence In three years’ time 
with ten submarines, or nine at least, 
and a destroyer for the chief harbors 
of each state. This, In the 'opinion of 
Mr. Deakin, is sufficient for Australia. 
To some extent, and only to some ex­
tent, are the relative positions of Can­
ada and Australia reversed. With 
Australia it is a minimum of navalism. 
This is because their coast line is a 
circle. Canada, with the shores of 
mighty rivers leading to accessible mé­
tropoles, presents to an attacking force 
half a circle of coast line at least, so 
that the relation between naval and 
military forces, while not the same, is 
not certainly in inverse ratio. Canada 
might fairly copy Australia in its 
time limit, and by taking three years 
in which to do it, acquire a naval arm­
ament of sufficient strength to reason­
ably defend itself. "Many authorities 
are of the opinion that the next great 
sea battle to be fought at night will 
be won by destroyers, owing to their 
numbers, their speed, and the slight 
chance of a battleship disabling more 
than a small percentage of them." The 
first cost of a destroyer is said to • be 
$210,000, and of a submarine $243,000; 
in all $453,000. One Is forced to no­
tice that this sum Is less than one- 
thirteenth of what is now annually 
spent on militia. The liberal offer 
made by Great Britain to Australia 
might be repeated to Canada, and af­
terwards following again the example 
of Australia, the second and third year 
complement could be built at our own 
shipyards, thus restoring, or helping 
to restore, an industry which has left 
us. In a little while, at a cost not felt 
by the Canadian taxpayer, Canada 
would have a very complete lihe of 
naval defence. Our ships would fly 
the Canadian flag and be altogether 
Canadian In cost and political control 
as to their movements and stations, 
but in time of war would pass under 
the strategic command^ the Admiral­
ty. Canada "thenf wotttd receive the 
respect of other nations. She would 
hâve an individuality of her own. Her 
self-respect would be restored and 
maintained. The youth of Canada 
would have national aspirations. A 
new calling in life would be given 
them. They would have the benefit 
of naval discipline and naval educa­
tion, which makes so much for physi­
cal well-being and for moral and intel­
lectual tempering. This would be a 
naval confederacy In the formation and 
upkeep of which Canada would be de­
fending itself and performing Its duty 
to the Empire.

A man who wants war is a 
barbarian through and through. 
“Bella! Bella horrlda.” Preparation 
for war is quite consistent with love 
of peace, arid the more a nation loves 
peace the better it prepares for war, 
and the more it prepares for war the 
better it preserves peace. King Edgar 
was called the Peaceful, yet he protect­
ed his kingdom with three mighty 
fleets, and later on, under Harold, it 
was the dispersal of these fleets that 
encouraged William, and made the 
Norman Conquest successful, because 
the defence of England first began on 
land. Henry VII.. so well equipped 
his squadrons that the necessity for 
them did not appear, and peace and 
contentment.reigned. Later on the pit­
iful unpreparedness of the “Beggars of 
the Sea,” encouraged the Armada, and 
but for the bulldog courage, the skill 
of the British tar, and the intense ha­
tred of Spain, the latter’s title to "Mis­
tress of the Ocean" would not, at least 
then, have been lost. President Roose­
velt said to a conference of one hun­
dred naval officers:

“I want a first class fighting navy 
or no navy at all, because a first class 
fighting navy Is the most effective 
guarantee of peace this nation can 
have.”

Vancouver, Jan. 20.—The new board 
of aldermen will hold their first regu­
lar meting on Monday, February 1st, 
at 7.30 o’clock p. m. In the customary 
manner they were introduced to the 
council chamber Monday. Mayor Doug­
las called the council to order, and 
opened the proceedings with an ad­
dress, which was In part as follows:

Gentlemen of the Council. — At this 
opening session of the council for 1908, 
I beg to call your attention to a num­
ber of matters that should receive the 
immediate attention of your honorable 
body.

The result then is, if we take from 
the fleet one or more ships to guard 
and patrol our coast line we thus di­
vert them from their avowed purpose, 
and we reduce the British fleet below 
the two-power standard, a standard, 
we are told, that is needed for the pur­
pose of attack. Is Canada willing 
to thus weaken the force upon which 
it relies, and to selfishly demand from 
the mother that which she can, but 
won’t supply herself?

Defence, Not Defiance.
Should we not at least prepare our­

selves to defend ourselves by the crea­
tion and support of a suitable system 
of naval defence? An Introspective 
sight into the public mind would un­
doubtedly find an affirmative answer 
to this question. Now a misconcep­
tion exists in the minds of many as 
to what is meant by naval defence for 
Canada. It is not, and never has been, 
suggested that as a unit of the Empire 
Canada should own such a navy as 
she would require if she were an inde­
pendent nation. It is quite unneces­
sary that she should reach the stan­
dard of even the Argentine or Chili, 
but what Canada should do is to pos­
sess a sufficient naval armament to be 
reasonably effective in defence of her 
own shores. Our motto should be:
“We defy not, but defend.” If this 
view is not accepted, then they who 
reject it are untrue to themselves, If 
they support the present military ex­
pen iitures. The latter can only fie 
justified because It gives to Canada a 
means of defence by land. It is the 
principle or policy of defence which 
justifies the existençe of Canadian 
militia, the opposite of that governing 
the maintenance of the British army.
Then does it not follow that we utterly 
fail in this mission of defence, when 
we permit our coast line to be as open 
to attack as was Bomarsund, after it 
fell In shapeless ruins before the fire 
of H. M. S. Edinburgh. Defence on 
land, without defence on water, is 
useless against attack by sea. Alex­
andria proves this. Nine miles of forts 
from Marabout to Silsileh, mounting 
with smooth bores, mortars and rifled 
guns, 250 in all, were completely 
lenced in eight hours by S3 guns and 
six gunboats—by less, in fact, because 
five ships were broadside vessel, and 
could only bring half their guns to 
bear at one time. Had Arabl availed 
himself even of the mines and torpe­
does he is said to have had, the tale 
to be told to-day might be very differ­
ent. Then, we are Instructed by Ad­
miral Colomb that, with command of 
the sea a fortress is bound to fall if 
properly attacked by sea and land, and 
Lord Roberts repeats the injunction, 
when he says: “For the purpose of 
invasion it is not an absolute neces­
sity for a nation to have command of 
the sea in the sense that command of 
the sea Is generally understood. Local 
or temporary command would suffice.”
Hence Canada should obey the lesson 
of experience, the best tutor man or 
nation ever had. Not only should she 
act upon it, in obedience to the first

To meet the wishes of 
ratepayers, and also in justice to the 
city engineer, I think it would be ad­
visable to investigate this department, 
and I beg to suggest the appointment 
of a committee for that purpose.

From there, in the ships and Hudson 
Bay Company boats, they worked their 
way to Rupert House, on the main­
land, a trading port of the Hudson 
Bay Company. Here they found that 
pri visions were scarce, and were com­
pelled to move on. Accompanied by 
fourteen Indians as guides and voya­
geurs, they embarked in four canoes, 
and after battling with sea and ice for 
eight long days, got to Moose Factory, 
a distance of 120 miles from Rupert 
House. Here they stayed four weeks, 
waiting until the river froze. The 
Hudson Bay station at this point was 
well supplied with bully beef, flour and * 
pork, and the hungry and worn-out 
party were treated to a full share of 
the winter larder. Volunteers were 
then asked for, to make for the T. N. 
O. railway junction. The ten sea­
men, with four Indian guides, made up 
the party, with provisions for eight 
days, as well/ as snowshoes and tobog­
gans, supplied by the Hudson Bay 
Company. Their first point of call 
was New Post, 140 miles from Moose 
Factory. The first day’s march was 
made in bitterly cold weather, the 
thermometer being about 50 degrees 
below. Frost bites and fatigue were 
responsible for seven of the ten giving 
up the long tramp, and the three sea­
men, who ultimately arrived in Mont­
real, were left to make the hazardous 
journey alone.

A last effort was made by tug-owners 
before the new council Monday night to 
reopen the question of the garbage con­
tract. This was one of thé issues of 
the campaign in ward three and the 
defeat of W. A. Gleason is attributed 
by some people to his support of the 
Gardiner contract.

The result of the effort was that the 
council, in view of the contract having 
been finally concluded, decided to stand 
by it, and will inform the four rate­
payers who asked for its repudiation 
that, on the advice of the city solici­
tors, this cannot be done.

The following petition, signed by J. 
A. Price, M. Mathiesen, Michael Hare 
and C. H. F. Blake, was read:

undersigned steamboat 
owners and taxpayers, petition your 
honorable body to reconsider the action 
of the former council in reference to 
the matter of the garbage contract on 
the following grounds:

“That it is the law of tile city that 
tenders should be called for on all con­
tracts over $100;

“That all citizens and ratepayers 
have the right to tender for city works ;

“That tug and steambeat owners 
were deprived of the- right to submit 
either suggestions or tenders;

“That the former holder of the con­
tract violated the spirit and agreement 
that no Asiatic should be employed on 
city contracts or work;

“That the giving of the contract was 
Illegal, inasmuch as it deprived the 
present council of the right to deal with 
its own income and expenditure,.' and 
further, it presumed to do the work of 
the 1910 council by making the contract 
for two years;

“That the haste shown in arrartjging 
the contract was against the interests 
of the city, against the wishes of the 
ratepayers and unfair to others in the 
business.

“That the decision arrived at by the 
committee which had the matter in 
hand was founded upon a wrong as­
sumption, viz., the inability of any 
other tug owner to do the work.

“As the contract was made, subject 
to ratification of the present council, 
the petitioners ask that their request 
be granted and that they be allowed 
the right to submit offers and tenders.”

Aid. Fullerton, in reply to his ques­
tion, was informed by the mayor that 
the contract had been signed. He ex­
pressed surprise at this, as he had un­
derstood the matter was subject to the 
new council sanctioning the contract.

"Do I understand that a civic con­
tract for a large sum was let without 
calling for tenders?” Aid. Ross asked 
In a tone of pained surprise.

“That is what it was,” replied the 
mayor.

Aid. Fullerton said he stood where he 
had in opposition to letting the 
tract without tender, and if possible 
the matter should be reconsidered.

“We were informed at the time that 
we had authority to let that contract 
as we did,” remarked Aid. Henderson.

Aid. McKeown thought the matter 
had been gone into very thoroughly by 

• the committee and threshed out In 
Council.

Cordial approval of the Tasse scheme 
for the beautification of the capital 
city was expressed by the city council 
on Monday and a committee was ap­
pointed to act with other bodies in de­
ciding upon a general scheme and 
bringing the matter before the govern­
ment.

Aid. Turner brought the question to 
the attention of the council by moving: 
"That the city council endorses the 
scheme proposed by Joseph Tasse for 
the improvement and beautifying of 
Victoria, and that a small committee 
be appointed to interview the govern­
ment in connection with the matter.7

The biological station at Departure 
Bay, near Nanaimo, which was built An efficient streé 
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by the Dominion government a year 
ago, is already doing good work. The 

■ curator, Rev. G. H. Taylor, who has 
long been recognized as an authority 
upon sea life on the coast, is steadily 
carrying on experiments. Reference 
has before been made to the fact that 
several eminent scientists last summer 
visited the station and did experiment­
al work. Included among them were 
Prof. Macoun, of Ottawa, and Prof. 
Burmash of Columbia College, New 
Westminster.

Mr, Taylor in a recent article in Ma­
rine Life, referring to the work to be 
accomplished there, says:

The biological station is intended for 
the study of every branch of aquatic 
life—the study, not merely of the fishes 
themselves, but of every kind of crea­
ture living in the rivers of the seas, for 
all of these have a practical bearing 
upon fishery questions; either they fur­
nish food for the fish, or they are 
enemies of the fish, or they indicate 
conditions favorable or unfavorable to 
fish life, and so on; they must all be 
studied if we would understand the 
whys anti the wherefores of the habits, 
the migrations and the spawning times 
and places of our fish.

Naturally it will take some little time 
to accomplish the results that are ex­
pected to follow the establishment of 
the station. At first workers will be 
handicapped by the absence of a g rod 
library—books necessary for reference 
are expenseive things and cannot al­
ways be had at a moment's notice, even 
if there is money to pay for them, for 
so many are scarce and out of print: 
then again, so little comparatively is 
known as yet concerning the inhabi­
tants of our seas that the work has to 
be begun at the beginning, and some 
time must be taken in laying a sound 
foundation upon which future workers 
may build.

Active work was begun at the station 
at the beginning of June last year, and 
up to the end of September five or six 
scientific men, volunteer workers, of 
course, were at the station. During 
the winter months most of the scientists 
upon whom the authorities will rely 
for help, will be busy at the various 
universities, hut the writer as curator 
of the station will carry on the work 
during the whole year.

His first efforts are naturally being 
directed towards the identification of 
the ftslies which occur In British Col­
umbia waters.

In the preliminary list which he has 
drawn up there are nearly 200 names of 
fishes which have either been definitely 
recorded from the province, or are 
known to occur in Puget Sound to the 
south of us, or in Alaskan waters im­
mediately to the north, and which may 
therefore be expected to occur in Brit­
ish Columbia. Specimens of all these 
are being procured as quickly as possi­
ble, and are being preserved for study 
at the station: already 70 or 80 species 
are represented in the collection, most­
ly taken in Departure bay. In connec­
tion with this collection it may be 
pointed out that fishermen, profession­
al or amateur, even down to the small­
est boy, may confer lasting benefits 
upon science by forwarding to the sta­
tion specimens of any fish which ap­
pear strange to them, remembering that 
scienti..c interest is not dependent on 
the size of the specimens, the smallest 
kinds of fishes being usually those 
about which least is known.

Campbell's address was as follows :
Science knows less of the interior of 

the earth than of most subjects. The 
word seismic is made up of two Greek 
words, and means earth-shaking, or 
earthquake.

An efficient street lighting plant 
working to its capacity is reported by 
the city electrician in his annual state­
ment to the council. In order to pro­
vide for the constantly Increasing de­
mands made upon it Superintendent 
Hutchison points out the necessity for 
additional equipment, and he recom­
mends that this be made sufficient for 
at least five hundred new lamps. The 
long-burning type of lamp recently in­
stalled, Mr. Hutchison reports to be 
giving satisfactory service and to be 
economical in point of attendance. The 
report is as follows;

Gentlemen 
submit my annual report, having re­
ference to the operations of the street 
lighting system and making sugges­
tions for the further extension and 
improvement of same.

During the past year the plant at 
the lighting station has operated 
throughout without interruption of any 
kind, and is at present in good opera­
tive condition generally, the following 
is a brief description of the plant at 
present in use together with a state­
ment as to condition of the same:

Boiler plant consists of four return 
tubular boilers of 80-horse power 
each, the working pressure allowed 
under government inspection being 95 
pounds per square inch; these boilers 
are mounted in brick settings which, 
during the past summer, were thor­
oughly overhauled, the entire equip­
ment is In thoroughly good condition, 
taking into consideration the fact that 
this plant has been In service since 
1895. The allowable working pressure 
is too low for the type of plant operat­
ed in connection with same, and hamp­
ers operation to a certain extent.

Feed water heating system, installed 
in 1906, Is In first class condition, the 
average temperature of feed water 
entering boilers is 208 degrees Fah­
renheit.
equipment has been of great service 
in enabling steady and ample steam to 
be generated, using low grade fuel.

Another Engine Needed.
The engine upon which the operation 

of the entire service Is dependent was 
installed in 1895 and has undoubtedly 
given good service, its rated capacity 
is 300-horse power. Engine iç in good 
working condition at present and may 
reasonably be expected to render good 
service for many years to come- par­
ticularly so, if, in making extension to 
plant, arrangements be made whereby 
a more frequent overhaul can be 
made as under present conditions sus­
pension of operation is essential, which 
is more or less objectionable. The en­
tire system being dependent on one 
engine unit for power, supply is a weak 
point i the present equipment and 
shoulf In my opinion be remedied as 
early possible.

Dynamo plant in regular service con­
sists of three direct current generators 
of 60 lights capacity each, and one 
alternating current generator having 
capacity to operate -200 lamps of the 
enclosed type. The latter is of modem 
type and was installed in 1906. At 
the time of installation 150 new type 
lamps were put in service. During the 
past year the spare capacity In gen­
erator was taken advantage of and 
50 new type lamps were placed in 
Spring Ridge district replacing lamps 
of old style. The following indicates 
the capacity _ and number of lamps 
connected to each dynamo In regular 
service:

No. 1 dynamo, capacity 60 lights;
lamps connected, 59.

No. 2 dynamo, capacity 60 lights;
lamps connected, 85.

No. 3 dynamo; capacity 60 lights;
lamps connected 57.

No. 4 dynamo, capacity 100 lights; 
(spare dynamo).

Alternating current dynamo, 20G,
Total lamps in use, 363.

Carrying a Full Load.
From the above It will be clear that 

generators are in each case carrying 
a fairly full load, and that no exten­
sions of any magnitude can be under­
taken, unless generator capacity Is 
increased. It will also be noticed that 
although the alternating current gen­
erator Is carrying 50 per cent, of the 
entire number of lamps, there is no 
spare to take place of same in case of 
necessity.

Circuits—The city Is at present di­
vided lntqr eight separate lighting dis­
tricts to each of which lines 
direct from the lighting station, the 
total length of wire in use being ap­
proximately 100 miles. These lines will 
require a general overhaul during the 
next summer in order to improve the 
insulation and secure better clearance 
from other wires In the vicinity of 
same. Considerable work, was done 
during the past year in the way of 
moving poles to new locations, this 
being necessary as a result of the lay­
ing of permanent sidewalks and other 
street improvement work.

Extension of system—In my annual 
report of 1807 I made reference to the 
fact that the present equipment was 
inadequate to meet the demand for ad­
ditional street lights, since that time 
the mileage of streets has been in­
creased as a result of new sections 
being opened.

Capacity Must Be Increased.
In order to meet the demands it is 

essential that the capacity of the plant 
be considerably increased and I re­
spectfully recommend that this mat- 

vf ter be given early consideration, during 
the past year numerous petitions for 
street lamps were received, unfortun- 
atcly, however, the requests of the 
Petitioners could not be granted ow- 
in” to the lack of capacity In plant.

The leading feature of the even­
ing was a paper by Rev. Canon Bean- 
lands on “The Mendel Theory,” which 
the lecturer illustrated by means of 
blackboard diagrams. The whole theory 
deals with the influence of the domin­
ant parent on the offspring, and is in­
teresting to-day because of the tend­
ency of the races to intermarry.

The experiments made by Abbe Men­
del, which have been confirmed by 
many other observers, go to show that 
the second generation all have largely 
the characteristics of the dominant 
parent. In the next generation, while 
25 per cent, follow the dominant and 
25 per cent, follow the parent with the 
weaker characteristics, the other 50 
per cent, seem to be like the dominant 
parent and have most of the character­
istics of that one. The expression 
“dominant parent” may be either the 
mother or the father.

The experiments were originally con­
ducted with plants, but observations 
among men and the lower animals, the 
speaker thought, tended to show that 
the same theory held good there. He 
illustrated this in the matter of color, 
where a Caucasian marries a native 
African and applied it to the forma­
tion of our own mixed Anglo-Saxon 
race, showing that in many cases the 
bringing in of new blood, even if not 
of as high quality as the original, 
tended to revitalize the race. The lec­
turer also thought that If the peculiar 
features of the race were to be retain­
ed It would be more advisable to se­
cure as immigrants the fair races of 
northern Europe than the darker races 
of the south.

On Friday last V. C. Maddock, the 
local estate agent, received a letter 
from Mrs. Hueston announcing her ar­
rival at the Driard hotel and asking 
him to call. Expecting a business client 
Mr. Maddock called on Mrs. Hueston 
and was at once asked what was his 
proposition. Upon intimating he was 
at a loss to understand the meaning of 
the enquiry the visitor produced the 
letter she had received, signed H. Mad- 
(dock, asking her to come to Victoria 
In reference to the engagement. Mr. 
Maddock intimated he had not heard 
of the matter before and was not in 
need of a housekeeper, and was not the 
person in question.

It was the latter theory which the jury 
evidently accepted, giving weight to the 
bruise on the head and the fact that 
the deceased’s fishing-rod was found 
standing against the bank close by.

"It seems to me that it is impossi­
ble to say the finding was not reason­
able,” said his lordship. "Indeed, I 
think it is the most reasonable one that 
the jury could have come to, and as 
death was clearly accidental and not 
due to natural causes I dismiss the ap­
peal.”

Mr. Justice Irving thought the appeal 
should be allowed on the ground that 
there had not been enough evidence to 
warrant the case being given to the 
jury. The onus was on the plaintiff to 
prove that her husband’s death was 
due to an accident irrespective of any 
fit or fainting spell. The jury’s refusal 
to say' what caused the fall showed 
that they considered there was no pre­
ponderating evidence as to the cause 
of death. From the evidence it wa» 
clear that the deceased had been in 
very poor health for some time, and 
that as late as the evening before hie 
death he was in a weak state.

Mr. Justice Morrison agreed with the 
chief justice in dismissing the appeal. 
He -pointed out that deceased was In­
sured under his contract with the com­
pany against bodily injury, not inten­
tionally self-inflicted, and against dis­
ability through illness. The theory of 
the defence that he had fallen in a 
fit and been drowned independently of 
all other causes was not borne out by 
the evidence, and he considered the 
company was contractually liable. The 
facts seemed to be that deceased slip­
ped into the water, struck his head on 
a log and being rendered unable to help 
himself, was drowned. It was a well- 
settled rule In actions under insurance 
policies, his lordship observed, to con­
strue everything that went to limit lia­
bility strongly against the company.

As showing the width given to the 
term "accident” in legal decisions, Mr. 
Justice Morrison cited a late case de­
cided by the Privy Council. A destitute 
and half-starved man, to get back te 
England, took passage as a trimmer on 
the Majestic. His lack of experience 
and of vitality resulted in his having 
a heat stroke while in the stoke-hold, 
and he died two hours after. The

Reports Submitted at Annual 
Meeting of Institute Show 

Successful Year.

Pender Island, Jan, 17.—The annual 
meeting of the Islands’ Farmers’ Insti­
tute was held here on the evening of 
January 14th, with a fair attendance, 
considering the Inclemency of the night. 
The meeting opened with A. H. Men- 
zies being called to the chair. The sec­
retary-treasurer, J. T. Collins, gave his 
report which was of special interest, a 
very successful year, an Increase in 
membership, and more interest taken in 
the work in general, being reported. 
Twelve meetings had been held in the 
district within the year, with a better 
attendance than in previous years. The 
institute library was reported as in 
good condition, with some valuable ad­
ditions made to it on general farming 
and fruit growing, etc.

Letters were read from R. W. Hod- 
son, live stock commissioner, asking the 
institute to co-operate with the Dairy­
men’s Association in order to stimu­
late an interest in this industry, and 
also stating that the services of Mr. 
Macrae, who is employed by the Do­
minion government as an expert live 
stock judge and lecturer on live stock 
judging, had been secured for the 
spring Farmers’ Institute work. Mr. 
Macrae will be at Salt Spring Island 
on Monday, March 1st, and will hold 
an afternoon practical demonstration in 
Judging, with a lecture in the evening. 
The meeting expressed its desire that 
the lecturer should also extend his visit 
to Pender Island.

The financial report was satisfactory, 
showing a cash balance on hand.

The election of officers for the com­
ing year followed. In appreciation of 
his service for the past year, Mr. Gray 
of Samuel Island, was unanimously re­
elected as president. R. S. W. Corbett 
was chosen as vice-president. The di­
rectors are: A. H. Menzies and Spen­
cer Percival, Pender Island; F. Robin­
son and J. Bennett, May ne Island; and 
Norman Wilson, Salt Spring Island. 
J. Y. Collins was re-elected as secre­
tary-treasurer. A. Hamilton and H. B. 
Harris were appointed as auditors. Mr. 
Collins was unanimously chosen dele­
gate to the Central Farmers’ Institute.

The delegate asked the meeting for 
suggestions as to his line of action as 
their representative. A suggestion was 
unanimously endorsed by the meeting 
that a system of irrigation for the isl­
ands, by means of artesian wells, would 
be of great advantage towards develop­
ment, and that this work should be 
taken up in the experimental stage by 
the government.

a seismic wave, more or less severe, 
according to the momentum of the im­
pact. An earthquake may be caused 
by an extraordinary pressure of the 
atmosphere on the earth’s crust. Or­
dinarily there are fourteen pounds on 
every square Inch, which in itself is 
Immense pressure, and when this Is 
greatly increased, as it sometimes is, 
the rocks may give way, and the 
crust sink with a crash towards the 
centre, and thus produce a seismic dis­
turbance for hundreds of miles. I no­
tice that Mr. Denison, of the Dominion 
Observatory here, attributes the earth­
quake of last week in this locality to 
that cause; for he noticed that the 
atmospheric pressure from the 4th to 
11th of January was unusually great 
in the Yukon, Alaska, and. British Co­
lumbia.

An earthquake may be caused by 
the contracting of ;the molten matter 
by cooling, and the crust of the earth 
crashing down to fill in the space. The 
rocks breaking and grinding, and 
crashing In falling, would produce the 
rumbling noise frequently heard dur­
ing earthquakes. It may be caused Ijy 
water passing down through fissures 
of the earth's crust to the molten mat­
ter, and continuing in a spheroidal 
state for a time, under great pressure 
and intense heat, and when the heat 
is reduced, flashing suddenly Info 
steam. As the steam requires 1,800 as 
much space as the water from which 
It Is generated, the impact would be in 
proportion to the quantity of water 
converted into steam, and so also the 
explosion and earthquake. Millions of 
tons of rock would by such an explo­
sion be dislodged and the jar would 
produce seismetlc disturbance through 
the crust of the earth for hundreds or 
even thousands of miles. It may be 
caused by steam between the crust and 
molten substance being condensed, by 
the lowering of the temperature, and 
the crust thus losing Its support would 
fall towards the centre; or the gas be­
tween the crust and the molten matter 
explode, and the crust would fall in 
producing a seismic wave that might 
greatly shake the earth. Men may rea­
son and speculate, but no doubt the 
true cause of earthquakes is the crash­
ing down of the crust of the earth on 
to the molten matter towards the 
earth's centre. Many causes may lead 
to the crashing down of the crust on 
the molten matter, and whenever this 
takes place an earthquake is the re­
sult.

There is no doubt a relation between 
earthquakes and volcanoes, but not 
that of cause and effect, for the same 
cause produces both the volcano and 
the earthquake. Volcanoes occur by 
fissures or cracks in the crust of the 
earth, caused by earthquakes. A vol­
cano may originate on a level plain, 
or In a mountain region. During an 
eruption they throw out great floods of 
lava, which is a pasty matter, being a 
combination of oXygen, silicon, mag­
nesium, iron, sodium and potassium^ 
chemically mixed under intense heat 
and immense pressure, and as the tem­
perature diminishes It freezes into very 
hard substance. There are over 1,600 
volcanoes, of which the principal ones 
are Etna, Visuvius, Stromboll and 
Teneriffe. What some suppose to be 
flames Issuing from the crator and 
shooting several hundred feet Into the 
sky, are not flames, but the reflection 
on the atmosphere of the boiling, seeth­
ing, molten matter in the orifice of the 
mountain. It seems certain that at 
least the principal volcanoes are con­
nected by vents under the crust of the 
earth. They are not the danger cen­
tres, but the safety valves of the earth, 
for through their vents gas and steam 
escape from the space between the

Mr. Moore, upon being Introduced, spoke 
first of the pleasure it gave him to ad­
dress such an audience, ^.nd then told of 
the gold rush up the Fraser river in ’58, 
and of his experiences.

The prospecting party of which Mr. 
Moore was one, left San Francisco on 
March 12th, 1858, and laid the foundation 
stone of British Columbia’s future great­
ness in the latter part of the same month 
by finding great quantities of gold on the 
Fraser river.

Mr. Moore’s account of the trouble 
caused the miners by the Yale Indians, 
who flocked to their camp in hundreds, 
was most interesting. This trouble was 
greatly augmented by the arrival of 
Captain Taylor with a boat load of whis­
key, which he sold to the Indians at *5 
per bottle. Upon his refusal to sell to 
the miners, they capsized his boat and 
confiscated the whiskey, part of which 
they used to baptize their camp. Gov­
ernor Douglas’ timely arrival averted 
what might have been serious trouble 
with the Indians, and soon the river for 
100 miles was lined with prospectors.

Travelling was of course most difficult, 
there being no road except the Indian 
trail, and canyons had to be spanned by 
poles tied together. Supplies were very 
high, and although there was almost un­
limited gold, none of the minera were 
ever able to save money, and all of Mr. 
Moore’s friends were poor when they 
crossed the Great Divide. The speaker 
hoped, however, that they had struck it 
rich on the other side.

Turning from the past, Mr. Moore spoke 
most hopefully of the future, and of the 
boundless mineral wealth still untouched 
in our own northern country on account 
of Its present Inaccessibility for want of 
railways.

ways.”

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MANY RESOLUTIONS
—- FOR CONFERENCE

Associated Boards of Trade to 
Meet at Trail on Janu­

ary 27th.

Rossland, Jan. 19.—A. B. Mackenzie, 
secretary of the Associated Boards of 
Trade of Eastern British Columbia, has 
issued a circular containing informa­
tion regarding the annual convention of 
that organization to be held at Trail, 
commencing in the afternoon of Wed­
nesday, January 27th, including the 
resolutions that have already been sent 
in for consideration. A number of reso­
lutions passed at former conventions 
may also be brought up for re-afflrma- 
tion.

The home and foreign produce ex­
change, limited, of London, England, 
asks the influence of the associated 
boards in securing the adoption of a 
bill to be introduced in the Domniion 
House entitled. “An Act Relating to the 
Water Carriage of Goods." to prevent 
shipping companies from introducing 
into their bills of lading a large num­
ber of clauses by which they seek to 
evade all liability for every conceivable 
contingency.

Officers of the various affiliated 
boards of trade are asked to send in, 
so that the annual report may be as 
full as possible, all data they can se­
cure covering business transacted, men 
employed, output of minerals, and out­
put of lumber, as well as urgent re­
quirements that will better conditions 
in their district.

The resolutions which have already 
been submitted are as follows:

Greenwood.
1. Resolved, that whereas there now 

exists gross irregularities in the freight 
and passenger rates of the lines oper­
ated by the Great Northern Railway 
Company, involving unjust discrimina­
tion against British Columbia points 
upon the V., V. & E. railway in favor 
of neighboring points in the state of 
Washington;

Now, therefore, the Associated 
Boards of Trade of Eastern British 
Columbia urge upon the government of 
Canada and upon the board of railway 
commissioners for Canada the pressing 
necessity of taking immediate measures 
to put an end to the condition now ex­
isting by which a railway built upon 
Canadian soil under a Canadian charter 
deliberately discriminates against Can­
adian communities;

Resolved, further, that copies of this 
resolution be sent by the secretary to 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the minister of 
railways, and the secretary of the rail­
way commission.

Kaslo.
1. Resolved, that 

Boards, through its executive, enlist the 
co-operation of all the local boards and 
of all municipal and corporate bodies 
and of individuals throughout its terri­
tory in an effort to secure adequate re­
presentation of our varied resources 
and attractions, at the Alaska-Yukon- 
Pacific exposition.

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EARLY PEDDLERS
DISTURB VANCOUVER

City Makes Application to Full 
Court for Leave of 

Control.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
The disinclination of Vancouverites 

to get up early, as shown by the pro­
hibition of peddlers doing business be­
fore 10 a. m., is suggested by the ap­
peal which is being heard to-day by 
the full court in the case of Rex vs. 
Sam Chong. One member of the bench, 
who may be considered a partisan of 
the' Terminal Çity although a resident 
of New Westminster, twitted his two 
Victoria brothers, who retorted with 
interest.

J. W. deB. Farris, for the appellant, 
continued his" argument and contended 
that in forbidd 
ness before, 10 
couver was imposing a partial prohi­
bition and that therefore the by-law 
was ultra vires in that respect. Such 
a partial prohibition could only be jus­
tified when reasonable, as if, for in­
stance, imposed to prevent a nuisance.

The chief Justice remarked, in re­
gard to the use of the word “reason­
able" or its reverse, that the court 
could not decide as to the reasonable­
ness or otherwise of the act of a law- 
making body, ft could only conclude, 
from the want of reasonableness in any 
view that this was not what was in­
tended by the legislature or other body 
competent to make laws.

J. D. Kennedy, for the city, began 
his argument shortly before luncheon. 
He held that the by-law complained 
of was simply a regulation, • although, 
like many other regulations, it amount­
ed to. a partial prohibition. The Virgo 
case, relied on by Mr. Farris, was dif­
ferent in that 
plained of was prohibitive, forbidding 
the doing of business by peddlers in 
a given area for all tlme during the 
existence of the by-law. Here the in­
tention probably was to prevent the 
buying up of produce by peddlers on 
its way to market and reselling it, 
thus depriving the consumers of thé 
benefits of competition and lower prices 
at the market.

SEARCH FOR MISSING
MEW ABANDONED

Party Which Has Been Scour­
ing Woods at Nanoose Bay 

Returns to Nanaimdi.

Nanaimo, Jan. 19.—The Nanoose 
Bay mystery, in which an Indian dis­
appeared in the woods after returning 
from a hunt about three weeks ago 
and a white man was Lost in the same 
way a week following, still remains 
unsolved.

This evening a large searching party 
returned to the city after scouring the 
woods for several days. The snow was 
two feet thick in places, and they 
found no trace of the men. The theory 
that the men were killed by panthers 
Is gaining ground, as the tracks of 
three exceptionally large panthers were 
found in the locality where the men 
disappeared. One of the panthers 
must have been a very big one. The 
panthers were all travelling together, 
and their tracks xx’ere lost in a thick 
bog. Search has been abandoned until 
the snow has gone.

FLANAGAN GIVES UP
MANAGING LONGBOAT

Famous Indian Runner Now in 
Hands of Rat 

Powers.

Following closely on the announce­
ment that Mike Flanagan has refused 
to train Tom Longboat for his coming 
race with Shrubb in New York, comes 
the startling news that Tom Flanagan, 
the Indian’s manager, has severed all 
connection with the famous runner.

Tom Flanagan returned to Toronto 
from New York, where he had gone 
to train Longboat. Unexpected as was 
his return, the announcement he made 
was still more surprising.

Arrangements were soon completed 
in a most friendly manner. Flanagan 
met Longboat in New York recently, 
and there told him that they could no

Flanagan
then turned his contract over to Pat T. 
Powers, lessee of the Madison Square 
Gardens, who will in future manage 
the Indian.

“No person appreciates amateurism 
until they have had a taste of pro­
fessionalism," said Tom Flanagan to 
the Toronto News. "I want to return 
to the amateur ranks at once, and will 
confine my attention to the Irish-Can- 
adian Club, which has been rather ne­
glected since Longboat has been so 
much in the limelight.

“I’m sick of professionalism. I have 
•made nothing out of these races, and 
the insinuations and knocks are enough 
to drive a man crazy. If Longboat had 
lost at Buffalo I would have been black­
listed—people would have said I had 
thrown the race—and my honesty would 
have been doubted. You can’t imagine 
the number of people who have come to 
me before a race to find out which way 
to bet. Perhaps if I had thrown a race 
or two I would not have been treated 
by outsiders as I have been.

“All I turned pro. for was to h;lp 
ertit Tom Longboat, who is just like a 
school child.

“Pat Powers certainly did a good 
turn for me. There I was under con­
tract to have Longboat at the Gardens 
on January 26th, and he was good 
enough to take over the contract, and 
manage the Indian himself. If I had 
broken the agreement I would have 
stood to lose $3,000 or $4,000."

“He is in safe hands, all right," con­
tinued Longboat’s previous ‘anchor.* 
“Powers will have a trainer with him 
all the time, and he will be well taken 
care of. At the same time I would 
have liked to have kept the Indian un­
til he beat Shrubb—even if it had taken 
ten years. I am afraid some one pois­
oned Longboat’s brain while we were 
over in Buffalo, and I don’t think he 
would have stuck to me much longer."

“What about the I. C. A. C. excur­
sion which is being arranged to go to 
New York for the Shrubb race?" he 
was asked.

“Ah, I guess that is all off."
Public interest in the famous runner 

in Toronto will drop considerably now. 
Flanagan has done a great deal to 
keep up the popularity of the famous 
runner at this end, and it is very un­
likely that anyone will care to take in 
the trip.

Tom Flanagan didn’t even wait over 
in New York to see the Shrubb relay 
race, which shows how much in earnest 
he is as far as professionalism is con­
cerned.

Powers will receive 50 per cent, of 
Longboat’s earnings, paying all match 
expenses. Flanagan states that the In­
dian has now $4,000 in the bank 
result of his races with 
Dorando and smaller events through­
out the country.

PLATINUM ON LADNER CREEK.

Strike Made on Teague Group of- 
Claims South of Hope.

Vancouver,. Jan. 19.—William M. Wil­
liams, one of the pioneer gold-seekers 
of British Columbia, claims to have 
discovered lode veins of platinum 
and gold-bearing fissure veins of quartz 
rock in his property in the Teague 
group of claims some thirty miles south 
of Hope, which when developed will 
startle the world.

The mineral claims which were dis­
covered by “Captain" William Teague, 
for twenty-eight years 
agent at Yale, and his partner Wil­
liams, are situated on Ladner 
about a mile up-stream from the Hope- 
Nicola trail, and about half a mile from 
the railway survey line from the Simil- 
kameen to the city of Vancouver.

When Teague and Williams first 
went into this district in 1906, they 
panned for gold in the alluvial gravels 
of Ladner creek, and out of seven 
pie pans of gravel colors of gold 
obtained In every one. A short time 
ago the two men struck a fissure vein.

Mr. Williams says that some time ago 
he came upon a platinum strike along 
the shore of the part of Ladner

What had 
been done was that Hill-Tout, as path- 
master, had expended $265 on what is 
known as the Brown road, the com­
pany collecting the tax or giving a cer­
tificate of labor performed to the 
amount of $165. The other $100 was 
put up by’ the lumber company.

Mr. Justice Irving remarked that 
Hill-Tout appeared to: have done the 
work on his own responsibility and to 
have re-opened a road leading up to 
the company’s mill. It was for mu­
nicipalities to decide what work should 
be done for pathmasters to oversee the 
doing of the work,

"As Judge Howay pointe* out, what 
would follow this practice would be 
that employers of labor would dictate 
what road work should be done in­
stead of the council,” added Mr. Jus­
tice Clement in comment.

The men’s reading room is at all 

times of the day full to the extent of 
ils capacity, an average of thirty to 
forty readers generally occupying the 
limited space at their disposal.

The ladies' room is better patronized 
than formerly, and appears to be at­
tractive, to a more thoughtful class of 
readers. There iiave been fewer com­
plaints of the filching of magazines, 
and with some few, but deplorable ex­
ceptions, there has been no reason for 
considering the privileges of the room 
abused. It is now to be hoped that it 
will not be found necessary to restrict 
the use of this room to adults, as at 
one time your commissioners feared 
must be the case.

Tlie issue of books from the lending 
department has grown to a daily aver­
age of 196 volumes, as compared with 
113 for the year 1907, 100 for 1906, and 
50 for the first months after the open­
ing of the library.

The indicators have been found , a 
great convenience to applicants for fic­
tion, and we would advise the early 
extension of this method by adding two 
additional stands for the purpose of 
registering books other than fiction; in 
this class there are now more than 
3,500, double the number available in 
1906.

The reference department is still con­
fined to a few shelves in the alcove be­
hind the counter, as funds have not 
been forthcoming, so far, to admit of 
the use of the excellent accommodation 
upstairs, but some progress in this di­
rection has recently been made by your 
council pemiitting .the Provincial Na­
tural History Society to occupy one of 
the rooms. In returirTor this privilege 

'the society has presented its library of 
some 500 volumes, and furniture, in­
cluding bookcases, tables and chairs, so 
that the room is completely furnished 
as an integral portion of the reference 
department without expense to the 
city.

We would respectfully urge upon the 
incoming council the need of supple­
menting the grant to enable a new as­
sistant to be appointed for the super­
vision of these second-floor rooms, 
when, as outlined in our last year’s re­
port, the Children’s Library and Maga­
zine roorrf* could be made available to 
the public.

Some changes in the staff have been 
effected, Miss Wake retiring from the 
post of senior assistant in June, and 
Miss Stewart, who had received the 
appointment of second assistant, tak­
ing her place. Miss Scott has been ap­
pointed junior assistant.

The additional help has tended great­
ly to the efficient working of the staff; 
the conscientious and obliging manner 
in which their duties are performed be­
ing a matter of genera] appreciation.

A new catalogue has. been prepared 
and issued by Dr. Hands, which has 
proved of much convenience to readers.

The lavatories have been improved 
at considerable expense and are 
in irreproachable condition.

Your commissioners greatly regret 
that they have not found it expedient 
to recommend acceding to the many 
requests which from time to time are 
made for the use of the unoccupied 
rooms, for purposes unconnected with 
the objects of the library. They trust 
that they will be supported by the. pub- 
ilc-ln a policy which they find from 
experience to be In the best interests 
of the library, and that their refusal 
will be regarded as neither ungenerous 
nor unwise.

They beg in conclusion to extend 
their hearty thanks to Dr. Hands and 
his assistants, and to Mr. Walker, the 
janitor, whose faithful and willing ser­
vice they feel deserving of this slight 
recognition.

5. Resolved, that this association 
recommend that the government of the 
Dominion enter into negotiations with 
the government of the United States 
for the mutual abolition of customs du­
ties on coal.

6. Resolved, that the attention of the 
Dominion government be drawn to our 
repeated requests for the establishment 
of experimental farms in British Col­
umbia, and that owing to the diversity 
of conditions confronting new settlers, 
much valuable time is lost by them 
owing to there being no official data 
from which they would be able to 
ascertain what line of horticulture, and 
what varieties of fruit, are best adapt­
ed to each locality.

7. Resolved, that, whereas, the opera­
tion of the Kaslo & Slocan railway has 
been abandoned between McGuigan and 
Sandon, thus working great hardship 
on the citizens of Kaslo and vested 
interests of the district;

This convention urges on the provin­
cial government the desirability of 
using their best efforts to have the op­
eration of this portion of the railroad 
again resumed, and, it possible, that 
remedial legislation compelling the re­
sumption of traffic be at once enacted.

His claims have 
been acquired by the Ingenica-Findlay 
River Development Co., Ltd., a local 
corporation recently incorporated. They 
are located on the lower reaches of Mc­
Connell creek as well as on the In­
genica river near the point where it is 
joined by McConnell creek.

The new company has already ac­
quired between fifty and sixty claims 
in the camp, and this spring will under­
take the work of prospecting the 
grounds on an extensive scale.
