Six Japanese Soldiers Killed by Russian 
Sconts-Survivor of Battleship Tells 

How Makaroff Died.
Liao Yang, April 19.—A number of boats hastened to the rescue of the sur­

vivors.
'Eager to ascertain what had occurred 

on board the sunken ship, I hastened to 
a landing, where a small remuant of the 
gallant crew were being put ashore and 
conveyed to a hospital. Signalman Poch- 
koff, who was slightly wounded, was 
able to give me a remarkable clear 
statement of the disaster. He said:

“ T stood in the wheel house looking 
at the signal book. The admiral’s last 
signal had been for the torpedo boats to 
enter the harbor. The Petropolavsk 
slowly steamed and almost stood still. 
Suddenly she shook violently. I heard 
a fearful explosion, Immediately follow­
ed by another and then another. They 
seemed to me to be directly under the 
bridge. I rushed to the door of the 
wheel house, where I met an officer, 
probably a helmsman. I could not pass 
him and I sprang to the window and 
jumped out. The ship was listing and 
I feared that every moment she would 
turn over.

“ ‘On the bridge I saw an officer welt­
ering in blood—it was our admiral— 
Makaroff. He lay face downward. I 
sprang to him, grasped him by the 
shoulder and attempted to raise him. 
The ship seemed to be filling. From all 
sides flew fragments. I heard the deaf­
ening screech and the frightful din. The 
smoke rose in dense clouds and the 
flames seemed to leap toward the bridge 
where I was standing beside the ad­
miral. I jumped on the rail and was 
washed out, but succeeded in grabbing 
something.

“ ‘On our ship was an old man with 
a beautiful white beard, who had been 
good to our men. He had a book in his 
hand and seemed to be writing. He

CONTROL KOREA.

Japanese Army is Divided Into Two 
Divisions—More Troops for 

Yongampho.

Shanghai, April 19.—Noon.—Authen­
tic advices from Seoul, dated the 12th 
inst., declared that the Japanese are in 
complete control of Korea, and that the 
Russian scouting parties have retired 
across the Yalu before the Japanese-, 
who occupied Wiju practically without
resistance.

HOW MAKAROFF DIED.

The head-
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St. Petersburg, April 19.—Vice-Ad­
miral Skrydloff arrived here to-day on 
his way to the Far East, where he will 
take command of the Russian fleet at 
Port Arthur. The admiral was accord­
ed an enthusiastic reception by the peo­
ple who thronged the Streets. The vast 
Zauamiinskaie square, opposite the 
Nicholas railroad station, was black 
with people, and the police guarding the 
platform were quite unable to cope with 
the crowds who broke through the cor­
don and rushed towards the train. There 
were repeated outbreaks -of enthusiasm 
as the admiral left the car, and from 
the bareheaded" throng a peasant step­
ped out and presented Skrydloff with a 
copy of a picture entitled ‘The Holy 
Virgin of Joy to the Afflicted,” which Is 
reputed to have miraculous power. The 
peasant ajso presented the admiral with 
consecrated bread, telling Skrydloff that 
he saluted him in the name of the 
masses of the Russian people, all of 
whose hopes depended on him as the 
hero of the Russo-Turkish war. “The 
people are convinced,” added the speak­
er, “that Admiral Skryloff will justify 
the hopes of the Emperor and the 
Fatherland, like the Virgin whose pic­
ture has just been given him will bring 
joy, and that soon to a people now af­
flicted.”

The admiral, who was visibly affect­
ed, took the picture, declaring that he 
accepted it as a happy presage, and 
adding that he would not part with the 
picture throughout the campaign, and 
that he would put all his faith in God.

A representative of the middle classes 
presented the admiral with a picture of 
Saint Theodosius, the miracle worker of 
Czernanakoff. The admiral then drove 
off, followed by deafening shouts of 
“Long live Skrydloff.”

On arrival at his hotel, a little girl 
presented the admiral with a bouquet, 
hailing Skrydloff as “the supreme com­
mander of my brothers who are serving 
in the navy in the Far East.”

“God help you,” said fhe child, “in all 
your paths, and may heaven grant that 
good fortune attend you always during 
the war, for the glory of our dear coun­
try."

The admiral embraced the girl, and 
the action brought out salvos of cheers.

Subsequently Skrydloff called on the 
Grand Duke Alexis, high admiral, and 
on Vice-Admiral Avellan, chief of the 
admiralty.

To-morrow Admiral Skrydloff will be 
received in audience by the Emperor and 
Empress. Probably he will return to 
Sebastopol on Saturday (to formally 
hand over the Black Sea fleet to his suc­
cessor.

Naval Commander-in-Chief Killed on 
the Bridge of the Petropolavsk.

Liao Yang, April 17.—The Associated 
Press correspondent at Port Arthur, 
continuing his story regarding the loss 
of the Petropolavsk and the Bezstrashni, 
says that after the sinking of the lat­
ter the Japanese torpedo■ boats turned 
and made off at full speed, followed by 
the Bayan.

TRAMLINE TO ROSS BAT.

Fairfield Property Withdrawn From 
Market Pending Decision of 

Company.

The deal referred to some days ago in 
the Times Involving the purchase of the 
Fairfield qstate from J. A. and J. Doug­
las by an Australian syndicate has been 
called off. Others have also been inter­
esting themselves in that section of the 
city, but at the present time the Doug­
las brothers are unready to dispose of 
the estate. A Winnipeg syndicate also 
have sought to purchase the property 
since - the Australian option was first 
given.

It has practically been decided, it is 
reported, to continue the street railway 
line along Cook street to the Ross Bay 
cemetery. This, it is said, will be done 
this sommer. The route has not been 
settled upon yet. It is thought it will 
be by way of the Fairfield road, from 
Cook street, or by way of Snowden 
street, which will open the Fairfield es­
tate up in a more advantageous manner.

The latter route would also remove 
the tramline from the way taken by 
funeral processions to the cemetery. It 
would also bring the tramline within 
easy reach of a large number now re­
siding along this proposed route.

In the meantime Douglas brothers 
have withdrawn their property from 
sale, even in small lots. The demand 
has increased with the reported exten­
sion of the street railway line through 
this desirable section.

THE FREIGHT MARKET.
“There has been no movement in the 

grain freight market during the past 
month and rates remain at the same 
quotations,” says R. P. Rithet & Co.’s, 
freight and shipping report for March. 
“Last season’s -crop is about finished, 
but although one charter has been made 
at 23s. 3d. for October loading, in view 
of the improved prospect 
crop, owners are disinclined to operate 
at less than 25s.

VESSEL FOR NORTHERN ROUTE.
Although negotiations for the Bur- 

embla have been broken off, and there 
is no longer any prospect of the steamer 
being secured by Victorians for the 
northern British Columbia run, efforts 
to obtain a vessel for the service for 
which the ship was intended hafe not 
been abandoned. Negotiations are in 
progress for another such steamer, the 
name of which has not been learned. She, 
too, is an Australian craft of very much 
the same stamp as the Emrembla. She 
has only been built a year, and is de­
scribed as the makings of a splendid 
boat for the northern route.

Correspondence for still other steam­
ers has recently been exchanged, but so 
far no definite arrangement has been 
reached in respect to a purchase. Had 
a sale been effected in the case of the 
Eurembla she would have been here by 
this time, and possibly running in the 
northern trade.

“The placing of Auckland on the 
Canadian route is the result of represen­
tations made to the Union Steamship 
Company of New Zealand, owners of the 
vessels operated, by the government of 
Newt Zealand, which is anxious to secure 
direct connection by steamship with 
Canada as seen as possible,

a Deficit of More Than Nineteen 
Million Dollars to Be 

Made Up. SEPARATED FROM SEALER.
An Astoria dispatch of Monday’s 

date says :
“After becoming separated front their 

ship and rowing aimlessly in a fog for 
several days, three members of the crew 
of the sealing schooner Carlotta G Cox, 
of Victoria, B. C., were brought to this 
port last night' by the steamship George 
R. Yosburg. The men, who refuse to 
give their names, were taken on board 
the steamship Tillamook. Two of them 
are white men and one is a Japanese.

“According to their story they left the 
schooner last Saturday morning in their 
small boat while in sight of land near 
Cape Mears. The weather was clear at 
the time, and by noon they had secured 
two seals. Then the weather grew thick 
and they lost sight of the schooner.

“They continued searching for the ves­
sel for forty-eight hours. By that time 
their water and provisions had become 
exhausted, and they went ashore at Cape 
Mears. After remaining there over night 
and securing food, they started out.again 
in search of the schooner. When after 
two more days they failed to find her, 
and the sea was getting very rough, they 
returned to Cape Mears again, but in. 
landing their small boat was wrecked 
and they had a narrow escape from 
drowning.

“PROPITY” V. EDUCATION. agers of the Grand Trunk Railway 
strenuously objected to the scheme as 
outlined by .the government, because it 
was stipulated that the railway should 
take a diEerent route from that favored 
by the railway men, and that the posi­
tion of the administration was due to 
pressure from the diEerent provinces. 
As a matter of fact, none of the repre­
sentatives of the provinces knew that the 
negotiations were proceeding. Nothing 
was made public in regard to the move­
ment for the construction of a new 
transcontinental line until the location 
had been practically .decided upon. Sir 
Charles Rlverlt-Wilson and Mr. Hays- 
wanted to get into the Northwest, and 
naturally they would have been delight­
ed to utilize as much of their existing 
system as possible in getting there. They 
did not desire to build new roads through 
a virgin country for development pur­
poses and for the good of Canada. They 
perceived that there was a splendid 
prospect for magnificent harvests for 
transportation companies as well as for 
agriculturists in the Northwest. They 
wanted to get in there as cheaply as 
possible, and they wanted to handle the 
business they found there through their 
present terminals, which are in fhe 
United States. But the government 
knows well that it is the wish of the 
people of Canada that henceforth a 
Canadian policy shall be pursued by any 
administration entrusted with power. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, who personally con­
duced the negotiations that led up to the 
agreement with the Grand Trunk peo­
ple, laid down the general principle-that 
the business of the road originating in 
Canada should be handled exclusively 
by Canadians. That is the principle 
that Rivers-Wilson and Hays objected 
to. As business men looking aftèr the 
interests of their shareholders they had 
a perfect • right to make what they con­
sidered the best bargain possible. As 
Premier of Canada it was the duty of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier to insist that in 
return for the guarantees oEered in the 
name of -the people the new line should 
be run in such a manner as would con­
fer the greatest possible benefit upon 
the greatest possible number Of the Can­
adians of to-day and the Canadians of 
the future. That the scheme -is cast up­
on broad, comprehensive and bold lines 
is admitted. That it will receive the 
dorsation of a vast majority of the elec­
tors is what the opposition fear, and is 
its reason for endeavoring to manufac­
ture excuses for an attack. Any one 
who peruses the contract will at once 
perceive that none of the provinces has 
been specially favored. It is not speci­
fied where the work of construction shall 
begin. It is provided that the undertak­
ing shall be completed within a specified 
time. The company will be called upon 
to bear the cost of construction, and to 
the company's experts will be left the 
responsibility for carrying out the work 
in the most expeditious and inexpensive 
manner. The present government *>f 
Canada is a business government. It is 
dealing with a business concern in its 
contract with the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Company. The construction of the new 
line will be carried out on business prin­
ciples. That is all the country has a 
right to expect from either the govern­
ment or the company. There is one 
thing that is sure: There will be no re­
laxation of the laws of the land for the 
purpose of allowing the company to se-- 
cure cheap Oriental labor, as was the 
case when another concern was under 
contract to build a transcontinental line 
and another party was in power.

has for years Believed in government 
ownership. If the government of Alex­
ander Mackenzie had been left to carry 
out its policy we sfiouid have had years 
ago a truly national highway across the 
various provinces of Canada. That ad­
ministration of advanced views was 
turned out of power because the credit 
of the new Dominion would not permit 
of the construction of the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway with such celerity as was 
deemed desirable by a multitude of im­
patient spirits. The Tory party was 
called to power, and its first act was to 
settle the question of government owner­
ship for many years to follow and for 
many more years to come.

The world may make up its mind that 
it will never reach the end of the discus­
sion on flying machines until some in­
genious, intrepid spirit conquers the pow­
ers of the air.

In older schemes, in 
which the drawing-pencil of the trans­
mitter was moved upwards in anOblique 
direction, the line obtained in the receiv­
ing apparatus was a broken one. In the 
Cerebotani system the electro-magnets 
are so sensitive as to produce nearly 
straight lines even in the case of their 
being excited by extremely feeble cur­
rent’s. The telegraphic transmission of 
pictures and hand-writing, as obtained 
by means of this apparatus, is therefore 
much clearer and truer than with any 
previous apparatus. Some samples pro­
duced1 by Cerebotani were transmitted on 
the telegraph lines from Munich to 
Augsburg, from Milan to Turin, and fin­
ally from Berlin t'o Munich. A picture 
transmitted some days ago from Berlin 
to Munich over a distance of 650 kilo­
metres is said to be the finest specimen 
ever telegraphed.

The Conservative press continues to 
cavil at the terms of the agreement 
made by the government for the con­
struction of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
RailwSy. But the effort to find fault 
is manifestly a labored one. In every 
sentence of criticism one can read what 
would have been columns of laudation 
it the enterprise had been promoted by 
the Conservative party.

Ontario is 
told that she is practically to be called 
upon to build the road, 'being the prin­
cipal contributor to the revenue of the 
Dominion, and yet the whole work will 
be devoted to the development of a new 
section of country. In Manitoba and the 
Territories the Conservative party is at 
present at a loss for reasonable grounds 
of opposition, but it will recover its 
presence of mind ere long, and the policy 
of sectionalism will be complete.

Here in British Columbia the Conser­
vative press was sufficiently mindful of 
provincial interests to suspend senseless 
criticism until the ratification of the 
contract was assured. Now it is known 
that nothing that can be said or done 
by the opposition can affect the status 
of a work that is of supreme import­

“There will be an unusually busy sea­
son in railway building this year in the 
Northwest. The immigrants are spread­
ing out all over the country, and need 
transportation facilities. Eastward 
from the Calgary and Edmonton 
branch, two spurs will be constructed, 
each about 25 miles in length, one from 
Lacombe, and the other from Wetask- 
iwin.

With 20 bushels to the acre 
that would give the farmers 76,000,000 
bushels, an enormous amount when 
taken into consideration that way. The 
approximation is not too large, for al­
though last year the crops were rather 
poor, in 1902 there was an average of 24 
bushels per acre.

“There will also he a greater growth 
of flax in the Territories.

Russians Are Active Making Prepara­
tions—Bullocks Forwarded Daily 

to Port Arthur.

IA Kobe Herald of March 28th, received 
by R. M. S. Empress of China Tuesday, 
states that a man, who returned from 
Liao Tung peninsula a few days ago, re­
ports that there are barracks to the east 
of the northern gate of Kinchow and three 
hundred Russians are stationed there. Fod­
der in large heaps was piled up in tne rear 
of the barracks and a number of tins of 
kerosene have been placed near the fodder. 
It is believed that the Russians intend to 
set fire to the fodder in case of retreat. 
Five forts are built on Nanshan hill, out­
side of the north gate, and 22 field pieces 
and 6 cannons have been mounted there. A 
road has been made between the south gate 
and the forts to facilitate the forwarding 
of munitions of war. Moats have been dug 
in various directions between the south 
gate, the hill and the coast, and magazines 
have been laid at various places. At the 
barracks to the south of the hill there are 
3,500 men. Forts to mount quickfirers were 
in course of construction at Pehshan, north 
of the north gate. The Russians are be­
lieved to be preparing to dig a moat from 
the west gate to Pehshan bill. The north, 
west and east gates were closed on the 17th 
and no traffic has since been allowed. Tnere 
is a fort between Kinchow and the hill in 
the rear of Talienwan. Submarine maga­
zines have been laid down at Talienwan; 
but not in Kinchow bay. The Russians are 
stationed at Sanjuriho and no one is allow­
ed to go near the place. The high road, 
which is strictly guarded by the Russians, 
is not protected, but all by-ways are. Two 
travellers were killed by stepping 
of the magazines on the 16th, a4nd at Nan­
shan hill four coolies were blown to pieces 
on the 15th. Nearly fifty bullocks are sent 
on to Kinchow and Port Arthur by train 
from Gaiping almost every day. The inter­
mediate stations are strongly defended by 
the soldiers against an attack from mount­
ed bandits. At Gapoten there are seven or 
eight rows of barracks and two companies 
of infantry; one company of artillery and 
one company of cavalry are stationed there. 
At Yugakchen, there are three barracks 
and over 350 infantrymen. At a certain vil­
lage to the southeast of Liao Yang the ban­
dits have posted placards warning the vil­
lagers against selling bullocks to the Rus­
sians, and threatening to destroy the whole 
village in case of disobedience. The Rus­
sians in return ordered the villagers to de­
liver the offenders or to have the whole vil­
lage burnt down, 
places all Japanese 'are strictly searched by 
the Russians. Rewards of 2,000 yen are of­
fered for the capture of any spy who is a 
military man and 1,000 yen for other spies.

A Nagasaki dispatch reports that the Jap­
anese authorities have been engaged in 
transferring the barrels of corned beef 
brought there from San Francisco by the 
Korea, and destined for Viadivostock, on 
board the Wakasa Maru. The value of the 
beef is estimated at about 100,000 yen.

It consisted of His Grace the Duke j 
of Sutherland, and his secretary, A. j 
Simpson; Sir Daniel McMillan, Lieut. - 
Governor of Manitoba ; William Whyte, 
second vice-president of the C. P. R. ; R. 
Marpole and other officials of the big 
railway corporation. They spent this 
morning taking in the principal points of 
interest about the city. While here 
they are guests at the Driard.

The Duke’s visit to Canada is prin­
cipally for pleasure, derived from relax­
ation from activities in the Old Coun­
try, and an inspection of the progress 
of the Dominion. Ever since he set foot 
on Canadian shores, however, he has 
been followed by the persistent rumor 
that he is slated tor the Governor-Gen­
eralship in succession to the Earl of 
Minto. In fact this report gained so 
much credence that it was semi-official? 
ly denied. It is not entertained at 
Rideau Hall or by those supposed to be 
posted on such affairs. His Grace has 
taken an active interest in the fiscal 
campaign inaugurated and waged by Mr. 
Chamberlain, being chairman, of the 
tariff league, which has the crusade in 
hand. He holds to the belief that a hard 
battle wilt be fought out on this great 
issue, and that the farming community 
of Great Britain will accord the policy 
of the “man from Birmingham” strong 
support.

The Duke has led a busy life in the 
political and social world, and is looked 
upon as a good practical man of busi­
ness. He was associated with the. army 
for a short time, resigning bis command 
in the 2nd Life Guards to contest the 
constituency of Sutherland, Scotland, 
as a Liberal, in 1874; he was re-elected 
in 1880 and 1885. In 1884 he married 
Millicent, fourth daughter of the late 
Earl of Rosslyn. His heir, who is 
known by the countesy title of Mar­
quis of Stafford, was born in 1888. The 
family name of the Sutherlands is i 
Leveson-Gower (pronounced Lewson- 
Gore). and one of its members sits in 
the present House of Commons as Un­
ionist member for the Duke’s old con­
stituency. His uncle, -Lord Ronald 
Gower, has been a notable contributor ; 
to the world of letters.

The Duke suceeded to the title in j 
1892, when in his forty-first year. He , 
is the proprietor of over 1,300,000 acres - 
in England and Scotland.

Demonstration To-Day.For several days a select committee of 
the Victoria Board of Trade, consisting 
of five prominent members, have been in­
vestigating a weighty matter delegated) 
to them by the commercial organisation 
at its quarterly meeting the other' day. 
In this inquiry, which is being privately 
conducted, two members are deeply con­
cerned. One is A. J. Moriey and the 
other is the secretary, F. EHwoithy. 
That it is exhaustive its protracted na­
ture bears ample evidence. Although 
Times readers cannot be minutely in­
formed of the testimony adduced, enough 
is obtainable to give a momentary peep 
into the proceedings.

As the public, doubtless, are aware, 
the genesis of the trouble has to do with 
one B. H. Blakesiee, a gentleman hailing 
from Kingston, who with a fanfare of 
trumpets—a figure, of course—announced 
that an Eastern firm represented by him 
contemplated the establishment of a fac­
tory here for producing a breakfast 
cereal known as Orange Meat. He re­
mained in Victoria for several days, os­
tensibly looking for a site, and finally de­
parted for the Mainland. W’hile in the 
city, however, he interviewed several 
members of the Board of Trade, includ­
ing the secretary, Mr. Elworthy.

Not long after his departure there ap­
peared in the Vancouver News-Adeer- 
tiser under a Victoria date line a dis­
patch to the effect that owing to the dis­
couraging attitude of the secretary of 
the Board of Trade, inspired by strong 
influence, the cereal man had been vir­
tually driven from Victoria in so far as 
the consummation of his darling enter­
prise was concerned. This article came 
to the attention of members of the boards 
and the council held a special session to 
investigate it. The result was the ex­
oneration of the secretary, and it was 
generally thought that the incident was 
closed.

But this was a mistaken impression. 
The matter was merely in swaddling 
clothes instead of cerements. At the 
quarterly meeting of the Board of Trade 
A. J. Moriey precipitated a lively half- 
hour by charging the secretary with hav­
ing accused him of being the instigator 
and author of that unfortunate dispatch 
to the Vancouver News-Advertiser, and 
he demanded an investigation. He as­
serted that Mr. Elworthy had made this 
allegation in the office of Messrs. King- 
ham and Drury, and in the presence of 
those' gentlemen. He insisted tlAt- the 
meeting compel the secretary to substan­
tiate, or rather to attempt to substan­
tiate, what he had alleged. It was finally 
determined to impose on a select commit­
tee the task of ventilating the charges, 
but at that meeting the committee was 
not appointed. Subsequently, however, 
its personnel was decided upon as fal­
lows : J. A. Mara (chairman), Geo. Car­
ter, Col. Prior, Jas. Thomson and H. B. 
Thomson.

This committee got down to work a 
few days ago. Witnesses were called and 
examined and the matter is being probed 
to the bottom. It is understood that the 
secretary does not deny making in sub­
stance the allegations attributed to him, 
but claims, justification. Among the evi­
dence, it is said, .is a written statement 
from the reporter as to a conversation 
with Mr. Moriey, which it is claimed is 
the basis of the famous dispatch to the 
Terminal City paper. Just how many 
witnesses are being examined, just what 
length of time is consumed by fhe com­
mittee in its daily sessions, just how 
much evidence is being recorded, and 
just which way the inquiry is shaping 
are morsels of information the public 
may not have at present, because the lips 
of the committee members are sealed. It 
is expected, however, that’ a report will 
be made to the board in the near future 
and the source of friction in the board 
removed.

For some time reporta have been In cir­

culation of valuable gold discoveries up the 
Btikine. The Dease Lake country, it is 
stated, will be the Mecca of a great exodus 
of miners from all parts of the Coast.

In.order to get some confirmation of these 
reports, John Hyland, of Telegraph Creek, 
at the head of the Stlklne river, was seen 
this morning. He said that while the peo­
ple now resident in the Northern country 
fully believe that the district spoken of 
is in the gold belt, and wl^lle a number of 
companies there operating have been very 
successful during the past year, he does not 
believe that anything has there been found 
as yet to warrant a large number of people 
going into the country. New property Is 
said to have been discovered and prospect­
ors have gone to explore It. “When these 
have returned In June or July,” said Mr. 
Hyland, “we will be in a better position to 
speak of the merits of the reported finds.”

The Rosella Hydraulic Mining & Develop­
ment Company, of this city, are going to 
make a shipment of 25 tons into French 
creek with the opening of navigation. This 
will be forwarded first to Telegraph Creek, 
thence by pack train to Dease Lake, where 
water transportation can again be used.

Probably the greatest amount of gold 
taken out by any of the hydraulic plants 
during the past year was that worked* out 
of Thibet creek. This amounted to some­
thing like $22,000.

The Hudson Bay steamer Mount Royal 
on May 1st will again take up the run from 
Port Esslngton to Hazelton and other points 
on the Skeena. She will also make trips 
up the Stlklne to the Casslar district, carry­
ing supplies to the company’s posts in the 
interior of the province.

News comes from Port Simpson that 
partie^ coming down from the upper Skeena 
report that the outlook for much activity 
In placer mining was never better in that 
locality. At present Interest centres around 
Lome creek, where there are a number of 
properties located. It is said that the gold 
found there is coarse, and with proper 
methods it Is thought that m*uch of the 
yellow metal will be taken out. It is lur- 
ther said that very little work has been 
done so far In the district, but with the 
opening of spring more extensive work will 
be undertaken. The owners of the proper­
ties on this creek have every confidence In 
the district, for the showing so far has been / 
of the most promising kind.

THE CHINESE HEAD TAX.

Some of Those Attending Local Schools 
Apply For Refund Money.

Applications are being made by several 
of the Chinese students who have attend­
ed the local public schools for a year to 
secure a rebate from the Dominion gov- 

imposed upon 
them on their entry into this province.
This action is being taken under section 
6, clause 3, of the “Act Respecting and 
Restricting Chinese Immigration.”

In this provision is made for the 
emption of all Chinese immigrants 
coming to the country for the purpose of 
becoming students. The conditions are 
that upon arriving here they must 
nounced their intention and apply, be­
fore the expiration of 18 months, for 
the rebate of their money, forwarding* 
an affidavit from the teacher to the ef­
fect that they have attended school for 
the required* time.

Three applications have been forward­
ed recently by local Chinese, and each 
of these entered while the $100 tax was 
in force. It is understood, however, 
that others are prepared to follow the 
example as soon as they have attended 
for the necessary period. Many, it is 
also affirmed, are being sent to the 
schools by their parents for no other 
purpose than to enable them to claim the 
head tax. and will be taken away as 
soon as this object is accomplished. The 
number of Chinese attending the schools 
has recently increased to a considerable 
extent, and there are now in the neigh­
borhood of 70 enrolled. * *

Comparing it with grants in other 
parts of the world, he said that this was 
a very fair one. The Island railway 
could be considered a mountain road. In 
the legislature of Ontario Premier Ross 
proposed to subsidize a railway built by 
Mackenzie & Mann from Toronto to 
Sudbury, through Orillia. Starting from 
the second largest city in the Dominion 
it ran to a great mining district. The 
subsidy was that of guaranteeing the 
bonds of that railway for $20,000 a mile 
for 30 years. Money was worth 6 per 
cent to a new road. Taking these even 
at 5 per cent., there was a guarantee of 
$1,000 a mile for 30 years, or $30,000 
a mile. But a cash subsidy of $6,400 
was to be paid to this line also by the
