~ OF HER DISTINGUISHED MEN

Judge Danie! Lionel Hanmgbon Passed Away at His Home in

Dorchester This Morning

After a Lingering liness—He

Was a Prominent Member of the Provincial Judiciary

Judge Daniel Lionel Hanington passed
away suddenly at his home in Dorchester
at seven o’clock this morning, after an
illness since February lst, of acute heart
trouble. He was feeling quite well yes-
terday, but last night a relapse set in
which caused his death this morning. Dr.
J. P. Hanington, of Montreal, his brother,
was at the bedside. The funeral will be
conducted on Sunday, but all arangements
have not yet been perfected.

Brunswick, and his death has left a void
which it will be difficult to fill.

Judge Hanington was a son of the late
Hon. Daniel Hanington, M. L. C. He was
born at Shediae, June 27, 1835, and was
educated at the local grammar school and
at Sackville Academy. He was called to
the bar in 1861 and soon acquired a large
practice and became clerk of the circuits
and county courts. He was created a Q.
C. by the Marquis of Lorne in 1881 and
was subsequently elected a. governor of
Kings College, Windsor, where he was
also professor of Procedure and Ecclesias-
tical Law, and received the honorary de-
‘gree of LL.'D. from Mount Allison Uni-
versity. / h

As a member of the Church of England,
he has been elected a delegate to the Dio-
cesan and Provincial Synods and was an
earnest advocate of the umion of the
church in Canada, by the establishment
lof the general synod. He has always taken
part in the legislative work of the church.

In local politics, he was a Liberal of the
old New Brunawick school, but as regards
the federal government he supported Sir
John Macdonald, and those associated
with him at Ottawa. He sat for West-
morland county in the local assembly
from December-1870, till June 1874, when

NEW ALDERMEN WANTT0
IMPROVE FERRY SERVIGE

Meeting of Ferry Committee He!d This Morning When Num-
erous Reforms Were Suggested and the Whole ' Matter
Referred to a Sub Committee. .

The ferry. committee -met this morning
at 11 o’clock, and after diScussing a num-
ber of matters concerning the operation
of the boats and the system of doing
business, a committee was appointed to go
into the “wholé question and report.

Alderman Potts presided, and others
present were, Aldermen Scully, Holder,
‘Wilson and Belyea, with Superintendent
Glasgow. Alderman Potts in opening the
meeting said there was a petition from
the ferry employes for an  increase of
pay, but there was no recommendation
from the superintendent. He felt there
should be some statement on the subject
from the superintendent showing w hether
or not he approved of the request.

Alderman Potts said there was a feeling
in the community that the whole manage-
ment should be looked into, as there was
a shortage of $10,000 a year, and it was
desirable to reduce it if possible to do
go. He suggested the appointment of a
small committee to go into the whole
matter, and make a report at the next
meeting. \

Alderman Holder agreed that there
should be a report from the superin-
tendent. :

Alderman Scully also approved of the
suggestion, and nominated that Alder-
man Holder and the chairman should be
a committee to look into the matter. This
was adopted.

Chairman Potts said the question had
been asked if the ferry could be made to
pay. He said it could be made to pay if
the rate was put up to five cents, but
he did not wish to be understood as be-
ing in favor of raising the rates, as the
people of the West Side should have as
cheap a rate as possible. He asked if
any persons passed through free. The
superintendent replied that ferry employes
and the aldermen travelled free.

Alderman Scully—“Not all of the alder-
men.”

The chairman said he thought if one
paid all should pay. He thought if the
aldermen were to travel free they should
be furnished with passes. He also said
he intended to have a different system
of collecting tolls. No money should be
collected by the toll collector. They
should only handle money for the pur-
pose of making change. He thought the
toll collectors should have boxes for col-
lecting the fare on the same principal
as the street railway. He was opposed
to having tickets sold by the collectors.

Alderman Belyea said he thought the
proposal was a good one, but there would
be some difficulty in putting the scheme
in practice. There was considerable dis-
cussion as to how the system would work
out. I

The superintendent thought there would
be considerable delay. 'The c¢hairman
thought the passengers would soon be edu-
cated to the change, and that it would

prove vew. beneficial.

Alderman ‘Belyea askéd if anything wa
Ito he done regarding 'increases for the
employes, and the chairman replied that
the matter would be taken up by the
committee and. dealt with at ‘'the next
meeting.

The alderman also contended that it was
unnecessary for the steamers to describe
a large course in crossing the harbor. They
should go direct across. The tide, he claim-
ed, did not interfere to any great extent.
He also referred to the practice of fisher-
men interfering with the ferry and claimed
the fishermen had not right to interfere
with the steamer and that they were there
at their own risk. * I

Ald. Belyea also contended that less
time might be consumed in making the
trips. He discussed the matter at some

service could not be given. He also
brought up the matter of the ferry inter-
fering with Knox’s wharf, but it was de-
cided to allow the harbor board to deal
with the matter. He also brought up the
matter of the practice of the ferry em-
ployes using half worn out planks, which
had resulted in accidents to several hor-
ses. The superintendent said he did not
know of any such planks being used. New
planks were supposed to be put -down.
Ald. Belyea advocated that heavier planks
be used.

Belyea
was added to the committee appointed to
look into ferry matters.

Ald. Holder and Ald. Belyea had some
discussion as to the merits and life of the
different classes of lumber. Ald Wilson
took exception to Ald. Belyea’s remarks
about the ferry steamer's course. He ex-
plained that the Island bar and eddies
were responsible for the serpentine course.
He also defended the drift fishermen, who,
he said, he thought exercised good care in
keeping out of the way of the boats, and
the captains of the steamers also were
careful in not injuring the fishermen's
nets. He thought the captains should be
paid as much as¢ the engineers, and said
he had been surprised to learn that the
latter got $70 a month and the former
$60.
Ald. Scully advised that the committee
should not try to undertake too much at
once,’

The chirman said he simply wanted to
get the opinions of the members as to im-
provements that might be advisable, but
he intended that the superintendent should
look after most of these matters himeelf
He asked that the newspapers in future
pay attention to the men on the Ludlow
and not criticize the boat so much.

Beirut, Asiatic Turkey, May 6—The situ-
ation at Suvadia where a number of Ar-
menians have been massacred has been re-
lieved as a result of the presence and ex-
ertions of the captain of the British bat-

tleship Triumph, and the British consul
at Alexandretta who went down the coast
on board the Triumph. The two officials
visited Caladoran and: Kessab and found
these towns indescribable charnel houses.
There are over 1,000 helpless and destitute
women in a village on the sea coast near
Kessab. :

Adana, Wednesday, April 28, via Con-
stantinople, May 5—The Rev. Stephen R.
Trowbridge, a missionary of the American
board of commissioners for foreign mis-
sions, estimates the number of Armenians
killed in this province of Adana since the
outbreak of the anti-Christian ridting at
23,000. Continuing the missionary said to-
d.ay: “The surviving Armenians in the en-
tire province are largely women and chil-
dren. . They amount to about 25,000 souls
and are today .without homes or anything.
A 'most pitiable and wretched multitude is
passing up and down the streets of Adana
like a lost people. They throng the- big
factory yards where a dole of flour is giv-
en out by the relief committee. Crowds of
broken hearted women and  children are
coming from the country to: even greater
misery in the - city.”

Mr. Trowbridge has written a further
account of the events &t Adana in which
he says: “The Armenians did not die
without  resisting, and. the fury of the
Turks  increased 'in propertion as the ar-
menians succeeded in slaying Mohamme-
dans. For two days preceding the out-
break there had been a bitter: feud be-
tween Moslems and Christians. In one
vineyard shooting. was begun; and hatred
‘was aroused on April 18th, an ‘Armenian,
who had been beaten, shot one of his op-

I assume, therefore, that we may very
well deduct for salaries a part of the
amount which was alladed to by Mr.

R. L. Borden—Before the minister leaves
that, he has reflected upon the commis-
sioners: two or three times in respect to
their alleged default in not obtaining data
as to the interest, and he says that the
whole account could be made out in two
days.

having brought before them all books and
all accounts. And the hon. member from
Elgin (Crothers) has put before this house
their report as a repert.which is worthy
of the confidence of this house and upon
which this house should act. And when
asked.as to how this interest account was
made up, the premier of New Brunswick
said it would take six months to make out
a statement as to how they arrived at the
interest. What I do submit to the mem-
bers of this house and to the people of this
country with all confidence is that when
these commisioners issued this report they
ought to have kmown that the interest
amount was absolutely accurate; they
ought to have known that it could be
relied upon.

Now, Sir, what do these commissioners
recommend—that the directors of this
company and more especially the ex-officio
directors, the Hon. Mr. Tweedie and my-
self, should be called to render an account
to this company for its receipts and ex-
penditures. Sir, I have always been ready
to render an account of my dealings with
this company as ex-officio director. I would
have been glad, if, instead of transferring
the matter to this form and taking up the
time ,of this parliament, the provincial
government had taken some steps to carry
out the recommendations of these commis-
sioners, and to have an accounting taken.

But, Sir, the legislature of New Bruns-
wick has now béen prorogued and no ac-
tion of any kind or discussion was taken
on this report by the. provincial govern-
ment. The offly reference that was made
to it o far as 1 have observed, and I read
the papers daily, ‘was to put two series of
questions to the government, one of which
was answered in the manner to which 1
have directed attention. Sir, I have waited
until now, waited since the last of March
when fthis report was signed and published.

Dr. Pugsley’s Concludes
An Important Statement

I have waited until now for some action to
be taken on the part of the provincial gov-
ernment to have the report of these commis-
sioners carried out and to have some steps
taken for an accounting. They have not
chosen to take any steps to that end, al-
though under the law the present attorney-
general and thke present provincial secretary
are present ex-officio directors of the com-
pany, and are entitled to call upon me and
every other director for an accounting. They
have taken no steps to do so and why? Be-
cause if they had broight an action in the
supreme court of equity, they knew the ob-
jection would probably be raised in this par-
liament that the matter was sub judice, and
therefore could not properly be brought up
here,and they woula nave been further away
than ever from their cherished design of
driving me from the government. They have
not done so, and I have taken the only course
open to me. I yesterday lastructed my soli-
citor, the legislature having prorogued a few
days ago, to issue a summons in the New

pany parties to the proceedings so as to
bring all parties before the court for the
purpose of taking an account as to the re-
ceipts and expenditures made by that com-
pany, and for the purpose of having a de-
cree made as to the .siate of its accounts,
Having taken that course, it seems to me
that I have done all,that I can rightly and
properly do.

Let me say this, that while I may not be
as careful as I ought to be, particularly in
reference to my own aftairs, and although
in respect to those loans whicn were made
to the’ company, I ought, pei-haps_ to have
taken a receipt or a promissory note from the
company, yet, I want to sav that the man
has yet to live who can stand up and say
that I ever wronged an individual or the pub-
lic in respect to a single dollar. I always
bave been prepared, in the legislature of
New Brunswick where I spent many years
and before the peopie of the province who
knew me, to meet any charges which have
ever been made, or can be made against me.

In this parliament 1 am a compartive
stranger, but I have endeavored to present
the real facts of the case. I have endeavored
to point out errors, inconsistencies. false-
hoods, inaccuracies of the grossest kind, evi-
dence of the greatest partizanship in thlé re-
port.

I think I can acquit my consclence of hav-
ing done anything but what T should do in
presenting the facts of the case to the house.

In conclusion; Mr. Speaker, I submit my-
self to the judgment of this house. I recog-
nize that I could not remain a member of
parliament or a member of this government
if I ceased to have the respect and regard
of my fellow members. I feel that I could
not longer be worthy to sit here if I had
been guilty of any act unworthy of a public
man. 1 desire therefore to leave my case in
the judgment of this house, and in order that
the members on both sides may feel the more
free to discuss this case and comment upon
it. I will ask the liberty to retire while the
discussion is going on, and until the house
comes to a conclusion upon it.

Dr. Pugsley then bowed to the speaker,
and walked out of the chamber, leaving the
Liberal members thundering in applause at
his splendid speech.

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A HOUSE AT
McADAM

Word reached the city at noon today
from McAdam that the home of  David
Trecartin, a C. P. R. driver, had bee
robbed, and $480 stolen. ‘

The break was of a most daring nature,
being made in broad daylight, and from
the method adopted -and chances taken,
to procure the booty, it would indicate
that the work is that of an expert;$338
was in cheques, and the balance $142 in
cash; but whether or not the cheques
were endorsed, could not be learned.

David Trecartin, his wife and three
children, all small, two boys and a girl,
live about a mile from the C. P. R. sta-
tion. The thief or thieves evidently were
pretty well posted as to the movements
of Mr. ‘Trecartin, for the robbery took
place immediately after he had left the
house for work, about 5 o’clock ip the
morning.

The ‘money was in one of the drawers
in the bureau in Mr. and Mrs. Trecartin’s
bedroom; and Mrs. Trecartin was in bed
at the time the money was taken. She
states that she heard some one enter
while she was half asleep, and go to the
bureau -drawer, but hought it was her
‘husband returning for something. Mr.
Trecartin, when he got up’'to go to work,
had occasion to go to the drawer in which
the money was kept, and took the money
out at the time, and counted it, and found
it all there. When some distance from
the house, he had occasion to go.back for
something that he had forgotten, and on
opening the same drawer, was amazed to
find money and cheques gone. He at
once apprized Mrs. Trecartin of the.loss,
and it was then that she told of hearing
some one enter the room, and. open the
bureau drawer. But as told, she thought
it' was her husband, and thought nothing
of it. On examination being made, about
the house, it was ascertained that the
glass in the back door of the house had
been cut out with.a diamond and then
unlocked. Great chances must have been
taken, and that no'time was lost is evi-
denced from the fact that the theft took
place during the short interval between
the time that Trecartin had left the house
and his return. About 9 o’clock this
morning, Constable Little arrested a tramp
by the name of Wm. Forsythe, formerly
from St. John, but as nothing was found
on him, he was later released.

INCREASED ACREAGE
OF WESTERN WHEAT

Winnipeg, Man., May 6—Increased
acreage of from 10 to 30 per cent., with
most land ready for the seed, is the in-
formation detailed in this week’s crop
bulletin, issued by the Canadian North-
ern Railway.

The reports estimate but a small per-
centage of grain yet sown, but a continu-
ance of good weather this week will make
possible the completion of seeding in most
sections.

At North Battleford 50 per cent more
ground is under cultivation than last year, !
and at Lashburn the increase will aggre-
gate between 25 and 30 per cent. To the
south of Winnipeg the amount of land in
use will remain almost stationary, and in
this section much seeding has been done.

It is along the main line of the road
through Saskatchewan and Alberta that |
the greatest increase will be noticed this
year, and the report bears the stamp of
optimism, which only very unfavorable
weather conditions can blight. *

On the Saskatchewan section sowing is
more advanced than elsewhere, and es-
timates state that from 20 to 35 per cent
of the acreage is seeded.

All the capabilities in the country
house, in England as well as in Scot-
land, have expanded also, certainly. in
the matter of enjoyment.

Having failed to ruin Hon. Mr. Pugsley
by means of a certain kind of affidavit,
read by Premier Hazen, the Conservative
ritig tried the commission plan.

The misstatements in it.

The suppression of some evidence.

The distortion of other evidence.

The false arguments, suggestion and in-
ferences in it, and

1ts generally partizan and grossly im-
proper character.

The Conservative ring is discovering how
dangerous it is to place Dr. Pugsley on
the defensive. He is not content merely
-to defend; he carries the war into Africa,

. and with a vengeance. . The discredited
backere of the Mayes conspiracy are the
men who forced the Central commission
report upon the notice of Parliament.
They carried it to the great court where
the Minister of Public Works could most
effectively and scathingly do justice’ to its
character and to the motives and methods
of the men who were seeking to profit
by it.

The report of the Central commission is
s Powell stump ep‘eech masquerading as a
solemn judicial finding. Dr. Pugsley ex-
plored its every corner, exposed its every
weakness and its every worse than weak-
nese, marshalled facts to support his con-
tentions, and tore the report to shreds.
He proved the report false and p\artizan,
and he proved that the commissioners had
even issued an interim statement for cam-
paign use—and an Incorrect statement at
that—long before they concluded the tak-
ing of evidence.

He showed that the statement about
$134,000 being misappropriated was abso-
lutely without foundation. He exposed the
c6mmission’s method of “‘arriving” at the
‘amount paid in interest. They “arrived”
‘by avoiding or ignoring large sums which
‘were absolutely essential to any honrable

or correct statement.
He pointed out that although the com-

mission had advised a suit against him-
self and others to recover certain sums,

Premier Hazen had done nothing, and he,

Pugsley, had now begun an action in the

Equity Court of New Brunswick to bring

about a proper accounting, which proper
accounting the commission could have
had if it had pursued the proper methods,
or if it had been anxious to get at all the
truth regardless of its political bearing.

1t was the speech of a great lawyer and

a keen debater. Its effect was absolutely

to demolish the charges aimed at him in
connection with the Central inquiry. It
was the speech of a man completly master
of every detail of the subject, and not
only conscious of his own rectitude but
glorying in his ‘ability to strike hard when
at last he had his accusers in the highest
court of the land.

There are partizans who will not read

Dr. Pugsley’s speech. But to the honor-

able and fair-minded men who do read it,
it will forever discredit the enemies who
have eought to drag him down by slander
~and by bearing false witness. If the

* (onservative group, over whom he has
again triumphed so signally, have any
more affidavits or ‘‘reports,” now is the
time. The Minister of Public Works is
ready and waiting. The fighting speech
of last evening, drawn from him by malig-
nant attack, has given him new honors.
The Conservative plotters are once more
routed and discredited.

Into this kettle of
fish Joe Martin, looking for a soft, old
age, incontinently plumped. It is Can-
ada, hotter a hundred times. The wild
west in Joe Martin said: ‘Go in; the wa-
ter's warm. And go in he did. No lit-
tle plunge at that—Stratford-on-Avon,
Shakespeare’s old conatituency—nothing
Jess. Stratford-on-Avon will probably
turn Jo¢ Martin down. It has returned a
Tory ever since Shakespeare didn't run
for it, now four hundred years ago, and
Joe is a Liber#l. Shakespeare, it will
be remembered, got the wormst of it at
times from Stratford-onAvon, and how
can Joe Martin, a mere stranger, expect
better treatment than such a distinguish-
ed Old Boy as Wild Wood Will? Mean-
while, we picture Joe touching up the
Stratford-on-Avon electors on  their
Shapespeare like this: ‘Burn all the re-
cords of the realm; my mouth shall be the
parliament,” or addressing them in terms
of Mark Antony’s oration, this way:
"Friends, Britons, countrymen, lend me
your ears, and if I don’t make .them
tingle before I give them Jback, my name
ien’t Martin.’ ”’

The steam roller has passed over Mr.
Martin, but let no man on that account
judge him dead. He will revisit the
glimpses of the political moon. The far-
ther he falls the higher he bounces.

THE LICENSES
Toronto, like St. John, has been re-
ducing the number of its liquor licenses,
and it, too, is considering how far the en-

tering wedge is to be driven. Citizens

ithere are discussing a substitute for the

bar as a place of resort. The Toronto

Star says of the questior:
“The License Commissioners have to a
certain extent carried out the principle
of local option. The dry section, west of
Yonge street and north of Queen, gave a
majority for the by-law; the south and
east voted against reduction. The bar is
now practically abolished in a very large
section of the city in which the popula-
tion is growing rapidly.
“It is not quite clear what effect this
will have upon future movements for fur-
ther reductions. Experience does not go
to show that the temperance people in
the dry district, having no longer the ob-
ject lesson of drinking places near at
hand, will lose interest in the other por-
tions of the city. In the vote taken last
January the heaviest votes for reduction
were recorded in the districts where
there were the fewest hotels.

“At the same time that this extensive
reduction is made the area and popula-
tion of the city are very much increased
by the annexation of East Toronto, West
Toronto, and other suburbs, so that there
is now only one drinking place for every
3,000 of the population. Local option is
accomplishing similar results over the rest
of the province.. Ontario seems to be
making progress toward absolute dryness,
while the chances of reaction are dimin-
ishing by the nature of the process. The
Scott Act brought about prohibition by
counties, and the portions of the county
which gave adverse votes became centres
of reaction. In the small area covered by
local option, the abolition of the traffic is
more likely to be permanent.

“Business and social customs are also
working against the habitual use of in-
toxicants. Even the tradition that a bar
is a necessary adjunct to the keeping of a
hotel is gradualy disappearing. But what
is really required to take the place of the
bar is a pleasant place in which men may
meet, talk, and smoke. Those who are
establishing coffee houses and temperance
hotels should study to preserve those fea-
tures of the older institutions which are
harmless, and at the same time attrac-
tive. They should be hospitable, cheer-
ful, and inviting; they should make the
stranger and the wanderer feel at home
without interfering with his liberty. The
taste for intoxicants is artificial, and is
fostered by facilities for drinking. - But
the desire for company and comfort is in-
herent in human nature, and to gratify
it no effort should be spared.”

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BAPTISTS FIND LAYMEN'S WORK |
INCREASES THE FUNDS LARGELY

their income which they attribute to
thk influence of the Laymen's Missionary
Movement. The last quarter of the finan-
cial year of the board has commenced and

it has been their usual experience to re-
ceive much the larger part of their income
during the three months from May till
August. Since the beginning of February,
however, there has been a notable increase
in their receipts, and Dr. W. E. McIntyre
was able to announce yesterday that these
amounted to $3,000 beyond all previous
figures. .

At a meeting of the board yesterday it
was decided to accept the offer of Dr. W,
R. Morse, of Providence (R. 1.), to go to
India as a medical miesionary. He will go
out next fall, probably in October, and be
stationed in the Savard country. Dr.
Morse will be allowed to study the langu-
age for two years, after which he will take
up his duties not only as a physician but
as a missionary: He will be here in
August and attend the conference, which
will probably be held in Nova Scotia this
year.

The question of the proposed Canada
union was discussed at some length at yes-
terday’s meeting. - The scheme proposes
the amalgamation of ali the Baptist foreign
mission boards in Canada and the substitu-
tion of one central board in Toronto. As
a result of the discussion the secretary,
Rev., Dr. Meintyre, was instructed to
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get gn expression of opinion on the matter
from them.

The Ontario board of foreign missions
have adopted this same course and Dr.
Brown, their secretary, has communicated
with the men on the foreign field. It was
learned that some of the older missionaries
were directly opposed to the scheme. The
board here, Dr. McIntyre said, had no
strong feeling either way, and he thought
that while some of the missionaries might
be opposed to it the majority would likely
favor it.

A committee, consisting of Rev. Wel-
lington Camp, Rev. W. V. Higgins and
Rev. Dr. McIntyre, was appointed to ar-
range for deputations to visit the district
and association meetings in the interests
of the board. The board also suggested
the advisability of arranging deputation
work within districts touching delinquent
and non-contributing churches with a view
of obtaining financial aid from each con-
gregation during the financial year ending
Aug. 1.

The denominational treasurer, Rev. Dr.
Mclntyre, is now busy sending appeals for
the fourth quarter to each of the 300
churches in New Brunewick, with a state-
ment of their contribufions up to date.
Copies” of these appeals will be sent to the
executives of the respective districts, urg-
ing attention in all cases where required.
Rev. W. V. Higgins, field secretary of the
board, will, at their request, continue his
work for another year before returning to
India. ?

GILBERT’S LANE SEWER

So far no serious attempt to rectify
the sewerage nuisance at the cormer of
Gilbert’s Lane and Wright street, is re-
ported. The contention of the city was
that the I. C. R. had given the old town
council of Portland permission to use the
culvert on their property near where the
old round house stood, in order to carry
the sewerage through. On the other hand,
the I. C. R. people here say that the
culvert was built expressly to carry off
the surface water from the right of way.
They question the fact of the agreement
having been made and even if there was
such an agreement it was many years
ago and that part of the city has been
built up greatly since.

The culvert became choked last winter
and the sewage backed up on to the rail-
way tracks and filtered along a ditch on
the other side of the track, making its
way to the crossing where it fell .into a
catch basin, and so into the sewer.

For the better protection of the railway
property the I. C. R. men have deepened
this ditch so that it runs more freely.
As long as the weather remains cool there
will be no perceptible nuisance, but 'Thos.
Giorman, chairman of the board of health,
said yesterday that when the weather be-
comes warm enough for people to go to
Rockwood Park, there will likely be
trouble. In the meantime, he said, the
matter stands just where it did. Neither
the city nor the I. C. R. will undertake
to do the necessary work.

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LOST MEN MAY
BE IN PRISON

Escaped Prisoner From Ven-
ezuela Tells a Strange Story
—What Became of the
Crew of the Carrie D.
Knowles. '

Kingstown, St. Vincent, B. W. 1., May
5—It may be that Captain Collins Steph-
enson and the crew of the whaling ship
Carrie D. Knowles, long since thought to
have becn lost at sea, are alive in a
Venezuelan prison.

An American seaman, who gives the
name of Payne, an escaped prisoner from
Venezuela, has made his way to King-
s_town,'where he laid before the authori-
ties an astounding story of the seizure of
the Carrie D. Knowles at a Venezuelan
port, where she arrived five years ago in
du_atresg and the incarceration of the cap-
tain and his men. So convinced are the
authorities - here that there is truth -in|
Payne's story, that they have taken his
full statement and have taken steps look-
ing to a speedy investigation.

On January 27, 1904, the Carrie D.|
Knowles sailed from Provincetown, Mass.,
on a whaling voyage. Her captain was
Collin Stephenson and her first mate H.
A. Martin. In addition she carried about
a dozen men. ;
Payne asserts positively that all of
these men are at present confined in a
Venczuelan prison. \
The vessel was supposed to have been
lost in a West Indian storm with all
ha'nds. Some of the men belonged in St.
Vincent and after all hope was given up
of their return their relatives put on
mourning and the local insurance com-
pany paid the claims against it on the
assumption that the sailors were dead.
The crew of the Knowles consisted of
the following when the vessel sailed omt
of Provincetown harbor: :
Captain Collin Stephenson; first mate,
H. A. Martin; cabin boy, Charles A, Mar-
tiny son of the mate, all of Provincetown;
second mate, Chas. A. Marzelean; boat
steerer, Robert C. Robson; steward, Jas.
L. Hazel; mate, afloat, Percy A. Warner,
all of- New Bedford; seamen, dJonathan
Sam, Thomas Pietre, Joseph Grant, Ar-
thur Lewis, Adolphus Jon, Thomas Ferry,
all of the West Indies. Captain Stephen-
son was a native of Dominica, West In-
dies. Martin’s wife was a Provincetown
girl, and she still lives here. She has five
children. Mrs. Stephenson also lived in
Provincetown, but died some time ago.
_ The schooner was built at Essey, Mass.,
especially for the whaling trade and was
owned by George O. Knowles, of Prov-
incetown. Mr. Knowles died last winter.
The Carrie D. Knowles left here on
January 27, 1904 with the intention of
going on a protracted whaling cruise in
the Caribbean Sea and later returning
north to hunt whales off Hatteras. Cap-
tain Stephenson had intended to call at
his native island in the West Indies and
add to his crew. His voyage would take
him in wateérs off the coast of Venezuela.
Warner did not intend to remain with
the vessel. He had been yisiting relatives
in Massachusetts and engaged patsage on
the vessel to Dominica.

Nothing was ever heard of the Knowles
here after she sailed and it was supposed
she was lost in a heavy storm which swept
the Atlantic within a short time after her
departure. A fishing schooner reported
at the time that a'! whaleman making
heavy weather, had been eighted on the
Georges during a big blow. A week or two
afterwards, the steamer Lancastrian,
bound from London to Boston, reported
that she passed a fishing schooner bot-
tom up, northeast of Cape Cod. In some
quarters here the theory was held that
this derelict was the Knowles, but no def-
inite proof ever came to hand.

The Carrie B. Knowles, was a staunchly
built craft of about 100 tons. She was rig-
istered as a good sea boat and her con-
struction was such that she was expected
to safely pass through encounters with all
sorts of weather.

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BANK ARE READY

Bank of New Brunswick’s
Chariotte Street Building will
Have Cut Stone Front

wick building in Charlotte street are well
advanced and the architect, F. Neil Brodie,
hopes in a short time to get the specifi-
cations drawn up, so that tenders may be
called as soon as possible. The building
will stand on what is known as the
Matthews property, opposite the old Y.
M. C. A. building, and will replace the
present wooden structure which is occu-
pied on the ground floor by the store of
J. M. Roche & Co. and above by S. K.
Matthews.

The building will ‘have a frontage of
twenty-six feet three inches and a depth
of eighty-one feet. The front will be fin-
ished in cut stone in classical design. The
main entrance will be in the centre and
over it will be placed a large window.
The column idea in the parent bank will
be carried out and on either side of the
entrance will be a pair of columns in
three-quarter relief, resting on heavy gran-
ite bases five feet high. The columns
themselves will be about seventeen feet
high, and will be two feet two inches in
diameter. :

The interior of the building will be laid
out for banking purposes only. The main
room will be fifty-four feet long by the
width of the building. The balanee of the
depth will be taken up by a book vault
on the ground floor, with a safety de-
posit vault reached by a gallery above. The
gallery will be carried right across the rear
of the building and will also contain a
coupon room and a stationery room. The
banking room ceiling will be twenty-four
feet high, panelled off with heavy oak
beams. In addition to the windows at the
side and rear the room will be lighted from
above by two monitor lights about nine
feet square placed in the ceiling.

The walls will be finished to a height
of eight feet in burlap, above in hard plas-
ter tinted. The floor will be of Knglish
tiled mosaic. The fittings will be of the
first quality and will be finished in Am-
erican quarter -oak.’ The building will be
heated with hot water and will be fitted
with electric lights and all modern con-
veniences.

It is expected that work will be begun
by June 1, and it will ‘probably be next
April before the building is ready for oc-
cupancy.

TORONTO MARATHON WAS SHORT.

’;‘oronto, Ont., May 4—The Telegrare
said last night, in view of the rumors
that the track at the Island for the Mara-
thon race Saturday was short, the Tele-
gram sent over a practical surveyor this
morning to measure the track mathemat-
ically. His report is; as follows:

“The track measures on the path where
the men ran, 1,051 1-2 feet, or 4 1-2 feet
short on each lap. It is thus short 22 1-2
fegt to the mile, or in 26 miles, 385 yards,
with 5, 280 feet in @ mile. This shows
the distance run a sixth of a mile short
in 26 miles.

COST OF FOX HUNTING

Lord. Willoughby -de Broke is one of the
greatest living authorities on hunting topics,
and in the April number of the National Re-
view he deals at some length with the finan-
cial aspects of that noble sport. The keeping
of hunters alone, he states, gives a yearly
circulation to about £9,000,000, which per-
meates many- industries’and trades. :
The cost of hugting a pack of foxhounds
four times a week, with:a professional hunts-
man ea day, is plaeéd’ by him at £5,640
per annum. The heaviest items are wages,
£1,228, and straw and’ forage, £1,217.. Hunt-
ing five days a week, ‘with a professional
huntsman on three days, the cost is £6,34L.

Expenses are  steadil increasing. The
poultry fund is in maxny countries ten times
what it was fifty years ago. In his own
country it is £1;000 a year, and, as chickens’
are paid for at the rate gf 2s. per head, it
follows that the foxesg,took 10,000 of them
and ‘‘did not have altogether a bad time.”

“Curiously enough;/’13he notes, ‘‘certain

poultry keepers always huve exactly the same
number- of chickens killed’ each year.”

There are two tariffs of subscriptions, ac-
cording to the number of horses a man
keeps, or according to the number of days a
week that he hunts,  ‘The best rule, he
thinks, would be that each gentleman rhould
subscribe annually £15 and each lady £10
for each day in the week that they hunt.
Then' there will be no injustice and an ade-
quate revenue.

The huntsman is a fortunate being. He
is much the best paid of the servants and
makes about £400 or £500 a year in wages,
perquisites, and tips. One case is noted
where in a single day a-huntsman received
in tips £40, and it is - added that many
huntsmen have died leaving substantial for-
tunes.

It is therefore with peculiar pleasurs,
says the New York Sun, yesterday, that
it is able to contribute information of an
authentic’ eharacter which throws much
light not only upon the obscurity which
has surrounded the youth of Mary, but
also upon the origin, deportment and ulti-
mate disposition of the lamb so well
known to literature. It is only fair to
say that the information is the result

He was engaged 'in
completing his studies under the guidance
of the village parson, and as soon as he
heard about the lamb’s unavailing attempt
to improve its' mind he saw at once that
here was his opportunity. In a kind of di-
vine frenzy he dashed off the first stanzas,

Mary had a little lamb,
His fleece was white as know,
And everywhere that Mary went
The lamb was sure to go.

He followed her to school one day,
Which was against the rule;
1t made the children laugh and play

which according to Mary, ran exactly thus: .

As if to say:“I'm not afraid;
“You'll keep me from all harm.”

“What makes the lamb love Mary so?”
The eager children cry.

. “Why, Mary loves the lamb, you know,”
The teacher made reply.

And make it follow at your will/
If you are only kind-’

The internal evidence at our disposal
certainly bears out Mary’s statement. The
lines she attributes to Rollestone are
clearly all of their own type. They are
filled with the pure Greek love of beauty
—the paganly artistic spirit of the poet
Rollestone. The Hale quatrains, on the
contrary are vastly inferior. They seek to
tag poetry with a moral—to burden a
thing of bemuty with a lesson. Mrs. Hale
wais « Calvanist, without a doubt, at
keart, if not in nmame. She was a doctrin«
aire. Rollestone, on the contrary, was pure
poet. *

Further than that, it will be noted that
in the Rollestone lines the lamb is always
referred to as “he,” while the Hale stan-
zas describe the celebrated creature as “it”
quite as though it were an infant. As a
matter of fact we know mnow that the
lamb was a female, for Mary in the inter-
view already referred to and sufficiently
well attested, states that the lamb
up to a noble maturity, and ‘when she
became a regular sheep gave birth to three
lambs before she died and was gathered
to her fathers, long and bitterly mourned
by Mary.

The lamb, which never had a name of

. her own, being always known throughout

her fong and useful life as “Mary’s Lamb”
continued her beneficence in a posthumous
manner.
