HAMILTON HAS BEEN
LOGATED IN PARIS

Discovery of Equitable’s
Missing . Lobbyist.

Ho is i, But is Preparing a State-
“ment to be Presented to th
Committee.

PARIS, Nov. 30.—The correspondent
of the Associated Press today located
Andrew Hamilton, who was confiden-
tial legislative representative of the
Equitable Insurance Company of Al-
bany, and had an hour’s talk with him
concerning his plans .and his ‘answer
to the questions of the investigating
committee. He will wire higs agent in
Albany to surrender his papers to the
committee. »

‘Mr. Hamilton came here a number of
years ago. He does not seek fq evade
the. meeting with the correspondents.
On the contrary, he said that He had
not the slightest desire to conceal his
Whereabouts, although owing to his
continued il lhealth and the attention
required in making up his answer to
the Armstrong committee he did not
desire to see visitors. Answering the
correspondent’s request for a statement
concerning his answer to commmittee’s
request, Mr. Hamilton dictated the fol-
lowing reply:

“I am preparing a reply to the request
of the committete which will be sent
when completed to President McCail, of
the New York Life.” Mr. Hamilton said
it was the only formal statement he
would now make, pointing out that it
would be manifestly improper to dis-
close or discuss the nature of his reply
before it had _been submitted to the
committee.

‘“You ean say, however,” Mr. Hamil-
ton added, ‘“‘That my answer will be
complete. You can also say that Presi-
dent McCall undoubtedly will submit
my reply to the committee.”

In the course of the inquiry certain
allegations have been made of the legis-
lature relative to Judge Hamilton!s re-
lations with the .subject, but ng
charges have been formulated, and -he

ity, in answering the statements made
from time to time concerning him,
‘When Mr. Hamilton was asked whe-
ther he would return to New York, he
said it would depend entirely on the
determination of the doctors. The
friend of Mr. Hamilton added, ‘““Judge
Hamilton has been obliged to take a
prolonged cure at the springs.

DOCTORS ADVI
" TEA DRINKERS.

The t'ab!t Has a Hold on
the Human Race,

And It Is Now Too Late to Combat It
—Gblnnms of [eadlng thslcans

——lt§ Use.

In the Herald of November 12 there
appeared the following ‘paragraph quot-
ed from the London Daily Mail of No-
vember 7:

‘“Fea .drinkers of dyspeptic and neu-
rotic temperament are resorting in ever
increasing numbers to China tea, which
is less deleterious than the Indian and
Ceylon blends.”

P. C. Tarkin ‘of Toronto, Canada,
took exception to the publication in the
Herald. . His letter was published in
the Herald yesterday.

To obtain the opinions of the most
eminent authorities upon tea drinking
and teas, interviews were sought with
physicians noted as specialists’ ln ner-
vous disorders yesterday.

Tea drinking was described. by Dr
George F. Shrady as a habit which has
obtained’ such a hold upon the human
Tace: that it is too late at this day to
attenipt to combat it, éven if this were
dbsolutely necessary. = He found ele-
ments of benefit, however, in tea drink-
ing, but circumscribed closely by the
grades of tea used and the method of-
preparation.

“The ‘best elements of  tea,” Dr.
Shrady said, “are those most easily ob-
tained by infusion. Its essence, called
thein, exists in the greatest quantity
in the best, and therefore the highest
priced, grades of tea. This desirable
volatile principle exists in lesser de-
gree in the poorer qualities and ewven
from them/it may be drawn off by pfo-
per prepara,tion But in the poor grades
of tea thein exists in' proportionately
small quantity to the bulk of the tea

ﬁ to the deleterious element of all

tannic acid.

- “Infusion’ of the tea teaves in homng
water is the ideal method of nré

the beverage and en'ect!vely ‘extracts
all. the essential volatile  elements.
These  are ‘mildly stimulating to the
nerves, having a quileting or anodyne
effect upon the digestive and nervous
systems, which is neither permanent
nor cumulative. This active principle
is of undoubted benefit in soothing the
nerves 'and arresting undue tissue
waste. these days,of rush and
ceaseless high power endeavor tea is
perhaps the best stimulant to use under
the cireumstances.

“The knowledge that infusion is the
best way to prepare tea has made the
‘tea ball’ popular. In it tea leaves are
confined and dipped into boiling water.
Left there for a brief period, all the
thein is extracted and*also all the other
bereficial elements of the leaf. Then
the leaves should be thrown away.
What. remains in the leaves after the
thein is extracted is useless and often
detrimental, and though a very little
thein may remain to mix with the
deleterious elements, its benefits are
overbalanced in other directions,

“rannic acid is the deleterious part
of . all tea, and the poorer &nd conse-
quently cheaper grades of tea have
less  thein and proportionately a
greater amount of tannic acid in their
composition. Tanaic acid is not so so-
luble in hot water as thein and conse-
quently it does not begin to imprég-
nate the hot water until after the thein
has been extracted. Tannic acid when
repeatedly and ntlnuously adminis-
tere in this form injures the digestive
apparatus and its cffect is more or less
permanent and cumulative,

“Its direct action is to arrest diges-
tion, and thus Indlrectly hinder nutri-
tion.

‘“The question resolves itself, there-
fore, largely into good and bad tea.
The very large proportion of tea drink-
ers are necessarily persons of such
moderate means that they cannot buy
the best grades. Then when they make
tea they are apt to boil the leaves and
continue to do so until they are satis-
fied that the so-called strength is ex-
hausted. Persons who use tea in this
manner get all its deleterious and very
little of its good effects, even if the
leaf be of gord quality.

“As tannic acid is greater in propor-
tion in the poorer .grhdes of tea, those

' who use ‘them gets the worst out of the

worst teas by the worst method of
preparation—that is, boiling it,

“Any difference in'the various grades
of tea centres upon the relative propor-
tion of wvolatile properties of the
leaf to that of the tannie acid present.

“I ‘would not say that there is any
harm in the use of tea in moderation,
but each one must judge for himself
of its effect. If it causes errors of di-
gestion, sleeplessness or nervousness,
then it is not being used in modera-
tion.” . F

Dr. N, Allen Starr, professor in ner-
vous diseases at the Post Graduate
Medical School, when seen by a Herald
reporter last evening at his residence,
No. 6 West Fifty-fourta street, said
that any person who would say that no
doctor would go on record as declaring
that ‘tea drinking is a vicious influ-
ence in our social life would make a
mistake, .

‘“T'ea drinking,” said Dr, Starr, “has
a tremendous effect in causing certain
forms of intoxication, which are
known undar the general name of neu-
rasthenia, Neurasthenia is arother
name for geaeral, debility. In Eng-
land,. where t ‘18 nk “to a much
8 eaterr extent tha.n this country,
the effect 18 noted in fréqucnt arterial

ities and in digestive ~disturbances,
partiéular é‘: in intestinal indigestion,
which leads up to a stryctural debility
of the blood vessels,

“I consider,” added Dr: Stare, “that
coffee is by no means so pernicious as
tea. It contains less tannic.acid, and
drinking it does not become so ﬂxed a
habit" as in ‘the gase of tea. A great
deal is said against coffee by persons
interested in exploiting other ‘bever-
ages, but as a matter of fact I have
known few cases in which’ its habitual
use has been attended:by deleterious
results.”

Dr. C, L. Dana ot No, 58 West Fifty-
third street, a well known specialist in
nervous diseases, did not think that
tea drinking caused much harm except
in the cases of persons who indulged ih
it ‘very extensively without eating
much food. In the tenement districts
of large cities, he said, many persons
{drank tea in inordinate quantities as a
a substitute for food which ‘cost more
money, and the result was not benefi-
cial to them.

Dr. Dana referred the reporter to an
article on tea which he had written for
the Medical Record, in which he quoted
Dr. Wolfe of Glasgow as saying that
tea drinking produces - a bad effect on
the nutrition of the eyeball. A larger
number of cases of opacity of the vit-
raeous humor’ occur in England and
Scotland, it was sdid, than in France
and Germany, where less téa and more
coffee was drunk. :

In the same article it was declared
that the tannic acid in tea by precipi-
tating the albuminoids of food may im-
pair the digestion, lower :the general
tone of the system and produce an ir-
ritation of the nutritive centres which
might lead to various morbfti changes,
according to the predisposition of the
person.

BOSTON, Nov. 29.—The western
storm which wrought such destruction.
on the great lakes provel a positive
benefit to New England, for it broke a

drought o. just two moaths’ duration
and did much to fill the dried up
springs before winter begins in earn-
est.

The storm was well heralded and the
‘,!G-lling barometer all last night con-
firmred the predictions of the weather
bureau, so that only the staunchest
vessels le;t port today. While strong
winds from the south and southwest
prevailed along the coast, no excessive
velocity was recorded, fifty miles an
hour being reported’ from Newport
and about the same at Block Island.

Several Boston bound boats from
Maine ports were held back, but the
Portland steamer Bay State reached
here in safety. The only shipping
mishap reported up to a late hour to-
night ‘was the grounding of a small
schoonér at the entrance of Ellsworth
harbor in Maine.

Coming on a new moon, the storm
heaped the tide up along the coast to
unusual heights and the midnight tide
tonight was nearly a record breaker.
Some damage was caused tonight by
the flooding of the wharves and low
lands along the coast.

! preme court was contluded today, and
| Judgment was reserved.

The maritime list was then taken
up, the first cases heard being the two
Halifax election appeals. In these the
chief justice of Nova Scotia, on hear-
ing preliminary objections, admitted
the evidence of corrupt acts which
might disqualify the petitioner, but
held the evidence was not sufficient
and dismissed the objections The only
point raised on the appeal was whether
or not a promise to pay for a team on
election: day, the team not being fur-
nished, would disqualify the promiser
from voting at the election under sec-
tion 113 of the Elections Act, 1904, or
must the team be furnished, ti@ of-
fense being ‘A promise to pay—-tor a
horse.”

Another pbdint was that the chief jus-
tice was not properly assigned to try
the election petition by rota or arrange-
ment by the judges.

THE TARIFF AND THE COMBINES

The tarift commlssipn and the inguiry
into trade combines are proceeding
simultaneously in Ontario. Most of

s the journals discussing these matters
assume a connection bétween them.
No _doubt a high tariff makes it more
easy to organize a combination in cer-
tain articles. But we krow that such
combines may ex@it when there is no
tariff. An extreme case in point is
the thread trust in Great Britain, one
of the most successful of the scores of
vast trade and industrial combinations
in the mother country. The most ex-
treme example of an industrial and
commercial monepoly in . the United
States in the Standard Oil trust, which
is not assisted by the tariff. Canada
suffers by this monopoly which now
controls the Canadian product as well
as that of the United States. If there
‘were no duty onh oifl the Standard Oil
people would probably be better sat-
isfled, for they might close the Cana-
dian works, and supply this country
wholly from thelr establishments in
the United States, The binder twihe
combine opérates in both countries, but
is controlled in' the United States. It

THE DIVINING ROD.

Strange Ideas of an Aroostook County
Farmer—Views of a Bangor -
Daily.

(Bangor Daily News.)

One Mr. Ridley, a farmer residing in
Aroostook county, writes to this paper
casting reflections upon our accuracy
when we say that the “wizarq stick”
or divining rod is of doubtful utility in
locating supplies of living water under
ground. He says he has a hired man
who can find streams of hidden water
20 or more feet below the surface of
the land, and do it'every time without
failure. To make a fair test, Mr, Rid-
ley says that during the dry time of
October he blindfolded his hired man
and took him out into a fleld where
some men had bored an artesian well
more than 100 feet in. depth without
firding water, and that within 15 min-
utes from the time the gifted -hired
man had taken the witch-hazel wand
in hand, he had found a spot where a
gushing stream of clear water was tap-
ped after digging 18 feet. Mr. Ridley
declares that his hired man has vis-
ited several towns  this fall with his
wand, and that he has not only shewn
the farmers where to dig for water, but
has specified the depth to within a foot.

The way Mr. Ridley accounts for the
gifts of this remarkable hired man is
more vague than scientific, Before a
man caa be a real water-wizard,
claims Mr. Ridley, he must be natural-
ly charged up with positive electricity.
The amount of the charge which any
man carries concealed about his per-
son cannot be determined by any
magnetic or electrical test known to
82ience, a3 the load of electiicity can-
not manifest itself until the man in
question draws within a close proxim-
ity to a negative electric body. Now
in physics, says Mr, Ridley, all under-
ground waters are negative, speaking
in the electrical sense. Hence, when
the man .carrying the pesitive battery
in his natural organization, stumbles
along a fleld and comes above Hving
water, which 18 negative, the withe the
man holds in his hands is compelled to
‘bend down until it hits the earth to
let the current from the man meet and
mingle with the elsctrie. current from
the water. Mr. Ridley assures us that
he has seen his hired man hold on so
hard to a hagzel fork in trying to pre-
vent it from turning downward that
the bark of the limb came off in his
hands.

For us toisay that we do not believe
the ‘story is not argumert. Neither is
it a polite way to answer a candid
writer. But as a matter of fact,
though we should twist words ever so
nicely, the reply would itmply disbelief
and do so emphatically. Neither sci-
eénce nor human experience admits of
such a thing as an electrified human
being in the sense conveyed by Mr.
Ridley. An electrical or a magnetic
power that could sway a stick in one’s
hands so as to remeve tha bark from
the friction of the grasp would
be a very dangerous possession.
If a man of this kind should go
into a hardware store some day
when he was charged up, all the
nails in the -open kegs would fly at
him and load him down. If his elec-
tric powers happened to be with him
when he went to wash his face in the
morning, the water in the basin would
spout up in a stream and wet him
thoroughly. Such a man might draw
tacks from a carpet by walking into a
room. If he went into a foundry or a
blacksmith shop on business, he might
be arrested for larceny on account of
the Jironmongery that would be found
clinging to his person. ’

No; it cannot be. We do not know
how much Mr. Ridley pays his hired
man, but if the Ridley employve can
do what Mr. Ridley says he can, he
has no business working on a farm,
even in Aroostook county, where they
pay highest wages for farm help. Mr.
Ridley’s hired man can find plenty of
Jobs in dime musgums for $100 a week
and found. He can earn $1,000 a month
locating wells. He is a freak.

Many Farms in the
More Than Fighty

Haultain’s Chances

Mr, Editor—After the gathering in of
the year’s crop, for the past three& or
four years, I have written you regard-
ing the year's operations. You have
80 kindly given place to m¥ letters I
am again inspired to write you.

The other or previous letters were
addressed from Assiniboia, but this one
is from Saskatchewan, one of the new
provinces of confederation, and I feel
I am not saying too much when I say
the greatest of them all. This new
province of Saskatchewan is made up
out of part of .the territory of Assini-
boia and Saskatchewan, and I have no
doubt as a food producing province it
will in the very near future far surpass
any other province in Canada. Of all
the provinces, this ig the one that has
the least waste or unproductive land of
any. There is no barren nor rocky
land in this province. Mostly every
acre is valuable for producing wheat
or beef, and there is no particle of
doubt that our crop yield per acre is
far more than any other of the pro-
vinces, not only this year, but for now
flve years in succession,

In 1801 we had the greatest yield per
acre, but the area in crop was not
nearly so great as this year. This year
far surpasses any previous year for
quantity of straw and grain. j There
are very few farmers whose ‘wheat
crop has not averaged from twenty-five
to thirty bushels per acre this year,
and the oat yield hasg been from sixty
to eighty bushels per acre, and not in-
frequently you hear of a much larger
yield.

The seed time was early and favor-

able, 50 a large area was needed, and
the growing season was perfect, in fact
the straw grew too rank, a very large
acreage lodging, which is an unusual
thing for this country, and to the sur-
prise of the farmers the lodged straw
yielded as prolific a crop as any. On
Perley farm we had over two hundred
acres of badly lodged wheat, that yield-
ed forty bushels of good wheat to the

acre. I may just here add that if any
reader doubts that statement I would
refer kim to Arnold Fairweather of
Hampten, who helped us this year in
the  harvest field-on -Perley. farm, as
well as several  Nova Scotia boys.
Whilst the seeding, growing and cut-
ting seasons were in point of weather
all that could be desired, the threshing
season was not so good. From the
time the threshing started to the end
of October we did not average three
hours’ sunshine a day. Most every
day, in part or all was cloudy and
threatening a storm every hour. To
any farmer who had his crop, little or
mich, in stook, it gave him a good bit
of “anxiety; but this state of things
lasted longer with the farmers who had
the larger acreage to go over. Just
imagine, the last two weeks in Ottober
we had on our town pond, an area of
thirty or more acres, the finest skating
I ever saw, which was heartily enjoved
by young and old, day and night. No-
vember came in with warm OctoMer
weather, and now there is no icé. The
cloudy, heavy weather and the long,
tough storm made hard threshing, so

the threshing season was greatly pro-
longed, but now mostly all have fin-
ished.

The crop all over has been the best
‘we ever had, and the pride is not too
bad. No. 1 northern wheat, which is
the general grade, is and has been
worth in the car on the track at Wol-
seley from 65c. to 70¢. per bushel, or
76c. to 8lc. at Fort William.

My sons finished threshing on Perley
farm Friday night, the 17th inst.; after
a tedious, hard season’s work, owing
to heavy weather and leng straw, but
it takes quite a while to thresh and
store 45,000 bushels of grain, 30,000
bushels of it wheat and 15,000 bushels
of oats, and a small quantity of barley.
That. is the crop of grain raised on our
farm by my two sons this year. I may
be permitted to add that my two sons
and two sons-in-law have together this
year raised of wheat and oats 75,000
bushels. ¥

Before closing I may say that the
productive capacity of our soil does not
seem to be failing. Land that has been
producing wheat since the summer of
1883 has this year produced 40 bushels
of wheat to the acre, and judging from
the crops we see produced in various
Sections of the country, the mere and
finer you till and work the soil ‘the
greater the vield. In my judgment the
time will come when ‘it may not, and
probably will not, - produce 8o
great a yvield as now. The
only land, we do not grow
in a good seasomn, a satisfactory crop
on, is land that has been manured. In
this district and soith of here on the
Arcola branch railway the land is
mostly bought up by settlers, all of
whom are going inte active farm work,
and as this section of country is par-
ticularly well adapted to wheat farm-
ing a gredt quantity will be grown in
the near future. It is a small farmer

here this year who has not 2,000 bush-.

els. of wheat for sale. Theggreat ma-
Jority of farmers sell from six to ten
thousands of bushels this year.

This province has on the whole 2
good class of settlers, and mostly Eng-
lish speaking, particularly along the
main line of the C. P. R. and south
lines, and there is where You will find
Haultain = will be sustained.

During the afternoon we continued

to ride through beautiful farms, vils
lages and towns, some of the latter of
considerable size, such as ' Carleton
Placé. with a population of 5000, and
Almonte 3,500, Parkenham 2,200, Am-
prior over 4,000 and Pembroke 6,000, the
latier having ‘many substential indus-
tries. We passed through the town of
North Bay late in the evening, it has
a population of 2,500 or over, and is
situated on Lake Nepissing, soon after
this we retired for the night, arising
in the morning and getting around in
time to step off the train at Woman

River, where there was about three

inches ‘of snow and cold, the car win-
dows being coated with ice and the
numerous lakes in this district being
frozen. A few miles further back I
was informed were the most sxtensive
copper and nickél deposits knewn in
the world, large quantities of the ores
have beén shipped and several smelting
furnaces are at work mear Sﬁdﬁa.ry,
reducing tha ores on the spot.

At Missanaible, where we stopped
for a few minutes the Hudson Bay

Company have a store and- furs are |

brought here from the far nofth for
shipment, here a short portage con-
nects the waters flowing north into
Hudson Bay with those flowing south
into Lake Superior.

LAKE SUPERIOR REGION.

| " ARRIVAL AT WINNIPEG,

‘We arrived at ‘Winnipeg at about 10
o'clock a. m, and here occurred the
iAfst break fn ‘our party, Mr. Haidy

discussed the trip, resclved that it had
been a pleasant one; that we had en-
joyed it and bidding good-bye to him

Separated. Winnipeg 1is°a great city, it |
has a population of about 100,000 at |
present, and there have been added {o .

it during the last twelve months 1o
fewer than twenty-eight hundred new
buildingsa. The population is as cosmo-
politan as Chicage, and on the streets
one afes as great varlety in vehicles,
every kind heing employed, from the
ox cart to the automobile, .

Many miles east' of Winnipeg the
road runs through the Ilevel country,
but in  some places bush appears, so
it is not until leaving thére going west
that the prairie in all its majesty is
reached. Here one ean look off to the
horizon with nothing to obstruct the
View, except .here and there a farm
house  and  the. farmers' “Stacks 'of
wheat 2nd Hoy, st this papt of It not
a hill, nor roll of any kind, but as flat
as the fioor.

The farmers here do thelr threshing
in the fleld by steam and as we rode
{ along we saw .them busy, eight or ten
! men being employed. Two men do the
feéding, and they seem to be bretty
busy, - while - the machihe blows the
straw up to one side and falling it
forms great plles as large‘as three or
four hay stacks iIn New Brunswick,
At one place a farmer had let the
thresher blow the gtraw on his barn
! until all but one glde was completely
hidden from view, thereby making it
warm for winter. After threshing,
| these stacks of straw are burned, and
we saw one day thousands of tong of
it being thus destroyed, while the ‘peo-
ple in St. John are paying six or eight
dollars per ton for straw. At some
places too farmers were mowing and
hauling in hay, though there was ten
inches of frost in the ground there at
the time, . :

Portage La Prairle, a town of 6,000
population ig the market town of a
i rich and populous dietrict. It has large
fiour mills and grain elevators, a bis-
cuit factory, brewery and other indus-
tries. Betwen Portage Le Prairie and

eight miles and many of them are sur-
rounded by bright and busy towns and
nearly all have tall, massive elevators.

I met an Englishman here on his way
up to Saskatoon to take up four home-
steads. He said he was always used
to city life in England, and served his
time for a chemist, but seeing the pos-
sibilities of homesteading here decided
to try it.. He has been out here two
‘years, and says the first six months
were awfully lonely, but he ig used to
it now. Still, he says, it's like h——, no
rest, nor no Sunday. It's so lonesome
that even those who have been here
for 20 or 30 years don’t like it, and are
always looking forward to the time
when they can retire to some place and
enjoy a little more of life. Was talking
to another man who got on at Virden.
He said he farmed in a small way with
the help of his sons. They raised 7,000
bushels of grain this season.

After
leaving here there seems to be few set-
tlers. At Chaplin, where we stop for
a few minutes, is a Iittle telegraph sta-
tion scarcely -large eneough for the
operator, ‘and three or four Mttie-huts.

‘They ard the only bullfings we saw

since leaving Secretan, 8 miles back.
The prairie here is what is termed a
volling prairie; ‘it reminds one of great
ocean waves, and seems to be entire-
ly of sand. There are immiense salt
lakes here, too, extending for several
miiles. The prairies about are marked
in all directions By old buffalo trails,
and scared and pitted By their wallows
and bones. Antelépe may now be seen,
and lots of coyotes (“prairie wolf”). We
noticed that at Cypress Hiils, aithough
otly flat, and
there i8 no obstruction whatever to the
wview, clean to  the. Hherizon, iwe
seem to be away up on top'of the earth,
and looking down on the clouds, prob-
ably an optical illusion. We stopped
here for about 20 minutes on a siding to
allow a train to pass. The day was
beautifully fine. We stepped off the
train in the grass (“for there was no
station there’’) but imagine our sur-
prise to find that the wind was blow-
Mg so hard that it was with difficulty
we could keep our feet, there being no-
thing to denote wind, the grass being
only a couple of inches high and no
bushes or shrubbery of any kind.

GUARDS AGAINST PRAIRIE FIRE.

At Swift Current is a sheep farm be-
longing to the Canadian Land and
Ranch Co. The. company annually
rounds up 16,000 sheep. The settlers,
where there are any, protect their bulid-
ings and grain fromh prairie fires by a
fire guard, consisting of a strip of
ploughted ground about 10 or 12 feet
wide around the field, or whatever they
wish to protect. The government does
the same along the railroad, by plough-
ing this strip on either side of the road

It will be of more than ordinary in-
terest to the people of this province to
read the following extract from a book
entitled “Sketches of New Brunswick
by Calvin Hatheway.” « The extensive
and varied observition of the author,
who had made a deep study of the eli-
mate, productions, inhabitants, govern-
ment, rivers, towns, imstitutions and
public matters generally, were chron-
icled in. the year 1825, and one of the
c¢hapters which deals exclusively with
the ' position ‘climate and produce of
New Brunswick, gives evidence of care-
ful

work. Mr, Hatheway wrote as fol-
lows: h

“As New Brunswick lies in nearly
the same parallel of latitude as Paris,
Vienna and other places in Hurope, it
would be natural to supvode the cli-
mate would be similar to those places,
but it must be obsérved that cold is
found to predominate on the continent
of America. Hence' in places under the
same ‘parallels the differences between
the old and new continents, with re-
gard to cold, is very great, and this
difference increases as you advance
from the equator. This has been sup-
posed by Dr. Robertson and others to
arise from the western sltuation of
America, and approaching the pole
nearer than Europe or Asia, and from
the immense continent stretching from
the St. Lawrence towards the pole and
to the westward; and alse from the
enormous chain of mountains which ex-
tend to an unknown distance through
that frozen region, coversd with eter-
nal snow and frost, over which the
wind in its passage acquires that pierc-
ing keenngss which is £glt as far as the
Gulf of Mexico, but more severely in
the Canadas, New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia.

The prevailing winds,. fromw October
to April, are from the north and north-
west, during mest of whié¢h period the
air, though frequently intensely keen,
is clear and healthy, December is a
temperate, pleasant winter month. In
January the heavy falls of snow com-
mence, and the drifting storma prevail
chiefly in February and March, but
these are not so frequent as formesly,
and’ the ‘major part of the winter is
clear, hard weather. Y

“In April the spring commaences, and
the winds are chiefly from the east,
northeast, which oceasion dull, heavy
weather. The rivers, lakes ahd streams
break up this month. Ag May advances
the weather becomas se¥tlad, and the
mornings are uncomimondy fine. The
{ sun, which rises a Mitle after four

At one place in particular we noticed
there was not a preak, not even a road
or path, in this strip for 180 miles, and
from the track out to the fire guard the
grass is entirely burhed away during
al Ithat distance, and still prairie fires
do occur.

At one
place we estimated that several thou-
sand acres had been burned qver.

At Medicine Hat, & town of 8,000 pop-
ulation, “where we stopped for 20  min-
utes, they use natural gdas, and it look-
ed strange to see-the street ligh‘~ hurn-
ing in the middle of the after:1isn on
a bright sunny day. They attach an
incandescent burner, such as used in
stores in St. John, excepting that they
are’ made larger, light the gas and let
it burn ‘eontinuously.

At Stair the road crosses one of.the
Canadian Land and Ranch Co./s farms,
where one of the largest herds of Gal-
loway cattle in the world is to be seen.
At Langevin the natural gas is used
for pumping water for the rafiroad, At

‘Nandikiaka 18 seen apother park- be-

longing to the Canadian Land and
Ranch Co., where 1,600 acreg are under
crop. They own many such farms all
along the route,

BEAUTIFUL, BUSTLING CALGARY.

We arrived*at Calgary ‘about: 8;30° p.
m., “11.30 St. J6hn timie,” and now, with

At an altitude of nearly 4,000 feet and
with a population 'of 14,000, it is the most
important and handsomest place be-
tween Winnipeg and Vancou¥er. Tt is
charmingly situated on Bow River, is
almost entirely surrounded by a hill-
girt plateau, about 200 feet high, Dbe-
tween which and the city flows Bow
River, whose waters, clear; green and
icy cold, are rushing by with the swift-
ness of a broock frésh from the great
glaclers. The-city is overlooked by the
white peaks of the Roc¢kies, and is the
centre of trade for the great renching
country to the narth.. The chief source
of supply for the mining districts in
the mountains, it covers an immense
amount of territory, owing to the fact
that, except ‘in: the business “districts,
the lots are large and the buiidings sit
a long ways apart, Here, as in Win-
nipeg, intersecting the' hloeks at the
rear of the-lots, run narrow streets,
called “lanes,” for eonyenience to back
entrances.  .The business blocks are al-
most. entirely composed of stone, and
with the churches, theatres and other
public buildings, are beautiful, The
streets and sidewalkg are broad, the
latter composed of conecrete, well kept
and clean. All stores close at 6 o’clock
but are kept brililantly illuminated; in
fact the electric light seems to be used
almost to excess, churches, theatres
and hotels, etc., being ablaze with t{,
in many cases both inside and out,

I have met many St, John people
while here. All are doing well and
like the place. The climate is beautiful,
and at no time since I hayve been here,
and it's now the eighteenth day of No-
vember, would one have been uncom-
fortable out of doors with his coat,
and the ladies appear on the streets
evenings bareheaded. :

‘“‘September is a pleasant month; the
air is serene and pure.” The rivers and
streaing are usually lower thisx month
than at any other peried during the

falls sometimes early in November and
lays till laté in April, but thig does
not always hold. i

“The rivers and lekes freeze up
about the middle of this month, some
soqner and others later, according to
‘their situation, It is not uncommon
to have frost in all the months in the
year except July; for as was observed
before, it seldom escapes at the
changes. of the meon in June, and it
frequently happens at the full in Aug-
ust, particularly on small streams. If,
however, it passes that period. it gen-
erally keeps off till late in September.
A stranger would naturally conclude
from this account, that the season was
too short and frosty for crops to come
to maturity; but this is not the case.
Roots come to perfection and graln
gets ripe in most years; wheat being
oftener ' hurt by the rust than the
frost. The springs are indeed back-
ward, but vegetation 1s exceedingly
rapid, and the autumns are uncom;
monly fine.

“The ghanges of the weather are fre~
quently very sudden. Often in the
space of two hours (in the.seasons of
fall' and spring) ohanging . from the
mild temperature of-September to.the
rigor of winter.

THE GLIMATE OF NEW

Early Climatic Conditions in This Province
--The, Earthquake of 1817.

cool, elastic and invigorating, This, as
was before noticed, is occasioned by its
passing bver the immense continent of
the northwestward, and Hudson’s Bay
to the northward. k.

“On. the contrary, 'when the winds
are from the southward and southeast
they are mild and relaxing, retaining
a portion of the heat acquiréd in the
torrid zone. The changes, however,
are not always so viclent. The wea-
ther often, both in winter and summer,
continues for weeks with little alter-
ation in the temperature, and changes
imperceptibly.

“The coldest weather generally felt
in the country s or near the full moon
in January, for it i{s not till after the
cold has had some time to exert its full
influence and ch#ll on the earth that
the full rigor of winter is experienced.
The same is the case with the greatest
heat in summer, being in July, after
the sun has for some time exerted his
full influehce on the earth. From ob-
servations made by séveral persons it
is well understood that a gradual
change has been taking place in the
climate on the ' Amerigan continemt
within a century past. The change in
this province since 1748 has been very
great, the summers having abated
much of thelr former hdat, and the
winters grown propertionstely milder.
Neither are there sauch excessiva
droughts in summer as formerly, the
seasons being cosler, with more rain;
neither dogs the snow accumulate to
such a depth on the earth. This may
arise not so much from a less quantity
falling, as from the frequent thaws
which now take place in the winter sea-
son.

“For several years prior to 18168 the
seasons had been growing gradusally
cooler, less warmth being félt on 3
mean in each su ing year till 1816,
when the cold appeared to have arrived
at its acme, for In that vear it appeéar-
ed to predeminate; from whatever
cause has not yet been ascertained.
Some ascribed it to spots on the sun's
disc; others supposed that large
masseg of ice had been detached from
.the shores of Greenldnd and floated so
near the shores of America as to oced-
sion the uncommion chill in the alr—
with other conjestures of a like nature
totally unsatisfactory, For spots have
frequently been ‘observed on the sun,
and it would regquire an immense guan-
tity of ice to produce any permanent
effect.

“Whatever might have been the
cause, it ig certain the genial warmth
of the sun appeared nearly lost: for
when shining in merfdian splendor in

the months of Jyme and July a cold!
rigorous air was feit, There was a fall |
of snow, which was genersl over the |

provinee ‘and extended to the United
States, on the Tth June, to the depth
of three or four inches in the northern
‘parts of the country. This was fol-
lowed by some severe frosts In every
month in that year. The crops were
very light; flelds of wheat were totally
destroyed. Even the neven failing po-
tato was chilled and did not yield half
a cm-' g 7

“After this year the seasons began
slowly to improve, but the shock given
to agricultureé by the failyre of several
crops brought great distress on the
poor, and gave a cMeck to the prosper-
ity of the province. So great was the

| distress of the country that the legis- |

lature applied £6,000 to be laid out in
seed and provisions, and advanced to
Such as were fn want on a credit. For
& few years back the seasons have
been favorable to agriculture, but the
oxtremes of heat and cold in wintér
and summer are not so great, and the
rains are more generally diffused
through the year than formerly.

“I have heen’ thus particelar in nho-
ticing the changes of the seasons, as
I think it would be & great advantage
to the province if a correct vegister of
the weather was kept, and the changes
of the seasons particulerly attended
to, as it would furnish data to guide
the farmer in his crops, by sowing
more of the hardy grains, such as
oats, barley, peas, etc,, as the seasons
(Judging by a comparison with former
years) were likely to be warm or
frosty, and not so running on Indian
corn, which always requires hot sea-
sons. Had this been atterided to in

the cold eeasons, less distress would

| have been felt in the country, as oats,

barley, etc., generelly did well when
the other crops failed.

“As I observed before, severa] causes
have been assigned for the difference
between the climate of Europe and’
America, by persons who hawe investi-
gated that subject. But the causes of
the alteration that has taken place in
the eeasons fn North America remafn
yet a desideratum with the learned.
Whether the alteration is wvecasioned

by the procession ef the equinoxes, or |

by the position of our glebe with the
other planets (for changes no doubt
aer taking place in the great system of
the universe, which, though slow, must
Produce powerful effects), or from
whatever cause it may be, the effects
are visible, and cannot reasonably be
wholly ascribed to the imprevement of
the country; or any alteration that has
taken place in it.

“New Brunswick appears to be but
little ltable to the great convulsions of
nature ‘such as earthquakes, hurri-
canes, -tornados, etc., There has been
but one sheck of an earthquake ex-
perienced by the present inhabitants
Since they have settled the country.
This shock happened on the 22nd May,
1817, at 26 minutes past three o’cleeck in
the merning. The duration of the
shock was about 46 seconds, It was
attended with the ‘usual rumbling

noise, without thunder, the weather be- |-

ing very serene and pleasant. The ap-
pearances, however; usyally indicating
earthquakes, such ag flery meteors, the
uncommon brilllancy of the aurora
borealls, etc., had been frequent ' the'
winter preceding.”

~ LIBERAL BELIEF IN CHRIST

By Dr. T. E. Potterton,

Dr. Thomas Edward Potterton, min-
ister of the Church of Our Father,
- Brooklyn, N. Y., Sunday took for his
subject; ‘“The Evangelical-Liberal Be-
Hef in Jesus - Christ.” His text was
from I Timothy 1i:5: “For there is one
God, one mediator also between Gad
and men, himself man, Christ Jesus.”
Dr. Potterton said:

The world has before it the fact of a

unique personality, a life that has in-
fluenc:d thought and direeted action
through 'he venturies. No man, so far
as history records, has swayed the'na-
tions as Jesus of zarsth,. This mar-
velous man has been for_ nineteen cen-
human dynamo to those brought into
human dynamo to tohse brought into
assoclation with His thought, spirit and
life. And yet the quesion is propound-
ed: ‘“Who is Jesus Christ?” A cold,
formal and ‘heartless analysis of any
life is deplorable, -while the careful re-
cognition of the virtues and the ascer-
tainment of the reasons of strength in
an individual create favor and give
power,
. We have presented for our thought
and acceptance a life that Ras stirred
the world, and which has touched the
lives of men in a way as to aid in mak-
ing the kingdom of truth and love a
fact here upon the earth. And yet fac-
tions have arisen and denominations
been created over intellectual differ-
ences and varying conceptions of Jesus.
It is difficult to overcome the bias and
prejudice resulting from environment
and education. It is even more difficult
to clear away the ‘mythic maze™ which
has long enveloped the personality of
the peasant of Galilee.

The Declaration of Independence in
things reMgious has been read, and the
multitude emancipated from the servi-
tude to false and harmful theologies.
We cannot allow any man to use his
mind in declaring that his fellows shall
not use theirs. It is better to be a liv-
ing heretic than a lying hypocrite. So
‘we come to our study of the nature and
character of Jesus Christ reverently
and Trationally, recognizing Him as a
historic person, presenting the pheno-
mena of life that is wonderfully fas-
cinating and Inviting consideration to
the student of truth and the lover of
right. £H

There are those who assert positively
and without equivocation that man
needs no mediator between God and
himself, affirming that immediate and
direct - communication 1s possihle be-
tween the Farther &nd the children of
men. < 'We all sympathize with the
thought, though we must needs re-
cognize that there are times and condi-
tions where the labors of a mediator
are invaluable. The great president of
the United States became a mediator
beétween . Japan and Russia last sum-
mer, and it is probable that his media-
torship was the very thing which
brought about peace, and international
comity. We are constantly using
mediators. Language, the unuttered
\ _but understood emotion, musie, the
book and a thousand helps are media~
tors in life. The narrow thought which
is unreasonably and unrighteously ex-
clusive declares that there is only one
mediator between God and men; a doo-
trinal statment that walls out more
than it includes.. The basis of fellow-

ship thus becomes ‘*‘credo,” not “amo.”"

Fhe sublime purpose of Jesus was to
bring the family of God on the earth
to a consciousness of the Divine and
to' declare a philospohphy—a religion—
universal in its scope that should bring
humanity into right relations with God
and the universe; “to preach the gos-
pel to the poor, to heal the’ broken-
hearted, to preach deHverance to. the
captives and recovering of sight to the
blind, to set at liberty them that are
bruised, to preach the acceptable year
of the Lord.”

Iy related to God as His best heloved
Bon, But with us, as with all Christian
workers, the abstract theeries regard-
ing the Nazarine are becoming sesond-
ary to the preaching of His gospel and

-the doing of works in His name and
spirit. As a matter of intelleetual "hen-
~esty we affiym our faith in Jesus as He
was, not-an angelic being ner an in-
carnation of pre-existent glory, but a
man, born of humble parentage in an
-obscure country place, yet a man des-
tined through the purpose and power
of God to influence the life of humanity
and mould the history of the world

—_—

through all the ages Believing in the

divine hum' nity of the Christ, it is im-
portant to note a few things which na-
turally arise from a bellef in Him, and
which evidence the reasonableness and
truth of our propositi:n.

The sympathy of Jesus becomes more
Pprecious to us as coming from a broth-

er man. He feels for humanity and
we understand Him. A most valuable
gift is that of understanding. An an-
gelic being, a personality it may be of
divine grace and purity could sympa-
thize with us, but if we failed to under-
stand the sympathy would lose its po-
tency.

Jesus having our naturé—human na-
ture—we can understand Him, for our
consciousness jis keen that He under-
stands us, and we apbrecia.e His pow-
er. The sympathy of the great Ju-
dean, so tender in its manifestation,
.came from a human heart filled with
love for His fellows, and coming from

such a source it made the man most
divine.

Feeling the truth in the noble doc-
trine of the divine humanity of Jesus,
we declare that the dynamics of this
Jew of Palestine is a personal influence,
capable of moving and persuading hu-
manity. The placing of Jews in a niche
of creation, infinitely removed from
humanity, lessens immeasurably the
influence of His personality, compelling
inability to grasp completely the most
persuasive and inspiring force ever ex-
erted upon human lives.

Personal religion, the result of per-
sonal religious communion, and a condi-
tion for a life of goodness and useful-
ness, is ever a need of mankind, and
especial emphasis is being placed ufion
this element in rational evangelism.
The - endeavor must find its root and
life in the humanity of Jesus. When
Jesus said, ‘“Come unto me,” or “Fol-
low me,” it was the divinest human
speaking to consciously weak human
beings. 'When He drove the money
changers from the temple it was the
splendid dynamics of a magnificent
manhood that He used. Visiting the
sick, healing the unfortunate, speaking
words of truth in the spirit of kindness,
performing deeds of justice and mercy
and proclaiming the principles of bro-
therhood faith, he revealed the power
of God, manifest through the suprem-
est manhood. In those dark days pre-
ceding the tragedy, when He was visit-
ed with trials and tribulations, facing
the angry mob in Gethsemane, endur-
ing the taunts and sneers of the crowd,
and at last when the crucified body of
the Son hung helpless, borne down with
the fatigue of death, the human nature
of Jesus Christ became more radiantly
divine, But you assert that there was
more m; est than human nature in
the translation hour of Christ’s life, and
I agree with you. This sermon would

; be sadly incomplete if we failed In stat-
i ing our belief in the divinity of Jesus

Christ; let the best come last. What
{ we desire at the present moment is to
impress the truth of the inherent dig-
nity and divinity of humanity.

The trouble with our common hu-
manity is that it is dust covered when
it ought to be sun ceovered, that it is
way down in the valley of” shadows,
when it ought to be up on the heights;
it is unnatural, it ought to be natural.
The life of Jesus is a transcendent
example of human nature lived in ac-
cordance to the laws of nature. And
this leads us to remember that the ideal
life, as it is in Jesus, demands a hu-
man nature. What honor would there
be in perfection, to a being born per-\
fect and with no tendencies toward
sin? Joseph Cook once remarke@ that
Jesus Christ could not have been a
man because He was perfect; I believe
Jesus was perfect because He was a
complete man. He came as an exam-
ple; the way, the truth and the life.
His life is an ideal, and an ideal is
something possible and worthy of at-
tainment. If the nature of Jesus was
any but a human nature, it will be
manifestly impossible for u8 to live
the life He did. We have human na-
tures, not in a perfect state, but we
have them, and we are able to live a
life only. within the .limitations, if
there be any, of the nature. If Christ
had a nature different from ours, we
cannot live the Christ life. We cannot
change our natures, but we can im-
prove and refine the quality of life
rooted in the nature. Jesus had a hu-
man nature, we have human’ natures;
Jesus lived the perfect life, therefore it
is possible for us to live perfect lives.
Jesus the Christ is in the highest sense
the possible man. He not only reveals
God to man, but reveals man to him-
- gelf. i
" 'What then shall we do with the stu-
pendous claims made by Jesus? Jesus
claimed for Himself dignity, knowledge
of spiritual’ things, authority and pow-

er not possessed by any mortal. My de-|

light is to accept the Christ as the Me-
diator and to acknowledge Him as the
Master becauss of the honor and justice
of His noble challenge to faith and ser-
vice,

Constantly does the Christ use the
personal pronoun “I” in connec®on
with His claim to leadership, and re-
inforcing the assumption is the dyna-
mics of a divine life proven by words
and works. It is offensive to the mind
to believe that Jesus was guilty of
egotism, hollow pretension, glaring
falsity or mental aberration. He was
what He claimed to be, or He was not.
He was the Messenger of @od, having
a wonderfully close affinity with the
Father, standing forth as a represen-
tative of heaven; or else He was a
monumental fraud.' The verdict of his-
tory is that here, indeed, was a Man
in whom was no guile, possessing
authority and powér, Who lived a sim-
ple life, preaching the Gospel of love
and service and at the last sealing
His truth with martyrdem on the
blackest Friday known to man. This
-autherity was in His own pure, unsel-
fish ‘and blameless life. Feeling the
oneness of purpose between Goed and
Himself, He nevertheless expressed
dependence upon the source of life
and strength. He prayed, not to Him-
self, but to the Father; kindly rebuked
those who calléd Him “good” and de-
clared ‘“My Father is greater than I.”
Jesus was not Deity; He is the Divine.

He was ‘“the Sent of God.”

If I have fdund nothing but human-
ity~dn the nature of Jesus, I can find

nothing but divinity in His character. |.

No grander story has been written,
nor life of wusefulness and holiness
portrayed with persuasive effect, be-
fore or since the time the evangelists
wrote in strains of sublimity the life
of Jesus Christ. Philosophers have tes-
tified to  the ennobling value of His
character; poets have sung His
praises; preachers endowed with pow-
er have proclaimed His healing and
life-giving word, teaching the self-
denial, self-surrender and self-sacrifice
in His life; the true and good have
Joined in the anthem of reverémce and

love to this Son of God until the

courts of earth have echoed with
adoration and gratitude. The heart of

the Galilean has become the -best life |,

of man and under the potent spell of
His personality the blessings of pure
religion, eternal faith and a conquer-
ing love have been enjoyed. Faith has
been coined into action and trust into
service, and men are learning how to
live as brothers, that the kingdom may
come. .

Character is the result of developing
harmoniously and completely.the pow-
ers granted -at birth. Nature ig the
stock, character the fruit. The charac-

ter of Jesus wes attained by building:

upon the foundation nature; in persis-
tently overcoming temptation, con-
quering sin and increasing righteous-
ness. Nature is always given; charac-
ter must be earned or attained. The
character of Jesus as portrayed in the
gospels offers to man the ideal of life.
It satisfies the longings of the human
heart, meets the need of the human
soul and furnishes inspiration to the
spirit of man. When the story of the
life of Jesus has been told, we feel that
greater than the gecord of His life,
larger than any words He uttered or
deeds He performed is Jesus Himself.
In the character of the Man of Naza-
reth we have strength of will, purity
of heart, honesty in motive and cour-
age in action, all under the dominance
of that mighty principle of love., Ten-
der to the poor, the lowly, the sinful
and the outcasts; righteously and
Justly severe toward the hypocritical,
the falsiflers and the selfiish; noble to
the decent, the/pure and the upright;
obedient to the will of God, He serves
the world as its greatest bengfactor.

Recognizing His human nature and
knowing His divine character, we feel
that we have more than an ideal; we
have a realized ideal. We find that in
this man of humble origin there is a
fullness of the God-spirit, that evokes
our confidence, deyotion and disciple-
ship. The master man _of the ages
speaks and a world listens. That voice
seunding through the corridors of time
is ever for truth, justice and human-
ity.

This is a problem, age in which we
are living. Everything that can be re-
solved into a condition that demands
solution is so placed. The solvent of
the moral troubles is the epirit of a
living Christ. The-Church of Christ is
a man factory. The pure Christianity
of Jesus is a universal religion, which
must ultimately bring about the abo-
lition of selfishness and the enthrone-
ment of altruism. Theorles regarding
Jesus may be intellectually stimulat-
ing and satisfying, but the world will
be saved only by the incarnation  in
all lives of His spirit. Our 1abér should
be to offer daily, in the hathé of our
elder brether, the sweetest prayer—the
sacrifice of a good life. Thus Jesus
will save us, not from 4 bonhfire of the
future, but from the burning of sin,
and will bring the children of men to
their true heritage of honor, virtue,
truth and goodness. And miy ive not
hope that in coming days our brethren,
acting under the compulsion of a great
thought, even the federated co-opera-~
tion of Christendom, in dealing with
the heretics of faith and love, will re-
‘member a-scene in the life of our
Lord: “John said, Master, we saw one
casting out devils in Thy name, and
we forbade him, because he followeth
not with us. And Jesus said unto him;
Forbid him not, for he that is not
against us is for usg”

With this sane apprehension of the
religion of Jesus Christ in control of
human minds, we may rest under the
assurance that the barbarities of the-
ology and the atrocities committed in
the name of the Saviour will no longer
obtain, while the world of humanity
sings the sentiment of the laureate:
