water Is the ideal method of preparing 
the beverage and effectively 1 extracts 
all the essential volatile elements. 
These are mildly stimulating to the 
nerves, having a quieting or anodyne 
effect upon the digestive and nervous 
systems, which is neither permanent 
nor cumulative. This active principle 
Is Of undoubted benefit In soothing the 
nerves and arresting undue tissue 
waste. JÇn these days v of rush and 
ceaseless high power endeavor tea Is 
perharps the best stimulant to use under 
the circumstances.

"The knowledge that Infusion is the 
best way to.prepare tea has made the

OTTAWA, Ont., Nov. 28,—The follow­
ing extract from a despatch from the 
war office dated Nov. 2, instant, rela­
tive to the practice which usually ob­
tains before recommendation for hon­
orary distinctions to military units can 
be submitted to his majesty the king, 
Is published today.

THE MACDONALD SCHOOL GAR­

DEN, KINGSTON.

(By Cora Redstone, grade Î.) ‘
I was greatly delighted when I heard 

that the Macdonald school was going 
to have a garden in which each pupil 
would hace a little piece of ground to 
plant, take care- of, and harvest.

In the advanced department they 
have two rows of plots, each row con­
sisting of ten plots!, eight by ten feet.

•Miss Mersereau’s room, or grades 
six and seven, also have two rows, 
each row consisting of ten plots six 
by' ten feet.

Grades three, four and five have 
plots four by ten feet, the primary 
clae have plots two by ten feet. Now 

...between each plot as we go down the 
rows there are paths two feet wide, but 
between the different rooms there Is 
a path three feet wide. Also around 
all the plots of the pupils of the dif­
ferent rooms Is a path four feet to 
width.
7-Besides the common plots which I 
have been speaking of there are two 
rows of experimental plots ten by 
twenty-one feet. In these plots were 
planted potatoes, different kinds of 
grasses, clover and grains.

In the two experimental plots to 
. which potatoes were planted one was 
sprayed with paris green and Bor­
deaux mixture while the other was 
sprayed with parts green only, 
found the plot which was sprayed with 
both paris green and Bordeaux mix­
ture was far the better and that It paid 
to get Bordeaux mixture.

Of all the lessons we have to learn, 
I enjoy the one we have while working 
ln the school garden, the best. When 
we are to our garden we can enjpy the 
sunshine and the fresh, warm air.

My plot was six by ten feet, 
principal things whjch were planted 
to the garden are: Potatoes, peas, 
beans, carrots, corn, onions, beets, 
tumlpp, lettuce And pumifitins.

In my plot I planted pea's, turnip* 
and onions, and had very good 
cess with them this year, but' expect a 
still greater yield next year.

province of Saskatchewan Is made up 
out of part of the territory of Assini­
boia and Saskatchewan, and I have no 
doubt as a food producing province It 
will In the very near, future far surpass 
any other province in Canada. Of all 
the provinces, this Is the one that has 
the least waste or unproductive land of 
any. There Is no barren nor rocky 
land In this province. Mostly every 
acre Is valuable for producing wheat 
or beef, and there Is no particle of 
doubt that our crop yield per acre Is 
far more than any other of the pro­
vinces, not only this year, but for now 
five years In succession.

In 1901 we had the greatest yield per 
acre, but the area in crop was not 
nearly so great as this year. This year 
far surpasses any previous year for 
quantity of straw and grain. | There 
are very few farmers whose wheat 
crop has not averaged from twenty-flve 
to thirty bushels per acre this year, 
and the oat yield has been from sixty 
to eighty bushels per acre, and not In­
frequently you hear of a much larger 
yield.

the threshing season was greatly pro­
longed, but now mostly all have fin­
ished.

The crop all over has been the best 
we ever had, and the pride is not too 
bad. No. 1 northern wheat, which Is 
the general grade, Is and has been 
worth In the car on the track at Wol- 
seley from 65c. to 70c. per bushel, or 
76c. to 81c. at Fort William.

My sons finished threshing on Perley 
farm Friday night, the 17th Inst., after 
a tedious, hard season’s work, owing 
to heavy weather and leng straw, but 
It takes quite a while to thresh and 
store *5,000 bushels of grain, 30,000 
bushels of it wheat and 15,000 bushels 
of oats, and a small quantity of barley. 
That is the crop of grain raised on eur 
farm by my two sons this year. I may 
be permitted to add that my two sons 
and two sons-in-law have together this 
year raised of wheat and oats 75,000 
bushels.

IWe arrived at Broadview at 11 p. m. 
St. John time, у p. m. western time, 
but at this place the train people take 
one hour out of their time, so that in­
stead of it being 9 o’clock, as it was a 
few minutes ago, it's only 8 o’clock. 
Regina, the capital of Saskatchewan, 
and at which we arrived at 3 o’clock a. 
m., has a population of 7,000. Here an 
engine was derailed, which delayed us 
some three hours, so we got up and 
dressed and had quite a look around, 
notwithstanding the early hour.

'Moose Jaw Is a divisional point, with 
a population of 6,260. The road is 
steadily climbing up hill now, the alti­
tude of Moose Jaw is 1,726 feet. After 
leaving here there seems to be few set­
tlers. At Chaplin, where we stop for 
a few minutes, is a little telegraph sta­
tion scarcely large enough for the 
operator, and three or four little huts. 
They ай the only buildings we saw 
since leaving Secretah, 8 miles back. 
The prairie here is what is 
rolling prairie ; It reminds one of great 
ocean waves, and seems to be entire­
ly of sand. There are immense salt 
lakes here, too, extending for several 
miles. The prairies about are marked 
in all directions by old buffalo trails, 
and soared and pitted by their wallows 
and bones. Anteldpe may now be seen, 
and lots of coyotes (“prairie wolf). We 
noticed that at Cypress Hills, although 
the country seems perfectly flat, and 
there la no obstruction whatever to the 
view, clean to the heriaon, we 
seem to be away up on top of the earth, 
and looking down on the clouds, prob­
ably an optical Illusion. We stopped 
here for about 26 minutes on a siding to 
allow a train to pass. The day was 
beautifully fine. We stepped off the 
train In the grass ("for there was no 
station there”) but Imagine our sur­
prise to find that the wind was blow­
ing so hard that it was with difficulty 
we could keep our feet, there being no­
thing to denote wind, the grass being 
only a couple of Inches high and no 
bushes or shrubbery of any kind.

The duration of the 
shock was about 46 seconda It was 
attended with the usual rumbling 
noise, without thunder, the weather be­
ing very serene and pleasant. The ap­
pearances, however, usually Indicating 
earthquake* such' ag fiery meteors,, the 
uncommon brilliancy of the aurora 
borealis, etc., had been frequent the* 
winter preceding."

At an altitude of nearly 4,000 feet and 
with a population of 14,060, it to the most 
Important and handsomest place be­
tween Winnipeg arid Vancouver. If Is 
charmingly situated on Bow River, is 
almost entirely surrounded by a hill- 
girt plateau, about 200 feet high, be­
tween which and the city flows Bow 
River, whose waters, clear, green and 
Icy cold, are rushing by with the swift­
ness of a brook fresh from the great 
glaciers. The city Is overlooked by the 
white peaks of the Rockies, and is the 
centre of trade for the great ranching 
country to the north. The chief source 
of supply for the mining districts ln 
the mountains, lt covers an Immense 
amount of territory, owing to the fact 
that, except In' the business districts, 
the lots are large and the buildings sit 
a long <ways apart. Here, as to Win­
nipeg, Intersecting the blocks at the 
rear of the- lots, run narrow streets, 
called "lanes," for convenience to back 
entrances. The business blocks are al­
most entirely composed of stone, and 
with the churches, theatres and other 
public buildings, are beautiful. The 
streets and sidewalks are broad, the 
latter composed of concrete, weH kept 
anfi clean. All stores close at C o’clock 
but are kept brilliantly Illuminated; in 
fact the electric light seems to be used 
almost to excess, churches, theatres 
and hotels, etc., being ablaze with It, 
ln many cases both Inside and out. x
