Ottawa, Ont,, May 5.—The Government still stands by 
Mr, Pug#y, The Opposition today brought forward the 
damning report of the Landry commission, Mr. Crothers, 
staging on the report as the findings of a duly constituted 
com, brought home to Dr, Pugsley no less than fifteen grave 
indictments. Later Mr, Pugsley having impeached the find­
ings, Mr, Crocket produced the evidence, and from it dis­
proved statement after statement put forward by Mr, Pugsley 
n his defence,

The attitude of the Liberal party had been one of abso­
lute defiance, It clustered behind him, cheered every state­
ment he made, tried to shout down every person who inter­
posed a question and in every respect showed itself proud of 
Pugsley, \
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il lt ^ iThe Minister of Public Works spoke at great length, 

from 4.30 o’clock to nearly eleven, His speech was a mul­
titude of contradictions of the report in detail; he piled up 
rather over twenty such contradictions. In plunging in 
this mass of detail it is needless to say that he lost sight of 
the main fact, that his company had kept its accounts in so 
utterly chaotic a state that large sums cannot be traced. 
One announcement was important. He has at last taken to 
the courts, He directed suit to be entered, yesterday, on the 
eve of this motion, He has entered suit, he explained, in the 
Supreme Court of New Brunswick, making the New Bruns­
wick Coal and Railroad Company defendants, to take ac­
count of its receipts and expenditures, and to obtain a decree 
as to the state of the accounts, His reason for the delay, he 
said, was that he had been waiting to see if the Provincial 
Government would act.

The debate was not concluded, Mr, Crocket, who fol­
lowed the Minister of Public Works, traversed his statements 
step by step in a close and destructive analysis, backed by 
constant citations or the evidence, At 12,15 he adjourned 
the""tiebate, his speech not being completed, The debate ac­
cordingly goes over until tomorrow,

A curious performance was Mr, Pugsley’s action in 
quitting the chamber as soon as his speech was concluded, 
He did this on the pretext that by so doing his presence would 
not embarrass the members in discussing his conduct; at 
the opening of his speech he had sharply criticized Mr, bro­

thers for leaving the House for a few minutes.
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He went on to say that the Central 
Railway was under discussion. He 
would deal with the other matters 
on any other appropriate occasion.

Mr. Crothers observed that Mr. 
Pugsley had seen his motion Indicat­
ing his intention of dealing with 
this subject.

The Liberals raised cries of "with­
draw.”

The Speaker—"If the word of the 
Hon. member is not accepted, I don’t 
know what we will come to.”

Mr. Borden said that Mr. Crothers 
had a right to set forth the matters 
referred to In his motion. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier had had a copy of the motion. 
It referred to the authorized reports 
of the Legislature of New Brunswick 
which seriously reflected on the Min­
ister of Public Works. To suggest that 
every statement must be withdrawn 
on denial made would cut off all dis­
cussion.

Mr. Pugsley charged that there 
had been an attempt to deceive the 
House by trying to mix up matters 
not connected with the Central Rail­
way and of these be had had no notice 
and he had not dreamed it would 
be brought up.

Mr. Borden said that they would dis­
cuss the matter on another occasion, 
and so could take it out of the mo­
tion. Mr. Crothers concurred in this.

Next Mr. Pugsley declared that 

there were TWENTY STATEMENTS 
In the report which were utterly 
false. The first of these was a refer­
ence to a note for $10,000 marked 
"P. P. T." which the Commissioners 
could not trace. The initials meant 
Senator Thompson; the note had been 
discounted and the proceeds had gone 
to the James Barnes Conetructloe 
Company and Into construction work*

Other complaints which he made 
were the references to Mr. Blair; the 
reference to the assignment of sub* 
sidy to himself: the $6,000 payment 
to Dr. De Bertram; the $85,000 pay­
ment of subsidy bonds on the Gibson 
branch : the statement that the whole 
$260,000, 3 per cent, bonds had been 
guaranteed and delivered to the com­
pany by August. 1903. With regard to 
the last statement he said that by that 
date only $138.500 had been guaran­
teed.

Another misstatement was that tho 
whole $450,000 bond Issue had been 
used In advance of legislation of 1904.

Referring to Mr. Tweedle’s com­
mission, Mr. Pugsley said that he had 
acted In the course of bis private 
practice, and had made a full ao> 
counting.

Central Railway History.
Mr. Crothers then outlined the 

checkered history of the Central Rail­
way and read extracts from the re­
port of the commission. He called at­
tention to Mr. Pugsley’s position as 
Attorney General from 1900 to 1907. 
HE WAS A TRUSTEE. THE FIRST 
DUTY OF A TRUSTEE WAS TO 
KEEP CLEAR ACCOUNTS; HIS SEC­
OND DUTY WAS ALWAYS TO BE 
READY TO PRODUCE THOSE AC­
COUNTS. He was instrusted by the 
act of incorporation of the company 
to have a half yearly audit made. He 
went on to allude to Mr. Pugsley as 
manager of the company.

Mr. Pugsley said that he had not 
been manager. That statement was 
absolutely untrue.

"I am here standing on the Judgment 
of a court,” said Mr. Crothers.

“If my hon. friend can find anything 
in the evidence to Justify some of the 
statements in the report," said Mr. 
Pugsley.

“I AM DISCUSSING THE JUDG­

reiterated, “WHILE IT STANDS I AM 
JUSTIFIED IN ASSUMING THAT IT

Mr. Pugsley said that he bad begun 
proceedings in the Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick for an accounting.

"Those who anticipate a Canadian 
navy as pre-eminently an engine of 
Canadian patriotism may have a dif­
ferent point of view frtm many of 
thosu, who in the Imperial City, all 
the time think of the Empire first and 
Its component parts secondarily. There 
Is no neioisrry Incompatablllty be­
tween the two points of view. The 
problem of Imvital statesmanship is 
to onverge diversities of approach 
Into vonfvivdAte action. I wish to In­
dicate the lines non which. It seems 
to toe, the cr*«t;on of a Canadian navy 
might contribute tc this end."

Mr. D. h. ^isnn, vice-president of 
thf Canadian Northern Railway, in 
an article in the National Review for 
May, discusses the proposals for a 
Canadian navy elaborating on the 
lines of thought tuggested In the op­
ening paragraph.

Written at Friends’ Suggestion, 
postscript Mr. Mann explains 

that the article “was written at the 
suggestion of friends, after some re­
marks of mine at a public gathering 
In Victoria before the disclosures of 
the naval situation as between Great 
Britain and Germany had led to the 
remarkable 
throughotre 
Government, at the time of writing, Is 
being urged to offer Dreadnoughts to 
(^Mother Country,a method of show- 
rwour devotion to Imperial Interests 

wmch I heartily approve. This deve­
lopment does not change my views— 
It only accentuates them. The chief 
naval necessity for Canada Is still 
training schools for her youth: and the 
provision of one, two or three battle­
ships would do much to stimulate the 
naval spirit of which I have written. 
But It should be expressly stipulated 
that any vessels so provided by Can­
ada should be lent to the Admiralty 
until our own crews are ready to 
man them. The knowledge that ships 
were provided In this way would per­
haps do more than anything e\se to 
achieve the creation of a Canadian 
navy."

In the opening part of his article, 
Mr. Mann discusses at some length 
the effects of the Introduction Into 
our national life of so many divergent 
foreign Influences and the process of 
blending them with the native condi­
tions and Ideals. He goes on to say: 
To Have a Loyal Foreign Population.

“As the Empire Is vaster than Eng­
land, we do not seek merely to help 
our new population to become loyal to 
England. We very much desire their 
loyalty to the Empire, as we our­
selves are loyal, But the first thing 
the vital thing, Is to secure their loy­
alty to Canada, and as one of the 
most Important steps In that evolution 
1 would place the creation of a Can­
adian navy.”

He, furthermore says, In part:
“It might be argued that, 

country which has no foreign Minis­
ters, to have * navy of Its own* Is an 
Impossibility In international politics; 
and that there 1s no halfway between 
a navy of Canadian origin, subject 
absolutely to the direction of the Bri­
tish Admiralty, and a navy, the in­
strument of a totally Independent 
power. If precedents were allowed to 
govern policies, this argument might 

• have some weight; but, If the Empire 
had always waited for precedents, it 
would have ended long ago. This 
generation Is Just as capable of creat­
ing precedents as its forerunners were.

Not Subject to Admiralty. 
“There le no more reason why a Cana­

dian navy should be wholly responsible 
to the Admiralty In London, than 
there Is reason why the Finance Min­
ister of Canada should be a creature 
of the Chancellor of the Exchequer.

“I do riot conceive that Canada 
would propose to contribute to the 
cost of the Imperial navy, without di­

rect representation on the Admiralty 
boortl, and in the Parliament which 
reviews the cost and conduct of that 
body.

“Nor Is It conceivable that Canada 
would desire to borrow or 
vessels that have ’obsoleted 
first-class service In the Imperial 
squadrons. It has been suggested, 
and endorsed in The Times, that the 
Admiralty should lend us two or three 
obsolete vessels for policing our fish­
eries, as the first step in the discharge 
of Canada's duty to the naval develop­
ment of the Empire. It le unwise to 
be contemptuous of small beginnings; 
and much may be said for the scheme 
of obtaining a few sea policemen that 
are too small or too slow for active 
service, with say, the Channel Squad­
ron. But, If we are to deal with the 
question at all, we had better begin 
as though we mean business. To 
make a debut In second-hand clothes 
is to be too economical of dignity. We 
must assist our new citizens to under­
stand that we are partners In the Em­
pire, and not merely one of lta poor re­
lations. Where would a couple of 
poacher catchers belong? Would they 
be creatures of the Marine Depart­
ment, or would a little Admiralty be 
created for their direction?

Imperial Dignity Enhanced.
“By Inaugurating a navy of our own, 

we should enhance the prestige of the 
Empire In the Republic; first, because 
tt would be obvious that only In a tru­
ly great Empire could there be such In­
terdependence of parts with the com­
plete acquiescence of the original pow­
er; and secondly, the establishment of 
a navy on a thoroughly Canadian bas­
is, but ready to act with and for the 
Mother Country, would be a standing 
sign of our contentment within the 
Empire, and an effectual proof of the 
futility of supposing that the relations 
could be broken.

A Half-Mile Slide.
A short distance southeast of Gen­

eva there is a mountain called Salteve 
where there was formerly a large 
limestone quarry. For the purpose of 
conveying blocks of limestone from 
the quarry down to the valley below 
there was stretched between the two 
points a wire cable nearly 
mile long. The cable is formed of a 
single strand of steel wire three- 
quarters of an inch thick.

Centrifugal Fore# Used.

Speaking of centrifugal force recalls 
an Interesting act recently Introduc­
ed by a strong man rejoicing In 
the title of "The Modern Hercules." 
The performer, a man of Impressive 
physique, takes across his shoulder a 
bar about ten feet long, to each end 
of which Is harnessed a bicycle and 
Its rider. The riders propel their ma­
chines slowly in a circle bound by 
the ends of the pole, while the giant 
in the centre turns as on a pivot to 
correspond with their speed. Gradual­
ly the pace Is increased, until the 
bicycles and their riders are swung 
clear of the floor; and the athlete In 
the centre, spinning faster and faster, 
whirls them about In a wide horizon­
tal circle. After a few moments the 
speed is slackened, the bicycles again 
touch the floor and the act is ended.

Whilè no one can deny that this is 
a most interesting and impressive act. 
it Is far less difficult than It appears. 
The performer In the centre must, of 
course possess great strength and fine 
muscular control; but the principal 
factor Is centrifugal force, which 
causes the cyclers to swing off like 
a ball whirling at the end of a string.

The same principle Is accountable 
for the various acts of the “basket 
whirl," and "globe of death" variety. 
The "basket" is made of slats arrang­
ed In a circle about twelve feet wide. 
The cyclist rides round on the inside 
of this structure, gradually higher 
and higher until at last he is actually 
riding In a circle, while his body and 
machine are on a horizontal plane.

“Globe of Death”
The “globe of death" Is merely a 

sphere of similar construction, inside 
of which the cyclist rides in rapid 
circles, sometimes passing round in a 
vertical circle so as. for a moment, to 
be head downward. In both these acts 
high speed is of course, essential and 
this and a certain amount of practice 
are about all that Is required.

A spectacular variation of the "bas­
ket whirl" was Introduced by Herr 
Schmidt, a noted "strong man." In 
this act the principal performer is 
the "strong man,” who bears on his 
shoulders a “basket" inside of which 
the cyclist rides.

The act presents peculiar difficul­
ties. for not only must Schmidt bear 
the weight of the "basket and the 
"whirling rider; but he Is obliged to 
keep the entire apparatus balanced 
during the rider’s erratic flight.

Chapuls' Unique Feat.
Perhaps the most picturesque and 

daring feat of skill on record 
that is also unique because perform­
ed. not by a professional gymnast 
for gain, but by a scholar, an instruc­
tor in the University of Geneva for 
pure sport.

The name of this daring gynast is 
Gustav Chapuls: and his performance 
differs from all others in that it is 
given in the open air with the sky 
for a canopy, great towering moun­
tains for "property" and a few awe­
stricken Swiss peasants for audience. 
Another unique feature of Chapuls' 
feat is that it is done not for money 
or notoriety, but merely for that love 
of adventure, that lust for danger,

has been an occasion for exultant enthusiasm, In one place $43,000 is printed as $430,- 
000, but it relates to Founders’ Shares in the company which were to be distributed free 
to the shareholders. There was no money paidly anyone for this stock, and therefore it has 
nothing whatever to do with the disappearance of $134,000 of public money. No one, although 
full opportunity was afforded, could explain to the Commissioners where that money went, 
Mr. Pugsley had plenty of opportunity, Again and again the inquiry was adjourned by 
Judge Landry in order to accommodate the Minister. When he came he swore that he had 
given the Commission everything he knew about the financial affairs of the company, Yet 
the money has disappeared.

The main duty of Mr, Pugsley, now that he Is accused so boldly and with such vigor in 
the Report, is to find out what became of the $134,000 that is missing, rather than to act 
as a proofreader of one of the unimportant sentences of the Report, He might also be good 
enough to explain-why he informed the Legislature that the company had spent $180,000 for 
a certain purpose when $140,000 was the correct figure. He might explain who got )he dif­
ference of about $40,000. He might find a reason why Mr. McAvity, the president, collected 
$7,500 in one year as salary, when he was entitled to no more than $2,500. He might give 
some reasonable and credible explanation of why he got $5,000 on the eve of his departure 
for Europe, and whether or not he repaid that sum to the company, But instead of doing 
these really important things he and his defenders pick out typographical errors wholly im­
material, and rely on these as a protective bastion,

Mr, Pugçley says that he would like to see the evidence, He has seen it, He applied 
for copies at the commencement of the inquiry, and his application was granted by Judge 
Landry, Some Instalments were given to Mr. Pugsley himself, the rest to Mr. Carvell, his 
counsel, Copies of the documents in the case were also handed to Mr, Pugsley’s solicitor. 
The truth is that he is in an ugly situation, and is trying to wriggle out. The endeavor must 
be a vigorous one when he tries the narrow opening left by the verbal errancy of a portion of 
the Report.

Big Demand for Milk
A herd of 26 first class milch cows 

giving 12 quarts of milk dally would 
be required to furnish the supply of 
milk demanded, the specifications call­
ing for bids for supplying 115.000 
quarts during the year, this being an 
average of a little more than 300 
quarts per day.

Other dairy products are demanded 
in large quantities, the butter item 
amounting to. F»0,000 pounds, with 
5000 pounds of head cheese. These 
cheeses, if piled one on top of the 
other, would make a stack higher than 
Bunker Hill monument.

One of the notable Items In the list 
is the bread figure, no less than 855,- 
000 pounds of this being needed. Of 
this amount 55,000 pounds must be in 
the shape of rolls, while the remainder 
is in loaves, and this means 362,500 
loaves of the prescribed size sold for 
10 cents.

The men are to be well supplied 
with sweets and fruits, and during the 
year they will eat 12,000 pounds of 
various kinds of jams.

Anyone having 15 miles of sausages 
on his hands and seeking to dispose of 
them would do well to confer with the 
storekeeper at the Charlestown navy 
yard. That official is looking for 
about that number of miles of sau­
sages of all kinds, beef, pork, frank­
furter and bologna, which will make 
up an important Item of the year’s 
meat supply for the soldiers and sail­
ors who are quartered at the navy 
yard and the navy hospital at Chel­
sea, and for those sailors whose war­
ships may be ordered to the navy yard 
for repairs or coaling.

In the advertisements for bids to 
supply the prescribed “food supply for 
the coming year, which are to be 
opened on May 9. the item of sausages 
is officially listed at 65,000 pounds.

A Distance of 16 Miles
Figuring this out on the basis of 

six sausages to the pound, each sau­
sage of an average length of four 
inches, it will be found that the 65.- 
000 pounds of them would extend a 
distance of 15 miles, if laid on end. 
This would equal the distance be­
tween Newton Centre and Malden, 
by way of the Boston & Albany tracks 
to the South station, up Summer 
street to Washington, to the North 
station, and thence to Malden, over 
the Boston & Maine tracks.

Beef, fresh, corned, pressed and 
otherwise, Is by far the largest Item 
to be considered by the contractors 
who are to bid on the supplies called 
for in the specifications, calling for 
337,400 pounds of beef, with more than 
300,000 pounds of this to be fresh 
beef.

He Is reticent and deliberate In his 
manner, scarcely more than a boy in 
years, but makes no statements which 
he does not declare can be proved by 
the official records of the Aerial Ex­
periment Association, of which he is 
secretary.

Mr. McCurdy conducted experiments 
with the Silver Dart aeroplane at Bad- 
deçk, N. S., all winter, but only frag­
mentary reports came from there dur­
ing these trials. Yesterday he told 
something of th~e story.

“During the winter,” ’ he said, “I 
made upward of three hundred flights 
In the Silver Dart, of nine miles each. 
Of course I made other shorter flights. 
We n. .rked out a course over the Ice 
of the lake and around the harbor, 
using spruce bushes for stakes, so that 
we always knew just what distance 
we made.

"I used to begin flying there early In 
the morning and kept it up the great­
er part of the day. Much of the time 
the temperature was at the zero point, 
and often I had to come down to pre­
vent frost bite.

According to Mr. McCurdy's state­
ments, he has travelled more than 3,- 
000 miles In the aeroplane. Experts 
iigured out that this gives him the top 
notch record of the world so far as 
miles In the air are concerned.

The Fredericton Herald says: Mr. 
Holly Mahoney, son of Mr. Thomas 
Mahoney, of Maugervllle, had a nar­
row escape from a horrible death a 
few days ago, and as it is he may lose 
the sight of one and perhaps of both 
of his eyes. The young man was work­
ing for a bridge building concern near 
Grand Falls and was employed one 
day last week breaking a jam of ice. 
Dynamite was being used for the pur­
pose and Mr. Mahoney picked up a 
stick of the explosive to see why it 
had failed to go off. As he did so the 
dynamite exploded in his hands. The 
young man was thrown several feet 
and his fellow workmen expected 
when they reached the scene to pick 
him up dead They were agreeably 
surprised, however, to find that Mr. 
Mahoney was alive.

The unfortunate young man was 
conveyed to a place of safety ahd a 
physician summoned. He found that 
Mr. Mahoney's injuries were princi­
pally about the face and head, and 
that his sight and hearing had been 
affected.

The young man was taken to his 
home and has since consulted a spec­
ialist at St. John where he has 
been told that while he may regain his 
hearing the sight of one and possibly 
both eyes may be lost.

Mr. Mahoney has a large number of 
friends In the city and down river 
who will regret to learn of hie acci­
dent and will hope for the most favor­
able results.

About 11.15 yesterday morning Carl 
Schultz attempted to escape from the 
chain gang while the rest were at 
work.
