Pollceman Baker first discovered the
fire and immediately guve the alarm.
Officer Gates appeared on the scene a
minute later, At that time the reag end
of the building was o mags of flames.
Mr, Marrlott’s house which is next
door o the stable, was in great dan-
ger of being destroyed, Officer Guates
smashed the door in, rushed upstairs
through & dense cloud of smoke and
marched Mrs. Marriott and her (hree
children out of the house in their
night clothes. The officer became lost
in the smoke then, and In endeavor
ing to find a means of escape, fell
downstairs, but was not seriously hurt.

When the fire department arrived
on the scene the building was o mass
of flames. The fire had staried in the
horse barn, Efforts were made 10 save
the 17 animals, but the fire had gaine
ed 80 miuch headway and was burning
wo flercely that only one of them was
regcued. The driver of the castern
conch saved this animal. He also sue
ceeded in gotiing the horge’'s mate 1o
the door, but the animal was s0 far
gone that i expired before it could
be removed from the bullding

The screaming of the 16 dying ani
mals was most pitiable. Seven of the
lorges belonged to local physiciang,
Had there been any wind nothing
could have saved the wooden block
which surrounded the stable. The
building was the property of the Lith:

GREAT LEGAL LIGHT GON,E.

Contributed 100 Legal Articles to the
Encyclopedia Britannica,

London, Nov. 8.-—Dr
liams, high sheriff of Flintshire,
contributor of over 100 legal articles
in successive editious of the KEncy-
clopedia Britannica and many in law
magazines and reviews, died here to-
day. 1le was born in 1851. He was the
author of a number of books on law,
including The School Master and the
Law, Wills and Succession, Law and
Education, Dante as a Jurist, and Law
of the Universities.

cil, have been appointed a commission, This is an
ancient and convenient practice. When King George I.
made periodical and sometimes prolonged visits to Ham-
over, his constant habit was to appoint a commission of
Lords Justices with power to summon and hold Privy
Councils for the transaction of any state business that
needed the sovereign's sanction, and could not await his
return, When Queen Victorin was away at Cannes a
commission was sometimes appointed in the same way,
tor although the Prince of Wales (King Edward) ordin-
arily acted for his mother, he was formally appointed in
exactly the same way as Lords Justices were commission-
ed. In the late reign there were at least half a dozen
occasions on which a commission was appointed for pre-
cisely similar purposes, and in this case also the Prince
of Wales (King George) acted for the govereign, In the
present instance the.commission will have power to sum-
mon and hold such meetings of the Privy Council as may
be found necessary during the King's absence.

Nien Plying the Trade in St.

A number of changes in the regu-
lations governing the fishing industry
are desired by the fishermeén of St.
John and Charlotte Counties, and
there is talk of following the example
of the fishermen of Nova Scotia, and
forming a fishermen organization for
the purpose of promoting the adop-
tion of measures in the common inter-
est. Aceording to statements made
to a Standard representative, the
fishermen of the two counties are al-
most unanfmously of the opinion that
if they were placed on the same basis
in regard to the lobster fisheries as
the fishefmen of the State of Maine,

the Department of Fisheries aliowed
the remumerative occupation of sein-
ing to be prosecuted in St. John Coun.
ty, while it was prohibited in Char-
lotte County, It is felt that the regula-
tion is a great injustice to the fish-
ermen of both counties.

Were this prohibition removed, St.
John county fishermen could conduct
seining operations in Charlotte coun-
ty, during the early part of the season
when the fish are running in that
county and Charlotte county, who
at present are not all equiped
for seining, could secure the neces-
sary equlpment and add greatly to

the change 1d be very b

At present the regulations of the de-
partment ‘of fisherlies prohibit the
fishermen of St. John and Charlotte
counties taking lobsters under 10 1.2
inches in length, and a close season
for these crustaceans is enforced
from June to January,

In Maine the size limit is the same,
but the fishermen are allowed to take
Jobsters all the year round.

Now it is claimed that the Canadlan
regulations enforcing the close sea-
son in Charlotte county, merely pro-
tects lobsters for the benefit of the
State of Maine fishermen. American
lobster fishermen pursue their opera-
tions near the luternatfonal boundary
line during the Canadlan closed season
and as a good deal of bait escapes
from their traps, lobsters from the
Canédian side are tolled into Ameri
can whiers and caught by the Ameri-
can fishermen,

Hard on Canadians,

Owing to this migration of lobsters
during the close season, the fishermen
of Charlotfe and St.-John counties,
hold that the close season operates
to their disadvantage, and that it is
unnecessary anyway, They point to
the fact that since Maine raised the
size limit for lobsters from 9 to 10 1-2
inches, and siarted artificial propaga-
tion the supply of lobsters all along
the Maine coast has greatly increased,
In view of this they claim that the
abolition of the close season and the
installevion of a lobsier hatchery in
Charlotte county, would be of great
benefit to them. The State of Maine
has several haiches, and surprising
results . have been obtained. Not so
many vears ago it was feared that the
lobster fisheries of Maine were ruined,
but artificial propagation has replen-
ished the supply, and brought @ new
era of prosperity to the fishermen.

Another regulation which the fish-
ermen think should be abolished is
that which prohibits seining for
herring in Charlotte county.

A St. John
fisherman informhed the Standard that
the seining fleet of St. John county
captured from-$18,000 to $20,000 worth
of sardine herring near St. John last
month. If this method of capturing
fish were not allowed in St. John
county, the fishermen’'s  earnings
would be rather restricted.

It is estimated that value of the
plant employed in this Industry is
about $250,000. During the sardine
season about 50 small vessels are
used, and 300 men provided with em-
ployment.

important Industry.

This indicates the importance of the
industry which it is proposed to stim
ulate by removing the restriction
against seining in Charlotte county.

The fishermen are also dissatisfied
with the regulation which provides
that there shall be. a distance of
1,000 feet between fish welrs. A
great number of young men are grow-
ing up who are following the fisheries
and who would like an opportunity
to build fish weirs, It is claimed that
if the regulation was amended so ds
to permit weirs to be constructed
600 feet apart, many young men would
be able to stop in the counties, build

| fish weirs and make a livelihood. Now

there are m@any places where the
weirs are 1800 feet apart, but under
the existing regulation it is not. per
missable to build another ieir be-
tween them. But this could be done
if the prescribed distance was only
600 feet,
Benefit in Charlotte,

The amendment proposed would be
of particular benefit in Charlotte
county, where the fishermen rely on
whir-fishing  and hand-lining for a
livelihood. It is claimed that with
the weirs 600 feet apart and on alter-
nate sides of the channel, the fish
would have plenty of room to run,
and that the old objection about the
need of room for sailing craft to man-
ouvre, is removed by the fact that
practically al} the boats among the
islands are now equipped with aux-
iliary power.
