Halifax, Aug. 13—For half an hour 
Qn Thursday night last H. M. S. Bris­
tol, the smallest British warship in 
the north Atlantic, fought a long 
range duel with the Karlsruhe, the 
largest and fastest of the German 
cruisers which have been trying to 
intercept British shipping on the 
north Atlantic. Fleeing from H. M. 
S. Suffolk which interrupted the Karl­
sruhe coaling at sea from the North 
German Lloyder Kronprlnz Wilhelm, 
the German cruiser was intercepted 
by the Bristol southwest of Bermuda 
and for half an hour a long range 
running fight took place in the black­
ness of semi-tropical night.

Racing through the heavy swell at 
a terrific clip, the ships exchanged 
broadsides without Inflicting very 
much damage, the conditions being 
very unfavorable for accurate gun­
nery. Although the Bristol's consorts 
were at least one hundred miles 
astern, the German would not stand 
and fight. Altering his course, he 
gradually drew away from the Bristol 
owing to superior speed and after 
half an hour was out of range of the

British ship's six inch bow-chaser. All 
through the night the chase lasted, 
but somewhere in the darkness the 
German doubled on his pursuers and 
made off south to San Juan, where he 
put in for coal some days ago.

First Fight in These Waters In a 
Century

Details of this action, the first sin­
gle ship fight in which a British man- 
of-war has engaged in these waters 
in a hundred years, were brought to 
Halifax yesterday by H. M. S. Suffolk, 
the flagship of Rear-Admiral Crad­
dock, commanding the fourth cruisers 
squadron.

The information given out here on 
the arrival of the Suffolk showed that 
in the past ten days, the fourth crui­
ser squadron has made the north At­
lantic absolutely safe for British 
shipping. Not a hostile ship is north 
of the West Indies now, and they are 
encountering tremendous difficulties 
in keeping the sea and procuring sup­
plies, owing to their entire absence 
of coaling stations and it can be only

Despite news today that the Ger­
man army invading Brussels has been 
repulsed at Haelen and Namur, it is 
learned that the Teuton poets are 
pressing on and are now attacking 
Louvain near the Beligan second line 
of defense which runs through Na­
mur. This Information apparently 
discredits the early reports of German 
reverses.

Details ef the fighting at Dleet, sigh 
teen miles northeast of Louvain, show 
this has been the greatest battle of 
the campaign. It was continued today 
when the Germane hurled 300,000 
men upon the Bellgane’ defenses be­
tween Louvain and Liege. At Dleet, 
the extreme right wing of the German 
army, composed of cavalry supported 
by artillery, waa turned back by the 
Belgians after a terrific fight, accord­
ing to the Brussels war office which 
added that the Belgians then took the 
offensive. The battle at Dleet lasted 
all day and far Into the night, The 
rtlllery contest was still on.

The 
total force will be 23 officers, 772 men 
and 746 horses for each brigade, mak­
ing a grand total of 69 officers, 2,316 
men and 2.234 horses for the three 
brigades. The heavy battery for the 
sixty pounders will be taken from the 
Montreal heavy brigade, one will con­
sist of six officers, 192 mem and 144 
horses.

In addition to this there will be a 
divisional ammunition column of 16 

VMicers, 553 men and 709 horses.
The batteries have all been ordered 

to mobilize at once at the brigade 
headquarters in Ottawa, Montreal and 
Toronto, respectively. They will be 
equipped and placed upon a war foot­
ing at each of these centres before 
they are sent to.Valcartler.

They were in action for just about 
halt an hour. For a few minutes the 
German stood up and the ships 
fought broadside to broadside, the 
Bristol using her two six inchers and 
the five fourinchers on her broadside 
against the Karlsruhe’s five four point 
ones. Alter a feiv minutes, however, 
the Karlsruhe turned and ran. The 
Bristol chased her firing her forward 
six incher. while the Karlsruhe used 
her stern chasers. It was difficult to 
make anything like good practice. It 
was pitch dark and the sea was 
heavy. None of the Gérman shells 
landed anywhere near the Bristol but 
our chaps think they got some shots 
aboard the Karlsruhe. However, in 
long range fighting under those con­
ditions it is pretty difficult to do much 
and the Karlsruhe's speed saved her 
again. The Suffolk, Berwick and 
Bristol cruised together for several 
days but could get no trace of the 
Karlsruhe or her consort and finally 
we heard she had put into Porto Rico 
for coal.

Nfld„ Aug. 13—An im- Ottawa, Aug. 13.—The government 
will introduce legislation in parlia­
ment next week giving the executive 
authority to control food supplies and 
prices charged to consumers during 
the war. The bill, which is now being 
drafted by the minister of labor, is 
modeled on the legislation just passed 
by the British parliament. In case it 
is found necessary, the government 
may exercise the right under the bill 
to expropriate food supplies and 
termine at what price the necessaries 
of life shall be sold to consumers.

The medium of determining prices 
will probably be exercised through the 
judges with provision also for its ex­
ercise through officers specially ap­
pointed by the crown.

Financial legislation to meet, war 
conditions is being prepared by the 
finance minister, but no definite an­
nouncement as to the details will be 
forthcoming until parliament, meets.

the finance minister is as to where the 
money is to come from. Customs re 
venue has dropped to a minimum since 
the war began, and revenues are not 
at present nearly sufficient to meet 
the ordinary cost of administration. 
The London market for loans is prac­
tically closed. The New York market 
ia still available, but Interest rates 
are, of course, very high. It Is prob 
able that recourse will be had to an 
issue of Dominion bonds, to be taken 
up In Canada, and an effort will also 
be made to secure large temporary 
loans from Canadian banks, which for­
tunately have now large surpluses on 
hand. There has been some talk of a 
special war tax, but this will probably 
not be imposed unless the war Is pro­
longed, and all other means of rais 
ing money by way of loans have been 
exhausted. If the war lasts for a year 
or so, however, a war tax Is almost 
certain.

Other legislation next session will 
he amendments to the Criminal Code, 
giving the Crown more detailed power 
tn regard to securing order and safety 
under war conditions.

Seventy-four years ago today, Aug. 
14, 1840, a steamship In the Canadian 
service established a new speed rec­
ord in crossing the Atlantic by com­
pleting the voyage from Halifax to 
Liverpool In a little less than ten 
days. The vessel which accomplished 
this wonderful feat was the sfeam 
packet Brltania, the first vessel of the 
now famous line founded by Sir Sam­
uel Cunard, a native of Halifax. Hali­
fax harbor had been first entered by a 
steamboat in August, 1831, when the 
Royal William inaugurated a servee 
between the Maritime Provinces and 
Quebec. When Cunard founded his 
steamship line in 1840 he made his na­
tive city a port of call, the liners pro­
ceeding thence to Boston. Later New 
York was made the chief American 
terminus, and Halifax was dropped 
from the Cunard map. The company 

Organized by the Nova Scotian ship­
owner was at first known as the Brit­
ish and North American Royal Mail 
Steam Packet Company, and obtained 
a contract from the British govern­
ment for carrying the mails between 
Liverpool and Halifax, Quebec and 
Boston. The Britannia sailed for Hali­
fax on her maiden voyage on July 5, 
1840. and after calling at Halifax, pro­
ceeded to Boston, the trip having been 
accomplished in fourteen days and 
eight hours. On the return voyage 
the little wooden packet left Halifax 
on August 4th and reached Liverpool 
on the 14th. The Britânnia soon lost 
her supremacy as the speediest of 
transatlantic craft, the ■
Acadia winning the blue ribbon of the 
seas in October, 1840. 
was the first ship to make the trip in 
less than ten days, beating the Britan­
nia's record by several hours. The 
four-day boats of the present era would 
doubtless have seemed impossible to 
our ancestors of seventy-five years 
ago.

The country was ruled 
by two consuls until 1844, when the 
form of government was changed and 
a president was elected. In the ‘60s 
Paraguay engaged In a disastrous war 
with Brazil, Argentina and Uruguay. 
After the conclusion of the conflict 
the government was again reorganiz­
ed along more democratic lines, and 
since then political upheavals have 
been rare.

It is not generally known that Para­
guay has the most magnificent water­
falls in the world, compared with 
which our own' boasted Niagara Falls 
is but a small affair. The Iguassau 
Falls alone make a visit to Paraguay 
well worth while.

The Prince has al­
ways expressed indignation at the jin­
go utterances of Berlin and London 
newspapers..

Prince Henry visited the United 
States in 1902 and was given a very 
cordial welcome in New York, Wash­
ington and the other cities he visited.
Although he remained only twelve 
days, the Prince accomplished much 
In that time toward cementing the 
friendly feeling between the empire 
and the republic.

As an aviator Prince Henry has 
made many flights, and he has been 
described as a cool, daring and com­
petent bird-man. He has won numerous 
yachting trophies.

The Prince married in 1888 the Prin­
cess Irene, daughter of the late Grand 
Duke Ludwig IV., of Hesse. From his 
youth he was trained for the navy, 
and in 1899 he received his first im­
portant command when he was ap­
pointed to succeed Vice Admiral Von 
Diederichs as commander of the Kais­
er’s fleet in far eastern waters. As an 
officer the Prince is very popular 
among the rank and file of the Kaiser's 
tars, and he has often been called “the 
most popular officer in the imperial

k Setlement of Crown Lands.
"Practically all the Crown Lands 

In the province are open to anyone 
Including aliens. Under the homestead 
or "Labour Act" am applicant can ob- 
tain a grant of not more than 100 
acres of crown land, provided he lives 
on it three continuous years, cultivates 
10 acres, builds a house 16 by 20 feet 
in size, and performs $30 worth of 
labor on the public road in front or In 
the vicinity of his lot. He can apply 
direct at the office in Fredericton or 
through agents In any parish, after 
which the lands are examined to de- 
terqgine whether 30 per cent, is suit­
able for agriculture. The lands are 
then surveyed if not( already laid off) 
and the pu'blicaton is made in the 
Royal Gazette of the "approval” when 
applicants can then taike possession! 
of their lots, go on and work out their 
grants.

"The sale of the soil right, or fee. 
of crown lands Is practically abolish­
ed, and none but Isolated lots or small 
parcels, which the minister does not 
think is advisable to retain, are sold, 
upon application and at public sale. 
The policy of the department is to 
keep all crown lands imtact as far as 
possible.

“A few settlements of choice lands 
are opened up for homesteads, under 
a cash system of 60 cents or $1 per 
acre, but with the same conditions 
as under the "Labour Act.” excepting 
no labor on roads is required.

Government Railways

F. P. Gutellus submitted a memor­
andum on the railways owned by the 
government, and the system of ad­
ministration in. vogue.

In reply to Mr. Tatlow he said frei­
ghts où the I. C. R. were from fifteen 
to seventeen per cent, lower than on 
other railways In Canada. The gov­
ernment railways represented rough 
ly a capital expenditure of $100,000. 
000. The gross earnings were about 
$12,000,000. Operating expenses took 
up about all the earnings, with the 
exception of a million or so which 
was now applied to the betterment 
of the system. All capital expendi­
ture had to be authorized by the gov- 
ernmen ; there was no hard and fast 
rule as to what constituted capital 
expenditure. Improvements that might 
properly be charged against capital 
account were frequently met out of 
revenue. The management was not 
worried about the question of meet­
ing Interest on capital expenditure.

In the roll of heavyweight cham­
pions of England the name of Tom 
Spring is written large. The real 

of this great fighter was Thomas 
Winter, and he gained the name of 
Spring just 97* years ago tonight, Aug.

Imperial Government will 
arm the big passenger 
liners—Others for trans­
port purposes.

That the English have taken too 
many chances with the Germans Is 
•the opinion of Captain C. Adams, R. 
N. R. of the Royal Mail Steam Packet 
liner Chignecto, which came into port 
on Wednesday morning after being 
under the fire of a warship off the 
mouth of the Bay of Fundy. Captain 
Adams has had a wide experience 
and during the South African war 
was in command of a transport car­
rying troop* from the old country. 
He also sailed from German ports to 
the West Indies and he has been in 
intimate contact with both naval and 
army officers of Germany.

Speaking to a Standard reporter 
Captain Adams expressed the opinion 
that the British permitted the Ger 
mans to secure all sorts of informa­
tion which in Germany would be 
available only to her own officers. In 
England and the colonies practically 
all the defenses were opened to visi­
tors and the Germans or other for­
eigners could secure dfetalls of de­
fenses in all parts of the empiré.

He referred to the visit of the Ger­
man cruiser Bremen to these waters 
recently and he felt sure that spying 
was her chief object, inn fact he felt 
th^t there, were many spies in the 
pay of Germany working in all pant* 
of the world.

Germane a Menace
The Germans had been a menace 

to England for years and even In 
times of peace were doing their best 
to take from England her trade and 
weaken her shipping, but had been 
so far unsuccessful. The people of 
Germany in many instances were not 
In accord with the militarism prevail­
ing in that country but generally had 
to be part and parcel of It.

Captain Adams thought that the 
people in all the empire, should be 
keenly Interested In the present strug­
gle and the assistance of every man 
was necessary. The people of Cana­
da had no Idea of the objects of the 
Germans nor their methods, but if the 
future of the British empire was to 
l>e made safe (the fleet of Germany 
should be eliminated and steps taken 
to see that a new navy was never 
again put on the seas by that country.

Captain Adams thought that the 
present struggle would show the “lit­
tle Englanders" the need of the navy 
of Great Britain for the maintenance 
of universal peace.

This is Captain Adams first trip to 
this port and it may possibly be his 
last for some time. He is a navy re­
serve man and has offered his ser­
vices to the admiralty and expects a 
call to active service at any time.
