The enemy came within 500 
yards, and then broke and fled1, the New 
Zealanders’ Maxim and pom-pom helping 
to scatter them. Four Boers were killed 
and many wounded-

lic Hospital met Thursday morning in the 
Adamralty room, Pugsley building, to take 
the evidence of Mrs. Catherine Trombley 
an regard to the treatment of a sister 
(since deceased), while a patient in the 
hospital a year ago. In the early part of 
the session the attendance was limited 
to persons interested dn the matter one 
[way or another, but later on the number 
wad increased by those who having finish­
ed their duties were curious to know how 
the inquiry was progressing. Mrs. Trom­
bley was accompanied by -her counsel, W. 
H. Trueman,, while C. J. Coster appeared 
for the hospital commissioners. The com­
mission in the inquiry comprises 
Chief Justice Tuck, as chairman; F. J. 
Knowlton and Joseph Lee.

The witness gave her evidence in a clear, 
direct manner. If occasionally {here was 
a tendency to go into details not absolute­
ly necessary, -it was only what might have 
been expected from one unfamiliar with 
the formality of a court, together with 
the embarrassing' situation in which the 
witness found 'herself. There was an ex­
presse on of opinion that her digressions 
and style of giving evidence were not 
fierions eiiough to call forth tlie discour­
teous reminders Which Chairman Tuck be­
nto-wed upon her from time to time, in 
this «Connection. Wlhen the inquiry was 
-ended a lawyer among the spectators re­
marked: “An unprejudiced listener
would certainly get the impression that 
the commission was present to defend the 
hospital commissioners and hold up to 
ridicule every statement made by Mrs. 
Trombley.”

Chairman Tuck’s chief occupation ap­
peared to be found in chatting a id 
laughing with another commissioner with 
an occasional question thrown at the 
witness in a loud sarcastic voice, which 
had a visible effect upon her. There was, 
however, no embarrassment noticeable 
when a sharp reply was necessary. For 
instance, when the chairman peered

Mrs. Trombley paid a high tribute to 
the nurses and showed every desire to be 
just to them, and regretted tlie necessity 
of giving the names of those connected 
with her sister’s ca-sc. That Miss Stewart, 
the nurse most closely identified with some 
of the -happenings narrated in evidence, 
is at .present out of the country, gave op­
portunity for some remarks that a 
gentleman present subsequently said ^ he 
regarded as utterly irrelevant and imma­
terial, and added: “Hie fact that Mrs. 
Trombley was under oath seemed to have 
been overlooked, and that even to please 
the commission she could not substitute 
another name. Talk about farces, well this 
investigation affair so far is the greatest 
one I ever witnessed.”
Mrs. Trombley’s Story.

Mrs. Katherine Trombley, sworn, saac 
she was a native of .St. John, a widow 
now resident in Boston, 
author of a letter published in the Tele­
graph making complaints against the hos­
pital. She had been a patient i:i St. 
Elizabeth Hospital, Boston, and had also 
had a sister whom ^he attended for eight 
weeks in company with two trained 
nurses. Her sister, who was in the hos­
pital -here in January, 1901, -was suffering 
from hernia. When she first saw lier sis 
ter she had been operated on. Three 
weeks later her sister complained of hav­
ing vomited from gruel, bursting the 
wound. Later She complained she liac 
another vomiting spell from egg nogg 
made with a stale egg, and again com 
plained of being sick from stewed straw 
berries. After that she vomited incessant 
ly and was greatly weakened. On Sunday 
February 9, 1901, Mrs. Trombley found lici 
sister very ill. That afternoon she ha< 
ten visitors. There was nobody to pie 
vent their entrance, although she com 
plained she was too ill to see them. Mrs 
Trombley did not then complain although 
she had seen some things that did not sat 
isfy her. She went out for an hour ant 
when she returned mer sifter told lier sh- 
had a very violent spell and had to sent 
a visitor for a nurse, who gave her « 
towel, but did not wash her clothes.

ARMY AND NAVY ESTIMATES.

Britain’s Plans —A Big Number of New 
Vessels.

London, Feb. 18—The army estimates 
show a grand total for the year 1902-03 of 
£69,310,000, which is intended to provide 
for 420,000 men, of which 219,700 men are 
for the ordinary army service and 200,300 
for war service.'

The estimates, of which £40,000,000 is 
required for war ,show a decrease under 
this head of £23,230,000, compared with
1901- 02.

The war secretary, Mr. Brodrick, ex­
plains that the estimates are sufficient to 
maintain a field force in South Africa of 
the present strength for eight or nine 
months of the new financial year.

Tlie admiralty naval estimates for
1902- 03 show a total of $156.275,000, as com­
pared with $54,375,000 last year.

There will be under construction April 
1 of this year, 13 new battleships, 22 
armored cruisers, two second-class cruis­
ers, 10 torpedo-boat destroyers, five tor­
pedo boats and eight minor craft, a total 
of 62 new vessels, or an additional 
as large as if not larger than Italy’s pres­
ent navy.

Lord Selborne, first lord of the admir­
alty, announces that a new type of torpedo 
boat destroyer is contemplated, and that 
important developments are planned in 
the executive and works departments. A 
committee will be appointed to consider 
the establishment of a volunteer naval re­
serve-

As the weather begins to get colder, 

especially o’ nights, it is increasingly 
important that the birds shall be snug­
ly sheltered from winds and storms.
We do not mean that they shall he 
shut tight up so that no fresh air 
whatevér can reach them, but that 
drafts shall be shut off, for It Is to . 
drafts that most of the colds of au­
tumn and winter are due. The farm­
er thinks: “Yes, It’s getting colder.
Guess I’ll shut the henhouse door to­
night.” But he does not recall that 
there are several cracks in the walls 
and around the window and door 
frames that he meant to stop up some 
time, but he hasn’t found the conven­
ient time yet. Those cracks have been 
growing larger. The house is only 
four or five years old perhaps, and 
when It was built the Joints were ^ ^ 
made tight, and the pernicious drafts 
didn’t exist. The first summer’s sun.

SILAGE AND DRY FODDER.
A New York Dairyman View of Tfcels 

Relative Merits.
I have used ei.siloed corn for the last 

12 years and prefer it to corn fodder 
principally because the cows like it bet-’ 
ter, says A. H. Cooley In American Ag­
riculturist. It Is more palatable and, I 
think, easier digested, 
grand thing to mix the ground feed 
with and Is just damp enough to hold 
the other feed, which causes the cows 
to chew the whole mass, thus getting 
the saliva well mixed with the fine feed 
as well as the coarse stuff, so that they 
get more value from the ground feed, 
which costs the most money.

1 have obtained good results from 
nicely cured corn fodder early In the 
season before It gets hard or dried out 
too much, but unless it Is dampened It 
is of no account to feed other grain 
with, and I think the silage cheaper 
and better.

I would not-cut hay that cattle would 
eat clean without cutting. 1 have cut 
straw when out of silage to make a ve­
hicle to feed the ground feed upon, and 
when dampened and well mixed with a 
good ration of grain It makes a good 
substitute for silage. AVhen I have a 
good supply of silage, 1 need but little 
hay and n straw, but in case of short­
age either hay or straw can be used to 
good advautage when cut and fed with 
ground feed. I never feed ground feed 
alone and do not think cutting hay or 
straw would add anything to its pala-- 
lability unless some grain is added.

As to the comparative cost of har­
vesting corn 1 have no figures to go 
by. but would just as soon put tlie 
corn Into the silo as cure tlie fodder, 
then haul, store and cut before feed­
ing. as 1 should have to do to get 
my cows to eat it all as they do silage. 
I much prefer the silage plan to the 
old pian of husking and grinding. I 
feel very sure I can put tlie corn In 
the silo much cheaper, but not sure l 
get the full feeding value of the grain, 
but think 1 do not lose more than the 
cost of grinding. One point I am per­
fectly satisfied upon, and that is I 
should not feed cornstalks or corn 
fodder whole upon any account The 
cost of cutting does not compare with 
the loss of fodder. 1 even cut the green 
corn fodder and feed it in the manger 
with the grain ration and think it pays.

He 
had served on the staffs of the Montreal 
Star, the Toronto -Globe and the Winni­
peg Sun and had become editor of the 
Winnipeg Tribune. He defeated Mr. R. 
Rogers, Conservative, in the ’96 election, 
but iby only 54 majority. He was re-elect­
ed at the last general election, defeating 
Mr.V. Winkler by 250, but was unseated for 
corrupt practices and ran again as an in­
dependent. It is to be noted that Mr. 
Stewart’s vote was several hundreds 
greater than that of Mr. Winkler, who 
got only 3,143.

The above sketch of the career of the 
constituency will show something of its 
nature. His old friends had evidently lost 
faith in Mr. Richardson and he failed to 
win the entire approval of the straight 
Conservatives, for when the campaign 
that culminated in the election of this 
week began the Liberals united in nomi­
nation of Mr. D. A. Stewart and the 
Conservatives put up as their own can­
didate, Mr. James Toombs. The opinion' 
held of Mr. Richardson -by Mr. Toombs 
was tersely voiced in a recent speech as 
follows:

“I believe there is no desperate, no 
crazy or dangerous scheme that Mr. Rich­
ardson would n-ot support in order to 
gain a few votes.”

Mr. Richardson’s personal attacks on 
the Manitoba Minister (Hon. Mr. Siflon) 
were so severe as to compel that gentle­
man in fairness of self-defence to take 
some active part in the campaign. How 
ably Mr. Rich aril Son’s charges were re­
futed and how clearly the electors of 
Lojgav were enabled to see 
policy of the Liberal party led by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier was to their best ad­
vantage, the election clean-ly showed, it 
is also to he noted that there is a con­
siderable German element in the constitu­
ency, several of the campaign addresses 
being made in their -tfwn language, this 
element being particularly able to take an 
impartial view of the situation and decid­
ing conspicuously against Mr. Richard­
son.

The result of the election not only does 
credit to the intelligence and enterprise 
of the progressive constituency of Lisgar,

tains,' in addition, a series of maps of 
the company’s property which will prove 
very valuable not only to those interested 
in the oil development of the province, 
but to all who are concerned in the other 
mineral wealth of New Brunswick. The 
descriptive matter indudes a copy of the 
act passed by the legislature on April 28, 
1899, entitled “An act to encourage ithe 
discovery and development of oil and 
natural gas within the province of New 
Brunswick;” the Daily Telegraph’s special 
article of August 16th last telling “The 
story of the oil industry in New Bruns­
wick—.the company’s «pjendid franchise 
and what it has to do for its exclusive 
rights;” and also the Moncton Tran­
script'* account of Hon. Mr. Emmerson’s 
comparison of the oil prospects in this 
province with those of the United States 
after his seven weeks’ tour in the prin­
cipal oil districts of the neighboring re­
public.

Some criticism has been offered by the 

(5lobe and Sun to the course taken by the 
local government of appointing the Attor- 
ney-Ueneral to hold an inquiry upon cer­
tain charges preferred by one of the 
asylum staff against his senior officer- The 
contention is made by these journals that, 
as the Attorney-General is a member of 
the asylum commission, the inquiry relates 
to his own conduct or that of his col­
leagues in the management of the institu­
tion, and that if evidence is disclosed 
affecting the performance of duties resting 
upon the asylum commissioners he will 
not report impartially upon it. We have 
already intimated that the charges made 
do not extend to the management of the 
asylum, but are limitva to matters per­
sonal to the physicians. In this view no 
objection would be raised by any reason­
able person to the action of the govern­
ment. Upon friction of whatever kind 
arising between members of the asylum 
staff, the duty is incumbent upon the 
commissioners to interfere, and for that 
purpose to institute a searching inquiry 
according to legal forms, that the facts 
may be properly ascertained. This can 
only be done if _the parties concerned and 
•their witnesses are put upon oath. The 
commissioners have no power to do this, 
and a royal commission clothed with 
authority for the purpose had to be issued. 
No reason having any validity can be 
urged that the Attorney-General or some 
other member of the government should 
not conduct the inquiry under a royal 
commission- If he had done so in his 
character of an asylum commissioner, the 
public would have appieuded him for a 
diligent discharge of his public duties and 
a sincere regard for the interests of the 
asylum. It would not have been suggested' 
that lie could not approach the consider­
ation of the matter with an unbiased 
mind, or that he would be unable to order 
a remedy for au evil state of affairs, if he 
should find one to exist- Tire criticism of 
the Globe does appear to ,be captious in 

paper claiming to be moderate and fair- 
minded in its views.

Let it even be supposed that the scope 
of tile inquiry was very much wider aud 
that it substantially included subjects of 
vital moment to the efficient management 
of the asylum. Again we are unable to 
appreciate an objection to one of the 
asylum commissioners holding an investi­
gation. Surely when it is brought to the 
notice of the government in any way that 
the affairs of the institution arc upon an 
unsatisfactory basis, it is not the duty of 
the government to abstain from correcting 
the matter and commission one or a num­
ber of gentlemen outside of themselves to 
inquire into the shortcomings of the in­
stitution.
