THE ST. JOHN COUNTY ELEC-
TION.—THE PRESENT ASPECT.

WHEN THE CANDIDATES TOOK THE
FIELD.

The first candidate to take the field for
the County seats and commence opera-
tions was Mr. Isaac Burpee. As long
ago as the date of the iast General Elec-
tion to the Assembly, Mr. Palmer inti-
mated his intention to offer for the first
vacancy, but for practical work Mr.
Burpee may be said to have commenced
the earliest. Mr. Palmer at least three
months ago was announced as in the
field; and at a later date Mr. Elder’s
candidature was formally promulgated.

PERSONAL.

Mr. Burpee is a leading and success-
fal merchant and manufacturer, and
has, we believe, an interest in ships. He
has also been prominent in connexion
with benevolent and moral movements.
Mr. Palmer has the largest practice of
any member of the New Brunswick bar,
is a large ship-owner and a successful
manufacturer, and has been distinguish-
ed for his liberality to Protestant denom-
inations, more particularly to the
several Funds of the Wesleyan body, of"
which he is a prominent adherent. Mr.
Elder is a newspaper Proprietor and
Editor, having recently purchased the
Telegraph from Mr. Livingston, by
whom it was founded and built up; he
is a gentleman of considerable ability ss
a writer and well versed in public af-
fairs.

THEIR PLATFORM.

The cards of the candidates appeared
almost simultaneously. Mr. Elder, in
his card, declares that: “Should I be
« elected, my best efforts will be em-
«ployed to advance the varied indus-
« tries and interests of this constituency
« and Province, and the Dominion at
[ large.”

Mr. Burpee states that ‘“he feels it to
- be the duty of every man interested in
« the prosperity of his country to be
« willing, when called, to devote a por-
« tion of his time to the public service.
« If you have confidence in my ability to
“gerve you, and should elect me as one
< of your representatives, I assure you
« that I will use my best efforts in ad-
« vancing the prosperity of the Domin-
“jon; Ishall have a special regard at
“«gall times to the interests of New
« Brunswick,and more particularly those
«of the City and County of St. John.”

Mr. Palmer, inaddition to favoring
freer trade relations with the United

States, the reduction of taxation and
greater economy in the public service,
announces that ““If elected I will earn-
« estly labor to procure for the Province
& what it is entitled to in the Union, as I
‘« desire the people of this Province to
“be put in all respects on exact equal
“terms with the people of her sister
«Provinces, and I will oppose all at-
“ tempts of the General Parliament to
« interfere with the rights reserved to the
« several Provinces.” -

THEIR RELATIVE POSITIONS

Soon after the canvass had fairly
opened, it was discovered that Mr. Bur-
pee was a general favorite. He was
taken in hand by leading Confederates,
irrespective of his attitude to the Domin-
ion Government. He was also hailed
by Anti-Ccnfederates as an independent
merchant who would not be a * tame
follower” of any Government. Efforts
were made to induce him to withdraw,
and other efforts to pledge him to a cer-
tain course ; but all were of no avail.
Mr. Burpee started out as an Independ-
ent candidate, committed neither to the
Government or the Opposition, and op-
posed neither to the one nor the other :
and we believe he has honorably adher-
ed to this determination and declined
all entangling alliances. No party in
the County have opposed him or struck
at him, and the early start which he se-
cured in the canvass has led the people
to regard his election as beyond a doubt.

Assigning, then, one seat to Mr. Bur-
pee, it was assumed that the contest for
the second must come between Mr. Pal-
mer and Mr. Elder ; and to prevent Mr.
Palmer's success, every imaginable
means have been adopted.

ELECTIONEERING ARTIFICES.

To influence Mr. Tilley’s friends
against Mr. Palmer, it was alleged that
he was Mr. Mitchell’s tool, and Mr.
Mitchell was hostile to Mr. Tilley ; but
since the parties chiefly interested have
agreed in reprobating such a canvass
and declaring it without foundation, it
has been dropped. The next, intended
to stir up opposition in the same quar-
ter, was to the effect that Mr. Palmer
was not sound on the Confederation
question ; but when it was shown
that Mr, Palmer had run two
Elections in Westmoreland, uphold-
ng the Union standard against

great odds, this fabrication also explod- |
ed. Next the cry was raised that “we |
have too many lawyers in Parliament
already;¥ but when it was shown that
of all the New Brumswick can-|
didates who are asking for seats
at Ottawa, only one other is a law-
yer, this paltry canvass vanished with
the others. It was repeatedly stated
that he had given Catholics the assur-
ance of supporting their views of the
school question, but no proof was of-
fered, though frequently demanded;and
this falsehood was finally allowed to die
out with therest. Indeed, it would take
pages of a newspaper to enumerate all
of the unfair arguments employed to
excite hostility to Mr. Palmer, though
we have not heard that he ever deemed
it necessary to address letters on the
subject to the supposed authors of elec-
tioneering canards. On the contrary,
he appears to have borne all the abuse
and disparagement in silence, not an-
swering railing with railing but during
the most important period of the cam-
paign calmly following his legal busi-
ness in the courts and in his office. His
enemies, meanwhile, have been as ac-
tive and virulent as ever. They have
found all efforts to dislodge Mr. Palmer
from his strong position in the County,
fatile. - They have seen him growingin
strength week by week and day by day,
every artifice employed to break in upon
his ranks being wasted.

The last and most desperate regort of ali
has been finally adopted. The attempt ¢,
raise ¥ azeligious ery,” faintly hinted at
fof some-time “past, is mow about teo be
tried. Several efforts have been made to
commit the Orange body sgainst Mr.
Palmer, but these have resulted badly for
the promoters of the movement. The at
tack is mnow removed to the Religious
Press ; and in the Visitor we find that ad-
mission has been given to an article in-
tended to play into the hands of Mr. Elder.
This article (under what circumstances
penned is a matter of indifference) con
tains statements that require examination
and refutation at our bands. -

1t states that— B

In this City the Catholies are nearly, if

ot quite, & uni¢ against the new School
Law ot the Province, and they embrace
every oEportun_ity to show their deadly
hate. Every man, who is known to bean
advocate of free and non-sectarian schools,
must meet this - combination. Especially
will it be iprn in all its force in the
present political contest with Mr. Elder.
This representation must have been
penned in ignorance of well known faets.
1t is notorious that Mr. TiLIEY is a free,
pon-sectarian scheol man ; and it is equally
notorious that he will receive, during the
present contest, (notwithstanding recent
school discyssions) & mnot inconsiderable
Catholic support. “1tis kmown that such
men as John McGourty, one of the largest
employers of labor in the City, and an in-
fluential local politician; Mr. Warlock,
Mr. Landry, Mr. Cullinan, Mr. Timothy
McCarthy, Major sMacshane, Senator
Dever, Aldermapn J. C. Ferguson, Mr.
Cornelius McGourty, and a considerable
pumber of others, are all supporting Mr.
Tilley, and each of these wields no mean
influence.” But a 'still stronger case in
point is that of Mr. Burpee, a free, non-
sectarian school man, whom the Roman
Catholics are supporting to a man. We
doubt if fiftty electors of the body can be
found in the County who are not pledged
to ‘Mr. Burpee. The statement of the
writer in the Visitor, therefore, is directly
contrary to the fact. As regards Mr
Palmer, we have heard that many Catholics
promised to vote tor him before Mr. Elder
was known to be in the field,as was the case
also, we believe, with many of those who
stand pledged to Mr. Burpee. And even
Mr. Elder must be anticipating some sup-
port from that quarter, else he would not
be canvassing them for their votes. Under
these circumstances, it will be difficult to
make much eapital for Mr. Elder and
against Mr. Palmer out’ of an imaginary

to the keeping of others. He will be ably
supported too by Presbyterians, by adher-
ents of the Charch-of England,and others,
who are found ameng the leading mer-
chants, the most enterprising manufac-
turers, and the most intelligent of the ar-
tisans of this City. A list of the leading
gentlemen who are interesting themselves
in Mr. Palmer’s Election in the City alone,
would soon eonvince sceptics of the impos-
sibility of cramming doses of misrepresen-
tation down the throats of any great body
of Electors. It will be the crowning glory
of Mr. Palmer’s canvass that while he has
¢ gtrack at’’ no one,—while he has pur-
sued the even tenor of his way,asking sup-
port only for himself and seeking to divert
none from others, he has succeeded in ral-
lying to his standard all classes and all
creeds.. In view of the admirable feeling
there is for him in this community, as a
journal desiring his success we can confi-
dently appeal from the dictum and the
tyranny of newspaper writers to that
higher, nobler tribuna!, the manly, just
and gallant hearts of THE PEOPLE of
the City and County of St. John.

Mexico.

Does the reader ever pause, after
learning the deeply interesting informa-
tion that * another revolution has brok-
en out in Coatzel-Coatzel,” or that
“Quiroga has pronounced against Po-
pocatapetl,” andask himself how much
he owes to the enterprising Associated
Press, without whose -aid he might go
down to an unknown grave in dark ig-
norance of this startling knowledge?
We fear not, The average news con-
sumer peruses the DAILY TRIBUNE with
calm equanimity, equally unmoved by
reports of corners in wheat at Chicago
and revolutions on the Rio Grande. Yet
Mexican affairs are not devoid of inter-
est as well as romance. The pages of
its history are written in lett:rs of blood,
and its present state is as hopeless as
when Montezuma fell before the iron-
clad fillibusters of Spain. Yet was
Mexico then the most highly-civilized
part of the continent, rich in public
structures, intelligence and wealth, and
then, as now, possessing the best natural
advantages of the western world. A
superior civilization, as we call it. ‘over-
turned all this and replaced it with the
iron rule of the hidalgos, which in turn
gave way to the anarchy of the Mexican
republic, the mongrel, half Spanish, half
negre, and half Indian, that so feebly
failed to repel the wild rangers of Scott
and Taylor. Yet Mexico has produced
brave soldiers and skillful Generals like
Santa Anna, agallant enemy atsixty and
no mean foe at eighty when he electri-
fied the Juarez Government by a pro-
nunciamento. Juarez himself, whose
death has just taken place, was an able
ruler who would have made a greater
aame in a more propitious field. A full
blooded Indian of the old native stock,
he rose from the humblest to the high-
est position in the most trying time of
his country, when the- French in-
vaders , held amost unchallenged
sway and the unhappy Maximilian
wore his crown of cactus thorns. . Step
by step he drove the foreign legions
down to the Gulf, until the ¢ Emperor”
abandoned by his mercenaries, died
with princely firmness at the hands of
his unruly subjects. General Mejia,
another native Indian, poor but incorrup-
tible, refused the liberal “King’s ran-
som” offered for the Emperor’s liber-
ation.

The present state of Mexican politics
is somewhat anomalous, even for that
region. The revolutionary party, beaten
at all points and almost destroyed, sud-
denly find themselves by the death of
President Juarez and the accession of
the Chief Justice Lerda de Tejada, who
is of their party, in the position of as-
cendancy and empowered to-treat the
hitherto loyal party as rank rebels.

The condition of Mexico does not
argue the weakness of a republican gov-
ernment, any more than the intermittent
revolutionary power of Spain militates
against a monarchy. A proposal has
been broached for the establishment of
an American protectorate, but does not
meet with much favor from either
party. Mexico no doubt has a destiny
which it will ultimately work out, even
if it involves the extinction of its pre-
gent unruly inhabitants, as does not
geem improbable,but it will not be ben-
efitted by foreign intervention. The
Mexican native is a picturesque rascal,
fond of gay attire, bull fights, boleros,

fandangos and fighting ; an inveterate

blerand devout Chiristian,abhorring
E:x!:s and soap. He is attached to
moonlight serenading and assassination,

condition of things; and, indeed, the
writer of the article may discover that in
theend his efforts to imjure Mr. Palmer
will effect others’ more seriously than they
can Mr. Palmer’s prospects.

‘We know from the details of a thorough
canvass of the City and County that Mr.
Palmer will take more Protestant than
Catholic, more Free School than anti-Free
School votes. Asa leading member of the
Methodist Connexion,—one whose purse
and voice and band have ever been ready
to assist in every forward movement in be-
half of the Church’s good—one who feels
a pride in the glorious record of her
achievements in the past, yet to be eclipsed
by the splendid promise of the future —one
who stood by her when in this Province she
was feeble and despised, and shares the
pride which all her members feel now that
she has grown to be prosperousand power-
ful and has made her influence felt through-
out the Province—he has reason to rely
upon the intelligent support of his friends
in that communion. We shall be greatly
mistaken if they eountenance this diaboli-
cal attempt at political assassination. He
will be supported, too, by leading Baptists,
who believe above-all things in British
fair play—who detest foul Misrepresenta-
tion and are conspicuous among their fel-

lows for forming an independent judgment
and refusing to surrender their eonsciences

with strong predilections for hospitality
and horse sbenling. Like his first cousin
the Apache, he is very pretty in print,
especially when drawn by Captain
Maﬁne Reid, but he is most agreeable
to the sight and other senses—at a dis-
tance. at sort of American citizen
he will make when absorbed by ‘“ mani-
fest destiny” it will be time enough to
conjecture when that event occurs.

It Won’t Work.

It is of little use for any politician to
seek to strike at Mr, Palmer through
the Visitor, when so many leading
Baptists, patrons of the Visitor, are found
supporting htm, and when there is a
general absence of sympathy with all
attempts to injure him.

—The old custom of wife-selling is not
yet extinct in England. Ap instance of it
vecurred quite recently in Exeter, an in-
habitant of which city parted with his
wife for the inconsiderable sum of fifty
pounds. The facts came out at the Police
Court. where the woman applied for a
summons againet her husband for refusing
to support his children. la the course of
the proceedings the coniplainant was
obliged to confess that she had been sold,
with her consent, to another man for the
sum named, the husband agreeing to take
two ol the children. Since then, however,
he had systematically annoyed her in vari-
ous ways, and bad finally turned bis pro-
geny out of doors, kindly telling her that
she might have the lot. The Judge seem-
cd somewhat nonplussed, but atdength de
cided that as the wile consented to be sold
she could receive no assistance from the
law, unless she was violently assaulted by
the hushand, in which case the police would
interfere as in any ordinary case. This
discovery is calculated to arouse much in-
digoation in the best society of England
and America, where, as is well known,
wives are sometimes sold before marriage,
but not aiterward.

—In the course of the trial of Judge
Barnard, which is taking place at Sara-
toga, the notorious Mrs.ilansﬁeld was on
Tuesday put into the box -and examined
respecting Judge. Barnard’s visits to her
house. It appears from her testimony
that she was accustomed to receive not
only the Judge on trial for corrupt prac-
tices, but other public functionaries, in
cluding Recorder Hackett, Judge Bedford,
Judge McCunn, Judge Dowling and At-
torney-General Hammond. These dis-
closures respecting the New York judi-
ciary, however, seem to excite not the least
sarprise. -

_—A parish constable and other officers
visited a Mr. Nash, in England, to collect
arrears of loeal taxes, armed with a dis-
tress warrant.  Nash received his guests
with great affability, and begged .they
would make themselves at home. To this
they urbanely responded by, beginning to
take an inventory of the furniture. Mr.
Nash stepped out for a moment and then
returned with a hive of bees, which he
placed upon the table and said, ** Take an
inventory of them,” immediately after
rolling himself up in the muslin window-
curtains. The bees promptly attacked the
invaders in full force, and the collector and
his aids fled in confusion, uttering terrible
imprecations.

—The steamer Colorado brings the fol-
lowing news from Japan: The ‘* Mikado”
left Yeddo on the 28th ult., accompanied
tl)(y eight war steamers, intending to visit

ioto and other portions of the southern
country, and return in forty days. This is
the first time in Japanese history that the
¢ Mikado’ bas embarked on such an ex-
cursion, and much good result is expected
from it. 'The Tunisian steamer ** Sadkar’’
being unable to pay her debts, the Japan-
ese Government has ordered her to be sold,
the Captain prolestin@. Telegraphic
communication between Yeddo, Nagasaki
and the outside world is to be completed
within five weeks. - TheJapanese mint has
been closed for extensive additions. The
Government has decided uron the promul
gation of a new form of religion, upon
careful consultation with the most noted
exponent of each sect, and all be compel’ed
to conform thereto. The new religion will
be enlightened, simple and adapted to
common sense, and is likely to meet the
approval of all classes.

—The effect of Friday’s storm was very
severe on Long Island.” The crops suffered
badly, the corn being blown down and
broken, while the other crops were com-
pletely torn from the ground. At Rocka-
way the ocean swell was terrible, bathing-
houses being set afloat and small sailing
craft being driven about at random. Trees
were blown down and uprooted. In Long
Island City the streets were flooded several
inches, filling cellars and basements, and
making travel highly dangerous. The
damage to crops will amount to about
$5,000. The Hoboken meadows were
flooded, and the water covered many por-
tions of the highway. In Newark the
entire line of the New dJersey Railroad
avenue, a distance of half a mile, was under
water from one to three feet, and-in sbme
factories work was suspended on acedunt
of the flood.

—New York is still discussing the strike,
which still crops out here and there. The
grocers’ clerks are the last workingmen to
strike. - They wish eight hours, and are
trying to induce a universal co-operation.
The Evening Post has a long article on the
subject, in which it states that $3,000:.000
worth of projected building operations
were stopped on account of contractors not
being willing to enter into engagements
likely to be vitiated by the action of the
laborers. It saysit is difficult to estimate
the damage incurred by the employers,
but the workmen find now they are the
heaviest losers. There have becn but few
instances where they reaped any substan-
tial benefic. On the contrary, they have in
most cases wasted their accustomed sav-
ings of years, and run themselves in
debt.
