A meeting oi the execuhve of the
N. B. T. A. was held in Fredericton
on April 2 and 3. The last year’s
schedule of the Association was. care-
fully gone over and a heéw one ap-
proximately 25 per cent. higher,” was
drawn up. . When printed it will be
forwarded to the members of the As-
sociation, Trustees and newspapers for
publication.

The executive also decided that as
the Association was now in working
order and proving a suceess, they were
ina position to invite second and third
class teachers to join. This was not
done before simply because the As-
sociation thought it would be too un-
wieldly at first when they had no ex-
perience. At present the Association
consists of 525 out of the 575 gram-
mar school, superior and flrst class
teachers of the province.

The matter of asking the govern-
ment to increase the teachers’ pen-
si6ns from a maximum of $400 to a
maximum of $800 was also discussed.
It would seem that this ought not to
be a difficult matter when one con-
siders that the present pension scheme
only requires an outlay of $8,800 per
annum by the province. Some of the
pensions at present are as low as
$125.

The desirability of a disability
clause and a teacher’s dependent
clause was also discussed. A commit-
tee was appointed to go into the pen-
sion matter and report at the June
meeting.

It is stated by men of
unquestioned judgment that no wood-
en piers could have withstood the
terrific strain ef last week’s record-
breaking ice-floe.
