As she is ap amateur she would
suffer no financial loss if, by some
injury, she were prevented fréA
playing tennis again, otherwise sue
might follow the .example of other
notable people and take ‘out a heavy
insurance on the limb which has
brought her to the topmost pinnacle
of lawn-tennis fame.

Famous dancers and instrumental-
ists are almost invariably protected
by some such policy, gince the slight-
est injury to ankle or finger might
cause the cancellation of a contract
and the consequent loss of thousands
of pounds.

For many years Paderewski pald
$4,000 a year i® premiums against
injury to his hands, which were in-
sured for $60,000. He had separate
policies for his fingers, thumbs, eyes,
and toes, and on one occasion, when
a damaged finger-nail prevented him
from appearing at a concert, he was
pald $5,000 compensation.

Kubelik, the great violinist, had
his “‘bow” hand insured for $10,000
against injury, and for $50,000
against permanent disablement.

Pavlova is sald to have protected
her beautiful limbs by a most com-
prehensive insurance policy, The
disablement of a single toe "of her
dainty foot might cost the under-
writers no less than $30,000. while
her countrywoman, Mlle. Napier-
skowska, insured her feet against
accident to the extent of $62,600.

It might appear to be impossible
to insure such an jntangible thing
as a voice, but Mme. Patti, who was
one of the pioneers of this form of
protection, was invariably insured for
$5,000 a performance. Since then:
ber example has been followed by
many famous singers.

When Mr Tom Burke, the cele-
brated tenor, was booked for a tour
of 100 concerts throughout Canada
and America, his .impresario safe-
guarded himself by insuring the life
of the singer for $600,000.

It is not only those who amusé
and entertain the public who insure
themselves against the loss of their
powers. The late Prof. Huxley was
the first man on record to insure his
eyesight, and would have received
$26,000 if he had gene blind; while
it is stated that the hands of Sir
Herbert Barker, the famous mani-
pulative surgeon, are insured for &
large sum against disablement.

When, however, & certain famous
boxer tried to imsure his hands
against injury, the underwriters re-
fused to quote him terms for the
risk. .
