The meteors coming to our earth 
without, excepting as to their super­
ficial vitrification undergoing any 
change, wo are able, by subjecting 
them to analysis, to derive from 
them some precise facts respecting 
the construction of tho bodies in 
space. The first fact, which comes 
out from hundreds of analyses, is, 
that they have not brought a single 
substance which is single to our 
globe. About, twentv-two elements," 
all known to the chemistry of the 
earth have been rocognizad as pre­
sent in thom. Among these, iron, 
solicon, magnesium, nickel, sulphur, 
phosphorus, and carbon, are the 
most important. While they are 
all clad externally ia common 
livery, meteorites, when examined 
in their fractured parts, along with 
traits of smilarity, 'present con­
siderable differences. They have 
been classified according to their 
typos, i-nto four groups, according 
to the proportion of iron they con­
tained. Those of the first group 
are composed wholly of iron, which 
is known as meteoric iron. It is al­
ways alloyed with nickel and a few 
other metals, and contains carbon 
free or in combination, as in steel, 
with frequently sulpburet and phos- 
ph.tiret of iron in scattered globules 
and grains. Tt is always recogniz­
able by a si ogle pecularity in its 
structure. If wê moisten a polished 
surface of it with an acid, we shall 
immediately observe the appearance

—Chief Poundmaker, who figured 
so. conspicuously in the North-west 
rebellion, and wh.o was recently Re­
leased'from Stony Mountain Peni­
tentiary, died on Monday at Crow­
foot’s camp from the bursting of a 
bloodvessel.

—It’is reported that, the present 
year’s railway building in the United 
States will surpas? that of most of 
the years in the history of the 
country, the new lines not falling 
short of, and probably exceeding, 
six thousand miles.

THÈ FISHERY QUESTION.

It seems to be a difficult matter to 
satisfy the Grit press in connection 
with the fishery business. Every­
one remembers the howl they set up 
last year about the rights of our 
fishermen being given away, when 
the Dominion Government at the 
suggestion of the Imperial authori­
ties allowed American fishermen to 
exercise till the close of the season 
the privileges they had enjoyed 
under the VVashington treaty, in the 
hope that the matter might be 
settled by a Commission. When 
the American Congress positively 
refused to appoint a Commission, 
and the Dominion Government de­
cided to protect the rights of Cana 
dian fishermen by enforcing the 
treaty of 1818, the course proposed 
was severely criticised by a con­
siderable portion of the Grit press. 
The seizure of the “David J. 
Adams” and the “Ella M. Doughty” 
followed, and the action of the Gov­
ernment officials was denounced by 
a number of the Grit scribes as 
illegal and unconstitutional. The 
capture of these vessels had the 
effect of making American fisher­
men more wary, and for a time no 
other seizures were made. But this 
did not satisfy the Grit organs. They 
at once raised the cry that the Gov­
ernment was weakeninLr on the 
question—had in fact backed down— 
and even those papers which had 
not condemned the seizure began to 
sneer at the masterly inactivity of 
the cruisers and to tell marvellous 
tales of the way American fisher­
men were evading the provisions cf 
the treaty. American' newspapers, 
taking their cue from the Grit press, 
boldly asserted that Canadian fishery 
protection was a farce and that Ca­
nadian cruisers dare not make any 
more seizures. Milled by these as­
sertions, American fishermen who 
had grown desperate by the loss of 
their season’s work, began to venture 
into Nova Scotia ports in quest of 
bait, and tbree_of their vessels 
durilVg the past week have been 
seized tiy one of the despi ed and 
maligned cruisers.' Even this does 
not satisfy the chronic grumblers of 
the Grit press, for they destifibe the 
seizures as “a desultory- state of 
proceedings benefitting nobody,” 
and we are further told that the 
seizures are “ not doing a bit of 
good to any body ; particularly to 
our fishermeu.” The fact is that the 
Gripapers, while pretending to he 
deeply interested in the welfare of 
our fishermen, are giving all the aid 
and comfort they can to the clique 
in Maine and Massachusetts who 
are determined to enjoy our

Î Exhibition Notes.
; London Canadian Gazette, June 24th.

It is pleasing to note that Pro­
fessor John Macoun, who is well- 
knoxvn for his researches into the 
Natural History of the Dominion, 
and has recently rendered valuable 
aid in this section of the display at 
South Kensington, has been elected 
a Fellow of the Linnoean Society. 
The members entertained him at 
digner recently, in social recognition 
of his membership.

The leaders of the temperance 
movement in London are also alive 
to the improvement of the present 
occasion. On the 14th, 15lb, and 
16th of July the National Temper­
ance League havo arranged for a 
National and Colonial Temperance 
Congress at the Prince’s Hall, Pic- 
cadi 11 vf in which Colonial delegates 
and visitors are to tike full part. 
The object of the Congress is to re­
ceive information regarding the 
extent of drinking habits in the 
Colonies, the regulations in force 
for their restriction, and the results 
of local efforts in the promotion of 
total abstinence. If Canada is at all 
adequately represented, the Con­
gress should gather much informa­
tion from its example in various 
wavs.

Last, week the total reached 
the immense figure of 252,633, or 
1,126,202 since the opening. This 
exceptionally large attendance was 
due to Whitsun holidays. On Mon­
day, Bank Holiday, 'be numbers 
were as many as 80,294, and on 
Tuesday, 56,766 ; and it is safe to 
say, from the crowds that thronged 
the Central Gallery, that the great 
majority of these visited the Ca­
nadian Section. There was , how­
ever, no disorder, the larger number 
of visitors being from the country, 
of that large class who flock into 
town at just such times as Londoners 
themselves are seeking country 
scenes.

Speaking of Bank Holiday at the 
Exliijfftiorf, one feels constrained to 
reproduce what a lively contempor­
ary has to say on the subject : 
What carnivora we Biitons are, to 
be sftre 1 At the Colonies on Mon­
day no fewer than 80,294 persons 
passed the turnstiles a multitude 
exceeding great, which consumed 
50,000 rolls, 5;000 loaves of bread, 
anti 50 tons, or 112,000 lb., of meat. 
That is to stiv, each man, woman, 
aud child at the Colonies that day 
disposed of nearly 14 lb. of meat. 
The fact is enough to make vege­
tarians give up the ghost.

— The first, through train on the 
Canada Pacific Railway, which left 
Mont re»-l on the 281h ult., arrived 
pK.inpily on time at Port Moody on 
the morning of the 4th inst. The 
event, created great enthusiasm and 
the arrival was witnessed by large 
mumbers from Victoria and other 
parts of the country.

—Alter an absence of three 
months the Rebellion Claims Com­
missioners have returned to Winni­
peg, having investigated nearly 
eight hundred claims and examined 

/ about one ihousand witnesses.1 A 
few claims yet remain to he investi­
gated in Winnipeg before the com­
missioners conclude their labours 
and make their Report to the Do­
minion Government.

--The general elections in P. E. 
Island Inst week resulted in tho 
Sullivan-Forguson Government be­
ing handsomely .sustained. As near 
as can be learned r,t p: osent the 
new House will bo"" composed of 
eighteen Liberal Conservatives and 
twelve Liberals. Hon. William 
Campbell, Commissioner of Public 
Works, was defeated. The Govern­
ment now enters upon a third term, 
which speaks highly for their admin­
istration of public affairs. It is to 
be noted that, the Island electors did 
not lake much stock in repeal.

fishing privilege;» without giving any 
equivalent ; andlhiey are doing all in 
their power to hinder and prevent 
an equitable settlement of the fishery 
question.

In the meantime the prospects of 
'a satisfactory solution of the diffi­
culty are not us gloomv as th 

■ pessimists of the Opposition press 
would have us hclnvo. Com mu ni
cations are being constantly ex­
changed between the British, 
Canadian and United States Gover- 
ments on tho subject, and the Do­
minion Ministry, having an intimate 
knowledge of t ho disposition of both 
the other Governments, irbv he 
trusted, despite the sneers of its 
opponents, to act not only with 
firmness, hut with skill and prudence. 
To those who are fearful that Cana­
dian rights may be sacrificed to 
British interests, it will probably be 
a consolation to know that at the 
Imperial federation banquet on' 
Saturday night, Lord Rose berry 
emphatically declared “ that when 
the blue hooks are read respecting 
the fishery question it would he 
found that lhe Government had up­
held the colonial interests with 
■strength and dignity.” Add to this 
the fact that many of the American 
fishermen have learned by practical 
demonstration that the despised 
cruisers have been able to spoil 
their summer’s work and that their 
occupation is gone without, they 
can obtain a modification of the 
treaty of 1818 which will permit 
them to purchase supplies in Cana­
dian ports and to fish within the 
three mile limit, and the further 
let that the groat bulk of the 
American people are not in favor of 
a state of affairs that lias already 
largely increased the price of fish, 
and even the most despondent read­
er of the signs of the times will be 
forced to admit that . there is a 
reasonable prospect that the vexed 
question will ere long be equitably 
and amicably adjusted.

British Elections.

Tne latest despatches leave.little 
room to doubt that tho Home Rule 
Party is defeated. The Pall Mall 
Gazette throws up the sponge, and in 
ns is»ue of Tuesday nays :—“ We 
are beaten. The total of votes poll­
ed gives clear a majority against tho 
ministry, and the only question re­
maining is whether tliOr-MVi-quis of 
Salisbury will not sweep the country.”

Rioting has taken place at Belfast 
and Londonderry, and excitement 
runs high all oyer the country It 
is probable that the Conservatives 
will secure a working majority.

—In reply to u letter which ap­

discourteous and denies that he 
said what is imputed to him, add­
ing that it is therefore impossible 
that lie could have said it for elec­
tioneering purposes.

Every week they celebrated mass. It was a usage consecrated in all new 

settlements and continues till to-day, when missionaries can only visit ..them 
at distant intervals. Every one assembles in the place consecrated to the 
offices, and the senior of the pioneers, taking precedence in the assembly, re­
cites .the prayers intermingled with liturgical chants, which are sustained in 
chorus by the others present. One finds amongst the poor colonists, more 
often than one would imagiip^ persons knowing how to read and write ; one 
is struck in reading the ancient acts and registers of those countries to find so 
many signatures of which many were correctly written, and it may be^ asserted 
that the proportion of illiterate people was at least less than in the centre of 
the rural French Canadian communities thirty years ago. The relative dis­
semination of primary instruction is surprising in a country devoid of schools. 
After the destruction of the Recollets, the first school was regularly establish­
ed in Acadia by Sister Chausson, in 1702. But that is explained by the 
religious habits of the people :. as with Protestant communities the continuous 
reading of the Bible contributes to instruction, it was the saine amongst tho 
French settlers, when religious rites were more frequently and strictly ob­
served. It was rare that the priests did not attach to themselves yearly chil­
dren better dowered than the rest, to whom.thqy imparted the usual elements 
of instruction, and during the long winter evenings the parents perpetuated 
often amongst their children a little of the knowledge they possessed, and tak­
ing care that the reading of books of piety was kept up in the family and at' 
public reunions.

Dominical assemblies, at which the neighboring Indians assisted, were often 
followed in the evening by boisterous games and a grand feast, Avliich cement­
ed the friendship of the two races.

Sometimes a missionary arrived at the camp of the Pioneers in the course 
of his long and laborious pilgrimages. It was then a day of great rejoicing 
with the celebration of morning and evening offices.

There was then at Beaubassin a resident priest, M. Trouve, of foreign mis 
sions, and a Franciscan friar, M. De Noinville, evangelizing the tribes at the 
side west of the Bay of Fundy. Later, where there were families and chil­
dren, the missionary stopped several days confessing some, catechising others, 
marrying young couples, turning the community into a sort of spiritual re­
treat, where they gathered in an improvised camp about their apostolic teach­
ers. However, winter approached and it was useless to pass that rough season 
at Chipody, when the buildings were not in a more forward condition. They 
built a shed in which they -placed their heavy tools, and placed it in charge of 
friendly Indians. This had been done a generation before by Lescarbot and 
Poutrincourt. They embarked the cattle, household goods and themselves, 
full of joy and hope, set sail for Port Royal at the close of the year 1698.

That winter was employed in completing preparations to carry on their 
great enterprise, and in the spring of 1699 they sailed with new supplies, in­
cluding four head of cattle. They found everything in good order, under the 
care of the Malechites, and commenced promptly their spring’s work. The sup­
ply of hay was sufficient to keep the cattle. Ploughing and sowing were exe­
cuted in order ; then the work of clearing land was recommenced, and of 
making ditches and abiteayx. The Indians carried them their winter furs, 
and in ^autumq, -when the chief of the family returned to Port Royal, he left 
upon the place' his three sons—Pierre, Antoine and Michel—to take care of 
the property, and they were also to continue the traffic in furs, more profit­
able in winter than any other season. He arrived then in Port Royal cheer­
ful and hopeful, when he was disturbed by a storm, of which lie had no sus­
picion. The Blanchards, who had accompanied him in 1698, had explored in 
that same year the locations at the head of the bay, where they wished to 
settle themselves, but they returned to Port Royal a little before Thibedeau, 
and had told with great amplitude their expeditions and their labours, the ad­
vantages that he possessed, and the great profits ho realized-on the furs. As 
these stories were carried throughout the Seigneury and made a great noise, it 
happened that one of the officers of the little garrison, M. Dc Villieau, 
son-in-law of M. De LaValliere, * the Seigneur de Beaubassin, heard of 
these rumours of these transactions near Beaubassin, and he naively im­
agining that the latter being Seigneur of Beaubassin, everything that 
touched that bay belonged to him. De Villieau started an agitation against j 
what he called the usurpations and depredations of Thibedau and other j 
people of Port Royal ; he launched forth threats against them, declaring 
himself satisfied with nothing less than destruction to all their designs. 
In tho midst of this Thibedeau landed in Port Royal.

Point de Bdte. — The rapid 
growth of Mr. J. A. McQueen’s 
business has compelled him to make 
a large addition to his store, and the 
enlarged promises now form a build­
ing 60 feet by 40 feet in size. The 
new part will be devoted to storing 
flour and1 meal.—Several telegraph 
poles at Upper Point do Bute were

’—Latest California crop report^ 
show that the year’s wheat crop has 
been the heaviest over harvested in 
that State.

—Tbe prospects of the apple 
crop in the Annapolis Valley are 
said to be good. In Kings it is 
thought that tbe crop, of 1886 
be the largest ever grown in 
county.

—The continued dry weather in 
June has seriously injured the hay 
crop in all parts of Nova Scotia. 
There is not likely to be any 
scarcity, however, as a considerable 
portion of last years crop was kept 
through the winter.

—Grain crops in this parish are 
likely to be light. Early sown grain 
has made but little growth and is 
beginning to head out Late grain 
will bo almost a failure in some/ 
places. The prospects for the hay 
-crop are not good, and unless there 
are heavy rains shortly the yield can 
scarcely fail to be small.

—United States wheat prospects, 
aside from Wisconsin and Min 
nesota, are for a fair harvest. Esti­
mates vary from 435,000,000 to 655,- 
000,000 bushels. The foreign wheat 
prospects are less favorable, par­
ticularly in India. Bradstreet’s re­
ports of stocks of wheat oast of the 
Rocky Mountains, July 1st, aggre­
gate 85,000,000 six months ago, and 
on the Pacifie Coast, 6,000,000 
bushels, against 10,000 April 1st.

—Maurice Newman and Archibald 
Forristall, two of the crow of the schooner 
Chester it. Lawrence, were lost on the 
Grand Banks while attending their trawls. 
Both belonged to Port Mulgrave, N. S. 
and were unmarried.

—-Tillson’s oatmeal mill and elevator 
at Tilsonburg, together with a large 
quantity of grain and manufactured oat­
meal, were totally destroyed by fire on 
Tuesday night, the loss being estimated 
at 830,000, insured for 813,000.

—The Portland fishing schooners “ City

A man named 
Daniel Hatfield was ai rested on suspicion 
and was identified by the girl. A prelim­
inary examination was held before the 
police magistrate on Monday, and the 
prisoner was remanded for one week. 
Hatfield is a married man, and does not 
bear a good reputation.

—The bark “Arklow,” Capt. Pye, from 
Manilla. January 28, for Montreal, arriv­
ed at Quebec at six o’clock Sunday after­
noon. The “Arklow” is the vessel whose 
mate was picked np at sea in a small boat 
and landed at Queensto.vn, Ireland, and 
who asserted that the “ Arklow” was sunk 
by collision, and that all on board, includ­
ing the captain’s wife and family, with the 
exception of himself, perished. Capt. 
Pyo says he had fine weather the entire 
passage, and no accident of any kind oc-. 
curred.

—Several exchanges state that young 
men are travelling in the country offering 
to give away a new kind of peach tree 
that they desire to introduce.
