GERMAN PLAN TO
AVOID AEROPLANES

Forces Told to Use Cover and Keep |
Still Under Alrships.
[Canadian Press.]

London, ©Qct. 28.—The correapondent
of the Daily Maill in Paris, In a dis- |
patch to his paper, gives a copy of the
German order on avoiding aeroplanes.
It says: ‘“According to the report of
aeroplane observers, our troops are|
very easy to aiscover in spite of their |
grey uniforms, because of the density
of theéir formation, while :he French
know_ how to protect thémselves per-
fectly from aerial reconnaisance.

“During a fight, our troops must
make use of the- narrow. flles.among |
the trees, at the edges of villages and
near the shelter of houses, avoiding
mass formations. Above all, absolute
stiliness must be maintained in ex-
posed places, At the approach of an
aeroplane all movements should <¢ease.
and it is also necessary to avgld all
movement of batteries when aeroplanes
are surveying. A single man moving
will betray a batterv. There should
also be no firing, for the flash of a gun
betrays its position to the aiy squad-
rons.

“The ruccess of the French artillery,
such. marked losses,
is due, first to thelr quickness In de-
termining the positions of our batter-
ies. To equal them, it is necessary that
our observations should be pushed like
far in advance of the lines, by
who are not
afraid of sharpshooters.” .
