ENEMY’S SUBS FAILED

Damage To Ally’s Warships Is
Quite Insignificant, Says
-  Report.

Petrograd, July 3, via London, 10:36
a.m.—When the Russian naval squadron
in the Baltic gave battle to five German
cruisers and a flotilla of torpedo boats
off the east coast of Gothland on July
9, one German cruiser was beached and
the other warships were put to flight,
.| according to an omcial statement issued
today by the Russian Admiralty under
date of July 2. The damage t0 the Rus.
sian cruisers, the statement adds, was
insignificant. - 3

The text of the statement follows:

“Phis morning (July 2), along the
parallel of the Oestegarn lighthouse, on
the east coast of the Island of Goth-
land, our cmlsers encountered, in a fog,
two of the enemy’s light cruisers and
some torpedo boats, and engaged them.

“At 9 o'clock in the morn a Ger-
man cruiser, badly damaged. lowered
her flag and ran ashore. The other
cruiser and the torpedo boats fled.

«“At 10 o’clock our squadron encoun-
tered the armored cruiser Roon, one
light cruiser and one torpedo boat, and
renewed the battle.

“At 10:30 o’'clock the enemy began to
retire towards the south. During the
retreat the enemy was joined by another
light cruiser. This vessel was attack-
ed by our cruisers and fled.

. , combined with the 2nd annual
report of the Children’s Aid Society of
Middleséx County. Some vague idea of
the splendid work that has been ac-
«complished since the inception of the
work in the city and county may be
gained from the fact that between
eleven and twelve hundred children
have passed through the socieiy’s
hande, and in addition. a gréat number
of children not wards have been brought
to the notice of the society, and in
most cases results have been beneficial
and lasting.

During the year ending November se,
4914, 82 London chi'dren passed through
the shelter. 38 of whom were placed in
foster homes, 13 teturned to. their par-
‘emts, and others transferred to other
institutions. Thirteen chiidren were
cared for in the county shelter; 29 chil-
dren from outside municipalities also
teceived care.

Juvenile court cases, according to the
report, show a slight increase.. The of-
fences were disorderly conduct, truancy,
theft, damage to property, assault,
vagrancy, trespass, smoking cigarettes,
neglected children, breach of bylaw,
bresking and entering and receiving
stolen goods—261 in all. Of these, 52
wers allowed to go on suspended sen-
tence, 51 fined, 137 discharged, restitu-

LOWER EGG PRICES

Canadian Grocer Predicts Drop Within
Week or Two.

The following comment on the mar-
ket situation as regards foodstuffs will
appear in the Canadian Grocer this
week.

The situation in the egg market s
interesting because it looks now as 'f
we shall have lower prices within a

week or two. The fact of the matter
is that there is an enormous suppiy :f
new-laid eggs in the west and it is
understood that new-laids can be
bought out there for 16c. If that is the
case they can be shipped down hers
for—at the most—18c, and that s a
cent or two under our price here. For
that reason it looks as if levels in
new-laids will shrink some during the
next two or three weeks. It is Simply
a case of over-production, just as in
the States. .

Once more we have to record an ad-
vance in the price of cheese. For two
or three weeks the markets have heen
fairly steady and even showed——three
weeks ago—a disposition towards
shrinkage. This, however, was a flish
in the pan and was not 2 permanent
condition for the cheese market. This
week again all prices are up half a
cent, following a rise of half = cent
last week too. Some very active buy-
ing has been going on over the cables,
and the price has steadily advanced
for two or three days, simp'v on Eng-
lish buying. Apparently they cannot
get enough cheese over ther?, and it
is said that the army is consuming an
extraordinary amount.

OVER 120,000 FROM
IRELAND WITH ARMY

Seventy.Thousand Catholics and 24,000
National Volunteers.

LONDON, July 2.—John E. Redmond,
leader of the Irish Nationalist party,
speaking at Dublin Thursday night,

said that up to the 16th of June
120,741 irishmen from Ireland had
joined the army, according to a report
of the speech. made by the Freeman's
Journal, which reached London late to-
day.

RUSSIANS DRVEN
~ OVER NILA LIPA

Vienna Reports Von Linsingen
Having Footing On Left
of River.

FIGHTING IS CONTINUED

Czar’s Forces Repulse Many
Attacks On Sakal.
Halicz Front.

[Canadian Press.]

VIENNA, July 2.—Via London—11:35
p.m.—General Von Linsingen’'s army
has driven the Russians from 2 strong
position along the Gnila Lipa River
from Firlijow southward, according to
an official statement given out tonight
by the Austrian war office. The state-
ment follows:

“After many days of bitter fighting
General Vop Linsingen’'s army has
driven the Russians from their strong
positiong along the Gnila Lipa, south-
ward from Firlijow. The enemy is re-
treating eastward and is pursued along
the whole front. The enemy has suf-
fered heavy losses, 7,065 men and 18
machine-guns being captured.

“Northward the fighting continues.
On the Dniester, nothing of impor-
tance has occurred. In Russian Po-
land on the Vistula and the Bug we
are combating a strong Russian force
and also on the Por and Brok and
Wyznica sectors. Our armieg are at-
tacking everywhere.

Take Russlan Towns.

“Westward from the Vistula River
we attacked hostile positions north of
Tarnow this afternoon, subsequently
progressing to within storming distance
of other parts of the front and at
night entered Russian positions, the
enemy fleelng. Pursuing.the Russians
we captured Jozefow, a town on the
Vistula. The Russians were also re-
pulsed from ~positions southeast of
Siennow where we captured $00 men.”

RUSSIAN REPORT,

PETROGRAD, July 2 (via London,
July 8.)—1:33 a.m.—The following Rus-
sian officia] war statement was given
out here tonight:

“On June 30, north of Przasnyssz, and
the following night in the Shavli and
the Racionz regions, we repulsed local
German attacks. On the left bank of
the Vistula the enemy on Thursday de-
livered barren attacks on the front
Sieno-Josefow.

“In the direction of Lublin the enemy
is in contact with us along the rivers
Wysnica and Por.

“Between the Vieprz and Bug Rivers
the enemy continues to progress towards
the north and the mnortheast.
region of Zamosz on Thursday there was
stubborn rear-guard fighting. A regi-
ment of Prussian Guards which had
seized the village of Jourkoff, was dis-
lodged by our counter-attack.

“On the Sokal-Halicz front the enemy
on Wednesday and all of Thursday
morning delivered numerous attacks,
most of which were repulsed, inflicting
heavy losses on the enemy. During our
counter-attacks we took over 2.000 pris-
oners and captured several machiae
guns. Nevertheiess, south of Rohatym
important enemy forces succeeded
Thursday evening in establishing them-
selves on the left bank of the Gnila
Lipa River.

““There is no change on the Dniester
River.”

MOHAMMEDAN PRIESTS
ATTACHED BY FRANCE
TO MUSSULMAN TROOPS

Give Assurance That All Are Ready To
Offer Lives in Cause.

Paris, July 3.—On the recommenda-
tion of the governor of Algeria, the
French minister of war has appointed
three Mohammedan priests to be at-
tached to the Mohammedan colonial
troops now fighting in France. One
of these priests is Boumezrag Mokrani,
a descendant of the famous Kabylian
dictator, the Bachagha Mokrani, who
headed a rebellion against France.
Another, Katrandji by name, belongs
to one of the most ancient Moorish
families. Both are graduates of the
French Mussulman College at Algiers.
Asked for their impression after their
first visit to the co-religionist hos-
pitals, the priests said:

‘“We must repeat the assurance that
the hearts of ali Algerian Mussulmans
beat in unision for France, and all
are ready to pour out their blood and
surrender all their possessiong to
safeguard her power. No falsehoods
can turn them from the way upon
which they have set their feet. France
has done too much for them and for
Algeria that they should now forget
that they became her children.”

Assures Safety of Neutrals On
Some Belligerent Mer-
chant Ships.

During the time it
was under consideration by the foreign
office and marine department, several
prominent Germap editors, bankers aad
businessmen were called in and asked to
express their views.

The final draft,
as completed last night, meets the most
optimistic forecasts. One who saw the
text informed me today that Germany
is willing to safeguard the 1uves. of neu-
trals crossing the ocean even aboard bel.
ligerent ships, if such vessels do not
carry ammunition and do not misuse
the American flag,

Germany will not give up her submarine
policy. But she is willing to modify hor
methods to that extent.

CONSIDERED ON FRIDAY,

Washington, July 3.—The German
noie will be considered by President
Wilson and his Cabinet Friday. It
will be handed to Ambassador Gerard
on Tuesday. according to advices rcach-
ing the state department today, but
the President will let it wait until his
first regular Cabinet meeting.

It is believed here that the note will
fai] to dispose finally of the submarine
problem. Ambassador Gerard has in-
dicated that all this Government can
expect is assurances that American
lives will be protected.

THE FREEDOM OF THE SEA.

N BOOKS and speeches, Germans, and
apologists for Germany, have been
declaring that they want the freedom
of the seas. Only a short time ago, to
an interviewer in Berlin, the German
Foreign Secretary reiterated the old
claim. “Germany is fighting for the
treedom of the seas,” he said. But he
was unable to say exactly how this
freedom was endangered by any other
nation. Al he could say was that
“England always claimed to be the
dictator of the seas until our recent
ngval activities. We are fighting to
make England give up her hold, be-
cause so long as one country controls
the seas they are not free.”
© The speaker knew perfectly well that
he was falking nonsense. In times of
peace the sea is free to every nation.
England’s “control” is but‘a metaphori-
cal term. She controls only in the
¢ense that she has the largest military
and mercantile shipping. She does not
prevent any other nation from putting
on the water all the ships it can build;
she does mnot interfere with the move-
ments of foreign vessels in any way.
That is, in times of peace. In time of
war, sea travel is a matter of risks,
and England’s control in that case is
for her own protection, and for the in-
jury of those with whom she may be
fighting.

A struggle for the actual control of
the seas in time of war is perfectly
legitimate. And if Germany can gain
that control she is entitled to it, and
England and her allies will have to
submit to it. But an actual control in
time of peace is an impossibility; the
seas then are perfectly free to every-
body.

If the German Foreign Secretary’'s
declaration that they are fighting to
make England give up what she holds
in times of peace means anything, it
means that they are fighting™to destroy
England’s navy and commerce, which
are among the chief elements of her
greatness. That is no doubt the case.
What supremacy she has on the seas
has been won by the emergy and in-
dustry of her pecple, and has been hers
legitimately. It has never been exer-
cised to the detriment of any other
. nation, except in peaceful business
{ rivalry. Under that supremacy the
seas have been kept free and the
weakest mation has had as much right
to them as the strongest. If Germany
is fighting against that kind of su-
premacy, it can only be that Germany
is fighting for a control of the seas
under which they will not be free.
And there is mo doubt that with Ger-
many in control other nations would
find only as much freedom as they
coula win by force.

CALLING THE BIG MEN.
LOYD GEORGE is going to plant

24 the flag in the laboratory and study
as well as the workshop. Not only has
he asked the workingmen of the United
Kingdom to come to the rescue in the
hour of peril, but he has invited the men
of science, the inventors, chemists, etc.,
to throw their energies and knowledge
into channelg that will help in the prose-
cution of the war. So far the enemy
has had the advantage in this respect, as
this section of the Germanic community,
like every other section, appears to have
been organized to do its “bit.”

In the United Kingdom are thousands
whose services could be secured and
used to help solve a number of problems
and thus greatly help the British and
their allies. One of the most importaat
of these is the finding of some way of
combatting the Zeppelins more effective-
ly than is the case at present. In the
British aerial corps are many Warne-
fords, but chance plays too big a partin
such feats as his. What is required is
development of the aeroplane or the dir-
igible that can be depended upon
make definite and successful warfaxe on
the Kaiser’s monsters, and end the ex-
asperating raids, To grapple with tanis
problem, Lloyd George is mobilizing the
services of all those up in the science
of aeronautics, and hag called in Orville
Wright, the American inventor of the
fiying machine. Other specific needs are
the necessity of securing some engine
of warfare that will Jessen the activities
of the submarine, and the finding of an
antidote to the asphyxiating gases of
the Germans. The United Kingdom is
well equipped with men competent to
face these tasks. Once they are organ-
ized by Lloyd Geprge we may expect

specifications prepared, and are sup-
posed to be supplying the men with a
better article. That was surely helpful
—at least to the soldiers, who needed
the help badly, ¢ ;

And so with the other charges of
graft. Denied at first, they were ad-
mitted afterwards; the offenders are
being prosecuted, and mew methods of
purchasing material have been adopted.
The Liberals have helped the country,
and if the Government is injured in the
process, so much the worse for the
Government. If the idea has gone
abroad that Canada was “rotten with
graft and corruption,” the fault lies
with Conservatives who were guilty,
and with Conservative Governments
which were either blind or compliant.

We hope there has been no such un-
complimentary view of Canada and
Canadians spread abroad. We do not
suppose there has been. We have had
some nasty occurrences, which do not
reflect any credit upon us. But we
should hope that outsiders will not
attribute to the whole of Canada the
faults of a few. At all events, the
Liberals did 'their duty, and calling
them “muckrakers”’ does not detract
from the credit due them. Had they
not stirred up inquiry, matters would
have gone on as they were, and graft
and corruption would only have in-
creased.

ACT OF MOHAMMEDANS

Latter Are Shot Down by
Party From British
Regiment.

[Canadian Press.]

LONDON, July 2. — 8:06 p.m.—The
killing of a major, a captain, a lieu-
tenant and a bombardier ' and the
wounding of a captain and a sergeant,
all officers of the Sth Indian Cavalry,
by two fanatical Mohammedans, who
were subsequently shot to death, was

announced tonight by the British of-
lﬂqtal press bureau. The statement fol-
ows:

“A lamentable tragedy occurred in
the 8th Cavalry of the Indian army
stationed at Jhansi, (in the united pro-
vinces of Agra and Oudh, British In-
dia). Two Mohammedan soldiers ran
amuck in the lines shooting and killing
Major M. H. L. Gale and cutting down
Lieutenant Courtenay who since has
died of his wounds.

“The murderers ran towards the of-
ficers’ mess and on the way met and
wounded Captain Hudson. Turning to-
wards the artillery barracks they fired
at a sergeant and a bombardier wound-
ing slightly the former and killing the

“The murderers were pursued and
shot by a party of men of the regi-
ment led by two British officers, but
not before they had fired and killed
another officer.

“The two men are reported to have
been of a morose and fanati~al dis-
position. They kept aloof from their
comrades. The act was an solated one
in which no one but the murderers were
involved.” 2

ZEPPELINS DID SERIOUS
DAMAGE AT NEWCASTLE

Bombs Rained Down Upon Munitions
Factory—Bulidings Well Lighted.

[Canadian Press.]

NEW YORK, July 2.—A description
of the bombardment of the north coast
of by Zeppelins on the night
of June 15, details of which have not
been permitted by the?British censors
to become public, were brought to New
York by passengers aboard the steam-
ship Lapland, from Liverpool.

According to accounts of the air raid
igiven by the Lapland’s passengers, the
|Zeppeling which rajded the mnortheast
coast of England were more success-
ful, from a military standpoint, than
’nny of the previous aerial war craft
which have flown over England, as they
did considerable damage to Palmers’
Foundry, a large machine shop in New-
castle, now used for a munitions fac-
tory.

The official reports, according to the
Lapland’s passengers, asserted that a
majority of the deaths caused by ex-
plosive bombs dropped by the raiders
took place in the munitions factory,
which also suffered grave material
damage. Except for insignificant injury
to the Tilbury and Gravesend docks,
no damage worthy of the name of mili-
tary usefulness, it was said, had been
wrought by the Zeppelins previous to
the raid on the fortheast coast on
June 15.

Pass Up Hull.

Ffrom Crimsby a course was then
steered for Hull, but when Hull was
reached little attention apparently was
paid to the city which had suffered
heavily from the previous visit of the
@erman aireraft. The pilot, who evi-
dently knew the country well, led the
Zeppelin squadron then to Newcastle.
Running with double shifts day and
night the munitions factory at New-
castle was well lighted and offered a
fair target to the aircraft. One of
the big Zeppelins seemed to hover,
almost stationary, over the munitions
lworks and rained down upon the fac-
tory a quantity of explosive and in-
cendjary bombs.

Former President of ‘M
Years.

AN EXILE FOUR YEARS|

Is Given Credit for Establish-

ment.

————————

[Canadian Press.]
_PARIS, July 2.—7:40 p.m.—General
Porfirio Diaz, former president of
Mexico, died at 7 o'clock this morning.

General Diaz’s wife. Senora Carmen
Romero Rubio Diaz, and their son, Por-
firio Diaz Jun., and the latter’s wife
were at the bedside when the end came,

General Diaz had been in- failing
heaith since reaching Europe in 1911
after his resignation from the presi-
dency of Mexico, following the success-
ful Madero revolution.

The letter with which General Por-
firio Diaz announced, on May 25, 1911,
his resignation from the - presidency
after having been master of the coun-
try for thirty-five years gives in his
own words an interesting glimpse of his
remarkable career. It reads:

g Diaz’ Resignation.

«Sir,—~The Mexican people who gen-
erously have covered me with honors,
who proclaime® me as their leader dur-
ing the international war, who patri-
otically assisted me in all works under-
taken to develop industry and the com-
merce of the republic, establish its
credit, gain for it the respect of the
world and obtain for it ,an honorable
position in the concert of nations®-that
same people, sir, have revolted in armed
military bands, stating that my pres-
ence 'in the exercises of the supreme
executive power is the cause of this
insurrection.

“I do not know of any fact imputable
to me which would have caused this
social phenomenon, but permitting,
though not admitting, that I may be
unwittingly culpable, such a possibil-
ity makes me the least able to reason
out and decide my own culpability.
Therefore, respecting as I have always
rupeega the will of the people, and in
accordance 'with article 82 of the Fed-
eral Constitution, I come before the
Supreme Representatives of the nation
in order to resign, unreservedly, the
office of constitutiona] president of the
réepublic with which the national vote
honored me, which I do with the more
reason since, in order to continue in of-
fice, it 'would be necessary to shed Mex-
ican blood, endange: the credit of
the country, dissipating its wealth, ex-
hausting its resources and exposing its
policy to international complications.

“I hope, gentlenien, that when the
passions which are inherent to all revol-
utions have been calmed, a more con-
scientious and just study will bring out
in the national mind, a .correct judg-
ment, which, when I die, I may earry
graven on my soul as a just estimate
of the life which I have devoted and
will devote to my countrymen.”

National Palace Stoned.

The revolution led by General Fran-
cisco 1. Madeéro Jun., in 1911, to re-
sign his office in a bargain for peace,
but on May 24, the day on which the
resignation was- expected, it was not
forthcoming. Riots occurred that day
in Mexico :City, during which many
persons were killed, The National Palace
was stoned by mobs shouting *“Viva
Madero!” and demanding to know why
Diaz did not resign, The next day he
read his letter of resignation to the
Chamber of Deputies. A large major-
ity voted aye; the other legislators rose
and bowed their affirmation as their
names were called. /

The minister of foreign affairs, Fran-
cisco Leon de la Barra, was immediate-
ly chosen provisional president and
Diaz, of whom for thirty years all
Mexico had stood in awe, left the cap-
ital, secretly the next day, to em-
bark at Vera Cruz for Europe. Since
then he had lived virtually an exile
in Paris and other European cities, a
silent observer of still more trouble-
some times in the land he had lo:g
ruled.

The views General Diaz held of these
subsequent happenings were reported
mainly by rumor. He authorized but
few interviews,. and those in the main
were those of an old man grieved
over his own misfortunes and those
of Mexico. He longed to see peace
re-established, and was often quoted
as having urged the now former Presi-
dent Huerta to quit to prevent a for-
eign war. He was repeatedly re-
ported on the point of returning to
Mexico, but he denied that he ever
would, unless Mexico was drawn into
war with the United States, or unless
it was for him to die in his native
land.

Spanish and Indlan Stock.

General Diaz was born in 1830. His
family were of old Spanish stock with
an infusion of Indian blood. Left
fatherless at the age of 3, he was edu-
cated at the expense of the Bishop of
Caxaca with the intemtion of becom-
ing a priest, but he eventually turned
to law and then at the outbreak of
the war with the United States turned
to a military career. He served
throughout that struggle in a militia
.company which he helped organize,
and after peace was declared he made
a special study of military science. He
and one other were the only two in
the country who dared openly oppose
the continuation of Santa 'Anna’s dic-
tatorship. His execution was ordered,
but he escaped and joined Herrera's
Revoit. He speedily made a reputation
as a soldier, and as a brigadier-general
he was the chief thorn in the side of
the French forces, when, taking ad-
vantage of the civil war in the United
States, they attempted to place Arch-
duke Maximilian of Austria on the

$100,000,000 TO BE
FLOATED IN NEW YORK

Megotiations Reportu in Progress—
Offering May Be Increased.

[Canadian Press.]

New York, July 3.—Negotiations were
reported today to be in progress be-
tween officials of the British treasury
and a group of New York bankers head-
ed by J. P. Morgan & Co. and others for
the flotation in this country of a $100,-
000,000 British war loan. Reports dis-
agreed as to the nature of the proposed
loan. In some sources it was described
as a part of the great British war loan
of $5,000,000,000 recently authorized,
while in other quarters it was said that
the loan to be floated here would be
a separate one, bearing an interest rate
of five per cent.

Tax Exemption.

It was understood that the offering
would be increased possibly to $300,000,-
000 if the bonds were well received by
American investors. Bankers believe
that the loan will mature in ten years.
Intimations are said to have been re-
ceived here that the British treasury

| will rule within o few days that war

bonds sold outside of Great Britain shall
be free of the British income tax. Un-
less this were done, it was said, there
could be little hope that the issue would
be popular in America.

Really a Credit.

British Government Had Cancelled This
Before She Sailed.

Washington, July 38.—Ambassador

The line reported that
prior to her last voyage the Armenian
had been requisitioned by the British
Government but that the requisition
had been cancelled before she sailed
from Newport News, although the ship
had not been put back on the regular
sailing lists of the company.

SUNK BY BRITISH SUBMARINE

Craft Repeats Feat in Sea of Marmora, While Land Forces
Make Important Gains—Achi Babi; a Small
Gibraltar, Surrounded.

[Canadian Press.]
LONDON July 3.—1:55 a.m.—A British
submarine in the Sea of Marmora on
June 26 sunk the Turkish transport No.
42, which was full of troops, according
to the Athens correspondent of the Ex-
change Telegraph Company.
General Sir Ian Hamilton, command-
ing the allied land forces at the Dar-
danelles in his second official dispatch
of the week records the repulse of a
vicious counter-attack by the Turks
who were bent on recovering the lost
ground south of the fortified hill of
Achi Baba and the strong position at
Krithia, which the British have for some
time been attempting to envelop.
The British forged a bit forward last
Monday and the following day the
Turks, after sapping and mining,
launched a counter-stroke with the bay-
onet. This was crushed, while the
French forces operating on the right in
Kereves Dere Valley, toward the east-
coast of Gallipoli, advanced and con-
solidated the ground won the latter part
of June. The distances are not stated.
Despite the hard fighting ever since
the lading on April 25, the Franco-
British expedition only lately has
achieved anything notable toward
strengthening its hold on the tip of the
Gallipoli peninsula, Achi Baba being a
small Gibraltar, bristling with machine
guns, surrounded by barbed wire and
terraced with trenches. This is the rea.
son why an allied progress is hailed
with great satisfaction in England. It
is interesting to note the tributes to
the Turk's bravery and even gallantry
paid in almost every dispatch from the
British correspondents at the Dardan-
elles. At no time during the peninsula
fighting have the Turks been accused of
atrocities,

Offficlal Statement,

Ap official statement given out by the
British .Government this evening an-
nounces the capture of certain trenches
in the Dardanelles operations, which
complete the capture of that part of
the Turkish line gained by the French
on June 21. Y

The full text of the statement fol-
lows: :
“Gen. Sir Ian Hamilton’s report that
on the afternosh of June 29 hostile
columng moving west from North Achi-
Babg and south from Kilid-Bahr, to-
wards the Turkish right flank, indi-
cated that the enemy was preparing for
a counter-attack against a position
we captured on the previous day. Dur-
ing the evening two mine galleries in
front of our right centre were blown
in, after which the enemy subjected
the trenches to a heavy rifke and ma-
chine gun fire for two hours. After a
lull and another outburst of fire a
determined attack was made against
the left of our position with the bay-
onet. This- attack was repulsed with
a heavy losg to the enemy.

Heavy Lossg on Coast.
“On the southern front the Turks
made a concerted attack along the
coast, where H, M. S, Wolverine, a
destroyer, got searchlights and guns
onto the main body and caused a heavy
loss.
‘“To the east the attack was pressed
closer under g heavy artillery fire, but
finally was checked about 40 yards
from our parapet, Bomp attacks and
intermittent shelling continued, but no
further general attack was made, and
at 6:30 a.m, the French moved out,
and by 7:20 a.m. had taken a strol
system of entrenchments immediat;;g
in front of the left centre of the line
called by them Quadrilatoral.
