BURIED THEIR OWN CITY

This

What Montealbans
Scientists Think.

City of Mexico, April 10.—Several
archaeologists, after extensive ex-
aminations, announced that the pre-
historic rins of Montealban show
every evidence of the city having been
covered by the residents themselves.
It is the supposition that they were
forced to leave by the advent of some
stronger people, and rather than allow
them the adantage of their work they
covered the edifices with dirt and then
made their departure.

Montealban 1s a flat mountain three
miles from Oaxaca and on the flat sum-
mit are found some of the most ex-
tensive rulns In the republic. Practic-
ally every bullding 1s covered with
several feet of dirt, making 1t appear
as only a mound,

Several of the bulldings have been
cleared of the covering and are in a
fine state of preservation. The latest
excavations were made by L. Batres,
jun,, representing the archaelogical de-
partment of the Government, and it is

Nauseous Stuff Sold as Genuine in the
Markets of Berlin.

Berlin, April 10.—The latest cause
celebre in Berlin is one with sausages
as its object. A number of dealers in
these savory articles, dear to the heart
of Germans, have been indicted for
purchasing unheard-of quantities of
sausages made of horseflesh and selling
them, after manufacture, as the pro-
ducts of the Black Forest and
Thuringia.
