New York, Nov. 27. — The Tribune 
yeserday had the following special 
from Los Angeles: The Yaqui Indians 
of Sonora, Mexico, have broken out 
again, and news has been recsit ed of 
one of the bloodiest of massacres ever 
committed by them. A week ago last 
Sunday at Rapiero,- near Saqui Grande, 
the Indians made a night attack on a 
company of the Fifth Regiment Mexi­
can Rurals, sixty men, under command 
of Colonel Francisco Picarard , and. 
after a terrific fight, annihilated the 
entire force. Not a man was left to tell 
the fearful story.

On the scene of carnage only six 
bodies were found, the soldiers having 
been atwer. into the brush and killed, 
some after they had bee i horribiv for- 
tuied. and their bodies left scattered 
over a district of several miles.

Rome, Nov. 27. — Demonstrations 
against Austria, resulting from the 
prohibition by the Austrian Govern­
ment of the institution of a free Ital­
ian university at Innsbruck, were con­
tinued th oughout Rome yesterday, but 
were at all points broken up by the 
police, who gathered in large numbers 
especially around the Austrian em­
bassy and Austrian consulate, against 
which the chief efforts of the demon- 
strators were directed. The crowds even 
invaded the public promenade in the 
garder s of the Pininico, and compelled 
the band to play the royal march, 
which was greeted with applause. At 
the university the students, to the 
number of about 1,000, held an indig­
nation meeting, and then decided to 
make a demonstration in the streets 
of the city. The police were prepared 
for this, however, and as soon as the 
students emerged they attacked them, 
compelling them to re-enter the uni- 
versity. The students showed their 
indignation by breaking the windows 
and furniture of the class rooms. The 
authorities have decided to close the 
university, until order has been re­
stored.

An anti-Austrian demonstration was 
held at Turin, where the demonstra­
tors rang the bells of the university, 
broke the windows and benches and 
exploded firecrackers, producing a 
slight panic. Similar demonstrations 
were held at Milan, Parma, Padua and 
Genoa. The Government has deter­
mined to suppress the demonstrations 
at any cost, as it wishes to avoid 
complaint from the Austrian Govern­
ment.

Later.—The anti-Austrian demon­
strations are assuming a grave char­
acter and the Government has stopped 
the delivery of all telegrams sent in 
cipher. All over Rome the cry is 
“Down with Francis Joseph; let us 
break the triple alliance." At the

New York, Nov. 27.—The American 
prints the following from Colon under 
date of Nov. 26: The royal mail 
steamer Trent arrived at this port to­
day from Cartagena.

The captain of the Trent reported 
that while he was lying in the harbor 
of Cartagena, the United States consul 
at that place, Luther F. Ellsworth, 
was invited to come aboard as his 
(the captain's) guest. Mr. Ellsworth 
responded to the invitation, but when 
half way up the gang plank was 
stopped by Colombian soldiers and 
turned back.

The Colombian authorities would not 
permit the Trent to take any passen­
gers, mail or cargo from Colombian 
ports for Colon.

Consul Ellsworth, who was formerly 
United States consul at Puerto Cabello, 
Venezuela, told the people on the Trent 
that he had been repeatedly insulted 
by the Colombian officials since the 
recognition of the independence of 
Panama by the United States.

The 
Russian view is that no good "reason 
exists why the United States should be­
come involved in a quarrel at the in­
stigation of Russia's enemies, when her 
interests, comparatively insignificant, 
are not yet invaded. It is pointed out 
that last winter and spring the United 
States was aroused by the persistent 
declaration in the British and Japanese 
press that Russia would never permit 
China to sign a commercial treaty, yet 
it was signed on the date fixed.

His system is simple in the extreme. 
Told off in all the class-rooms are moni­
tors. whose duty it is at a given signal 
to open the doors near which they are 
placed. Each child at once drops what­
ever it may have in its hands, stands up 
and marches straight out of the building, 
with the other children, who, in the 
meantime, have also received warning.

How well this system worked is shown 
by the following account of the East 
Ham board school fire, given in the Daily 
Mail:

“It was just half-past 9, and at the 
end of 30 minutes of religious instruction, 
for which the code provides, every boy 
was in his place, in front of him a blank 
sheet of paper and a set of questions, 
for the monthly examination was about 
to begin, and breathless silence reigned 
on the upper floor of the school among 
the GOO little fellows, all eager to dis- 
tinguish themselves. Suddenly, in the 
midst of the quiet, a sharp crackling 
noise broke in upon the ear of the ever- 
alert headmaster.

“Surely it was not fire. There was no 
smoke, not even the scent of burning 
wood told where the trouble lay.

London, Nov. 27.—Thanksgiving Day 
was celebrated by the American So­
ciety in London at a banquet given 
at the Hotel Cecil last night. There 
were over 400 covers. Winiam Jennings 
Bryan was the guest of honor. The 
speeches, while flavored by the usual 
seasonable cheer and references to 
Anglo-American friendliness, developed 
particularly into a duel of repartee, 
good-natured, but also sub-acid, 
between Mr. Bryan and United States 
Ambassador Choate. There were a 
number of notable guests at the ban­
quet.

The Duke of Marlborough proposed 
a toast to President Roosevelt, and 
addressing himself to the interests 
which England and the United States 
have in common, referred in terms of 
the highest praise to President Roose- 
velt, and spoke feelingly of the late 
Ambassador Herbert.

The American Society in Lon- 
don had now among them another of 
rhe.se exiles, for whom, personally, he, 
as ambassador, had been doing the best 
he could. He had taken Mr. Bryan 
to visit the Bank of England, where 
he was able to study the fiscal ques­
tion in his native lair. The company 
would be edified, said Mr. Choate, had 
they heard Mr. Bryan cross-examin­
ing the governor of the Bank of Eng­
land. The ambassador said he had 
aided Mr. Bryan to hear Mr. Asquith, 
Mr. Chamberlain, Lord Goschen and 
Lord Rosebery all within 48 hours, so 
tf his views upon the fiscal question 
were not utterly mixed they would 
appreciate at least the quality of the 
man they had before them.

The speech of the ambassador was 
followed by an ovation to Mr, Bryan, 
which lasted for several minutes.

Mr. Bryan, in desponding, paid a 
graceful tribute to the English guests 
of the society. He said the highest 
compliment he was able to pay was 
that in looking over the tables he 
was unable to distinguish the English 
from the American women present. 
He thanked the British nation for the 
kindly forbearance it had shown in 
receiving him, the protectionists for 
letting him in at all, and the gold 
bugs for not having deported him im­
mediately after his arrival. Mr. 
Bryan said he had profited exceeding­
ly by his visit to the Bank of England. 
He wanted to call-attention, however, 
to the murderous attack by an insane 
man with a revolver on Mr. Kenneth 
Graham, which occurred on the day 
he called. Touching on the clay, 
Thanksgiving Day, Mr. Bryan spoke 
eloquently of the natural resources 
and advantages of the United States 
for which the people must return 
thanks to God, and of the ideals of lib­
erty and progress for which they must 
thank their English progenitors. He 
urged the necessity of the present 
generation bequeathing to posterity 
some gift commensurate with the 
blessing's they had . received from 
their ancestors, , and suggested 
that they bequeath the ideal of 
international amity, of which The 
Hague arbitration treaty was a na­
tional monument. "Hail to the na­
tion.’’ concluded Mr. Bryan, “whatever 
her name, who leads the world, to­
wards this higher ideal for the last­
ing good of all humanity."

Murderous Attempt.
Salt Lake, Nov. 27.—A special from

Suits Against Dowie at Rate of $5,000 
a Day.

Waukegan, Ill., Nov. 27.—Creditors 
of Dowie are filing suits daily in the 
circuit court here. The suits range 
from $5,000 down, and average $5.000 a 
day. The total filed in the last month 
exceeds $50,000. Suits have also been 
begun in Chicago, and in Michigan, 
where Dowie owns a fine summer 
home.

Dowie is said to have transferred 
title to Shiloh House, his $100,000 man­
sion, to his wife before her departure 
for Europe.

Mr. William McKerlie, whose death 
occurred on Wednesday at the rest- 
dence of his daughter, Mrs. L. T. 
Bland, of Kincardine, was one of the 
pioneers of Western Ontario.

Mr. McKerlie was 96 years of age, 
and with the exception of a half-dozen 
years spent in California, he had lived 
his entire life in the section of On- 
tario lying west of Toronto—the greater 
portion of it in the immediate vicinity 
of London. He was born on the Gov- 
ernor's road, in the township of Nel- 
son, Halton County, on Nov. 22. 1807, 
and consequently at the time of his 
death had just passed his 96th birth- 
day. lie remained ill Halton County 
until he was 32 years of age—and some 
of those years were full of excite- 
ment. Besides experiencing all the 
hardships and privations so common 
to the pioneers of those days, Mr. Mc- 
Kerlie took a. hand in suppressing the 
rebellion of 1837 and 1338, noluing a 
commission in what was known as the 
First Regiment of Gore. He was an 
expert horseman, a splendid shot, and 
possessing a daring spirit he was 
chosen to carry dispatches—a task that 
not infrequently compelled him to ride 
great distances unaccompanied.

A year before the rebellion broke 
out, Mr. McKerlie was married to Miss 
Eliza McCormick, of Eramosa, and at 
the conclusion of the hostilities in 1838, 
he came west with his wife, settling 
within sight of the present city of 
London, but which at that time was 
nothing more than a mere hamlet. His 
farm comprised lots 11 and 12, con- 
cession 1, of Westminster Township, 
and this property he owned up to the 
time of his death. The gold fields of 
California gave promise of unusual 
wealth in 1849, and Mr. McKerlie, who 
was always so fond of adventure, went 
to that country, going by way of the 
Isthmus of Panama. He engaged in 
gold digging for six years, returning 
in 1855 to Westminster, and again en- 
gaging in farming. He remained there 
until ten years ago, since which time 
he has made his home with his daugh- 
ters and sons. Mrs. McKerlie died in 
1890.

Mr. McKerlie was interested in muni- 
cipal politics to such an extent that he 
served several terms in the Westmin-

mess, and seemed to be devoid of sup- 
port. When London ceased buying the 
market began to sag off, and it then 
could be seen that although it as true 
that there was no pressure to sell stocks 
by insiders, it was also true that the 
market was bare of buying power, except 

. where there was covering, or when there 
was manipulation. Money rates remain- 
ed unchanged, most of the early loans 
being made at 6% per cent.

Indians Threaten to Kill the United 
States Government Teacher.

Washington, Nov. 26. - Indian Com­
missioner Jones received a telegram 
from Dulce, N. M., late tonight stat­
ing that the Jacarilla-Apache tribe of 
Indians was preparing to go on the 
warpath and wipe out of existence the 
Indian school at Lamberton, in that 
state, kill the industrial teacher, spoil 
the educational plans of the bureau 
and raise Cain generally.

The commissioner immediately .tele­
graphed Indian Agent Johnson at 
Dulce, urging him to use every effort 
to quell the disturbance. Troops will 
be asked for. if the agent requests 
that this step be taken. Settlers in 
the vicinity are in a state of panic.

The Jacarilla-Apaches number about 
1,000 and are "blanket Indians," which 
means, according to the Indian bureau 
translation, that they wear blankets, 
live m tepees, worship the Indian 
Manitou, participate in "sun," "ghost," 
"corn,” “war" and other dances, and 
are generally uncivilized.
