FARM TRAINING
FOR SOLDIERS

Promising Results of a Govern-
ment Experiment in Eng-
gland.

Canadians are looking for-
ward with considerable hope to
the  arrangements, made and
making, to establish ex-soldiers
as farmers.

First in order of importance
of course, must be the Dominion
Government’s plan. This, as the
Prime Minister assured Sir Rid-
er Haggard the other day, “Will
be satisfactory to all those who
have at heart the great pur-

e.” For its details we must
wait till Parliament meets.

Then there is the scheme em-
bodied in the British Columbia
“Soldier’ Homestead Act.” This
includes a free grant . of land,
and a loan of money for im-
provements to each soldier set-
tler, with exemption from all
except school taxes, and five

' years’ exempti_on from seizure

There is also a scheme of the
Canadian Pacific Railway-—a
development of the ready-majle
farm system, the Company de-

enterprise.

Most of the schemes propos-
&d are for able-bodied men; and
for general farm work an able
body is an necessary as an able
mind. But some forms of work
on the land can. be hopefully
undertaken even by men more
or less disabled..

The Government, through its
Military Hospitals Commission,
is already giving the men at
some of the convalescent instit-
itions instruction in gardening
and poultry-raising; and a good
deal of progress may be expect-
ed along these lines.

Canadians are therefore keen-
ly interested in watching the
similar experiments now being
carried on in the old country.

In England, the first experi-
ment in the program of training
disabled soldiers for work on
the land started eight months
ago 4t the Cheshire County
Council’s Agricultural College,
and the result so far is regarded
as most promising.

Some of the men have either
lived in the country or work
on the land before, while others
are town-bred; but all alike
have shown considerable apti-
tude. They have been disabled

-4in various ways. Two, forin-

stance, have . lost an arm, and
.one a hand; .but all three have
shown themselves perfectly
competent to do good work. In:
every case the country life, and
work in the open air, have been
of benefit to them.

« The main endeavor has been
to make the men good all-round
farmers. Some of them will be
able to-manage small farms of
their own; others have obtained
or are obtaining sufficient prac-
tical knowledge to-assist in gar-
dening, dairy-work, or poultry-
raising. ., All spend much more
time in actual work than in at-
tending class-room lectures;
but they are learning a little
botany and  chemistry, and|

surgery _T](;r
simple purposes. Some of the
men hdve already been placed in
_good situations. 1

One of the most urgent re-
quliements of our country is
that our returning soldiers
shall be encouaged and assisted
in every pra way to seize
the opportunities offered them
for such training; and this wiil
be available not only at the
Convalescent Hospital, where a
beginning can be made, but af-
terwards at the ‘agricultural
school and colleges which offer-
ed to instruct men disabled from
returning to their previous oc-
cupation.

Flanders, Aug. l7_lh 1916.
DeArR FATHER : 7

1§ is a long timé since I wrote my
last letter to you, but of course you
know all about me, and as much o
what I am doing, through mothers
letters as I can tel! any one.

1 was very glad when your letter
to Jim and me came today.

I am quite a distance from Jim
today as the Batt'n. left last night,
he does not have toleave the trans-
port lines, so when the Batt'n. are
in front line, support or reserve,l do
not see him at all, I was glad to be
out the last trip for I saw him sever-
al times, and had long talks with
him.. I hope he will stay with the
transport, for | know it will be bet-
ter for him in every possible way.
You know there are many, many
lines of work in connection with the
war, other than that in_the firing |
line, and scme men are better fitted
for work back at the transport lines,
or base than for the trenches. There
work on the roads, railroads, am-
unition ¢olumns; Army Service
Corps, as well as Batt'n_transport;
but there are many other big and
important branches, and in these as
well as in the firing line, good sab-
er men, not afraid of rough, dirty;
hard work, are always wanted.

Some people will laugh sometimes
and sneer at a chap behind thelines,
who has for his work, something
similar to what he was used to in
private life. but they forget. that not
every man can do that particular
line of work while nearly every man
can doin the front line. [mean by
that, that a man does not need to
know a trade, it is not required of

'him in the front line. There are hun-

dreds of painters needéd all the
time; thousands of carpenters,black-
smiths shoe makers,. harness-mak -
ers, hinists, in fact hani
of every sort, to’ repair transport
waggons, autos, .Lorry's;boou for
troops, painting Signs, nearly every
branch of work that is done in large
cities, must be done to keep up an
army on active service, and keep
every department in perfect running
order all the time. . °

Perhaps you don’t know but, we
have not always been on the same
front or sector for several months
after we first came over we a
comparatively quiet sector but since
March we liave been in the worst
places of all, and have been hit hard.
The Ypres Salient was awful, every
part of it. I have been throuigh
Yprespseveral *times. The destruc-
tion there js terrible.  Magnificent
buildings are now heaps of ruin, or
else full of shell holes. It is a very
large town, but they say there is not
asingle building there that isnot
more or less damaged. 1 gathered a
few roses there one day whien we
halted for a rest, and I intend
sending one or two, but as I had to
carry them in iny tusic pocket, they
were not much mcre than powder
when I got to my journeys end.

.The reason I did not write any
letter while in London was because
Jim was writing, and I was’ either
taking, in the sights or sleeping.

A great effort is al-
so being made to e a mar-
ket in Biston for the products of
‘these Maritime farms, and there
is no doubt but that the cost of
living in New ®ngland will be
lowered by the shipment of
Maritime products into Boston.
It is the purpose of those be-
hind the campaign to ' create
markets in NewEngland for

distributing centres in the prin-
cipal cities of the East. The pro-
I'Mucts will be shipped to Boston
and distributed from that port.

Throughout the Maritime
Provinces a mailing service has
been established by which the
farmers receive charts and-lit-
erature showing them how and
when to best box and ship their
products. -

The farmers are kept advieed
as to market quotations and
they are furnished charts and
show clearly the cost of freight-
ing their products  from all
points. Import  -duty .is also
clearly shown on these charts.

Mr. MacMahon states that
there is every indication of a
fair crop of good gravensteins
this fall.
