The Unppardonable Sin.

J. W. WEDDELL.

A Bible Reading.

OR if we sin wilfully after that we have
received the knowledge of the truth
(Jesus's truth) there remaineth no
more sacrifice for sins.”'  “'For it is

F

impossible for those who were once enlighlene’

and have tasted of the heavenly gift and wer
made partakers of the Holy Ghost, and hava
tasted the good word of God and the powers of
| the world to ccme, if they shall fall away (away
from Christ) to renew them again repent-
ance, secing they cruci: ' (or requil the cru-
cifixion of) the Son of God afresh, put zim

|

the beart, To meer him is w feel
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(in his fiest erucifixion) to an open shame'’
(Heb, vi: 4-6). Whosoever speaketh against the
Holy Ghost (the Christ of the Holy Ghost), it
shall not be foryiven him; Matt. xii: 32.

I made this declaration on the basis of God's
word, The unpardonable sin is simply the un-
pardoned sin, the sin that refuses Christ's full
and final expiation or atonement.

I'here is a good deal of needless burden and
anxiety on this matter. This we may know—
God's word clearly proves it—the unpardunable
simi: (1) Notsome special form of sin.  The
grace of Jesus Christ is promised to ‘‘save untu
the utmost” (Bible Union Version) those who
come unto God by him

(2) Not some particular degree of sin
“though your sins be as scarlet.””  God hates sin,
bt he loves the sinner, “‘where sii: abounded
groce did much more alound."

(3) It does signify a wrong mind regarding
sivand a wrony way of treating the remedy for
sin. which 1s Christ.  On this accout, any sin
may be the unpardonable sin and until the
remedy s applied, is the fatal and unpardoned
and, in so far, unpardonable sin.

Study briefly these three proof passages.

1. “If we sin wilfully,”” etc.; Heb. x: 26.
Many have understood this to mean some deliber-
| ate transgression after conversion. It may be so
but it is not necessarily so. It is so if it be un-
confessed and unrepented, but not because of its
particular form or fashion. There are thiee
things said about the unpardonable sin here:

(I') It is wilful, or as we say, ‘Done a pur-
pose ' this the literal of the original.

(II.) It is koowing, or done with gospe!
knowledge: 7 ¢ , knowledge of Christ.

(III.) It is without sacrifice, or in other
words, it stands unforgiven. We need to recall
here the keynote of Hebrews; Jesus Christ the
perfect sacrfice and the end of the law. We
sometimes say, the Better Spokeman, High Priest,
Sacrifice, etc., ‘ollowing out the various chapter
headings. It were etter to say the best, nay the
sule and only sacrifice. Jesus alone can save.
Hence if one sins today deliberately and wilfully,
o"as if he (hought some Old Testament rite or
ritual might atone for him; if he, knowing that
the old sacrifices are put away and the one
sdcrifice on the cross has been made, sin or go on
sinning, trusting in the works of the law or mere
morclity, let him krow that ke is left utterly for-
‘ 1 rn and Icst, for since Christ has come there re-
| maineth “‘vo more sacrifice for sin’’ on the
| Mosai schedule, but only judgment. In the

lightof tcday and on this side of the cross, the

sin that goes back to the blood of bulls and goats,
is unpardoned and unpardonable, for it has
| passed over the only pardon possible.

2. ‘It is impossible for those who are once
enlightened,”” etc. (Heb. vi: 4-6). Thissignifies
perhaps in part the reprobacy occasioned by
lukewarmness or backsliding. Put in the main,
it isi ded age the troubled or the
weak in the faith, to put new and full trust in
Jeeus Christ and go on to better things. For it
tells us these things that belong to us in Christ:

(1.) Masn is fully enlightened, the Light of
the world has come, there is nothing beyond,
nothing further to le expected for insurance or
assurauce of salvation,

(2.) We have tasted of the heavenly gift.
The final gift of God's love, promised to the
ancients, is already our by actual experience and
enjoyment. ‘Lo, I am with you.”

(3) We have been.made partakers of the
Holy Ghost, whereby we lay hold on heavenly
riches, the things of Christ at God's right hand.

(4) We have tasted and known ‘‘the good
word of God, and the powers of the world to
come,’’ which is as much as to say, that not only
the promise of heaven and future blessedness is
ours, but actual foretastes of its realities are given
us_*'Joy unspeakable and full of glory.” .

Now if in view  f all these things we®all away,
not from religion, but from Christ and unto
Mosaism and work righteousness, with its im.

The Proportion of the Faith,

NY one who follows tne reports of the vari-
ons  summer religious assemblies can
hardly fail to get the impression that
there is an increasing disposition on the

part of many gand people to ahridge Christianity
into ore or two doctrives. « To be sure more in-
tense people are ant to he undulv prominent at
these meetings.  Bnt thera is much reason to be-
lieve that this tendency is thoroughly svmpto-
matic of a gond deal of the religious life of our
time.  The more spiritual Christians are inclined
to narr vy Christianity to a few favorite doctrines,
and thev seem to care quite as nch for the pre-
valence of these doctrines within the churches as
for the trinmph of the Gnspel in the world.

The Apnstle Panl has a suggestive admonition
in the twelfth chapter of his letter to the Romans,
where he savs:  *‘Prophecy according to the pro-
portion of the faith.”"  He thonght of “‘the faith'*
s an articnlated svstem, or as our New England
fathers used to phrase it, “‘a body of divinity "’
It had parts, each of which contributed to the
unity and perfection of the whole, Many of th-
most serious heresies that have afflicted the
church have arisen from a lack of perspective a
want of the sense of proportion. A zealous he-
liever has seen that one doctrine was true, but he
has not seen that several other doctrines are al<
true. And he has magnified the one doctrine
that he perceives clearly out of proportion to its
legitimate place in the Christian system.

Sometimes ministers come to have their pet
doctrines, and they do not realize how their in-
sistence upon one truth, without a.s>nse of pro-

+ portion, weakens the effectivensss of their appeals

They take up the Second Coming of Christ or a
mystical doztrine of holiness, or theory of the
interpretation of the Beok of Revelation, or
speculation as to immortality, and their preach-
ing, no matter from what text they start, all
comes back to rest in that.
