Conversion of an Infidel.
RELATED BY HIMSELF.

The period of our first acquaintance was, 
as you are aware, a dark and melancholy 
era in my life. I was an orphan, deprived 
of both parents, under circumstances calcu­
lated to give peculiar poignancy to the be­
reavement. 1 was, however, at the time of 
life favorable to the development of the 
bighes (faculties of the mind, the warm affec­
tions of the heart, and the better traits of 
character, and but for one fatal plague spot, 
one drop of corrosive poison, which had been 
early infused into my mind, I should have 
escaped the manifold sorrows and trials 
through which I have passed.

When young men have been flattered 
into the belief that they are the possessors 
of talents or genius, there is an ordeal 

j through which the mind seems almost des- 
j tined to pass, unless the direction is chang- 
! td by the strongest and most controlling in­
fluences—1 mean scepticism and infidelity.

; There is an intellectual pride in rising 
i above the opinions of those who surround us, 
and in combating and overthrowing what 
we consider the vulgar prejudices of the age.

Such, unfortunately, was the case with 
1 myself. My religious education had been 
’ neglected—although 1 had been early taught, 
both by precept and example, to venerate 

j the Christian religion, my mind bad not 
been indoctrinated into the evidences upon 

j which its claims to divinity rested. Reli- 
i gion, with me, was an impulse of feeling, 

not a dictate of reason. There was no so­
lid foundation upon which the superstruc­
ture bad been reared. Is it to be wondered 
at, that it shonld have fallen at the first 
assult of scepticism ? The ingenious and 
plausible sophistries of Bolingbrooke—the 
metaphysical subtilties of Hume—and (1 
blush to own it) the virulent and vulgar 
abuse of Fame, soon enlisted roe,, as they 
have enlisted thousands, under the dark 
banner of infidelity. Had I remained satis­
fied with the tilent enjoyment of my own 
opinions, I should not teel (as 1 now do) so 
keen a reproach of conscience. 1 should 
have imputed my error to the blindness, 
the delusion, the waywardness of the human 
mind. But no ! Enamored as I was, with 
my discovery of Truth, I labored with the 
zeal of a propagandist to disseminate its ora­
cles through the world.

Looking down from the calm and dignifi­
ed elevation of Reason and Philosophy, 
upon a system which, 1 believed, led captive 
the human mind, in the letters of a dark 
and drivelling superstition, l was prepared to 
sacrifice everything for its extinction.— 
While other infidels would have kindly con­
sented to tolerate a system, which it was 
conceded was well adapted to promote the 
happiness of society, from the sublime purity 
of its morality, and the holy charities which 
it inculcated, there was nothing in this con­
sideration which appeased my hostility, or 
softened the rancor of my venom. If there 
was one think on earth which 1 more cordi­
ally hated than another, it was the Christian 
religion, and to have exterminated it from 
the world, I would have unsheathed the 
sword and lighted the fagot. What a pic­
ture, faithful to the life, 1 have presented of 
my heart ! Mild, gentle and benevolent as 
I seemed, could you have conceived that 
the demon of a passion so unholy was rag­
ing in my bosom ? Such were my religious 
opinions at the period of our acquaintance. 
But it is also necessary to advert to a cir­
cumstance—which, a= it served to aggravate 
the morbid melancholy of iny feelings at the 
time, exerted no inconsiderable inllence over 
my future life. When you knew me, my 
heart was desolate—desolate from the rup­
ture of dear and kindred ties. It yearned 
to love and lu he loved, and to seek in its 
loneliness some object npon which its warm 
arid burning affections could he lavished.
It sought, wooed, and ------ , and 1 went
forth into the world, and into a strange 
land, a being of blighted hopes and crushed 
affections—and years, long, dreary years, 
rolled over me—and the melancholy which 
had preyed so long upon my mind, began 
to wear a yet deeper impression. I beheld 
shadows, clouds, and darkness resting upon 
the prospects of my early like :

But in the midst of this loneliness of 
heart, a new light dawned upon the mind. 
Behold ! the Infidel made the concert to the 
truth of Christianity ! The circumstance 
which led to this unexpected change of 
opinion presents a remarkable instance of 
the waywardness of the human mtqid—a 
waywardness which, in my case,f was 
actually the offspring of wounded vanity. 
Recollect the sentiment expressed in a for­
mer part of this letter, that infidelity is often 
Aigendered from intellectual pride, and you 
will have a key to the solution of this mar­
vel.

There resided in the village with me a 
mechanic—a man certainly ot some acute­
ness of intellect—but who, having learned 
just enough to “ intoxicate the brain,” con­
ceived that nature had fashioned him a ge­
nius. He professed infidelity, and had his 
disciples. What right, thought I, had he to 
elevate himselt above the opinions of the 
age ? That was the prerogative of genius. 
Here was a wound inflicted upon my vanity. 
Was 1 to stoop from my menial elevation to 
a level with him, and hail him as a fellow 
infidel ? Under the sting of mortified van­
ity, I resolved t > silence him. My opinions 
(which from policy nad here been concealed) 
were unknown. 1 would enter upon the 
arena the champion of Christianity. I 
would combat in argument positions to 
which my mind secretly assented, if, by so 
doing, 1 could expose their advocate to de­
feat.0 We were frequently thrown into dis­
cussion. His opinions were those of every 
infidel ; but without the ability to maintain 
them, he was driven, baffled and defeated, 
from the field of argument. You begin to 
perceive the effect which these discussions 
produced upon my mind. 1 became, from 
habit of thought and self-imposed necessity, 
more and more attached to that side of the 
question which had been so much in con­
flict with my secret opinions. This was not 
all. In the exercise of my mind, in un­
tangling some web of sophistry, which had 
before puzzled me, a truth would be evolved 
in the process, so clear and luminous as to 
force conviction on my mind. I remember,
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tha^ in one of our disputations, “ the inabi­
lity of the human mind to grasp and com­
prehend the sublime mysteries of revela­

tion," was an argument used by my oppo­
nent against the truth of that revelation. I 
replied in substance, that men were fre­
quently made infidels by not starting in 
their reasonings at the right point. Let 
them be satisfied, by external and internal 
evidences, that the Bible is a revelation 
from God, and the mind will be constrained 
to acquiesce in the truth of all its doctriaes, 
however incomprehensible these doctrines 
may be to the reason. As simple and as 
important as this truth is, it had never be­
fore occurred to me. You will smile when 
I tell you, that I was actually charmed with 
what I considered the conception of a new 
idea. But its novelty to me was not all. 
Oh no ! Thank God ! it proved the beacon 
light to guide my nearly shipwrecked rea­
son from the dark ocean of Infidelity into a 
bright and glorious haven. Upon my re­
turn home, 1 pondered upon it ; 1 brought 
it to bear upon myself, 1 took it as a torch 
of light in my hand, and explored the dark 
recesses of my own mind. I asked myself 
the question, “ What made you an Infidel ?” 
And I was startled when the answer came 
“ The incomprehensible mysteries of revefil­
iation.” I asked myself again, “ Have you 
investigated the external and internal evi­
dences of that revelation ?” and 1 could have 
shrieked when the answer came again,— 
“ Never." You can anticipate the sequel 
I surrounded myself with the works of the 
ablest writers in defence of Christianity. I 
pored over them day and night. The 
powers of my mind were expanded to their 
utmost tension to grapple with the argument. 
Truth was my aim, and I was daunted by 
no labor or difficulty. I felt like the 
“ wrestler of the deed,” diving for the 
pearl concealed in its caverns. The value 
of the gem repaid the toil aod exhaustion of 
the search. 1 turned to the Bible. I be' 
came chained to its golden pages. Light 
dawned—increased with vividness, until it 
burst upon my vision with the effulgence of 
the noon-day sun ; and now, if the sorrows 
of the wanderer have excited the sympa­
thies in the course of this narrative—it you 
have gone with him to the tomb of his early 
hope», and mourned over his desolation, you 
will rejoice, perhaps, io the persuasion, that 
here his afflictions have ended. But, alas ! 
not so. While reason yielded a cold assent 
to the overpowering truths ol Christianity, 
my heart was not won to its regenerating in­
fluence or its holy consolations. The vital 
current of that heart seemed frozen, its sen­
sibilities deafened ; and it was still burdened 
and palsied and crushed under the palpable 
weight of an abiding loneliness. Wherever 
I turned, that spell was around me, upon 
me. If I mingled in the crowded haunts of 
men, 1 was still alone. If I quaffed the 
poison of the goblet, or sought the amuse­
ments of the social circle, I was still alone. 
Books, poetry, music, the cherished recrea­
tions of my happier hours, lost their power 
to move me. My heart contracted within 
itself, and shrunk from all human contact or 
sympathy. It pined for the congenial so­
litudes of nature. Her forests, over whose 
deep and dreary shadows there brooded an 
eternal stillness—night, with her curtained 
darkness, her wan stars, and her solemn 
and mysterious influences, were the spells 
for which my heart seemed to pine and lan­
guish ; and yet, in these silent commonmgs 
with nature, I was more and more borne 
down by the pressure of the load that was 
upon me. My mental malady began to as­
sume what I considered a type of monona- 
nia. I had been much in the habit while 
alone, and abstracted in my thoughts, of 
talking aloud to myself. But now 1 would 
start at the sound of my voice, and a shud­
der ran through my frame. I remember 
that I had once been médita ing upon the 
utter and hopeless misery of my lot, when 
a full sense of my desolation came upon 
me, I laughed aloud'; that laugh sounded in 
my ears like the maniac’s laugh. I be­
thought myself to pray. From my youth I 
had rarely prayed. And on my bended 
knees, I invoked the God of mercy and 
compassion to remove the burden from me. 
That prayer was unanswered. I remem­
bered that 1 had been in a madhouse, and 
that I had seen men there joyful and happy, 
in the wreck of human reason, and 1 pray­
ed for mad,lest. When returning home, I 
came to a Church on the road ; the door 
was open and the house empty. 1 entered 
— 1 staggered to the altar. 1 prostrated my­
self on the floor, and with clasped hands and 
uplifted eyes, I sent a voice of woe and 
agony to the throne of the Most High. I 
felt no comfort in return, and I left that 
holy sanctuary with the belief that I was a 
thing which the curse of God had blighted.

You will readily Imagine that a state of 
mental anguish so deep, and so continued, 
would not leave the moral unaflecied. My 
melancholy began to assume a sullen mo- 
ru.-coess. I hated the world, as though it 
had been the author of my misery. The 
better feelings of my nature seemed extin­
guished ; and the heart which had once ex­
panded into kindness and benevolence over 
a worm, became chilled and petrified into 
the cheerless apathy of misantrophy. Hated 
by man, deserted by God, as I believed— 
doomed to linger out a life of slow consum­
ing misery, where was the relief? My 
blood curdles in my veins, and the pen al­
most falls from my trembling hands, as I 
state it—a demon whispered, suicide. At 
first, 1 recoiled with horror from the tempt­
er. 1 need not tell you how I wrestled with 
the destroyer—how desperately the energies 
of my then leeble and shattered intellect 
were called to the conflict ; how my tremb­
ling and agonizing soul would retreat from 
the verge of the yawning gulf, before des­
pair urged it to the plunge. Days passed, 
and 1 awaited in calmness the event. I bad 
passed a restless night. Day had dawned ; 
I was between sleep and awake, and re­
member exclaiming, in the bitter agony of 
my spirit, “ 0 God, is there no retreat from 
this misery ?” That prayer seemed an­
swered. 1 bounded from my bed as if im­
pelled by a supernatural impulse, and with 
clasped hands and eyes uplifted to heaven, 
the word Religion burst from my lips. I 
was not dreaming. I felt that that precious 
word had been sent from heaven, and that 
God’s band h»d been stretched forth to save 
me. And from that hour, the burden of 
sorrow seemed lighter. But my heart, my 
stubborn heart, was not yet melted. There 
was a pions lady who bad evinced a deep 
solicitude for my conversion. She sent me 
a copy of “ Melv ill’s Sermons,” with a re­
quest that I would read them. She knew 
my teste, and believed that 1 weeid be eap-

I did read them, 
and my heart melted but it was not er. i .ly 
subdued.

Thirty-two years passed, and we hear a 

missionary speaking thus :—
We gathered together the communicants 

from the different villages : and altogether 
about ft teen hundred or sixteen hundredjper- 
sons assembled. . Nearly one thousand of 
them» ot into the chapel,which is one hundred 
feet long, sixty wide, and twenty-four ‘feet 
high, neatly pewed and seated, the work 
having all been done by natives, who, thirty 
years ago, did not know the use of a saw, 
a plane, or a chisel. About seven hundred 
and fifty communicants were seated in the 
body of the chapel, the spectators sitting 
at the side It was a hallowed day 1 We 
commenced our service about nine in the 
morning, and concluded it between three 
and four in tl.e afternoon.

After the elements had been distributed, 
the people got up and spoke ; for we have 
there what you call “experience meetings." 
Some old men rose, and I shall never for­
get them. Their faces were wrinkled with 
age ; some of them had passed their sixtieth 
year. They told us that they had been 
heathen, and savages, and cannibals, and we 
could see what they now were, Ami then 
the( young people got up ; they arc cad ci 
the “ gospel born generation,” having t»-- n , 
born since the gospel was introduced into | 
the islands; and they declared that they 
would maintain the profession their lathers 
bad made, and many ol them said, “ Here 
we are, send us among the heathen.” Last 
of all, a man, amidst a noble band of dea­
cons, got up. He was the first native Chris­
tian who landed on Raratooga, thirty-two 
years ago, to tell the h»atben that Jehovah 
is the true God, and Jesus Christ the true 
Saviour. He rose up, and he pointed to an 
old man and said, “ O, I remember tbe day 
I landed, about thirty years ago, when you 
tore the shirt from, my bauk, and wanted to 
tear my fleslt|from my bones. What have I 
lived to see ! Then you were naked, sav*S«i 
cannibal men ; but now you are clothed, 
and in your right mind.”

I was pleased to see your re-appointment 
to the Editorship, as I have been With the 
progressive usefulness of the Provincial 
Wesleyan.

Mr. Mason 
of City Road, I suppose, is the king of Wes­
leyan Book Agents ; and they have princes 
at New York and Cincinnati : but what a 
blessing are our British American Book 
Rooms !

I have very great satisfaction in inform­
ing you that, in the midst of'universal Con­
nexions! harmony and effort, we have on 
some Circuits and Missions vivifying scents 
of spiritual and saving power, which appears 
in convictions, and pardons, and in not a 
few cases of entire sanctification, and in 
numerous accessions to our Church. Two 
Quarterly occasions which 1 attended lately 
gave us well-instructed and happy old Meth­
odism', and 1 returned saying, No fear for 
Canada Wesleyan ism while old ’principles 
and new power are not contravened by a 
specious modern discreetness, or by an insi­
dious latitudinarianism. Our people are 
settled in their system. Withered be the 
hand that would steal our essentials !

We have had a long, propitious, and ex­
ultant Missionary season this winter, and 
the preachers and laity have had tp bestir 
themselves to get through the list o( Anni­
versary appointments, which, I fancy, would 
have filled an octavo pamphlet of some fifty 
or sixty close pages ; and neither Deputa­
tions nor Contributors have known anything 
of lagging.

£11,0U0 last year, and 1 am mistaken if our 
heavy Annual Report does not this year 
greet us with more than £12,000.

Half- 
a-dollar subscribers were, and those now 
giving a dollar are, the lowest whose names 
are published. Ten shilling subscribers, it 
is now being thought, are the lowest that 
should appear. We are indebted much for 
our surprising Missionary progress, under 
Divine blessing, to the wise and wakeful 
course of President Wood, the General Su­
perintendent of Missions, and to the hearty 
Co-working of the devoted Co-Delegate, the 
Rev. John Ryerson, and a willing body ol 
Ministers and Laymen in both Canadas.

It will be gratifying to you and many to 
receive intelligence, for the first time made 
public, that the late excellent and loved 
Petek Jones gratefully left very valuable 
and various manuscripts for a Life to the 
Missionary Society of his Church, which 
are mow being prepared by the Missionary 
Department, and which it is intended shall 
extend and perpetuate his weJI-inerited 
Christian, Wesleyan, and Missionary repu­
tation.

Our costly Book and Printing Establish­
ment is vigorously managed and widely 
patronized, and the Rev. G. R. Sanderson, 
its conductor, has lately published several 
works calculated to promote the growth of 
vital godliness, among which is Arthur's 
“ Tongue of Fire.”

I had intend­
ed, some months ago, to have made mention

Winter has departed, but not without 
leaving his traces behind,—in the language 
ol another, we can say, “We parted with 
old winter not without emotions of regret.” 
It is not to be denied that for a time he con­

METHODISM IN NEW HAMPSHIRE.
The Annual Minutes of the New Hamp­

shire Conference have made their appear­
ance, and from these we gather- the follow­
ing statistics respecting Methodism in that 
State :—There are in the State 84 stations 
in which are included 112 towns. The 
number of stations under the charge of one 
minister each is 52, and 25 preachers labor 
in fields, embracing from two to live towns 
61lCb rv ^ *-1C ^tate *3 divided into four clitic- 
lent Districts, one of which includes seven 
stations or churches in Massachusetts, num­
bering Oil members, and 153 probationers 
The whole number of Church members in 
this State is 8676. and the whole number of 
probationers is 1239 ; the number increased 
during the year is 388. Tha number of lo­
cal preachers residing in the State is 87. 
The contributions for the year are sa fol- 
lows: for Missions $1675 34; for S. S. 
Union $269 58; for the tract cause $265 
89 ; for Preachers’ aid $470 99 ; and for the 
Bible cause $294 54. Total $2976 34. 
The highest salary allowed to preachers is 
$750, and the lowest $200; the average 
salary is about $397. Methodism bad to

Protestant Association.
Wb have lately abstained entirely, and of 

set purpose, from offering such remarks as 
seemed to us appropriate To the present cri­
sis in our public affairs ; lest we might, while 
meaning to contend alone for the mainte­
nance of Protestant principles, appear to 
advocate the interests of a certain class of 
statesmen. This may be accounted a mor­
bid sensibility to the imputation of interfer­
ence with political movements, and the 
course it dictates as altogether indefensible 
at so important a juncture in the history of 
our province as that at which we are now 
arrived. It may be said that condemning, 
as wc must most heartily do, thé mercenary 
spirit of party which for the sake of eleva­
tion to power will barter principles of the 
most sacred character, and unreluctantly ac­
cord to Rome the position she claims as ar- 
bitress between contending parties in the 
state—that corruptly intriguing with each 
he may use either at will—no hesitation 

should be evinced by the religious press, or 
by Protestant bodies, in conceding at once 
support to any statesman who boldly avows 
the intention of battling for the freedom of 
his country’s councils front subjection to the 
Pope and maintaining at all hazards the be­
neficent ascendancy of Protestantism. The 
argument is in the abstract irresistible : we 
do not affirm that in the concrete ic can be 
very easily gainsaid. Nevertheless, most 
fully aware how deep rooted and powerful 
political prejudices and prepossessions are, 
and not ignorant that some who now steadily, 
and we trust sincerely, protest their loyalty 
to Protestantism have been largely instru­
mental in prostrating this province at the 
feet of the Roman Catholic hierarchy, we 
conceive that we are more than justified in 
maintaining that position on which the or­
gan of the present government very recenP 
ly complimented us, saying, “ the Wesleyan, 
and some others of the religious papers, ex­
press just enough to make it understood that 
while they are prepared at all times to up­
hold the principles of their faith they are 
not to be hoodwinked by scheming politic­
ians.” An imperturabie silence, therefore, 
we should have observed until the party 
conflicts at present disturbing the repose of 
several constituencies had terminated, and 
time had been given to test the sincerity 
of the political advocates of protestantism, or 
to expose the sinister aims by which they 
are accused of being actuated if these can 
be proved. Such silence, however, would 
be unpardonable now, when the formation 
of an association for the maintenance of 
Protestantism is freely canvassed and has 
been, we regret to see, by one member of 
the religious press unreservedly condemned.

It is not without pain that we feel our­
selves once more, and so toon, drawn by 
the necessity of expressing the difference 
of our opinion, toto ccelo, from the senti­
ments advanced by the representative of a 
large and influential denomination : and 
lest we should be liable to the censure of 
doing injustice to our cotemporary, we give, 
in another part of our paper, the article 
which induces these remarks.

The Christian Messenger, it will be ob­
served,sarcastically smiles at the “highly im­
portant movement ;“ is anxious for ‘ startling 
revelations concerning the demands of 
Rome;’ (Rome does not make startlin'? 
demands at such a time as this) and in° 

dignmitly repudiates the idea of Catholic 
ascendancy. “ No mere hectoring of in­
temperate party zeal (it says) shall compel 
us to cry, Wolf ! Wolf ! when there is no 
wolf at the door.” But the wolf is at the 
door, lie croucheth and lieth in wait, it 
is true, because the moment is not favorable 
for pouncing upon his prey ; but he is there, 
— at the very door. You have formerly- 
responded to the cry ! Were you then so 
sadly deceived that now you will leave 
your country to be devoured ?

The organization of an association for re­
sisting the inroads of the papacy, and giv­
ing voice and volume to the Protestant feel­
ing in our country, is in truth a “ highly 
important movement ;” one which in our 
estimation lias been unduly delayed. It is 
of course indispensable that such an associ­
ation should have the basis which the one 
now proposed to be formed ostensibly-as­
sumes. It should he by its very constitu­
tion completely debarred from all « inter­
ference in secular or party politics’ while it 
‘ secured such an unanimity among Protes­
tants as would be an effectual barrier

in this Province, there can never be any 
lasting division of parties resting on the 
distinction of their creeds. If parties are 
to have a permanent ’existence their lines 
of separation must be drawn by other 
agencies than the differences in religious 
belief. Then, while Christian men are 
individually left free to support In purely 
political matters that party whose principles 
and practice they believe to he most con­
ducive to the welfare of the state, they may 
collectively bring their influence to bear 
upon any administration to restrain it from 
those concessions to Popery which politi­
cians, blinded by selfish considerations, are 
too easily led to make and Rome is ever 
jready to exact.

We are glad to observe that the clergy­
men who were recently convened to con­
sider the propriety of forming such an asso­
ciation, influenced we presume by similar 
sentiments, prudently agreed to defer any 
action in the matter until the elections 
shortly to take place were decided. This 
they could very consistently do, as the dan 
ger against which they desire to guard is 
rallier insidious and certain than immediate 
and pressing. Rome had miscalculated the 
extent of her fascination, and her premature 
preparation to spring aroused her victim 
She has bad to recede,—to wriggle hack a 
little. We have therefore gained some 
time. But how shall we employ it ? Shall 
we stand waiting till we feel the cold coil 
wrapped around us, and the poisonous fangs 
striking the death blow to our heart ? Shall 
we not rather seek security in season ?

The Wesleyan denomination, wo unde 
stand, was not represented at the meeting 
in Poplar Grove Church by any of its cler­
gy. Their absent^ was perhaps signifi­
cant of their disposition to refrain from any 
procedure which might have the semblance 
of a token of political sympathies. Those 
who read the articles in the Christian Mes­
senger and the British Colonist will we 
think admit that they acted with judgment. 
We have no reason to apprehend that, whe- 
titer united with others by a common and 
palpable bond of defence, or, deterred from 
such alliance by conscientious scruples as 
to immediate or ultimate effects, Wesleyan 
Ministers, or Wesleyan Methodists as a body, 
will ever fail to manifest their lace to God 
by a timely resistance of the encroachments 
of the great adversary of His Word, and 
their honor to the Queen by unswerving 
loyalty to.the Crown and Constitution of 
Protestant England. Our ardent hope, we 
may frankly say, is that some happy mode 
tnay be designed and consummated of bring­
ing " nil those who love our Lord Jesus 
Christ in sincerity to combine their influ­
ence and energies, not for an unseemly on­
slaught upon the liberties of any class of 
fellow subjects, but for the single purpose of 
resisting effectually those mighty aggress­
ions of the Man of Sin which threaten, if 
unchecked, to wrest from us the rights 
which our fathers conquered with their 
blood.

Popish Outrage.
It we do not crowd our columns continually 

with accounts of heinous outrages committed by 
the myrmidons of Borne upon inoffensive God 
fearing and God serving Protestants, it is from 
no neglect on their part to furnish us with 
ample material. Just now when Proscription 
(which Johnson renders Doom to destruction, 
but which in the vocabulary of modern politi­
cians means resistance) forms so prolific a theme 
ol declamation, we may be pardoned for calling 
attention occasionally to such practical evidences 
of the spirit of proscription cherished by Rome 
as fasten the eye while travelling over the 
columgs of our exchanges.

Under the head of General Intelligence will 
be found related in this day’s issue, the cir­
cumstances of one of those diabolical assaults, 
which elucidate very strikingly the propri­
ety of the appellative Wolf, as applied by 
one of our contemporaries to the Church 
of Borne. While here many Protestants, who 
have lately learned the lesson, are proclaim­
ing the submissive, subdued, and self-denying 
character of Romanism, may we not point to 
instances, such as those recorded now, to lend 
emphasis to our warning when wc repeat with 
reverence for our Divine Master who gave the 
adomnition, lie ware of them that come lo you 
in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they arc ravening 
voices. .

The Christian Guardian, the organ of the 
Wesleyan body in Canada, comments in righ­
teously indignant terms upon this brutal atiair. 
Instead, therefore, of prolonging our own obser­
vation, we transfer a portion of its remarks.

“ In another column ” it says, “ will be found 
an account of the savage attack recently made 
upon Mr. Pepin, in Quebec, by the emissaries of 
Rome ; and in this event occurring so soon after 
the acquittal of the murderer of Corrigan, may 
be seen the legitimate fruits ot that mockery of 
justice which has been so often perpetrated in 
that city, through the traitorous influence of 
Popery. Mr. Pepin has been labouring as a 
Wesleyan Colporteur in Quebec about a year 
and a half; there was nothing apparently in 
his manner of performing bis work at the time 
of the assault, more than any other, that was 
calculated to attract the notice and excite the 
displeasure of the Popish party, and it may 
therefore be fairly inferred, that as the result of 
|be late trial gave them additional evidence ol 
their security from the penalty of the law for 
any crimes committed against Protestants, they 
might safely act out the promptings ol their own 
nature under the impulses ot the savage dogmas 
of their creed. The attack upon Mr. Pepin was 
made without any other provocation than the 
exercise of bis religious freedom, and however 
the advocates of Rome may attempt to palliate 
or even justify this outrage, it must be viewed 
in no other light than as an exhibition of the 
character of that blood-thirty system for whose 
interests the crime was committed.

“ But the most alarming aspects which the af­
fair presents, are the fetors events foreshadowed 
by the utter impotency or indisposition of the

the rights and liberties of their fellow subjects.
“ This recent popish outrage furnishes another 

illustration of what Protestants in Canada may 
expect if Popery shou d ever gain the ascen­
dancy after which it aspires, and for the attain­
ment of which ihe policy ot truckling politicians 
has of late years furnished it to much aid and 
encouragement. The best interests of Canada 
demand an earnest and united resistance ot 
Popfery, both in regard to its political and reli. 
gious influence ; and the most effectuai mean s to 
secure this object, is to supply the deluded vic­
tims of that system of error with the light and 
sanctifying power of a pure Gospel. This is in 
the highest sense a Christian and patriotic work.

“ Since the above was written we have seen 
the Catholic Chronicle of Montreal, containing 
an article on this affair, and which the writer 
must have known when he wrote it, is the most 
unscrupulous falsification of all the facts of the 
case that even his Satanic majesty himself could 
have concocted. But this is no more than is to 
"oe expected from the members of a -Church 
which sanctions not only lying, but also murder, 
when the interests of the Church will thereby 
be served.”

Wesleyan Liberality in Mon­
treal.

From our attentive friend Mr E. Pickup, of 
Montreal, we have received a newspaper slip 
containing the following account ot a productive 
meeting lately held by the noble-minded men 
of Methodism in that city. Mr. Pickup adds, 
that since the meeting about £2000 additional 
has been subscribed by the people.

“ Wesleyan Methodist Churches.—On 
Wednesday evening, the 25th February, a most 
interesting meeting of the Wesleyan Methodists 
from the three congregations in this city was 
held in the spacious Lcture-room of the St. 
James Street Church, to decide upon the best 
means to he. adopted to clear off a debt of £12,- 
000 still remaining due upon tha church proper­
ties. These churches were erected at a heavy 
ont lay in the years 1845 and 1846, and deduct­
ing the subscriptions to the building fund, there 
was in 1848 a debt remaining of over £18,000. 
This amount, through the liberality mainly of a 
few individuals, was by successive contributions 
so reduced as to bring the amount down to the 
sum before menti med, £12,000, at which il 
stood until Wednesday evening last.

“Alter the friends assembled on that evening 
had partaken of the refreshments so liberally 
provided, the meeting was opened with devo­
tional exercises, and (in the absence of the liev. 
W. Jeffers, through illness) the Chair was taken 
by the Rev. George Young, who introduced the 
business of the meeting, and earnestly urged 
upon the people the ‘ great importance ol ma­
king a deteimined effort then to clear off all the 
existing debt, and thus not only promote the 
best interests of the churches, but give freedom 
to embark in the enterprises and umbra^ the 
openings presenting thuuselves all around for 
the spread of truth and the advancement of the 
Redeemer’s Kingdom in this land.’

“ Thomas Kay, Esq , Treasurer of the Trustee 
Board, then submitted a statement of the finan­
cial position of the Trust properties, and inti­
mated that the nine Trustees of the Churches 
had, in addition to all their previous subscrip­
tions, agreed to contribute the sum of £4,000 
towards the final extinguishing of the debts.— 
Th:s most liberal offer was at once heartily 
responded to by th^c assembled, and a subscrip­
tion was forthwith opened, and an additional 
sum of £3,338 obtained, making in all £ 7,336 
as the result of the evening’s meeting.

“A resolution, thanking the Trustees for their 
present and past liberality, and for their mort 
successful management for so many years of the 
important trust committed to them, was unani­
mously carried, and a committee was appointed 
to wait on and receive the contributions of the 
members of the congregations who were not 
present cl that occasion. It is confidently hoped 
that the effort will result in the total liquidât on 
of the debt in a short time.

“ The cordiality and kind Christian feeling 
displayed throughout the evening was most grati­
fying, rendering the meeting one never to be 
forgotten by the Wesleyans of Montreal.”

In giving our readers an account of passing

“ Highly isiportaxt Movement among 
the Clergy.—A meeting of the 1’rotes.ant 
ministers of all religious denominations in 
this city was held yesterday, (Friday) morning, 
to take into consideration the best means of deal­
ing with Popery in all its varying phases, and 
especially of coanteracting the injurious influ­
ence of the Romish party, at present and for 
some time past exercised in this Province. The 
result of their deliberations was the formation 
of a Protestant Association in the city, fo Lave
affiliated branches throughout the Province__
The utmost harmony prevailed, and very strong 
views were expressed of the dangers impending 
from Romish aggression. All present united in 
disclaiming any intention to interfere in secular 
or party politics, hut were at the same time de 
termined to use every exertion to secure such a 
unanimity among Protestants as would be an 
effectual barrier against the wily encroachments 
of Romanism. We understand that while the 
present threatening aspect of affairs has called 
this Association into existence, it is intended to 
serve as a check on all future party movements, 
and to prevent the interests of education and I ments that it has another aspect than that pre-

“ They have

We were by this still more desirous of learn, 
mg if all this was really true, or whether a mere 
fable were being palmed off upon us.

We shall therefore, gentle reader, give you 
the result of our enquiries.

This “ highly important movement,” then con­
sisted of a meeting of eight or ten ministers on 
Friday last, in the Poplar Groce Church, (Rev. 
F. G; McGregor’s), called, not by any public an­
nouncement, but by the personal invitation ol 
that gentleman himself. Some of those present, 
it appears, said they had “ messages ” from other 
ministers in the city, approving of the object, but 
who did not attend, as they were so lu by occu­
pied with their own ministerial labours. >Ve for­
bear, at present, giving the names of those who dull 
attend the said meeting, as we are informed they 
do not consent to the use which is being made 
of their presence. Indeed, it was distinctly 
stated at the meeting that no publicity should be 
given to the names, particular objects, or proceed­
ings, whilst the present elections were pending. 
Some o( those present even doubted the pro­
priety of forming an association at all, until some 
overt act bad called for such combination.

The above statements being made in the 7*. 
Witness, it would seem is therefore a breach of 
faith in some one or more of those present, and 
has exposed to the others the design of its prime 
movers. They now consider they have been in 
advertently drawn into the measure, and that 
the interests of protestantismliavtYbeen sacrificed 
by this “ movement.

It being asserted that all denominations have 
united in this Association, we therefore felt 
ourselves concerned in the matter, and that we 
should be allowing the body wc represent to be 
compromised, if we permitted any use to be 
made of the statement which the facts of the 
case did not warrant. We enter our protest 
against, and deny that any movement has been 
made in the formation of a protestant Associa­
tion, combining all denominations.

Whilst there are nearly thirty Protestant 
Clergymen in Halifax, only eight or ten attend­
ed the meeting, and some of those were any­
thing but cordial In the opinion that such tin as­
sociation would be desirable.

The position we have taken, and the course 
wo have scrupulously pursued, of abstaining from 
advocating the interests ol any political parly,

tor any mere party purpose. We are net to be 
led away from our course by a name, but must 
dea! with things as they are, and. shall not: hesi 
late in exposing any attempt to mislead the un- 
wat y.

Our silence in these matters lias been miscon 
Strued by both parties. It has at one. time 

bee n called “ passing over Mr. llowe's letters in 
contemptuous silence.” A: another time we were 
told we had “ assumed a subdued tone ol late.’’ 
T(|cn again, because we were not willing to join 
in the hue and cry, the barefaced slander was 
published that “ we were dragging ourselves 
through the mire to Archbishop Walsh.”

We repeat what we said last week, that when 
our jeadecs learn the whole of the facts, they 
will understand the matter as well as we do.— 
We give them credit lor a larger share of intel­
ligence aud common sense, than to require any 
laboured vindication from us ; and they will ptfl 
the proper estimate oil such attempts to drag us 
into the all'ray. Any sense of honor in those 
who make such statements, would demand that 
when charges ha,ve been proved false, an amende 
honorable should he made, but that would not 
answer the purpose, and it is enough for them 
to send forth accusations, without considering 
the amount of truth they contain.

We still assert our own right to abstain Irom 
party politics, and consider we ought not to use 
our church relationship or the confidence repo­
sed in us by our brethren in religious roatterss 
for the purpose of furthering the interests of!one 
side or the other. We claim the same privilege 
tor other religious journals, and are glad to see 
that some ol our contemporaries, show a disposi­
tion to adopt the same course.

Anything which concerns all denominations of 
P rot citants is of no less importance to Baptists, 
than to any other body of Christians. We claim 

a share in ail movements having for their clject 
the protection of our religious liberty, and shall 
look with suspicion on any project professing to 
aim at this without any adequate reason.

Whenever we find our action misconstrued, 
or our sil nee made use of by any party to !u> - 
'.her their own purposes, we consider it our duty 
lo present cur disclaimer, and to make kndwn 
our sentiments on the matter, without justly lay 
ing ourselves open to the charge of any depar­
ture from the strictest neutrality.

We take the liberty then from all we ean 
gather of the union of the parties composing 
this As-ociation, which was to lie the nucleus of 
a grand national organization, to consider it at 
present as a measure as far as regards its pro­
fessed object, perfectly harmless for evil amd 
equally powerless for good. It has been begun 
by endeavouring to make use of all denomina­
tions, whereas some of those present attended 
merely that they might understand the matter ; 
having learned the real intention of the proposed 
alliance, and finding front the published state-

A sort of manifesto has been largely circulat­

ed, setting forth a variety of reasons why Pro­
testants should form a Protestant Alliance, and 
calling upon them to unite for such a purpose.— 
A meeting of the clergy to consider its propriety 
has been held, and those of them not present 
have been waited on, and aiugxpression of their 
views obtained upon tlio subject. The substance 
of this we believe is, that thu movement may lar 
rather premature, and that there would be 
serious objections to any alliance that would 
have proscription lor its basis. We cannot ssy 
that wo are enamoured of the term 1 Protestant 
Alliance,” which of itself implies proscription— 
But wc are much less inclined to suffer the do­
mination, political and religious, of 1 Ionianina. 
This is the danger we have at present to tear— 
we would therefore rejoice over any movement 
that would resolve such fear l>y affording a stifle 
cient guarantee that religious belief shall no 
longer he the guide in forming an admiriistnliwt 
or political combinations ; hut that the govern­
ment shall in all cases he administered irrespec­
tive of class or creed, so long as thu “ right nun 
was put into the right place.” Any alliance, 
therefore, that did not imply proscription, but 
would place all religious bodies on tfce raine 
footing in the Legislature, and with reference to 
political power, might be justifiable. This is the 
point up to which the public mind is sadly in 
need ol being educated.

P. E. Island-
The Legislature of this colony was convened 

by the Lieutenant Governor Feb. 20. The 
Government states that H. M. Government is 
favourable to guarantying a loan sufficient to 
purchase Township Lands in the Island, with 
a view to the more speedy and general conver­
sion of Leaseholds into Freehold tenures. The 
condition ot the Revenue is satisfactory, and the 
Island prosperous. The establishment of Muni­
cipalities throughout the Island is recommended, 
and a measure to that effect will * be submitted. 
A revision of the road and bridge service is 
recommended, in connection with the ex­
pediency of establishing a Board of Works, 
thick should include a competent civil engin­
eer. The blessings of a free education are 
dwelt upon. The Agricnltural Intel est, and the 
subject ol steam communication with the neigh­
bouring provinces are earnestly recommended 
lor consideration.

intrusion. The fa*fly in whose boose he was 
as faulted came to him at first—they stated that 
for five years they bad had the Bible in their 
house, and that they were desirous he thould 
visit them and cotiverse with them about its im­
portant truths. This is ’ihe true sta'e of the 
cause ; and we challenge Jthe Courrier and the 
thnadien both, to disprove our assertion. But 
allowing lie bad done as they represent, he 
would have been only imitating the aggrestive 
example of the Roman Catholic clergy than- 
selves, from whose propagandist eilorts too 
many of our Protestant families have been made 
to suffer. We assure both these journals that 
whilst we have not the slightest desire to exag­
gerate matters, we shall not permit them nor any 
others to minnify or misresenting facts of so shame­
ful a character, whilst we have the power to do 
so. The origin of the affair is, we believe, cor 
rectly stated by the Mercury, as follows :

Among the many converts made by Mr. Pepin 
in St. Roche’s suburb, arc it seems, a family- 
named Bilodeau. One of the «laughters of Mr. 
Bilodeau some time ago married one Jacques, a 
Roman Catholic. She complained that he ill- 
used her—not however apparently on account of 
her religious opinions,—and she and her hus­
band seperated. Since the separation, Mr. Pep­
in continued to visit her at her father’s house in 
common with the rest of the family, and went as 
usual to Jean Baptiste Bilodeau’s house after 3 
p. m. yesterday, to read the scriptures. He then 
remarked that be was about going to Point Levi 
to address a meeting. He was then asked by 
Mrs. Jacques to visit her daughter, Mrs. Cloutier, 
who lived opposite, and they went over together 
During his call there, a man described as Mr.Ja- 
ques, came In, and on finding Mr. Pepin t lie re, 
went to the street door wiib an iron bar in his 
hands, and there called upon the pasters by to 
take Pepin out of the bouse.slaling that “he was 
in there with his wife,” or some more dubious 
language. A crowd soon gathered and threat­
ened to beat him, when Mrs. Cloutier having 
gone for a Mr. Stevens, in the neighbourhood, 
to protect Mr. Pepin in his exit, they seized the 
opportunity atlorded by her entry into tbe house, 
to rush in and commence the assault in earnest.

The old man held a child in his arms, and 
commenced expostulating, when they tore the 
child from him. Mrs. Cloutier then threw her­
self before him, and attempted to ward ol! the 
murderous blows aimed at him. She was knock­
ed down and trampled under foot, and dragged 
into the street, her clothe* torn off, and her 
face cut by an ax handle. Mrs. Jaques was 
thrust aside, felled to the earth, and bail one of 
her hands hurt with a stick. Mr. Pepin was 
then dragged along the floor, and on getting out 
was furiously attacked by the whole mob, who 
kicked him whilst he lay on the ground. He 
endeavored in vain to escape, when several Ca­
nadians and other persons-came to his assistance, 
a few of whom were severely beaten ; but by 
their intervention they so-far assisted Mr. Pepin 
that be got into a sleigh, when the carter drove 
off at full speed towards the city, by Desfosses 
stree-. Before crossing that street, Mr. Pepin, 
remembering that Mr- McLeod's «sidenee was 
at hand, and fearing to lie overtaken by the 
mob, who were in quick persuit. stopped at 
that gentleman’s house, and fastened the outer 
porch door behind him, while he knocked for 
admittance. He Lad hardly entered the house 
when the. outer door was forced in by the crowd, 
who kept up an incessant cry “ embrouille,”
“ embrouille ” « tuez le," “ lecez doin'."

Counsellor Rhcaume, who arrived at the 
moment, estimates them at 600, addressed the 
people warning them ol the consequences of 
their conduct, and doubtless by his popularity in 
St Rochs, was enabled to save the house and its 
inmates, though at great danger to himself, as he 
was menaced repeatedly, and there was no legal 
force present yet on the ground. Dr. Sewell 
and the Rev. Mr. Carden, on receiving informa­
tion of the riot, proceeded to wait on the Mayor, 
who was then at the City Hall, and, accompan­
ied by Councillor Hall, chairman of Police Com­
mittee, and Counsellor Gauvreau, drove down 
to the scene, by which time the mob had mostly 
dispersed,’ but forty or fifty people loitering 
about Mr. McLeod’s door.

Several persons were, in the course of the 
riot, severely beaten for coming to the aid of 
Mr. Pepin,and one of them probably owed his 
life to a Canadian woman who concealed him 
from the crowd. The Chief of Police and a 
strong force arrived as the people wire dis­
persing.

Opening of Parliament.—The Montreal 
Clazette of the 27th u!t., givts a summary ol the 
Governor General’s speech, tie ivered at the

Reserves land, and the distribution of the monies 
among the several municipalities ; the retioh ol 
progress made toward the final adjustment of 
Seigniorial claims, and the abolition of the ten­
ure ; the 1 >yally and the zeal of the people in the 

1 organizaiioti of Volunteer Militia corps,—ati 
1 these things are just subjects for congratulation,
1 and properly find their way into the Vice Regal 
speech. There is not less cause for gratification 
respecting the efficient action taken by Govern­
ment to guard the interests of the Province in 

’ the Hudson’s Bay investigation, and the conse­
quent action of the Imperial authorities. We 
turn from these matters to the promised meas 
sores of the Government, and Ministers may 
safely challenge their opponents to produce a 

l list better calculated to promote practical and 
necessary reform, than those they have advised 
lits Excellency to recommend to the attention 
of Parliament. Besides the weekly line of 
steamers for the benefit of the commerce oAhe 

I Province, wc see a hope that at last prison build­
ing and the prison discipline of the Province 
are to be thoroughly amended. The coar- 

I plaints of Grand Juries reiterated year alter 
year in va n to this Ministry and all its pre- 

! decessors, their appeals to the rulers and le­
gislators of the country to do a way with a state 
of things which has so foully disgraced us as a 
civilized end C hristian people, are at last to re­
ceive the attention they so much deserve. We 
gather from the Speech that we may expect to 
see a bill introduced not only to regulate gaols 
Lut to gather juvenile offenders into separate 
establishments, where their reformation may be 
hoped for. Ilia excellency utter» a simple truth 
wheu he says : “ I cannot speak too strong y on 
this point,”—nor can hie advisers act loo prompt­
ly or strongly to redress existing hideous wrongs. 
A measure is also shadowed forth for the more 
effective inspection and supervision of all public 
institutions-—one long needed, and, if properiy I 
fiamed, likely to meet with general, if not uni­
versal publie favor. We are promised a measure 
“ to make justice more easily accessible to the 
people at large and in this regard, tbe just 
and long urged demands and complaints of the 
people are, it would seem, to be answered at 
last. The codification of the law and tbe rules 
of procedure will, we suppose, be effected here j 
as elsewhere—as all efficient law reform in 
England has been—through tbe labors ot e Com-

mission. Upper Canada is to have her systema­
tised law reforms brought still nearer perfection. 
The re-organisation of the civil service in the 
mode proposed is a reform for which the country 
has not yet clamored, but in which Ministers 
have shown a wise discretion in foretelling fo a 
certain extent tbe expression of public opinion. 
It will be a great relief to Ministers themselves 
dailyb eset with the clamours of incompetence 
if they have this answer to applicants and influ­
ential friends—“ pass your examination and 
your case shall be considered." In copying this 
recent English reform, Canadian Ministers take 
r s'ep in Advance of tbe Government of the 
United States, as they- have already done in pos­
tal and other reforms. No iloobt the efficiency 
of the public service will he much promoted 
We havR-'tbcÇ'WRrc rejoiced to see, a prospect 
that arts and manufactures are to receive at the 
hands of Government the same encouragement 
which has haretofore been accorded to Agricul­
ture. This is a measure wc have already warm­
ly advoca&d, for which Ministers will deserve 
well of the country. The only further topic of 
the Speech to which we shall to-day refer is the 
revenue. It is satisfactory to learn from His 
Excellency that the increase bas fulfilled the ex­
pectations of the Finance Minister. If the de­
tails of the various measures promised are good, 
and we hope they will be so, Ministers will have 
amp^y redeemed all their promises and satisfied 
the anticipations of their friends.

Newfoundland-
By the It M. S. Merlin we have late St. John’s 

papers. The Legislature was in session. There 
is nothing now discussed in tbe legislature or 
out of door, but the recent Fishery Treaty con­
cluded between England and France, by which 
most important concessions have been made to 
the latter, as respects the right of fishing on the 
coasts of Newfoundland. Great dissatisfaction 
has been manifested, among all classes of the 
population, with this high-handed act on the 
part of the Home Government. Tbe House of 
Assembly on tne 4’h Inst, unanimously appoint­
ed the Hon. John Kent, (Colonial Secretary) 
and Mr. F. Carter as Delegates to proceed to 
the other Colonies, to endeavour to obtain 
their assistance in resisting the completion of the 
Fishery Convention. These gentleman have 
arrived here in the Merlin from St. Johns.— 
Governor Darling’s despatch, dated July 23, 
1856, remonstrating with the British Govern­
ment against giving up the fishery rights of the 
most ancient Colony is being republished in the 
Newfoundland papers. Should this convention 
go into operation there will be lively times in 
the ensuing summer on the Labrador and con- 
tigious coasts.----Horning Chronicle.

NEWS ITT THE AMERICA.

Advices to Feb. 28tb.
In Parliament the Chancellor of the Exche­

quer has carried his Budget against the combin­
ed opposition of Mr. Dbraeli and Mr. Gladstone. 
The reductions in the military establishment ex­
ceed any expectations formed. Substantially,says 
the Christian Tim's, they may be considered to 
be btought down to the level at while they 
stood immediately prior to the war ; which the 
increased estimates ate not more that is called 
for by tbe additional burden wh icb the war has 
left. According to the opinion of the Chancel­
lor the Exchequer the present generation ought 
not to pass without the total extinction of the 
£ 10,000,000 of debt which this war has added to 
the national burdens, and which he anticipates 
will be removed ih the course of about sixteen 
years. But he does not purpose to keep up a 
war f ixation for the whole of that time. His 
idea is, that when the larger and more pressing 
burden of the Exchequer Bonds has been paid 
all’, the sinking, fund may be thrown upon the 
general taxation, and the war assessment of the 
Income-tax will then disappear. That this may 
be done with safety, he interred from the general 
prosperity of the country, of which he gave a 
flattering account. We have lately bad some 
unpleasant symptoms of want of employment in 
the streets of the metropolis, but the statement 
of the Chancellor, shows that this must be a 
merely local and temporary symptom, that the 
sources of national prosperity are sound, and 
that the pulse of national life still beats firm and 
true. With such a prospect before them, he in­
vites the House to adopt his measure, and pro­
mises them, if they do so, an increase in the 
happiness and prosperity of the country.

Mr. Spooner's annual motion on Maynooth 
was this year defeated in a House of three hun­
dred and twenty-six members by the narrow ma­
jority of eight.

The Education Question haï been once 
more brought forward by Sir John Fakington, 
and this time in alliance with the secular party, 
who have compromised their opinions so as to 
allow of the school being converted into a place 
ot religious instruction, and the schoolmaster 
into the instructor, on condition that this instruc­
tion shall only he given at stated hours, when 
the children of those who object need not attend.

The Christian Times of Feb. 27th says :—The 
House of Lotds pronounced its decision upon the 
alfairs at Canton last night. That decision was 
in favor ol the policy Sir John Bowring pursued, 
and her Majesty’s Government sanctioned, by a 
majority of eighteen of those who were present, 
and an equal majority of proxys from those who 
were absent. In the Commons, the same ques­
tion is still under debate, a vote of censure has 
been moved by Mr. Cobden, and supported in a 
speech of unusual length by Lord John Russell. 
It is probable that fhe vote in the Lords will ex­
ercise considerable influence upon the mem’rers 
of the Lower House, and that there too a majo­
rity awaits the Ministry.

It is reported that the differences bet ween this 
country and Persia have been arranged. The 
terras have not yet transpired, except generally 
that Persia gives up Herat, on which we have 
expressed our willingness to give up Bushite. 
Other stipulations are made providing for tbe 
progress of the Euphrates Railway through the 
Persian dominions, and for the establishment of 
British Consulships in the principal Persian 
cities, It is a pity but that these terms, so mo­
derate in themselves, had not been agreed to 
long before. After all, we suspect that this war 
would never have been undertaken, had not 
Persia relied upon help from Russia, which that 
power was unable to give.

The same pape^otices the death of the Earl 
of Ellesmere whose visit to Nova Scotia a year 
or two since will be remembered by some of our 
readers. It says Though his ill health pre­
cluded him of late years from taking an active 
part in political life, yet he was an attentive ob­
server ot all that passed, and bis voice was ever 
raised in behalf of humanity and kindness be­
tween class and class. His lordship was the 
first to set an example which we trust will yet 
be ante extensively followed, ef throwing open

hisVplendid gallery of paintings and statues to 
tbe public, having built an entrance in his new 
house in the Green-perk, specially intended for 
public use, where they could enter without in­
commoding the family. Lord Ellesmere was a 
nobleman of exquisitely cultivated taste, and his 
name is not unknown in literature ; added to 
which be was a munificent pstron in the domain? 
both of literature and art.

France.
The last session of the first Parliament of 

France was opened on Monday tbe 16tb ult. by 
a speech from the Emperor. The Watchman 
says :

Materialistically considered, its speech is a 
good one. Twice tbe Queen of England is men­
tioned, first as being ready to withdraw her 
troops, as the Emperor of the French is to re­
call his own, from the Pincus; lor, instead of 
further occupation of Greece, there is to be a 
Commission, nominated by the Protecting 
Powers, to inquire into its financial and adminis­
trative system. Again, as to the quarrel with 
Naples, which France has reduced to the dimen­
sions of a moral signification of displeasure, this 
is ascribed to the desire of both the Western 
Governments to get everywhere in behalf of 
humanity. It was time to withdraw from friendly 
intercourse with a King whose captives become 
corpses still in chains, and who would not per­
mit Pokrio to have the fetters which had ab­
raded his spine removed while the surgeon’s 
knife was cutting a tumour from his loins. A 
sympathy awakened by these foreign objects, or 
by our English journals, has led the Emperor 
to think of his own prisoners at Cayenne, and of 
providing a less deadly convict settlement at 
Algeria. It was English influence, too, as we 
may here mention, that induced tbe Emperor 
of Austria to proclaim a general annesty in 
Milan, the grace of which he has, however, 
marred by a hint to Sardiniar—wounding be­
cause too true,—that her chivalrous expedition 
to the Crimea has failed to purchase for her idea 
of an Italian nationality the countenance of either 
of the Western Powers. On the dispute be­
tween Prussia and Switzerland, Napoleon III 
only says what amounts to this—that, as the 
Swiss have yielded the prisoners of Neochalel, 
it is to be hoped that tbe King of Prussia will 
give up tbe little Principality itself ; which he 
must do unless the word of France is to be dis­
honoured. The domestic policy of the French 
Empire just now, like our own, is one of re­
trenchment and economy ; to which are added 
agricultural and industrial schemes, and the con­
tinuance of the offer to the Paris artisans of 
employment on expensive public works ; though 
tbe inconveniences of the last are slightly ac­
knowledged, for the Emperor feels the impossi­
bility of fulfilling ill the vast expectations he is 
raising, and knows that a people which is taught 
to depend, not on itself, but on its rulers, will 
impute to Government every distress which 
is left unrelieved. He says bravely that it is his 
mission to conquer both tbe physical and the 
moral difficulties of France ; to repress the in­
undations both of land-floods and of ideas. It 
is 11 a point of honour” with him that in France 
rivers and revolutions alike shall flow within 
oiderly channels, instead of bursting forth into 
abounding desolations. His Majesty has always 
had a turn for engineering, and we shall see in 
time what becomes of his h„ draulic machinery. 
Our greatest coocern is, that he no longer speaks 
ol an amelioration of the political institutions of 
France, but only of the consolidation of those 
which now exist To supersede the “ licence 
of the tribune," and to suppress the “ con­
tests which bring aboot the rise and fall of 
Ministries,” is, in bis matured view, a service 
to liberty herself.

The Chinese War.
A letter from Trieste states that a numerous 

Chinese fleet bad attacked the English naval 
Torres, and had afterwards retired in good order, 
under protection of the forts at Canton. Admi­
ral Seymour had landed some troops, and set 
fire to the Faubourg of Canton, arid of the fleets 
of tbe Chinese rebels, which have joined th% im­
perialists at Wampoa. j

It was thought that the object of the junction 
of the two Chinese fleets was to enable the two 
united fleets to make an attack upon the English.

The Pays says:—“ Private letters from Macco, 
of Jan 10, state that the Emperor of China has 
placed tbe five ports of tbe empire which are 
open to Europeans in a state of siege. Should 
this news be confirmed, the consequence to Eu­
ropean commerce would be very serious."

Post Office Orders.—A letter from Mr. 
Daniel Palfrey appears in the Liverpool 
Transcript calling attention to the inconvenience 
experienced in remitting small sums by mail, and 
suggesting to thé people of Nova Scotia the pro­
priety of petitioning the Legislature for a Post 
Office Money Order system similar to that in 
use in England. A form of petition is given, 
which wc would have copied but for want of 
space.

ty The letter from Canada addressed to us

“The King Himself is Served 
by the Field.”

It was long ago truly end that “ Agricul 
ture is the most ancient of Aria.” It is 
not only the most ancient but it is also the 
most useful. In sasige life, where the bru­
tal passions of min have full play ; the re­
sults of tbs chase and tbe spontaneous pro­
ducts of the earth may suffice for ihe sparse 
and rotting people. But beneath ihe mild 
away of civilization and refinement man 
most expect to receive from the steady cul­
ture of the soil bis great and permanent 
supplies of food.

Many distinguished men now living, sod 
■any others who have returned to dust, 
walked in tbe furrow and guided ihe plow. 
But were there no ezsmples such as Cm- 
cinnatus, Washington, Webster, or Dili- 
field, agriculture would always be honora 
bta from the fact that it is the daily employ­
ment of the masses—ihe hard-handed but 
warm-hearted yeomanry of the world. And 
if God should see fit to destroy tbe civiliz­
ed world, it could effectually he done by 
removing from every heart the love for ihe 
labours of ihe field.

In surveying tbe present condition of our 
profession throughout ihe world, ' we pee 
much that is gloomy ; much that is chger- 
jng.

If we look toward Africa, we see that 
child of the sun covered with mental and 
moral shadows, dark as ihe brow of her 
sons. Tbe arrow and spear give more 
pleasure then the pruning knife and plow 
The sight of a foe cringing in nature’s ag- 
ony—gashed by his own band and welter­
ing in gore—is to Ihe savage more pleasing 
than the blood of the grape, the blush of 
fruit in conscious beauty, or the sound of 
yenngaron and maidens «homing the •' Har- 
vest home.”

If we look toward Asia, tbe moel popu­
lous and etienaive division of the earth, 
we shall find a large part of her soil cover- 

. ed with wandering tribes, who are but little 
■killed in ihe labours of the field.

And even in Europe—up to • period 
• within the memory of some now living—tbe 

farmers as a class were destitute of both in­
telligence and enterprise.

The harsh diet of the camp required bread 
and meat; hence Ihe raising of fruits and 
delicate vegetables if»a prevented.

But our class stands fir higher in Europe 
to day thin it did half a century ago. Roy- 
aj and popular societies are formed. Ag­
ricultural publications and prizes are freely 
distributed. Kings upon their thrones, 
princes and nobles sitting in seats of power 
ere beginning to see that ibe intelligent cul­
ture of ihe soil forms one of the corner­
stones of the great columns of national pros­
perity and happiness. Alas that the bills 
and the rallies of Europe should bate 
echoed so long with tbe shouts and shrieks 
of brothers in deadly sink. But leaving 
the olti world, what do we find the condition 
of Agriculture here in ibe United States T 
I* the practice of • vast majority of our far­
mers such as we would be willing to imi­
tate ; and coming still nearer home, ia your 
system of firming and mine such at we 
oughi to be satisfied with t Are we not 
conscious of some finie hplee in our farm 
management, through which Ihe.six-pence» 
keep falling, although not large enough is 
we think, to mirid. in « word, do we al­
ways practice “ Progressive Agriculture.”

From the North 
Pole to Herat, from the Caspian to the 
mouth of llie A moor, the land is Russian. 
The Tartar can but obey the ukase from 
St. Pelersburgli ; and whateeer his future 
destiny, must for the present be erased from 

i the roll of the dominant races of the earth, 
i The offshoots of his gpwerfare even worse. 

IIo has been conquered. They are dying 
of inanition and the vices luxury ia said to 
produce.

Is not a rayahadmitted into the 
army ? Is not Layard establishing a bank, 
O’Shaugnessy a telegraph, and Andrews a 
railway ? Did not the Sultan go to a masque­
rade? And are not all these things visible 
signs of civilization patent to the eyes, con­
solatory to the breeches pocket ? Possibly 
they miy be. They are whit the nineteenth 
century accepts for its mission at any rate; 
but as Turks and civilization are incompati­
ble, they do not greatly affect the argnment. 
The Greeks may prosper and progress, 
though no effete race has yet been revived. 
Turkey may be filled with new colonies and 
new races. She may be divided between 
France and England ; she may even suc­
cumb lu Russia, and under any of these 
changes may advance. Turkey may im­
prove, but the Turks like the races from 
w hom they sprung are losing their place on 
the grand muster-roll of domioion.

The Mogul, the second offshol, vanished 
away a century ago ; but far to the east­
ward, the thud of the great Tartar dynasties 
is perishing beneath our eyes. The Chi­
nese insurgents arc winning. They are 
Chinese. The Tartar rulers are perishing 
out, and whatever the fate of China, its dy­
nasties will not be Mamchou. Already the 
central provinces are lost. The south is 
kept in order only by atrocities which 
seem to Europeansi almost deserved by live 
cowards who endure their perpetration.— 
The Tartars of Citina are foicibly cleansed 
out of the Red Book of the world.

Three countries thus ruled apparently 
remain. The ancestry of the Indo-Chinese 
races may be a puzzle; Inn if there he trnili 
in physiognomy, they are Calmucks. The 
Borman is already paralysed, and the Siam­
ese and Cambodian only wait in Ihetr 
marshes till the inevitable tide of progress 
brings them also within the red line. For­
bidden to judge foreigners without the in­
tervention ol the Consul, their claim to do­
minion seem- hut slight. The last remain­
ing slate is Persia. Thai kingdom alone in 
Asia was filled as well as occupied by the 
conquerors. Whatever be the nature of the 
indigenous population, it has become in 
seperably intermixed w ith its rulers. The 
sovereign race is scarcely abominant race, 
in the sense in w hich we have employed the 
phrase. In any sense, however, it is decay­
ing. Russia has its fairest provinces.— 
The Shah ventures to trust cities only to 
his sons. The army is loo disorganized to 
keep the Koords jyiihio bounds ; and now, 
at the appointed time, agiitist the will of 
England and of India, we are advancing to 
effect a lodgment which will terminate 
when the Gulf is dry.

Ten years more a! the present rale of ad- 
tance, and the Tartar dynasties, the race, 
who, under one Mm ant! another, have held 
Asia for five centuries, will " have passed 
from the scene. They pass, too, almost un­
recorded. The indigenous races have done 
much, the Tartar nothing. The Chinese 
have produced a civilization on which their 
sovereigns ore but an excrescence. Turkey 
is not so rich or so cultivated, has fewer 
edits, (ewer buildings, fewer traces of wise 
government than she had in the days of her 
Greek superiors. The trade of India was 
conducted by Hindoos, not Tartars. It is 
the industry of the indigenous race, not the 
governments of her onquerors, which msde 
made her rich and fertile. in the north, 
where they had absolute poseasion what have 
they done? There is not one road, one 
bridge, one city better than scamp, between 
the (Jral and ShaghaUin north of the Jazar- 
fls. Not one idea has emanated from the 
Steppe, not one law,and, with the exception 
or a dozen soldiers, not one great man — 
Earth cm spare tbe Tartar rulers of Asia.

It is impossible, watching these things, to 
refrain from speculation on what tbe end 
may be. We have some facte to guide us. 
All history shows that indigenous Asiatic 
races respire the direction of s 
etnas.

History of Ocoan Navigation.
I.ieutensnl Maui», in a lain Inclure, said 

lImi, in the rarlv navigation uf the Atlantic 
ocean, iho manner had no guide lo shape 
Ina couran, but, like I lie traveller over the 
untrodden lummy of a new country, he 
w as led by circumstances. Columbus -in 
lua toy age of discovery sailed toward ihe 
coast of Africa, then changed to a due 
course west towards the Bahama Islands. 
If he had sailed at any other season he 
would have encountered storms and rough 
weather. In the month of January one 
gale occurs as often as every six days, as­
certained by late observations. But if Co­
lumbus bad nol discovered America, il must 
inevitably have been discovered by outward 
bound vessels lo India, liemg driven by these 
winds to the coast of Brazil, ae some after­
wards were. Commerce followed this south­
erly direction until the war of indepen­
dence ; so that Charleston, South Carolina, 
wsa the half-way house from the ports ol 
Europe to those of New York and New 
England. The Carolina» imported three 

j times as much as New York, and their ex 
| ports were three times ns great as those of 
New England, and four times as great as 
those ol New York.—The course wassoulh, 
ihen due wesi, and then north again. In 
Charleston, and the ports of the West In 
dies, vessels were accustomed to winter on 
their voyages lo mere non hern pons.

The Gulf stream was discovered as early 
as 1512, but was nol considered of much 
importance in navigation until Dr. Frank 
lin noiiced the extraordinary temperature 
ol its water. For a long period after this 
ns waters were supposed lo run in the 
same channel ; and it was thought that the 
longitude could be ascertained in arriving 
at or departing from it. Dr. Franklin and 
Gaptam Folger, another American, then in 
England, constructed a chart of the ocean, 
with the Gulf Stream, which remained as 
ihi chart until my recollection. The chro­
nometer was not known in those days. 
These invaluable instruments now put out 
their long feelers, and warn the mariner of 
danger. In all departments of knowledge 
nothing new comes before it is wanted. It 
is so in smaller as well as in greater matters. 
Of men, how olten it is said that they are 
the men for the occasions in which they are 
called to acl. The chronometer and the 
quadrant were the forerunners of naviga­
tion by steam. Without the former we 
could not have had the latter. The aver­
age speed of sailing vessels was only from 
two to three miles an hour ; and when 
you consider the circuitous roules they 
look, instead of the direct course they now 
pursue, you can see that the effect of Dr 
Franklin’s discovery was very great upon 
commerce. At the earlier stage of naviga­
tion, Charleston was a m dway port; now it 
is an outside station, and New York and 
Burton are midway ports between Charles­
ton arid Europe.

I enow of Ibis primitive family abode ; I 
weep to think that none of those who in­
habited it are now among the living ; and if 
ever I fail in afleciionate veneration foi 
him who raised it, and defended it against 
savage violence and destruction, cherished 
all domestic comforis beneath its roof, and 
through the fire and blood of seven years 
revolutionary war, shrunk from no toil, no 
sacrifice, to serve his country, and lo raise 
his children to a condition better than his 
awn, may my name, and the name of my 
posterity, be blotted from tbe memory of 
mankind—Daniel Webster.

Yielding to Agit*tocs.—The Ver-
