Dr. Osborn moved, and
Dr. Cook seconded, a resolution approving
the work of the Executive as a whole,
and especially in the exclusion of
doctrinal discussion. The resolution
was carried unanimously, and there is no
doubt it will be accepted in America,
and so will end the temperary difficulty
of questions of doctrines, standards, and
polity. It-was suggested from America
that Friday, August 5th, be observed as
a day of special prayer by Methodists
throughout the world for the blessing of
God upon the forthcoming ("cumenical
Conference, and the conventien unani-
mously agreed to the suggestion. Some
conversation arose on the subject of the
guarantee fund. The executive had
agreed that the sum of £12 10s.

NICE OPERA

An Appslling Disaster — Nearly One
IundredLivesLost—Terriblc Scenes.

Paris, Ma 24, —The fire which broke
out in the ltalinn Opera House in Nice
on Wedensday night was caused 1
leak in the gas-pipe in front of the stag
causing an explosion. The primadonna
escaped by the help ot friends.  About
one hundred have been taken out of the
ruing, burned and charred.

Later despatciies from Nice concerning
the fire more than confirm the worst fears
indulged in at the hour ofdisaster, Itis
not known that the explosion in which
the disaster originated was that of the
gas retort or reservoir located behind the
stage. The survivors say that immedi-
ately after the explosion the gas lights
in the entire house were simultaneously
extinguished, leaving the crowded audi-
ence in perfect darkness amid the odor
of escaping gas which began to fill the
building and rendered breathing diffi
cult. The panic which ensued was of the
most terrible character. Men and wo-
men were crushed over the seats, and
the house became avast den of struggling
At this juncture the fire
ight and inflammable
scenery catchingfirst,and the flames leap-
ing from point to point and rapidly ex
tending toward the body of the house
over the heads of the screaming, shout
ing, terror-stricken people, many of|
whom were trampled to death in the
panie, which became uncontrollable
when the peril of death by fire wasadded.
Mademoiseile Donadio, the prima donna,
| escaped with several actors, but it

believed the chorus were all burned to
| death. As soon as the flames were un-
| der control search began for the dead.
| Up to the time of the transmission of the

A WAIL FROM NEDRASKA,

The Platte River Overflows I'is Banks
—Peopie Who, Esenped Freezing to
Death In Danger of Deing Swept
Away by the Fiood.

Owmaha, Neb., March 27.—For gmvernl
days an ice gorge has been forming on
Platte River,near North Bend. On Fri-
day the waters suddenly rose above the
banks and swept away the Union Pacilic
railroad for a mile and a half. The water
rose several feet. In North Bend the
peopleook refuge in the railroad depot,
remuining all night, the waterslowly cut-
ting off the people of that place from all
communigation. The whole valley of
the Loup is flooded. Itisarich country,
with about five thousand inhabitants.
A large quantity of ice is pouring out ol
the Loup River, and is carried by the
flood over the country, mowing down
telegraph poles and destroying property.
The railroad company has large gangs of
men endeavoring to save the bridges.
The latest reports are that the country
is uneler water for fifteen miles. There
are rumors of great loss of life. It is im-
possible to get particulars owing to the
stoppage of communication with the in-
undated region. There is talk of send-
ingoutarelief expedition. The Missouri
is rising rapidly, the waters threatening
the workshops of the Union Pacific road.

In Toronto there are 19 Anglican Sun-
day schools, having 6,064 scholars and
604 teachers; 17 Presbyterian, with
3,519 scholars, requiring 356 teachers;
14 Methodists, with 4,352 scholars and
406 teachers; 8 Primitive Methodist,
showing 1,062 scholars and 135 teachers;
10 Baptists, with 2,083 scholars, instruct-
ed by 211 teachers; 7 Congregational,
with 1,463 scholars and 161 teachers.
There are 15 miscellaneous schools,

bering 1,5. holars and 118
teachers. The total number of schools
is 90 ; of scholars 19,222, and of teachers,
1,998, Of the scholars 10,700 are
girls, and 8,622 boys, and of teachers
1,094 are ladies, and 904 are gentlemen.

Michael Davitt is & Roman Catholic,
and the son of a tenant farmer, and was
born at Striad, near Castlebar, in the
County Mayo, in the year 1846. His
father was evicted in 1851, and his family
went to reside in England. They settled
in Lancashire, where they remained for
twenty-five years. Michael went to work
in a cotton mill at Haslingden, near
Manchester, at the age of nine, and he
was a year at that labour when his right
arm got crushed by the mill machinery,
necessitating its amputation at the
shoulder. Forfive years after he attend-
ed the Wesleyan School in Haslingden,
and at fifteen got employment as assist-
ant letter-carrier and bookkeeper.

A despatch from Candahar states that
a rebellion has broken out at Herat so
great in its strength that Ayoob Khan by
this time is probably exiled or taken
prisoner. The rebels are headed by
Mohammed Hessan Khan, Governor of
Kushk, who induced Mohammed .Jan's
regiments to join him in the attack on
Herat, and it is supposed that Moham-
med Jan was murdered with this end in
view. It is pointed out that this gives
Abdurraham Khan an opportunity to
bring all Afghanistan umﬂ: his sway.
The same despatch states that, Abdurra-
ham is on his way to Candahar, but an-
other says that it is now too late in the
season for the English troops to march
to India.

The Guelph papers announce the death
in that city, on Tuesday last, of Mr. John
Howitt, popularly known in the yicinity
as “ Quaker " Howitt, in the 76th year of
his age. Deceased was one of the
earliest and wealthiest settlers in Guelph,
where he arrived in 1834, from Derby-
shire, England. Lord Elgin, when Gov-
ernor-General of Canada, often came to
Guelph to visit Mr. Hewitt's farm and
inspect his stock of thoroughbreds.
