Considerable Activity.

A Promising Mine of Bairviewl Camp—

F AIR VIEW, July 15.—It is stated 

here, and the statement is believed to 
be true, that ore averaging >10 to the 
ton for the whole width of the working 
is being mined at the 300 foot level 
of the New Falrview Corporation’s 
Stemwinder mine. This is very encour­
aging intelligence, and following earlier 
experience in this mine, which had al­
ready proved values to have increased 
as depth was made, tends to confirm the 
opinion that further development will 
make the Stemwinder a profitable en­
terprise.

The management of this mine is mak­
ing betterments right along that give 
increased facilities for the economical 
handling and treatment of the ore, and 
for enlarging the capacity of mill and 
gold saving appliances. Mention was 
made last month of the additions to the 
stamp mill then in progress, and these 
are approaching completion. Besides in­
creasing the number of stamps from 
46 to 66, more cyanide tanks are being 
provided, eight to ten of which are be­
ing made at,#8e mine.

One reason why the tim­
ber has lasted longer, in the face of the 

consumption, than anybody 
supposed it would, is that modern in­
genuity has devised ways and means 
of getting the timber distant from the 
banks of the streams down to consump­
tive points at a cost that makes the 
enterprise commercially feasible.

No one can say with certainty how 
long the white pine forests will last:

The passing of John W. Mackay will | tbe pledge before night.' There Is a re­
call forth expressions of sorrow from all 
parts of the Pacific coast. He came 
to California ln the early days, like 
thousands of others, in search of 
wealth, but unlike so many of the argo­
nauts of those times he amassed im­
mense riches, and died ln the fullness 
of years in London last Sunday, sur­
rounded by his family and loving 
friends. Mr. Mackay was a stalwart 
character. The sudden accumulation 
of great wealth did not turn his head 
In the least, nor cause hlme to cease 
his democratic ways of living. Besides, 
he seemed to know what toi do with 
his money. He developed a capacity 
for business seldom witnessed In men 
not trained in commercial or mercan­
tile pursuits, and we see his name con­
nected with cable, telegraphic and 
.Other enterprises foreign to the great 
one of mining, which had previously 
engaged his attention and from which 
he derived his start in life. But he was 
always the same plain, unassuming, 
kind-hearted John Mackay as when he 
handled the pick and shovel for gold ln 
California, and later shoved an ore car 
from the tunnels of the Comstock ln 
Nevada. He even refused the highest 
honors the State could confer on him, 
for it Is a well known fact that he 
could have been elected United States 
senator from Nevada almost any time, 
an honor he steadfastly refused, and 
perhaps ln this he showed his rugged 
common sense more than anything else, 
for he knew that he would not cut much 
of a figure in that august assemblage.

Mackay came to California in the 
early fifties, and soon drifted Into 
Sierra county in the northwestern1 part 
of the State, at that time one of the 
great placer mining sections, through 
which flowed the famous Yuba River, 
at that time the Mecca for the gold four hundred million mark for the year 
seeker. Downlevllle was the county 
seat, and at that time lt was the head­
quarters for all the camps within a 
radius of 25 or 30 miles. Mackay first 
engaged ln mining at a camp called ahead.
