It is a common fabrication on the part of Grit papers and Grit
speakers to depict the ngser\’ative party as against industrial labor
and industrial interests.
In plain language, that is an arrant untrutle pot to put the
matter any stronger. : : ?
Most of us in this fair Canada of ours have to work for a living,
and are all the better for it, and if- Conservative administrators had
never done anything more than introduce the National Policy, which
saved Canadian industries from threatening ruin and death, they
would rightly deserve the everlasting thanks of labor; but they have
accomplished very much more than that.
Take the Workmen’s Compensation Act, passed at the last
session of the Ontario Legislature, as an illustration. :
On May 1st, 1914, this' measure was placed upon the Ontario
statute books. ‘
It is admitted on all hands that the Act is the most advanced
piece of legislation that has yet been enacted in:any province of the
Dominion, or in any State of the Union, or in any.of the countries of
the Old World. Some of the salient features of the Act are as
follows: i
(1) If a workman is injured he is entitled iin every case to
gompensation, unless the injury was caused solely by his serious and
wilful misconduct, and even where the injury was caused solely by
his serious and wilful migconduct, compensation must still be paid if
the injury results in death or serious disablement.
(2) There is no waiting period during which no compensation is
payablé. . It is true that the injury myst last more than seven days,
but if it does the compensation dates back to the date of the injury.
In thost states and countries a ‘definite period, generally of at
léast two weeks, is fixed during which no compensation is payable.
,(3) All law suits are done away with. The workman simply
sends his claim to the Board. The Board receives a report from its
logal official, and awards the compensation without ever seeing the
workman or his employer. Nothing is deducted from the compen-
sation to pay costs. : ;
(4) The compensation cannot be garnisheed or attached by a
creditor. "
(5) The scale of compensation is generous:
1. Where the injury results in death—
$75 for burial expenses.
$20 monthly to widow and $5 monthly for each child
under 16.
$10 monthly to each child.where there is no widow.
If the widow marries again she gets a lump sum equal
to the total of the weekly payments for two years.
2. Where a workman is permanently disabled he receives
a weekly payment during his lifetime equal to 55
per cent. of his average weekly earnings.
Under most laws there is a limit fixed to the total amount which
a workman may receive, but under the Ontario Act there is no limit
fixed, because he receives 55 per cent. of his wages as long as he lives.
(6) Payment of compensation out of the Accident Fund is prac-
tically guaranteed to the workman by the Province, provision being
made for payment out of the Consolidated Revyenue Fund of Ontario
wherever the Accident Fund runs short, and the Board is also re-
quired to raise, by assessments on: the employers, reserve funds
sufficient to meet all futurespayments for compensation. The Prov-
ince contributes annually $100,000 towards the cest of administering
the Act, and a further $26,000-to pay the salaries of the members of
the Board.

Fred De Ivy, lot superintendent,
fravelling with the Haags’ shows for
fourteen years, testified that he had
known ‘Dad’ since March last. He
saw the negro several times on the
day of the shooting, was right beside
him when he was shot. De Ivy said
that the negro as formerly a good
hand but crazed with drink, or from
other cause made an attack on Mr.
LePearl, the snake charmer with
Haags. Le Pearl ran to De Ivy for
protection and the negro turned to
the witness and battered him on the
head with his fists. De Ivy cried out
for help and the hegroes loading the
train ran to his assistance. When
they arrived they saw Daniels, the
boss- hosteler,draw his revolver and
shoot four times. The last two shots
were fired while the revolver was a
very féw inches from the dead man.

‘Dutch’ Daniels as he finished shoot-
ing remarked: “I'm from Texas, that’s
the way we do there. If "anybody
wants to take up the quarrel their
chances are good.” He then walked
to the Queens Hotel and took a
drink, emptied his revolver, and pre=-
sented the empty cartridges to the
bartender for a souvenier,

De Ivy— ‘Some protectiofi was nec-
cessary, but shooting was net.’

War No Longer Neces-
safy to Settle Trouble
Between Nations

By Special Wire to The Courler]

BOSTON, June 3—The participa-
tion of college men in public service
was urged by Justice William Ren-
wick Riddell, of the Supreme Court
of Ontario, in an address befcre the
graduating class oi Boston University
to-day.

“He who shuns his fellows,” said
Justice Riddell, “may have a  high
mission, a lofty outlook and he may

beworthy of all praise. But there
must be some to mingle with the peo-
ple, to know their needs at first hand,
to take an immediate and not simply
a mediate part in directing  their
thoughts and their aspirations. Is
that function to be left to the ward
healer, to he boss who makes his liv-
ing by it, to the party hack with no
thought above the immediate succes3
of some scheme?

“Some one must lead; who is it to
be? It should be the glory of a uni-
versity that from its walls go forth
the leaders of the people. The neigh-
boring college which trained a Gar-
field, the venerable and historic elder
sister across the way which-gave this
land a Roosevelt and that of another
state which produced a Taft or g
Pilson did not crush in their minds
the desire for public serivce.

“All the problems of government
have not been solved: many remain,
clearest thinking, the renunciation of
prejudice, honest and sincere determ-
ination to do the thing that is right.

“How are we to settle international
questions? Blood and agony and death
cannot be the final argument. War
is, unhappily some times mnot only
right, but even a duty. In the gen-
eral case, however, of international
disputes, war can no longer be said to
be necessary, than it is for two per-
sons who have a dispute to fight it
out with lance or club, as was the cus-
tom centuries ago in England.

“We have four thousand miles of
international boundary without a
soldier or a fortification. The exam-
ple of two such nations as the United
States and Canada, might well be fol-
lowed by others, and in good time
must and will be followed.”

MANY RESGUED
IN'HOSPITAL AT
CITY OF QUE

Aftermath of Disaster of
Friday Last in Des-
patches Today.

[By Specizl Wire to the Courier]

QUEBEC, June 3—With the closing
of the fifth day since the sinking of
the Empress of Ireland there was no
lightening of the pall of gloom
which has overcome this city as the
tale of dead was told and the long-
drawn efforts of relatives and friends
to identify victims brought on its
oft-repeated scene of ‘grief. The
first wild outbursts of sorrow have
now given place to a settled gloom,
and those who are engaged in the mel-
ancholy hope of finding the bodies
of their loved ones are quietly wait-
ing that which. they dread. The
whole atmosphere is one of sorrow
and death, a terrible reminder of the
dangers of travel.

The death house at the Louise
Jasin presented a curiously quiet
aspect after the fevered excitement
of the past few days. Half a hun-
dred of the bodies have been removed,
and tle rest lay, some in closed cof-
fins some open. while others were
ctill in the rough wooden boxes in
which they had been brought from
Rimouski. All, however, had been
embalmed and as far as possible pre-
pared for interment,

By last evening there still remain-
ed 87 unidentified bodies; 36 mefi, 42
women, four boys and 5 girls. There
were also left in the death house the
identified bodies of 30 men, 19 w« =
men and two girls.

No instructions have been given so
far as to the disposal of these identi-
fird dead, and this delay is adding
seriously to the worries of the staff
of C.P.R. officials, who are literally
- orking niglit and day to make every
possible arrangement for the identi-
fi:.von and disposal of the bodies.

MONTREAL, June 3.—Definite ar-
rangements have been made by the
C. P. R. for the funeral of identified
wreck victims at Quebec, and an-
nouncement to this effect was made
this morning in the following official
statement:

“The dead bodies of sailors who
have been identified, and of such pas-
sengers whose burial the C. P. R. has
been requested to arrange for, will be
interred with naval and military hon-
ors at 10 o’clock to-morrow morning
at Quebec. Those who have not yet
been identified will not be buried, but
will be held in the cemetery vault at
Quebec for a sufficient length of time
to enable relatives and others to iden-
tify them.

Vehemently Denied.

Insinuations that Captain Kendall
of the foundered Empress of Ireland
had been drinking before he got on
the Storstad drew prompt and vehe-
ment denials again to-day, one from
Dr. Grant, medical officer of the Em-
press, and another from Percy Adie
of London.

The denials also contain extra
proof that Capt. Kendall's conduct
was absolutely without reproach and
that of all the lamentable figuresthat
reach Rimouski from the scene of the
wreck, he was’ probably the most
painful

Dr. Grant said that he was with
Captain Kendall from the time he
came on the Storstad until the time
he reached shore. The captain was
in bad shape and the doctor suggest-
ed some brandy. The captain refus-
ed again and again, saying he had
never taken a drimk in his life.

At the outset the numbered ballot
was -abolished, and the people were
given a secret ballot, with heavy pen-
alties for any violation of it.

The new ballot is one that cannot
be rmhanipulated, and severe penalties
have been enacted, including impris-
onment in’ some cases, to stop offences
against the ballot. Corrupt practices
lave been ‘rendered punishable by
very heavy penalties.

In order to afford additional pro-
tection to the people, a law was pass-
ed at the last session of the Legisla-
ture prohibiting political subscriptions
by corporations, by Government con-
tractors and by the holders of liquor
licenses.

Under former Governments the
constituenties were so arranged that
the minority of the people elected the
majority of the members of. the Leg-
islature. Thus, in 188, while the
Conservatives had a popular majority
of 9,869, the Liberals had thirty more
scats in the Legislature. Again, in
1902, although there was a Conserva-
tive majority of 7,333 in the votes cast,
the Liberals had a majority of four in
the House. In order to overcome this
injustice, redistributions were neces-
sary, and have also been rendered
necessary by the growth of population
in New Ontario and other parts of
the Province.

PROTECTING PUBLIC RIGHTS.

The Ontario Railway and Municipal
Board, which was established by the
Whitney Government shortly after it
came into office, has been doing splen-
did work. for the public, protecting
public rights in the matter of thé
electric railway and telephone fran-
chises. At the outset the Railway
Doard established a two-cent-per-mile
passetiger rate on the electric railways
of .the'province. It has brought elec-
tric railways under control and super-
vides their ‘equipment and settleés dis-
putés between railways and munici-
palities, bringing order out of chaos.

One feature of the Board’s work is
the validation of debentures issued by
municipalities. ILast year debentures
involving about $3,000,000 came under
the scrutiny of the Board. and 130
municipal by-laws were validated. In
the majority of these cases special
Acts of the Legislature would have
been requiréd if the Board had not
been empowered to deal with the
matter. Thus the Board has saved
municipalities much expense and de-

lay.

In the control of the telephone busi-
ness an important work is being done
by thé Board, which 'is rapidly de-
veloping. The Board is now super-
intending the interchange of business
between various telephone companies,
and thus affording a protection to the
public and at the same time prevent-
ing large and powerful compaties
crushing competition. "The rapid
growth” of the telephone business
throughout the province has made it
very important that there should be a
speedy and final ethod of protecting
the public rights, and in this respect
the Railway and Municipal Board is
proving of great advantage to the
public.

The Board is empowered to adjudi-
cate dpon disputes as to assessment.
Last year it decided cases involving
adsessments aggregating five and a
half millions of dollars.

Searching for the Dead.

Captain \Walsh, marine superinten-

CONDITIONS
IN THE WEST

In an interviaw given out at Mont-
real, Mr. J. S. Dénnis, assistant to the
president; head of the department of
natural resources of the ‘Canadian
Pacific, and reputed to be one of the
best authorities on western affairs,
said: Because c¢dnditions on the rail-
way as well as in the cities and towns
are quiet at the present, but are be=
ginning to show marked evidences of
stimulation owing to the splendid
weather and a consequent early move-
ment of people to the western part of
Canada. The abnormal‘growth of ur-
ban centres is credited with causing
the depression of the past year. The
city development is*now waiting for
the necessary industrial and agricul-
tural growth to catch up. When the
two are more nearly on a level will
the prosperity of the past begin to
be appreciable again. It is too early
now to speak of crop conditions, yet
the spring =hrafeations™ are” very en-1
couraging and promise well for ex-
cellent crop returns, The immigra-
tion to Canada has dropped off to
some extent, but this is only due to
the holding back on the part of arti-
sans and laborers. The numbers who
are taking up land for the purpose
of ‘sane agricultural development, or
mixed farming, as is so diligently
preached by the Canadian Pacific, are
becoming larger each year. The num-
ber of settlers takKing up land in the
west is larger this year than hereto-
fore.”

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CHURCH UNION
AT ASSEMBLY

Will be One of the Im-
portant Subjects Dis-
cussed.

WOODSTOCK, Ont., June 2—One
of the outstanding questions to be dis-
cussed at the Presbyterian general as-
sembly which opens in Woodstock to-
day will be the problem of church un-
ion. At last year’s meeting of the as-
sembly in Toronto it was decided on

Rev. W. J. Clark, D.D., of Westmount
Church, Montreal, is chairman of the
committee. The choosing of a moder-
tor will also occupy considerable time
at this year’s assembly, it is expected.
It is probable that four men will be
nominated this year, the aspirants be-
ing Rev. Dr. Herridge, D.D., of Ot-
tawa; Rev. John Neil of Westmnister
Church, Toronto; Rev. D. D. McLeod
D. D, of Barric and Rev. Dr. Scrim-
ger of Montreal College. There is a
feeling in a large section of the church
that Dr. Herridge will be chosen, al-
though this feeling is by no means
universal.

Woodstock has made extensive pre-
parations to handle the assembly and
local church officers were busy to-day
putting on finishing totches,

A program of out-of-town excur
sions, garden parties, etc., has been
arranged for the entertainment of the
delegates, while here, and a feature

a vote of 3 to 1 to continue the union
committee and instructions were  is-
it should continue negotia-
ith the Methodist and Congre-
eational Church represcntatives in the
hope that union might be consumma-
ted
Since this resolution was adopted,
the joint committee has held several
mectings and a sub committee has
taken a survey of the whole dominion
sceking to find out where there is any
overlapping and what the saving
would be in men and money, in the
event of the union. This information
will be presented to the assembly.
While it is impossible to forecast with
certainty what the recommendation of
the union committee will be it is pro-
bable that they will recommend that
the whole matter be sent back again
to the presbyterian congregations and
sessions for their final judgment un-
der the Barrier Act. It is known that
the Methodist and Congegational bod-
ies are just a littue impatient at the
seeming delay in the councils of the
Presbyterian church, but the opposi-
rion among the Presbyterians is very
active and although a large majority
favor church union, there is no desire
to hasten matters, as long as there
is a possibility of carrying into the un-
ion any considerable section of the
anti-unionists. There will be a min-
ority report from the anti-union mem-
bers of the assembly and the debate
on the subject will be a notable one.
The union committee is called to meet
in the assembly church to-night,
when it is expected that their report
will be prepared for the assembly.
