MONTREAL, June 3— “Some of 
the statements made against Captain 
Kendall by officers or members of the 
crew of the Storstad are absolutely 
false and cruel,” was the emphatic and 
unequivocal assertion of Mr. Perry 
Adie, of London, England, a survivor 
°f the Empress disaster. Mr. Adie, 
"ith his wife and Miss Doris Gaunt, 
"ho all had providential escapes from 
the wreck, reached Montreal last ev­
ening: en route to Toronto.

"Captain Kendall is known as a life­
long teetotaler,” continued Mr. die. 
‘‘We were c distantly in his company 
from ten a.m. on Friday until he left 
Rimouski, and I can, therefore, vouch 
for the ta:t that, although he was 
badly injured and suffering both phys­
ically and mentally, he absolutely re­
fused even then to take a little brandy 
or other stimulant, in spite of repeat­
ed urging. You could not hope to

meet a finer man or a better sea­
man. His chief regret seemed to be 
that he had been rescued. He, his 
officers and Iris «.tew, did all that was 
possible in the frightfully short time 
which elapsed between the collision 
and the sinking of the ship.”

After telling of his reaching a col­
lapsible boat aftèr being in the water 
some time, Mr. Adie said:

“What struck me as particularly 
abominable was that the Storstad was 
about two miles away and making no 
apparent effort to come nearer or to 
rescue the survivors.

“Our1 boat was over loaded and 
waterlogged and began to sink. W 
had to take to the water again, and 
do not know what became of the oth 
ers, or whether all were rescued, f 
do not remember much of what we 
did, except that we clung together.

NAPANEE, Ont., June 3.—Yester­

day afternoon, Coroner G. H. Cowan 
called an inquest into the death of a 
negro known as “Dad” and employed 
with Haags circus.

Fred De Ivy, lot superintendent, 
Ravelling with the Haags’ shows for 
fourteen years, testified that he had 
known ‘Dad’ since March last. He 
saw the negro several times on the 
day of the. shooting, was right beside 
him when he was shot. De Ivy said 
that the negro as formerly a good 
hand hut crazed with drink, or from 
other cause made an attack on Mr. 
LePearl, the snake charmer with 
Haags. Le Pearl ran to De Ivy for 
protection and the negro turned to 
the witness and battered him on the 
head with his fists. De Ivy cried out 
for help and the negroes loading the 
train ran to his assistance. When 
they arrived they saw Daniels, the 
boss hosteler,draw his revolver and 
shoot four times. "The last two shots 
were fired while the revolver was a 
very fêw inches from the dead man.

‘Dutch’ Daniels as he finished shoot­
ing remarked; “I’m from Téxas, that's 
the way we do there. If anybody 
wants to take up the quarrel their 
chances are good.” He then walked 
to the Queens Hotel and took a 
drink, emptied his revolver, and pre­
sented the empty cartridges to the 
bartender for a souvenier.

Coroner Cowan—“Was the shoot­
ing necessary for your protection?’

De Ivy— ‘Some protection was nec- 
cessary, but shooting was not.’

could not find it six inches in.

LePearl, anemployee of the cir­
cus, was struck by ‘Dad in the arm, 
and ran for safety to De Ivy. He had 
known Daniels formerly with the ‘101’ 
ranch show. Charles Hambley of Nap­
anee, was watching the circus load. 
The darkey ‘Dad’ was thrown out of 
the Queen’s hotel and the people tried 
<0 keep 'him out. After the shooting, 
Hambley tried to phone the chief of 
police, but Daniels stopped him. The 
witness then went to another house 
where he phoned the police. Jacob 
Bell of Napanee and John Herbert, 
corroborated' the former evidence. 
Fed Hosey of Napanee saw that the 
police were in the hotel just as Dan­
iels left. >

Most of us in this fair Canada of ours have to work for a living, 
and are all the better for it, and if-Conservative administrators had 
never done anything more than introduce the National Policy, which 
saved Canadian industries from threatening ruin and death, they 
would rightly deserve the everlasting thanks of labor ; but they have 
accomplished very much more than that.

Take the Workmen’s Compensation Act, passed at the last 
session of the Ontario Legislature, as an illustration..

On May 1st, 1914, this1 measure was placed upon the Ontario 
statute books.

It is admitted on all hands that the Act is the most advanced 
piece of legislation that has yet been enacted in any province of the 
Dominion, or in any State of the Union, or in any of the countries of 
the Old World. Some of the salient features of the Act are as 
follows-

“All the problems of government 
have not been solved; many remain, 
clearest thinking, the renunciation of 
prejudice, honest and sincere determ­
ination to do the thing tliatzis right.

“How arc we to settle international 
questions? Blood and agony and death 
cannot be the final argument, 
is, unhappily some times not only 
right, but even a duty. In the gen­
eral case, however, of international 
disputes, war can no longer be said to 
be necessary, than it is for two per­
sons who have a dispute to fight it 
out with lance or club, as was the cus­
tom centuries ago in England.

“‘We have four thousand miles of 
international boundary without a 
soldier or a fortification. The exam­
ple of two such nations as the United 
States and Canada, might well be fol­
lowed by others, and in good time 
must and will be followed.”

(1) If a workman is injured he is entitled in every case to 
mpensation, unless the injury was caused solely by his serious and

wilful misconduct, and even where the injury was caused solely by 
his serious and wilful misconduct, compensation must still be paid if 
the injury results in death or serious disablement.

(2) There is no waiting period during which no compensation is 
payable, jt is true that the injury m^pt last more than seven days, 
but if it does the compensation dates back to the date of the injury.

In most states and countries a definite period, generally of at 
least two weeks, is fixed during which no compensation is payable. 
, (3) All law suits are done away with. The workman simply

sends his claim to the Board. The Board receives a report from its 
local official, and awards the compensation without ever seeing the 
workman or his employer. Nothing is deducted from the Compen­
sation to pay costs.

(4) The compensation cannot be garnisheed or attached by a 
creditor.

(5) The scale of compensation is generous :
1. Where the injury results in death—

$75 for burial expenses.
$20 monthly to widow and $5 monthly for each child 

under 16.
$10 monthly to each child .where there is no widow.

If the widow marries again she gets a lump sum equal 
to the total of the weekly payments for two years.

2. Where a workman is permanently disabled he receives 
a weekly payment during his lifetime equal to 55 
per cent, of his average weekly earnings. z

Under most laws there is a limit fixed to the total amount which 
a workman may receive, but under the Ontario Act there is no limit 
fixed, because lie receives 55 per cent, of his Wages as long as he lives.

(6) Payment of compensation opt of the Accident Fund is prac­
tically guaranteed to the workman by the Province, provision being 
made for payment out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund of Ontario 
wherever the Accident Fund runs short, and the Board is also re­
quired to raise, by assessments on the employers, reserve funds 
sufficient to meet all future-payments for cbmpensation. The Prov­
ince contributes annually $100,000 towards the cost of administering 
the Act, and a further $26,000-to pay the salaries Of the members of 
the Board.

The numbers who
are taking up land for the purpose 
of ‘sane agricultural development, or 
mixed farming, as is so diligently 
preached by the Canadian Pacific, are 
becoming larger each year. The num­
ber of settlers talcing up land in the 
west is larger this year than hereto­
fore.”

WOODSTOCK, Ont.. June 2 —One 
of the outstanding questions to be dis­
cussed at the Presbyterian general as­
sembly which opens in Woodstock to­
day will be the problem of church un­
ion. At last year’s meeting of the as­
sembly in Toronto it was decided on 
a vote of 3 to 1 to continue the union 
committee and instructions were is­
sued that it should continue negotia­
tions with the Methodist and Congre­
gational Church representatives in the 
hope that union might be consumma­
ted.

Since this resolution was adopted, 
the joint committee has held several 
meetings and a sub committee has 
taken a survey of the whole dominion 
seeking to find out where there is any 
overlapping and what the saving 
would be in men and money, in the 
event of the union. This information 
will be presented to the assembly. 
While it is impossible to forecast with 
certainty what the recommendation of 
the union committee will be it is pro­
bable that they will recommend that 
the whole matter be sent back again 
to the presbyterian congregations and 
sessions for their final judgment un­
der the Barrier Act. It is known that 
the Methodist and Congegational bod­
ies are just a iittue impatient at the 
seeming delay in the councils of the 
Presbyterian church, but the opposi­
tion among the Presbyterians is very 
active and although a large majority 
favor church union, there is no desire 
to hasten matters, as long as there 
is a possibility of carrying into the un­
ion any considerable section of the 
anti-unionists. There will be a min­
ority report from the anti-union mem­
bers of the assembly and the debate 
on the subject will be a notable one. 
The union committee is called to meet 
in the assembly church to-night, 
when it is expected that their report 
will be prepared for the assembly.

Giving a brief history of the choir] 
the .chairman and president, Mr. C. 
Varey, said it was in 1902 that the 
old choir was started and the first 
concert realized $240, and since that 
date a series of successful concerts 
had been held and many celebrated 
soloists and orchestras had been 
brought to Brantford, for which the. 
citizens were indebted to the choir. 
All appreciated the degree of excel­
lence attained under the able leader­
ship of Mr. Henri Jordan. The 
speaker felt that the good work could 
not be abandoned, and the board 
would see tha^t it was kept up.

Address Presented
Judge Hardy, a member of the old 

male chorus, which afterwards be­
came the Schubert Choir, then read 
the address to be presented in illum­
inated form to Mr. Jordan. It was 
as follows:
To Mr. Henri K. Jordan:

Some are doomed to disappointment 
—only see failure or partial accom- 
lishment of life’s task; but few of us 
are permitted to see the fruition of 
our labors. You seem to belong to 
the last mentioned class and now as 
we see tangible results of your un­
dertakings the disappointing message 
comes to us that you are to leave this 
city.

Eulogies on departing without re­
cognitions while present are vain. 
Having given you the latter we can­
not allow you to depart without the 
former so we now wish to express our 
appreciation of ..you that you may 
carry away with?’you .these words, 
which may remind you of happy as­
sociations here in Brantford.

For a niimher of years you occu­
pied the position of organist in an 
important chureh during which time 
you imparted a degree of reverence 
and sanctity to the service bringing 
those under your charge to a high 
standard of excellence. Your abil­
ities in execution and technique were

years
ried back to years past when the choir 
was in its infancy. He had the pleas­
ure and the honour of being a mem­
ber from the beginning. He remem­
bered concerts held in the old Y. M. 
C. A. Since then they had gradually 
improved and he was glad the male 
quartette had formed into a society 
They had reached the climax last 
year when a very successful concert 
was given in the Opera House. The 
success of the work was due to the 
loyalty of the choir. “If one had the 
material to work with, the rest was 
easy." He could not say enough of the 
faithfulness of the various commit­
tees. They were persistent and hope­
ful and had never failed to carry their 
plans through and to them he owed 
hie deepest thanks. He was indeed 
grateful to them and to them he felt 
that the present choir owed almost 
everything. They had been the back­
bone of the organization.

He paid tribute to the late Mr. Rob­
inson who had helped him very much. 
The speaker had ever enjoyed work 
with the choir, and under all condi­
tions they had proved faithful. He 
greatly regretted that it was necessary 
for him to leave the work at its per- 
sent stage and he sincerely hoped the 
work would continue even if they had 
to wait for someoqe to carry it on. 
Again expressing his most sincere and 
earnest thanks for past kindnesses,
