Despeg'ate Attempt on Hills Held by
Allies Has Resulted in Ignominious
Failure; British Defence Successful

Against all Ouslaughts

} -LONDON, April 30.—(via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency) .
—The correspondents agree that the enemy has suffered
nothing less than a disastrous defeat in the first phase of
the battle consequent on their desperate attempt to eap-
ture the line of hills held by the Allies, which endanger
their possession of Mont Kemmel. They have probably
used 13 divisions from the east of Ypres southward on
the line of battle, with two mdré northward, and the vio-
lence of the gunfire was never greater or more unceasing

at any period of the war.

Our successful defense made the day the bloodiest
yet experienced by the enemy’ as attack after attack was
smashed by our artillery and infantry fire. The Germans
had already suffered beavily on Sunday when their eon-
centrations of troeps Wwere caught and shattered by gun-

LASTS TEN YEARS.”

Spirited Declaration of Rev.
Canon Almond, Home
From France

Montreal, April 29—*“We are not
going to let the Hun hold the land
where our dear ones sleep. We are
not -going ,to let the Hun trample
that pathway our sons and brothers
have trod. If the war lasts five or
ten years we are going on.’
This- was the spirited declaration,
at the Ypres anniversary celebration
yesterday, by Rev. Canon Almond,
chaplain, who has recently returned
from France.
Canon Almond declared that Gen-
eral Bying had never sent men over
the top without going on his knees,
while General MacDougall, who com-
manded the Canadians to-day, “had
told him after an examination of the
lists that not one Canadian had won
honors but had come from a Christ-
ian home in Canada.

“You cannot leave God out of your
life there,” he said.
Col. Almond concluded by recit-
ing Lieut.-Col. John McCrae’s fa-
mous poem on the graves in Flan-
ders and declared;
‘“We are not going to break faith
with them, please God. We are going
on to victory, through our Lord,
Jesus Christ.”
