PRACTICAL, APPLICATIONS.

L Israel’'s sin, = “The people spake
-g_ainx God, and. against Moses” (v. 5).
Sin in the heart is soon manifested in
the life. Murmuring against God is a re-
flection upon His goodness, wisdom,
truth and power. If our load seems heavy
and we wish ‘we might “die,” if 'we find
fault because of any scarcity in our
lives, if we complain because the weath-
er is hot. we are “speaking against God,”
and we displease Him (Num. 11.1; 14.
27-34), and we are in danger of the ser-
pent's bite.

II. Israel's suffering. “The Lord sent
fiery serpents among the people. and
they bit the people; and much people of
Israel died”(v. 6). As the people were
bitten by fiery serpents, so the sinner is
bitten by ‘“that old serpent the devil”
(Rev. 12:9). That camp-bitten, suffer-
ing people is a picture of the world (1
hy 5:19, R. V.), with its poisonous
i ent. Strong drink (Prov. 23:31,32),
evil speaking (Psa. 140:3), deceit (Psalm
58:3, 4; Rom. 3:13), death (1 Cor. 15:
56). They all spring from Satan. None
have’ escaped. his bite. “For all have
sinned” (Rom. 3:23). As “the Lord sent
fiery serpents” (v. 6), so the Lord per-
mits Satan’s stings. Paul writes to Tim-
othy of Hymenaeus and Alexander, “de-
livered unto Satan, that they may learn
not tc blaspheme” (1 Tim. 1:20). Writ-
ing concerning a grievous sin, he says:
“I... .bave determined already in the
name of our Lord.... to deliver such an
on: unto Satan for the destruction of
the flesh, that the spirit may be saved
in the day of the Lord Jesus” (I Cor. 5:
3-5, margin). Referring to those who
suffered from weakness and gickness
anl death because they received the
Lord’s supper “unworthily,” he writes:
“When we are judged, we are chastened
of the Lord, that we should not be con-
demned with the world” (1 Cor, 11:32).
Because God loves us he permits Satan
to sting us. “Whom the Lord loveth
he chasteneth” (Heb. 12:6). To avoid
the serpent’s bite we must aveid sin.
If we would not “tempt Christ as some
of them also tempted, and were destroy-
ed of serpents; meither murmur....as
soma of them also murmured and were
destroyed of the destroyer” (2 Cor. 10:
9, 10). Let us (1) be contented with
whas God gives (Heb. 13:5). (2) Be re-
signed concerning what God takes (Matt.
6:10). (3) By prayer and supplication
with thanksgiving make our requests
known unto God (Phil. 4:6, 7). (4) Re-
joice in the Lord always (Phil.

AT VALLEYFIELD.

IMPOSSIBLE TO MEET MEN’S DE-
MANDS, SAYS PRESIDENT EleG.

Wages of the Operatives Have Already
Been Increased Twice Since March,
and the Cotton Trade Will Not Stand
Any More.

Aug. 19.—The trouble at
Valleyfield, which culminated in 2,500
workers quitting yesterday, has been
brewing for two months. All the work-
ers are demanding shorter hours and an

increase in wages. As a result of the
demand there is a possibility of the mills
being closed indefinitely. :
When seen to-day Mr. S. H. Ewing,
President of the Montreal Cotton Com-
pany, smid: “I am afraid that it has
got to the point where we will have to
fight it out. We gave our hands an ad-
vance of five per cent. in March with-
out it being asked, and later on we
granted their demand for a further in-
crease of ten per cent. We simply can’t
give the advance they are asking for
now, the state of the cotton trade makes
it impossible. Business has been good
for the past couple of years, but previ-
ous to that there were four or five years
of great depression in the textile trades.”
Then he added: “There has been a lot
of insubordination among the workers,
both men and women, lately. Many of
tiem are on piecework, and have been
coming in when it suited them in the
morning. That does not suit us. We
provide the machinery and we want a
big output to keep up with our orders.
We would rather a pieceworker earned
$3 a day than fifty cents.”

TORONTQ LIVE STOCK MARKET.

Receipts of live stock since Tuesday, as
reported by the railways, were 76 curloads,
composed of 1,033 cattie, 1,224 bogs, 1,539
sheep and lambs, and 250 calves. Besides the
above mentioned hogs; there were 1,600 hogs
shipped direct to the packers that were not
on the market. On Wednesday there were
30 cars of northwest cattle from Strathmore,
Alta., and 13 cars of United States cattle,
which made 765 cattle, all being fed in transit
for export, and not being for sale on this
market.

The retail dry-
goods trade is reported fairly active.

Toronto:—Trade generally holds a satis-
factory tone here. Frospects are generally
very satistactory.

Harvesting has already begun in
some districts. Drygoods houses report a
brisk fall trade in all directions. Mills are
meking great attempts to keep up with
orders, but, there is much delay, and in some
lines orders will not be entirely filled. Pre-
parations are active for the opening of the
fall millinery trade which will take place
at the end of this month. Orders are even
now coming along well. Values in all lines
are very firm. The grooery trade is pegin-
ning to show increased activity. The markets
show little change, although sugars and
canned goods stili hold a firm tone. It is
gencrally: felt here that although grocery
prices are high, there is no grave danger
of marked declines.

PARK EXPERTS.

Convention of American Association in
Toronto.

A Toronto despatch: Very flattering
coniments upon tne beauties of Toronto
were passed by the members of the Am-
erican Association of Park Superintend-
ents, which opened its annual conven-
tion in Toronto yesterday. Park Com-<
missioner Chambezs presided at las
night’s session. The question of free
bands in public parks occupied the at-
tention of the delegates for the greater
part of the session.

Mr. Theodore Worth, superintendent of /
parks, Minneapolis, read a paper i
which he expressed himself in favor of
“neighborhood” parks in districts whete
working class residences abound. A 'ne-
eessary adjunct, he said, to such parks
was a playground with gymnasium ap-
paratus and swimmiug pools. He also
advocated band concerts, which should
be held at least once a week. These need
not entail much expense.

Mr. Worth described a portable band
stan? used in Minneapolis, which only
cost about $300, and would accommodate
about forty musicians. It could be
moved from park to park.

A discussion on the paper was taken
up vy Superintendent Shea, of Boston;
Bush, of Detroit; Morley, of Los An-
geles; Cowill, of Buffalo; Keith, of
Bridgepor! '

The general feeling prevailed that
these band concerts were a good thing
provided the “hoodlum” element could
be eliminated. Several of the speakers
declared that in their experience they
had been unable to check this rowdyism,
but Commissioner Chambers said there
had never been any trouble of the kind
in Toronto.

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ELECTRIC SLEEP,

Use of Current Produces Somnolence and
Anaesthesia.

Some months ago 8. Leduc described
how, with ten to thirty volts, and with
currents interrupted 150 to 200 times

r second, the inhibition of the cere-
ral hemispheres could be brought about
in animals, thus producing sleep and a
general anaesthesia. The procedure had
the disadvantage of producing at first
contraction and convulsions, raising the
pressure of the blood, provoking the
evacuation of the bladder and the in-
testine, and momentarily stopping res-
piration. J
Those disadvantages are largely re-
induced by introducing into the circuit
an inductionless resistance allowing the
operator to attain the necessary inten-
sity gradually in three to five minutes.
This method requires a preliminary in-
troduction of the maximum electromo-
tive force, but this should be put as low
as possible, When the electromotive
force is then gradually raised to the ne-
cessary figure, the animal passes gently
and gradually, without a movement of
defense, or of light, without a ery, and
without any change in the movements of
respirgtion or heart action, from the
wakening states into a quiet and regu-
lar sleep, with absolute ahaesthesia, The
dog at first bows its head as if sleepy,
sits down, lies down on its side, eventu-
ally goes to sleep without having given
the mast sign of fear or pain.

The other patients naturally take to
him because he, being so little trouble,
gives them an opportunity of being &
little extra troublesome. Also, as he
becomes well they look to him to do the
numerous little jobs they can' think of,
which is no light task, for an ordinary
invalid can think of a lot of things for
the cheerful invalid to do.

The very term “cheerful invalid” is &
misleading one. The fact is the apparent
cheerfulness is a symptom of his com-
plaint. The more sick some people be-
come the more humorous they seem to
get. I do myself. I remember once lying
in bed in a boarding house. The reason
I lay there on this occasion was be-
cause I was too sick to get up. At last
I heard the welcome sound of the board-
ing mistress coming to see what was the
matter. Mentally I prepared an accur-
ate account of my sufferings. It was
valueless, no sooner did I begin to re-
peat them than I found myself utter'ly
unable to be solemn. The boarding mis-
tress talked for a while of cases like
mine which had ended fatally. Of course
I began to think I was practically dead,
and to feel like anyone would under the
circumstances. The worse I felt the
more funny were the jokes that poured
through my mind. The boarding mis-
tress thought she was doing me good,
and went over all the sicknesses she
knew which at all resembled mine. At
last. she said she'd have to go, and that
I was to be sure and come down for
dinner. She added that she thought 1
must be starving. I was, but instead of
saying so I made a most witty remark,
and had the satisfaction of seeing her
hurry away laughing and knowing that
all chance of tea and toast was gone.

Paris.—Much {nterest has been aroused

' ere recently in the reported cures of bald-

ness and the restoration of matural color
to gray hair by use of the X-ray.

The sclentists who bave been working on
the problem do not say that every woman
whose hair i8 gray and every lual Wwuose
bead is bald con eventually possess a 1ine
head, of hair, but they do say thal ln many
cases this result can be effevied and that in
all cases, when taken in the beginning, the
trouble may be prevewmed. VWhea v hair
bas turned entirely gray or the scalp 18
entirely bald nothing can be done. These

. oonditions mean the death of the coloring

matter of the halr, and in the case of bald-
Dess the extinction of the hair roows. The
eause of the hair turning gray hes always
been unoertaln, nor has the treatment by
the X-ray thrown much light upon these
oauses. On hypothesis is that the color
of the hair i made by wne blood and that
grayness comes from a microbe which des-
troys the color matter faster than the blood
ean make it. If this microbe is destroyed
by the X-ray, then the olood can resume its
patural function. This us the most plaus-
fble explanation yet put forth why gray-
Dess is so often unaccompanied by baldness,
and baldness i8 by Do Ineans synonymous
with grayness. Baldness is rather more an
effection of the scalp and can be prevented
by the X-ray, buty-can scarcely be cured.
Grayness, on the contrary, the sclentists
eay, may be cured. The restoration of color,
moreover, is attended with vigor
of the hair. This is, however,

Mkely to be preceded hy a temporary fall-
ing out of the hair, but in a short time it
takes on a mew growth.

It has been known ever since the X-ray
was first used that it had'an affect upon the
hair, and as it was used in the beginning
without taking precaution against
letting it fall upon the hair, the result wa.
it ‘'was supposed to the hair. The
contrary by degrees was found out, but the
real discovery of the method of restoring
color 1s the work of Lr. Imbert, head of
the electrical d of the University
of Montpellier in France, and his first as-
eistant, Dr. Marquess. Dr. Imbert, who is
constantly experimenting with the X-ray,
found out that his own hair and beard, whieh
were quite gray, were becoming dark again.
He began experimenting, with the assistance
of Dr. Marquess, and proved that ¢ certain
mild action of the rays had the power in
most cases to restore the color. The French
X-ray speclalists became interested in these
experiments and in a very little while worked
out a practical formula and treatment, of
which this is a good specimen:

In ordinary cases dally treatments should
be made six in the week for about three
weeks. Every particular of the hair should
be irradiated four times by rays Nos. 6 and
6 for six minutes, the anticathode being of
fifteen cent meters.

The tremtment has been given in Paris
for about two years and with increasing
success. The X-ray men . have found out,
they say, that cases can be cured and that
whereever there is any oz the original color
Jeft it can be restored. In these advanced
cases it is not possible to restore the color
entirely to all the haw. There are llable
to be light colored plaves where the gray-
ness has been most warked. Dyed halr,
bhowever, is very difficuit to restore. The
original color of the hair eeems to be badly
affected by the use of ayes, and as a rule
the X-ray speclalist does not attempt to
vestore the dyed hair ungl the dye has worn
off. This is a matter of months.

The process has been in use in Paris for
about two years and ls daily rowing more
popular. Three weeks is the wusual period
of treatment; for & typical case. But it is
quite two months before the full effect is

lished. As soon 88 the hair begins
to fall out the treatments are stopped for
a time and is not resumed until the falling
out ceases. Generally, however, it is pos-
aible to get eighteen areatments without
any falling out of the halir.

N’T‘he effect of the treatments upon the
patient’s physical condition is carefully noted,
end it any sign of fatigue or lassitude 18
shown the treatment is stopped for a day
of two or until the patient is again vigorous.
It should not, however, be understood that
in the hands of a competent person these
48 Gaower. There ls nothing in the least
elarming or evem trying in the treatment,
end the only sensation noticeable is some-
times a slight sensation of warmth on the
spot treated, The patient seats herself in a
chair before the X-ray apparatus, the hair
hangs loose to the ghoulders and the ray
4s turned on it for six minutes.

TREE TRUNK FILTER.

Sea-Water is

Drinkable.

A well-known Austrian engineer, M.
Pfister, iz stated to have discovered a
remarkable property of the trunks of
trees, namely that of retaining the salt
of sea-water that was filtered through
the trunk in the direction of the fibres,
says The Railway Review. He has
consequently constructed an apparatus
designed to utilize this property in ob-
taining potable water for the use of
ships’ crews.

This aparatus consists of a pump,
which sucks up the sea-water into a
reservoir, and then forces it into the
filter formed by the tree trunk.

As soon as the pressure reaches 1.5
to 2.5 atmospheres the water is seen, at
the end of rom one to threce minutes,
according to the kind of the wood used, t
make its exit from the other extremity
of the trunk, at first in drops and then
in fine streams, the water thus filtered
being potable, freed, in fact, from every
particle of the usual saline taste which

The ex-
tension of jcation to the more
remote and small towns was proceeding
rapidly, and business was being moved
expeditiously.

Per-
sonally, with all the lines in my posses-
sion, I would be better suited.”

“What is your policy concerning the
management of the railroads that we.

We
want returns. Mine, then, is a financial
g:liey; I watch that end of the game.

PLAINTIFFS SEEK TO PROVE THAT
SHE 1S DERANGED.

Speculation or  Delusion «— Christian
-+ Science Not a Religion, But a System
of Medicine, Says Counsel.

Convord, N. H,, Aug. 19.—The hear-
ing before the Masters who are to
detérmine the wental: competency ot
Mre. Mary Bakeér G. Edddy, head of the
Christian Scienee Church, was adjourned
this, afternoon, to permit the Masters
and counsel to investigate the aged sub-
ject at 2 p. m.

The term “general insanity,” as ap-
plied to the coidition of Mrs. Mary
Bake¥ G. Bldy Dewitt €. Howe,
counsel for the plaintitfs, in the ac-
counting suit brought against Mrs.
Eddy, was formally withdnmy Mr.
Howe ‘at today® h;:rd'!l -, the
Masters, who are considering the ques-
tion of the Christian -Science leader’s
competency. Mr. Howe explained that
while the courts of this and other
States ‘use this phrase repeatedly to
describe such a condition, it is not the
technical term used by the Alienists.

At this point Judge Aldrich, for the
Masters, said that the question to be
determined is omne of competefice to
manage property, not one of insanity,
general delusion ‘or religious delusion. '

“We will show your Honors,” de-
clared Mr. Howe, “not a monomania on
the part of Mrs. Eddy, but a condition
of insanity which influénces every ae-
tion of her life.”

Judge Aldrich asked if the Masters
had any more right to decide against
Christian Science as a' religion than
against Catholicism or spiritualism.

“Christian Science is a system of
medicine, not a religion,” repliel Mr.
Howe. “In so far as Christian Science
is speculation, it cannot be called a
delusion, but when it is based upon
supvosed facts, which can be proved not
to be facts, then it is a delusion.”

Judge Aldrich asked how this motter
of delusion was to be connected with
business capacity. He spoke of the wide-
spread belief in the efficacy of prayer
to alter natural conlitions, and asked
if that was not as much a delusion
as a prayer in the cure of disease by
prayer.

“Not at all” replied Mr. Howe. “The
former is entirely a matter of specula-
tion; the latter is susceptible of proof.”

As a step in the proof that her al-
leged delusions affected Mrs. Eddy's
feelings toward her relatives, Mr. Howe
claimed it is competent to show how
these delusions affected her feeling to-
ward her most intimate friends and first
supporters.

“Can you connect . these isolatdl
cases of prejudice with her feelings to-
ward George W. Glover?” asked Judge
Aldrich.

“I think we can,” said | Mr. Howe.
He quoted a letter from\Mrl. Eddy,
written in 1800, affirming her belief
that her son would endeavor ‘o breek
her will after her death, and asking
for the best advice as to conveying her
copyrights so that they would be beyoni
his reach.
