The Christmas Forum presents 
an article which treats of a phase 
of the higher educational question, 
in the oont ibuli 'D which Budolf 
Eucken makes to its pages ur.der 
the caption of “ Liberty in Teaching 

the German Universities.”
Nothing, this wri'er tells us, is a 
subject of larger pride to the univ­
ersities, than th-liberty which they 
allow their prefessore in the matter 
of teaching. He ton tends that ibis 
liberty—license would seem to be a 
better word for it—which the 
German state profe.sor now pos­
sesses, was unknown in medieval 
times ; though he acknowledges 
that there did exist in the Ger­
man universities of those days a 
scholastic liberty which exempted 
the professors and students, and the 
universities themselves, from inter­
ference on the part of the civil 
authorities. This scholastic liberty 
of medieval days, which was really 
a tribute to learning, is thus des­
cribed by the author of this paper :
“All truth was considered complete 
and finite, and the purpose of the 
educational institution was merely 
to perpetuate the knowledge of the 
Fathers, not to amplify it in any 
way. The lectures were mainly de­
voted to the exposition of texts.
The continuous disputations, also 
were devoted to the education and 
mastery of a given subject. . The 
teacher’s sphere of action was, con­
sequently, limited. Fverywhere 
the dogma of the Church regined 
undisputed." The first and last 
of these assertions are true ; the 
others are simply prejudiced declara­
tions made for the purpose of be­
littling the system that obtained-in 
Catholic universities at a lime when 
those institutions produced the beet 
scholars of the age. * Even if we 
ake this writer’s own statements 

and accept them as a correct pre­
sentation of the ease, the only 
change that has come over the Ger- greeter poet."

A Memory of Brook Farm.

In the entertaining paper which 
Mr. George Willis Oooke con­
tributes to the December number of 
Harper’» Magazine on “George 
William Cortis at Concord," the 
reader ie taken back a half century 
to that idyllic institution which the 
enthusiasts who planned it con­
ducted for a while at Brook Farm. 
Mr. Curtis, with a brother of his, 
went to this farm, not as members 
of the community, bat as boarders ; 
and while there he wrote freqn-ml^ 
to Mr. John S. Dwight, a friend, 
giving his views upon varions sub 
j-ote, Brook Farm and its member» 
included. He mentions these indi 
vidnals mostly by their first names, 
and there are frequent allusions jn 
his letters to Isaac, wherrby, the 
reader will readily see, is meant the 
lamented founder of the Priests of 
the Congregation of St. Paul, Very 
Rev. Isqao T. Heoker. One ex­
trait, given below, from Mr. Curtis’ 
letters, rather sharply contradicts 
that modern tlaim that intellectual 
training is the chief, if not the sole, 
aim that education should propose, 
a claim which has been allowed, un­
fortunately, to influence undoly the 
system of education that obtains in 
our public schools. “Intellect,” 
wrote Mr. Curtis, under date of 
March 3, 1845, to his friend Mr. 
Dodge, “ ie not quite satisfying, 
though so alluring. It ie a scent­
less floor. Bn there is a pur.ir 
summer pleasure in the sweetbrier 
than in the dahlia, though ‘one 
would wish to have each in hie gar­
den. It is because Shakespeare is 
not solely intellect, but equally 
developed, tfiat his fame is uni­
versal. The old philosophers, the 
sheer intellects, lack as much fitness 
to life as a man without a hand or 
an eye. Plato and Emmerson are 
called poets ; bat if they were so, 
their audience would be as wide as 
the world. Milton’s fame is limited 
because he lacked a subtlety and 
delicacy corresponding wilh his 
healthiness and strength. It 
Milton’s piety had been Catholic 
and not Puritanical, I do not see 
why he should not have been a

snl’», ; v DjcIji declares, o! Rjme’s 
•-Hi, uatioir anew of the invalidity 
of those orders has been the dissipa­
tion among Anglicans of the false 
notions of religious unity which 
nany of them formerly entertained, 
r pretended to enteriain. In con­

séquence of this abandonment of 
ideas on their part, Dooti r Riving- 
ton finds, in the more recent writ­
ings of leading Anglican apologists, 
nen like Doctor Bright ot Oxford 
ind Mr. Puller, an entinly differ­
ent tone towards the Apostolical 
See. They no longer exhibit that 
reverence or enthusiasm for the 
See of Peter which they previously 
■affected : bnf, on the contrary, re­
cognizing ’ that there is no hope of 
recognition of their orders from that 
source, they discard altogether the 
idea of authority, and boluly and 
rashly criticise its decisions. In 
one sense, the distinguished writer 
considers this not a bad change, for 
the reason that it shows that the 
ground has been greatly cleared for 
future action. False ideas of reli­
gious unity no longer prevail, and 
there is no necessity now of play­
ing, he says, with those friendly ex­
pressions towards the Anglicans 
which failed to bring them nearer 
by one inch to the desired goal of 
unity. We can still use friendly ex­
pressions, he remarks, furthermore, 
but their meaning will no longer be 
mistaken. We can bear with mis­
conceptions, but we can and should 
do onr best to remove them. Doc­
tor Rivington also alludes to the 
palpable endeavors the Anglicans, 
now that Rome has decided against 
them, are making to secure recogni­
tion for their orders from the Rus­
sian church ; but he holds that these 
efforts will come to naught ; and he 
quotes the following very correct 
opinion passed upon the church of 
England by a Russian competent to 
jidge of ita character, and addressed 
to the Doctor himself. “ The 
church of England does not present 
the features of a church ; she has no 
one, and no corporate body,, that 
can expound her ttaohing ; she is a 
heap of* heresies."

of hia pupils. Indeed, when viewed 
in the abstract, it is not impossible 
that even destructive and incendiary 
doctrines, opposed to all elementary 
moral laws, may be advanced, doc- 

an irreristible 
ovec. the minds of youth­

ful men." That each docttinea are, 
aa a matter of fact, frequently 
taught in the German state univer­
sities ie proven by the opposition cf 
certain , pailiamentarianl, whom 
Herr Bucken characterizes as 
“ Ultramontanes," who loudly com 
plain, when educational matters are 
diaoossed in their assemblies, of 
“ the unbelief and atheism of the 
German professors.” Bat albeit 
Protestant Germany has so far 
altered its universities as to make 
them mere state in titutions, licensed 
to teach whatever religious heresies 
their faculties please, provided they 
do not inculcate doctrines detri 
rqcntal to that divine right of kings 
whereof the present kaiser ie so 
valorous an upholder, these institu 
tione, as this article acknowledges, 
still retain some of their medieval 
Catholic features. They yet have 
their rector magnifions, who is 
chosen independently of the state, 
and they keep that benign role 
whereby professors Who have grown 
old in the service of the universities 
are not retired or pensioned on ac­
count of their age, but are kept in 
their positions and paid their full 
salaries, even when jt becomes 
necessary that subdtita'ei act for 
them.

Francis J. Ziegler has an interest­
ing article in this magazine on 

Ancient and Modern -Puppets.’’ 
The origin of puppat-shows, ho lelL 
us, is veiled in obscurity, but goes 
back to a very remote age, for it ie 
certain that the Egyptians had 
them, and probably other people 
before them were amused by these 
xbibitions which our age considers 

queer. Ivory puppets have been 
found in the Roman catacombs, and 
in the Middle Ages puppet-shows 
were frequently given in varions 
countries. They wpre often enacted 
we are told, to represent the most 
sacred personages, to illustrate 
dramas founded upon Biblical 
events and stone*, and not in 
frequently these exhibitions took 
place in the churches. There is a 
record of such a pas-ion Play being 
performed at the Holy Sepulchre 
and scenes from the life and Passion 
of Christ or striking events in the 
lives of the saints were the favorite 
subjects of these performances 
From the sixteenth century these 
shows were a regular feature of the 
I Jhristmaatide celebrations in Poland 
Sometimes they were held in the 
ohurohes, to fill out - the time be­
tween Maas and Veapere ; and their 
object was to represent more vividly 
to the faithful the great events that 
preceded and attended the birth of 
the Babe of Bethlehem. When, in 
the seventeenth century, theetrioal 
performers were placed under e him 
n Germany, Mr. Ziegler declare» 

that their places were filled by the 
marionettes 5 and he also states that 
it was from one of these German 
puppet-shows that Goethe got the 
ilea for his “ Faust." Our en­
lightened age may mock at these 
old-time puppet-shows, especially 
at their exhibition in the churches 
when they turned upon sacred sub­
jects] bat were they not more be­
coming in those places than the 
Trilby parties and other theatrical 
performances which, according to 
Rev. W. B. Hale, so frequently 
have place in Protestant meeting­
houses nowadays ?

The Molokai Mission-

In hie concluding paper on Ha­
waii in the Rosary Magasine for 
December, Doctor Georgê Worth 
W xjds, U. S. N., gives some remin­
iscences of Father Damien, which 
he says were written at the request 
of the Congregation Dee S. S. Coeurs 
Institut Damien Aersohnt, of Lou- 
vair, Belgium, to form a part of a 
memorial volume in honor of the 
first priest to the lepers of Molokai.
In them he refutes many of the ac­
cusations brought against the mar­
tyr-priest. On the occasion of Dr. 
Woods’ visit in 1876, Father Dami­
en was in the prime of life, being 
about thirty-three years 0# age, and 
in the perfection of youthful health 
and vigor. His face was smooth 
and rather thin, but not emaciated 
and hie feature» irradiated by an al 
most Constant humorous smile, 
transiently ceasing to leave an earn­
est expression intensified by a fixed 
gaze of oakn dark eyes. The chin 
slightly projected, with a deep «ni­
ons below thick, widely parted lips, 
and the head, poised upon rather a 
long neck, was covered with black, 
curly hair carelessly brushed or un 
brushed. He wore a soutane which 
had seen much wear and had not 
been too well oared for, and carried 
in Mi Band a broad brimmed straw 
bat of native manufacture. The 
forbidding character of leprosy 
checks even Christian charity In 
some directions, and therefore, for, 
many years, it has devolved on 
Catholic organizations to admlnis. 
ter to the lepers of Molokai, though 
the Hawaiian government has been

buried. From the morning succeed­
ing this repose his life was filled 
with energetic work. His first 
duty was to transform the rude 
chapel into a worthy place of wor­
ship, and then, with the materials 
abundantly supplied by the govern­
ment ar.J the generous Hawaiiens, 
an improved hospital was complet­
ed, and neat houses began to take 
the place of the ancient huts formed 
ed of rough native woods and 
thatched with grass and leaves. 
These improved dwellings were 
necessary for the comfort and health 
of the lepers, as the trade winds 
sweep in cool gusts through the 
straits and along the northern shore 
of Molokai, and the winter rains 
are very heavy. In this work 
Father Damien was architect, con­
tractor, carpenter, and painter, in­
structing and working, and yet ' 
finding time to attend the eiek and 
dying, dress the hundreds of muti­
lated beings who oame to him for 
salve and bandages, besides consci­
entiously administering every holy 
offloe of the Church. He slaotio- 
onloated temperance, sexual morale, 
family life, the avoidance of gambl­
ing, cleanliness of personal attire > 
and instruct ei the people in garden­
ing, cooking, and many little 
household arts. Snob zeal inspired 
the government to every proper 
effort. All that was asked 
freely and lavishly given, and .in 
1876 no community, 
otherwise, ’

GRAND OPENING OF THE 
NEW CATHEDRAL.

Solemn Pontifical 
nig^t Mass.

Mid-

Elo­
quent Sermon.

The opening to divine worship 
of the new St Dunstan’s Cathe­
dral, by a solemn Pontifical mid­
night Mass at Christmas was an 
event that will long be cherished 
in the memories of the Catholics 
of Charlottetown, as it marked a 
new era in the history of this 
diocese. It was an event that had 
been anxiously looked forward 
to ; it was the realization of hopes 
that had ardently glowed in the 
breasts of the Bishop, clergy and 
people ; it was the fruition of 
what had cost much anxious 
thought, involved constant labor 
and involved no inconsiderable 
sacrifices. The inauguration of a 
new church and especially such a 
church, is a solemn and imposing 
event at any time ; but doubly so 
on such an occasion as the joyous 
feast of the Nativity. How the 
heart of the good Bishop must 
have thrilled with joy at the 
thought of bringing down from 
Heaven the eternal Son of God, 
for the first time in this magni­
ficent temple, on the anniversary 
of His coming into the world as 
the Babe of Bethlehem. The 
church was most appropriately 
decorated for the occasion. The 
columns were entwined in spruce 
atid- wreathes of the same material 
covered the fronts of .the galleries 
and the pulpit, and hung in grace 
ful folds along the arms of the 
transept and from different points 
of the ceiling. The high Alter 
was most charmingly adorned 
with gold lace, plants ami flowers 
and was ablaze with tapers and 

_ colored lights. The building was 
lit by electricity, numerous globes 
being fixed around the Sanctuary, 
in the transepts, along the gal­
leries and other places. High up 
across the front of the chancel 
was extended a transparency, 
artistically arranged in different 
colors. At the end on the Gospel 
side were the words, in large 
letters, Adeste Fiddes, and at tne 
end on the Epistle side the words 
Venite Adoremus. Over the 
centre in the form of an arc of a 
circle were the opening words of 
the angelic hymn first heard by 
the shepherds on the plains of 
Bethlehem, Gloria in Exoelsis 
Deo. When the celebrant of the 
Mass entoned these words, this 
ornamental transparency was 
instantly lit up by electricity, 
producing a most charming effect. 
Under tne words of the hymn 
above quoted, was a colored re­
presentation of the Sacred Heart. 
At the ceiling of the Sanctuary 
appeared, in electric light, a 
representation of the Star of 
Bethlehem, and from the lower 
part part of the horizontal 
transparency |“depended colored 
drapery exquisitely festooned. 
Extending from the gallery, over 
the pulpit, was a flag pole and 
from it depended in the arm of 
the transept, on the Gospel 
side, the Papal flag. In the 
opposite arm of the transept 
floated the Canadian flag ; thus 
symbolizing religion and patriot­
ism. The choir was reinforced 
by a foil orchestra and rendered 
an elaborate musical programme. 
His Lordship Bishop McDonald 
was celebrant of the Mass. He 
was assisted by Rev. Peter Cur­
ran, as arch-priest ; Rev. Dr. 
Monaghan and Rev. J. F. John- 
8ton as deacoosi of honor ; Rev. 
Dr. Curran as deacon of office and 
Rev. P. C. Gauthier as sub-deacon 
of office. The ceremonies were 
under the direction of Rev. L R. A 
McDonald. At five minutes to 
twelve, the procession, headed by 
the cross-bearer and acolytes, 
emerged from the sacristy on the 
Gospel side and^moved around 
the church, the choir meantime 
executing a march. Having re­
turned .to" the Sanctuary, his 
Lordship vested at bis throne and 
the Mass began. After the first 
Gospel, Rev. J, C. McMillan, D. D., 
ascended the pulpit and preached 
the sermon. The occasion was a 
most inspiring one ; it was the 
first sermon in this magnificent 
temple ; on the greatest feast in 
the ecclesiastical calender ; in the 
presence of a congregation that 
crowded all the available space in 
the great edifice. All the circum­
stances, while well calculated to 
rouse enthusiasm and kindle the 
fires of sacred eloquence, required 
more than ordinary powers on 
the part of the speaker. It is but 
simple justice to say that the Rev. 
preacher was more than equal to 
all the demands of the occasion. 
His effort, in every particular 
was s masterpiece. Of delicate

Ehysique, his voice would scarcely 
b expected to posse» the force

that a more robust constitution 
would lend. Nevertheless ; as he 
soared aloft on his theme's broad 
wing, he seemed to emancipate 
himself from all physical impedi­
ments and his words of burning 
eloquence were distinctly heard 
in every portion of the large 
edifice. The sermon was as 
follows :

“Fnr God so loved the world as to 
give Hit only begotten Son ; that who- 
eoevei believetb in Him may not perish, 
bnt may have life everlasting.St. 
John, S, 16.

Mv Lord and drab Bkithrin,— 
What a contrast presents itself to us 
as we contemplate the magnificent 
proportions of this beautiful Church, 
and compare them with the old Cathe­
dral, in which you have worshipped 
God for the last half a century. The 
old Church had outlived its fitness, 
and your generous spirit of sel^sacri- 
fice has prompted you to erect this 
new edifice, as an offering to God on 
this birthday of His beloved Son. 
What a contrast again between your 
conduct in this matter and that of the 
ungrateful people of the city of Beth­
lehem, where Christ appeared on the 
first Christmas day ! That city was, 
at the time, filled with people enjoy­
ing themselves in feasting and per­
haps in rioting, while Mary and Joseph 
wended their weary way through the 
streets, seeking in vain a roof to 
shelter them, till they took refuge in a 
rude stable where ampojg animals of 
the stall, was born the’eternal Son of 
God 1 The conduct of the people of 
that city was not in accord with that 
which characterizes you in the erec­
tion of this Church. Instead of clos 
ing your doors to the Son of God, 
you gladly receive Him, and open 
wide the portals of this beautiful 
Church, and invite Him to come and 
make it His own forever. Having 
been asked to address you oo this 
auspicious occasion, having been 
favored with the singular honor of be­
ing the first to break the bread of 
God’s word in this nee Church, many 
various and conflicting emotions im 
press themselves on my mind. But 
there is one subject that is forever in­
exhaustible, |a subject that has 
evoked the proudest efforts of the 
greatest orator', one that has impired 
the most profound meditations of the 
greatest philosophers, to. which I will, 
briefly call your attention to-night 
In the course of this short discourse 
my subject will also take the form of 
a contrast. Qq the one band we will 
consider the immense love of God U 
us, and on the other our base ingrati­
tude towaids Him. God’s love for 
us, like Bis own divine essence, know; 
no beginning, “ I have loved thee/ 
He assures us, 11 with an everlasting 
love." Away back in the depths of 
eternity, before the world or anything 
it contains had come into being, be­
fore the dark chaos of nothingness bad 
been illumined by the dawn pf crea­
tion, when God, and He alone, en 
joyed existence, even then, we were 
the objects of God’s great love. His 
divine foreknowledge, that scans with 
like facility the past, the present and 
the future, ran up the ages to come 
and embraced the natiotft yet unborn 
io its. one, simple, penetrating inten­
tion. He saw us in eternity ; seeing 
us He loved us j loving us He decreed 
that He would, eue day, call us into 
active being. To prepare a fitting 
abode for us He created this beautiful 
world, which we all so justly admire 
He clothed it with the most exquisite 
vegetation. Trees and plants, fruits 
and flowers sprang forth spontanously 
from its soil as messengers of G->d’ 
love for us. Myriads of heavenly 
bodies, beautiful beyond all exprès 
sion, were launched by His puissant 
right band, into the realms of space, 
to bear to us the warmth and light ol 
cur Maker’s love. The whole uni­
verse, in all its transcending beauty, 
is only the outward expression of that 
interior love for us that burned within 
the bosom of the Triune God from all 
eternity. “For He spoke and they 
were made: He commanded and they 
were created : He hath established 
them forever and for ages of ages : H 
hath made a decree and it shall no: 
pass away.”—(Ps. 148, 56.) When 
the world bad been duly prepared for 
man’s reception, and God bad seen 
that “ all things were good,” the Bles 
sed Trinity paused io its creative act 
and entered into counsel with itself. 
It was no longer a question of creat­
ing inanimate things, nor yet of 
bringing into existence irrational créa 
lures. It was not a question of adding 
new beaytjes to the vegetable world, 
nor of increasing pith new gems the 
splendor of the mineral kingdom. 
No, the Blessed Trinity paused, and 
took counsel with itself because man 
was now to be created. Man, the 
special object of God’s complacency, 
the spoiled child of His infinite love, 
was now to come forth in obedience 
to the creative fiat, and take His place 
as lord and master of the visible créa 
lion. “ Let us make man to ou: 
image and likeness,” said God in the 
beginning, ” and let him have domin­
ion over tne fishes cf the sea and the 
fowls of the air.” (Gen. 1, 26 ) And 
Holy Writ continuing tells us that 
“ God created man to His own image, 
to the image ol God He created him. 
(Gen. 1, 37 ) Here we recognize the 
great love Ol God for man in bestow­
ing upon bjm His own divine image. 
From this we leara that (be ultimate 
end and purpose of man's being was 
not this world, but a better, a nobler 
and a happier existence in the world 
to come. This woifd, though so 
beautiful, was, in the designs of our 
loving Creator, but a transitory place 
of delight, soon to be superseded by 
the joys of that celestial home where 
God is seen, “ face to face,” in all his 
ineffable splendor. Remember, breth­
ren, man might have been created en 
tirely lor this world, without a hope or 
aim beyond it. Like other earthly 
creatures, he might have had this 
world as hj| portion through life, and 
the gratification of bis neural desires 
as his only ambition. But this was 
not consistent with God’s great love 
for us. This love demanded for us a 
higher and a nobler destiny. Jt de­
manded for us a union with God ; a 
union inseparable and eternal, for 
“ union,” says St. Thomas Aquinas,
“ is the perfection and consummation 
of love." Hence God implanted io 
the soul of man His own divine image, 
thereby raising him to a supernatural 
dignity, giving him this world as a 
place of temporary repose ; and 
heaven with all its joys as bis çternal 
inheritance. Enraptured at this 
thought the Royal Prophet exclaims : 
f What is mao that thpu are mindful 
of him; or the son of man that thou 
visitest him ? Thou has made him a 
little less than the augels, thon has 
crowned him with glory and honor.

, 5, 6) And in truth could

the love of God go further ? 
more could he have done for us ? Did 
he leave wanting to us anything that 
mind can conceive or imagination 
picture ? Yet notwithstanding all this 
we are cold and indifferent. “ O ye
sons of men,” says the Psalmist, “ how 
loqg will you be dull of heart ? Why 
do you love vanity and seek after ly­
ing ?” (Ps. iv, 3.) When one of our 
worldly friends bestows a favor upon 
us, immediately our hearts fill with 
gratitude, and we can scarcely find 
words to express our feelings ; but for 
God the best, the mort generous aqd 
unselfish of benefactors, we have only 
neglect and indifference. By the lips 
of the great Prophet Isaia , He com; 
plains of this coldness on our part. 
“ This people," tie says, “ have I 
formed for myself, they shall show 
forth my praise. But thou hast not 
called upon me oh Jacob, neither 
hast thou labored about me oh Israel 
But thou hast made me to serve with 
thy sins, thou hast wearied me with 
thy ingratitude.” (Is. xliti, 21, seq.) 
How strikingly true are these words 
when applied to us. We were cre­
ated to show forth the praise of God 
and to labor for Him ; but too often 
we make Him serve with our sins, and 
weary Him with our iniquities. When 
we are enjoying life with all its bless­
ings we often fail to realize that God 
is the author of them all. Especially 
when we are tempted to do wrongs 
when we are standing on the slippery 
path that leads to sio, ah, then, do 
we pause to consider that all the 
faculties of our soul and body are 
gratuitous gifts of God’s great love, 
and that by sin we turn them against 
the Giver to offend and insult Htm I 
If the love of God in our creation 
has so unquestionable a claim to our 
deepest gratitude, that every though 
word and deed of our lives should be 
entirely devoted to His service ; bow 
speak of that love when considered in 
the light of our redemption. “For 
God so loved the world as to give His 
only begotten 3on, that whosoever 
believetb in Him may not perish, bu 
may have life everlasting.” (Jo. iii 
16.) Gcd is not only our Protector 
who gave us existence, but when 
like the lost sheep we had wan 
tiered far from Him, His divine 
love sought for us apd brought 
us back to hope and grace. 
At hia creation man was placed in 
paradise of pleasure and God command 
ed him saying “Of every tree 
Paradise thou shall eat : bnt of the tree 
of Knowledge of good and evil, thou 
sbajt not eat ; Fcr in whatsoever day 
thou shall eat of it tbop shall die the 
death.” (Gen. II, 21. This command 
of God was a very simple one. It call 
ed for only a small effort of man’s will 
We won Id imagine that gratitude for 
all God's love should have made it a 
pleasant duty. Bnt then as well as now 
gratitude to God had not its home 
the heart of man. In the beginning ar 
well as in our own day he preferred to 
listen to the tempting voies of Sata 
rather than submit to Him, whose 
“ yoke is sweet snd burden light 
Holy Scripture relates the fell of man 
in these words : “ And the woman saw 
that the tree was good to eat and fair 
to the eye, and delightful to behold 
and she took of the fruit thereof and 
did art (Gen. Hi. 6). How soon man 
forgot bis obligations to God I How 
early in hie history began his career 
crime 1 Scarcely emanated from God’i 
creative hand, he raised the standard 
of rebellion against hie loving Creator 
In defiance of His command, he stretch 
ed forth bis erring hand, plucked the 
frail of the forbidden tree, and by that 
act of disobedience brought down on 
himself and on the whole human race 
the most appalling consequences. Pow 
ericas am I to portray all the sad results 
of that unhappy fall. Homan tongue 
howsoever eloquent can never adequat­
ely describe all the miseries, sorrows, 
pains and misfortunes that accmed to 
humanity through that first sin. For 
oar purpose tonight it will suffice to say 
that by Adam’s fall Heaven was shut 
against us. That bleated inheritance 
for which we were created was lost to 
os. That incomparable union of the 
eonl with God became through sin an 
impossibility ; for St. Paul speaking 
the fall says: “For judgment indeed 
was by one onto condemnation.” 
(Rom. v. 16). Man's condition was in 
deed pitiable. Deprived of hope, his 
life was the very agony of despair. 
If be looked into the past, there was 
not a ray of hope in the retrospect ; if 
he endeavored to peer into the fntnre, it 
too, was dark and cheerless. Looking 
into the past he beheld conntless myri­
ads of blessed spirits created by God 
ages before the world began, He 
them inexpressibly beautiful, reflecting 
in themselves the intellectual nature of 
God their Creator. He contemplated 
them as in solemn silence they ap­
proached the Great White Thfone to 
receive the first command of the Most 
High, And whilst he gazes lost in ad 
miration, lo I they fall. Satan rebels 
against hie Creator, by proclaimingtthat 
he will not serve Him. The anger of 
God is immediately aroused. Not 
moment is given for repentance, Satan 
and his unfortunate followers, are 
driven from God’s presence forever, 
snd condemned to expipte their sin in 
Sternal perdition. If the angels'ed iraar 
and so dear to God, were so summarily 
dçalt with, what had man to hope 
fori Gould fie joojr for mercy 
when it was denied the very citizens of 
Heaven ? The past then brought him 
no consolation. If he turned his 
thoughts to the fntose be found no hope, 
for the guilt of his fall raised an insup­
erable barrier between him and hia 
God. Yon »U know Brethren, that the 
malice of gin ij derived from its object, 
an offense is greater or less according 
to the dignity of the person offended, 
Man’s sin therefore was infinite in its 
malice, because it is an offense against 
God, who in the words of the Vatican 
Council, is “ infinite in every grade of 
perfection.’! Induite injury demands 
infinite satisfaction, as qo other repara­
tion would be commensurate with the 
harm done. What could poor weak 
men do to sati§fy the rigoqre of God’s 
justice? What could he offer that 
would fie proportionate to the insult 
he had offered Almighty God ? Noth­
ing, absolutely nothing. All the tears 
be oonld shed, all the sighs of hie heart, 
all the austerities be could put in prac­
tice, all the pains, sorrows end miser, 
les he might endure would remain for- 
evgr unavailing. Multiplied through­
out ail time, yes, easy *nfl through­
out all eterqlty they pould npver satisfy 
the justice of God for even one mortal

The Education Bill.

The Montreal Gazette has the 
following to say regarding the 
educational bill of the Marchand 
Government : The Government 
bill to amend the school law in 
its main effect will give the educa­
tional system of the Province a 
political instead of a non-partizan 
head. The provincial secretary 
for the time being will take over 
and discharge the duties now 
devolving upon the superin­
tendent, and will have, in addi­
tion, some new powers not at 
present enjoyed by that official.
He will control “ the administra­
tion and management of every- ,____
thing which concerns public | There 
instruction.” He will distribute 
the grants intended for public 
schools and other educational 
institutions. He will select text 
books, etc., from a list approved 
by the committees of the Council 
of Public. Instruction, and may 
acquire the copyright of any book 
so approved. The Council of 
Public Instruction will continue, 
as in the past, to exist ; but a 
good deal of its influence will de­
part from it. The logic of events 
will tend to reduce it to the 
status of the Council of Agri­
culture, an organization the exist­
ence of which is practically un 
known. The minister will be ap­
pealed to in all matters of dispute.
He will be held responsible for 
and will explain in the Legislature 
all matters connected with the 
educational system of the pro­
vince. He will gradually, whether 
he seeks to or not, overshadow 
the other sharers in the oversight 
of the schools. There is nothing 
wrong in this. It is in keeping 
with the spirit of responsible gov­
ernment that whoever has charge 
of any branch of the administra­
tion should be in a position to be 
criticized direct by the taxpayers’ 
representatives. That the change 
will have any immediate or 
noticeable effect in raising the 
standard of education in the pro­
vince will depend much on the 
man who is minister, A hard 
working, painstaking member of 
the Government will be as efficient

order that you as a superintendent in

is placed at $400,000. They are importers 
of European dry goods, woolens and tailors 
trimmings, with a house in Berlin, Ger- ca8e' 
many. It is said that the firm entered 
goods at the custom house on fraudulent 
lent inyoigeg, prepared in Berlin and for 
warded to this oountry.

Ottawa advices of the 24th say : Tbs 
new link ef the empire in the shape of 
three cent postage to Britain and col­
onies which was announced with such 
a flourish of trumpets daring the Tor­
onto Elections will not be forged for the 
present. The colonial office palled the 
postmaster-general np sharply by in­
forming him that this matter is not of a 
pnrely domestic character which Mul- 
ock wished it to be. Hence the pro­
posed redaction is indefinitely poepon- 
ed. Following is the official communi­
cation on the subject ?—“It seems that 
with a view to securing the redaction 
of postage from Great Britain and 
other British posessions on mail matter 
to Canada it is expedient te bring into 
force on tho first of January next, un­
intended reduction from five cents per 
half ounce to three cents per ounce on 
letters from Canada to Great Britain 
and the rest of the empire. The im. 
perial authorities prefer that a confer­
ence be first held to secure a reciprocal 
redaction of postage both ways between 
Canada and the rest of the empire and 
which it is hoped will cover not only 
letters bat also papers and periodicals. 
The hearty acquiescence of the British 
and colonial postage authorities in this 
larger question is looked for and the 
outcome of the discassions and the ne­
gotiations will in all probability "result 
in the establishment of a British- im­
perial preferential postal arrangement 
covering the whole field of poetal com. 
munication.” There is great disappoint­
ment in ministerial circles over the 
amount of the award of the Behring 
Sea commissioners. At the very least 
it was thought the sum of $700,000 or 
$750,000 would be obtained, bat instead 
of that it looks as thon the commision 
ers had taken the sum mutfially agreed 
upon between the States and Canada 
two years ago, namely $425,000 and 
added interest to it and made this 
award.

The new link of the Empire, in the 
shape of three-cent postage to Great Brit­
ain and the colonies, which was announced 
with such a flourish oj trompeta by the 
Government at Ottawa during the Toronto 
election, will not be enforced for the pres­
ent. The Colonial Office has palled the 
Postmaster.General up sharply by inform­
ing him that this matter is not of the pure­
ly domestic character which Hon. Mr. 
Mulook had assumed it to be. Hence the 
proposed reduction is indefinitely ppepon- 
ed.

It is announced from Qttawa that the 
award of the Behring Sea claims commis­
sioners is $464,000. This sum covers all 
the items, including interest, involved in 
the different claims of the masters and 
crews of twenty-four vessels seized by the 
United States prqisers during the years 
from 1886 to 1892, with the exception of 
two minor oases—the Black Diamond and 
the master of the Ada. The award appears 
to be the $425,000 formerly agreed upon, 
but which the United States Senate refused 
to appropriate, with interest from that 
time.
