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Fob the past week or so very little 
business has been done in the House 
of Commons at Ottawa, The Gov­
ernment seem to be unprepared or 
disinclined to proceed with the
public business. The Minister of
Justice. Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick, is 
repotted to be quite ill and this is 
given as one excuse why the
autonomy bill is not proceeded with 
iu committee. A large number of 
the Ontario members, of both aides 
are taking part in the election cam 
paigns at London and,North Oxford. 
The fight waxes hot in these places 
where elections will be held on 
Tuesday next. It is altogether 
likely that the Government are 
desirous ot stirring up the political 
pot in Parliament just as little as 
possible while the by-elections are 
in progress, hence their carçlessness 
about proceeding with the business of 
the country. Reports from the 
contested districts indicate extremely 
hot cnmpaigning.

The tine growing weather we 
are at present enjoying; the 
advanced condition of the grass 
and the favorable prospects for 
good crops in general are bless­
ings probably never more wel 
corned in this Province, and no 
doubt will go a long way 
towards relieving the anxiety of 
those who suffered from the 
scarcity of cattle feed, during the 
past unprecentedly severe winter. 
These good prospects will inspire 
now hopes in the breasts of those 
who suffered, and likely cause 
them to forget, in some degree 
the difficulties and disappoint 
msnts to which many of them 
were subjected in their endeavors 
to procure a little Government 
hay. There is no end to the re­
ports of favoritism and peculiar 
manipulation in the distribution 
of this hay in some sections of the 

f Province. It is not likely that 
the whole truth, or anything ap 
proaching it, will ever be known 
regarding t’he tactics pursued in 
this matter. But from time to 
time glaring instances of unfair 
ness crop up. “Junius,” writing 
in the Examiner, of May 30 
from Glencoe in the second dis­
trict of King’s County, instances 
a characteristic case. He states 
that in March last some of the 
inhabitants of that place were 
short of hay, and had observed 
that people of adjoining settle­
ments seemed to procure Govern­
ment hay without much difficulty 
consequently eight farmers club 
bed together, paid in" their money 
and delegated one of their 
number, who was favorable to 
the Government, to come to 
Charlottetown to lay the matter 
before the representatives of the 
district."' When the delegate laid 
the list before them, Mr. Peters is 
said to have remarked, “ some of 
these are not our men, ” or words 
to that effect. Finally the dele­
gate was told there was no hay 
to be got jost thèn: Wbeû tbb 
delegate reported back, he and 
his fellow Grits are said to have 
kicked up a bit of a noise and to 
have made threats to the effect 
that they would not be likely to 
vote Grit any more. These mut 
terings evidently came to the ears 
of the junior representative of the 
district, for he sent word to the 
kickers to give him their money 
and he would get hay for t hem 
The result was tbit each of the fou 
Grits received half a ton of hay each 
while the Conservatives were politely 
ignored.

I 
undërstand that a delegation has 
waited on the government within

month previously, I would like 
to know if it is proposed to add 
a third steamer in order to test if 
it is possible to fulfil the terms of 
confederation by building a new 
and more powerful steamer than 
they have provided at the pre­
sent time.

Mr. Prefontaine.—I understand 
that at the present moment there 

a delegation here making 
representations to the government 
on this question. The question 
as presented by these gentlemen 
involves an expenditure of about 
$10,000,000 if the scheme of the 
tunnel were to be accepted. As 
regards a temporary scheme or 
the addition of another boat it 
will be considered at the 
time as the other question. I am 
not in a position as one of the 
members of the cabinet to make 
any declaration to-day on this 
matter. There is no doubt, if 
anything can be done to improve 
the service, the disposition of the 
government is to do it.

Mr. A Martin.—In 1900 the 
sum of $30.000 a year was grant­
ed in perpetuity to the province 
for the non-fulfilment of the 
terms of confederation. Perhaps 
the hon. minister can tell us 
whether any claim has been made 
by this delegation-for the period 
between 1900 and the present 
time and what the government 
propose to do in regard to it.

Mr. Prefontaine.—The matter 
is under consideration and I am 
not in a position to make a 
declaration now.

Mr. A Martin.—I would like 
to ask the hon. Minister of 
Finance, as he is in his place. I 
asked for the papers in regard to 
this matter some time ago and it 
was promised that they would be 
brought down. The hon. Minister 
of Finance made a certain state­
ment in this House. That state­
ment is contradicted by members 
of the local government who are 
in sympathy with the minister 
and with the government which 
is here at the present time. I 
asked for the correspondence 
which has not been brought down 
and I would like to know if I will 
get it in the near future.

Mr. Fielding,—I do not remem­
ber if my hon. friend’s motion for 
the papers was passed or not 
But if the papers are brought 
down I think they will prove the 
accuracy of what I said. As far 
as the claims made by the local 
government are concerned I must 
do these gentlemen the justice of 
saying that they are claiming 
everything in sight. There has 
been no lack of claim on their 
part. If everything is not 
arranged as they wish it will not 

Tie from any want of claiming on 
their part.

Mr. A Martin.—Perhaps the 
hon. minister has raised their 
expectations a little too high 
previous to some election or some­
thing of that kind, and I suppose 
that if he has done that he will 
be responsible for it. The claims 
are just and equitable. But the 
papers, I think, will settle the 
matter, and it is very important 
while these delegates are here 
that we should have these papers.
I asked for them over a mouth 
ago. The statement made by the 
hon. Minister of Finance is com 
pletely contradicted by members 
of the local government and by 
the premier of the province. If 
the hon. minister is correct then 
the leading member of the dele­
gation that waited on the govern 
ment a few days ago is incorrect 
in the statement which he made 
in the legislature.

Mr. Fielding.—My statement I 
do not think is contradicted 
because it was made on the basis 
of an Act of this parliament and 
the Act speaks for itself. That 
cannot be contradicted, the docu 
mentis there and I-do not think 
it is open to debate. Did the hou- 
gentleman’s motion for papers 
pass the House ?

Mr. A. Martion. Yes.
Mr. Fielding.—If the motion 

has passed and the papers have 
not been brought down I w 
make it my business to inquire 
because if they have not been 
brought down they ought to be 
brought down.

Mr. A. Martin.—Would it be 
possible for the boo. Minister of 
Finance to say whether a third 
boat is to be provided for this 
year and placed on the route ? 
Of course it is all very nice now, 
but another winter is coming and 
in view of our experience last 
year I hope the government will 
not leave it to the last minute but 
that they will provide the necces- 
sary amount without delay.

Mr. Fielding.—That is one of 
the matters which the delegation 
has pressed upon the government 
and it is now under the consider 
ation of council. If it is to be 
dealt with it will have to be 
the supplementary estimates for 
the coining year which have not

the last few days and that there 
was a delegation here about a*yet been laid before the House.

Ottawa, May 31.—The house 
was treated to a sensation yester­
day, when Hon. Thos, Greenway, 
who has been all session as silent 
an occupant of the government 
front benches as his desk mate, 
Mr. John Costigan, broke loose 
and made a vigorous speech. It 
was early seen that he had been 
inspired by the government to 
plow the ground, preparatory to 
right-about legislation regarding 
the Dominion franchise. When 
the late Conservative administra- 

same ^;on adopted an equal franchise 
for all parts of Canada, the Lib­
erals opposed it tooth and nail, 
and when they came into power 
substituted therefor provincial 
laws and provincial lists. This 
worked to party advantage for 
some years, but now that the 
great Province of Ontario, and 
some smaller provinces have gone 
Conservative, the grits want to 
abandon their pet scheme and 
adopt the old tory plan, which 
they had denounced with the 
utmost venom. What consider­
ation Mr. Greenway will receive 
for yesterday’s work remains to 
be seen, but it is safe to assume 
that his reward will be of a 
substantial nature. His speech, 
however, was not up to the 
parliamentary standard in theme 
or deliverance, yet on the election 
stump it would be called a good 
effort. At the outset the ex. 
premier of Manitoba asked the 
house to adopt a franchise policy 
in Manitoba different from that 
which prevails in the other pro­
vinces of the Dominion, asserting 
as the basis of that request that 
the provincial government had 
discriminated against the liberal 
electors. When challenged by 
Mr. Staples, the Conservative 
member of Macdonald, Manitoba 
to make good his assertions, Mr. 
Green way lost his head and 
wandered far afield. Later on he 
fled from the chamber to escape 
the well merited castigation which 
Dr. Roche of Marquette adminis­
tered. Dr. Roche is one of the 
ablest parliamentarians on the 
Conservative side. He is a fluent 
if not an oratorical speaker ; 
well grounded, and therefore in a 
position to support by the records 
whatever statement be makes 
His reply to Mr. Greenway 
yesterday was calm, convincing 
and well arrapggd, although^ it 
was an impromptu utterance 
Dr. Roche said in effect :

I am sorry I had not the 
pleasure of hearing the whole of 
the speech of my hon- friend from 
Lisgar (Mr. Green way), as I was 
in attendance at a committee of 
the house when I heard that the 
hon. gentleman was appealing to 
the jury of parliament in order to 
get what he calls fair-play, but 
what I believe he considers to be 
the kind of fair-play that he dealt 
out to his opponents when he was 
premier of Manitoba. There may 
be a difference of opinion as to 
what fair-play ia It is well to 
remember, however, that the hon 
gentleman (Mr. Greenway) has 
failed to appeal successfully to 
his own jury1 id the Province of 
Manitoba ; he was turned down 
by the people of his province for 
all time to come, and now he 
appears as a private member of 
the house of commons and 
endeavors to enlist the sympathies 
of the members of this house 
against what he is pleased to term 
an iniquitous list. Our friends 
on the opposite side of the house 
were not satisfied with the old 
Dominion Franchise Act They 
said it was too cumbersome and 
too expensive, and that it put the 
people to a very great deal of 
expense and inconvenience, but if 
we are going to change the 
present system of preparing the 
voters' lists, and if we are going 
to have an inexpensive system, as 
the hon. member for Lisgar says 
he desires, then that system 
should apply to all the other pro­
vinces of the Dominion, and 
should not be specially applied to 
any one particular province.

Now, however, things have 
changed ; there has been a revolu­
tion of feeling, in the more 
intelligent parts of Canada at any 
rate, and Manitoba sent the ball 
rolling in the right direction. 
The hon. gentleman (Mr. Green 
way) would never have held the 
reins of the government so long 
as he did in Manitoba on broad 
questions of public policy. He 
secured his .support at least ,on 
two successive elections, by ap­
peals to prejudice and passions of 
the people by means of the school 
question. This is what retained 
the hon. gentleman in power so 
very long and not the fact of his 
general policy being suitable to 
the people of the province. Now, 
because they have met with 

I defeat on a couple of occasions in

Manilobi the hon. gentleman desires 
that an exception should be male In 
the province in connection with the 
Dominion Franchise Act, acd that 
yon should take the provincial lista 
wherever there is a Liberal government 
in power and that you ehonld bave a 
new list prepared by the dominion 
officials where there la a Conservative 
government in power. He haa in mind 
no doubt the list that was prepared for 
the constituency of Lisgar two or three 
years ago at the time a by-election was 
held there. The dominion act calls for 
new lists to be prepared by the domin­
ion officials in the event of the provin­
cial lists being more than 12 months 
old. At the time of the by-election 
Mr. Richardson waa seeking the 
franchise of the electors, and by the 
way my hon. friend referred rather 
skeptically to his old time friend Mr. 
Richardson. Time was when they 
used to hunt in couples ; time was when 
Mr. Richardson and the right hon. 
gentleman himself need to go from 
hustings to hustings and he appreciated 
the support that he received frbm Mr. 
Richardson at that time. They are not 
standing on the same platform to-day.

Mr. Greenway—He has gone tory.

Well, he said, I have an old list to go by, 
and I found that these three names are 
on the, list and I put them in the new 
list. He was asked what list he had 
and he actually stated it was an old 
ecrotineei’s book that had been nsetl in 
the previous election, and he put on the 
three names that had been matk-d bp 
voting Liberal and left off the 27, al­
though they all work in the same mill. 
And this the fair list the hon gentleman 
wants ; to go back to the old days wher 
they did not depend on intimidation 
and bribery alone but disfranchised the 
electors by leaving them entirely off thp 
lists.

W. J. Roche—The fact ia that the hon. 
gentleman and bis friends have changed 
their principles and Mr Richardson is 
still standing exactly for the principles 
that he advocated when he was a can­
didate for the hon. gentleman and his 
party. It is tbe party which has strayed 
away from their moorings and they 
should not be so very unkind to Mr. 
Richardson because he c oose to turn 
his guns on the bon. gentleman now 
and because standing to his principles. 
Mr. Richardson -in discharging his 
duties as a public citizen endeavors to 
lead tbe hon. gentleman back to bis first 
starting place. There was a by-election 
in that constituency a few years ago. 
The provincial lists were more than 
twelve months old and a new list had to 
be prepared. Tbe Dominion act etates 
that in the compilation of these lists the 
provincial law should be followed 
What was the Manitoba act? That the 
judges elould prepare tbe list, should 
appoint the officials, should have the 
courts of revision. Was that act fol­
lowed out? Not at all. Mr. Sifton, the 
minister of the interior of that day, ig 
nored the provincial act in making a 
new list for Lisgar. This was one of the 
cases where tbatgentleman was superior 
to tbe law of the country or thought he 
was superior, and he therefore appoint­
ed not the judges of tbe province, but 
one of bis own political organizers, a 
henchman, a private citizen who bad 
been one of bis own organizers. He 
constituted him tbe board instead of the 
judges of Manitoba. Was that adhering 
tothelew? Whatdidhedo? Did he 
do everything in an inexpensive man­
ner, did he do everything to suit the 
electors’ convenience ? Not at all. He 
placed the registration booths in the 
most inconvenient places be could for 
ibe Conservative party and he adoped 
the same plan for the courts of revision. 
He made it as inconvenient as possible 
for tbe Conservatives to get on the lists 
or to get out the votes. The hon. gentle­
man is sighing for his commission. He 
gets up in the parliament here and tries 
to enlist the sympathy of the members 
with a tear in hia voice telling what 
wonderful coneideration he has for the 
good old days. He wants to go back to 
the good old days in Lisgar, when M’. 
Sifton manufactured tbe list through a 
private citizen, ignoring the judges of 
tbe land. He is not so anxious to use 
the provincial lists when the liberals 
were in power. He says : I desire to 
see a fair list—and you would think he 
was in earnest when be says that. His 
recollection must be very short if he can­
not remember when be was prime min 
ister of the province, when he used to 
manufacture the lists. And what kind 
of lists did we have then. Did he have 
tbe judges prepare the lists? Oh no. 
He would not trust the judges in the 
province. Who prepared the list ? Par­
tisan officers appointed by hie own gov­
ernment, some of whom bad to fly the 
country. I do not have to go at all out­
side my own constituency to find an 
illustration of the character of tbe parti- 
ztn officials that that gentleman ap­
pointed. The law stated that they 
should take the provincial lists, the last 
dominion lists, and tbe last municipal 
lists as a basis in making up tbe new 
lists, compiling them therefrom and 
making any additions necessary, but in 
making the additions we were 
posed to supply affidavits in tbe ab 
sence of the parson appealing for regis­
tration, I have myself sent in a list of 
electors accompanied by my affidavit, 
that they were legitimate electors quali­
fied to vote. I handed these affidavits 
in to an officer appointed by the liberal 
government of the day and when the 
lists were printed a number of these 
names were left off notwithstanding 
they were accompanied by an affidavit. 
This is only one illustration of many, 
and when tbe revision was bsing held 
and the present Judge Richards was ihe 
revising officer, I asked the enumerator 
who prepared the list how it came that 
these names were left off. I said : Did 
you not see that this man’s name, (tak­
ing one instance), was on tbe provincial, 
dominion and municipal lists and that 
he bad been a resident of tbe province 
for years? Why did yon leave him off? 
Yes, he said, but the law says I am to 
get any other information possible that 
is available. I asked him why he 
had ignored the passing over of this 
man's name in the previous lists and 
had taken outside information. I asked 
his authority and he refused to give it.
I pointed to the liberal candidate who 
was there at the time and I said : There 
is your authority, yon took the word of 
the liberal candidate for it that this 
man's name should not be on the list, 
and refused my affidavit. Is that parti­
sanship? And when the judge, then 
the revising officer, heard it, he imme­
diately put down tbe name on tbe list 
and called down the enumerator for his 
partisan action. That is only one illus­
tration of tbe character of those fair lists 
that prevailed during the regime of the 
hon, gentleman whole making such a 
hubbub about the lists in Manitoba. 
Take again in the city of Winnipeg. 
The Ogilvie Milling Company had 30 
employes in a certain mill there. These 
men had been on previous lists, but at 
this particular time it was found that 
27 of tbe names were left off and three 
were put on. Of course it was only a 
coincidence that tbe three who were put 
on were liberals and that the 27 who 
were left off were Conservatives. When 
the enumerator was asked flow it came 
that these 27 Conservative electors were 
left off, what was bis explanation ?

At Montreal on Monday, Judge Lafon­
taine, extradition commissioner, formally 
committed Gaynor and Greene for extra­
dition to the United States where they are 
wanted for trials on charges of obtaining 
large sums of money from the Government 
through frauds in conneotien with the con­
struction of Government works for which 
they were contractors. The judgment was 
very voluminous, taking about three hours 
to deliver. The Judge sums up by :— 
(‘That on July 6, ’97, the accused fraudu­
lently received from Captain Carter the 
sum of $575,749, knowing the same had 
been stolen by him and that the offence of 
receiving stolen property is punishable 
Under the laws of both countries, and is by 
treaty section three an extradition crime.” 
The prisoners have fifteen days further to 
take what action they desire before being 
Handed over to the United States auth­
ority.

Brothers at Cable Head was burned to 
the ground on Wednesday night of last 
week.
