San Antonio, Tex., April 28—A spec­

ial to the Express from Mexico JOity 
says: “The most extreme indigti ation 
and wild excitement have been caus­
ed here by the report that the Ameri­
can and the Mexican legations in Gua­
temala City have been stoned by a 
mob of several hundred men instigat­
ed by agents of President Manuel Es­
trada Cabrera, of Guatemala. There 
is evident a strong inclination to give 
credence to the report, and official 
denial has been made though* the fed­
eral authorities refuse to confirm it.

Mexican troops are mobilizing on 
the Guatemala frontier, which action 
is believed to be highly significant, 
although the war department has stat­
ed that the mobilization of troops is 
nothing more than a move to insure 
strict neutrality and to protect Mexi­
can interests against any remote dan­
ger from irresponsible, marauding 
bands. The mobilized force in the 
south will be under the command of 
General Antoia Florest, directly as­
signed to the army by the war depart­
ment. He will be aided by Captain of 
Engineers Salas, who has already left 
here for the isthmus of Tepauntepec. 
Reports are also current here that 
Minister Gamboa, representing Mexico 
in Guatemala, has left that country 
and crossed into Mexican territory as 
the result of friction with Cabrera’s 
government growing out of telegrams 
sent from Mexico to Guatemala re­
lative to the assassination of General 
Manuel Barillas.

The Conditions in Boston.
Boston, Mass., April 28.—According 

to the labor union officers and busi­
ness agents of workingmen’s organiza­
tions, the industrial situation in New 
England on May 1st will be marked 
by fewer contests between capital 
and labor than for many years. The 
building trades unions, the members 
of which are unskilled, have request­
ed new wage rates in Boston and 
viemty. It is understood that pros­
pects for settlement without a strike 
are favorable. The painters ot 
Eastern Massachusetts are endeavor­
ing to establish a uniform rate tf 
$3 a day minimum in Boston, but 
there will be no strike on May 1st.

The most serious condition existing 
in Boston is due to the strike of 
teamsters begun a month ago. In 
New England at large, there are

Most of the larger firms in the city 
have signified a willingness to grant 
the increase, and if any strikes are 
called on May 1st they will be con­
fined to individual firms. The brick- 
makers are now holding conferences 
with their employers, and the two 
sides will probably reach a settlement 
before next week.

Philadelphia is Like the Others.
Philadelphia, April 28.—May Day, 

which marks the beginning of the 
fiscal year in labor circles, promises 
to pass in this city with little fric­
tion between workmen and employers. 
With a few exceptions the agreements 
under which the union men are work­
ing are acceptable, and trouble is not 
anticipated. At a meeting of the 
central labor union today it was said 
there would be few labor troubles. 
The small unions in the building 
trades have obtained all the conces­
sions asked for. The carpenters and 
painters have but slight differences 
to be adjustd. Labor representa­
tives say they believe these slight 
differences will be settled during the 
week.

While there are no serious differ­
ences between employers and work­
men, it is said tonight that a dispute 
between the granite cutters, masons 
and bricklayers, as to the rights of 
the cutters, may lead to a lockout on 
the part of the master builders. This 
action will tie up all .building opera­
tions. The dispute is one of jurisdic­
tion and the organizations have been 
tiying to settle the trouble for many 
months.

’Frisco the Only Other Blot on

every branch of metal trades, have 
called meetings for between now and 
next Tuesday to consider the refusal 
of employers to grant an eight hour 
day with nine hours’ pay. A vote 
will be taken to decide whether the 
men shall accept the offer of continu­
ance of the nine hour day with a five 
per cent, increase of wages or strike 
About 10,000 men are involved. The 
street car men have issued a call for 
a mass meeting at midnight Tuesday 
to vote on the refusal of the United 
Railroads to grant motor men and con­
ductors an eight hour day and a wage 
rate of $3 a day. If a strike should 
be voted, the entire street car traffic 
of the city will be parilized. The 
strike of steam laundry workers which 
went into effect in this city and Oak­
land a month ago is still in progress 
with no immediate prospect of settle­
ment.

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TRYING TO COVER 
UP THEIR TRACKS

Opposition Trying to Obscure 
the Fact That Late Govern­

ment Legislated Away 
Rights of Ontaria.

Ottawa, April 23—The Opposition 
surely reached the limit of inconsist­
ency yesterdày when they talked pro­
vincial rights for seven hours for the 
purpose of obscuring the unobscur- 
able fact that the late Conservative 
government most decisively and flag­
rantly extinguished such rights.

The Hamilton Radial Railway com­
pany operate a street ear system in 
Hamilton and a line to the town of 
Oakville and applied' to Parliament 
for a charter to build a line some 
two hundred miles in length from 
Hamilton through the Lake Erie coun­
tries to the Detroit river. The meas­
ure received very, very casual support 
from some Liberal members, and was 
not backed by the government, and 
was finally withdrawn. On the other 
side it was noticed that Mr. E. B. 
Osier, a director of the Canadian Pa­
cific railway and member for Toronto 
was in his seat—the first time for 
months.

Whether or not the presence of Mr. 
Osier had an animating effect on his 
friends or whetner they took the tip 
from the bluster of Premier Whitney, 
they pounced on the Radial bill as an 
attempt to side-step the provincial 
legislature by seeking a charter from 
the federal parliament. For hours the 
atmosphere was surcharged with at­
tentions of the exalted regard Opposi­
tion orators entertained for the rights 
and powers of the Provincial legisla­
ture and of 'their undying hostility 
toward any and all infringement there­
on by the National parliament. The 
British North America .Act, was read, 
with commentaries for the edification 
of those whose mentality could not di­
gest the legal phraseology. Authori­
ties were quoted and misquoted. Even 
the words of the noted dead were 
brought from their dustv tombs to 
demark more finely the line between ! 
the business of Canada and the priv­
ileges of the province, and successive 
opposition speakers strained voice and 
vocabulary to convince the House that 
thev stood on the constitutional ped­
estal with deported greatness.

Unfortunately for our Opposition 
friends they have a history and so has 
the Hamilton Radial Railway com­
pany. In the year of grace 1888 Sir i 
Charles Tupoer fathered a railway 
act for Canada in which it was speci­
fically provided that when a railway 
company extended its line across the 
line of a company operating under a 
Dominion charter the crossing com­
pany thereby became also a Dominion : 
company under the jurisdiction of the 
Dominion, and under that jurisdic- j 
tion alone. Under this law in 1897 a 
judge of the Supreme Court of On­
tario declared in a judgment that 
the Hamilton Radial Railway com- j 
i any, having extended its line across 
that of thei Grand .Trunk Railway 
company tl Iwr-hr became amenable to1 
Federal juridiction i*nd to no other 
body.

Tf therefore, thé HarrrUto» Radial 
company was entitled o appear be­
fore the Parliament of Canada ioi 
amendment or extension of its charter 
it was entitled to do so because the 
legislation of Sir Charles Tupper had 
changed its status from that of a mun­
icipal or provincial concern to one 
under the control of the Dominion 
and of the Dominion alone; while if 
the Radial company were not entitled 
to ask for such powers from the Fed­
eral Parliament, the legislation of 
Sir Charles Tupper did not mean what 
it said and what the courts of Canada 
held it to mean. For the bill in which 
our Opposition friends found such 
cause of offence therefore they have 
only to thank their political ancestors 
—one of whom is the second in com­
mand of their forces today, and who 
even had the effrontery yesterday to 
join in an attack upon a measure 
which was given countenance because 
the government of which he was a 
member had legislated away the 
rights of Ontario.

perty, and incidentally confer a posi­
tive benefit that will redound to the 
welfare of the city of Edmonton. A 
little work and spense well directed 
will render the most unpromising 
property, mpre valuable and attrac­
tive; A few shrubs, bulbs and seeds 
of the early flowering plants will, if 
planted now, transform a rough and 
commonplace exterior into a place of 
pleasure and beauty.

This coming summer a special ef­
fort should be made in view of the 
fact that Edmonton is a veritable 
Mecca for western tourists. Thous­
ands will visit our city and it is im­
portant that a good impression 
should be made by every legitimate 
means. The city authorities are dis­
cussing a comprehensive scheme - of 
improvement in this regard, and the 
public school boards have decided to 
beautify all the public schools. AU 
that is left is for the citizens to co­
operate and supplement these laud­
able ends by beautifying their own 
premises.

Apart from the general improve­
ment in the appearance of the streets 
resulting from such a movement, aU 
citizens would co-operate in such a 
scheme if they knew how much 
pleasure there is to be obtained in a 
garden, however simple, or a well 
kept lawn, however small. Besides 
the aesthetic view of .the improve­
ment there is the sanitary benefit 
which conduces very considerably to 
the health of the locality and the city 
at large.

What is needed in the city is some 
organization that will concentrate 
the energies of the enthusiasts along 
this line and create public sentiment. 
The suggestion made at the Cana­
dian Cimb luncheon yesterday that a 
horticultural society be formed in the 
city is a good one, calculated not 
only to create public sentiment, but 
to sieze it and organize it, and give 
practical expression to the latent 
aesthetic taste in every citizen.

BRIBERY IN LONDON.

President of Alberta Farmers 
, Association Writes From 

Ireland.

Joshua Fletcher, president of the 
Alberta Farmers’ association, who is 
at present on a visit to Ireland, writes 
interestingly to The Bulletin from 
Londonderry. He says:

“I left London M, 5.30 o’clock on 
Friday afternoon, 22nd ^ March, and 
reached thè port of Fleetwood at 10.45. 
The steamer “Duke of York” was 
ready to sail from Belfast. At the end 
oi a smooth passage the morning 
found us tied to the wharf at" Ire­
land's commercial centre in the north. 
The sun shone brightly and the wind 
was warm and pleasant. The shop 
windows made a good display df Irish 
taste and talent in their decoration fir 
Easter trade; and Belfast, a thor- 
oughlymodern town, looked her best.

Belfast’s Growth Liks the West.
At present Ireland enjoys a pros­

perity before unknown. Belfast has 
grown like a western town, with its 
paved streets and an excellent system 
of electric cars and street lights. It is 
the centre oi the Irish linen trade, and 
has what .is said to be the largest rope 
and cord works in the world. The 
shipbuilding is very extensive and em­
ploys about fifteen thousand men. The 
whole, population is about three hyn- 
dred and forty thousand. ,It would 
.be a big, city if we had it in western 
Canada. The great rush of young men 
who have gone to Canada has left the 
Irish labor market not over supplied, 
but I,am told that the young women 
of this country far outnumber the 
positions of fair employment. Hun­
dreds of these young women from 
respectable homes would gladly go tu 
Canada—and every person in Canada 
knows there is room for them—bat 
how are they'to save the money to pay 
their passage and maintain them­
selves until they obtain employment 
iji a new country? In these "days, 
when men are scarce, there is much 
of the work on western farms which 
these girls conld do ; and it wdbld be 
lighter and less severe than the work 
they do at home. The dairy - and 
poultry, and even the sheep and hog 
industries, would afford employment 
better in every respect than that in 
which they are now Engaged.
A» Domestics They Would be a Boon.

As domestics they would to a large 
extent replace the Chinaman—and 
this in itself would be very desirable. 
During the coming year the adminis­
tration at Ottawa will be pressed very 
hard to suspend the restrictions 
against Asiatic labor on the plea that 
the country needs the workers. Thre- 
fore, it becomes us, who strongly op­
pose this kind of labor, to suggest any 
means by which it may be replaced. 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier clearly read the 
sentiments of our people—particularly 
in British Columbia, when he raised 
the head tax on Chinamen to five 
hundred dollars. Now, let us do what 
wfe can to get both men and women 
of qur own race, and close the mouths 
of the railway constructors and the 
cannery men of British Columbia. 
They are clamoring for cheap labor 
irrespective of sentiment or morality, 
and we must be on our guard, or our 
country will be deluged with the cop­
per colored slaves of southern China. 
In our new provinces the departments 
of agriculture, are to some extent tak­
ing charge of the creamery arid poul­
try business, and we are being asked 
to take up other lines. Now, why 
could they not engage the services f 
some of these young women and at 
least give them a start? They could 
learn all that they need to know about 
these branches in less than a year, 
and a large number of them would l.e 
married and have homes of their own 
before that.

Lethbridge, April 29.—The program 
for the Natal Day celebration of the 
City of Lethbridge on May 9 has been 
finally matured, and the prospects 
are that the event will eclipse al 
previous efforts in the west.

Kansas City, Mo., April 29.—A com­

NO CARS, NO COAL.

Everyone must view with consider­
able apprehension the present, state 
of affairs in the Alberta coal mining 
region. But back of the question 
.which occupies the foreground today 
is- a larger question which has a di­
rect relation to the whole difficulty. 
That question is the car supply.

The question of wages and an eight- 
hour law can be settled with only 
Comparative difficulty. The provincial 
government has decided to give an 
eight-hour law in Alberta as they 
have it in British Columbia. This 
iwill remove a most contentious phase 
of the situation. The question of 
'wages will present no difficulty. The 
demand for coal is above the supply 
making ideal conditions for the mine 
worker and the operator. Common 
sense and forbearance on both sides 
will in time prevail and establish 
harmonious relations.

But the problem of car supply re­
mains. Lack of cars keeps the mines 
V « king irregularly and disturbs the 
normal relations between operators 
and miners to a point where arbitra­
tion and conciliation are fruitless, 
and an equitable arrangement im­
possible. The crux of the situation is : 
No cars, no coal. The enigma to 
solve is to furnish enough cars to re­
move the full product of the mines. 
Storage is impossible. The necessary 
expense of storing and handling a 
second time would create a new and 
more serious problem.

The truth about car shortage is 
voiced by every company operating 
in the coal district. The capacity of 
the Lethbridge mines is 1,200 tons a 
day, yet the net averages 300 tons a 

ay. The Frank board oi trade state 
that from May to October last year 
the mines were only working halt 
time. The capacity of the mines in 
the Frank district is 4,500 tons a day 
with one shift; with two shifts this 
output could be doubled. Yet the av­
erage production had been only 2,500 
tons a day. The Hillcrest mines, 
which could have produced 45,'"! 
tons from October 15 to January o!',V" 
produced 6,000 tons in that time. Is 
It any wonder there was a coal fa­
mine last season? During the month 
of January the Hillcrest mine was 
furnished with only 26 cars of 30 tons 
each so that the total output for that 
month was only 780 tons, whereas the 
capacity of the mine is 600 tons a 
day.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy’s state­
ment that the C. P. R. are making 
heavy investments for increasing 
rolling stock, if true will be welcome 
news to the west.

port it down to Grand Rapids. ®

The Methodist Mission is about to 
build a church here, and the Rev.

He is i™w holding his services in the 
schoolhouse until such time as they 
can get a church built. This will 
give the Landing the benefit of 
three churches, the Catholic, Church 
of England and the Methodist.

For its size, Athabasca Landing is 
one of the busiest villages of the 
West. It is the key to the Norh. 
There are four up-to-date general 
stores, two hotels, one “licensed to 
sell”, one wholesale liquor store do­
ing a big business. There is a black­
smith shop, barber shop, butcher 
shop, two billiard-rooms, several 
boat-building establishments, also 
three lumber and planing mills. 
There is a good public school. Re­
ligious services are conducted each 
Sunday by the Catholics, Episcopal 
and Methodist churches.

The Hudson’s Bay Co. holds one 
square mile of land, every lot of 
which has for some time been with­
drawn from the market, the general 
opinion being that the company will 
offer the railway company a station 
site, etc., and then be in a position 
to survey the remainder to better ad­
vantage. There is good homestead 
land quite near the village, several 
of the nearest quarters have already 
been taken up, those holding them 
being well satisfied with their claim.

The stage operating between Ed­
monton and the Landing is quite an 
extensive outfit. Two, three and 
sometimes four conveyances being 
required to carry the mail, baggage 
and passengers. The round trip is 
made once per week, two days be­
ing required to make the 105 miles 
each wajr. Egge’s, a good half-way 
stopping place, which divides the 
journey, has good stable accommoda­
tion for 36 horses. Here also fresh 
horses are in readiness for the sec­
ond day’s journey.

Mr. J. H. Kennedy is the jovial 
stage proprietor. He drives good 
body. There is a strong feeling 
among the citizens, however, that the 
mail should come twice per week as 
it could be done with very little ex­
tra expense.

High on the river stands the 
steamer "Midnight Sun”, awaiting 
the opening of navigation. The citi­
zens are just now looking forward to 
this event, as there is sometimes a 
flood and great excitement the day 
the ice breaks up no the river. The 
Athabasca is navigable for about 270 
one York boat, anda 
miles.

Already about 40 flatboats, 46x12, 
one York boat, and a Government 
dredge are being built, but this is 
just the beginning of operations. 
With the coming of the railway, 
Athabasca Landing promises to he 
one of the important cities of the 
north.

FRENCH LABOR TROUBLES.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL 
FOR MURDER OF WOOD

Magistrate Wade Sends Victor Houde up to Assizes. Conclusion 
of Preliminary Hearing. Evidence Against the Accused En­
tirely Circumstantial. He has Shown Indifference During 
Police Court Hearing.

DEATH OF OLD TIMER.

Wm. Plaxon, Farmer, Near Prince Al­
bert, Passes Away.

Prince Albert, Sask., April 29—One 
of the best known old timers in this 
district .passed awav yesterday in the 
person of William Plaxon. Mr. Plax­
on was bom in Toronto in 1843, was 
educated at London, Ont., and was 
in the employ of the E. B. Eddy Co., 
of Hull, in the lumbering business for 
some years before coming west to 
settle as a farmer near Prince Albert 
in 1879. In 1888 he was elected to 
the Northwest Assembly as an Inde­
pendent, but was defeated in 1891. For 
several years the deceased had resided 
in the city and was immigration of­
ficer until a few weeks ago when fail­
ing health made his resignation ne­
cessary.

That George Wood was murdered 
by a heavy iron stove shaker in the 
hands of some unknown person, and 
that the murderer after inflicting the 
fatal blow secreted the weapon un­
derneath the bed clothes in the 
Houde shack is evident from the 
testimony brought- out last night at 
the preliminary hearing before Magis­
trate Wade.

That the man now charged with 
the crime was seen coming from the 
shack on the evening of the tragedy 
about the time the murder is thought 
to have been committed, and that 
when arrested he admitted having 
had a fight with the murdered man. 
who, he claimed, had ill-used him 
was brought out in the earlier session 
of yesterday.

As a result of this evidence, which 
the Crown produced in the last hours 
of the preliminary trial, Victor Mit­
chell Houde will next June stand be­
fore a jury of six of his peers in the 
Supreme Court and answer to the 
indictment of murder

If Houde is convicted of the mur­
der of Wood, it will be on entirely 
circumstantial evidence, unless some 
further evidence is adduced wnen the 
case comes up at the assizes. The 
evidence taken at the preliminary 
hearing has all been circumstantial.

Committal Expected.
The decision of Magistrate Wade to 

send the accused up for trial did 
not come unexpectedly after hearing 
the evidence of yesterday. The 
Crown made out a strong prima facie 
case, but what the defence will pro­
duce in the trial next June is as yet 
only a matter of surmise.

It is understood, however, that the 
contention will be that the fatal blow 
was not struck by Houde, that he 
knew nothing about the fatality ti’l 
he learned of it upon his arrest, and 
that the crime is chargeable to an­
other of the parties to whom some 
suspicion now attaches. With this 
end in view it is thought that a big 
fight will be put up, and there may 
be some sensational developments at 
the hearing of the case in June next.

The preliminary hearing was prac­
tically concluded last night, the only 
evidence taken this morning being 
that of Dr. Schwab, the medical ex­
pert who analysed the spots found on 
the different exhibits, and testified 
that they were blood stains.

Nd addresses were made either by 
the Crown prosecutor or Mr. Robert­
son. The one contented himself 
with asking for committal and the 
other for acquittal. Mr. Robertson, 
later supplemented his request by 
stating that he did not at this stage 
of the game intend to show his hand 
and point out the weakness in the 
Crown’s case with a resultant ad­
vantage to the prosecutor in the 
Supreme Court hearing.

Houde was then told to stand up. 
and the usual form of committal was 
read over to him.- In answer to the 
question "Have you anything to say.” 
he replied in a clear voice:

"No. sir, I have nothing to say. 
your honor.”

Will Be Taken to the Fort.
The prisoner will likely be taken 

this evening to Fort Saskatchewan, 
where he will be kept at the bar­
racks till June next.

A request by the counsel for the de­
fence to obtain parts of the blood­
stained clothing and other exhibits 
at first met with strenuous opposition 
from Mr. Cogswell, but later he con­
sented to furnish portions for analysis 
of the stains by experts tor the de­
fence.

During’ the entire case Houde has 
shown no great concern as to the 
ultimate result. He has chatted con­
siderably with his junior counsel, Mr. 
Mackie, and frequently laughed 
heartily at humorous incidents dur­
ing the progress of the trial.

He Saw ths Weapon.
Last night, while the case was in 

progress, he received a letter from 
his mother, and was engaged in read­
ing it when the iron with which the 
murder is supposed to have been 
committed was produced. At this

juncture he showed greater interest 
than at any other time in the trial, 
and as he eagerly scanned the ugly 
weapon he was visibly moved.

The following is the remaining evi­
dence submitted:

Dr. Schwab : "Prior to coming to 
Edmonton, six months ago, I waa 
bacteriologist and microscopist for 
the Australian government at Queens­
land. I was given a stained iron 
stove shaker, a stained cap and a 
portion of a stained coat by Mr. 
Griffiths, of the city police service. 
By the microscopic and chemical 
tests which I made I arrived at the 
conclusion that the stains were 
blood.

To Mr. Robertson: “All blood would 
show the positive reaction such as I 
have described in the tests that I 
made.

I 
made a test of human blood in a 
murder case once before, where the 
evidence was used. There are also 
other tests for blood.

FIRST CONVOCATION OF THE 
UNIVERSITY OF ALBERTA.

The attention of all university grad­
uates residing in the Province is dir­
ected to the University Act of 1906, 
providing for the establishment and 
incorporation of a University for the 
Province of Alberta. Special atten­
tion is drawn to Sections 8, 9 and 10 
of the Act in question, which pro­
vides for the first convocation of the 
University.

Section 8 is as follows: “The first 
convocation of the University shall 
consist of all graduates of any uni­
versity in His Majesty’s Dominions 
having the degrees of Bachelor or 
Master of Arts, Bachelor. Licentiate 
or Doctor of Law or of Civil Law. 
Bachelor or Doctor of Medicine. Bach- 
lor or Master of Science, or Bachelor 

the Science of Agriculture, and 
.aduate of the Royal Military Col­

lege of Canada, who are actually 
esiding in the Province three months 

prior to the first election of the mem­
bers of the Senate of the University, 
nd who at least one month prior to 

the said election register themselves 
members of such convocation in 

the office of the “Provincial Secre­
tary.”

Section 10 reads as follows: “A re­
gister shall be kept by the Provincial 
Secretary in which he shall enter the 

ames of. graduates who are entitled 
be members of the first convoca- 

on upon their producing to him sat­
isfactory proof of their qualification 
nder Section 8, and upon due pay­

ment of the fee of $2, and the entry 
non the register of the name of any 

person shall be conclusive evidence 
that such person is a member of the 
Convocation and is entitled to vote 
as such.”

IMMIGRATION 
AT FLOOD TIDE

2,400 Passengers Have Arrived 
Within 24 Hours Many 

for Edmonton.

Associated Press Despatch.
Halifax, N.S., April 29.—Spring im­

migration movement is now at flood 
.tide. Twenty-four hundred pas­
sengers arrived from Europe within 
twenty-four hours, and this season’s 
total arrivals at Halifax is expected 
to reach 40,000, breaking all records. 
Two steamers—the Dominion liner. 
Ottawa, with 900, and the Allan liner 
Ionian, with 1,263 passengers, bound 
to Quebec, were obliged to come *o 
Halifax owing to the fact that the 
St. Lawrence was still closed by ice. 
Reports last night, however, were 
favorable, and the Ottawa and 
Ionian proceeded to Quebec. The 
Hamburgh-Ameriean liner Armenian 
also arrived with 1,173 immigrants, 
the majority of them were Austrians 
and Russians. Many were dressed 
in sheepskin coats with high leather 
boots. It was the first lot of Cali-1 
cians seen here for a long time. They 
are a strong, sturdy-looking class 
and nearly all farmers. They are 
destined to Winnipeg, Edmonton, 
Portage la Prairie, Brandon, York- 
ton, Whitemouth. Ottawa, Montreal 
and about twenty were bound for 
Sydney.

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SOLVING LABOR QUESTION.

In effecting the present settlement 
of the mining difficulties in Southern 
Alberta, Horn. W. H. Cushing and Mr. 
W. L. McKenzie King have rendered 
a very valuable service not only to 
this province but to all of Western 
Canada. A prolonged strike among 
the miners at the present time would 
have been nothing short of a calam­
ity. The whole business of the coun­
try would have been paralyzed, and 
this western country would have been 
injured to an extent we can hardly 
compute. The disaster has now been 
averted and the miners shall now go 
on producing coal and earning their 
vyages, as well as supplying the indus­
trial concerns and the railways with 
fuel, while the whole matter in dis­
pute is being quietly discussed before 
a conciliatory committee, which ie 
practically a board of arbitration for 
the settlement of such disputes.

In his work at Femie Hon. W. If. 
Cushing is just giving another evi­
dence of his sane and sound business 
ability. He approached the difficulty 
without bias is favor of either side 
and his counsel has ben of the very 
wisest kind, he appealed to the good 
sense and good judgment of all par­
ties concerned and did a great deal 
to bring about the present very sat­
isfactory results. His announcement 
about the eight hour day came in 
good time. There was no doubt 
about where the legislature stood up­
on this question at the recent session 
but it was felt that any action upon 
such a question should involve an act 
of parliament dealing with the whole 
mining question, and before this was 
attempted it was deemed advisable to 
obtain all the available information 
upon the matter, and for this purpose 
a commission will be appoisted with­
in a few weeks to take the necessary 
evidence throughout the province and 
present a report to the legislature at 
its next session, which will be the 
basis of a general mining act, and it 
is already determined that an eight 
hour law will be included in thi^ act.

To the Deputy Minister of -Labor, 
W. L. Mackenzie-King belongs no 
small credit also for the settlement of 
the present difficulty. Since his ap­
pointment to his present position Mr

his peculiar fitness for the position he 
occupies and he has discharged dut­
ies as difficult as usually fall to thé 
lot of a public servant with an ability 
and discernment that has made hie 
name known throughout every part

ment at the present time. So far the 
work has been well done, and the 
new labor law passed at the present 
session of the House of nommons will 
be tested in the settlement of the coal 
difficulty.

House. The work of the conciliatory 
committee in this instance will be 
watçhed with a great deal of interest, 
and if it proves successful will go a 
long way toward solving the labor 
difficulties in the Dominion of Can­
ada, and will be the basis for future 
legislation of a similar character that 
will in the end obviate all possibility 
of strikes in this country.

THE REAL PURPOSE OF THE IN- 
SURANCE COMMISSION.

The public must not permit the pol­
iticians to divert their attention from 
the real purpose of the Insurance 
Commission. It is true that incident­
ally, certain men more or less in the 
public eye suffered from damaging ex­
posures before the Commission ; but
that was a mere by-product of the in­
stitution. Its real errand was to in­
vestigate our insurance companies, to 
learn how they were getting along 
under our present law and system of 
government inspection, and to find 
out if there were any points at which 
we should have more law or more 
inspection.

The conclusion of the Commission 
was that we needed both more law and 
more power to enforce that law. They 
found that our insurance companies 
were sinning against the public in­
terest at many points—that they were 
investing the "trust funds” given into 
their care in undesirable securities, 
that directors used insurance funds to 
profit themselves elsewhere, that they 
were paying too much for business 
that they were not living up to the 
estimates of profits that they had giv­
en to policyholders, that their agents 
made a practice of giving "rebates” 
to favored insurers on their first pre­
miums, and that other practices were 
common which the public had a right 
to forbid on the ground that they were 
costly or dangerous.

Legislation in the matter has now 
been thrown over for a year; but that 
will not make it any the less neces­
sary. The insuring public must not 
permit themselves to be fobbled off 
with a weak bill when the time comes 
for its presentation. The politicians 
are making so much noise just now 
over the report, as it refers to them, 
that superficial and busy observers 
might be forgiven if they imagined 
that the political side was all there 
was to it;, and that when the politi­
cians have whitewashed themselves to 
their own satisfaction, there is notb-

Lyon McKenzie King
is effecting settlements of industrial 
disputes by the peaceful method of 
arbitration, in preference to the war­
like method of strikes.

When the Dominion Government 
appointed a Minister of Labor and 
established that department of the 
public service they took one of the 
most important steps in the publiq. 
interest that has been taken by any 
government in Canada. The disputes 
between capital and labor are the 
most serious that can happen in a 
country. Nothing can be more dis­
astrous thas a commercial war which 
destroys the productiveness of the 
manufacturer and the wage earning 
power of the workman. The best re­
sults can only be obtained when the 
employer and the employees work to­
gether harmoniously. While their in­
terests are identical in one sense they 
:Ire the reverse in the question of 
compensation for the work done, the 
employer naturally desiring to secure 
help at the lowest possible wage while 
the employee is anxious to obtain the 
highest salary he can command. Of 
late years these difficulties have been 
to a great extent overcome by em­
ployers recognizing that good men are 
well worth good wages and there has 
been on both sides a greater disposi­
tif toward fairness. But these diffi­
culties are by no means all settled 
and the Department of Labor has suc­
ceeded in settling a gôodly number 
during the last few years, and in so 
doing has averted many strikes which 
would have been disastrous in their 
effect. This work has been only be­
gun, and the Department of Labor is 
destined to be one of the most impor­
tant in the Canadian government, and 
in its work there is scope for some 
of our best men to show their ability 
in solving some of the most difficult 
questions that confront the govera-

on their investment, whether the un­
fair rebate" cannot be abolished, 
and whether big financiers cannot be 
prevented from using the funds of 
insurance companies to assist their 
operations in other fields.—Montreal 
Herald.

MR. LEMIEUX’S SUCCESS.
The Liberal administration has 

made another record in progressive 
and salutary legislation. This time H 
is the new minister in charge of the 
postoffice department. He has suc­
ceeded in reducing the postal rates 
on British periodicals from eight cents 
a pound to two cents, which will re­
lieve the handicap of British publica­
tions in competition with American 
publications.

Mr. Lemieux had the same task as 
Sir Wm. Mulock had to meet when he 
began his agitation for imperial penny 
postage. He had to move the inertia 
of English officialdom, and convince 
them it was time for a change. Can­
ada bears a portion of the burden. 
British periodicals are to be carried 
free if they come in Canadian ships. 
This is practically equal to a bonus 
of 4 cents a pound.

It is impossible to estimate the in­
fluence of cheapening British litera­
ture and thus popularizing it among 
Canadians. It is an evidence of the 
subtle influence ox the new imperial­
ism that is operating and manifest­
ing itself in innumerable federating 
tendencies in the opening years of this 
century.

The barrier is removed and British 
publishers have a new field opened 
for them. American publishers are 
active and skilful in placing their per­
iodicals on the Canadian market and 
catering to the tastes of their readers. 
This may stimulate British publish­
ers to examine more carefully into 
Canadian conditions and problems 
vhich will lead to cloeer sympathy 
>nd intelligent understanding of oui 
eu tuai interests. In this process the 
■lientele of the British publisher wiV 
loasibly have most to gain.

FOR THEIR PARTY’S SAKE 
The stories published by the Cal 

ary Herald and Journal about th. 
ounted rifles and the mounted police 

ieing called out to be ready to quel 
ie coal strike is as malicious a piece 

if fiction as has appeared in the pres: 
or some time. There is nothing thaï 
he working man resents so much at 
,o be threatened with the militia anc 
nothing would so readily arouse e 
company of strikers so they would 
not be amenable to reason. A liber­
al government happens to be in pow­
er and so if the militia took any 
part the Liberal Minister of Militia 
could be blamed and the Herald and 
Journal could not afford to miss the 
opportunity for dastardly misrepre­
sentation of a character that would 
be beneath the contempt of any self- 
respecting newspaper. To print this 
malicious story and then deny its 
truthfulness in the last lines is only 
to add to the offence.

When the party a newspaper is 
supporting requires to be upheld by 
methods of this kind it is in so bad 
a way that it deserves to be deserted. 
The Herald has got disgusted and 
promises to turn over a new leaf, but 
there are some papers that would not 
feel just right if they didn't frequent- 
lly indulge in misrepresentations of 
this character.

AN ADVANCE IN IMPERIAL OR­
GANIZATION.

The most important question before 
the delegates to the colonial confer­
ence in London was the devising of 
some scheme to give permanence to 
imperial organization. The summary 
of the results of the conference on 
this prorblem as issued by the Col­
onial Office indicates that the ques­
tion hhs been determined in a man­
ner which does npt imperil the au­
tonomy of the colonies nor the unity 
of the empire. The disposition on the 
part of some of the delegates to form 
an Imperial Council with legislative 
and executive functions delegated to 
it by the Home Government and the 
various colonial governments was 
fraught with extreme difficulty and 
danger. As yet .neither party are 
perfectly agreed upon the establish­
ment of a body with independent 
status or authority. There are so many 
phases of the problem yet to be de­
termined fpr- which neither modern 
nor ancient colonial history furnishes 
any precedent that whatever is done 
must be the outcome of the irrepres­
sible needs of the case. In this con­
nection it is pertinent to observe that 
laws are scarcely ever made because 
they are right and just, but because 
parliaments are forced to pass them 
by public opinion. They are main­
tained and recognized only when 
they are right and just. So when 
the need for an imperial organisas 
tion with separate executive power is 
so great that it will not down, it will 
come and not till then.

The new Imperial Conference will 
be an advisory body only, and a sort 
of intelligence department for the Col­
onial Office. Most of the mistakes 
from which the colonies have suffer- 
eed in the past at the hands of the 
British government have been from 
ignoranc of colonial conditions, sen­
timents and aims. No incumbent of 
the Colonial Office has ever desired 
to ill-treat any part of the overseas do­
minions. That very sentiment, abroad 
is a potent centripetal force.

The Imperial Conference will give 
stability and prestige to the present 
status of imperial organization under 
improved methods of systematized 
procedure with larger information and 
increased efficiency without altering 
its immediate dependence upon the 
'governments represented.

This partial solution of a difficult 
question will b eh ailed with satisfac­
tion by the colonies, and the extreme 
imperialists both in the colonies and 
in the motherland who favored an Im­
perial Council. It is a simple and 
palpable compromise by which the 
common business of the empire will 
be considerably facilitated. It is 
thoroughly British in its caution to 
advance slowly and surely not upon 
theory, but upon expediency and 
practice.

The chief personalities at the con­
ference include men of widely differ­
ing races and characteristics.

His birth 
occurred near Montreal in 1849, dur­
ing his father's term as Governor- 
General of Canada,. His mother's 
father was the Earl of Durham, also 
not unknown to Canadian history.

Of the visiting Premiers two per­
sonalities stand out as evidence of 
the liberality of British institutions. 
These are Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who, 
though a French-Canadian, is an en­
thusiastic admirer of the British sys­
tem of government, and General 
Louis Botha, Premier of the Trans­
vaal, a Dutchman, elected to preside 
over the Government of a British col­
ony within six years of a bitter ra­
cial war. No better evidence of the 
success of Britain’s colonial policy 
could be desired than the presence 
around the same council board of 
these men, together with Premiers of 
the British race. Long before his ar­
rival in England the London news­
papers began to work up a popular 
welcome for the Dutch Premier. 
General Botha was born at Greytown, 
Natal, in 1863. He was a member of 
the first Vrlksraad of the Transvaal 
and during the latter part of the war 
with Great Britain he was command- 
er-in-chief of the Boer forces. As 
Prime Minister, General Botha re­
ceives a salary of £4,000 a year.

Scarcely less interesting a person­
ality is that of Dr. Leander Starr 
Jameson, leader of the famous Jame­
son raid in 1895. "Dr. Jim” is a na­
tive of Edinburgh, where he was bom 
in 1853.

The most important evidence yet ad­
duced by the crown to connect Victor 
Houde with the murder of George 
Wood was brought forward this morn­
ing in the three witnesses who gave 
their testimony before Magistrate 
Wade.

By the testimony of Mrs. Starratt, 
Sergt. Tidsbury and Chief of Police 
Evans, it was brought out that Houde 
came out of the shack several minutes 
after Wood entered, at about twenty 
minutes to six on the evening of 
April 4th, that Houde stated the 
next day when being taken to the 
station that he had a row the previous 
afternoon with Wood and that Houde 
after his arrest wished Dr. Braithwaite 
to _ examine his face in order to give 
evidence at his trial of how badly 
Wood had used him.

This evidence apparently establish­
es a prima facie case on behalf of the 
crown and would indicate that the de­
fence might be that the prisoner acted 
in self-defence.

The evidence given this morning 
follows :—

Mrs. Starratt, whose residence is a 
short distance from the shack, where 
the fatality occurred, testified as fol­
lows:—

“I live in Edmonton.near the Houde 
shack. I knew Wood, Houde and John 
Peacock by sight. On the evening of 
Thursday, 4th April, [ saw George 
Wood go into the shack about two 
minutes before Houde came out. This 
was between fifteen and twenty min­
utes to six. This was the last I saw 
of either."

To Mr. Robertson—"I saw the ac­
cused twice at our place. I have seen 
Wood several times coming towards 
our place fqr water. I.knew he was 
Wood from hearing others call him 
by that name. I happened to be iron­
ing by the window and that was how 
I saw them. I heard of this matter 
Friday morning after nine o’clock. It 
was quite light when I saw them 
Thursday evening. Houde looked all 
right as far as I know when coming 
out of the shack. He had an over­
coat on when I saw him coming out. 
Soon after I saw him come out at 
about five minutes to six. I stopped 
ironing and went to look for my hus­
band owing to my son’s illness. I got 
back to the house about half past six. 
I did not see Houde go into the 
shack. I only saw him leave. I will 
swear the man I saw go in was Geo. 
Wood. That was what he was always 
called.”

Sergt. Tidsbury—“I arrested the ac­
cused on the morning of April 5th 
at the Grand Central hotel about five 
minutes to ten. I had no warrant for 
his arrest. I took him to the police 
office.

At this point Mr. Robertson inter­
vened.

To Mr. Robertson—“I was in police 
clothes. He was sitting in a chair in 
the corner. I said to him, ‘Vic, I 
want you.’ I asked him if he had a 
row with Wood. I did not previously 
warn him as there was no charge 
against him. I took him to the station 

s he might be required at the in­
quest. After I put him in the cell 1 
warned him. I asked him on the way 
down if he had a row with Wood and 
he said he had. I was not sent to 
arrest Houde, I was only sent to get 
him. I had no suspicions against 
Boude when I took him down to the 
station."

At this point Mr. Robertson, who 
had intervened in Mr. Cogswell’s ex­
amination contended that Houde was 
under arrest and should have been 
warned.

The magistrate held that he was 
not under arrest in view of the serge­
ant’s testimony.

Proceeding to Mr. Robertson Sergt. 
Tidsbury said : “At the time I only 
wanted him as a witness. I did not 
start to pump him. He started to 
pump me."

Mr. Robertson again took a formal 
objection against the evidence of the 
sergeant as to what Houde had said 
t( him on the way to the station.

Mr. Cogswell replied that the evid­
ence had been taken down already 
ir answer to Mr. Robertson’s Own 
questions.

The attorney for the defence denied 
this but the magistrate sustained Mr. 
Cogswell’s view but took a formal 
Bote of Mr. Robertson’s objection.

Mr. Cogswell then stated that he 
had no further questions to ask as Mr. 
Robertson had brought out all he 
wanted.

Mr. Robertson remonstrated and 
asked the magistrate to strike out all 
the evidence not in reply directly to 
his questions, but the magistrate re­
fused to do so.

Chief of Police Evans—"I had some 
conversation with the accused on 
April 5th or 6th in the afternoon in 
the police cell. He asked to see Dr. 
Braithwaite for medical treatment. I 
got the doctor and he prescribed some 
medicine. Later on he asked me again 
to see Dr. Braithwaite and X told him 
medicine had already been ordered. 
He said he didn’t want him for that; 
he wanted to show the condition of 
his face. I said the doctor had al­
ready seen him and could testify to 
that. His right eye was black, his 
lip was cut and swollen and there 
was a bruise on the left cheek bone. 
He said he wanted to use this at his 
trial-----

PRINCIPLE OF AN 
EIGHT HOUR DAY

Was Approved by the Council 
in Employment of Corpor­

ation Laborers.

That a city the size of Edmonton 
and of Edmonton’s prominence is it 
present without an organized band 
may be a surprising fact, but the 
organization of a band will be un­
questionably approved by the city 
council, and the city will not be 
without band music for many more 
moons.

George O'Connor and Col. Edwards, 
representing the band project under­
taken recently, appeared before the 
council last night and asked that 
the city grant a sum of money suffi­
cient to purchase band instruments 
and for the engagement of a leader 
to instruct the band.

It is proposed the band shall be a 
volunteer organization, and if the city 
purchase the instruments they shall 
be held by trustees appointed by 
the city council. The band will agree 
to give a weekly open air free con­
cert during the summer.

Mr. O’Connor said the band now 
had 16 instruments and required 10 
others. He pointed out that in can­
vassing for subscriptions the band 
committee was faced by the general 
statement that for an organization 
which would be of so general benefit 
the city should be asked to bear the 
expense connected with its equipment 
and maintenance.

Colonel Edwards said a city band 
not only added to the pleasure of 
the citizens, but it also added to 
the city’s prestige. Not only this, 
but it would be a means of advertis­
ing the city. When a regiment was 
organized in Edmonton a band would 
be required, and the organization ol 
one this summer would be very ad­
vantageous.

Alderman Daly approved of the or­
ganization of a city band, but he 
wanted to know where the concerts 
were to be given.

“In the east end, of course,” said 
Alderman Gariepy.

Alderman Daly smiled and resum­
ed unperturbed. He considered the 
concerns which the band would give 
should be held ■ in every section of 
the city.

This morning a committee from the 
band organization waited on the city 
commissioners to ascertain what the 
city would do by way of assistance. 
The commisisoners recommended that 
the work of organization be proceeded 
with and the cost of the instruments 
ascertained, after which a report 
would be submitted to the council.

The city council last night adopted 
the principle of an eight hour day 
and approved an agreement to that 
effect between the Trades and Labor 
Council and the Builder^’ Exchange, 
which will govern the ""engagement of 
the city laborers.

J. H. Kinney, president of the 
Trades and Labor Council, was 
granted permission to address the 
council. He said the request of the 
city laborers was merely tc carry out 
the agreement between the Trades 
and Labor Council and the Builders’ 
Exchange, approved by the city coun­
cil on December 28th, 1906, malting 
an eight hour day and fixing the 
wages at $2.25 per day.

“We believe,” said Mr. Kinney, 
“that by adhering to this agreement 
the men in the city who are looking 
for work would be more adequately 
provided for.

Another of the Trades and Labor 
Council’s representatives said it 
did the regular laborers an injustice 
to engage foreigners, who were will­
ing to work for any number of hours.

“If the city does not meet us,” ho 
said, “we shall have to appeal to the 
government to stop immigration :o 
this city.”

Alderman Picard favored an eight 
hour day. To engage, men to work 
10 hours, paying two hours over­
time. deprived other men of work. 
He desired that the city work should 
be made to serve as many men as 
possible. x. ' ,

Alderman Picard moved for the 
adoption of the eight hour day, the 
fixing of the wage scale t $2.25 per 
day and overtime pro rata. Aider- 
man Walker seconded the motion, 
and it was carried unanimously.

UP GOES ADMISSION.
Toronto, Ont., April 30.—Now it is 

said" that at the spring meeting of 
the Ontario Jockey Club the price of 
admission will be raised from $1 to

Berlin,. April 30.—In the reichstag 
to-day several speakers suggested to 
Chancellor Buelow that Germany 
should take no part in the discussion 
of the limitation of armaments at the 
Hague Peace conference.

Von Buelow in reply said that Ger­
many did not object to letting other 
powers discuss the matter, but Ger­
many would hold aloof. He referred 
to the recommendation ff the first 
Peace conference that the powers stu­
dy the question of the limitation of 
armaments.

“Germany,” he added, “has com­
plied with this recommendation but 
has not found a formula which takes 
into account the great diversity in 
the geographical economy and mili­
tary positions of the various states, 
or one which would be calculated to 
remove those diversities and serve & 
basis for a treaty.

Germany Wilf Not Lose Sight of 
Realities.

The Chancellor then remarked : 
“Germany's abstainence from the dis­
cussion of the question does not mean 
that she cherishea a secret desire 'or 
war. or that she is actuated by mili­
tary ambition or other selfish mo­
tives. Other powers feel the same 
way as Germany regarding the limi­
tation proposition, and many ' friends 
of peace in France. Great Britain. 
Italy and the United States think 
it would not serve the cause of peace 
to give way to illusions and lose sight 
of realities.
Peace Secured by Readiness for War.

“Germany hitherto has secured 
peace by keeping in readiness for war. 
This policy has been proved to be 
a wise one. We never once misused 
our military strength and never will. 
Many persons have advised us to 
take part in the discussion of the lim­
itation of armaments in order to show 
Germany’s good will, since nothing 
can come of the matter in any way. 
But Germany’s peaceable policy has 
been a sufficient answer to all the 
aspersions which may have been

“Germany does not wish to pre­
vent other powers from discussion ot 
the limitation of armaments. If 
some practical result is reached by 
such a discussion, Germany will con­
scientiously examine whether, it har­
monizes with the protection of her 
peace, with her national interests ^and 
with her special situation.” 
Chancellor Endorsed by Colleagues.

The Chancellor called attention to 
the fact that his position in the mat­
ter under discussion was endorsed by 
speakers representing all the parties 
in the House, and added—“Supported 
by this unanimity, Germany will 
show by her actual course at the 
Hague that she sincerely favors all 
efforts calculated to practically pro­
mote. peace, civilization and •human­
ity.”

Loud applause greeted the Chan­
cellor when he concluded.

During the debate on Germany’s 
foreign relations, Andrew Carnegie's 
recent reference to the decision be­
tween war and peace being in the 
hands of Emperor William was criti­
cized as a distortion of facts.

An Old-Timer 
Nearing the End

Frank Nutt, Who Was Born in 
the Old Hudson’s Bay Fort 

76 Years Ago, is Almost 
at the End of Trail

An Active Society end Ite Founder.
Mrs. Esther McNeill, the founder 

of the W.O.T.U.. and first president 
of the union, died at i-er home in 
Fredona a few days ago. She was 
horn at Carlyle, N.Y., 94 years ago 
and was widely known throughout the 
United States as a temperance work­
er.

Although the deceased had been ob­
liged by advancing years to withdraw 
from active work, she was formerly 
one of the active temperance workers 
who founded the W. C. T. U. in 1874' 
and was elected as its first president.

The growth of this association has 
been phenomena) and speedily spread 
ing throughout the States, has in spite 
of ite member* having no votes, se­
cures a great deal of legislation, and 
hns done much to raise the moral 
tone of the country.

Among the laws they have modified 
and secured are improvements in the 
treatment of female prisoners, pro­
vision ‘ of matrons for houses of de­
tention, raising the age of consent, 
prevention of sale of tobacco and liq­
uors to minors and a great deal of 
social legislation.

ieir influence and labors in the 
other fields of charity, help for the 
follen and needy and their education­
al propaganda against vice and ig­
norance are too well known to need 
repeating other than to mention the 
extension of the work, on an inter­
national basis on 1883 mainly through 
the efforts of the late Miss Frances E 
Willard.

At the home of his son-in-law, Mr. 
Frank Nutt, in a cottage at the foot 
of Sixth street, John F. Grant, a well- 
known old-timer, lies seriously ill.

From his door he can see across to 
the old historic Fort within whose 
walls Jie was boro 76 years ago.

The Long Blind Trail.
Now after wandering over the con­

tinent—north, south, east and west, 
he has returned to the old Fort, and 
tells you calmly that he has come 
close to the end of the trail—that he 
will presently step out on the long 
blind trail from which no man re­

turns.
The aged pioneer, who is of kin 

with some of the oldest French and 
Scotch families of Quebec province, 
and related by marriage to the Row- 
ands and Mackay families of Winni­
peg, has been living so long a fron­
tier life that now he feels as though 
he were himself an Indian.

Bern in the Old Fort.
His father was an official in the 

employ of the Hudson's Bay Com­
pany at Fort Edmonton, when he 
was born in 1829. His mother, dying 
a few years later, the father brought 
the boy down to his grandparents at 
Three Rivers, and for some time he 
attended the college at Nicolet.

As his years moved on in the teens 
be chaffed at the uncongeniality of 
college life in the East, and he soon 
returned to the West, where his fa­
ther was in charge of the Hudson’s 
Bay post at Fort Hall, Montana. At 
that time the Hudson’s Bay Com 
pany had five posts south of the 
present - international boundary.

Paving His Own Way.
The youth was soon after permit­

ted by his father to embark upon an 
enterprise of his own, so with some 
capital and a parental blessing he 
took up ranching and trading as his 
own life work. He built .he first 
house at Deer Lodge, Montana, mak­
ing occasional trips south to St. 
Louis for his goods.

The Wanderlust.
He prospered; his cattle ranch was 

large and his business good. But the 
wanderlust was strong in him and 
he set out again for Canada in 1867. 
His ranch he Sold to a German set­
tler who afterward became the cattle 
King of Montana.

Going to Manitoba in 1867, he 
bought a store and by buying script 
and land outright he came in time, to 
be the owner ol many thousand acres 
of land—over 30,000, it is said.

He made then extensive trips 
through the West, crossing the Rock­
ies more than once. But business 
was not the fonte of this dashing, 
warm-hearted ineonsciant trader ; 
dabbling in politics did not aid him 
any, and a period of depression in­
tensified the poor condition of his 
finances.

Land-Poor.
And bit by bit the erstwhile prai­

rie king sold his land. In some 
cases he received less than he paid 
for it.

His Marriage.
Shortly after his return from Mon­

tana to Canada, Mr. Grant had mar­
ried Clothilde, the daughter of Judge 
Bruneau of Manitoba a vivacious, 
capable woman who is now at work 
upon a detailed life of her husband 
as a frontiersman.

Final Move to Alberta.
In 1891, the family moved to Al­

berta, and after a brief sta in Ed­
monton, the went out north and took 
up land there. Dissatisfied in their 
first location they moved to Grand 
Prairie unsuccessful! taking up fur 
trading there. For some time past 
they have been living on a big farm 
in Waugh township, half-way to the 
Landing.

Now the aged trader, a man of 
quite patriarchal aspect, is back at 
the Fort to die after a long life full 
of wanderings, of color and incident.

Hi* Biography.
His biography, which is now more 

than half written by his wife, is a 
quaint narration of life and chat of 
people in the frontier days. It treats 
of the days of the Vigilantes in Mon­
tana, of the rebellion in Manitoba 
and of the early trading-days. It will 
be an addition to the literature of 
Western Canada.

“SILENT” SMITH’S REMAINS.

Reach San Francisco From Japan— 
WBI be Buried in New York.

San Francisco, April 25—The b.-dy 
of James Henry "Silent” Smith, of 
New York, who died recently at Mi- 
oto, Japan, arrived today on the stea­
mer Siberia. Accompanying the body 
was the widow and the Duke and 
Duchess of Manchester,who were trav­
elling with Mr. and Mrs. Smith" when 
the death of Mr. Smith occurred. The 
Duchess of Manchester was met by 
her father, Eugene Zimmerman, of 
Cincinnati. The body of Mr. Smith 
will be conveyed to New York for 
burial.
