PEKING, Feb. 12,
The momentous step by whieh the
Manchu dynasty yields up power af-
ter three centuries of rule and agrees
to change from an absolute to a re-
presentative form of Government was
notified in three simultaneous procla-
mations. Although the final act of ab-
dication has been awaited for some
time, the posting of the edict with
the declaration that abdication was
an accomplished fact caused profound
excitement. The second edict approv-
ing all the conditions agreed upon
between, Yuan Shi Kai and the re-
publican representatives created even
greater astonishment, as it-had been
expected that the Manchug would de-
mand conditions that would safeguard
many of their privileges; whereas ac-
cording to the proclamation their sur-
render is unconditional. The third
ediet informed the viceroys and pro-
vineial governors of the retirement of
the throne from political power, and
nstructed them to continue doing
their duty, and to preserve order
throughout the land. It declared that
the step taken by the throne was in
order to meet the wishes of the peo-
ple.

Rumors Not
Justified.

BERLIN, Feb. 12.

Reports that the mission to Ger-
many of Viscount Haldane had been
a failure were circulated on the
Bourse to-day and contributed to the
prevailing weakness and pessimism.
These rumors, however, were not jus-
tified, as the situation can be cleared
up only after Haldane has conferred
with his colleagues in the British
Ministry, with whom rests the decis-
ion as to whether ' definite negoti-
ations with Germany are to be begun.
The German Foreign Office is to-day
apparently well satisfied with the
prospects of the situation. Haldane
has returned to London in possession
of an outline of the new German mili-
tary and naval proposals, notwith-
standing the fact that they have not
vet been communicated to the Ger-
man Federal Council.

tures between London and  Berlin—
overtures which it is now rumored
‘have demonstrated the truth of the
story about French dickerings.

He insisted that
the deepest silence should Treign
around him. His officers took care
that no loud conversation should dis-
turb their general.

They knew a chamberlain had been
hanged for waking him without or-
ders, and an officer who would wear
clanking spurs in the commander’s
presence had been secretly put to
death. In the rooms of Wallenstein’s
palace the servant girls glided as if
phantoms, and a dozen sentinels mov-
ed around his tent charged to secure
the silence the general demanded.
Chains were stretched across the
streets and roads in order to guard
him against the disturbance of sounds
Vallenstein's mcilunuly and love of
silence that caused him to be irritated
ai the slightest noise were due to his
constitutional temperament.

He never smiled, he 'never asked
advice from-anyone, and he could not
endure to be gazed at, even  when
giving an order. The soldiers, when
1¢ crossed the camp, prtended not to
see him, knowing that a curious look
would bring them punishment.
