Shipwrecks and
Superstition.

The old belief, imagined amongst 
seamen of all nati Qualities, that re­
named ships are unlucky, was strik­
ingly exemplified in the recent terri­
ble wreck off Stornaway.

For the Iolaire, lost on the rocks 
there with about 168 gallant sailors 
coming home on leave, was formerly 
known as the Amalthea.

Similarly the Mohegan, wrecked in 
1898 on the Manacle Reef, off the 
Cornish coast, with fearful loss of 
life, was originally christened the 
Cleopatra. And on the same reef not 
long afterwards, the splendid Ameri­
can liner Paris was lost, after having 
had her name changed no less than 
three times.

Another typical case in point is 
afforded by the Victoria, originally 
the Renown. This fine battleship, 
the most powerful one afloat in her 
day, was probably one of the un- 
luckiest men-of-war ever launched.

Within a few weeks after changing 
her name, a terrible accident occurred 
on board, owing to the jamming of one 
of her big guns. Next she went ashore 
off the Greek Coast, and only narrow­
ly escaped becoming a total wreck.

Finally, she was rammed and sunk 
during manoeuvres eighteen months 
afterwards, by a sister ship, the Cam- 
perdown, carrying to the bottom of 
the Mediterranean her comander, Ad­
miral Tryon, thirty officers, and over 
three hundred other ratings.

Then again, there is the case of the 
training brig Atalanta, originally the 
Juno. Splendidly manned, and carry­
ing a complement of nearly three hun­
dred officers, naval cadets and sea­
men, she set sail from Bermuda on 
January 30th, 1890, and was never 
heard of again.

The Ocean Monarch, emigrant ship, 
burned at sea, was launched as the 
Florida.

The Carrie Connors, sunk in the 
Southern Pacific, sailed in security for 
nearly a quarter of a century pre­
viously as the Morning Star. While 
the name originally given to the Eden, 
which, sailing from Valparaiso with a 
cargo of gunpowder, was blown up 
by her mad captain, was the Dart

PARIS, Mar. 27.

(By the A.P.)—Containing neither 
any reference to the Monroe Doctrine 
nor to the Japanese proposal for re­
cognition of the racial equality of 
nations, the draft of the Covenant of 
the League of Nations to-day is in 
the hands of the special drafting 
committee. The draft was completed 
Wednesday night at a sitting of the 
full cc-.mission, and the Covenant is 
expected to be ready in completed 
form early next week.

Digging for History.
Now that at last the Turks are 

finally turned out of Palestine, . we 
may expect to hear of wonderful dis­
coveries in the ruins which stud the 
Holy Land.

Before the war British archaeologist 
had already spent a sum of about 
£60,000 in burrowing among the 
passages which honeycomb the Mount 
of Moriah. These were the foundations 
of King Solomon’s temple. They were 
on the point of great discoveries when 
the Turkish authorities at Jerusalem 
suddenly stopped the whole explora­
tion, on the pretext that sacrilege had 
been committed in the Mosque of 
Omar. These researches will now 
begin afresh.

Is Mesopotamia, too, is one of the 
greatest of all fields for exploration, 
for, hero is the site , of a civilization 
older than that of Egypt.

The very oldest writing in the world 
is that found on the burnt clay tablets 
dug up in Mesopotamia. Now that we 
have learnt to read it, we find that 
the civilization of forty centuries ago 
was not so very different from that of 
to-day.

We read, for instance that there 
were in Babylon people who made 
a busines of selecting foundling 
children for adoption by wealth but 
childless folk.

Here one city has been piled upon 
another. Digging in Nippur in 
Mesopotamia, remains were found of 
a settlement inhabitated by Jews 
about 800 A.D. Going deeper, the ex­
plorers hit on wails of a great temple 
built by King Ashurbanapal, B.C. 
600. Below this, again, was the 
palace of a king called Kadashman, 
who had lived and reigned a thous­
and years earlier. Here one of the 
men employed happened to break 
through a thick floor with his pick­
axe into a vault beneath, and the 
professor in charge, clambering down, 
found himself in the temple of the 
great King Sargoa who reigned 3,800 
years before Christ.

These ruins have been proved to be 
those of the city called Calush, which 
is mentioned in the tenth Chapter of 
the Book of Genesis.

A Lord Chancellor’s Important Duty.
Lord Birkenhead, who has recent­

ly been appointed Lord Chancellor, is 
also the Keeper of the Great Seal, 
the silver die or mould from which 
the actual wax seals are made that 
are attached to the most important 
public documents.

One of these documents is the writ 
summoning Parliament, while treaties 
and official Acts of the State are all 
sealed with King George’s seal.

Formerly there was a special offi­
cial attached to the Great Seal, called 
the Chaffwax, whose duty it was to 
melt the wax and take the impres­
sions of the seal as required.

When the old silver die becomes 
worn out it is given to the Lord Chan­
cellor. The perquisite is eagerly 
sought^ after, for the seals are not 
only great rarities, but they are ex­
tremely valuable, costing on an aver­
age £40Q to £ 500 to make.

During Queen Victoria’s reign four 
seals were made and worn out; while 
King Eld ward only had one made. 
The seals were made at the Mint, 
and it Js, the wonderful engraving on 
them that makes them so costly, not 
the actual amount of silver used.

Different important State docu­
ments are sealed with different varie­
ties of wax, according to the office 
from which they come. The wax used 
for the Great Seal of England is whit­
ish in color, and is made of oils and 
balsam from a special recipe kept in 
the Lord Chancellor’s office.

The wax of the Great Seal and 
Privy Seal of Scotland is a compound ' 
of resin and beeswax and coloured 
vermilion; while the Exchequer Seal 
18 made of a green wax that is con­
siderably softer than ordinary sealing 
wax.

Politics and “politicians” are words 
with two meanings, the more vulgar 
of which is “partisanship,” and “par- 
tizans.” Nowadays, when a man 
speaks of “Politics,” he usually means 
to imply some form of political 
knavery, and of “Politicians” as poli­
tical tricksters. But there is a higher 
meaning to these words. “Politics” 
is the science of good Government, 
“Politicians” means statesmen. In 
this sence the N. I. W. A. is a union 
of politicians, and my friend Mr. 
White, and Mr. Bennett himself, are 
professional politicians. If Mr. Ben­
nett meant the public to infer that 
this meeting is political in the bad 
sense, or that Mr. Carnell and I were 
to be on this platform as political 
partisans, he erred very gravely. This 
meeting was spontaneous with the 
members of the Amalgamated Fisher­
men’s Society, and the speakers are 
here as invited guests, to help in a 
good movement for the common good. 
That is statesmanship. You are ..11 
politicians here to-night, becuase you 
are hère, every one of you, I take it, 
for the purpose of lifting up the fish­
ermen of this country; you are here 
to-night for the purpose of advocating 
better conditions with reference to 
your fishery, better conditions with 
reference to your families, and what 
are those objects except the politics of 
the country. If cur friend Mr. Bennett 
had come to night, he would have been 
in good company, both below and on 

"the platform.
The President of ihe N. I. W. A. ex­

tends to you to-n’ght the right hand 
of fellowship. That is the “One Big 
Union” of St John’s, as the Austral­
ians would call it The Hon. John 
Harvey, in a. pamphlet recently pub­
lished, calls the N. I W. A. an "evolu­
tionary, not a revolutionary body/’

But now to the special object of 
this meeting. It is to procure new 
members for the Amalgamated Fish­
ermen of St. John’s, a Society but re­
cently formed . Those fishermen here 
who are not members should join, 
because disunited you have the weak­
ness of single sticks, united the 
strength of a bundle. "United you 
stand, divided you fall.” There are 
immediate, potential and ultimate ob­
jects for the union. Let me illustrate. 
The Rules and Regulations respect­
ing the Fisheries of Newfoundland are 
infamously bad. The trap regula­
tions applicable to St. John’s waters 
are a case in point. To procure and 
hold a berth you must risk life and 
limb ,in all sorts of weather, when 
under proper rules one berth for one 
man would be obtainable easily, fair­
ly and economically. Every trap- 
owner should have an equal chance 
with every other. Twine should not 
be'put into the water until the fish 
are there. Berths should be drawn 
for by lot You can bring this about 
by union, by joining this Society, by 
taking counsel together, by speaking 
with one voice, so loudly and firmly 
that the Government of the day would 
hear and obey. These regulations are 
a great source of income to us law­
yers, for breaches of them bring 
grist to our mill, and I advise you 
unselfishly when I say, get rid of 
them. I have been speaking to you of 
an immediate object of your union, 
let me now mention a potential pow­
er of the union—the power it could 
wield over the price of fish. Much 
has been written for and against the 
doctrine that "Demand and supply” 
govern prices. They ^do, in a sense, 
and, in another sensé, do not. For 
demand use buyer, and for supply 
use seller, and in that sense the say­
ing is true—the buyer and the seller 
do together fix the price. But if by

demand is meant consumption, and 
by supply is meant catch ; if in other 
words, it is meant that the price 
really paid for fish here is governed 
altogether by the needs of the con­
sumers in foreign markets and the 
quantity of available fish here, the 
saying is a gross and palpable false­
hood. For, between the catcher and 
the eater of fish are a whole host of 
middlemen who have as much to do 
with prices as demand and supply. A 
combination of buyers in Italy re­
cently depressed prices here in a 
marked degree. Neither demand for 
food and the supply here to meet it 
was less on one day than another, 
and yet in one day a combination of 
buyers reduced prices. Equally a 
combine of local buyers has in its time 
reduced prices here. I can recall a 
local combine to fix the price of fish 
shipped from the Labrador coast. Now, 
just as a combine of buyers can cut 
prices, a combine of sellers could 
boost them, not always but sometimes.

Your union, if it contained all or 
nearly all the fishermen of St. John's 
could often powerfully affect prices. 
Individually, your members would bo 
competing with each other disastrous­
ly, perhaps, when united you could 
fix a fair price. I am no "down with 
the merchant” agitator, for that 
spells “down with the fishermen, too,” 
in the long run. Their capital, their 
knowledge, and business ability and 
trade connections are as necessary to 
the trade of this country as your 
manual labour, skill and Industry. 
You and they are all partners, and 
should treat each other with that 
implicit good faith and consideration 
which good law and good conscience 
demand of partners. Unions are 
naughty engines for good when used 
for that end, and terribly destructive 
when used for bad ends. I trust that 
your union will be used for the great­
est good of its members, and for the 
advantage of the Colony.
