Sentence Commuted.—We learn from 
the Berlin Tdigraph that the sentence of 
the prisoner Benedick, who was to be ex­
ecuted in that town on the 20th instant, 
has been commuted by the Governor- 
General to imprisonment for life in the 
Penitentiary.

Fat Cattle Show in Galt.—The 
Reporter says :—The Show of Fat Cattle 
in Galt on Wednesday last, was, in point 

attendance and number of cattle on the 
ground, a most complete success. Some 
most superb animals were on exhibition 
and for sale ; but buyers generally com­
plained that animals were held too high, 
and free transitions thereby prevented.

Fatal Result.—Wm Turner, the 
oun^reook, in the Queen’s Arms Hotel, 

Galt, mho was struck oq the head with 
an iron boot-jack, sustaining fracture of 
the skull in consequence, has died of his 
injuries. Richard Lowell who committed 
the assault absented himself when the 
case began to take a serious turn. The 
Reporter understands, that he will give 
himself up if he receive assurance that 
bail will be accepted for his appearance 
at the next assizes. An inquest was held 
on the case, but we have not learned the 
verdict.

Sudden Death.—An elderly person, 
named Mrs. Dillon, 5th concession, 
Arthur, died suddenly^n Tuesday of last 
week. She had, it seems, been attending 
masd on that day, at the church near 
Kenilworth. On the way home she called 
for a short time at a neighbor's, only half 
a mile from her destination, and where 
she was last seen alive. Next day she 
was discovered, lifeless, by some children 
on a path leading homewards. An in­
quest was held on the remains before 
Thomas J. Graffe, Esq.. Coroner, and a 
verdict returned by the jury of “ Died by 
the visitation of God.”

The sentence of Cornelius O’Callaghan 
for obtaining a watch under false pre­
tences was $5 or ten days’ imprisonment.

The Grand Jury made the following 
presentment, after which the Court finally 
adjourned.

The Grand Jurors for the County of 
Wellington, for the December Sessions, 
beg to present, that they have examined 
the gaol, and find everything relating to 
the comfort and safety of the prisoners in 
a most satisfactory condition.

They are unanimously of opinion that 
Crown witnesses should be paid th<*ir 
expenses, and that the law should be 
amended to effect this, and recommend 
the Court to bring this matter formally 
before the Legislature.

Board of Public Instruction.
The half yearly examination of teachers 

by the'Board closed yesterday (Thursday), 
when the following received certificates.

Mary Cameron, B, 3 years ; Hugh Gunn, 
C, 18 months ; Annie Grant, C, 18 months ;

Second Class.—Elsie McRoberts, B,
1 year ; Jennie Fraser, C, 6 months ; B. 
McNally, C, 6 months.

An application was read from Joseph 
Lowry, praying the Board to restore him 
to his full status as a teacher, and to ren­
der liis certificate of .qualification valid 
until recalled. After due consideration it 
was unanimously resolved that the prayer 
of the appliçant be not granted, and the 
Secretary was instructed to notify him to 
this effect.

Moved by Mr. Kilgour, seconded by 
Mr. Ball, and unanimously resolved, that 
at this the last meeting of the year, the 
Board of Public Instruction for the South 
Riding of Wellington desire to record 
their sense of the valuable services of the 
chairman of the Board, E. Newton, Esq., 
and to tender to him their thanks for the 
urbanity and ability, as well as untiring 
assiduity with which he has discharged 
the duties of his position during the year.

The Board then adjourned.

Parliament of Canada.
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa Dec. 12th.
Mr. Galt made a lengthy statement 

regarding the suspension of the Commer­
cial Bank, and his connection with the 
negotiations that preceded that unfortun­
ate event, with the view both of account­
ing for his resignation of office, and 
justifying himself before the country. 
Difference of opinion had arisen between 
his colleagues and himself. After every 
other alternative hid been tried to save 
the Commercial Bank—and he detailed 
the proposals at some length—he advis­
ed that the Government should inter­
pose, but his colleagues refused to do so. 
Being, os Finance Minister, specially 
responsible for the public credit, ho ac­
cepted the course of his colleagues as 
implying want of confidence, and tend­
ered his resignation. The Premier made 
explanations which were, to some extent 
satisfactory, but insufficient to dissuade 
him from his determination, had not the 
financial crisis which followed the sus­
pension of the Commercial Bank made it 
desirable that his resignation should not 
be announced just then. Under the cir­
cumstances, he withdrew his resignation. 
After the crisis was over, he again tend­
ered it, and it was accepted.

Sir John A. MacDonald followed with a 
statement on behalf of himself and his 
other colleagues, and a discussion took 
place which occupied the House till 
the recess. In the evening Excise and 
Tariff resolutions were adopted in Com­
mittee of Ways and Moans, and 
go provisionally into force immediately. 
The tariff resolutions introduce for the 
whole Dominion a customs tariff the same 
as in the late Province of Canada. The 
following are the charges on spirits, in­
cluding brandy, gin, rum, whiskey, &c., 
duty 80c per cent instead of 70c. The 
class of tobacco which pays 10c excise 
will pay; as at present 15c specific, with 
addition to former tariff of 5 per cent 
ad valorem. Domestic wines now pay­
ing 15 percent will pay 10c or 25c per 
gallon, according to strength ; malt 40c 
per bushel ; tinctures 30c per gallon in­
stead of 15 per cent, ad valorem ; green 
tea as at present, black tea 15 per cent, 
and 3|c per pound instead of 16 per cent 
and 7c per poun'd ; molasses will be 73 
cents per hundred weight as at present 
if used for refining purposes and for man­
ufacture of sugar ; but only 65 cents if 
not so used. Question of duties on sugar 
will be considered during the recess. 
Flour and meal instead of 50 cents will 
pay 25 cents per barrel. In the free list 
as regards ship building materials, the 
provision confining exemption from duty 
to"those imported by ship-builders for 
ship building purposes is struck out. It 
is the intention of the Government in the 
second part of the session to frame a tar­
iff that might be expected to be perman­
ent for four or five years. Export duties 
confined to Ontario and Quebec will be 
saw logs per, thousand feet pine, $1 ; all 
other kinds, 60 cents.

Impediments to Turkish Progress.
The' correspondent of the New York 

THbnne, writing from Constantinople, 
makes known some interesting facts re­
garding the social condition of the people 
of Turkey , as well as something political 

follows :—There is one impassable bar­
rier in the way of any radical reforms in 
the East. Politicians have their own pet 

ernes. Lord Palmerston, especially, 
asserted more than once in Parliament 
that Turkey was already a model coun­
try. But ip spite of political schemed and 
politicians’ lies, Turkey is almost as far 
from reform as ever. What there is, is 
only external. Thé Turkish women con­
stitute a barrier against reform, the 
strength of which can only be realized by 
those who have been brought into a direct 
contact with them in their own homes.— 
The ignorance of Turkish women is ab­
solute. Here and there one can be found 
who knows how to read a little in the 
Koran, and one who can write down and 
add up simple accounts, but each a one is 
a rara arris. The first wife of the Grand 
Vizier, for instance, is as profoundly ig­
norant aa the first wife of the King of Da­
homey or the Cannibal Islands. The few 
who have learned French have thereby 
learned more harm than good—they 
have simply learned to read the worst 
sort of French novels. Even among those 
Turks who are themselves somewhat Eu­
ropeanized, the idea of educating the wo­
men finds no favor. They can see no 
possible good which can come from such 
education. The simple theory of the Turk 
is that woman is made only to be a.slave 
and to bear children. Little education is 
necessary to fit them for this very narrow 
sphere. In his eye, the more they have, 
the worse for them. All this is prettv 
well known already in Europe, although' 
not fully appreciated. But along with 
‘ is ignorance there is an amount of su- 

irstition and fanaticism among the 
urkish women which is almost beyond 

imagination. Incredible as it may ap­
pear, the Arabian Nights Tales seem/to 
thèse, women simple narratives of fact.— 
Spirits and genii have a larger place in 
their thoughts and lives than human be­
ings have. If one of the Sultan’s wives, 
for example, is sick, it is true that a Eu­
ropean physician is sent for to attend her 
body, but he is allowed to do nothing un­
til a spiritual doctor has dealt with the 
genii whom she has offended, or with the 
evil spirit who has been wreaking his 
spite upon her. These Turkish spiritu­
alists not only deal with the sick in this 
way, but many of them profess to be able 
to raise the dead by simply breathing 
upon them. There is probably not a wo­
man in Turkey who does not believe in 
them. The absurd tales of the Koran, 
and the infinitely more absued Mussul 
man traditions, are not only as fully be­
lieved as the Bible is among Christians, 
but the same things are supposed to be 
transpiring every day now. Now these 
women—living in the midst of spirits and 
genii—steeped in superstition and ignor­
ance, unflinching believers in the Koran, 
are the wives, the mothers, and the edu­
cators of the ruling race in Turkey. Every 
boy lives among them until he is a dozen 
years old, and few receive any education 
afterward to modify their early impres­
sions. Even if these early impressions 
are exchanged for some European notions 
—even a man like Mustapha Fazyl Pasha 
who holds himself up as a model reformer, 
does not dare to reform his own harem, 
or attempt to make head against the su­
perstition which reigns there. If there 
is to be a genuine reform in Turkey, it 
must begin in the harems ; it must begin 
in the education and enlightenment of 
the women. Women' have a vast influ­
ence in Turkey in spite of their degrada­
tion. The Sultan’s mother has perhaps 
more influence than any man in the Em­
pire, and Turkish women know how to 
influence, and oftentimes to rule their 
husbands, as well as women in other 
lands. A collective note from the Great 
Powers on this subject would be fhr more 
to the point than anything we have had 
yet. Even England might consent to 
sign it. It certainly could not be said of 
such a note as it is of the last Russian 
Circular of Oct. 18—that it was little bet­
ter than a declaration of war, but perhaps 
it would create quite as much excitement 
here as the latter has. La Turquie, the 
official paper, is boiling over with wrath, 
and publishes an article full of insult and 
abuse against Russia. This circular, 
which has undoubtedly reached you by 
this time, is nothing more than the natu­
ral consequence of the interviews which 
I reported to you in August, and which, 
by the way, have never yet been correctly 
reported in any European paper. It is 
intended as a menace. There is no doubt 
of that. Russia neither anticipates nor 
desires reform in Turkey. The worse the 
Government is the sooner it wHl go to 
pieces. But this circular is designed, 
first of all, to prepare Europe for the blow 
which Russia hopes soon to strike. It 
must be made to believe that the blow is 
struck in the interest of civilization, pro­

se, and not of Russian ambition. Like 
all Russian manifestations, it is well done 
and well worth a careful reading. Tur­
key seems likely to reply to it by an act, 
which, whether it be understood as a bra- 

lo or as a piece of Turkish statesman­
ship is equally wicked and absurd. It is 
proposed to do away with all the peculiar 
rights and privileges of the islands of the 
Archipelago. These rights enjoyed for 
years and resting upon treaties, make 
these islands almost ihdependent of Mus­
sulman rule. It is proposed now to put 
them on a level with the rest of the Em­
pire, to put Mussulman governors over 
them, to exact the same custom duties 
aud the same taxes. If this plan be car­
ried out it will probably result in a whole­
sale emigration of these populations to 
Greece, and it will give to Russia a better 
excuse for war than any she has ever yet 
had.

An English fanner has written to the 
Richmond Examiner to know if he can 
buy a farm large enough to “ provide him 
with a reasonable living” in Virginia, for 
five hundred pounds. The Examiner 
says he can, ana so can any number of his 
countrymen who may feel the desire to 
settle in the “Old Dominion.”

The British government 
might even now aptly ask the same quee 
turns of the men who without the blan­
dishments by which Cataline gained 
partisans, are possessed of spirits capable 
of as evil designs as his. Their leaders 
sure so much less dangerous than he who 
proposed to gratify his desire for rapine, 
and build up his fortune on the ruins of 
Ms country, in that they do not own such 
mental power as he did. The ceremony 
of initation Into a Fenian Circle, even into 
the “ Manchester Avengers,” may not be 

t*s Impressive to desperate, or as appalling 
to weaker minds, as was that which took 
place when men who had squandered 
their fortunes, men dissolute and reckless 
pledge themselves to an unfaltering effort 
to overturn the republic of Rome. But 
the oath which Fenianism imposes, is no 
less awful if we consider it as proportion­
ate to the advanced age in which we live, 
than that which Cataline administered to 
hie followers. There is no difference of de­
sign, how dissimilar soever may be the 
causes assigned for fostering such inten­
tions. Not to procure justice but to over­
turn the constitution, to let rapine loose, 
and inaugurate yiarchy is evidently the 
end and aim of Fenianism, as it was that 
of Cataline and his followers. Why 
therefore, should the British government 
•offer its forfearance to be further abused, 
at should it be longer deluded by the 
mockery of Fenian madness? Confident 
In its strength it tolerated folly and crime 
until tolerance became vicious and cul­
pable where it had at first been virtuous 
and laudable. It was more than a little 
blind to the faults of some of its subjects, 
and more than a little kind to 
their failings. And with what result. 
To have, like an over-indulgent parent, 
Its feelings wounded by the ungrateful 
conduct of offspring to whom it should 
earlier have applied the rod of correction. 
But unlike many such parents it has not 
lost its power of restraining and punish­
ing; its authority remains unimpaired 
and can make itself severely felt when 
persuasion, and gentle enticements to 
return to duty have proved ineffectual. 
For proof of this we refer to the Manches­
ter executions. Every person but Fenians 
or their sympathisers, or those who have 
a mistaken idea of the time when it is 
beneficial that Mercy should cease her 
pleadings, and stern Justice take its 
course, must acknowledge the justice of 
the sentence of Allen, Larkin, and Gould, 
and how expedient it became under the 
circumstances that it should be carried 
out to the full extent. The authority of 
the law was vindicated, and there was a 
cessation of severity. An example had 
been made of three individuals and hopes 
were entertained that thousands might 
profit thereby. Governments like individ- 
naJs do things oftentimes from necessity 
'rather than from choice, and having per­
formed a disagreeable duty they are dis­
inclined to begin another immediately 
afterwards. It was such a feeling perhaps 
that actuated the government of Britain 
when they permitted such public demon- 
atrations of indignation and sorrow to be 
expressed in Limerick and Dublin, at the 
execution of the Manchester Fenians. 
But it was necessary that these mis­
chievous ceremonies should have an end, 
and accordingly we have been informed 
by a cable despatch that the obsequies 
for which preparations were being made 
at Liverpool have been strictly prohibited. 
Thus foiled at every point their final hope 
may be expressed in the words of one of 
Milton’s characters, who threaded his 
way “ over the burning marie,” namely 
"flat despair.” Why do they not yield 
gracefully to the force of circumstances, 
or like the Roman conspirators meet 
their enemies in battle and fall on the 
field instead of swinging from the scaffold, 
while their leaders rush into the thick 
of the battle to die.

î Kingston murderer :4- 
Laet night hé slept soundly, and remark­
ed this morning that he had never pass­
ed a better night in the whole. course of 
his life. He ate a hearty hreak&st,chatting 
freely and in a jocular way with those 
who were near him. After breakfast he 
spent a couple of hours with the clergy­
men, and though he listened to what 
they had to sav,he evinced the same care­
lessness which has marked his bearing 
all along. The sentence of the court was 
that he should be hanged at noon. The 
Sheriff knew there would be a large crowd 
present, and knowing too these scenes 
always have a demoralizing effect on 
those who witness them he asked the

Sier if he* had any objection to be 
sd an hour or two before the time 
by the judge. Allen at once re­
plied that if it would accomodate the 

Sheriff in any he might hang him as ear­
ly as he liked. So far as he was concern­
ed he said, an hour or two one way or the 
other made no difference—and so it was 
arranged that the execution should take 
place before the time fixed by the court. 
Shortly after ten o’clock the preparations 
in the Jail commenced. The prisoner 
was pinioned by the hangman, who, I 
believe, is a resident of Hamilton, im­
ported especially for the occasion. He 
submitted to these preparations in a 
laughing way, and talking freely with 
those around him while the hangman 
was doing his work. He could not have 
been cooler or more collected had he 
been preparing for a pleasant trip. After 
these preparations were completed a pro­
cession was formed composed of the pris­
oner. the clergy, the sheriff and the jail 
officials. They moved from the jail out 
into the yard and up the scaffold. Allen 
walked with a firm step and looked care­
lessly around him as he passed up the 
steps. On the gallows he bore himself 
in the same cool, careless manner, and 
even smiled as he looked up at the cross 

t and rope. After leaving, the pris- 
ho spoke to none but the clergy ; 

but just before ascending the gallows he 
handed to his lawyer the statement he 
had written, the contents of which are 
unknown. He took his place on the drop 
without any directions and smiled at the 
hangman as he adjusted the rope around 
his neck, when the cap was put on he 
smiled again and the last glimpse of his 
face those near him had showed, that he 
was still smiling, and looking as cool and 
collected as ever. He always said he 
would die with a smile on his face, and 
certainly kept his word. Everything 
being ready the spring was pulled, and 
the unfortunate man fell at four minutes 
after eleven o'clock, just an hour before 
the time fixed by the judge. He, ap­
parently died without a struggle. There 
were a few convulsions of the body and 
then all was over. On account of the 
change of time, hundreds of persons were 
disappointed. There was a considerable 
crowd present, but large numbers appear­
ed towards noon, and were very much 
disgusted with the sheriff for depriving 
them of the “pleasure" of seeing the un­
fortunate Allen hanged. Some of them 
were very wrathy, and were ready to 
string up the sheriff himself, so angry 
did they feel.

A few minutes before eleven Allen 

came out of hie cell, carrying a small cru­
cifix in his hand, which he kissed at inter­
vals, and accompanied by Reverend 
Father Dollard. He stood for a few 
minutes to shake hands with those who 
had come to bid him good-bye. He was 
slightly flurried at first, and looked as if 
he had been crying, but he soon regained 
that wonderful composure which has been 
repeatedly noticed. Still the efforts to 
keep down his feelings must have been 
very great, as he was seen once or twice 
to bite his under lip, and a very slight 
tremor played about his mouth. He was 
dressed in the black suit which he wore 
at his trial, was bareheaded, and sported 
a neat blue necktie—the latter as taste­
fully arranged as if he were on his way to 
some pleasant gathering where personal 
appearance was everything. When shak 
ing hands with those present his demea­
nour was easy and composed, and he even 
wore a smile upon his lips. This cere­
mony over, the slightly tremulous expres­
sion before alluded to had disappeared, 
and a settled firmness seemed to have 
taken full possession of him. His hands 
were then tied in front and clasped, and 
he walked up stairs to the awful drop 
with the decision of a man who had made 
up his mind to meet a terrible fate with' 
all the fortitude he possessed, and Ethan 
Allen possessed a great deal. The inside 
spectators—little more than a dozen in 

I number—had previously £one up, and 
j were ranged around the small room in 
I which executions take place.

| Allen made his appearance, one of the 
hangmen ran up the stairs, looking a 
good deal like the “ Black Crook,” and 
after clearing away a few ends of the rope 
which lay near the hinges of the iron 
“drop” tried the latter with his own 
weight on both sides to see if all were 
secure. Soon another small person, the 
hangman’s assistant made his appearance. 
They both wore masks, only the hang­
man proper had a crape over his. Allen 
after shaking hands with a few of those 
present, and with many a “God bless 
you !" placed himself on the drop ; not a 
nerve moved. He was then secured by 
the hangman at the knees and ankles, 
and the rope at once handsomely adjusted. 
Allen had previously inquired of the 
sheriff if he had employed men who un­
derstood their business, when he ’was 
informed that they were “ adepts." The 
chief hangman at least understood his 
business, and was evidently no bungler. 
While he was placing the knot in its 
proper position Allen said to him in his 
natural tone of voice, " See that you fix 
that properly, and don’t make me suffer 

>any pain !" The Sheriff then asked him 
if he had anything to say. He replied,
“ No ; nothing." “ Nothing Mr. Allen ?" 
asked the Sheriff. “ No ; nothing at all,” 
he said ; “ only I hope that my fate will 
be a warning to others." Looking out in 
the direction of the crowd Allen said, " I’ll 
wave my handkerchief to them," which 
he did twice as well as the cords would 
let him, and then replaced It in an inside 
pocket of his coat. Allen was still bare­
headed, and his dress had not been hid­
den with the usual white robe. The 
hangman picking up the black cap at­
tempted to place it on Allen’s head, when 
the prisoner turning to the Sheriff, said,

having him kiss It two or three times, 
Rev. Father Dollard knelt and read the 
prayers of the Roman Catholic Church, 
usual on Shell occapv-ns Allen repeated 
them after him in an n ndible tone of voice.
