If yon should 
write of him you should say : “ A man 
that lived in stormy times and threw his 
heart and soul into what he thought the 
best interohts of the community; who 
sought a yet higher honor, missed it, and 
died broken-hearted ;” for if ever a man 
died of a broken heart Horace Greeley 
was that man.

(From our correspondent.)
Any person acquainted with Acton and 

its vicinity will have observed a shanty 
by the side of the Grand Trunk Railway 
track, on the western approach to the 
village. In this shanty Patrick Powers 
has lived for a number of years, being 
engaged as a labourer , on this section of 
the railroad, and, notwithstanding they 
have had a large family to support, he 
has, by the assistance of his wife, saved 
some money,and they have been noted for 
their industry and frugality, Mrs. Pow­
er/ managing, by her labours thronghont 
the village, to support the family and 
save nearly if not the whole of her hus­
band’s earnings, They have thus been 
occasionally enabled to let out a few hun­
dred dollars on interest. Being qniet peo­
ple and industrious they had the well 
wishes of the people, and many a way­
farer who has been shown the cold shoul­
der because of apparent poverty by 
others, has found a shelter and a wel­
come in Patrick’s shanty ; and, indeed, 
the calamity we are about to chronicle 
may possibly be attributed to bis charity 
and characteristic warm-heartedness. The
facts as near as we can learn are as fol- 
folw :-

An old woman sought shelter on Satur­
day night, which was stormy, and ob­
tained permission to sleep on the floor. 
Between four and five o’clock on Sunday 
morning,, the 8th inst., one of the child­
ren happening to awake, aroused the 
mother, Who at onee discovered their 
dwelling to be in flames and so close up­
on them that they barely had time to 
escape In their night elothes. Powers 
first got his children out and then the 
old woman referred to, who had to be 
dragged out in an apparent state of in­
sensibility, and which is thought to have 
been occasioned by liqoor, which she had 
brought with her. After the escape of 
Powers and his family they were pro­
ceeding to a neighbor’s house for shelter, 
when he observed to hie wife that he had 
forgotton to let the oow ont of the stable 
(which was adjoining the house) and 
then asked her if she had thought to 
save the money, to which she replied no ; 
he at onee returned and released the 
cow, and then rushed into the flaming 
house to lay hold of a box containing the 
money, about #600, What occurred at 
this moment of attempt no one knows 
for no one wa* hear ; bnt at six o’clock, 
when the flames had spent their fnry, 
the lifeless and charred body of poor 
Powers lay among the ruins scarcely ro- 
cognizable as a human being, his legs 
and arms and patt of his head being off,

The Council met this morning st nine

Mr. Stevenson read the report of the 
Commissioners of Arthur and Mount 
Forest Road lor 1871, showing that #8,- 
196.20# had been expended, leaving » 
balance of #27.17, which Mr. Gordon, 
late Reeve, will hand over to the proper 
official on demand.

Mr. Leslie read the report of the Com­
mittee on County Roads. Adopted.

The report shows, as already detailed 
in the varions Road Commissioners Re­
porté, that the cost ol repairs has been 
#6,241.13; Commissioners services #418,- 
64; tdtal expenditure #6,654.77. The 
sum realized by the sale of Toll Houses 
and appurtenances has been #§67.12.

The Committee recommended that 
the account of Mr. John Molloy, P. 
L. 8., be sent to the several 
Road Commissioners who authorized 
the work ; they also recommended 
that any unexpended balance of #60 per 
mile on any of the County Roads should 
remain at the credit of such road until 
next season.

Dr. Orton presented an account from 
the House of Industry Committee, show­
ing that #14 were due the Committee for 
attendance of its" members ; and #2 for 
postage. Recommended to be paid.

Mr. Leslie presented the report of the 
Finance Committee. Adopted.

The Committee recommended the pay­
ment of the various accounts as present­
ed ; and recommended no action upon 
Dr. Henry’s communication ; with refer­
ence to the communication of Mr. Thos. 
Rose, Deputy Reeve of Peel, recommend­
ed that the matter be arranged between 
the Warden and Mr. Rose ; also recom­
mend no action in the matter of funeral 
expenses of Michael Kelly, (a vagrant 
who died in the County gad) as applied 
for by town of Guelph.

The soil is mostly a rich, black, day 
loam, very mellow when -ouco fairly bro­
ken and cultivated.

Towards the western part of the Pro- 
wince the soil is more sandy bnt of good 
.quality. About one-half of the entire 
Province is timbered and the other hall 
beautiful prairie. The wooded belts an'dj 
islands vary in size, from a few acres to, 
thousands, according to the amount of ; 
protection.from fire. Elevated portions 
are usually wooded. All lakes and rivers 
have more .or less timber in their vicinity. 
The prevailing notion which people tut-, 
acquainted with the country have that 
there is a general soareity of wood, is a 
great mistake. There is abundance for 
all practical purposes for the next thirty 
years—and long ere that time the great 
coal fields will be developed. The 
means of access by rail and otherwise 
will also be provided. The line of the 
Canada Pacific Bailway will pass through 
the great pineries to the North and East. 
Thus fears on the ground of fuel and 
lumber are groundless.

For stock-raising the country offers 
some of the finest opportunities in the 
world. There are great meadows ex­
tending sometimes for many miles, where 
thousands of ton* ef hay may be had 
merely for the gathering. These also af­
ford good pasturage. It is a country in 
which any industrious person or family 
may do well.

The soil is rich and productive beyond 
description. The climate is salubrious 
and pleasant—somewhat colder perhaps 
in wintèr than Ontario, but wanner in 
summer, virile the spring and autumn 
are delightful. Summer frosts are not 
frequent. The air is clear, the sky blue 
and the sun shin* brightly for weeks in 
succession—without a cloudy day.
