The Quebec Fire.—The progress of 
the fire' was fortunately arrested soon 
after the sending of our last despatch. 
The fire brigade, however, had to be call­
ed out again on Wednesday evening. 
The high wind had fanned the embers of 
the burned wharf and lumber into life, 
and it was deemed prudent to throw 
water on the ruins again.

The Canadian Cassowary.—Most of us 
remember the rhyme about the canniba­
listic individualy who, in a lofty flight of 
imagination, remarked that if fate had 
permitted him to be a cassowary, On the 
plains* of Timbucloo, He would devour a 
missionary, Hat and boots and hymn- 
book too.

The garden having proved 
too confining for this “plant," it clam­
bered over fence and shed and has 
reached the top of the Commercial hotel 
stables,—and the end is not yet.—Ex­
positor.

The day train of the Canada Southern, 
going west on Tuesday evening, ran over 
two boys, two miles west of Waterford, 
instantly killing one and dangerously 
injuring the other. The lad killed was a 
son of Robert Gordon, aged >1 years ; the 
other was a son of Jkhn Broughton’s. 
The accident occurred about 9 o’clock, 
and the train was going very fast. The 
boys were returning from the pasture 
field where they had taken the horses, 
and on crossing the track were caught by 
the engine.

About nine o’clock on Tuesday morn­
ing a freight train loaded with lumber, 
moving south, met with an accident near 
Newmarket. The section men had lifted 
a rail to repair the track, and did not put 
up any signal, and as there was a curve 
at the place the train could not be stop­
ped before reaching the spot. The en­
gine was upset and badly damaged, and 
five cars met with the same fate. The 
engineer and fireman stuck to the en­
gine till it fell, and then fortunately got 
off unhurt. A house on the side of the 
track had a narrow escape, as one car fell 
within a few inches of it, greatly alarm­
ing the inmates.

New Pest.—Mr. W. Stewart shewed us 
a very large, ugly worm, about the size of 
one’s middle finger, which he found, with 
some dozen others, sucking the life out 
of his tomato vines. The reptile—for 
such it really seems to be—is certainly 
nasty to have around one’s garden, and 
we are told they are very destructive. 
We have seen the same sort of worm in 
green, but never before in such a choco­
late color as this one sported for his 
coat. Mr. Stewart thinks they were in­
troduced by the vegetable marrow plant, 
and leaving them betook themselves to 
the tomato vines.—Hamilton Times.

The 
terms of the sale are extremely liberal, 
so much so that two crops may be gath­
ered before payment has to bo made. 
These annual sales are excellent means 
for breeders and farmers to get into first- 
class stock.—Winnipeg Free Press.

The Fall-In at Merritton.
Up to Wednesday afternoon the ob­

struction to navigation at Merritton still 
existed, which is already a delay of a day 
and a hàlf. Several unsuccessful at­
tempts have been made to raise the en­
gine, Ac., by means of tackling attached 
to a derrick. Two locomotives were at 
work, but the ropes gave way each time. 
The engine is being taken to.pieces, and 
the affair may be got out piecemeal.

The St. Catherines papers in their ver­
sion of the affair do not mention the 
breaking of the gauge-glass, but say the 
accident occurred through a mistake 
about signals. The following is the ac­
count of the Daily Newt The bridge- 
lender says the lights and semaphore 
were all up, and the accident was the 
fault of the engineer, who ran inside of 
the sémaphore before whistling “on 
brakes.” The train was a through one 
to Rochester, without ehange'of cars, and 
was composed of six passenger coaches 
and two through baggage cars-; all the 
passenger cars were filled with people.— 
As the engineer was so long m whistling 
“on brakes,” only one or two were jjot 
on before the locomotive and two bag­
gage cars were in the lock, the engineer 
jumping off before they wept over, and 
the fireman going over into the canal, 
biit managing -somehow to scramble out 
unhurt. They are father and son named 
Coxe. It was a fortunate thing that there 
were two baggage cars on the train, as it 
most certainly saved the first passenger 
car from going over with its load of pas­
sengers, as it was just rising up to go 
over when it came to a stop. Had it 
gone over, not one fourth of its load of 
living beings could have got out alive. A 
lady passenger on the unfortunate train 
bas seven trunks in the canal, for which 
she claims 916,000 damages. Sho has 
real lace, camels’ hair shawls, diamonds, 
topazes, silk dresses, <&c. She was going 
to Europe to a wedding when the acci­
dent occurred.

Liquor Selling at the Central Exlil- 
h I bit Ion.

To the-Editor of The Evening Mercury.
Sib,—-It is admitted by all that drunk­

enness is an evil, which ought to be sup­
pressed. The man who gets drunk dis­
graces himself, and is a nuisance *to the 
community. This appears to have been 
the view taken by the Legislature of On­
tario when it passed Section 18 Of the 
“ Tavern and Shop Licence Act,” ex­
pressly prohibiting the issuing of licenses 
for the sale of intoxicating liquors on, 
or near, the grounds, when any agricul. 
tural exhibition takes place.

The sale of such liquors on or near 
the grounds of the approaching Central 
Exhibition being illegal, the matter has 
come under the notice of a joint 
committee composed of a committee 
of the Guelph Division of the Sons 
of Temperance, and a committee of 
the Guelph Lodge of Good Templars, to 
more effectually /promote the cause of 
temperance in Guelph and its neighbor­
hood. At a meeting held on Tuesday 
evening last this joint committee resolved 
to adopt such measures as will cause the 
law to be enforced, and the violators of 
it, if any, punished ; and they have no 
doubt that they will be sustained by all 
who are really desirous of the well-being 
of the Town of Guelph.

The Mechanical Pigeon-
Some months ago the English papers 

announced the invention and construc­
tion of an automaton pigeon desiç^gd to 
imitate closely the flight of the live one, 
to be used at pigeon-shooting matches 
instead of live birds, and thereby to take 
from these matches one of their most 
objectionable features—the cruelty in­
volved in the lingering death of so many 
of the unfortunate feathered targets. A 
child’s toy called the gyros is also con­
structed on the same principle, and a 
description of this toy recently appeared 
in the Scientific American. An ingenious 
young mechanic of Guelph, named J. B. 
Clyne, and employed in Raymond’s Sew­
ing Machine Factory, lately took a hint 
from the description of the gyros toy 
and resolved to construct a “gyros 
pigeon.” After much thinking and ex­
perimenting, ha succeeded in working 
satisfactorily, and Mr. P. Kribs, 
of Guelph, has now some of the machines 
on hand for sale. We have had an op­
portunity of seeing the operation of the 
“gyros pigeon.” The flyer is a piece of 
tin, resembling in shape a two-bladed 
screw propeller, and a swift rotatory mo­
tion is given to this by an apparatus 
worked by a spring, which can he held 
in the hand or affixed to any stationary 
substance. The flight of the mock 
pigeon resembles curiously that of 
the living bird, and the direction 
of its movements can be control 
led, by the person flying it ; it can be 
made to skim along the ground, or to 
soar upwaids ; and one of its usual flights 
is to describe a circular path in the air 
like a boomerang. It would appear to 
answer every purpose of a living pigeon 
in testing the marksman’s skill, and we 
hope to see it generally adopted.

There is to be a genuine Roman Catho­
lic pilgrimage from England, Not such 
a one as recently went to Canterbury, 
but an undertaking under the manage­
ment of such men as the Duke of Norfolk, 
Lord Denbigh and Lord W. Kerr. The 
destination of the pilgrims is to be the 
now popular shrine at Paray le Mohlal, 
where, according to the Roman Catholic 
belief, Mary Alaooque was intrusted with 
a message to propagate the worship of the 
SaordA Heart. Archbishop Manning has 
given his sanction and approval to the 
pilgrimage. He looks upon it as act of 
faith in the sight <3 a world which is be­
coming more and more unconscious of 
the presence atid power of God.

Princely Benevolence.
Iron Masters in Trouble. 

Attempt to Lynch Rochefort. 
Vienna Patent Law.

London, Aug. 20.—Mr. James Baird, a 
Scotch iron master, has paid over to a 
body of trustees, to be called the Baird 
Trust, half a million pounds, to be ap­
plied for religions purposes in connection 
with the Church of Scotland.

London, August 20.—The iron-masters 
of Manchester Have determined upon a 
lockout of one-tenth of their men, to 
commence on Saturday next, and to be 
followed every two weeks by a lock-out of 
one-tenth of the men then employed» It 
is probable that the movement thus in­
augurated at Manchester by the masters 
will extend throughout the country. The 
iron-workers of Bolton urge the men at 
Manchester to meet the lock-out on 
Saturday by a strike of til bands. The 
aspect of affaira excites great interest in 
this city, as an extensive strike is appre­
hended. The points in dispute between 
the masters and men have reference to 
rates for pieoe-work and overtime. The 
Society of Engineers have now on hand 
a fund of 9500,000 with which they will 
assist the iron-workers.

Paris, Aug. 20.—A report from the 
vessel in which Henri Rochefort was 
shipped for New Caledonia says that his 
fellow convicts, considering his course as 
treasonable to the cause of the Cummune, 
made an attempt to lynch him. The 
officers of the ship were obliged to assign 
him quarters apart from and protected 
against the Communist exiles.

Madrid, Aug. 20.—It is reported that 
in ifxe event of a recess or adjournment 
of the Cortes, which is regarded as net 
improbable, Senor Castel!ar will visit 
London, Berlin, Vienna and Rome, and 
endavor to bring about a recognition of 
the Spanish Republic.

New York, Aug. 20.—European mail 
advices to the 6th instant say the Vienna 
Patent Congress has adopted the follow­
ing resolutions :—let. That only the in­
ventor himself or his legal successors 
shall obtain a patent ; the granting of a 
patent cannot be refused to foreigners. 
2nd. The donation of a patent for an in­
vention to be for fifteen years, or for a 
shorter term with the option of extend­
ing it to that period; 3rd. The complete 
publication ot the patent to be obligatory. 
4th. The expense of granting a patent to 
be established on a moderate but pro­
gressive scale. 5th. A specification of’all 
patents in force must be accessible to the 
public. The Congress will continue the 
debate upon the sixth resolution, where­
by it is made obligatory on the holders 
of patents to place their inventions at thee 
disposal of everybody wishing to use" 
them upon payment of a fitting remm- 
neration.

Great Rain Storm.

The Cholera in Missouri.
A Desperate Encounter.

A Murderer Lynched.
New York, Aug. 21.—The storm of the 

past week continues. Rain fell in tor­
rents all night and many cellars are 
flooded and other damage done. 161 car 
loads of peaches, 40 crates each, arrived, 
yesterday, generally soft or over ripe. 
This temporary glut of the market sent 
prices down to one and two dollars per

Springfield, Mass., Aug. 20.—Harring­
ton beat O’Leary in a scull race on the 
Connecticut to-day.

Chicago, Aug, 20.—The coroner’s jury, 
in the case of the Chicago and Alton 
Railway disaster, found that the collision 
was caused by the criminal carelessness 
of Edward Bean, conductor, and Joshua 
Puffenberger, the engineer of the coal 
train, in violating the rules and regula­
tions of the Railway Company governing 
the movement of trains. The Coroner 
has issued a mittimus for the arrest of 
both men.

St. Louis, Aug. 20.—The cholera has 
again broken ont in Fayette, Mo., four 
persons having died of that disease yes­
terday.

Nashville, Aug. 20.—A desperate fight 
occurred here to-night between officers 
Plumer and Reed, of the city police, and 
a party of eight countrymen whom they 
had arrested for creating a disturbance in 
a saloon. Ridley, one of the prisoners, 
attacked officer Reed, when the fight 
took place. Several shots were fired and 
knives freely used. Plummer was shot 
in the shoulder, and Reed stabbed in the 
forehead. A colored man named Allen 
in attempting to stop one of the party 
was stabbed and cannot live.

Fort Scott, Kansas, August 20.—A des­
patch from Les Cygnes, County Scott, 
states that the greatest excitement exists 
there this morning, A mob of 400 men 
have taken possession of the town and 
arrested the sheriff. They declare they 
will bum the town and hang the sheriff 
unless he delivers up to them the person 
of Kellar, a man who murdered his wife 
and two children and.his wife’s sister at 
Tivin’s Springs on last Sunday night, 
and afterwards burned their bodies. The 
sheriff has been keeping the prisoner hid 
since hie arrest, and still refuses to tell 
where he is concealed.

Fort Scott, Kansas. Aug. 20.—Addi­
tional advices from Les Çygenee state that 
after taking Keller the mob returned to 
Lee Cygeoee, where Keller was taken into 
Kellogg’s office, when an effort was mado
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l>y many citizens to avert the murderous 
design of the mob. Mr. Blair, of Fort 
Scott, used his best endeavors to save the 
life of Keller. His remarks were temper- 
ate but hot sufficient. Elder Gares was 
then called for, and offered prayer for 
.Keller, at the close of which Keller was 
taken by twelve men and hanged.

New Orleans, August ?0.—On Monday 
morning last, Dr. Eux Guideray and 
Felix tSoliau, who had quarrelled at a 
ball, met in the old grand prairie, St. 
Landry parish, to settle the dispute by a 
fist fight. Gap hundred persons had as­
sembled. After the fist fight, a combat 
with pistols, growing out of an old feud 
between Guideray and others present, re­
sulted in the killing of three men and the 
wounding of the fourth.
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freà water to remove the salty taste from 
it, after which it was spread on the floor 
to be dried, for which the ïnalt-house 
owner charged a cent a pound. The next 
step will be to strengthen it and colour it 
with chemical compounds, and when this 
is accomplished it is to be mixed with 
sound teas and offered for sale. Govern­
ment officers and importers who have 
seen the tea pronounce it entirely unfit 
for consumption.

Mr. Mackenzie’s trip to 
the sea coast has stirred up the Privy 
Council to an alarming extent.

The Royal Whitewashing Commit- 
tee are busy arranging preliminaries 
for their investigation, which will, it 
is announced, be commenced next 
week and pushed through with the 
utmost rapidity.
