Foul «
had found the man was, low as I knew
him to be in origin and nature, regard-
less -of truth as all his dealings showed,
I yet never dreamt that he was so utter-
ly lost to all sense of honor, to every
every com tion of i as to
charge a pure and virtuous woman with
the last unutterable disgrace with which
a woman can be charged, and yet live.
Known from her infancy in Guelph and
Fergus, no one could be found to place a
finger upon a single blot until this villain
strives to ruin «-r character in order to
gratify his petty rovenge. He speaks of
being thwarted Ly her. Was it in the
nature of a woman to work harmoniously
when her every right was ignored? Not
a servant that she recommended wounld
be engaged, but insisted upon appoint-
ing those whom, from her intimate ac-
quaintance of the town, she knew %o
be the lowest of the low.

I say it
was, and a succceding verse proves my
assertion: ‘Every man at the beginning
doth set forth good wine ; and when men
have well drunk, then that which is
worse.”” That is, that at first men counld
discern the guality, but after drinking a
short time they could not make such a
nice distinetion.

talers shonld remember that there is
such a thing as temperance in speakiny
and writinf.

Mankind always have made and always
will make and use intoxicating drinks’
a fact that it is best to recognize, The
cvil lies in the adulteration and abuse of
such liquids—principally in the adulter-
ation. But abstainers have raised such
a fuss, that deslers are forced to adul-
terate it order to make a profit on
their sales, and at the same time
dispose of it at a moderate price. This
is a thing that abstainers' fail
to see, but continue blindly secking after
that which is unattainable, The r only
sensible, level-headed ~ourse is to go
earnestly and ?crsiatcm.ly to work anl
have strict sl severe laws made aud
executed for the prevention-and punishe




ment of adulteration, in which course of
proceedings they would have an over-
whelming majority of drinkersand ab-
stainers on their side. Lessening the
number of licenses will notabate the evils
of intemperence, as such a course will
enable the favored few to make their es-
tablishments more luxurious and attrac-
tive to all comers—and nearly all men
know how fascinating a place is a well-
ordered hotel. Fanny Fern once said,
ssthere was nothing so good for dinner as
roast beef and goog ale ; and that is the
portion of her writings, where I mentally
pat her on the back, and say : 0.

Reorerocity Treary.—The Montreal
Herald has good reason to believe
that the sliding scale clause in the
Reciprocity ‘I'reaty, about which so
mucn has been said and written, has
been elimmated Ly the Government
so that goods mentioned in sche-
dules will be placed in the free list
of the Reciprocity Treaty on both
sides of the line. If this is true one
of the strongest objections urged
against the Treaty will be removed,
and 1t will go far to disarm any op-
position which otherwise might be
urged aganst it. At a political
meeting in Montreal the othernight
Mr. Glendenning, a manufacturer,
said he approved of the Treaty, and
stated that a lumber merchant doing
an extensive busmess at St.Johns, in-
tormed him recently that if it passed
lie would at once erect "the largest
cutton mills in America on the banks
of the St. John River. He was as.
#ured of a market of forty millions,
and of obtaining labor more cheaply
than his American competitors.
