* time, it is said, the King had another 
’ regiment of royal guards in commission, 

which had been raised under the follow­
ing circumstances : In 1655 * Cromwell 
made an alliance with the" French King,
Louis XIV., against Spain. Charles and 
his brother James, who were then living 
in France, on tho consummation of the 
alliance, quitted the French court, and 
•epairing to Brussels joined the Spaniards 
»n the Netherlands in opposition to the 
protector and the French King. From 
the great body of loyal English and Irish 
who Hocompatiied them, Charles raised 
s x regiments for the Spanish service, the 
first ui tue regiments being known as 
“The Royal Regiment of Guards.”
Charles’ exchequer running somewhat 
dry, he was after a time unable to main­
tain this regiment, which as a conse­
quence was disbanded. After the restor­
ation this regiment was re-established, 
and sent to garrison Dunkirk, then • in 
possession of England.

Meanwhile Col. Russell had raised his 
corps, which he called the King’s Regi­
ment of Guards, and when, in 1662, Dun­
kirk was sold to the French, the regiment 
then in garr son at that place was with­
drawn and added to CoL Russell’s corps 
and became the First Regiment of Foot 
Guards.

Princess Delgorenki Tells of the Assassination 

of Alexander EL

Princess Dolgorouki, the morganatic 

wife * f the late Czar, has just published 
her Memoirs in Russia. Every available 
copy, however, has been pounced upon by 
the p lice. In this interesting volume 
the Princess gives a graphic account of 
what happened on the very eve of the as­
sassination of the.ill-fa ted Alexander II. 
During the everiihjg before the tragic 
event took place,she was in a room ad­
joining that in ivhiôh the police report for 
tho day was being submitted to the Em­
peror. When Colonel Stauden mentioned 
that soldiers, in whom more trust could 
be reposed, had been stationed on guard 
at the palace, the Czar displayed great 
irritation, exclaiming “ What-! am I sur­
rounded by traitors even in my own house? 
If such ba the case, the most ragged beg­
gar is happier than .l. Well, I'shall ap­
peal to the people ; dwell among them, 
and show them that I have confidence in 
them, and do not fear the cowardly assas­
sins who dare not emerge from their ob­
scurity 1 ” His Majesty then went into
the room in which the Princess was sit­
ting, and said thyfc he had decided on go­
ing to Vienna, although the Russians 
were hated there since his father died. 
He would settle some business with the 
Emperor of AustràL which could not be 
entrusted to a third*patty. Soon after­
wards, at midnight, the unhappy Emper­
or discovered to his horror that his favor­
ite dog Tristan had been poisoned, and, 
flying again into a violent rage, he 
whelmedhis valet with abuse and threats. 
The Princess had begged Alexander II. 
not to go out on the morrow, but at nine 
o’clock in the morning a note was brought 
to her winch betrayed the nervous agita­
tion to which the unfortunate monarch 
was a prey. He had begun by sayinj ; 
that in conformity with her wishes ant 
his promise he would remain at home ; 
but he had scratched out the wbrds and 
had wri ten instead that he needed air 
and exercise, and w^uld go out soon, add 
ing that he would bring back the Grand 
Duke Sergius to lunch with her. Tbe 
Princess was making preparations to ac­
company or follow &e Czar, when, look­
ing oat of the window,she saw the guards 
passing by in confusion. Soon afterwards 
she heard of the EtSperoris death. She 
hurried to the Winter Palace and threw 
herself on the mangled and bleeding 
corpse. Then Alexander III told her 
that his father had uttered her name 
with his dying breath.

The July number of the Nineteenth 
Century contains àti article oil the crisis 
in the Postrofflfee, by if. L Mahon,

" ’ oktho Postmen’s Union,

fully. The spiifo in which the article is 
written, and the .language in which it is 
couched, show t^at the leading man of a 
labor uni<>n can reason dispassionately 
and express his own views and the views 
of those lie represents vigorously and 
forcibly, it is true, but in language with 
which the moat sensitive and the most 
fastidious cannot find fault.

Mr. Mahon states the case of the post­
men with great clean)ess. He speaks of 
the course which the Postmaster-General 
has seen fit to ; pursue in language at 
once respectful and independent. There 
is not a coarse expression or an epithet 
that can be cçnridpred '^injurious or 
abusive from one end of the article to 
the other. Yet tie says all that he has to 
say, and he says it in such a way as to 
command the respect of those who may 
be opposed to thé cause he advocates and 
the views he expresses.

“Yon have asked me to give an account 
of the interesting mountain my friend 
Jesse D. Grant and myself saw during 
our trip through Mexico en route to this 
city. Well, that m untain is at once one 
of he most gigantic exhibitions of man’s 
handiwork, and something almost beyond 
credence were we not already familiar 
with the works of the Azfcesc.

“ J ust imagine a valley forty by thirty 
miles in area, and from its centre rising a 
mound over 1,200 feet in height. Then 
you can ealize the first effect created up­
on our minds when we came before the 
hill I am about to describe. My foreman 
was with us, and had partly prepared us 
for he surprise, but we had treated his 
story with incredulous* remarks, and had 
by no means suspected be had but given 
a modest description of the mound.

On ordinary or whole life 
policies, the usual loading is 20 per cent.

He was right, the apparent shining stone 
was a lump of virgin gold. Their excite­
ment could not rest, so with torches they 
examined the creek.

Until the claims for dam­
ages are ascertained, however, it is Impossible 
to say in any case whether the location should 
be removed from the street. Such a case exists 
at the head of James Bay, where a low divide 
passes over toward Ross Bay, and where the 
main sewer on Humboldt street will be largely 
in rock cut. Some of rhe plans have indicated 
the sewer on Humboldt street, others on pri­
vate property, and it will be for yourselves to 
ascertain which line is less costly from the sum 
Of damages asked.

— A city of beautiful homes” is what one 
modem writer has very happily termed 
Victoria. The name ia wtt applied, for 
probably in no other town or city in 
America ia so large a percentage of tbe 
house, owned by the occupants. Owner- 
ship begeta a desire to make the home beau­
tiful, and the result is that a Victoria 
residence without its accompanying flower 
garden and kindred attractions, tea genuine 

cariosity.
The past year has produced what may be 

termed a revolution in residential arcM- 
iure in this city. No longer are 
homes whose only advantages are 
plenitude of apace, deemed desirable.
The homes mast be artistic inside and ont, 
mm! the grounds on which they are erected 
must be*of corresponding size and beauty.
Not only is this observable. in the 
case of pretentious mansions, of 
-which this city can now boast v 
many, but of cottage homes, 
by labor and proudly claimed as theirs by 
those who earn their bread by the sweat of 
their brows. Queen Anne cottages are tak- 
ing the place of the rigidly matter-of-fact 
homes of earlier days, in which straight 
lines and puritanical plainness were alone 
allowable ; and lively and harmonious 
colors are superseding dull and depressive 
shades in every class of residential decora­
tion. With the possession of cosy and at­
tractive homes, a love for landscape garden­
ing comes naturally, and Victoria bide fair 
to soon win the equally applicable title of 
«The Garden City of the West.”

The present building season will, it is es­
timated, produce in the neighborhood of 
300new,homee within or near the corporation 
boundaries. The majority of these will in 
cost rang* from $1,000 to $2,000, 
which even in this expensive coun­
try is sufficient t to build not 
only a comfortable and convenient 
but a pretty cottage. Some of the new 
buildings under erection now will be con­
structed at an expense of $25,000 each, 
while two or three will reach to double, or 
nearly double, that figure. In residence 
building alone, leaving business blocks and 
large public works out of the consideration, 
employment is afforded, at good wages, to 
about 1,000 men.

Victoria has no Nob Hill—no locality 
strictly devoted to the homes of fashion and 
closed to all without the magic circle of up- 
per-tendom. At least half a dozen sections 
of the city claim a fair proportion of society 
homes—there is the Government House 
neighborhood, with a wide radius, the 
Gorge Road, James Bay, Church Hill, 
upper Fort street, and the new­
est claimant for favor, with strong 
arguments to command respect, Esquimalt 
road. In the first named locality, on one 
street alone, Belcher street, five palatial 
homes, designed by as many different archi­
tects, are now building, representing a total 
value of over $150,060. In the same neigh­
borhood other new and handsome homes

a judgment of the Chief Justice, pronounced 
en toe 21st May of the present year. The 
case arises out of a legacy of $10,000 be­
queathed by Jerome Harper, deceased, to 
Ezekiel Harper, his brocher. Prior to 
1874. Jerome and Thaddeus Harper were 
engaged in business in British Columbia as 
partners, acquiring property over the value 
of $300,090. Jerome Harper died on the 
27th November, 1874, bequeathing $10 000 
to Ezekiel Harper and ma King Thaddeus 
Harper his sole executor. Thaddeus paid 
$5,000 on account of the legacy and failed 
to pay the balance. Subsequently he be­
came involved in financial difficulties, 
which eventuated in a number of creditors 
obtaining judgment against the estate, 
placing it in the hands of a receiver. The 
funds were not sufficient to pay the credit- 
ors’ claims. Ezekiel brought bis action 
against Thaddeus Harper, and a number of 
creditors, «burning that in respect of the 
money di - under the will Thaddeus occu­
rred a tniuciLry relation towards him 
(Hzekie ), and that the doctrine of the conrt 
with respect to trust funds was applicable 
in tocase, and that he (Ezekiel) was en­
titled to a charge upon the proceeds of the 
sale in the hands of the receiver in priority 
to toe claims of Thaddeus’ creditors.

The Chief Justice gave, judgment against 
toe plaintiff, who brought the present ap­
peal. The case occupied all day yeaterdi y, 
but the case for the appeal not being fur­
nished, it stands over till August 6th, 
wh n it will be continued before the same 
court.

Warning Against Sowing Clever Seed.
Prof. W. J. Beal, of the Michigan Exper 

ment Station, Department of Botany an l 
Forestry, has issued a small bulletin, wann 
ing farmers against sowing clover seed^H 
taining the seed of rib-grass or narrow-lea v, >,i 
plantain. They spring up everywhere, and 
the farmer wonders where they como from 
when the chanceeare that he introduced them 
when he sowed bis clover seed. Bil>gras? b
becoming common in clover seed, and while 
it is not the worst of weeds and nearly all 
kinds of stockent it freely, it is finally ixt- 
mitted to send up its stalk and seed, and as 
ita leaves grow low and spreading, they 
crowd out the grass and other plants. The 
seeds are brown and shining, oblong in shai>e 
and concave on both sides. The plant is a 
native of Europe, and is not unfvvquently
recommended in Great Britain as one of the 
plants suitable for permanent pasture. How­
ever, it is not deemed a desirable plant to 
cultivate in this country, and farmers are 
warned to be careful to examine their clover 
seed before buying, as it is very difficult to 
separate the two seeds.

claim» of the industrious classes, reviv­
ing the ancient and Divine enirit that 
breathes in the Word of God, 
and old testaments, centring in the life 
and lessons of Our Lord, the model 
working man and the friend of all 
that labor. In his teachings there 
are laid down the principles that if fairly 
applied would ultimately effbet the settle­
ment of the difficulties that exist, but 
that we believe are lessening, between 
Capital and Labor. One line might suf­
fice from hia Golden Rule to regulate and 
remove all necessary difficulties—that is, 
“ All things ye would that men should 
do unto you, do ye even so to them, like­
wise, for this is the Law and the Pro­
phets.” Sometimes there is a difficulty 
among workingmen themselves, arising 
from jealous or imperfect views of one 
another. Each class is apt to imagine 
that all the difficulties of a worker are to 
be found in his own particular trade or 
calling, and to be careless about the dis­
advantages of others. Sometimes it was 
grievously felt that those who, in what 
was called the lucky turn of fortune’s 
wheel, were brought to the surface and 
became in their turn employers of labor, 
were not always the most considerate to­
wards their former fellow-workmen ; and 
even with those who remained in the 
honorable ranks of Industry, and are 
themselves employers of labor—for all 
of us have to be served in time and turn, 

they always as considerate as they 
might be of the interests of those who 
wait upon them in shop or store ? And 
as to. the time and privileges of workers 
in other departments ? An example—In 
the evening, holiday and Sunday rest, so 
precious and so much needed by all— 
“ Happy is he who condemneth not him­
self in that thing which he allowpth.” 
Sometimes, too, there was a ?ack of sym­
pathy with laborers who were their co- 
workers wtthout being recognized as 
such — the toiler with 
is as much of a 
the man of homy hand, and often less 
remunerated and more severely taxed by 
the nature and length of his labors, 
without the enjoyment of these natural 
compensations that come with moderate, 
healthful, physical exercise. The more 
fatigued the brain worker is, the less he 
is able to rest, whereas, “the tieep of 
the laboring man is sweet, whether he 
eat little or much.” Besides, the customs 
of society in regard to those who are not 
actively engaged in manual labor exact 
what is cabled respectability of living,- of 
dress, and of circumstances which are not 
only inconvenient and expensive at all 
times, but severely so when misfortunes 
come, as they do to alL So much has 
this been felt in old England—say in the 
years ’Sfrand ’83—during the commercial 
crisis when thousands and tens of thou­
sands of clerks and commercial assistants 
were unemployed for long periods with­
out feeling free to apply for a share of 
the aids that were more readily granted* 
to needy manual laborers. This time of 
depression moved the hearts of some of 
the wealthiest class in the old land, in­
clining our beloved Sovereign. There 
are silent secret sorrows because of cir­
cumstances that are harder to bear and 
harder to relieve than the trials that are 
seen in the daylight. As ministers we 
are able to, and glad to respond to such 
a ckvm as the one made by the Trade’s 
Asssembly, for our mission under 
our Master is to be the friends of 
mankind—not of any one class, but of 
mall as man,—and this fact has been re-

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REV. DR. REED’S SERMON.

Ecclesiastes 1,10—“ What profit, hath 
a man of all his labor which he taketh 
under the sun.”

This was the text chosen by Bev. Dr. 
Reid for the basis of his 
in the Reformed Episcopal church on 
Sunday last In answer to the question 
contained m the text, the reverend gen­
tleman contir i 'd, quoting further from 
Sacred Writ ; “ In all labor there is 
profit,” Proverbs xiv., 23 ; “The sleep of 
the laboring man is sweet, whether he 
eat little or much,” Ecclea. v., 12.

In introducing his sermon, Rev. Dr. 
Ryid remarked that the subject had been 
chosen in pursuance of a request made 
by the , Trades’ Assembly some weeks 
ago, but which could not be answered 
sooner. The text was selected from the 
“ royal preacher,” because in his large 
experience in the wisdom and folly of the 
world he had said many things in his 
books of profits to all classes, and of 
great advantage to the working people. 
In fact a very profitable Bible reading 
could be made from hi* books, Proverbs 
and Ecclesiastes, culling those portions 
referring specifically to the sons of toil— 
their duties, their difficulties, their dan­
gers and their hopes. There" were con­
fessedly difficulties in handling such a 
subject as this, although we very cheer­
fully and joyfully apprehend that there 
is much hope for the working portion uî 
society arising from the Spirit of the 
Times and the progress of the past in 
their favor. For example, the fore­
fathers of the first part of this century, 
who were accustomed to much longer
