London, Jan. 17.—The important re-
port received from Johannesburg that
Gen. Dewet has crossed the Vaal and
joined forces with the Transvaal com-
mandoes, if true, probably means the
concentration of seven thousand Boers
with several guns, for another big attack.
There is a rumor current in Capetown,
that several Boer leaders are urging an
attack upon the mines. It has long been
understood that Gen. Dewet has been
anxious to join the invaders in Cape Col-
ony, and this rumor may be spread to
cover an attempt to break southward.

The war office issued mo fresh news
yesterday. The response to the govern-
ment’s call for volunteers is said to be
very brisk in both London and the prov-
imces.

Defensive measures in South Africa
proceed apace. Seven thousand men
haye joined the city guard in Capetown,
and three thousand others have volun-
teered in the suburbs. An additional big
gun has been mounted on Table moun-
taim. -

A small Boer commando entered Sun-
derland, cut the telegraph wires, looted
the stores and then proceeded mnorth-
ward. j

A NEW YORK MURDER.
Man With Throat Cut Found in a Trunk.

New York, Jan. 16.—The body of a
man with the throat cut from ear to
ear, and showing other! marke of vio-
lence, ‘was found in a trunk on a pile of
skins at the bulkhead of pier 11, Bast
river, just before noon to-day. It was
identified two hours later by a woman as
the body of Michael Weissberger, who
was employed by a jewelry firm: The
motive for the crime was robbery and the
police suspect at least two men concerned
in the murder.

The body had been partially undress-
ed befure i)emg placed in the trunk, the
overcoat, coat and vest having been re-
moved and placed in a heap at the feet
of the corpse. The hat and shoes are
missing.

The victim’s overcoat and vest were
torn, as though he had been engaged in
a struggle. Coroner Zucca viewed the
body, and expressed the opinion that the
man had been dead about ten hours. No
arrests have as yct been made.

Burned at
The Stake

Leavenworth Mob Take Accused
Negro From Jail and
Murder Him,

He Protests Innocence But Blood
thirsty Crowd Refuse to
Listen.

Sheriff and Guards Make Neo
Attempt to. Prevent the

)

Leavenworth, Kas., Jan. 15.—Fred.
Alexander, the negro who on Saturday
last attempted to dssault Miss Roth,
and whe was supposed to have assaulted
and killed Pearl Forbes in this city in

November last, was:-taken from the
sheriff’s guard by a mob this afternoon

and burned.at the stake at the scene of
his crime, balf a dozen blocks from the
centre of the city. - Probably 8,000
people witnessed the lynching. The
negro was takep from his cell in the
state penitentiary at 3 oclock this after-
noon, placed in a hack and brought to
town. Fifty deputy marshals sur-
rounded him. /There were 50 buggies
and wagons in the procession which fol-
lowed the hack.

When the corner of Fourth and Olive
streets: was reached, the police who were
in gthe hack following the one in which
Alexander was concealed, jumped out
and chased several negroes. This creat-

ed a diversion which attracted the atten-
tion of everyone, and during the excite-
ment the hack in which Alexander was
concealed was driven to the county jail,
where he was locked in just as the mob
reached the doors.

The crowd first attempted to gain ad-
mission by peaceful means, but Sherff
Everhatrdy refused to deliver the negro.
The crowd pushed its way to the side
door and the:door was forced from its
hinges. Then a man espied a shapeless
mass crouched down in one corner. An
exultant cry went up. ‘“He’s here.” A
yell of terror issued from the cell. Then
into the/cell’ rushed those who were
nearést to the door. The mob issued
forth in a moment, dragging the negro.
He had been strue¢k over the head with
a hammer, but was still conscious. Men

2 furiated,

Outside the stockade the crow.d surged.
Alexander and his captors were sur-
rounded by a solid wall of human flesh,
Up 'the hill into the court house yard
they dragged him. Then they stopped
and told him to confess. Alexander
protested his innocence.

“He lies; burn him” cried the mob.
“Take him where he committed the mur-
der,” suggested one. The suggestion
met with instant approval. At a quar-
ter past 5 o’clock Alexander was brought
to the scene of the murder of Pearl
Forbes, at the corner of Lawrence
avenue and ‘Spruce street. The leader
of the men who held Alexander called
for silence. The roar ceased, and
Alexander was shoved forward into full
view of the eérowd. A howl went up,

oner raised his shackled hands and be-
zan to speak. Twice he started, but the
crowd drowned his trembling veice.

“You are going to kill me, whatever I
say,” he said, “ but you men are wrong.
Y want to tell you right now yowve got
the wrong man. T did not do it.”

The negro was driven down the. em-
bankment to a pile of wood, with his
hands still shackled, and there bound to
a stake.

Many _carried rails and boards. The
first thing done was to plant a railroad
iron upright in the mud. /This was
made fast to cross-irons firmly bound to
the upright iron with wire. Around the
improvised stake wood and boards were
piled. To this the man was chained in
a standing position to the upright rail-
road iron. Coal oil was then poured
over him.

Before the match whas applied, John
Forbes, father . of the murdered girl,
stepped up to Alexander and said; ‘“Are
you guilty of murdering my daughter ?’

« Mr. Forbes, if that’s your name, you
have the wrong man,” said the negro.

“Burn him! Burn him!’ cried the
crowd.

“ Gentlemen, you've got lots of time,”
said Alexander. “You are going to burn
an innocent man.
show. Can I see my mother?”’

A man in the crowd ecalled for. the
mother, but she was not in the crowd.

“JIf you have anything to say, say it
in a hurry,” another man then stepped
up and said ‘to Alexander. “Make your
peace with your God, nigger, for you
will surely die.” t y

Coal o0il was then applied for a second
time, and while it was being done,
Alexander called to acquaintances, and
the crowd said good-bye to them, He
did not seem to realize that he was to
be.burned . at the  stake, and talked
rationally until John Forbes, father of
the murdered girl, lighted the match.
Again' Alexander was asked to make a
confession, but he replied that he had
nothing to say. : b

As the flames leaped abodt him Alex-
ander- turned a ghastly hue, and, clasp-
ing his hands together, began to sway to
and fro, while the crowd yelled.

In five minutes the negro was hanging
limp and lifeless by the chains that
bound him. As soon as the crowd saw
that life was extinguished, it hegan to
slowly disperse. Huhdreds, however,
stayed to the last. Men kept piling on
wood all the time, until about 7 o'clock
the flames, were allowed to die down.
When the fire had died down sufiiciently
to allow the crowd to approach the re-
mains -of Alexander, there was a wild

Heavy Loss
In Dawson Fire

Destroys Three Buildings In-
volving Loss of Fifty
Thousand Dollars.

Another Missing ‘ Miner—Pass-
ing of the Indian
Customs.

News was received by the Amur of a
fire at Dawson on the night of January
6, which destroyed three buildings and
did damage to the amount of $50,000.
The news, which is given in telegrams
received at Skagway from Dawson
under date of January 7, is that at 8
o’clock the previous night fire was dis-
covered in the second story of the build-
ing occupied by Cribb & Rogers. The
flames spread, and before the arrival of
the firemen the fire was beyond control,
the buildings on either side having
caught. These buildings were the West
block, owned by Max Lang, and the

Rainier hotel, owned by Murphy Bros.
All three were burned, little being
saved from them. ‘The business firms
involved in the loss as a result of the
fire were: Rury & Kalenborn, ‘drug-
gists; Bonanza meat market; Antler’s
restaurant; San , Francisco oyster
house; and Cribb & Rogers. Besides
these houses, which suffered nearly total
losses, were several dressmakers, law-
yers and dentists who had offices. in the
destroyed block. 'These were only able
to save a portion of their belongings, so
‘quick did the fire spread. The origin of

For weeks the Indians had
been on the eve of inter-tribal war, ‘and
the United States marine _corps stsa-
tioned at Sitka had been patrolling the
streets and keeping the Siwashes con-
fined to the vicinity of the rancherie
after nightfall. - Now the prospect of
war has gone. A great convention was
held, at which the Frogs, the Hagles,
and Crows—the three tribes who quar-
relled over the supremacy in the choice
of a chief for the three tribes—were all
represented in numbers. At this con-
ference the young men carried the day.
The ‘““wa-wa ” of the old chiefs was un-
heeded, and after much speech-making,
sweeping action was taken. 'The con-
testants who fought for the honor of
erecting 'their family totem were told
they could erect as many family em-
blems as they liked; but it was recom-
mended by the younger men, who had
wandered from the rancheries and seen
the world, that United States dags take
the place of the totems. Omne of the
young chiefs went further. He moved
for a drastic reform. Taking the whole
question of clans, native chiefs, old cus-
toms and old laws in general for his
theme, he suggested that it would profit
the Indians more to spend their mcney
for food and clothing, rather thaa to
spend it for lawyers, the support .of
several chiefs in idleness, and the main-
tenance of old superstitious customs.
This position was supported by the
younger men of the tribes, and so well
did they argue their cause that, by a
vote of 155 to 2, there will be no more
clans or chiefs: in Sitka, |

The first certificate issued umder the
provisions of the British, Columbia Im-
migration Act was on Saturday granted
to a Japanese, W. Charles, who ar-
rived here by the steamer Sehome. When
examined in the usual way by ‘W. H.
Ellis, the immigration inspector, the Jap
promptly filed out the application for
admission, in English, and signed his
name in it. Charles is a  naturalized
British subject, a blacksmith by trade,
and during the fishing season resu}ee on
the Skeena river. The police magistrate
having decided that Chinamen are ex-
cluded from the provisions of the act, by
sub-section F, of eection 2, no attempt
will be made to enforce the act as against
them, although it is probable that the de-
cision will be appealed against. The
clause on ‘which the magistrate based his
decision is: “2. This act shall not apply
to (F) any person the terms of whose
entry into Camada have been fixed, or
whose exclusion from Canada has been
ordered by any act of the parliament of
Canada.” By placing a hea_d tax on
Chinamen entering ‘Canada, it is -con-
tended that “terms of their entry have
been fixed by an act of the parliament of
Canada.” The act, however, is to be
enforced against all -other: immigrants
coming in. Already it has had its good
effects, as all the Sound and San Fran-
cisco steamers:are now refusing to ac-
cept passengers-of the class.that the act
aims. at if the slightest doubt exists as
to their being allowed to land wpon their
arrival here.

H. M. Kutchin, the special agent. of
the United States treasury department,
who was sent to Alaska last season to
investigate the condition of the salmon
industry, has made a report which has
created considerable alarm. It is his
opinion that unless something is done in
the direction of establishing hatcheries,
the salmon industry in the district is
doomed to extinction, and that within a
very short period. Apparently the re-
searches of the special agent were pur-
sued in a painstaking and studious man-
ner, and the opinions which he expfesses
in his report have made a marked im-
pression on his superiors in the treasury
department. Incidentally, the special
agent expresses the opinion that the
salmon industry of Puget Sound will,
within a few years, become almost
worthless, and that this will be brought
about from natural causes. He proceeds
with a long and serious discussion of the
death of a valuable industry and’ the
loss to the world of an important food
supply.

The dining room is in close prox-
imity to ul;e kitchen quarters, and in con-
nection with the servery or imtler’s pan-
try, and its shape allowing of as much
tapie capacity as is possible in a room of
this superficial area.

The drawing room aspect is full south
and west, the Toom being bright and
cheerrpl, with - plenty of windows, a
charming arrangement being the opening
into the conservatory through a lobby
(the lobby being to prevent heat, damp,
oppressive smell of flowers, ete.)

The breakfast room aspect is east and
south, for the morning sun, conveniently
situated, as the dining room, in regard
to kitchen and servery.

The smoking room is across the cor-
ridor from the dining room. The bil-
liard room is retired, as it should be, and
has lavatories in connection, light for
playing being provided by top lantern
type with glass sides,” which is undoubt-
edly the best. The dimensions of the
room have been so regulated as to give
the best results—that is, it would take
three HEnglish tables, or two English
and two American,

A small sitting room is off the palm
corridor and contiguous to the drawing
room and library; aspect south and
west, making a very cheerful room.

'The lieutenant-governor’s office is
§1tqated near porte chocher entrance and
is in every way private, with waiting
room off.

The ball room is approximately of the

i, size the government wished provided,

with a ceiling 40 feet high, one-span
dome ceiling. At one end is a massive
double fire-place of almost gigantic pro-
portions, also an organ-loft and balcony
for musicians, all of which is cunningly
lighted by electricity; also a small
spiral staircase, that the musiciana need
not .ascend or descend the grand stair-
case. Permanent seats are also con-
veniently situated around the ball room.

A feature of the building is that
everp principal room d¢an be thrown open
by great sliding doors, forming a
kaleidoscope of magnificent salons, the
ball room opening into reception. hall,
drawing room into reception hall, sitting
room upstairs into gallery around recep-
tion hall, ball room gallery into recep-
tion hall gallery, with its open fire-place,
which in its turn overlooks the hall;
ball room into corridor, across which
are dining, breakfast * and smoking

rooms, and also into billiard room; draw-
ing room into palm and music room.

The disposition of the bed rooms has
been governed to a large extent by the
ground plan. They have, though, been
planned with especial regard to the
position of the bed, so that the bed is not
placed near a window, oOr in a direct
draught between door and fire-place;
moreover, the bed is placed so that the
sleeper will not have his eyes on the
light. Dressings rooms are arranged
with closets off. Position of doors is
carefully considered, that when opened
they may shield a greater portion of the
room.

Lavatories, etc., on the ground floor
are so placed as to ensure privacy,
which is the great thing to be sought
after in planning these conveniences.

Lavatories, bath rooms, etc., on first
floor are planned to come over same in
ground floor, that their wastes, etc., may
be run at least expense, and they are
planned so that they should come at the
higher point of the drain service to act
as drain flushers,

The. kitchen is planned conveniently
to dining and breakfast room, also s0
placed with a view to cross ventilation,
and between it and the above rooms is
the butler’s pantry, so that the smell of
eooking, ete., may not find its way into
the house. Kitchen to have wood
brick floor, when properly treated being
more comfortable than tile, and just as
sanitary. Scullery, laundry and other
offices in basement answer all purposes
for which they may be needed.

Servants’ hall in basement above
ground level, well lighted and ventilated
with open fire-place, this hall being a
comfort for the servants, and it is
necessary that they have a special room
for reading or needle-work in their leis-
ure. ?

Cellars are provided, and would be fit-
ted with plate shelves. They are situ-
ated so that an even temperature can
be maintained.

This house could be followed out in
stone or brick, or brick and stone, as
easily as wood, with stone basement.

The special features of this design are
the magnificent hall with its grax_ld
dome, the whole being lighted artistic-
ally with small electric lights; ball room
with its 35-foot ceiling; palm and music
rooms, off drawing room; waiting room
in connection with lieutenant-governor’s
office, which might be used for the pri-
vate secretary if necessary. One.lava-
tory is in close proximity to billiard
room,

There are nine chambers on the first
floor with closets off of each; closets also
off of dressing rooms. There is a small
sitting room opening on to balcony.
Lavatory No. 1 has a sunken marble
bath, with three marble steps leading
into same.

A special feature has been made in
regard to fire protection in both designs.
A hose-reel has been provided for on
both floors, an asbestos board being used
as a sheathing paper.

Hoists or dumb waiters have been
placed in both ~ designs, to carry ceal
from the basement to either floor.

Buddhist Leaders in China

From New York Times.

Six high priests of Buddhd, represent-
ing the Great Japan Buddhists’ Union,
at their headquarters, at Kenninji Tem-
ple, in Kioto, Japan, have issued a cir-
cular letter in connection with what its
signers describe as ‘“The Chinese Emer-
gency.” It is addressed to “All the He-
cleastics in the World.”

The document, prepared by these lead-
ers of the different sects which embrace
the religion of Buddha, deals with the
causes which led to the recent anti-for-
eign uprising in China, and suggests a
possible solution of the troubles there. It
gives a careful analysis of the Chinese
; rincipal blame
for the difficulties at the doors of the for-
eign missionaries, apparently upon those
gvho are non-American, opigs of the

America, and to the British colonies. A
copy, translated into English, was.receiv-
ed in this city yes}erdny.

“We, the Buddhists of Great Japan
beg to imform our Tevered ecclesiastica
brethren in"the world that the disturb-
ances in China having now reached their
climax, her national prestige is at stake,
her administration .is virtually-held in
-abegance, and, moreover, the Boxers be-
ingrstill at large, the fundamsental stat-
utes of the country have fallen into Ditter
-di‘ilaglli'der. It s trui that wu&inhrqen all!

e spirit ere not wanting, who, Wi

the utmeost: nneru».ug' ‘enthusiasm;.
ave bndeavoring to avert the present situ-
ation, amd that -without some . of
the friendly mpowers are ready to
assist them in ‘their cause. Yet
there is hardly amy prospect for
the restoration of the empire to
its former condition, and 400,000,000 are
virtually at a loss to know what course
to take. Under these circumstances the
sccial distress as well as moral corrup-
tion Bave mow Teached a pitch foo seri-
ous to be described in detail, How and
when is such a disorganization to be
remedied? How is it possible for us
who have pledged ourselves to upderjcake
the work of salvation to remain silent
with folded hands? :

“The question justifies itself when we
consider that the present complications
in China are likely to affect to a serious
extent the interests of the whole world.
Still more forcibly does it assert itself
when we consider that the disturbances
in China are supposed to have !'md their
origin in the workings of religion. Al-
hoogh in regard to schemes fo the amel-
ijoration of the condition of the Middle
Kingdom in future we have to look to the
mutual negotiations between the proper
authorities of China and of the powers,
yet we are fully convinced that the work
of eradicating the roots of evil and con-
golidating the permanent welfare and
peace of China must necessarily be plac-
ed in the hands of the propagandists of
religion. ;

“With these views on the situation,
we, the followers of Buddha, out of
friendly feeling toward China as a
neighbor, -in discharge of a dufy obliga-
tory upon us as reachers of religion, and
more particularly from the sense of a
responsibility devolving upon us in con-
pection with religion in thn, have
thought it expedient to submit our senti-
ments to the consideration of ecclesiastice
throughout the world; inasmuch as we
are perfectly confident that the benevol-
ent and generous eccleasftics of -bhe: world
pardoning our aundacity and removing the
barriers now existing in respect of differ
ences in religion, will accede to and sym-
pathize with our proposals for the sake
of the welfare of the Chinese people and
the tranquillity of the world at large.

“Religio: nbodies a supreme.

e _,“eyﬂég.
to be disturbed by tem?tations existing
beyond the pale of religion. 1f, yielding
to. restrictions imposed by society,. they
are to change the spirit of their instruc-
tion in respect of the difference or pecu-
liar circumstances of a country, its race
civilization, and customs and manners, or
are to endeavor to accomplish ends .otiler
than those dictated by the legitimate
principles of religion, by implicating
themselves in human ambition or intrigue
they must virtually be regz}rded as hav-
ing lost the footing on which their fun-
damental principles require them firmly
t> stand.

“There can be no denying that the sin-
cerity as well as enthusiasm displayed
by the ministers of Christian_ ch.urches
in China is anything but insignificant.
They have not only succeeded in estab-
lishing churches in every territory and
distributing their preachers in the vari-
ous province but also secured, by . dint
of unremitting efforts, suitable machinery
for the salvation of the souls of the Chi-
nese people by establishing schools, lib-
raries, hospitals, poor asylums, m:phgm-
ages, printing, as well as publishing
houses, all of them absolutely indispen-
sible for the development of civilization,
and all magnificently, equipped and main-
tained for the furtherance of the social
welfare in China, The Chinese, however,
contrary to expectation,’have not only
failed to appreciate the. favors bestowed
upon them by the foreign missionaries,
but have destroyed church buildings, per-
secuted ministers and taKen the lives and
property of Christians, with little or no
thought of consequences—in short, their
violence and cruelty have known no
bounds.

“Surely there must be substantial rea-
sons for such an anomaly, Whenever
we reflect upon the circumstances we
cannot but express our profound regret
for the deeds of the missionaries’ in
China. In investigating the cause of the
anti-religious spirit of the Chinese, we
find their apprehension and terror enter-
tained toward the foreign missionaries
were vi.l:ﬂ:aﬂ,y the origin of their impla-

‘hostility. »  They have perceived
onaries have secured for
themselves an immunity calculated to

“To this is to be attirbuted the cause
of suspicion as well a8 apprel;en}xon._ on
the part of the€hinese; in this is to be
found an element of provocation for the
recent insurrection in ina.

“Such being the case, we, the Budd-
hists of Japan, cannot but express our

desire that all the ecclesiastics in the
world would, in conjunction with us, re-
cognize the above fact—a fact whicu
clearly shows ‘that the missionaries  in
China  have proceeded far beyond "the
fundamental principles of religion—and
dfvot% their eneﬂ!;gles to .totmu]ath{ a
lan by ‘which the suspicion as,.wel a8
"wutka harbored by the Chinese
against the ‘foreign’ missionaries may be
speedily removed. Unless such a scheme
be adopted, the 400,000,000 of souls are
certain to degenerate into a state of over-
whelming distress and affliction, and the
East Asian firmament is permanently
to be darkened with clouds of disaster
and insurrection. We, as disciples of
Buddha, can hardly restrain our fear
and lamentation at such a prospect, when
we think of the Great Truth shin-
ing above and of 400,000,000 souls grop-
ing below.

_“But how is the fear and apprehension
on the part of the Chinese to be cleared
away? On this question we Buddhists
are prepared to submit two proposals to
the propagators of religion in the world
for their sincere acceptance and approval
The first is that the ecclesiastical author-
ities in the world should exercise their
influence in restraining the missionaries
in China from proceedings which are like-
ly to create suspicion on the part of the
Chinese as to the existence of their sec-
ret connection with the foreign policy of
their own countries. They should, for in.
stance, be withheld from inducing their
own governments to carry out schemes
conducive to successful aggrandizement
at the expense of China, on the plea of
persecution inflicted—a plea frequently
resorted to whenever more or less suffer-
ing has been inflicted on them by the Chi-
nese. Nor should they be allowed to
claim compensation for damages incur-
red, as they hitherto have done, for noth-
ing can be more incompatible with the
true principles of religion.

“When, some time ago, a Japanese
Buddhist temple at Amoy was burned by
the Chinese, we Buddhists being desirous
to persuade the home government to re-
frain from pressing the Chinese authori-
ties on this particular account, have re-
nounced all claims for damage, and this
we did simply with a view to the discre-
tion which we ought to exercise in the
interests of religion.

“The second proposiiton we have to
submit to our venerable brethren con-
sists in withholding the missionaries in
China from all forms of procedure which
might possibly '

ta the social

any of ‘conduct’ siy .

cient customs :and manners of China, or
derogatory to her laws, or liable fo be
recogniyed as producing abuses of mis-
prison through partiality displayed to-
ward the converts as against non-believ-
ers—proceedings which can in no way be
reconciled with the legitimate doctrine of
religion. True, the Chinese civilization
is as yet rudimentary, and improvements
may, in many respects, be necessary in
the customs and manners of the country.
Siill nothing can be a greater mistake
in the part of foreigners than to attempt
t)» overthrow the whole organization at
one blow, with a view to substituting
their own customs and manners.”

BEES AND THEIR WAYS.

Man Who Has -é;died Them Talks
About Them Entertainingly.

Lewistown (Me.) Journal.

Ex-Mayor William Wheeler Bolster, ot
Auburne, Me., has long been engaged in
the bee business on an extended scale.
¥or this industry he has always had a
great love, and all through his busy life
he has kept a few hives, but not until his
retirement from the practice of his pro-
fession did he dgyote neargéall his time
to an apiary asnow. Mr. lster is ‘very |
much a naturaligt and has-made a special’
study of bees, il he understands their
habits and instincts thoroughly. In fact,
I am doubtful ig there is another man in
Maine better informed in this line than
he is. In talking about his favorite pas
time, he said: :

“I have always kept bees and have
closely studied their habits. I' under-
stand them, not from books, but from ac-
tral observation, and I think practice is
the best of schools, One-half that the
boyks tell us about bees is not correct.

‘11_1 the first place, let me tell you that
the instinct of the honey bee is wonder
ful. There is no living thing in which
the sense of smell is so keenly develop-
ed. They are all extremely neat, and
will allow not the slightest speck of dirt
in ‘their hives. "The one great secret of
bee-keeping, is you expect a success, is to
keep them in a clean place. Ventilation

subvert their established customs and
manners; they have also recognized in
their attitude a tendency to ignore the
statutes of the country, and a desire to
accomplish the most selfish ends by the
oppression of the Chinese government
and people. They have, moreover, su
posed that the foreign evangelists in
China have arrogated to themselves the
pewer of protecting the followers of their
creed in utter disregard of the latters’
criminality under the laws of the state,
whereas non-believers, though legally in-
nocent, were frequently. entrapped into
crime. Under these circumstances they
were led to the conclusion that the for-
eign missionaries in China have been ex-
erting their energies for the accomplish-
ment of a certain obnoxious ambition by
stirring up the unprincipled rabble of the
country, and with this object in view
made their chapels and cathedrals a sort
of asylum for criminals.

.. “The Chinese began to entertain the"
idea that the missionaries were intimate-
ly connected with the foreign policy of

their own countries, and that, having
mde themselves instrumental in carry-
ing out the intrigues of their own govern-
ments, they must have labored for some
sinister design, such as the extension of
territory, along with the development of
commerce. They saw with gross appre-
hension that in respect of foreign machin-
ations the missionaries were the first to
come, followed by consuls, with generals
at their backs, and they have feared that
behind the man who had come with a

must also be looked after-very carefully,
. ‘‘Bees are intelligent, and can discrim-
inate between different people to a nice-
ty. My bees know me as well as my
horses -do; - When a stranger comes they
know it instantly, and if he is not agree
at;le to them it. makes them restless.

"It may surprise you to know how fine-
ly organized a bee colony is. ‘No military
company was ever better equipped in this
respect or under stricter discipline. Hu
man society can be organized no better.
A sentinel is always ‘posted on guard,
and all approaches are carefully noted
and 'watched, i

“The queen of course, the head of
the colony; the drones and workers eon
stituting the -other classes. Bach class
has its own peculiar duties to perform,
and it attends to nothing else, If I 'go
to my hives with strangers, I first notice
whether' the wentinels like them or mot.
If they take an aversion to the man they
try to drive him off. If they have not
force enough to do this they go into the
kive and bring out help, and will continue
doing this until the whole colony is
brought out, if necessary.

“My bees never sting me personally.
If I hurt one he sometimes stings, but
this is only in self-defence. I can very
easily tell whether they are angry or in
good humor by their scent. When angry
or excited they throw off a disagrecuble
scent. Then I look out for war.

““When the bees are happy they make
a low, humming noise like the purrs of

a contented cat, There is no trouble in
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handling or going around them at such
times. They seem to be at peace with all
the world.

“The queen is most carefully guard-
ed and protected by the workers. If a
queen dies they immediately go to work
and raise another one, which takes about
eighteen days. During this time they
refuse to work and are no better than
the drones. They only have one queen
st a time, and it is wonderful the intelli-
gence they show in divining her wishes.
It any trouble comes they all gather
around and cover her up. ;

“I have told you how neat they are in
their hives. Sometimes I put a comb in
the hives and tie it up with a string.
They don’t like this at all, and get the
string out as soon as possible. I h}zve
seen a dozen of them at work on a piece
of string tugging it out of the hive. 'Tl;ey
allow no foreign matter to remain inside
of the hive any longer than the time
needed by them in getting it out.

“The past three years have been bad
for the bee business. It has been too dry
In such cases as these I feed them on
syrup made by me sugar. - Last year
T lost seven colonies by cold. I shall now
put my bees in the cellar in a few days.
When I give them syrup I put it in a
box at the top of the hive and the bees
.come up and get it during the.mght gnd
take it to the combs. where it is put into
the cells. I have known them to take
away as much as seven ounds of this
syrup in a single night. ey can see to
work in the dark as well as by day, and
they like it better, too. In putting syrup
jfto the combs there is mo chemical
change. It still remains Syrup, but they
refuse to eat it until it is first put into
the comb. i g

“The bees can heat their hive at will.
I+ is done by buzzing, and seems to
be a natural gift with them. They are
very fond of hot air and v_vhen they start
in can soon heat their hive so you can
easily feel the difference in lifting the
cover.

“I¢ a bee dies in winter they lug the
body out at once, and this is done in the
same methodical manner that they do
everything else. There is nothing that
will make bees so mad as to brush them.
When they light on you pay no attention
to them, and they will not sting, but if
you try to brush them off there will be
trouble at once. . You must never show
fear around a, beehive. :

“In swarming, the queen always gives
the word of command to get out of the
hive.. The.old:ones always are the onea
to go; leaving the young ones-in full pos-
session 'of the hive. -It usually works the
other way in the human family. The bees
then cluster around the queen to guar
her from harm, and they move off and
settle on some conyenient spot.

“Bees are like families—some are large
and others are small. The bees are exact-
ly what the queen makes them. If she
is smart they will be the same, but a
lazy queen sets the example for all the
workers to be the same, They do exact-
1y as she tells them to do.

The Duc de Abruzzi, when in Alaska,
saw this wonderful scene, and made a
sketch of it. On comparing the sketch
made by the Duc. and the photograph,
the resemblance is identical. *

Capt. Walbran pointed out, in ‘the
course of his remarks, that the longest
distance on record of a mirage of a dis-
tant object having been seen, was in
Australia, where, at a, distance of more
than 600 miles from the sea coast, the
surf, heavily breaking on the shore, had
been seen by a mirage. The distance
between Mount Fairweather and Eng-
la;}d, in a straight line, is about 2,500
miles.

INDIANS BUY
FIRE ENGINE

Historic Old “Fire King” Appar-
atus Purchased For
Kitkatlah.

‘Still another up-coast settlement has
secured the apparatus. Tuesday Mr.
- 8. H. Pearse, storekeeper and canner at
Kitkatlah, acting on dehalf of the In-
dians of Kitkatlah, purchased the his-
toric old fire engine which has done duty
at New Westminster :since the days
when miners mushed to the Fraser and
Cariboo and hiked back here with big
pokes of gold. Since ithe sixties the
“Fire King,” as the apparatus is named,
-with its motto, “We fear aaught ”"—the
motto of the Royal City fire brigade—
painted on its side, has been drawn to
the fires on the Fraser bank; and wheun
the steamer Willapa sails north again
it will .likely be-shipped ' to its new
destination to protect the rancherie and
village at the northern settlement, where
it is possible that .the motto will be
changed to “ Nika hyas closhe.”

The “Fire King”’ was purchgsed by
the residents of New Westminstey in
1862, and was for many years the pride
of the Hyack company.. During !:he
early sixties, and until the conflagration
occurred in the city on<the banks of the
Fraser, the “Fire King” was used to
protect the place; -and ‘history records

how its stream knocked Admiral Sey-
mour’s hat off.

The Indians of the coast are ex-
tremely jealous with regard to their
protection from fire, and each village
organizes companies of firemen with the
necessary appliances, purchased in order
to show less fortunate tribes that they
are up to date. Some years ago the
Indians at Metlahkatla secured a hand-
pump; the natives of Port Simpson
followed the example set, and pride
themselves on their fire department; and
a hand-pump was secured a couple of
years ago for the Indians of Alert Bay.
The Kitkahtla Indians now have the
best engine, and are jubilant over the
purchase, which they have made through
the resident storekeeper, S. H. Pearse.
The engine was shipped to this city by
A. G. Long, of Portland, who sold the
Victoria West combination chemical “to
the city, and the transfer was made yes-
terday. With' the engine a supply of
hose and other apparatus will be for-
warded next month. The old apparatus
of the fire department of ghis city has
been sold to smaller cities and towns,
and few hand-engines remain in any of
the larger places on the Coast.

Freight Rates
To Dawson

General Manager Hawkins Dis-

' cusses a Question of Great
Importance.

Policy of White Pass & Yukon
Railway Company Fully
Outlined.

Mr, B. C. Hawkins, general manager
of the White Pass & Yukon railway,
was seen by a Colonist reporter and
asked if he would explain his views on
some of the points touched upon in the
discussion at the board of trade meeting
held 1last' Friday evening to discuss,
among other things, the question of
northern transportation. The reporter

said:

“I think it would be of interest to
the community generally, Mr. Hawkins,
if you would explain some of the con-
ditions which have influenced you in
fixing your rates.”

Mr. Hawkins replied: “ The White
Pass & Yukon route, as it is generally
called, consists of several means of
transportation, and is not confined ex-
clusively to the mere problem of a long-
distance railway haul. The first portion
of the route consists of mnearly 1,000
miles of salt water navigaton between
British Columbia ports and the head of
Lynn Canal. It is a well-known fact
that steamships. must govern their
freight rates according to the bulk or
space occupied by the article carried.
For this reason, rates on shipments in
the past were made on the rule of
“ ship’s option’” as to weight or meas-
urement. The same Tule applies to the
other section of the route—that is, on
the Yukon river between White Horse
and Dawson—this distance being nearly
600 miles.. Until the end of July last
year the railway was in an unfinished
state, and was not prepared to give a
service or to regulate the rates or sys-
tem under which the jgoods should be
carried, as it is at the present time.
Until our line was completed to White
Horse and our railway became a con-
trolling factor in the shipment of freight
into the great Yukon country, we were
obliged to make our billing conform to
the requirements of the steamship com-
panies that were accustomed to do busi-
ness entirely upon the measurement sys-
tem. This, while satisfactory for a
shipment confined to a “steamship com-
pany alone, became perplexing and often’
burdensome when applied to the same
article conveyed by the railway. For
this reason railways all over the country
have adopted the weight system only,
regulated partly by the valie and partly
by the bulk of the article carried. We
have found the measurement system as
applied to Dawson business unsatisfac-
tory to the merchants in Dawson and to
the shipper from British Columbja and
other ports. It left an element of un-
certainty as to what the actual rate he
was paying per pound on his merchan-
dise. 'When doing a jobbing business
or wishing to make gquick returns upon
his goods, this element would often pre-
vent him from making a profit or inter-
fere with his sale. We have, by special
negotiation with ‘the steamship compan-
ies, and by practically controlling the
river boats on the Yukon, become en-
titled now to put into effect for the fu-
ture a rate to Dawson and other Yukon
points, based exclusively on welght,
which means a very material reduction
of freight rates, and T believe it to be
far more satisfactory to shippers and
merchants.

“This for the water portion of the
route. Now as to the railway charges.
It must be understood from the start
that this is an exceedingly expensive rail-
way, as to original construction and op-
eration. It is nearly 1,000 miles dis-
tant from any manufacturing or supply
point and from its principal item o con-
sumption—coal. Our fuel problem alone
would appall a railway man accustomed
to Bastern prices. Again, the bulk of
our business is handled in three months
of the year. Two or three other months
pay expenses or a little better; hile
‘the balance of the year, and principally
in the winter time, the road is kept open
at a very heavy loss.

“ One judging the volume of business
and profit by seeing the conditions _in
August and September would ﬁqd huq-
gelf very far from the facts, if this busi-
ness had to be distributed over  the
whole twelve months of the year. ’

. “All salaries are necessarily higher in
the North than in the Southeru coun-
tries; and in fact the railway company
has had to construct and operate and
pay Klondike prices, just as much as the
miner or other resident>of the country.
It must be remembered~ that for the
large area of country the population is
very small, and consequeatly the ton-
nage over our railway ha n limited.
Up to the present season the bulk of
the freight consumed in that country
went in by the St, Michael route, and
was conveyed by the three large trans-
portation and trading companies. o

“Ag the country is permanently settled
up and mines developed, the tonnage can
undoubtedly be greatly increased, aan
can assure the public that our rates will
be lowered as fast as the additional ton-
nage can be secured to make such re-
ductions possible. It has always been
my policy and that of the company 10
encourage local industries, partlpularly
in the opening up of the metalliferous
mines. :

« Statements, whieh have been ciren-
lated quite largely, as to prohibitive
rates ‘on mining machinery and orés, are
quite far from the fact. Last year our
rate on mining machinery from ail

to Atlin was $67 per ton,
mm:ﬁpggnded ocean transportation

fhave a tendency to again drive

to Skagway, railway charges to Bennett,
steamer charges from Bemnnett to Taku
City, tramway charges from Taku City
to Atlin lake, and again steamer charges
across the lake to Atlin eity. This
makes, a8 you see, a Very expensive
route at the best, and the mere cost of
handling this freight alone is something
tremendous in that eountry, where wages
are high. :

“In order to encourage the location of
smelters or large stamp mills in the Atlin
or White Horse country, I have:on sev-
eral occasions offered to cut our rutes
square in two; which I consider is prac-
tically subsidizing such an institution to
that extent.  Ihave not only offered,
but have carried out this policy. Our
ore rates, which we have promised and
offered to the people of Atlin and White
Horse, are less than cost to the railway
company, and I believe are less than for
any equal distance on this continent
where any similar conditions prevail.”’

“Some of the members of the board
of trade seem to feel that any rehate to
large shippers would not be justified.
Have you anything to add to what you
have said on this point heretofore?”’

Mr. Hawkins—* This rebate or dis-
count to large shippers is a very delicate
and perplexing problem, and is one on
which Mr. Lee, the trafic manager, and
myself have consulted for the past It_aw
days, and have now under earnest dis-
cussion. ‘There are several things to be
considered ‘that do mnot appear to have
entered the minds of several members
of the board of trade. It would'be pre-
ferable, from our point of View, to have
only two rates in effect for any one com-
modity—that is, carload and less than
carload rates; but the actual condi-|
tions existing at different cities from
San Francisco to Vancouver, in vew of
the keen competition of the large com-
mercial companies who own their own
steamships and sailing vessels, and also
their own barges and steamboats on the
Yukon river, have made it necessary
for us at times to make special r.ebates
to our largest shippers for a certain por-
tion of the season. In the. past it has
been limited to the 15th of July. 'J:'he
effect of carrying out a policy which
would admit of only two rates would
be detrimental to British Columbia, for
this Teason: A merchant or shipper in
Dawson preparing to purchase several
hundred tons of - merchandise, and to
look into the cheapest and best ‘means
of their delivery at Dawson, would con-
sider first the cost or purchase price and
then the cost of transportation and the
value and time of delivery at Dawson.
He would have undoubtedly merchan-
dise: of several classes,-a portion of it
being perishable and freight required. for
the early summer market. . This would
constitute a small portion of his s!_np-
ments, the bulk of the goods being
heavy or staple articles, which could be
taken on sailing vessels to St. Michael
and then run chances of being carried
up the river any time during the season.
This shipper would say to himself: “1
have a few tons of goods here which 1
have got to get into Dawson as quickly
as possible to take advantage of the
market. These I will send by the rail-
way and pay their regular carload!rates;
but the other goods I will ship by sail-
ing vessel or steamer and run the risk
of getting into Dawson during the sea-
son.” In this case the purchase would
undoubtedly be made in Seattle or San
Francisco, where no questions could be
asked as to carload rates or volume of
the shipment. I believe to carry out a
policy of only two rates literally would
very materially injure the business of
the merchants of Victoria. However, it
is our wish and policy to reduce the Te-
bating or discounting system to a mni-

mum, and to maintain ‘as nearly a uni-

form rate as is found consistent with

' gecuring the necessary tonmage to suc-

cessfully operate our railway.

“‘The method of handling large ship-
ments in order to secure business as
against competition of entirely dissimilar
routes, has been investigated and re-
ported upon, and freedom of action has
been approved by the interstate com-
merce commission of the United States,
and has likewise been permitted  in
Canada to meet the opposition of cer-
tain United States railway lines and all
water routes.

“Another very valid reason for the
existing rates, which appear high to the
individuals not familiar with the condi-
tions in the North, as before explained,
is the original cost of construction in
that distant country, and the tremen-
dous risk which our investors took at
that time. It was considered in Lon-
don that the Klondike ‘bubble’ had
burst, that the excitement had died out,
and that there would be very little busi-
ness in that country in the future, ex-
cept with the Indian traders. and the
scattering placer miners along the differ-
ent creeks tributary to the Yuken. The
possibilities of quartz and copper min-
ing, which have been proven since the
advent of the railway, was not then
known. It is a well-established busi-
ness maxim that a man shall receive in-
terest upon his money in accordance
with “the risk of investment; this ap-
plies to insurance rates and to every
other .form of business, and I certainly
believe that our investors, who had the
courage to expend many millions m
that unknown and undeveloped country,
should be allowed a reasonable time to
not only get the investment where it is
absolutely safe, but receive fair Jivi-
dends for the money thus invested.

WEEKLY WBATHER SYNOPSIS.

gth to 15th January, 1901.

During the first day of this week the bar-
ometer which had been abnormally high
over the province, gave way in advance of
an important storm area centered off the
coast. By Thursday the 10th this distur-
bance had spread to Vancouver Island and
neighboring coast, where it caused milder
weather, high winds, and rain_ extending
southward to California, while inland a gen-
eral snowfall occurred from Northern Wash-
ington to the Sacramento Valley. Owing to
the sudden apearance of a high barometer
area over Cariboo, which slowly spread to
the Kootenay district, this extensive storm
was prevented from continuing its normal
eastward course across the Dominion,
consequently it hovered for several days
in this vicinity and caused both heavy and
almost incessant rains along the North Pa-
cific coast. On the morning of Saturday
the 12th, at Victoria one inch of rain fell
in seven hours. At the same time the heavy
rains on the Lower Mainland in conjunction
with the deep snow on the buildings, caused
tlée collapse of some roofs and threatened
others.

y Saturday night the high barometer
*barrier over the mountains gave way and
allowed this storm to travel rapidly east-
ward to Alberta, where it caused high
winds and a mild spell. During the 13th

- another storm appeared off the coast, which
like its predecessor, was prevented by a
barrier of high pressure over the moun-
tains from travelling eastward; it, therefore
hovered over the coast causing high winds
and heavy rains until the 15th, when it also
crossed to Alberta,

This disturbance was followed by a vast
high barometer area, which at the close of
the week covered the.entire western por-
tion of the Continent, where it will probab-
ly cause a general fair spell.

As the first storm mentioned above spread
eastward from Alberta it caused a general
snowstorm extending to Winnipeg.

At Vietoria only four hours and 36 min-
utes of bright sunshine was recorded. Rain
fell 'on six days out of the seven, the
amount being 3.16 inch. The highest tem-

. perature was 52 on the 12th, and the lowest
was 23 on the 9th.

Sir,—I was indeed surprised when I saw
in a late issue of your paper, that I was
uamed as discrediting certain opinions re-
garding salmon. When I met your reporter
on the street, I had not seen any account of
these opinions, and consequently had not
given the matter consideration, and certain-
lfy did not think the conservation was meant
or publication. But, sir, since my opinion
has become public. and is denied by four
leading medical men, I am .compelled to
take notice. My knowledge of the subject
is that fish are not at any special season,
poisonous or unfitted for food—all fish are
best in their proper season, for out of sea-
son they deteriorate from change of food
and other causes, and are less nuitritious,
besides possessing Inferior flavor, etc. The
only point then to be considered is the
formation of some injurious product. The
question of the development of Ptomaines
(poison), in the live spent fish, is not, I
think, accepted. Ptomaines are the result
of decomposition or disease, and I think
wour grandmothers’ idea. of the injury to
health from spent fish, results from the
fact that bacteria are much more active in
{ll-nourished or weakened tissue—as spent
fish—so that when the .ill-nourished, weak-
ened or spent fish dies, ptomaines are de-
veloped much more quickly than in the well
nourished one. Therefore the spent fish
must be used only, when fresh—I do nat
- know of any other injurious comdition. I
do not include in above poisoning by mus-
gels ‘and . clams—a . § et not any
means settled—or diseased fish. If I. have
taken a wrong stand, I shall be very pleased
to be set right, and therefore, hope the four
medieal gentlemen named in your issue to
day. will state exactly in what particular,
fish cut of season are injurious to health,

WHITES IN TROPICAL AFRICA.

They Have Been Increasing at & Rapid Rate
in Recent Years.

From New York Sun.

About ten years ago there were less than
800 white men living in the Congo Free
State. There were scarcely a merchant
among them and only a few missionaries.
Most of them were employees of the gov-
ernment and they were engaged in explor-
ing the new territory, in establishing and
officering stations and in training the na-
tives for service as soldiers, boat hands
and workmen. The proportion of deaths
among them was appailing and, with very
few exceptions, they were obliged, every
two or three years, to take long furloughs
in more healthful regions.

The latest statistics with regard to the
whites living in the Congo Free State show

A large number of state, commercial and
missionary stations are now established on
the upper river and on its tributaries far
north and south of the main stream. Thus
over 700 whites are now living on the up-
per river system above Stanley Pool and
about 400 of them are really in Central Af-
rica, for they live from 1,000 to nearly
2,000 miles from the mouth of the river
Just about one-half of the white personnel
are Belgians and nearly all the leading na-
tions are represented in the remainder.

The increase of whites in the French Con-
go territory is also very large. This large re-
gion Is just north of the Congo Free State,
and though it is officlally known as the
French Congo, an important part of it is
tributary to other streams flowing to the
Atlantic or to Lake Tchad. On January 1
last 730 whites were living in the French
Congo, of whom five-sevenths were French.
They - are not 8o generally distributed
through the country as In the Congo State,
fcr commercial and missionary stations are
not yet widely distributed. The largest
white population is at Brazzaville, at the
head of the navigation of the Ogowe river,
gseveral hundred miles from the ocean,
About one-seventh of the white population
are women, which is a' larger proportion
ihan in the Congo State.

A small but steady stream of settlers
is flowing from Germany to German South-
west Africa. The statistics are not very
recent, but in 1808 2,025 whites were living

Sir,—I notice an article in the Colonist}

forcing the law. I was not aware that|
there was such a law on the statute book of |
this province, and if there is such a law
the legislature that passed the law shou'd;
have had better sense. Did they not know |
that in order to become good shots one must |
begin very young; very few can become!
good marksmen otherwise, Practising at
targets, which is always at known distances
can never result in making as good marks-
men as practising on game, whether the
game be large or small, or birds or ani-
mals that are not included as game, for i
that kind of shooting distance has to be
judged by the eye, and like everything else,
practice makes perfect. It is an old and
sound proverb ‘‘to secure peace is to pre-
pare for war.”” We want every boy in the
Dominion to learn to shoot, so that when
they are men, if war should unfortunately
come, they will be able to defend the honor
of our country and flag. Men may be brave,
but there is nothing that assists man’s
bravery and nerve as the knowledge that
he can use.the weapon that he carries for
defence or assault. I had practical experl-
ence during the clvil war in the United
States of how useless a lot of men are for
fighting purposes that did not learn to shoot
when they were young. 1 took out a com-
pany numbering 75 men for rifie practice
with ball cartridge. 1 put a mark on a
three-footdiameter tree, at a distance of
only one hundred yards. I had the whole
company, one after the other. fire three
rounds each, and when they had all fired,
the nearest to the mark was thirty inches
om - it. Ye;ors few struck the: tree.
some werg feet up the tree above
mark, We - had Enfleld rifles, very fair
shooting guns. I tried several of them,and
I could easily strike a man at 200 yards.
Ten Boers would annihilate that company in
a few minutes. They had not learned to
shoot whepn they were young. Let us profit
by the experienceof the past and present,
and remember that it was expert knowledge
of how to use the gun, that secured inde-
pendence for the United States, and that
saved Canada from being absorbed by the
same -United States, and that today a few
thousand  Boers that knew how to shoot,
are giving our 200,000 men all they can do
to conquer them, and the end is not yet.
We are. proud of our men from Canada,
Australia and New Zealand, but their ex-
pert use of the rifie was their best friend
on the fleld of battle. Therefore, encourage
the boys to use the gun. We want no Old
Country license gun law in this wide Do-
minion. We have plenty of room, and we
are not like the Yankee in England, afrald
to step out in the night for fear he would
fall in the salt chuck. Mr, Oldfield talks of
acidents amongst, and by boys with guns,
but I challenge him or anyope else that
\ there has beén far more gun accldents by
men. It is true that boys should be taught
carefulness and the use of guns, but that
is a guestion for their parents to attend to.
Mr. Oldfield is perfectly willing that a
gun license, even as high as $100 on some
town men that he has his eye on, should be
put us In mind of the spider and the fly.
license himself. He claims great credit for
feeding, what he calls his ‘‘protected
game:’ he ig very genmerous, indeed, but it
puts u in mind of the splder and the fly.
He advises to teach the boys to use the ax,
that it might be useful to them some day.
