Quebec, Oct. 11.—About 1 o’clock this 
afternoon an explosion occurred at the new 
parliament buildings, destroying a consid­
erable portion of the masonry and windows 
of the new building, which was just being 
roofed in.

Neither can it be at­
tributed to gas. The general impression 
appears to be that the explosion was caused 
by dynamite, but as none of this ingredient 
was used on tne wotks, the mystery is how 
it came there. An investigation ia now 
being held. The workmen all being away 
at dinner nobody but one man was in­
jured, and he escaped with a slight cut 
from a piece of stone. The shock was very 
severe all over the city. Windows and 
houses in the vicinity of the explosion were 
badly shattered.

Of these 
infants thirty-one were taken away hy 
their mothers, ten by relations or friends, 
three sent to the house of providence (as 
they were beyondjthe age for the infants 
homt), fifty-one died and nine 
adopted. Of the nurses twenty eight had 
gone to service, fourteen returned to 
friends, one went to the house of provi­
dence, four were dismissed, one died, and 
two were sent to the hospital and thirty 
still remain. Of the infants twenty bad 
been sent by order of the mayor, and for 
wnich the city nays $5 a month. While 
that is all the managers ask it does not 
nearly defray the expense incurred for 
each one of these infants must have a nurse 
and that nur-e must be lodged, clothed, 
and ft d besides.

Maw They Beeelve the Peer Men of Shabby 
Attire—A Werld Reporter’» Experi­
ences—He Tulls Tarions Bars Consid­
erably Undepressed.

The Globe having heard that The World 
had sent a commissioner around to the 
fashionable bare of the city to see how 
they would receive a poorly-dressed man, 
tried to steal a march on this paper by 
sending its horse reporter and weather 
prophet, disguised as coster-mongers, to 
the fashionable churches. By this jour­
nalistic trick the Globe stole a march on 
The World; that does not, however, deter 
this paper from stating the facts of its in­
vestigations into the bare.

The reporter selected for the inspection 
of the bare was the editor of the Hebrew 
column, Mr. David Lorsch. He was dis­
guised as a poor and lonely dude, two 
seasons old and out at the knees.

He first called at a palace of sin near To 
ronto street.

The as­
sistant in his white apron threw a cold 
glance at the reporter, passed over the 
lottle, and slipped the five cents into the 
till. The reporter departed and crossed 
over to another swell saloon where there ia 
a free lunch put up. The accommodating 
host waa serving hie customers : pouring 
them liquors and picking out tit bits from 
thefplatee of liver, cold fish, sausage, cold 
meat, etc. When the reporter asked for s 
glass of lager and attempted to take a 
liece of the cold liver, the landlord gave 
iim a aising-up look which indicated, “Oh 
ron’re only a five cent customer/*.

Near the town of Settle, in Yorkshire, 

England, stands Griff hall, a large, old- 
fashioned, straggling mansion, with nu­
merous wings and long galleries, and mys­
terious passages and chambers. Sixty 

, <J years ago Edward Strongtharin was the 
occupant. He was the brother of the 
former occupant, whose only daughter, 
Eveline, waa his sole heire.s. On her 
father’s death she was left to the guardian­
ship of her uncle, and at the time of which 
this narrative treats was on a visit to a re­
lative in Somersetshire.

well, in a very cjignitied tone.

“I am uncertain about that,” a as the 
reply; “yet I might iu the meantime con­
sider what answer I should give you. At 
the best it would be but a temporizing one, 
as of course Miss Eveline and her legal 
«adviser would have to be consulted.”

“That is understood perfectly,”
Mr. Shotwt ll's reply, “the answer we ex­
pect at present would simply be an indi­
cation whether you thought it possible to 
reach a settlement outside the courts, pro­

After farther talk the visitors rose to 
depart, but on reaching the door were in­
formed by the coachman that one of his 
horses had gone lame and it waa impossi­
ble to use them.
