12—This afternoon Police 
Magistrate K J. Parke Issued a warrant for 
the arrest of Henry Taylor, late President of 
the Bank of London,,and President and Man­
ager of the Ontario Investment Association.

TOONO W. P. DWYMH CONVICTED.

Verdict ef Guilty In lira Case ef Larceny 
Against a Held Clerk.

The trial of W. P. Dwyer on a charge of lar­
ceny was commenced yesterday morning to the 
General Sessions before Judge Morgan.
