Montreal, Feb. 11.—Fire broke out this 
morning at 11 o'clock in the Grand Trunk 
Railway freight sheds at Bonaventure 
station, and by noon the whole building 
with all tie contents was completely de­
stroyed, tbe fire ending only when it had 
burned itself out with all the material with­
in its reach. The flames were first noticed 
bursting from the windows of the customs 
department The sheds, which extended 
parallel with the tracks from -the station 
Sown to Mountain-street, being of wood soon 
caught fire all along their length and gave out

His Honor of course 
could not with dignity address a headless 
body and so informed the members, through 
the Provincial Treasurer. Mr. Harcourt, 
reading from the Journals of the first session 
of the sixth Assembly, 1887, said :

The Speaker Must First Be Elected.
I am commanded by His Honor the Lieutenant- 

Governor to state that he does not see fit to de­
clare the causes of his summoning ttm present 
Legislature of *hia province until a Speaker of the 
House shall have been chosen aomrding to law, 
but to-morrow at the hour of 4 0 dock His 
Honor will declare the causes of hti calling the 
Legislature.

A murmur of surprise from the spectators 
was heard at this announcement. Then it 
broke into a ripple of laughter as the Lieu­
tenant-Governor quietly stalked from the 
chamber, piloted by -his faithful A.D.Q.
“Is that all?" the spectators asked.

It is usually the duty of the Provincial 
Secretary to help His Honor out of this diffi­
culty, but Mr. Gibson being still without a 
seat had to allow a colleague to do it.

Meredith Agrees With Mowat.
Mr. Meredith said the Opposition could 

offer no objection to the nomination. He 
agreed with the Attorney-General’s observa­
tions regarding the late Speaker, who 
had been urbane, Impartial and sat­
isfactory. He was glad to *ee the 
member for South Perth had been 
selected. There was no member whom he 
would more prefer. Tbe member belonged to 
tbose—an increasing class—who do not carry 
into private intercourse the asperities of 
public life. He expected and knew they 
would receive even-handed justice, end 
promised to lend the new Speaker his cordial 
assistance. [Applause.]

Mr. Ballantyne was conducted to his chair 
by the Attorney-General and Mr. Baxter.
He briefly thanked the House for electing 
him to the responsible position. The words 
that had been uttered regarding him were 
altogether too flattering. He would en­
deavor to discharge his duties impartially, 
to carry out the rules -and to maintain the 
dignity of the Hohse. He felt sure he would 
receive the co-operation of both sides. In 
conclusion he again returned thanks and 
resumed his seat amidst applause.

Mr. Mowat moved the adjournment of the 
House, wtoeh was carried, and the newly- 
made Speaker, In response to the beckoning 
of tbe Sergeant-at-Arms, vacated the chair 
and made bis way to his apartments.

London, Feb. 11. A ourlons libel case has 
just been' before the law courts in Sweden 
It appears that a Swedish newspaper, MotaJa 
Poston, accused certain persons of high 
social position, one being the late General 
Director of Customs, and another the pres­
ent Lord Lieutenant of the county of Stock­
holm, with having received subsidies from 
the Cobden Club amounting to £12,000 for 
carrying on a free trade agitation in their 
country.

The court dismissed the libel, the writer 
pleading that all the statements 
and claiming that Prince Bismarck had been 
able through the German Embassy in Lon­
don to obtain a copy of the club’s secret ac­
counts, and that these accounts fully bore 
out the statements that had been made.

He Reviews the Situation at Length — His 
Suggestions.

NG London, Feb. 1L—William O’Brien has 
Issued a long statement on the Irish situa, 
tion. He says: “In an Otherwise difficult 
position the delegates to America had the 
advantage that they were free from heat of 
partisanship and could offer themselves as 
mediators. t The experience of the past five 
weeks gathered from personal interviews, 
letters and newspapers of all sides complete­
ly confirms the conviction that only a hearty 
re-union can save the Irish cause. It is my 
duty to solemnly declare that no difficulty 
has existed which a little more sacrifice of 
personal feelings on both sides might not 
nave surmounted.”

Mr. O’Brien explains that the idea of a 
public truce was abandoned because both 
sides declared it was impossible and no use­
ful purpose would follow the publishing of 
the details of the negotiations. Therefore it 
had been decided to regard the negotiations 
M confldental. Mr. O’Brien thinks, however, 
that none of the parties concerned will seri­
ously question that upon the main points 
contended for on both sides a substantial 
agreement was established. “ I cannot too 
strongly express,” continues Mr. O’Brien, 
“with what feelings we found,a settlement 
so vital shipwrecked at the last 
moment by mere contests of words and 
phrases—contests which with a little more 
magnanimity and less suspiciousness on both 
sides might easily have been arranged and 
which to my mind offer a shockingly inade­
quate excuse for committing the country to a 
struggle involving consequences so anpalliug. 
We art> hampered at every step. Not mere­
ly by the malignant tittle-tattle and giddy 
mischief-making of a section of the English 
press but by the more serious impediments 
placed in our way by responsible persons, who 
under the influence of some extraordinary 
Infatuation have seemed to grudge every 
hour devoted to peace-making and to resent 
•Very attempt to give a less barbarous 
character tp the conflict.”

In conclusion Mr. O’Brien says one of the 
saddest things in this tragic business is that

Demanding Employment or Food.

A spectacle, happily never before' wit­
nessed in Toronto, startled the oitieens yes­
terday morning. Several hundred workmen 
met In St Andrew’s-square in response to 
this notice:

All laborers out Of work are requested to meet- 
at at Andrew’s-square, at &» sharp to-morrow, 
Wednesday, morning.

Over 800 Workingmen formed in line 
headed by two of their number, Messrs. 
Britton and Lamb. Preceded by a drum 
and a black flag bearing the inscription 
“Work or Bread,” the unemployed marched 
along King-street to the City Hail.

The Market Square was quickly filled, 
nearly 8000 being present After a few re­
marks from Aid. Hallam, who expressed his 
sympathy, a deputation went in to ask the 
Mayor to speak to the crowd.

Mayor Clarke said he regretted to see so 
many out of employment. Still he did not 
think the number greatly in excess of that of 
other years. As far as the city work was 
concerned, the Engineer had begun as many 
works as had been sanctioned. It was im­
possible to find work for all, but they were 
doing the best they could.

One of the unemployed named Britton 
made a somewhat violent speech, suggesting 
that if they did not get work there might be 
violence, . , ,

Mr. S. T. Wood, president of the Single 
Tax A sedation, took advantage of the oc­
casion to proclaim the single tax as the 
panacea for all wrongs arising from the 
present unjust laws.

After some other speeches, the police dis­
persed the crowd, a large number of whom 
marched along Sherbourne, Jarvis and Bloor- 
streeta to show the resident» of those streets 
how much poverty there is in the city.

The Destruction of the Seal.
[Goldthwalte’s Geographical Magazine.]

Our government claims the right of1 con­
trolling the sealeries of Bebring Sea, and this 
right is denied by England. Tbe question 
will soon settle itself it irresponsible sealers 
are permitted much longe» to haunt the seal 
killing grounds and water., for there will be 
no seals left to kill. Once this valuable 
animal was widely spread over tbe south polar 
regions, audits breeding grounds on the Falk­
land islands, along -a part of Patagonia rand 
elsewhere, even surpassed those of St Paul 
in extent. But a fleet of 60 sealers annually 
visiting these grounds intent only upon killing, 
glutted the markets, and so nearly extermin­
ated the seal that the industry was destroyed. 
This bit of history is reproducing itself in 
Behring Sea. . From 40 to 70 Canadian seal­
ing vessels annually bunt in the waters 
through which the seal passes just north of 
the Aleutian Islands, on its way to the 
Pribitof Islands, killing the animals without 
discrimination, whether their fur is worth 
much or little, shooting many which sink 
and are thus entirely lost. The effect is 
already alarmingly apparent, and the 
number of seals annually visiting the breed­
ing grounds is rapidly diminishing. A few 
years ago Mr.H. W, Elliott, one of our best 
authorities on. the sealing question, col­
lected some valuable data with regard 
to this interest. He estimated that 
1,000,000 seal are born eveey year on the 
islands of St. Paul aud St George. Females 
are never killed there and the fur of old 
males is valueless. Mr. Elliott estimated 
that of the 6(10,000 male pups j, leaving the 
island every fall only -850,000 , survive the 
first year's struggle for existent and the 
casualties of the second year reduce the 
number to 825,000. Not over 800,000 of these 
animals are available for slaughter. Since 
be made this report tbe indiscriminate 
destruction of tbe Canadian sealers has gone 
on at a rapid rate, and Mr. Elliott recently 
brought back an alarming report of the 
present condition and prospects of tbe 
sealeries. In bis opinion, it the present evil 
is net soon stopped, there will be no seals 
left to kill. <

The New York Sun dissents from the 

annexation program. Finding no fault with 
the purpose of those who advocate annexa­
tion. yet it thinks there is a speedier method 
of reaching that laudable end.

States.” Why waste time, it argues, for a 
“prohibitive and exclusive policy,’’ and as 
the McKinley Bill pinches Canada so the 
amending of the interstate commerce law, 
so as to shut out Canadian railroads, would 
pinch Canada. In short, The Sub, considering 
the end certain, is Impatient of delay, and 
thinks on the whole that vigorous pinching 
will finish the matter more speedily than 
would commercial union.

It is a mere -question of tactics with The 
Sun and its ideas rest on the assumption that 
the McKinley Bill has “pinched” Canada so 
severely that she will at the polls endorse 
and through her next parliament accept 
commercial union, which is but one stage re­
moved from political uition. Seeing this 
marvelous result of the pinching practice, it 
reasons that diligence in pinching will an­
nihilate time and secure annexation as surely 
and more suddenly than by means of com­
mercial union. But a false assumption in­
validates all subsequent reasoning. Canada 
has not been pinched Into a surrender of her 
commercial independence, and a great 
awakening is in store for those who np to 
March 6 may fancy ehe has succumbed to 
McKinleylsm. Such pinching has but lent 
added impetus to those forces making for 
nationalism.

Is 'Bas Cooking the Figures ?
A nice little discrepancy has cropped out 

in the annual reports of Bradstreet’s and 
Dun, Wiman & Co., regarding the failures in 
Canada during 1890. Right on the threshold 
of the subject, and to lend it a local interest, 
we may mention that the Wiman of the lat­
ter firm is none other than our old friend - 
Erastus Wiman, whose deep concern in 
Canadian affairs is familiar to all.

Bradfkreet’s makes the total failures for 
the year 1W and tbe liabilities $12,841,000. 
Dun, Wiman <& Co., in their annual state­
ment. make the failures 1627, and the liabili­
ties $17,858,017. This shows a difference of 
907 in the number of failures and a discrep­
ancy of $5,517,017 in the amount of liabili­
ties.

Countess of Carlisle on Methodism.
The Countess of Carlisle opened a two- 

days’ sale of work in the Primitive Methodist 
schoolroom, Brampton, England, The objeefr 
of the boazar was the liquidation of the debt 
which remained on the chapel and school. 
The premises were built at a cost of 
£1300 in ' 1878, txird Carlisle (then Mr. 
George Howard) end Mr. Stafford 
Howard laying the foundation stones 
The Countess said that the Primitive Metho­
dist immunity was one with which she 
bad the deepest and most absolute sympathy. 
There was much in Methodism which made 
her honor and revere it with the whole of 
her soul. There were many characteristics 
which she would like to speak of. In so 
doing she would not like to be supposed to 
show want of sympathy towards other reli­
gious denomination. It was not from any 
feeling against the church, or the Congrega- 
tionaliste, or the Presbyterians, or the Bap­
tists or any other that she said Methodism 
was a religion which was dear to 
he. All these had their own uses, their own 
field for energy, and she was sore that 
throughout the country there was a religi­
ons revival—bv which she meant a revival 
iu favor of really working ter religious mat­
ters—which revival was iu a very large mea­
sure due to Methodism, and to the history 
and work of Methodism throughout this 
century. Twelve years ago, when her hus­
band and Mr. Stafford Howard laid the 
foundation stones of the chapel, they- 
presented to her husband “The Life of Hugh 
Bourne.” That, she bad found, was a won­
derful book; one that no man or woman of 
any denomination could read without in­
stantly being fired, if he were true man or 
she were true woman, to further effort. She 
could not fefbear to mention one other thing 
in Primitive Methodism she felt 
and that was the position they 
women preachers.

I iCo-Education in Swigs Universities.
The Swiss universities are broad end 

liberal in the highest degree. Statutes are 
passed in their senates with simple refer­
ence to elevation of character and 
usefulness, and with no apparent 
thought of the sexes as separate. These 
statutes, when presented in council, are 
treated in the same spirit, and the question 
as to the advisability of co-education came 
first in every university after women had al­
ready entered and studied. The original sta­
tutes excluded no one,and consequently when- 
af ter generally * remarkably long time— 
women applied for admission, their names 
were taken exactly as those of their brothers 
were taken; they took their places among 
these and worked there undisturbed until 
some other consideration brought the question 
forward. It is difficult to see why it should 
have been so long after the establishment of 
the universities before women asked to work 
iu them. In Zurich it was 31 years, in Berne 
3d, while Basie was disturbed first last 
year by the questkm. Lausanne, how­
ever, which begins C its career as a 
university this autumn, begins with women 
students. In Zurich and Berne it may have 
seen the development of the universities 
from schools originally founded for the aid 
of callings as yet un thought of for women 
wmch caused toe indifference on the part of 
women toward them. However that may 
be, when in the sixties woefien 
applied for admission in Zurich— 
the first one was a foreigner—no 
question was raised ; she entered and took 
her degree. Ten years later, when so many, 
chiefly Russians, came with insufficient pre­
paration, a new law was passed regulating 
toe admission of “students” into the univer­
sity and formally recognizing woman.— 
Flora Bridges in The Popular Science 
Monthly for December.
