Humane Societies of the Pominion Dis-
cuss the Advisability of Forming
One Association,

“It is bighly expedient to confederate
into one united society  all the. humane
societies in the Dominion.? This resolution
was unanimously adopted at a largely re-
presentative meeting in the London and
Canadian Loan Society’s rooms yesterday
afternoon. There was a good - attendance
of members of the Toronto Humane Society
and amongst the delegates were : John G,
Shortall, president of the American Humane
Association ; Adam Brown, Hamilton ;
N. Higginbotham, Guelph; Thomas Little,
Galt; Heory de G. Robinson, Niagara
Falls; Robert Mark, M.D., Ottawa; Charles
Bland, Niagara Falls. Hon. Mrs. Herbert,
wife of General Herbert, was also present.

On motion ot Dr. George J. Hodgns,
seconded Dr. Mark, Mr. Adam Brown
presided and Mr. Robinson acted as secre-
tary. ) ! \
Humanitarian nglnlnli()n,

The chairman made a - comprehensive
speech, in which he heartily espoused con-
federation. He enlarged on the beneficent
work of the humane societies and justified
prosecutions in cases where warnings had
preved ineffective. The Hamilton Society
had done good service in pases of cruelty to
children, as well as to aormals. It had
suppressed cock-fighting, which formerly
prevailed to a large extent. The Ontario
legislation for the protection of children,
which was introduced through the
action of .the humane societies,
was a measure for which Canadians
should be truly thankful. :[Applause.]
Further evils required- remedy, especially
cruelty in the trausportation of cattle. A
crusade should also be made against the
vile check-rein, which was used for fashion’s
sake. It was on a par: with the slaughter
of birds in order that the feathers might
decorate ladies’ bonnets. There was a
strong feeling in Parligment against all
forms of cruelty. ]

This led the chairmanto refer to his bill
for the prevention of trap-shooting, on
which, for the first time| since Confedera-
tion, there was a tie if the House of Com-
mons. He hoped the bill of -the member
for Toronto on similar lines would be car-

Gratifying Reports—Lady Aberdeen’s Sym-
pathy—lion, Mrs, Herbert Speaks.

The seventh annual meeting, held in the
evening, was a great success. The gallery
of the Ontario Society of Artists was
crowded with enthusiastic humanitarishs.
Dr. George Hodgins, first | vice-president,
was an admirable chairman,

Dr. E. A. Meredith read the annual re-
port. Hope was expressed that Mr. Coats-
worth’s bill for the protection of cattle in
transit on railways would soon become law,
and also the bill introduced in the
Senate for the protection of children.
Mention was made that the society had ap
proached the Toronto Railway Company for
the better protection of passengers and
pedestrians. The check-rein and horse-tail
docking = were condemned. Life-saving
appliancds had been placed on the water-
front and at the Island with good results.

‘The Inspector's Record,

J. J. Kelso read the report of P. C.
Wiliis. In the year 100 cases of cruelty had
been brought into court: 80 persons had
been fined, 12 discharged, 8 charges were
withdrawn. Nearly 600 complaints had
been received of the ill-treatment of women
and children and 218 of cruelty to animals.
For the latter offence 570 persons had been
cautioned.

In an eloquent speech Canon Dumoulin
moved the adoption of the report, which
was seconded by Dr. Meredith and carried.

The Highway to Murder,

Mr. Shortall appeared in the double capa-
city of president of the American Humane
Association and president of the societies
of the State of Illinois, His speech was a

review of the history of humane societies in |

the Oid Country and on thjs continent.
At length he expatiated on t cruelty of
hurdle racing by horses not bred for the
purpose ana on those caused by half-educat-
ed ‘‘vets.” The horrors of viviseetion he
portrayed and condemned experiments on
living creatures for the imstruction of pub-
lic school ¢hildren. Indifference to pain
was the highway to mgrder. He concluded
with the axiom, “The power to control
carries with| it the obligation to protect.”

In brief yet appropriate terms the wife
of General Herbert, president of the Outa-
wa Humane Society, expressed her pleasure
in attending the afternoon’s convention and
that evening’s meeting.  She spoke highly
of the work at Ottawa, and said encourage-
ing words to those engaged in the good
work in Toronte and elsewhere,

Mrs. 8. R. Woods read the report of the
Bunds of Mercy, reviewing the work in To-
ronto, St. Thomas, Niagara Falls South,
Cobourg and other places. : She brought a
sympathetic message from Lady Aberdeen.
