THOSE unscrupulons persons who have
been defranding the province by collecting
a bounty of $15 on coyote skins will in
future be unable to make such easy mon-
ey. Hon. Col. Matheson, the Proyincial
Treasurer, will introduce  legislation

forward the wolf skins to the Parliamefit

of the Crown and after the bounty is
paid the skins will be sold., At present,
when a man kills a wolf he takes it to the
nearest agent, who cuts oft the ears and
pays $15 bounty, The skin then is the
property of the hunter, who sells it for
from §5to $10. In future the hunter
will get only the bounty and the province
will get the money trom the sale of the
skins,

BEAVERS have become a muisance in
some places and a bill will be introduced
to allow Government employes to des-
troy the animals. As it is unlawful to
kill beaver, the farmers cannot do any-
thing to stop their depredations.
Changes In the open seasons are made in
the bill. The open season for mink
opens on the first of November in future,
instead of the first of December. The
open season for woodcock is to be extend-
ed fifteen days. Another bill amends
the Fish and Game Act, and stipulates
that no one shall shoot more tuan 25
wild duck of any kind in one day ; mnor
more than 10 partridge; and not more
than 150 ducks or 50 partridge in all
during any one season, also to prohibit
the wuse of automatic guns by game
hunters.

Toronto Markets.

Toronto, March 7.—Lower prices and a
general lack of interest obtained this
morning on the local live stock market.
No export business was transacted, there
being no shipping cattle on offer and no
buyers had there been—and only toa
very limited extent was there any buying
of butcher stocks.

Practically no cattle has so far this
week been shipped to FEastern points.
Montreal buyers have withdrawn from
the market on account of the effect Lent
is having on the trade in that city, and
they are not expected to return until
after Easter. This leaves only Toronto,
Hamilton and London as consuming
centres, and even from these places there
is so weak an enquiry that about 2000
head of cattle a week wonld be suffictent
to meet all demands,

The receipts to-day were 58 cars, con-
taining 935 cattle, 720 sheep and lambs,
300 hogs and 70 calves. On the whole
the quality of this offering was fair, and
yet it was long after noon before anything
was sold. .

Not one sale of beeves was reported at
yesterday's tor level of $6 a cwt. The
greater part of the offering was disposed
of at prices ranging from $5.35 to $5.90,
and only in a very few instances were the
latter price paid.

The tminin%
periods are occupied only with dril
and tactics; the all important matter
of shooting is left to the individual
soldier to carry out at other times,
and he does it under the auspices of
the shooting societies which are such
a feature of Bwiss life.

These societies, under Government
control, are called Schutzengesell-
_achaften in the German and Bocieties
de Tir in the French cantons. They

size and importance with the town or
village they serve. Those in the larg-
er towns possess completely fitted
ranges and clubhouses; the small vil-
lages do their shooting in any field

by a suitable, hill. Every
peasant and towneman'has easy facili-
ties for shooting, and each man has
his service rifle always in his posses-
sion.

There is no entrance fee nor
subscription, as a rule, and heavy ex-
penditures, such as that incurred by
the construction of new ranges, is met
by a special grant from the Govern-
ment.

The Member for East Lambton
in the Legislature.

(From the Globe, March 4.)

Torontonians have long imagined
(fondly or otherwise) that there was but
one Robert John ; but they are mistaken,
for the Ontario Legislature is the fortun-
ate possessor of another of that ilk who is
as notable in his way as the renowned
manager of the Toronto railway. R.]J.
McCormick, M.P.P. for East Lambton,
was one of the surprises of the election of
1908, for he entered the field at the last
moment, following the tragic death by
suicide of the Liberal candidate first sel-
ected, and defeated the sitting Conserva-
tive member, Hugh Montgomery, by a
majority of 200. Mr. McCormick’s first
speech in the Legislature is historic.
“‘Mr. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen,—
I am pleased to see you al] here, and I
need not say I am pleased to be here, I
had a hard time getting here,” Thus it
began. After discussing rural schools,
the County Councils Act and one or two
other subjects dear to his heart, Mr. Mc-
Cormick concluded : “‘Thanking you for
your kind attention, with these few re-
marks I will take my seat,”” From that
moment Mr., McCormick possessed the
affection of the whole House. Not the
least devoted ot his admirers is the Prime
Minister of the Province, for Mr. McCor-
mick’s simple, homely words and quaint,
lovable personality found their way direct
to Sir James’ heart where all the perfer-
vid oratory of his supporters or his fol-
lowers merely left him bored and indiffer-
ent. A few months ago, when Sir James
was confined to his residence by a passing
illness, Mr, McCormick ' happened to be
in the city, and, hearing of the Premier’s
indisposition, he paid a special visit to
the Parliament buildings to get the latest
information about the distinguished
patient. When Sir James returned to his
office and heard that Mr. McCormick had
displayed great concern about his condi-
tion, he was genuinely touched by the
Liberal member’s solicitude, ‘“Why, I
must write him a letter,”’ said Sir James.
‘‘Where’s my secretary ? No, on second
thoughts, I’ll write it myself.” And the
Premier with his own hand wrote a letter
of thanks to the member for East Lamb-
ton,

Mr., McCormick’s constituents, it is
whispered, lose nothing by the personal
regard existing between their representa-
tive and the head of the Government, for
rumor says that Mr. McCormick can ob-
tain as many favors for his riding as he
could were he the staunchest of Conserva
tives. The regard felt by the members tor
Mr. McCormick is fully shared by the boys
of the Press Gallery, and he is always an
onored guest at their annual dinner.
ast session a little incident occurred,
which shows that the Press Gallery, while
impervious to bribery, flattery or cajolery
from any source, are not averse to obli-
ging a friend. Mr. McCormick, after
speaking on the Budget, discovered that
he had forgotten to refer to the regret-
table accident trom which the Provincial
Treasurer had suffered in breaking his
arm by a fall. The gentle-souled old
man feared that he would be deemed
lacking in sympathy and he asked if the
reporters could rectify the omission,
They responded so handsomely to his ap-
peal that in the published reports Mr.
McCormick’s tribute to the Provincial
Treasurer was quite as eloquent and feel-
ing as any delivered on either side of the
House.
