It
therefore that, to preserve a har-
ness, the straps should be¢ washed and oil-
ed, whenever it has been moistened by
sweat or soiled by mud. Ifa harnessis
thoroughly cleaned twice & year, and when
unduly exposed treated
commended, the lcather will retain its
softness and strength for may years.—

Haunted He,

A Workingman says: ¢*Debt, poverty
and soffering haunted me for years, caused
by & sick family and large Lills for doctor-
ing, whieh. did no good.

A
can is placed under the latter which is
filled with corn, and a pressure with
the foot on a lever fills the can, which
is then weighed for market, wiped off,
and passed to the sealers, who put on
and seal the ¢ ¢ap’’ and seal up the vent
hole. The filled cans then go to the
* bath room’’ (which contains six vats
filled with water and heated by steam)
and placed in perforated iron pans hold-
ing six dozen cans each. Five pansare
put in each vat; ~steam 1s turn-
ed on, and the ocans ‘are left|
to  become  thoroughly  heated ;|
they are then removed and vented which |
allows all the air to escape ; after whichi
are finally sealed up and placed back in
the baths, where they remain for some
hours, when they are removed to the
uext floor, where girls polish the ends and
label them. ‘The corn is then ready to be
boxed up for market. About two thous-
and cans daily are being pnt up. Some
fifteen operatives are employed, indepen-
dent of the ¢ huskers,” Work is kept up
until twelve o’clock at night, as the corn
has to be transferred as quickly from the
cob to the cans as possible.

The Origin of Diphtheria.

Observations by recent men of science |
in cases of malignant diphtheria go far !0!
confirm the views tbat it bas its origin in

zymotic fungi. During six . successive
years & whole family was attacked by a
maligant type of this diseage, and in each

one of four of the attacks one child died.
The existance of coprinus domesticus, a
small blue mold on the walls, was suspect-
ed. The family removed to an adjoining
house, and during ten years which have
since elapsed have suffered from no recur-
The_first house was
rebuilt, and in the new coustruction the

walls were stripped 8o as ‘to avoid the
dampness and consequent fungus growth.
For nine years its occupants have had
perfect health. Mere decaying  vegetable
matter does not seem to produce deleteri-
ous fungus growths, but the suspicion 1s
now gaining ground that a ferment fungus
breeds in the mud cracks of a marsh, and
observatious are being made with a view
to test the correctness of this theory.

visiting both exhibitions, gave it as
their opinion that the Ayrshires shown
at Halifax were far superior to those at
Toror to—hence the competition was
keen. Col. Starratt’s berd looked the
best we have ever seen them. They
belong to the larger family of Ayr-
shires. ‘He breeds from this family in
preference, as he thinks they are better
suited to the wants fof our farmers,
giving larger oxen and heavier milkers.
The Judges from the Upper Proyinces
preferred the smaller type, those hav-
ing tiner limbs und very short tedts,
and making these points their standard
is the reason why no prizes were given
him in the cow class. e informed us
that he made some good sales—dispos-
ing of Dew Drop, nine years old, at
8130, to a gentleman at the Londonder-
ry Mines. Crocus, 3rd, three years old,
to Shelburue Agricultural Society for
$70, and Bull ¢ Leopold,’ sixteen months
to Earltown Agricultural Society, Col-
chester County, for $110. He also re-
fused an offer of $120 for Uncle Tom,
four months, and Topsy five and & half
months. All of the three latter were
first prize takers. We learned that the
second prize for herds was given to the
P. E. Island stock farm when the cows
were not giving one drop of milk;
whereas the regulations say, “ that four
of the females must be either givingi
milk or in calf’’—two of them were uot‘
even in calf. A large number of fine
specimens in the Durham class were
shown ;. every section was well repre-
sented, and the judges expressed their
approbation of the general character of
animals exhibited. In Gurnseys, nine
animals only were on exhibition.
Seventy two entries represented Nova
Scotia in the dairy, beef and working
cattle, and were a fine exhibit, and one
that our Province has reason to be
proud of. A large number of special
grade cattle were present and were
fine animals of their class.
