stretched on the rog before the blazing
wood fire.

—Explosive bulléts are not used on either
side in this war, excited correspondents to
the contrary notwithstanding. Surgeon La
Garde explains that when the Mauser or any
other small caliber bullet fired with great
velocity pierces any vessel or organ within
the body that contains fluid, the fluid is
scattered with such force as to convey toun-
initiated who see the wounds the impression
that the bullet itself exploded. The use of
explosive bullets is forbidden by international
understaning as something strocious, like
poisoning well water. The Spaniards are
said to cut their bullets so as to make them
mushroom on striking. If they do they
keep within the laws of war. The modern
bullet which is better descibed as a bolt and
has about the circumferense of a small lead
pencil, does not stop men who are wounded
in the fleshy portions of the body. It goes
right through and wounded men frequently
goon. To counteract this effect the British
cut off the points of their bullets, thereby
“gtopping” men who are hit.. The experi-
ments that led to the adoption of this device
were carried on at Dum.-Dum, a military
station in India, hence the term *Dum Dum
ballets.”

At the Port Said entrance to Suez Canal

THE BLACKWALL DISASTER.

It is fortunat«ly very seldom that a gcene
of pleasure and rejoicing becomes in an in-
stant one of mourning and disaster; and
yet this is precisely what occurred at the
Thames Ironworks, Blackwall, London, on
Tuesday, June 22, last, on the occasion of
the launch of the new battleship Albion.
As has by this time been chrobicled at
length in the daily prese, a temporary
staging on which were stationed some hun-
dreds of persons watching the launch, was
both displaced and demolished in the sweep-
ing back-wave made by the vessel as she
entered the river from the slip. No less
than two hucdred people were immersed in
the water, of whom, so far as could be as-
certained, only thirty-four were drowned.
They were nearly all of the poorer class of
the population, and resident in Blackwall
and Canning Town.

The Duchess of York, who performed the
christening ceremony, was not apprised of
the sad calamity until some time after the
occurrence. Both the Duke and Duchess
at once sent a telegram to the officials who
had informed their Royal Highnesses of the
unhappy fact, expressing their profound re-
gret at the dicaster and their heartfelt sym-
pathy with the relatives of the victims.

The following account of the accident,
written by an eye-witness, appears in the
London Daily Telegraph :

“ I was sitting with my legs hangiog over
the quayside, at a spot-facing the bows of
the great battleship. I had a perfect view
of the basin and of the stands, crowded with
people, lining its shores. Six feet below me,
floating on the water, were huge baulks of
timber chained together, to serve, as I im-
agined, as a kind of ‘ fender ' for the stone
qnay. Not that in the present case they
would have been of more service than brown
paper, for the huge mass of the sliding war-
ship would, if the restraining cables had
parted, most assuredly cut deep into the
solid masonry on which we were seated. We
were late in arriving, and consequently had
not long to wait for the launch. Guns were
being fired, and a faint shout was heard;
then a voice behind me cried, ‘Here she
comes!” But how slowly! The moving
mass was end on to me, and for some min-
utes I did not realize that the great vessel
bad started on her way. Then something
fell away underneath her, and with rapidly
gathering momentum she struck the water.
In the next minute it was ail over. From
the point where ehe cut the water two white
linés of foam, cresting two towering waves,
moved angrily from her gigantic sides. It
was my first launch, so my eyes moved
backward and forward over the whole splen-
did spectacle and did not remain fixed on
any special feature of the scene. She was
coming at me—that I felt as well as saw.
But what was that in the corner of the bay,
and why was the solid phalanx of watching
faces moving so strangely ? The logs at my
feet were rising, rising, and the great ship
was coming vearer. Then a shout from on
board the battleship broke in upon the
cheering. The logs are level with the para-
pet. We are standing now and backing
away from the edge in fear ; but no, it is all
right--the logs eink again, thé great ship
comes no nearer. The wave she has crested
is passing away.

“ But over in that corner there is a grea:
gap in the ring of people. The wave that
moved our logs had got under some staging
erected partly over the water, in that corner
of the basin, and lifted it, platform, fence
and people, bodily up ; and then, as it re-
ceded, had carried the treacherous timbers
and their human freight out into deep
water. Scores of people were struggling for
life in a mass of wreckage and broken water,
for the launch had made the still basin like
a stormy sea. There are splashes—one,
two, three, six, too many to count—men are
leaping to the rescue—but where are the
the boats? With paioful slowness, as it
seemed to our anxious geze, some boats are
rowing to the rescua. ‘' Go on!” we cry.
““Hurry up!” The police launches make
their appearance, and yet more boats, until,
to us looking on, the crowding of these craft
seems as dangerous as the river itself to
those in peril of their lives. Then we see
them lifting helpless forms from the water.
Presently a boat returns with a woman sup-
ported by loving hande, lockirg very pale,
but slive, thank God! And the crowd
gives a cheer, and then others, and we cheer
them all. We ask for news.. ¢ Are there
any drowned? *‘There must be,’ say the
watermen ; ‘there are a lot under the
staging.’ And we have no heart to cheer
for the rescued. A A boatman scrambled up
on the quay where we were watching,  Are
there any doctors here? We want doctors.’
Quickly enough—though it stems too cruelly
slow—a boatload of medical men is under
way. I jump down from the parapet on to
the floating logs, hail a boat and in two
minutes arrive at the scene of the catastre-
phe. The water was studded with the
¢cradles’ used for the launching of the ship,
but in this corner of the basin, under the
shadow of the great cruiser being built for
Japan, there was other flotsam, the ugly
black timber of the fatal platform, and a
fence half in and half out of the water.
They had recovered several bodies when I
arrived.

*¢ Ooly o féew minutes had passed since that
terrible wave had done its work. So, surely
there was hope. Here in a boat was the
body of a woman, and people working de
votedly to recover the life not yet pro-
nounced extinet. There on the stone quay
is another anxious group working over an-
other prostrate form—also a woman. A
shout fromthe crowd. They found ancther
body under the submerged fence. A young
girl this time. Two men &nd a woman in-
stantly work with failing hopes to call back
life. ‘How are they gettiing on there ?' I

*The doctor thinks there’s still a
chance.’ ‘How is the child I ask, after
half an hour’s patient movement of the little
arms—forward, backward, forward, back-
ward, forward, backward, in the vain at-
tempt to cheat death of at least one victim.
¢The child is dead,’ comes back after a few
minutes the sad answer. Later they recov-
er two more bodies from under that fence—
and then another —a poor old woman.
¢ Quite dead,’ said the doctor. And so the
sorrowful afternoon wore on. Before I left
—a little more than an hour after the acci-
dent, I counted seven dead bodies—all
women and children.

¢« How did the disaster happen ?' was the
question asked again und again on board the
steamer that brought us back to London. I
had questioned boatmen before I left, and so
far a8 my information goes, two main points
stand out. In the first place, I was told
that the spot where the staging gave way
was not intended for the use of spectators—
was, in fact, marked ¢ dangerous’'—but that
the public had gone there against the order
of the anjhorities. In the second place I
was told that at these very works, in this
very place, a similar accident had happened
at a launch eight or nine years ago—fortun-
ately, on that occasion, unattended with
loes af life.”

Australian Federation.

The final returns of voting in New South
Wales on the federation question show 70,990
votes for the bill and 65,619 ageinst. The
majority in favor of the bill is, therefore
5,371. The contest continues, and an agita:
tion is being raised to repesl the amending
Act which raised the necessary minimum of
votes in favor of the federation to 80,000.
The [ederalists maintain the majority must
rule.

In Victoria 93,473 votes have been given
for and 20,579 against; in Tasmania 13,406 °
for and 2,900 againet; and in South Austra-
lia, where the voting took place on Satur-
day,’ the returns show 25,659 for and 15,121
against the bill.

The total number of electors entitled to
vote on the question of federation was: Vie-
toria 252,000; New South Wales 293,000;
and Tasmauvia 31,000.

Before the poll Sir W. Laarier, the Cana~
dian Premier, cabled to Sir George Tarner,
the Premier of Victoria as follows: —* Cone
federated Canada sends greetings and heart-
felt wishes for the success of the cause of the
Federated Australia,”

Sir George Turner, Premier of Victoria,
replying to a suggestion of Mr. G. H. Reid
that a conference should be held to consider
a modification of the Commonwealth Bill so
as to make it acceptable to New South
Wales, said that, while anxious to do any-
thing to secure federation on reasonable
terms, he doubted whether Victoria would
accept the suggestion for a conference of
Prémiers. He added, however, that, if Mr.
Reid submitted the proposed amendments,
he would carefully consider them, after con-
sulting with his colleagues and the leading
Federationists.

British Preference.

Ottawa, July 8.——At a Cabinet meeting to
be held this afternoon, new customs regula-
tions will be considered for the working of
the British preferential tariff which comes
into operation on Aug. 1, restricted to the
United Kingdom, and colonies. They will
be very simple, but nevertheless as stringent
as it is possible to make them. The British
exporter will be required to send a special
separate invoice for goods claimed to have
the preference ; that is if goods are being
seat to Canada parL’y British and partly for-
eizn they may, of course, be sent in the same
case, but two invoices will be required by
the Canadian customs authorities. On the
back of the invoice for the British goods a
certificate wiil have to be made by one of the
priocipals of the firm of exporters that the
goods are entitled to the preference as being
of British or Colonial origin, or that being
of foreign origin they have been further
manufactured in the United Kingdom to the
extent of such percentage as may be required
by Canadian law.

The preference being given to British|labor,
it will be sufficient to enable goods coming
from the United Kingdom securing the pres
ference if a considerable percentage of the
total labor on an article is British, although
the major portion may be foreign. Whether
that percentage is to be twenty-five or fifty
is for the council to determine, but it is
thought by some that if the percentage of
labor equalled the amount of the preference
iv would meet the case. For the present
month the preference, of course, extends to
all the countries which have been receiving
it for the lasc number of months, but on Aug.
1, by special act cf last session, the preference

is confined to British goods from Aug. 1.

Wants Freer Trade.

The Portland, Me., Board of Trade Jour-
nal for July has the following : * Not since
ling before the abrogation of the Canadian
rciprocity treaty with the United States
have we heard such a spontaneous growing
sentiment of friendliness and desire for
closer trade relations with the Canadian
provinces, as is evidenced in the past two
months, inspired by a grateful and hearty
appreciation of our people at the friendly
attitude of the mother country towards this
nation in the present war—a wide contrast
from the sentiments and feeling of the rep-
resentatives to the commercial convention
that convened at Detroit in 1865, comprised
of delegates from forty-five boards of trade
and chambers of commerce, convened for the
purpose of urging our government to abro-
gate the old treaty of '54 which soon after
followed. We hope that the closest trade
relations with our Canadian neighbors will
be brought about at the earliest possible day.
Portland has always been in favor of inti-
mate trade relations with Canada, and has
several times urged the president and mem-
bers of congress to take action in establish-
ing the freest reciprocity.”

Deceased Wife's Sister Bill.

London, July 9.—The house of lords yes-
terday, by a vote of 129 to 56, passed the
second reading of the bill of Lord Strathcona
and Mount Royal (better known as Sir Don-
ald Smith, the former high commissioner of
Canada), making marriage with a deceased
wife's sister lawfully contracted inthe col-
onies valid in the United Kingdom.

The leading feature of the bill is that it
allows the children of those domiciled in the
colonies where such marriages are lawful to
succeed to real property in the United King-
dom.

Thomas Carroll, of San Francisco, recent-
ly broke the world’s record for throwing tte
16 pound hammer, held by himself, makir g
a new one of 165 feet. He also broke the
record of 220 feet with the light hammer,
throwing it 242 feet.

A reliable estimate places the number of
British investors interested in British Co-
lumbia mines at 15,000 to 20,000, and theip
total investments at £50,000,000.
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—How is that boot and shoe factory pro-
gressing? There is an opening for just such
an enterprise in the Valley, and there is no
valid reason why Bridgetown should not se-
sure it. The history of the boot and shoe
business in Canada warrants a steady confi
dence in the success of a manufactory solidly
established. As staple articles of trade,
there are perhaps no fancy profits to be made,
but the product of good honest work will
find a market that will give a margin suffi-
ciently large to pay a fair dividend on the
money invested. .There is no use in saying
that such a business cannot be carried on
successfully in Nova Scotia, as Amherst can
give the lie direct to any such statement.
Twenty odd years ago a factory was started
in that town with a small capital and em-
ploying only five or six men; to-day the in-
crease of business has raised the working
staff to about two hundred and fifty men ;
the company has always paid a ten per cent.
dividend and also built up a large reserve
fund. Try to buy stock in the Amherst
Boot and Shee Co., and you will soon find
whether there is money in the business or
not. What has been done in Amherst can
be done in Bridgetown under careful and en-
terprising management, and we hope to see
the Town Council and the Board of Trade
take up the matter with their customary
spirit, and lend their best influence towards
the establishment of a factory that will stim-
ulate the business of the town and county
and take an important place among our in-
dustries. Let us make a strong pull to car-
ry to a successful conclusion the work that
has already been done.

—The postal conference just closed at
London, resulted in an agreement for a pos-
tal rate of two cents per balf ounce for all
letters to be transmitted between Great
Britain, Canada, Newfoundland, Natal and
Cape Colony. This arrangement is largely
due to the enterprise and activity of the Can-
adian postmaster géneral, Hon. Mr. Mulock,
who brought the matter up and has now the
satisfaction of knowing that, even if he ex-
ceeded his powers when some months ago he
took upon himself the responsibility of es-
tablishing such a rate, without consulting
the other parties concerned in the reduced
rate, the course is now clear, and he may
ride his hobby with a free rein. The Cana
dian people will welcome the reduced rate
of postage, but will hardly be satisfied with
the limited field over which it operates,
Two cents for a letter to Great Britain and
South Africa, and three cents to the United
States is an unjust and unreasonable differ-
ence, particularly as the freest possible reci-
procity in postal matters has existed for
years between the latter country and Canada.

—The war which the United States is so
successfully waging against Spain, will, at
itetermination, completely change the status
of that great republic as a power among the
great powers of the world. Hawaii has been
annexed, and the final settlement of the war
will probably mean fuarther acquisition of
territory in foreign seas, and then the United
States will no longer be confined tp the
North American continent. *‘Old Glory”
will bave a wider range, and a new nation
will enter the lists in the strife for terricory
wherever it is to be had. All this will mean
that the Republic will have to make great
preparations to hold what it graspe, and it
is only reasonable to suppose that a navy
that has already given a good account of it-
self will be increased, and the army muiti-
plied until the United States will rank a
cloee second to Great Britain as a naval and
military. power. With the acquisition of
territory the Munro doctrine becomes prac-
tically a dead letter, and it will not long de-
ter a great and wealthy natiou in a race for

power.

~The legislature of the island of Dominica
placed itself in a unique position when it ac-
knowledged its incapability of rescuing the
island from financial ruin. An appeal was
made to the British government for assis-
tance from the Imperial treasury, but this
was refused unless the local constitution of
the island were given up and it became a
crown colony. The legislators humbled
themselves and accepted the proferred aid at
the price asked, and o instead of being an
independent colony with a seini-responzible
government, Dominica is now a crown colony.

—The Canadian fiscal year closed on June
80th, and the official trade figures show sn
increase over 1896, of $44,000,000, making it
the banner year in the history of the Domin-
fon.  The aggregate export and import trade
amounted to §289,536,996. These figures
show that a healthy condition exists in com-
mercial life throughout Canada, and as the
volume 1807-8 trade rises above the record
of the previous year, which was also a record
breaker in its day, so we may expect greater
things of the current year.

Obituary.

Hecror MacLEias.

Mr. Hector MacLean, whose portrait
accompanies this sketch, died early last
Tuesday morning, at his home in Gran-
ville, after an illness of a few weeks which
at first was not regarded ae dangerous. Mr.
MacLean was a great-hearted, enterprising
man and his loss will be keenly felt, not
cnly in Bridgetown, but over the whole
countryside. He had a broad kuowledge
and spent himself freely in furthering the
interests of the various local corporations in
which he was interested. Asa member of
the Muuicipal Council he was a model pub-
lic servant, and to his untiring work is due
many of the carefully planned and executed
improvements in our county government,
Of massive stature and rugged, hearty ap
pearance, he looked fit to reach the century
mark when last seen on the streets, but the
inevitable end was very near. He was a
prominent member and worker in Gordon
Memorial Church (Presbyterian).

We append a brief sketch of his life as
published in the MoNITOR some years ago.
He was early this month elected president
of the recently incorporated Nova Scotia
Pork Packing Company.

Born Feb. 14th, 1843, of parely Highland
Scotch stock, and grauduated from Richmond
County grammar school in 1859; studied
higher mathematics, including navigation
and surveying, doring 1860 and 1861 ; spent
1862, 1863 and part of 1864 at sea. In Jan-
uary, 1865, he obtained Master Mariner’s
certificate in Liverpool, England. In April
of that year he engaged in practical engin-
eering, and in December of the same year,
when Mr. ¥lemming took over the Pictou
branch, took charge of one of its sections as
superintendent of construction. Later oc-
cupied similer positions on the W. and A.
Ry, G. S. R'y, and N. 8. C. R'y; was also
contractor on the I. C. R’y for four years.
In 1878 he went to the United States, and as
a member of the firm of Parker & MacLean,
had charge of building and operating 1350
miles of railway in the States of Virginia,
Maryland, North Carolina and Ohio, and
never had a man killed by accident. In 1889,
owing to injuries sustained in an accident
some time before, he had to give up railroad
ing and settle down, but not to a life of idle-
ness. Besides managing two farme, he was
President of The Middleton Water Supply
Co., a Director in the Valley Telephone Co ,
and Director and Manager of The Interna-
tional Brick and Tile Co.

The deceased leaves a widow, three broth-
ers and two sisters, and a large circle of rel-
atives and friends to mourn his death. Two
of his brothers, Daniel, of Lawrence, Mass.,
and Hugh, of Cape Breton, arrived here
this week.

The funeral takes place to-morrow, (Thurs-
day) at 2 o’clock.

At South Williamston, on July 11,
after a painful illness of over three months,
of cancer, Mrs.. Calvin Marshall passed
peacefully away at the age of sixty-eight
years, leaving a sorrowful husband, six
sons and four daughters and a large
circle of relatives and friends to mourn
their lcss. Mrs. Marshall was a consistent
member of the Lawrencetown Baptist Church
and her funeral was lurgely attended, her
pastor, Rev. L. F. Wallace, preaching a very
appropriate sermon from the words “ Let
pot your heart be troubled, etc., ete.” Her
children were all present to pay the last
tribate of respect to a faithful mother, the
sons being J. Osburn, of Gloucester, Mass. ;
Freeman C., of New York; Melbourne, of
Haverhill, Mass. ; Dr. C. S., of Bridgewater;

Report of the Committee on Temperance at
the N. S. Western Baptist Assoclation,
held in Yarmouth, N. S., June
18-21, 1898,

Your Committee on Temperance submit
the following report:

We recognize the fact that temperance
sentiment and education is making advance-
ment in the district comprising our Western
Association. The work of the orders of
Sons of Temperance and Good Templars, to-
g>ther with the Women’s Christian Temper-
ance Union, have been, and are a power for
good not only in suppressing the liquor traf-
fic and working the Scott Act, but also in
their educative influence ; the Young Men’s
Christian Association, the societies of the
Baptist Young People’s Union, and Chris-
tian Endeavor, the instruction given in our
public schools, which teaches such an ab-
horrence of alcohol, the changed industrial
conditions which demands men of clear heads
and steady nerves to manage delicate and
complicated machinery—ull give us hope of
producing a truly temperance sentiment.

Whilst we feel that the necessary work of
education is going on, our attitude of positive
heeility to the liquor traffic is unchanged
and total abstinence and nothing less than
total abstinence must be the standard cf
every true and worthy church member, and
we submit to you the following suggestions
and recommend their adoption.

Ist. In regard to our chuwrches  That po
lets importance be placed upou this matter
than upon any other christian virtue or
spiritual attainment, and that our covenant
obligations in regard to temperance be rigid-
ly enforced.

2ad.. As to our Sunday schools. That
the triple pledge against spirite, tobacco and
profanity be introduced and the acceptance
of it be encouraged as much as possible.

3:d. [In regard to Bands of Hope. Rec-
ognizing the importance of instilling tem-
perance principles in the minds of our youth,
we recommend in all day schools in our jar-
isdiction the advisability of organizing and
regularly sustaining a Band of Hope, and
we herein express the hope that bands exist-
ing or to exist may have the sympathy and
co operation of churches, Sunday-schools and
temperance organizations in their immediate
neighborhood.

4th, In regard to temperance organiza
tiens. That we co-operate with them as far
as possible in arranging some organized plan
of campaign in the coming plebiscite vote.

5th.  In regard to the plebiscite campaign.

(a) That where possible we work through
temperance organizations already existing.

(b) That temperance literature be circu-
lated as profusely as possible.

(¢) That we co-operate with other associa-
tions in fixing upon some date as temperance
day, and that on said day pastors be request-
ed to preach temperance sermons, Sunday-
schools teach temperance lessons and Young

:s" Societies discuss temperance topics.

(d) That plebiscite committees be appoint-
ed in every community within our jurisdic-
tion, whose daties shall be to canvass, man-
ipulate and secure as large a temperance
vote as possible, and where temperance so-
cieties do not exist, or existing, fail to ap-
point such committee, that it be done by the
local church.

(e) That this association at this meeting
appoint a representative committee of three
from each county.

This committee shall act in conjunction
with the temperance organizations where
practicable, and .its duties shall be to
keep itself and others posted in this matter,
and to see to it that a committee as above
recommended is appointed by society or
church in every community, town cr city
within the bounds of this association.

TEMPERANCE RESOLUTION.

Whereas, It is apparent to us that we are
facing a most critical period for the prohibi
tion movement in Canada, inasmuch as the
Dominion government has granted a plebie-
cite on the prohibition question; and there
is apparently a certain amount of inactivity
manifest in our churches in regard to this
matter; and though we did not ask for the
said plebiscite vote, yet having it thrown
upon us, it becomee evidently our duty to
see that the largest possible importance be
attached to this matter.

Therefore resolved: That we urge npon our
churches the importance of unanimity of
purpose and action in this watter, and ad-
vise both pastors and pecple to put forth
every legitimate force and effort to insure
the largest possible vote.

To the Editor of the Monitor:

DEAR Sig.— Referring to L. D. Morton’s
letter in re the above subject in MONITOR of
the 13th inst., I beg to say, generally, that
the spirit manifested is contemptible and
the opening paragraph that of anything but
the words of a true sportsman. The decis-
jons of the judges were unanimous, and
their desire and determination to go by the
National Association rules was above the
criticism of a novice, who probably knew
about as much of the above rules as the ordi-
nary horseman does of navigation.

Mona Brenton drew sixth positide in the
race, in the ordinary way, and won'the first
heat in splendid shape—and, if one robin
made Spring, she wonld have won the race
then and there. But, unfortunately for L.
D. Morton and Mona Brenton, it was a race
reqairing three winning heats in order to
secure first money. Now, in reference to
the second heat, over which L. D. Morton
has such a loog kick: Had the judges dealt
out to him the strict interpretatiqn of the
rule, they would have distanced Moha Bren-
ton there and then, as it is provided that on
entering the homestretch the leading horse
or horses shall select their positions and
keap them, and those who do not keep
them, orinterfere with another horse seeking
to come on the inside of the selected posi-
tion, “‘shall be ruled out.” Mona Brenton,
after entering the homestretch, swerved first
to the right; and then, when Slipp, with
Lina Bell (seeing room)sought to come in-
side, swerved again inward to the pole,
plainly interfering with Lina Bell.. Now,
it was plainly incumbent upon the judges to
have distanced or ruled out Mona Brenton ;
but, unanimously, they decided that, con-
sidering the inexperience of Mona Brenton’s
driver, they should place him last instead.

L. D. Morton should study the Association
rules and keep clear of bad advisers, as the
night after the race he seemed decidedly
pleased with his positlon in the final sum-
mary.

In the fourth paragraph of his wonderful
production he says: ‘I maintain that the
speed of the party lay between May Blos-
som and Mona Brenton.” So it would ap-
pear. But we would suggest to Mr. Morton
the soundness of ‘three of the cardinal
“don’ts” of the safe going betting man:
**Don’t back a bad actor.” ** Don’t back a
quitter.” *Don’t back an indifferent driver
or one ignorant of racing rules.”

He also says: *‘Dudley Brenton, a half
brother of Mona, was also unfairly treated
by pronouncing the second heat a dead
heat.” We would advise the Bridgetown
Driving Park folk to, in future, allow L. D.
Morton to drive and judge also. It i3 eur-
prising how much responsibility some people
are willing to take upon themselves when
there is a dollar in it.

Dudley Brenton was no match for Long-
JSellow in that 3-mioute class, and had Dud-
ley Bren'on been given the heat referred to,
both his driver and the driver of Longfellow
would have been removed and other drivers
substituted. The judges nipped a fine little
scheme just at the right moment, as they
had a perfect right to do.

Mona Brenton made a eplendid race and
was universally admired from the judges’
stand, and in a better driver's haxds should
do even better.

Santiago has Surrendered.

Washington, July 17.—The War Dept.
posts the following bulletin:

Santiaco De Cusa, July 17.

I have the honor to announce that the
American flag has been this instant, 12 noon,
hoisted over the house of the civil govern-
ment in the city of Santiago, an immense
concourse of people, a tquadron of cavalry
and a regiment of infantry presenting arms,
snd bands playing national air. Light bat-
tery fired a salate of 21 guns.  Perfect order
is beiog maintained by municipal govern-
ment. Distress is very great, but little sick-
ness in town. Scarcely any yellow fever.
A small gucboat and about 200 seamen, left
by Cervera, have surrendered to me. Ob-
structions are being removed from mouth of
harbor. Upon coming into the city I dis-
covered a perfect entanglement of defences.
Fighting as the Spaniards did the first day,
it would have cost five thousand lives to
have taken it. Battalions of Spanish troops
have been depositing arms eince daylight in
armory, over which I have guard. Gen.
Toral formally surrendered the Plsza and all
stores at 9 a. m.

(Signed), W. R SHAFTER,
Major General.
THE AGREEMENT.

The whole matter was cleared up when
Gen. Toral received the necessary sanction
from Madrid. The agreement is as follows:

That the capitulation include all the
Spanish forces and thesurrender of all war
material within the prescribed limits.

- The traneportation of troops to Spain at
the earliest possible moment, each force -to
be embarked at the nearest port.

That the Spanish officers shall retain their
side arms and the enlisted men their person-
al property.

That after the final capitulation the
Spanish forces shall assist in the removal of
all obstructions to navigation in Santiago
harbor.

That after the final capitulation the com-
manding officers shall furnish a complete in-
ventory of all arms and munitious of war
and a muster of all the solciers in the die-
trict.

That all guerillas and Spanish irregulars
shall be permitted to remain in Cuba if they
so elect, giving a parole that they will not
again take up arms against the United States
unless properly paroled.

That the Spanish forces shall be permitted
to march out with all the honors of war,
depositing their arms to be disposed of by
the United States in the fature.

Enquiry into the Bourgogne D .

Capt. Smith, R. N., began an enquiry at
Halifax on Tuesday, 12th inst., into the
Bourgogne disaster. The only witness ex-
amined was Capt. Henderson, of the Cro-
martyshire. He testified that his fog horn
was kept constantly going and that he heard
the whistle of the on coming steamer. Then,
like a flash, the collision came and the
steamer vanished into the fog, never to be
seen again by those on the Cromartyshire-
The steamer’s whistle was heard after the
collision, and at last a long weird blast like
a prolonged sigh ended it, said Capt. Hen-
derson. An observation taken three hours
after the collision showed the latitude of
the disaster to be 42.50 N., longitude 59.50
W. Copt. Henderson related how, after
the survivors were taken on board the ship,
La Bourgogne'’s guartermaster told him-he
had heard the Cromartyshire’s fog harn,
One of the La Bourgogne’s engineers also
said that the steamer had been going eigh-
teen knots an hour when she struck. Capt.
Henderson informed the court that acccrl-
ing to the American pilot chart of the tracks
agreed to be followed by eastbound steam-
ers from New York that La Bourgogne was
160 miles north of where she should have
been when the collision happened. The
court agreed with this, Capt. Hendereon
testified that the first boat of survivors that
reached the Cromartyshire was composed
principally of sailors, not one of whom was
wet. This was an hour after the collision.
A balf hour later the second boat appeared,
occupied partly by sailors and partly by
Pwan ers. The third and last boat came
I sight an hour afterwards.  Survivors
were taken ©ff ip sevea yafte, After the
first batch of French sailors had volunteered
to man a boat for rescae work né Ot_her!

An Important Judgement.

The * Moniteur du Commerce ~ publishes
the following very interesting item:—-*‘Those
who take an interest in the welfare of fam-
ilies, the heads of which are more or less ad-
dicted to intemperance, will feel a certain
pleasure in reading the following judicial dis-
cussion, which they may utilize, if needed:
Recently the justices of the peace of Leicest-
er called before them a man charged by the
Society fcr the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children with having inflicted *“‘mental tor-
tare upon his family of four children.” The
specific charge mentioned prolonged drunk-
eness of three months’ duration and threats
of violence during said drunkenness. There
was, at the trial, no evidence of actual ase-
ault, but, nevertheless, the court, after giv-
ing the prisoner a good lecture on temper-
ance, sentenced him to three monthe’ impris-
onment at hard labor. The principle upon
which the sentence was based is that mental
torture is a refinement of cruelty, that the
moral suffering resulting therefrom is great-
er than physical suffering, and that, conse-
quently, the guilty party must be punished
in an exceptionally severe manner. We
would like to see our Canadian magistrates
apply that doctrine every time that a drunk-
ard who makes his family suffer is brought
before them.”

Dangers from Violent Exertise.

There is considerable diversity of opinion
as to the safery with which women may in-
dulge in violent exercise in view of possible
injury. As regard the heart, there appears
to be but one opinion—namely, that that or-
gan, accustomed to a quiet life, may be dan-
gerously and permanently crippled by the
excessive strain in athletic sports. Exper-
ience in medical practice, says an eminent
authority, teaches that the patient with a
weak heart must be extremely cautious in
his exercises, and the demonstration of a
dilation of the healthy heart under sudden,
violent, exhausting effort which has been
made” was of a surprising nature. Many
clinical observers in Germany and in this
observation of the changes in the heart beats
that-there is under strain and exertion con
siderable dilation, which continves for a
shorter or longer time after the exertion is
ove- Ocnlar proof of this has been afforded
by the Roentgen raye. This shows not only
the need of caution by those in good health,
but more particular so in the case of those
who suffer from any weakness, constitutional
or otherwise, in thie organ.—New York
Ledger.

Work of a Beaver

The Canadian High Commissioner at Lon-
don, Lord Strathcona, will shortly receive
a unique souvenir from Canada. The sou-
venir, which is illustrative of Canadian pio-
neer life and industry, is a log eighteen-inch-
es long and 115 inches in circumference
which wonderful to relate, was gnawed off
by beavers,

This cutting was found on the shores of a

.small lake, 40 miles northwest of Hibibi lake,
in the Hudeon Bay Company’s territory, by
Mr. Geo. McKerzie, in charge of the post

it as stated.

The log is a portion of a poplar tree, and
is one of the largest known to have been cut
off by a beaver. The souvenir is particular-
ly appropriate, as the crest of Lord Strath-
cona bears the figure of a beaver knawing at
a tree.— Montreal Star.

Raising Turkeys.

Not every person can engage in the turkey
business as an occupation or means of live-
lihood, because so much is dependent upon
surroundings. All farmers are not so situ-
ated that they can raise turkeys without
inconveniencing their neighbors. The laws
of trespass are rigid in most places, and any
neighbor who objects to your birds roaming
over his fields can make you trouble, if he is
so disposed. Turkeys must have range, and
if your fields are not wide enough to allow
them this y el t of , either
be sure of your neighbors’ good nature, or do
not embark in the businessat all. Many tur-
key growers believe that turkeys havea per-
versity of disposition, whivh impels them to
leave their own premises, where their is plen-
ty of room, grain and grasshoppers, and
trespass on some neighbor’s land, to get less
food. A few turkeys can be grown on a
small farm; but it requires a good deal of
land to raise large flocks. Common fowls,
with proper care, can be kept with profit in
any city or village lot, but centuries of dom-
estication have not changed the turkey’s
natural love for a necessity of free range.
They can be made tame by gentleness; they
learn to be familiar with those who care for
them, and can be taught to come home every
night; but, as soon as they have left the
stage of ““infancy,” as shown by *‘‘shooting
the red,” their propensity to wander in
search of their food asserts itself; they must
have this privilege or they will sicken and
die. This is a good trait, for two reasons.
First, it makes the bird’s flesh better for man;
second, it limits the business to fewer per-
sons, who thus get paying prices for their
labor. If turkeys could be raised at a protit
in confinement, their flesh would not be so
wholesome, and so many persons would go
into the business that the price would come
down to-a non-paying point. Tarkey nature
itself effectually prevents all danger of over-
doing the business.

Turkeys are not hard to raise after you
know how. For the first few weeks of their
lives they require more care than any other
domesticated bird, but after they are fully
feathered and have ‘“‘thrown the red,” they
require less care than any other fowl. It re-
quires but little capital. Houses, except in
the extreme north, and turkey sheds in other
sectiones, are not needed. - Turkeys must be
raised on farms, and farmers raise much of
the grain they need. Oane tom, and three to
five hen-turkeys, are enough to begin with.
When you can raise all, or nearly all, of
their progeny, then it will be time to think
of enlarging your business. ¥From a flock of
six you ought to raise from seventy-five to
one hundred turkeys. Turkey raising is an
excellent business for women. Many a farm.
er's wife, whose husband does not care to
bother with poultry, can earn from fifty to
three hundred dollars a* year, according to
the size of the flock, the range, and the
market, without much detriment or imped-
ient to the other necessary work, which falls
to the lot of farmers’ wives.

It is impossible to go into all the details of
turkey raising in the small space allotted,
but I would advise if you intend to take up
turkeys to purchase a book entitled *‘Tur-
keys, and how to grow them.” It isa trea-
tise on the natural history and origin of the
name of turkeys; the various breeds, and
best methods to insure sutcess in the busin-
ess of turkey growing. With essays from
practical turkey growers in different parts
of the United States and Canada, it is the
most complete work on the subject that 1
either know of or haveread. Itis published
by the Orange Judd Company, New York
city, N. Y. Price $1.00. The following ex-
tract may prove of interest:

“The hardest task the farmer's wife is
called upon to perform is to raise young tur-
keys. It is not difficult to hatch them, as
the turkey hen is a persistent sitter, and
does her duty faithfully, and the eggs are
nearly always fertile. A single union of the
gobbler and the hen will fertilize all the eggs
the hen may lay during the season. Like
the buman being, the turkey is very feeble
and tender while young, but bardy, when
matured. The most important matter is
never to allow them to get wet. They must
not even be allowed to be on damp ground,
especially at night. Keep them with the
benin a rocomy run, dry and sheltered from
storm and winds, for at least a week; then
let them out on clear days, after the dew is
off in the morning, and get them up early at
night.

“Feed on grourd oats and milk cooked to-
gether as bread, with chopped onion in it.
and feed finely chopped meat at least once a
day. Feed often, and vary their food toany-
thing they will eat, after they are one week
old, but always feed meat.

“Always look out for lice, as that is often
the cause of young turkeys dying off. Give
chopped eggs, boiled hard, with the other
food for the first two days; give nothing for
the first thirty-six hours. Do het let the
hen ramble too far so as to tire the little
birds. Follow these directions, and you

will surely meet with success,
-

Farm Notes.

The Delaware County, N. V., Farmers'
Itstitute, recently adopted the following as
expressing the minds of those present as to
the best work on the farm:

1. That grass is the best crop on the farm.

2. To maintain the fertility of the soil
without graes is practically impossible.

3. That no more than one-third the farm
should be under plow at one time.

4. That a rotation of crop for six years is
the best for our county.

5. That rotation shall be as follows: Two
years in corn, one year in oats, two years in
meadow, one year in pasture,

6. That a permanent pasture made on the
native sod is best.

7. A pasture that will not pasture one
grown animal on one and ore half acres is
incomplete.

8. That level culture in corn is preferable.

9. That shallow cultivation is recommend-
ed when the land is first in good order.

A German authority states that the roots
and stubble of a good crop of red clover
‘weigh over three tons per acre, and contain
a hundred and cighty pounds of nitrogen,
seven pounds of potash, all of which is
placed, when turned under, in the most
available form for growing crops. Clover
makes a large demand upon the soil for pot-
ash and phosphoric acid. If the resuliing
crops are removed from the soil it will be
easily seen how clover may rob the soil, as
well as restoring fertility if the substances
taken out are not restored.

—1If we cut our grass before seed formation,
or when just starting, our plant is in its full-
est vigor. Elaboration and transformation
of material is rapid. All substances are ina
soluble, hence digestible, condition. Drying
or curing the plants does not make grass
less valuable. Experiments at the Pennsyl-
vania and Wisconsin experimentations indi-
cate that there wae a slight balance in favor
of dried grass over green grass when fed to

a milch cow; thus, if we cut it while in a
condition to make the best pasture, we will
have the best hay.

Boiling' Water Without Fire.

It is possible to make a pail of water boi
without putting it on the fire and without
applying external heat to it any way. In
fact, you can make a pail of water boil by
simply stirring it with a wooden paddle.
The feat was recently performed in the
physical iaboratory of Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity, in Baltimore, Md., and any one
may doit with a little trouble and persever-
ance.

All you have to do is to place your water
ina pail—it may be ice water if necessary—
and stir it with a wooden paddle. If you
keep at it long enough it will certainly boil.
Five hours of constant and rapid stirring are
sufficient to perform the feat succesfully.
The water will, after a time, grow warm, and
then it will grow hot—so hot, in fact, that
you cannot hold your hand in it, and finally
it will boil.

Care of the Eyes.

For eyes that have much to do, and on
which a strain is put darkness is the best
possible remedy, and merely to close them
for a few minutes at a time produces a rest-
ed feeling, which shows itself in their re-
newed brightness. Bathing tired eyes in
warm water and then closing them for some
time, is an excellent daily practice. Nothing,
however, but hot water should be allowed to
touch the eyes except by directions of an
oculist. The eyeball should be a clear bluish
white color. If it has red streaks in it there
is trouble somewhere. If it is dull and yel-
low in color, that also is an indication of
disease, and in most cases the seat of the
trouble is not in the eye itself—the stomach,
which is accountable for most things, is gen-
erally accountable for the bright or lack lus-
tre condition of the eyes. To make dull
eyes shire, therefore,, the best thing is an
anti dyspeptic medicine.

Mix together one pint each of finely chop-
ped cold meat freed from fat and gristle and
cold boiled potato. Moisten with one scant
cupful of good stock, add one teaspoonful of
worcestershire, one teaspoonful of onion juice
and salt and pepper to taste. Inafrying pan
melt one tablespoonful of nice beef dripping.
Turn in the hash and spread it evenly over
the pan. Over the top put cne tablespoon-
ful of the dripping in bits, cover and stand
where the fire isnot too hot for about twenty
minutes. When the moisture is partly dried
out, uncover and draw forward so that it
may form a crust underneath, turning it
from side to side so as to cover evenly.
Roll the hash over like an omelet, turn it out

on a heated dish and serve.

A Palatable Cheese Dish

A cheese dish which will be found to be per-
fectly harmless and delicious, and on which
a man may doa hard day’s work out of doors,
is made as follows: Take a qnarter of a
pound of grated cheese, add to it a gill of
milk in which is dissolved as much powdered
bicarbonate of potash as will stand upon a
ten-cent piece. Season with mustard, pep-
per, cayenne, nutmeg to taste. Heat this
carefully until the cheese is dissolved. Then
beat up three eggs, yolks and whites together,
add and stir the whole. Butter a shallow
dish that will bear heating, pour the mixtnre
into this and bake-until nearly solidified.
Bread crumbs may be added, and for a less
rich dish, one or two eggs instead of three.

Food For an Invalid,

An excellent and nutritious dish for an in-
valid is barley broth made as follows: Boil
for three houre one pound of neck of mutton,
with two ounces of pearl barley; cover with
three pints of water and let it reduce to one
pint. Remove the meat and press the soup
and barley through a sieve; salt it very slight-
ly and serve hot. It should be as thick as
cream. Qaly afew teaspoonfuls need be tak-
en at one time, as it is very nourishing.
