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ELECTRIC POWER
FOR RAILROADS.

Robert Haywood Fernald, Professor
of Mechanical Engineering, Washing-
ton 'University, St. Louis, prophesies
that in ten years. electricity will
supersede steam in railroading. “He
gays in the Los Angeles Times:—'‘It
would-seem to some chimerical to
predict the doom, in the near [ut.oe,
of the steam locomotive, et one of
the officials of the New York Beniraj
Railroad has publicly stated that in
his opinion there will be no steem
locomotives operating on the New
York Central road in ten years. Al
ready the New York Central is ar-
ranging to substitute electric power
en its lines from New York City to
a point forty miles from the Grand
Central Station, * and extensive tests
in the use of the electric locomotive
are being made between Rochester and
Buffalo. The Pennsylvania is now
operating electric trains between At-
lantie City and Philadelphia with
much success, New York, New

Haven and Hartiord Railroad is |

operating its trains from: Stamford.
Conneeticut, to New York by electric
power.

“These rapid changes are leading to
one end—the centralization of power
development and distribution. They
point to the time, and at no vi'x.\u\h.t
day, when great eentral plants will
be located at the various mine cen-
ters and the electric power will be
transmitted and distributed 1o rail-
roads, industrial plants, cities and
the various institutions where eleetri-
cal energy is needed. The great rail-
roads will operate their trains by
elcetricity, and the passengers will be
freed from the annmoyance of smoke
and cinders; and the railroad locomo
tives and the railroad vards, which

are now the most unsightly places
our cities; will Fecome comparatively
clean and free from smoke: Further-
more, the introduction of 1-)|on[n;~1'
electric power will displace the scores
of smoke-belching chimnevs  and the
