AUDITOR'S REPORT
1907.

We, the undersigned, the auditors ap-
pointed by the Council of the town of
Bridgetown to aundit the accounts for
the year 1907, do hereby report as
follows.——

We have commenced with the assess-
ment roll of the town for the year
1907 and have carefully examined
the making up of the taxes and find
that the same are correctly made up.
We have checked the amounts charged
for taxes with the amounts credited,
and find same to be correct. We have
made a statement of the taxes for
the year remaining unpaid January
25th, 1908 upon which date we com-
pleted our audit and we have append-
ed this statement showing in detail
the name of the delinquent rate payer
and the amount of taxes or water
¢harges unpaid for the year 1907. It
is commendable that there was no ov-
erdraft in comnection with the ordin-
ary town account at the end of the
year and that the various sinking
funds had an aggregage of £955.00 de-
posited in them. The itemized state-
ment annexed shows how this sum was
distributed in the various loans. There
is uan overdraft on account of the wa-

. ter extension of £3,9 2 and in con.

nection with the sewer of f98.88  but
these belong to permanent loans and
are to he covered by an issue of de-
bentures already sanctioned by a pub-
lic /meeting of the rate payers and
the legislature. The sewer debentures
amounting to $5.500 were issued and
realized $5,375.16 an amount hardly
sufficient to cover the expenditure, but
this with the proceeds of the sale of
some surplus stock was suflicient to
cover the expenditure excepting the
ahove mentioned $98.88,
