Shortly after my resurnefrom Lishone, Iwas [ent for by.

New-found-land; e acquainted me with his defignes, and
after fome confevence touching the fame, he gane me a conney
ance vrder his hand and feale for the serme of my life, with
Sullpower to gouerne within his civenit vpon that Coaftywhere-
upon (being defirons to aduance that worke ) in Anno 1618
IHasled thithey in & Shippeof my ewne, which was victualled
by thar Gentleman, my [elfe, andfome otherss Wee likewife
then did fet forth another Ship, for afilhing Voyage,which ate
Jocarriedfome vidtuals for thofé people which had beene for-
merly fentio inkabite there : but this Ship was intercepted
an Englifh erring Captaine, (one Captain Whitney, whowent
Jorsh weth Sir Walier Rawleigh ) 4e 1ooke 1he <Mafter
of her, the Boatfwaine, and two other of ihe beft men, with
mnch of her viituals (thereft of the Company for feare vun-

Nowfecing it pleafed your Maiefly many yeres fince,to take
goodnosice of the [atd New-found-land, and granted a Pa.
tent for 4 Plantation there , wherein many Honourable and
worthy mens indenvurs,haue deferued good commendationsthe
which 1 defire to further with all my beft indenours : knowing
they haue been bindered therein by fome erring Subielts tha
haue arrined vpon that Coaft it being indifferent 1o me, whe-
ther there be anew foundation laid, or whether it bee buslded
onthas which bath already been begun 3o that the Plantation
goeforward : Te; Imay truly [ay,1has hitherto litile hath becn
performed toany purpofe, 4 fuch as therein were imployed,
worthyy the name of a Plantation, or anfwerable to the expelta.
tion and defert of the Vnderakers 3 as may be expected from
& thorow performance bereafier. And feeing that no man bath
yet publifhed any fit mosines or inducements , whereby to per-
[fvade men to aduenture,or plant there; Ibaue prefumedplainly
20 lay downe thefe following reafons, whereby o firther that
sworke [6 worthily intended, by preﬁrz'l'ini fitmeanes how a
Plantation might be [entled there; hoping thereby to flirre vp
many of your Maicfties good and religions Subiects, duely to
waigh the piety, honour and benefit that will arifé from fuch a
worke, confidering how your Masefties Kingdomes do abound
and ouerflow with people.

Oft dread Soueraigne,ltis to be feencby the
Cofmrdzraphers Maps, & well approued,thae
the New-found-land is an lland , bordering
XV vpon the Continent of America, from which
it is duided by Sea :fofarre diftant,as England is from The fiuation
the neereft part of France, and lieth betweene 46 and 53 e commrer.
degrees North latitude:Itis asfpacious as Ireland 8¢ lyes
neere the courfe that fhips viually hold in their returne
from the IWaft-Indies, and neere halfe the way betweene
Ireland and Virginia,
I thall not much neede to commend the wholefome
temperature of that Countrey, fecing the greateft past
thereof lieth aboue foure degrees neerer the South, then

any part of England doth. And it hath bin well approued
by fome of our Nlation,who haue lived there many yeres,
that in the winter feafon it is as pleafant a_nd'heait%({.ill,és The téperatul
England is. And although the cxample of one Summer of tbeayre.
be no certaine rule for other yecres; yet thus much. alfo
can I truely affirme, tha in the yeere 1615, of the many
thoufandsof Englifb, French, Portugals,and others, that
Cz were
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were then vpon that Coaft, ( amengft whom I failed o
and fro more then onchundred and s0.leagues)1 neither
faw nor heard in all that trauell, of any man or boy of ei-
ther of thefe Nations,that dyed there during the whole
voyage; neither was there fo much as any one of thé ficke.
The naturall Inhabitants of the Countrey, asthey are
but few in number; fo are they fomething rude & fanage
people; hauing neither knowledge of God,nor lining vn-
der any kinde of civillgouernement: In their habits, cu-
ftomsand maners, they refemble the Zndzans of the Con-
tinent, they livealtogether in the Northand Weft part
of the Country,which is feldome frequented by the Eng-
4ifb:But the French and Biféaines (who refort thither yere-
Yy for the Whale-fithing;and alfofor the Codfith)repore.
them to be an ingenious and tractable peopletbeing well
vied :) they-areready-to affif} them wich great labour and
patience, in the killing, cutting,and boyling of VWhales;
and making the Train-oyle,without expe@ation of other
reward, thenalittle bread, or fome fuch fmallhire..
Allalong the coaft of this Countrey,, there are many
fpacious and cxcellent Bayes,feme of them firetching in-
to the land, one towards another; more then twenty
leagues. On the Eaft fide of the land,are the Bayes of 777-
#ity and Conceptionywhich frerch themfelues towards the
South-weft ; Tor Bay, and (4pelin Bay, lying alfo on the
Eaft,ftretch toward the Weft: The Bayes of Zrepaffey, S.
Mary,Borrell,and Plasfance, on the South partof the land,
extend theirarmes toward the North : The great Bay of
S.peters,lying on the Southwefl fide of the land,and Eaft;
Southerly from the great Riuer of Canady, being about
ewenty leagues diftant, the fame firetcheth toward the
Eaft. And here I pray you note,that the bottomes of thefe
Bayes do meete, together within the compafic of afmall
circuit : by meanes whereof our men ‘pafling ouer land
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from Bay, to Bay, may with. much facility difcouer the
whole Countrey. .

From the Bay of S.Peter round about the Weft fide of
the land, till you come tothe grand Bay, which lyeth on.
the North-fide of the Countrey; and fo from thence, till

ou come round,back ta T7énity Bay, are abundance of
?arg'c and excellent Bayesswhich are lefle known becaufe
not frequéred by the Englifh,who feldom fifa to § North-

ward of 7 r#uity Bay. And it is to be obferued,that round: commedixs

about the Coaftand inthe Bayes,there are many fmall I- {Z"’;‘rbm

lands,(none of them further off then a league from the
land)both faire and fruitfull: neither doth any one part of
the world afford greater fore of good Harbors,morefree
from dangers,or more commodious,then are there built
by the admirable workemanthip of God; I will onely in-
ftance 3. or three of the chiefeft,for fome fpeciall reafons.

Trinity Harbor lyes neere in 49.degrees North.lati- Trinity Her
tude, being very comodioufly feated to receiue thipping affording di

and W\

in reafonable weather,both to anchor in, & from thence &4 commedi

to faile towards either the Eaft, Weft, or South : It hath e

three Armes or Riuers, long and large enough for many
hundred faile of Ships, tomoare faft at Anchorneere a
~mile from the Harbors mouth;clofe adioyning to the Ri-
-uers fide, and within the Harbor is much open land,well
ftored with grafle, Winter and Summer, to maintaine
flore of ordinary cateell, befides Hogges and Goats, and
it frandeth North,; moft of any Harbor in the land,where
our Nation pradifeth fithing; [t is neer vnto a great Bay
lying on the North-fide of it, called the Bay of Flawers ;

to which place no Ships repaire to fifh; partly in re-

gard of fundry Rocks & Ledgeslying euen with the wa-
ter,& full of dangersbut chietly (as I conieGure) becaufe
the Sanage people of that Country doc there inhabit:

The like ver-
tue it hath to cure a wound, orany fwelling, either b
wafhing the grieued places with fome of the herbes boy-
led, or by applying them fo thereunto (plaifter-wife)
whichT haue feeneby often experience. :

one began to fawne and play with the other, and fo went
together into theWoods,and continued with them,eue-
ry of thefe times nine or ten dayes, and did returne vato
vs without any hurt. Hereof I amno way fuperftitious:
yet it is fomething ftrange to mee, that the wilde beafls,
being followed by a fterne Maftiffe-dogge, thould grow
to familiarity with him, fecing their natures are repug-
nant;: furely much racher the people, by our difcreete and
gentle vlage, may bebrought to focicty, being already
naturally inclined thereunto. 4

But to returne to our purpofe,and to fpeake fomthing Plesiyefiand-
of the great plenty of Fowle in that Countrey, as well /%%«
Land-fowle, as Water-fowle ; the variety of both kinds
is infinit. The Land-fowle; ( befides great number of fmal
birds flying vp and downe,fome without name, that liue
by fcraping their food from the earth in the hardeft win-
ter that is) there are alfo Hawkes,great and fmall, Pareri.
ges,Thruth, and Thruflels abundance very fat, As alfo
Filladies,Nightingales and fuch like finall birds that fing
moft pleafantly. There are alfo birds that liue by prey,as
Rauens, Gripes, Crowes,&c. For Water-fowle, there is
cercainely o good, and as much variety, as in any part
of the world; as Geefe,Ducks,Pigeons, Gulls, Penguins,
and many other {orts. Thefe Penguins are asbigas Geefe,
and flye not, for they haue but a little fhort wing, and
they multiply fo infinitely,vpon a certaine flat lland,thac
men driue them from thencevponaboord, into their
boats, by hundreds at a time; as if God had made the in.
nocency of {o poorcacrcaturg to become fuchan ad.
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mirable infirument for the fuftentation of man. There
are alfo Godwits,Curlewes,and a certaine kinde of fowle
thatare called Oxen and: Kine, with fuch likes which
fowle doe not onely fteede thofe that trade thither great-
ly for foode, but alfo they are a great furthering to di-
uers Ships. voiages, becaufe the abundance of them is
fuch, thatthe Fifhermen doe bait their hookes with the
quarters of Seafowle on them: and therewith fome fhips
doeyeerely take a great part of their fithing voyages,
with fuch baite, before they can get others.

Inlike manner there is greatabundance of Trees.fit to
beimployed in other feruiceable vies: There areFirre
and Sprucetrees,found,good,and fit to maft Ships with-
all ; and as commodious for boords and buildings as the
Spruce and Firre trees of Norway’; and out of thefe came
abundance of Turpentine. No countrey can fhew Pine
and Birch trees,of fuch height and greatneffe as thofe are
there, and doubtlefI€}iffome ftore of your Maiefties Sub-
iects doe once fettle there to live, and would be induftri.
ousto fearch further, and more throughly into the
Countrey, thenas yet it hach been,there might be found
many other commodities of good worth. Amongft the

likewife the Beuers, Otters and fuch like, that feeke their

The Scalikewife all along that Coaft, doe plentifully
abound in other forts offith, as Whales, Spanifh Mac-
kerell, Dorrelpoles , Herring, Hogs, Porpofes, Seales,
and fuch like royall fith, &c. But the chiefe commodities
of New-found-landyet knowne,and which is growne tobe
afettled trade, and that which may be much bettered by
anorderly Plantation there, ( ifthe Traders thither will
take fome better courfe, then formerly they haue done,as
fhall bee declared ) is the Codfithing vpon that Coaft,
by which our Nation and many other Countries are en-
richt and greatly comforted.

And if I (hould here fetdownea valuation of that fifh,
which the French,Bifiaines, and Portugals ferch yeerely
from this Coaft of New-found.lund,and the Banke,which
liethwithin 2 5. leagues to the Eaft of that Countrey,
where the French vie to fith Winter and Summer,vfuaﬂy
making two voyages euery yere thither: { To whicly pla.

men are of opinion,that the people of France Spaine,por-
tngall and Itady, could notfo well lipe,-if the benefic of
thefithing vpon that Coaft, and your Maieftjes other
Dominions,were taken from them.

Inthe yeere 1615.when I wasat New-found.land with
the Commiffion before-mentioned, which was an oc-
cafion of mytaking the more particular obferuations of
that Countrey, there were then on that Coaft, of your
Maiefties fubieéts, aboue 2 50. faile of Ships great and’
{fmall. Theburthensand Tunnage of themall one with
another, fo neere as I could take notice, allowing euery
thip to be atleaft threefcore tunne (for asfome of them
eontained lefle,fo many of them held more)amounted to
more then 15000, tunnes:Now for euery threefcore tun
burthen, according to- the vfuall manning of thips in
thofe voyages, agrecing with the notel then tooke,
there are to be fet downe 20.men and boyes :by which
computation in 2503ile, there were no lefle then 5000,
peifons. Now enery one of thefe {hips,fo neereas I could
gheffe,had about 120000.fifh,and fiue tun of Traine oyle
one with another.So that the total of the fith in 250 faile

Theallowance of victuals to maintaine euery fixe men
onely to carricand recarry them outwards bound ang
homewards, is fixe hog(heads of beere,and 600, waigh
of bread, befides beefe and other prouifion ; which men.
when they fayle to and fro (as now they vfe ) doe little
good, or any feruice at all, but pefter the (hip in which
they are, wi theirbx_'cad,beerse., water, wood, vi&z&
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fith, chefts, 2nd diuers other trumperies, that cuery fuch
fize men do cumber the thip withall yeerely from thence;

which men,when the voyage is made,may be accounted

vineceffary perfons returning yerely from thenceas now
they vie to doe. o ,

But being left in the Countrey in- fuch manner,
as aforefaid, thofe parts of thefe (hips that leaue thofe
men there, that are {o peftcred now yeerely with fuch
vnprofitable things, may bee filled vp yecrely with

ood fith, and many beneficiall commodities, for the
good of thofe Aduentarers that wil fo fettle people there
to plant. : :

Thefe men thac may be fo fitly leftin the Countrey,
will notonly be free from the perils of the Sea, by not re-
turning yeerely,asnow they vfe to doe, but will liue
there very pleafantly sand(if they be induftrious people)
gaine twice as much in theabfence of the (hips that leaue
them there, more then twelue men thall bee able to be-
nefit their Mafters; that are kept vpon moft Farmes in
England in awhole yeere.

For certainely I haue there already often feene, and
knowne by experience, to my coft,that the defired Plan-
tation can neuer bee made beneficiall by fuch idle per-
fons,as I found there the yeere 1618. when I was there
with power, by vertue of a grant from the Patentees,
which people had remained therea whole yeere, before
I came neere, or knew any one of them; andinall which
‘time they had not applied themfelues to any commen-
dable thing ;no not fo much as to make themfelues an
houfe to lodge in, butlay fhamefully moft in tuch cold
and fimple roomes all the winter, asthe Fifliermen had
formerly buile for their neceflary occafions, the yeere.
beforethofe menarrived there,

Such perfons are not fit to aduance your Maiefties
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mot worthy intended worke there, bat rather much dif
grace and hinder thefame, -

Therefore fecing thofe people that were fo formerly
fentto plant in the South pare of the Countrey, tobee fo
vnfic for that feruice, as it 1s well knowne to many men,
1 grew out ofheart to behold fuch abufe to be vfed by
thofe that were fo fent.to plant,

Yet entring into confideration,how iniurious I fhould
be to God, and(as I did conceiue in myconfcience ) tre-
cherous to your Maiefly , and my Countrey, hauing
once as it were laid hold on the plough, I fhould take ic
offand looke backe ; I did then incourage my retiring
fpirits : nowwithftanding all my former wrongs then
futtained by Pirats and fuchidle perfons. And although
I found themthat were fo formerly fent to plant, fo vnfic
for that feruice ; I did not oncly confider of the ficteft
courfewhereby to aduance that worke, which was tor-
merly {o worthily intended ; but alio truely and plaire-
ly to write this Difcoucery, as now 1 haue,how commodi-
oufly & beneficially ic may be proceeded onjand fo thip-
ped fome of them to returne homeagaine, and gaue o<
thers leaye to deparrall, excepting fixe onely to whom I
gauc difections tor building an houfe, and imploying
themfelues, otherwile then formerly they had done,va-
sil they heard from the gentleman thar fent them thither:
“And fo they lued there pleafanclyall che next wiuter.

Now hauing faid open a2 comsmodsous and bencficiall
courlehow that Land may be peopled ; yet I fuppole ie
rmay be quefhioned, that if a fifth nan of fome thips,ore-
uery thip were o left in the Countrey, that it will rather
leffen the number of Mariners,that gnay be ready hereat
home to do your Maieity feru ce,then to increafe them:
and foby mifconceiuing therein, your Mareilics inten.
ded plantation may be hundred.

| Y Ta
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Towhich:L .anfivere,thatmioft thips which trade thi-
ther yeerely a fithing, doe cocmmonly carry in ‘them e«
uery fifch perfonthat was never at Sea before, or fuch as
haue but little vnderftandiug in their Compaffe, neither
knowledge of Sea-termes, or what to doe in a fhip,and
thofe men are yeerely hired by the Owners, and Vi&ual-
lersfoorth of thips in thofe voyages, and by the Mafter
of the fhip, and the better fort of men, for fmall wages,
who haue the benefitof their fhares; and they doe ferue
evenfofitly for fome purpofes in thofe New-lawd voyages
the firft yeere, as fome of thofe men doe that haie beene
thereoften : So that by carrying thither yeercly every
fifth man, fuchas were nener there before, there will bee
muchaboue 1000.Sea-men increafed cuery yeere by that
tradeyand they being left there the winter, will at times
kill Deereand other beafts,and alfo take ftore of fith to
be tranfported from thence,and Fowle for their prouifi-
on;and it will harden them well to the Sea, and at other
times. they may imploy themfelues beneficially in Hus-
bandry vpon theland, as fervants ought to doe. . So that
‘whereas there goesnow yeerely, as the trade is, fome-
times aboue two hundred &fifty Saile of your Maiefties
fubics fhips; with aboue fiue thoufand men. in them
andbeing yeerely carried thither thefifch perfon thatwas
neuerat Sea before, there will be by that courfe increafed
aboue fiue thoufand Sea-men in euvery fiue yeeres; and
whereas now there is erading thitheraboue two hundred
and fifty Saile of thips in diuers yeeres,there will be then
in lirtle time (God bléfling thaterade ). aboue foure hun.
dred Saile of your Maicfties fubieGs fhippes there
imployed yeerely , which may .bee an vnfpeakeable:
greater increafe of wealth,firength,and power vnto your.
Maieftieyand all your Maiefties other Kingdomes, than
AOW.IL 1S,

And
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And although it be well knowne, that the New:founat
Lind yeeldeth yeerely fuch great bleflings from God, by
the trade thither,as now itis;to maintaine Chriﬂians;ycc
many of our Englifh Nation , who in great fulneffc tafte
of them, doe there, as it were, moft vathankfully- tread
them vnder their feete s as may partly appeare by the fol-
lowing Difcourfe. For itis moft certaine that our Nati-
on, vpon their arriuall yeerely to that Countrey, doe cut
downe many of the beft trees they canfinde, to build
their ftages and roomes withall; for their then neceffary
occafions; hewing, rinding and diftroying many others,
itihat grow within a mile of the Sea, where they vie to

ﬂ1. B .

The rindes of thefe trees ferue to couer their Stages,
and neceffary roomes,with turfes on-them ; fo thar in
few yeeres, I feare, that moft of the good timber trees
neere the Sea-fide, where men vieto fith, will bee either
felled, fpoiled or burned : yet at -our peoples departure
from fuch Roomesand Stages, they will fuffer but lictle
thereof to ftand, whereby to: doe any man feruice the
yeere enfuing.

Thefe are fuch great abufes, whichare moft lamenta.
ble and fhamefull to be fuffered,and therefore great pitey
that it is not redrefled : for no Nation elfe doth the like;
neither do § Sauage people,after fuch timeas ourCoun- -
wrey-men come from thence, either hurt or burneany
thing of theirs that they leaucbehind themfo thas thofe
wrees,and that timber might bee conuerted to manyfer- -
viceable vfes, for the good of your Maiefty,and your
Highnefle Subie&s, if reformation thereof werehad.

Now I thinke good to make knowne partly what
abufes bee alfo offered to the Harbours and Rodes in
New-found land that are fo beautifull,and fo-excellenr,
ordayned by God,for fhips to ride fafe in-at anchor, as

Ea there.



there are niot better inany part of the world syet for all
this beauty of theirs,and the commodity that we receiue
bythem; thefediforders diuers men ot our Nation doe
there commit, viz. _

All fhips, for eueryvoyage they make there, take in
many - exceeding great fones, therewith to prefle theis
dryfith in their fhips; which worke being done, they
caft many of thefe ftones intc the Harbours where
they ride ac Anchor, which are to bee feene lying in
great heapes in fome places, within three fadome of
water, to the great indangering of (hippes and cables;
to the p:nll alfo both of mens liues, and their goods,
and likely in time to choake vp or fpoile many ex-

- cellent Harbours in that Countrey , if prouifion bee
not by your Maiefties high authority madeto the con-
grary. '

A?l’ thefe former abufes are confefled by diuers Mafters
of Englifh thips, in the briefe ot the prefentments, thae
follow in this booke,as may appeare, the which being .
made knowneto fubie@s that aduenture thither, T am
confident(in my opinion, that they (hould al moft hum-
bly defire your-Maiefty, that there may bee fomeberteg
gouernement eftablitbed there, than now it is:and that
fuch which plant there , may not abufe or hinder any
fuch which yeerely come thither a fithing, w hereby they
fhould haue any iutt caufe to complaine the one againft
the other,as sow they doe.

And becaufe my defire is, thae not onely Merchants,
ot fuch as live neere the Sea-fide, bue allo all uthers thae
fhall give their furtherance¢o this Plantation, either b
aduenturing their monies, or fending men thither (be-
caufe it is to bevndertaken by men a: good ability ) and
in fuch manner, as divers wealthy men - doe in othee
countreies,ioyning their purfcs to further any fuch good
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worke : I thinke it ficto fhew how fuch perfons may ad-
uenture to that Countrey, though they dwell farre from
the Sea-coaft; and others likewife that dwell neere, may
doe it with little crouble, but onely by a trufty feruant, ro
giue account yeerely of hisdisburfings, and likewife of
his receits ; which( Ttruft) will bee very beneficiall toall
fuch as will aduenture therein. Yet I {uppofe that fome,
who dwell farre from the Sea.coaft, may fay they are fo
farre off, that they fhould bee butlittle the beteer for a
Plantation to bee made in New-found-land,and fo may
hold ita needlefle thing for them to know how benefici-
all that Countrey hath long time beene to thefe your
Maiefties Kingdomes; andhow it may inlittle time bee
worth double to your Maiefties fubie@s, in refpet of
what now it is, cuen inthe onely trade of fithing,befides
the good that may come by other trades and commodi.
ties to be had from thence.

To fuch therefore that fhould fo obie@, that thofe
that live farre from the Sea, whether Gentlemen or o-
thers ; andare not experienced in affaires of this nature,
cannot fo conueniently aduenture thither ; I anfwere,
thatnone of your Maiefties: Subie@s dwell further then
z00. miles from the Sea.fide, which is no great journey;
By the fame reafon, that Commodities brought from
Forraine parts,and landed on your Maiefties Sea-coafls,
and Hauen-townes, are difperfed thorow all places of
your Maiefties Kingdomes, and fo venged ( our men li-
ving thus in any of thefe places)may with as little difficul-
1y aduenture to the New-found-land, and alfo into other
Countries;Foras we haue the exaple of divers,both Gen-
slemen and others of Italy Spaine,Germany , Sauoy the low
Countries,8 other places that come yerely,fome of them
more then 3co. miles to the City of Siwill , pur-
polely to faile from thence to the e/t Indses, and thefe

doe



doeyeerely returne rich; So it may be al{o well vnder-
ftood by the following Difcourfe,how commodioufly
there may be fent many people fromany part of your
Maiefties Kingdomes to be there imployed, that haue
but fmall meanes to liue; and bee very beneficiall to-
themfelues; and all thofe which fhall be {fo imployed
- there, ~
The firft thing therefore that I willaduife any fub-
ie¢t that is but littleacquainted with Sea-affaires, and
{ych as fhalbe willing to aduenture inthe defired Plan
tation, is, to acquaint himfelfe with anapproued vne
derftanding man in Sea-affaires,and alfo with a fecond;
and then with both their opinions and his owne iudge-
- ment,he may fet forward thersin,with greater hope of
the better {uccefle 3 for to my knowledge , diuers
worthy Gentlemen that haue aduentured tothe Seas;
partly through their own conceit, feeming to know
that which they did not, haue alfo oftentimes bin ani-
mated on by fome turbulent {pirits that haue outrun
themfelues, and fo brought meninfuch mindes, that
on the coaft of Guinmie there, they might gathervp
goldalong the Sea-fhore, wafhed vpwiththe Sea in
great abundance; and likewife if they would aduen-
tureto theWefl-Indies , there they fhould load their
fhips with Gold-oare , and draw itaboord their thips
-with Wheele-barrowes,& then fhare itby the pound g
“and fuch like proiects. '
Thus, by fuch meanes, diuers worthy Gentlemen
haue runne {o farre at Sea, in{fome fuch vnfit voyages,
byill dire&ions, that they hane quickly brought land
to water, and ‘neuer knew how to fhape a courfe to
recouer vnto their land againe’; God fend all thofe
that will henceforth aduenture to the Seas in any
foraine Plantationor otherwifc, good Pilots, and xitl:
w



will be the greater hope of good fuccefe to follow.

Now for thofe that will put their hands to the furthe-
ring of this Plantation, my opinion is, they are beft ei-
ther tobuy a Ship of 100.Tun,& a Pinnace of 40. Tun,or
neere {uch burthens,or elfe tohire the like Ship to ferur
for the paffing of people,victuals,and prouifions, in the
Spring of the yeere, fit for fuch a purpofe, and for the re-
trning of fuch fith,and other commodities from thence,
as thofe men fo fent and imployed, may procure with-
their labours y and thofe Shipsand men fo {ent, may bee
fo fitred and prouided with Salt, Nets, Hookes, Lines,
and fuch like prouifions, asthofe Ships and men are,
which yerely faile thither a fithing.

‘The beft courfe of the two, as I conceiue, is for any
fuch, tobuy a Ship and a Pinnace to ferue for that pur-
pofe,and then the Pinnace may bee fent thither before
.the bigger Ship, whereby to fettle and begin to fuch a
conuenient place for habitation,as God fhal direét them;
whither the greater thip may repaire:& they may imploy
themf{elues all the time that there is good to bedone
in fithing, in thac trade onely, and betweene the faile of
the Shoales of fi(h, the~ may build houfes, and prouide
other neceflary things in perfect readinefle to bee tranfs
ported into Spaine,Portugall, and other places beyond
the Seas, much cheaper then the Hollanders do,fecing
itisto be had there eafily with mans labour onely: And
therefore more commodioufly from thence for vs, from
thofe parts, then the Hollanders are able to ferue them,as
now they do, who buy fuch commodities with their mo-
aey in Spruce-land, Norway , and other places, and yet
thereby gaine much, and increafe a number of Shipping
and Mariners, and fet them a-worke continually in fuck
trade.

Now hauing {hewed how men may vndertake
G this
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this Plantation, by preuiding fhips for the fithing trade,
as is formerly exprefled; I fuppofe that fome worthy men,
that may be zealous and willing to further fo henoura-
ble,and beneficiall a worke, may be vawilling to trouble
-¢hemfelues with the fithing trade,and yet very willing to
gurther the faid Plantation, after fome other courfe that
may be lefle troublefome to them; whichthey may very
well performe in this manner ;
They may hire a (hip with men, and viualled to faile
from any part of your Maiefties Kingdomes, to the New-
found.land, to carry people, vi€tuals , beafts, and other
prouifions in fuch competentnumber, as may bee fit to
pafle in fuch a fhip, asany one fhallfo hire and hauing
landed fuch people and protiifions there to plant, the
faid fhip may there reloade fifh from the fithermen;(and
ifany will plant in that manner ) they are to bargaine for
their fith beere in England, with fuch as do fet forth fhips
in the fifhing trade, which fith maybee bought before-
hand of them,to be deliuered thereat eight fhillings the
hundred waight, or neere that price, and to pay for the
fame within 4o0. dayes, more or lefle, after fuch timses
heere in England,that there comes from thence the fighe
ofany Bils of Exchange,from thofe that receiue thefith
- chere in sthat mannergand the (hip fo hired, being there
loaden, may faile from thence vato Fraice,Portygall;,
Spsineg ot any other Portwithinthe firaights of Gibral-
227y Huppofe the fraight of euery Tunne of fith fo to bee
zranfported there, will bee neere foure pound the Tunne,
cwenty hundred waighe to the Tunne; which fraighe and
hirefor thefhip, menand .vicuals, in all that time, it
it may beagreed to beepaid there where thefifh is fold s
£-that for the hire of the fhip,men andviuals,there will
be no occafion to disburfe any money, before the fhippe
fafely arriue to either of §placesaforefaid,whete,by Gods
affiftance,
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affiftance, any one (hall {o intend to make failes; and
there the thip fo hired may be fet free; and then what
more foeuer the fith may yeeld, may beto difcharge the
buying of the fith in the New.foand-land, and what profic
may accrew ouer & aboue thefraight & hire of the (hip,
shen, and viGuals being difcharged, will redound to the
good of any man that will aduenture {o to plant, and hire
his (hip in thatmanner; and fuch courfe may any fuffici-
ent man take euery yeere to further the faid Plancation,
wherefoeuer hedwel in any of your Maiefties Kingdoms,
and fo haue one fhip to make three voyages there in a
yeere, that {hall but land people and prouifions for them,
and prefently reloade fuch Fifh, Mafts, Deale-beords,
Beames, Timber for buildings, and other commiodities,
fuch as thofe people which he had formerly fent, thould
haue prouided inreadinefle ; with which commodities,
if hee returne to Spaine ot Portugall, it will yeeld ready
money : and if he returne with ittothe City of Londos
and Port of Bréffoll,or any other place within your Maie-
fties Kingdomes, it will aifo not onely yeeld ready mo-
ny, but itwill bea meanes to imploy many the more of
vour Maiefties Subie@s and fhipping therein 3{o that
the Hollanders and other Nations fhould not bring fo
much of fuch commodities into your Maiefties King-
Zomesas they doe now yeerely, and carry away much
~ovae for the fame,as it may be well vnderftood.

And withall it is to be confidered, that whereas now
“nere are yeerely at New found-Lind of your Maiefkies
Subieérs (hips in thefithing trade, at leaft 150c0. Tunne
burchen of fhipping, as is aiready exprefled , and that
thefe (hips yeerely carry thither, neere halfe their lading
of falt,to faue their fith withall, which cannot bee lefle
then 7060.Tun, the which falr, whether itbee boughein

Spaine, Portugabl ox Franseat a cheap rate, it cannot coft
lefle
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Iefle then feuen thoufand pounds, which is but twenty
{hillings the Tunne, adding the fraight thereuntofor
bringing it from thofe parts, it cannot fland in lefie then
twenty fhillings 2 Tunne , which is feuen thoufand
pounds more ; fo that thefalt may ftand thofe that trade
thither,as the trade is now, yeerely, with the wafte and
tranifportation of it thither, much aboue fourteene thou-
fand pounds ; of which-fum, there is much aboue feuen
thoufand pounds yerely beftowed in other Countries,
‘which'I fhould gladly fhew fome fit meanes that it may
be henceforth faued and brought intoyour Maicfties
Kingdomesin Coyne;or fomeother good commodities.
"The which may bevery fitly, commodioufly,and bene-
ficially done, if thofe which. yeerely aduenture thither,
will fettle peaple thers in fuch order as aforcfaid, in cue-
ry Harborwhere they vfe to fifli, and prouide pannes in
euery fuch harbor to boyle falt to preferue their fith with-
all; the which may bee performed there very cheape 5 fo
in that mannerone panne will make twenty bufhels of
goodfalt in every foure and twenty houres for thae pur-
pofe ; onely with mans labour and the falt water; and
not as fome doe vfe, to make falt vpon falr ; and there it
will be vaderzaken to be made with the wood-fre(which
may be therchad with liztle labour )without Charcole or
“Seacoles ; and that faltfo made there , fhall not ftand
in foure pence the buthell,to thofe thae willproide to
make it thege in that manner: and now falt ftands thofe
that aduenture there, never leffe then ewenty pence a
bufhell,and fometimes three fhillings the buthell and -
boue. '
And it is well approued by all thofe that yeerely fifh
for Ling, Cod, and Herrings vpon all your Maiefties
Sea-coafts, that falt orderly boyled infuch manner, doth
snuch better preferue fith, and keepe it more delighufull



in tafte, and berter formansbody,then that fith which is
preferued with any otherkind of falc; AndIam well aft

- {ured, that fuch fi(h as is falted with the fineft white fale,
wil {el far better in Siusll 8 other places of Spaine and ita-
fy,where I haue beene often,then that which is preferued
withany other kind of muddy falt ; and thus by taking
afitcourfe for making thereof in New-found-land, it will
notonely faue a great deale of coyne yeerely in your Ma-
idfties Kingdomes,butalfo imploy & greatly inrich your
Maietties Subieéts thereby.

There is no queftion to bee made, but that thofe hips
which may bee fo procured to :carry people thither, will
yeerely returne from thence deepe loaden with goodfith
to diuers places beyond the Seas, and make good pro-
ficwith the imployments thereof, ( if fit prouifion bee
madeto take fith withall as it ought to be:for euery man,
the better he doth prouide himfelfe for that purpofe,thal
reape the greater benefit thereby at thefirft ) and notbee.
able to returne from thence, Deale-boordes, Mafts,
and fuch like, vntillfuch time as {hipping bee builded
much greater, and fitter for thatferuice then now they
are.

The trade t0 the New-found-land, being thus foliowed,
as it may well be,your Maiefties Subieéts may then haue

.there yeerely,aboue goodfaile of good fhips from all your
Maiefties other Kingdomes, which will bee alwaies in
readineffe 1o bee called home from thence , withous
imbarment of any Forraine Prince , vpon leffe then.
foursteene dayes warning , if the winde ferue , withx
aboue eight or ten thoufandof lufty, ftrong and feruice.
able Sea-mmen in them , vpon any occafion of feruice ,
when femeother (hips & Marinars thatare then abroad
in voyages tothe Eaff, or i+ Indies,and diers other
places, will not bee fo fpeedily called home § neither.

G3 when -
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when they.come ) fo lufticand firong, as thofe which vfe
tothe New-found-land are, if your Maicftie andKing--
domes haue atany time neuer fo great need of their fer-
uice.

Whichbeing confidered, muft needs be alfoa greae
terror to any forraine Prince thatfhall proffer to quarrell
with your Maieftie, when hee fhall confider thatyour
Maieﬂ?v may fo fpeedily befurnifhed with o many fer-
uiceable thips of your fubiets, and fo many Saylors,and
thatbut from that onely place of trading. /

So,againeit is to be confidered,that yeerely from the
New-found-land, as the trade is now, the Subie&s bring
from thence to the value. much aboue the fumme of
1350c0. pounds:what the benefit and imployment there-
of,and the imployments of fhipsand Mariners are there.
by, maybewell confidered ;. and that trade carrieth not
away any coyne out of the Land,asfome others doe; nei.
ther any other commodities : and therefore it may bee.
wel vnderftood what a greatbenefic thal arife to all your
Maiefties Kingdomes,if thetrade be:once orderly fettled
and increafed as aforefaid;and then your Maiefties Sub-
je&s (hips wilbe much biggerbuildedfor thattrade,and
better furnithed with good Ordnance, fit for any de-
fence; fo that then Ordnance will not be fo much fold in-
to other Countreyes ( as there hathbeene great abun.
dancein my time ) which Ordnance fofold (I feare) if
‘accafion {hould beeoffered, may thoot their bulless ae
our owne bofomes , as itisalready too much, both fele
and feene. o

Andwhereas my opinion is, that iz is beteer to buy
fhips fopthat erade, then to take. them to hire (as fome
doe ) which yeerely fend (hips thither; tolade either fith

‘ot Trayne oyle, and tranfport it into Framce, Spaine,and
other places; is becanfe that thofe which hire (hips for
that
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that purpofe, are bound by conditians vnder hand and
Seale,which we call Charter partics;wherein itisexpref:
fed, inhow many dayes the owners- of thefhips are to
make them ready, and how many dayes they muft ftay
there, to attend the Marchant,and fuch like conditions ;
And although the place where they ariue , bee ne.
uer fo much ouerlaid with the like coditions in the Char.
ter partie 3 though fuch Commodities,which they are to
relade ,bee there much dearer , then atfome other place
not farre from it ; which hath beene a greatloffe to many
Marchants ; yea, diuers cauils haue rifen thereby be-
tweene them that haue taken and letten Shippes in that
manner. ‘

Therefore I hold, that the buying of Ships to follow
that feruice, is the beft and profitableft courfe that may
be taken therein ; for then they may fend them to New-
found.land, or where they thinke good at all timesofthe
yecre,and to any place, or fo many places as may pleafe
God todire¢t them,to make their fales & imployments
and likewife to vent the fame,where they may be beft ad-
uifed.

Suchas willvndertake tofend people to thatland, as .. ...
aforefaid, I would alfo aduife tll:cmpto acquaint them- A fpecal i
{clues with a fit man tobee Mafter in each Ship, thaz
vnderftands the order of a fithing voyage to thar Couna

arey ; and hee will procure it Fither-men, to goe witk:

limfor that purpofe, and likewile acquaint them with

zuery particular thing that is fic for fuch a voyage.

And withal iz is to be obferued,that for eucry fuch fez-

buta little acquainted, or wonld vnderftand of the great
cold that is at times in CHwfConia,Sweidon, Norway,Spruce-
tand,Poland, Denmarke,and other Eafterne and Northern
parts of the World , where the people liue well and
grow rich; fuchill reporters of New.found-land , would
fpeakebetter of that Countrey , and akter their opinions,

- Now iffuch men,when they come from thence , thae
have but little experience of the cold in other Countries,
neither take due obferuation of the colde thag is fome-
time in England,would liften to men chat haue traded i
the fommer time to Greeneland for thekilling of Whales,
andmaking of that Traine oyle (which is a good trade
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found out)and confider well of theabundance of great I
lands of Ice, that thofe Ships and men are there troubled
withall at times, they would thereby be perfivaded- to
fpeakebut little of the cold in New.found-land:yet praifed
be Ged, feldome any of thofe Ships and men that trade.
to Greeneland,haue taken any hurt thereby. Wherefore I
defire to fatisfie any that fhall bee willing to fusther this-
Plantation,and cleare thofe reports and doubts that- are
feared by fome people of the cold there; and alfo to let
them know, that the Sauage people of the Countrey that
linein the North parts, endure icfo well, thac they liue
therenaked Winter and Summer.And alfo my felfe,that
-haue beene there often,and diuers others of our Nation,;
that haue traded there,endure the greateft colde we haue
met withall acany time, in our faces,neckes, and eares,as
well asany Gentlewoman in England doe the colde in
their naked bofomes , neckes and faces in the Winter
time, when they goefo vncouered ; and therefore I doe
conceiue,that it is but a little needlefle charienicenefle v-
fed by fome that trade there, that complaine anything
of the cold in that Countrey,by keeping themfelues too
warme : which colde (I fuppofe ) fome thathaue beene
there,may feele the more,if they haue binmuch accufto.
med to drink Tobacco,ftrong Ale,double Beere,or hane
» binaccuftomed to fitby a Tuerne fire, or touched with
theFrench difeafe ; fuch peraduenture may, when they
come to alittle cold,wherefoeuer they bee, fecle it the
cnore extremely then otherwife they would.
- Furthermore they maybealfo more fully fatisfied of
the cold in that Countrey by a Gentleman, one Mafter
Zohn Gry lare Maior of the city of Briftol, thatliued there
swo yerestogether,& diuersothers alfo of fort and quali-
ty,many yeres {o pleafantly & healthfull with their wines
and families,as iﬁhcy had lived in England.

Therefore itmay be well conceiued, as it hath bin ap-
proued by diuers men that haue actempted to feeke out
fomenew Difcm{:eries in thofe North parts of the world,
that there is alwaies abundance of great Ilands ofIce,
which the currentfesting very firongly from thence, b
reafon of fom Strai¢ paflage that the Sea hath from thofe
large Seas that licon the North-fide of Tartaria, and fets
towards th Coaftof New-found.land, withshefaid Cur-
gentand North winds; and doe there in little time ‘difc
folue, and thereby they make theayre and water fome-
thing the colder there.

and Rockes in diuers places of the Countric in great
thickneffe, and by reafon thereof the open land and
woods doe along time in the Summer containe a great

Therefore, in my opinion, which I fubmit to decper
Tudgements, if thofe vaneceflary buthes, and fuchvnfer.
wiceable woods were in fome places burned, fo asthe
fot beames of theSunne might pearce into the earthand
flones there, fo fpeedilyas it dothin fome other coun-
treys, that lie vnder the fame elevation of the Pole, it

to good works,which would haue fuch a Land clenfed to

and I fuppofe,forbeare to fay itis fuch arockie,and cold

I haue beene feuerall times in Nor-way, where the
Countrey is in moft places more rockie, and mountai-
mous then the New-fourd-land,and liesaboue fixe degrees
more to the North, and yet very beneficiall to the King
of Denmarke,where many of his Maiefties Subie@s liue
gich and pleafantly;but the New-found-land is much more
pleafant to liue in.

* Thaueoften feene the Coaft of Biskay and Portugatl all
along the Sca-coaft,how rocky,barren and mountainous
thefe countries bein moft places, although they lic in 2
pleafant and temperate. Climate; iffuch which fhould
difpraife the New-found.land had feene it,and wravelled in
thofe parts as L haue, they would-not onely like well,and

bein loue to further the defired Plantation, but alfo ad.

nire how the people in thofe other Countries doeliue by,
their good induftrie, and fecke out lictle places amongft
the Rocks,and in the fides of Hils and Mountaines, to fee
and fow their feedes for Rootes, Cabage, Onions, & fuch
like , wherby they receiue great comforts: for allalongft
thofe parts on the Sea-coaft;their beft meansof living is
by fithing,and other trades by fea. The like benefit may a]
fuch haue, that will plant at New-found.lend, and much
berter forfand, and in many othet things, asisalready

~ fufficientlv
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fufficiently touched. Likewife it is well knowne to all
thofe that haue travailed from thence allalong the Coaft
of Spaine, euen to Granads, how barren and rockie thofe
parts of Spaine are alfo in moft places;and yet the people
by their good induftry, plant many of their Vines and o-
ther fruits, on the fides of fome fteepe Hilsamongft the
Rocks, where men are faine in diuvers places, euento
creepeon theirhands and knees to prune thefaid Vines,
and gather the faid Grapes of them:, to make their
firong wines, and fweete Rayfins withall, which wee
fomuch delight to tafte. In thofe toothfome & delight-
full commodities, our marchants beffow much money,
which the New-found.bnd trade and Commodities had
from thence,will be able in little time, if it be peopled as
aforefaid,to {upply all your Maiefties Kingdoms withal,
with the fales of fuch commoditieshad from thence, to
be imployed therein,and fome other good commodities
alfo. Likewife from Granada to Carthagenay _4llegant, De.-
niajand from thence euen to the Citie of 7ulencia, which
isa large circuit, the moft partsallalong, as I haue tra-
uelied,are very barren,rockiec and mountainous; thatve-
vy few cattell,Sheepe, Goats,or any other beafts are able
to liue there ; and yet doe the people in thofe parts vie
great induftry,to plant their Vines and other fruits,wher-
loy they feeke out their beft meanes they haue to liue:and:

There are fome men, who arriuing there firft into.a
Harbour, doe rippe and pull downe Stages, that were
left ftanding for the fplicting and faleing of fith the yeere
beforesand other Stages fome men hauefet on fire:which
isa greathindrance to the voyages of fuch men,as are noe
there with the firft i the Harbour for that they muft then
fpend 20.daies time and more, for preparing new Sta-

There arealfo fome, who arrining firfbin Harbor take
away other mens Salt that they had lefe there the yeere
before, and alfo rippe and fpoile the Fats wherein they
mmake their Traine oyle, and fome teare downe Flakes,
wherecon men yeerely dry thgir\_ﬁﬁl, to the great hure
and hinderance of many other-thatcome after them.

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Theydidacknowledge, that fomemen take vp more
ome then they neede,or is fitiing to drie their fith on,

They alfo found,that divers of your Maiefties fubic&s
haue come to that Coaft in filhing voyages, in fhips not
appertaining to any of your Maicfties fubic@s, which
they conceived worthy of puni(hment;and reformation,
‘They did acknowledge,that fome menip, and takea-
way Timber 8 Rayles from Stages ; and other neceffary
rooiries,thatare fiftened withi nailes;Spike orTrey naile;
and fofiie men take away the Rindesand Turfe éhc’rw ith

~ Againftall thefe great abufts, and diuers others com:
mijttedn thefaid Newfonndland(which they-did fer down
in‘theirfeucrall prefentments, as by them it may at large
appéare;thiey didallcondefcend , & ordeffrom that ime
thencéforth, tharno fiibictt to yosirMaiefty thould com-
mitany morefuch abufes in that countrey : which may

as tne ftomakefor difgefture:fuch is now this my Invita-
tion, being as it wereafecond mefle to my former Dif-
courfe; notonlythereby to incourage the Honourable
and worthy Subiect to better their eftates : but alfo to
harten the induftrious, that haue butfmall meanes, and
liue in want, feldom filling their bellies with good food ,
or couering their bodies with good clothes. All whick
forefaid benefits , fcod, apparell, and other pleafures
aretobee had in New-found-land, either by aduenturing:
with your purfes, or by going thither in perfon,and thes-
‘ore I haue,for thebertes fatistying and animating of Ad-
séntuzers thither, and to eftablith: thofe good trades,
which may be yeerely made to thatCountrey, addec
2hefe following aduertifements,to fortificand fecond my
cormer difcourfe s which,praifed bee God,hath notonly
ceceiued good approbation from his-Maietie; but alic
from the Right Honorable Lords of the priuie.Councell;
and likewiic fo farre preuaiied with the cleerenefiz and
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folidity of fome of their Honours wifedomes,and iudge-
ments, as that they rely much on the naturall truth, and

a firkin of butter, halfe a hundred waight of cheefe, a
pecke of muftard-feede, a barrell of vineger, twelve
potind waight of candles,two pecks of oatemeale, halfe
ahogs-head of ugna vite,two copper kettles, one brafle
crocke, onefrying pan.a grinding ftone,and all the axes
hatchets, wood:hooks, augers, fawes, crowes of iron,_
{ledges, hammers,mattocks,pickaxes fhoouels, drawing
irons, fplitting kniues, haire-cloth,pynnaces fails,pynna-
ces ancor-ropes,a fayne, fome nets 5 and keepe all :the
eightfithing boats, and the iron works appertaining to
them, in perfeét readinefle there, fromyeere toyeere;
and many of theother fmall neceffaries, when the fith-
ing voyage is made, as pikes, nailes,and fuch like,which
may ferue o helpebuild houfes, cleanfe land, and. fuch
like feruices fitly -for the Inhabitants to labour withall
in the winter time,whiles the Ships are wanting from
them.

77 fiue thoufand filh for euery boate, though they are but
5ad fithermen s which may amountvatotwo hundred
choufand, fixefcore fithes to euery hundred:and diuers
‘hips being fo well prouided as aforefaid; and having
good fithermen,doe yeerely take there, aboue thirty fiue
thoufand, for euery boate :{o as they not onlyload their
thips, but alfo haue fold in fome yeeres great quantities,
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befides their loadings yeerely to Marchants, And
if fuch Ships which are fo ‘well mansed for that pur-
pofe,cannot make fale of fuch fifh as they take ouer and
aboue theirloading ; then they vfually giue ouer taking
‘of any more fith in diuers yeeres, when there is greata-
bundance cafily to be taken, becaufe there are notany
Marchants tobuy it, nor nofichoufes to lay vp the fame

tall leffe then ninety Englith pounds waight s andthe
price of fuch Fith there I hauve not knowne, tobe fold
for lefle ac-any time, then wwelue fhillings of currane
Englith payment for cuery Kentall; and commonly.a far
greater price ; and there {peedy fales are viually madeof

Neither {bould the Aduenturers bee any other way
charged for them,but only for fome fit quantity of Meale
Mault, Beefe,Porke Butter,Cheefe, 4914 vite, and fome
otherfit things to ferue them in winter, vntill the Ships
retumnc to them againe in the beginning of eucry Sum-
mer; and then theyare to beagaineas of the Ships com.-
w Iz’a which time of winter, theirlabours vpon theland,
inbuilding of houfes, fawing of boords, {quaring of tim-
ber,manuring ofland,and doing other feruices,may well
defray the faid charge,with good benefit ouer and aboue
thefame.

Maiefties good purpofe, fo-as an orderly and beneficiall
Plantation in New-found-land, is tobe at firft proceeded
on, and not by carriageofbeafts thither totillthe Land;
before fuch time as prouifions bec made for them to
{inein Winter, which will require fome time to it Med-
dowes at firftfor hay, and fit boufes for them.

A Ship of a hundred Tun burthen, being thus im-
ployed, mayalfo wellcarry in her the firft yeere for in-
ercafe, Hogs, Goates, and Poultry, which will not bee
chargeable, nor pefter much roome in the Ship, and:
they will proue and increafecxceeding well there, as is
already proued, andbeatno charge inkeeping of them-
shere : And after the firft yeere, the faid Ship fayling:
thither with a lefle number of people, prouifion being
made there in readineffe,{he may carry in her great ftore
of Beafts, and provifion for them.

Andfor the better proceeding i this Plantation, i¢
will bee goodfor fuch Aduenturers as fhall imploy a
Ship of 100. Tun,with 40. perfons, to hire two fmall
Barkes, neere the burthen of 30. Tun apiece by:the
moneth, tobee viGualled and manned by them, whidls
fhould ferue as in afithing voiage, with tenneperfonsin
each Barke,and they (hould hauein euery of them, all
prouifions fit to keep two Fifher-boates at Sea, either of
themall the Summer, and then thofe Barkes may
well carry fomebeafts for increafe ; and they fhould de-
part hencebefore the Ship.of a hundred Tun burthen..

And then taking that courfe, there may becfome fales
made before-hand ofa hundred thoufand of fith,or a
greater quantity to fome Merchants,to be delinered i
New.-found-land, and toreceive money for thefamehere
in London, vpon Bills of Exchange. All which, by Gods.
affiftance, may be well performed, and the bigger Ship
alfo well loaden, to faile from thence to fome good mar-
ket, to makefales ofthe fame, «

And then one of thofe Barkes may load all fuch traine
oyleas may bee gotten in the voyage, and returne with
the fame, where it may bee thought beft to make fale
thereof : Andthe other Barke may then load all fuch
greene fith as may be made, and returne home to Eng-
land, or elfewhere to difpofe.

Soitmaybeall well performed,and ftore of fith left
for the prouifion of thofe which are to ftay in the Coun-
trey to inhabit : and alfo for the Hogs and Water-fowle
to feed on in the Winter when there is caufe.

And whereas I haue formerly made butan effimate
whatnumber of fith forty perfons being there fo imploy-
ed, doe viually cake,andfo all others may doe the like,
and orderly make the famein the Summer time, when.
they hauefet failefrom England, in that voyage neere
the end of March; and returned home from thence necre
the twentieth day of September, fuch as hauve. in the
fame Summer,after they hauearriued there, felled and
broughtall their Timber,with great labor and paines out:
of the Woods,and fpent-aboue twenty dayes about the
fame, and in building of their Stages, and other large
neceffary toomes, to fplit, faltand dry theirfith on, and
alfo inbuildingandzepairing their fithing Boages,which
hath beenemore labour and paines-to them in doing
thereof, thenall the taking and making of foch a greae
quantity of fith as aforefaid,hath beene vatofuch a num-
ber of menas aforefaid, fo that it may be wellconceined,
what an vnfpeakable chgrge, labor, and time is now yere-
lyfoill fpent by diforderly.courfes therein, which may
bee well faued yeerely;and imployed.to much better pu-
pofe-in that Countrey, iforder be taken o, as thofe Sea-
ges andfithing Boates may be there from yeere to yeere
faly preferued ; and chereby will benoe onely a-greater
benefit yerely mote gotten ther now there is,vnto allhis
Maicftics Kingdomes, but alfo many great perils at.Sea,
a.



in failing thitherwards bound in fuch vafeaionable times
ofthe yeere,and in fuch defperate mannerasfome men

And whereas I hauebefore giuenbutan eftimare whate
fuch a quantity of fifh fo taken may yeeld, beinga pare
thereof difpofe ' away at New-found-land,and the greater
quantity thereof tranfported from thence vato Ziaifeiles,
and there fold as aforefaid : [t may, as I fuppofe, dif-hat-
ten fome men from aduenturing to furcher the {aid Plan-
tation in that kinde ; becaufe it is well knowne, that ia
returning from New fonna-land, vnto Marfeiles, or toany
other places within the Straites of Gibraltar, to make
Sales and imployments of fuch filh,that the courfe by fea
in failing thither and returning from thence; is fome-
thing loig; and the perils that may happen in that courfe
by Pyrats,and the Turkifh Rouers, are very dangerous :
Therefore I haue prefumed more at large, to adde vato
my former Difcourfe this further incouragementand in-
firuéion, to thofe which may bee willing to aducnture
with any ofthe aforefaid Vndertakers : '

That ifany fuch Aduenturers will returne from chence
with their Fifh into Spaine, or Portugall, the dangers
of the feaare much leffe,and the courle much fhoreer,
then they are infailing to Mar(éiles, and the priceof fuch
G(h is commuonly fold thereat a very good price,and bet-
ter returnes are tobe had from Spaine, and Portugall;
then from Marféilesinfomeyeeres:

And whofoeuer (hould returne from New-found-Land
with their Fifh vato any Port of the Coaft of Biskay ,
which is very neere vnto vs, they (hall moft commonly
finde a greater price for it there, then fometimes tbg)fe

doe that Gilcwith it viato Marfeiles, Spaine,or Portugall:
forin fome yeres a hundred Englith waight of fuch fithis
{fold there for aboue 8o. Royals of plate which is 0. {kil-
lings.And whofociierfo aduenturing,fhall returne from
New-found-land withhis Fifh vatoany of thefe Cities in
France jasnamely,Naunce,Burdeaux, Rochell, Koane,
ot to-diuers other places within that Kingdome,which is
enen- heere at aur owne homes: Thatkind of Fifh is in
all the parts of France info great requeft,and yeerely fels
there at fo greata price,and fo good payment for it, as it
is fold either in carfeiles,Spaine,Portugal,or the Coaft
of Biskay ; and very good implpyments are there to bee
made, which willyecld good profit, being brought into
England,Scotland orIreland. . '

Hauing thus plainely expreffed with what facility and -
profit the New-found-land Plantation may beorderly pro-
ceeded on, I haue thought good alfo to relatehow fuch
Aduenturers, to that Countrey,may yeerely make much
greater benefitof trade, in returning from thence, then I
haueas yet written, or thacany manwhich I haue heard
of,hath as yet put in pra@ice,or fpake of Jeaing it to thofe
that will make triall thereof; as their owne iudgements
fhalladuize them.

To which Banke may our Nation, fuch as willaduen.
ture therein,doe great good in fithing to faile from New.
fonnd-land in the lacter partof the fummer,when the Fith
begins todraw from that Coaft, as commonly it doth
when the Winter comeson; [ meane, fuch (hipping as
are to be imployed by whomfoeuer may vndertake to
plantthere,ard likewife any other Ships that faile thither
afifhing,as nowtheyvie to doe, who hauing difpofed a-
way fuch fith and traine oyle as they take there in the Sii-
mer time vnto merchants,as viually every yere fomefuch
asaduenture thitherhaue done,they may then(faltbeing
made there,as it may be fitly and cheaply)take in therof a
fit quantity,and frefh-water, wood  frefh fowles, & other
victual,& likewife a fufficient quantity of Herrings, Mac-
kerel.Capeling;& Lawnce,to bait their hooks withal,for
taking of fi(h on the faid bank;becaufe fuch bait theFréch
haue not,thatfaile purpofely tofiththere,but are coftrai-
ned o bait their hookes with a part of the fame Codfifh
which they take there,wherewith they loade their Ships.
The which fith fo yeerely taken there,is much larger,
thicker and fweetér ; then the famekind offithes are,thac
aretaken on the Coaft of New-found.land,or thofe parts
- neere thereunto. Whereby-it maybee well vaderftood
2o be much more neceffary and beneficial, for fisch as wil
{aile there to fith, to carry fuch kind of bait as aforefaid
with them,to pucenthe hooks;&then they fhal the more
Ipeedily load their fhips thé the Frenchmen may poffibly
do,who haue there no fuch bait tofithwithal,neither any
Eonten bt
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other frefh viQuall of fleth kinde, wood, or frefh-water
to drefle their meat withall,but onely fuch as they carry
with them from France.
Whereby itmay bee well conceiued, that the fithing
which the Frenchmen haue there on tlie fame Banke, is a
very profitable tradevnto them ; feeing they not onely
faile thither of purpofe tofith in the harcefl time of win-
ter, which is aboue 65 0. leagues diftance from the nee-
reft partof France;& in all which time do line vpon the-
Sea in a cold place, with but little wood, wherewith to
make fometimes a good fire to drefle their meate,and to
fitby to warme themfelues. All which hardneffe of lining:
{o there, in that manner, the gaine which they make by
the faid fithing trade, doth make them greatly to delighe.
‘therein ; whereby it may be well vnderftood, tobeeafar
better trade for fuch as fith the Summer time at New-
found-land,and will prouide for that purpofe ; they may
there reloade their Shipsagaine with good fith,in twer-
ty dayes and lefle,comming thither fo wel prouided as-a-
forefaid : and fo they may then merrilyat times fit by 2
good fire,when they haue laboured hard all day 5 where-
by they willbe thebetter able to take more fith there in
aday, thenfo many Frenchmen fhall be able to take in
ewo dayes, and with a greater pleafure therein, A« d thus
may any performe the faid voyage homeward bound, in
fir order, & be azno charge about trimming of any fhip,
which thall ferue infuch a voiage, but onely as isvfed e
uery yeere for the New-fonnd.-land voyage onely | 2nd
with a very fmall addition of Bread & Beere tobe allow.
ed more thereunto. '
Neither neede the Maflers-and Sailers of any Ships
that will vadertake the faid voyage, prepare themfelues
withany other apparel or neceflary prouifics, then they
yeercly vie to doefor the New-found-landvoyage onely.
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Which voyage,fo to be performed from thenee tothe
faid Banke, I am of opinion, diucrs men will gladly va-
dertake, when thofe Plantations, now lately intended to
bein thatcountrey, areorderly feteled ; which ‘Is Jike
to proue very profitable, to any that will prepare them.
felues for that purpofe,feeing it wil be vnto fuch as a dou-
ble voyage of bencfit,and all vnder one charge,

And whofoeuer willfo imploy Ships, they may faile
with their loading fo gotten there, vato France, Portu-
gall,or Spaine, where thatkindeof fith doth vfually felf
atagreat price; and returne loaden from thence ( by
Godsaffi tance ) yecrely againft Chriftmas, with fome .
Oyle,Wine, Fruit,and fome doyals of Plate, or French
Crownes, and fo make foure voyagesin three quarters of
ayeere,andall vnder one fetting forth from England ,
Scotland or Ireland.And then,fuch as fhall be fo imploy-
ed in that voyage, may afterwards fpend the time at their
homes merrily, vatill it be towards Aprill in euery yeere,
which is timely enough to fet forth againe in the faid
voyages. And if any Ship fo imployed, doe returne from
thence direétly home to England, that'kinde of Fifh
will fell fo well here, and is fo good as any powdred
Codde which is taken in the North Seas, or vpon the -

not thatmy refolution isany wayto infinuate with the -
capacity, either of the higheft, or meaner fort of people, .
thereby to inuite them to the fetting forth of this greac
& happy enterprize further then the tolidity of the truth,
and well grounded probabilities fhall dire& and leade
them, butracher to informe their iudgements.of the na-
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turall ftate, condition benefies, and trades to that Coun-
trey, which promifethfo many hopes ; and thofe hopes
fo much affurance ofa moft flourithing & fuccesful iffue,
that indeede, to vie but few words for all, we need much
defire to know fuch a Sifterland as the New-found.land is,
and toloue itaswe fhould. -

Rut asthe fmalleft terreftriall a&ion cannot voffibly
profper, without Gods divine affiftance, to perfeé and
finithit: fo this great worke, 1o pious and noble of i
felfe,as tending to the propagation of fo many Chriftian
foules te God, will(by his cternall prouidence and great
‘Mercy )beboth furthered and blefled in the attempt ;-

efervationand eftablithing thereof.
- ‘Asfor my felfe,who outof mine owne experience,and
<the integrity of my thoughts, am-confident,that the end
wil crown the beginning of this moft hopeful Plantation,
I thall euerlikea true-heated Englithman,andhis Maie-
fties humble and faithfull Subie&, religioufly defire -and
wifh to fee itin afaire forwardnefle 8 good proceeding:
yethowfoeuer,as vertue is fubie@ and incident to be crof-
fed,and maligned by the followers of vice ; and that wee
fometimes fec many excellent and noble proieés ftrang-
led or madeabortiue in their births : Euen fo this great
sworke may (perhaps ) be either blafted by fome nipping
whirlewinds ac home, or decay and die, through fome
farall & difaftrous misforeune, in the mifcarrying or vn-
skilfulnefle of fuch as may feeke,and fo bee imployed in
the managing and conducting thereof, as many worthy
attemps haue beene,by taking fuch vnfic2gents and pro-
ceedings, which is ameft fpeciali thing to be carelully
locked vnto. A

And if i¢ (hould fo happen by any fuch miflcading
gherein(w hich God defend ) ineither of thofe worthy Vi

dertakers good purpofes,or whomfoeuer,hauing already
' e



or fhallbee at any time thereunto well affe@ed; let the
fault then, gentle Reader, be imputed-where itoughtto
be, and not vato any illnefle of the Climate, which hath
beene fo well proued tobe fo healthfull asany other part
of theworld, neither to the Countrey', which is  well
knowne to be fo fruitfull,as hath been before related: nei-
thervnto thofe peaceable Scas there, which are very fel-
dometempeftuous with any boifterous ftormes, and do
fo plentifully abound with fuch great variety of feuerall
{ores of fith,and multitude of Sea-fowles as hath bin like-
wife exprefled; Neither let me, gentle Reader, that haue
thus frecly thrown.my felfe with my mite into the treafu-
ry of my Countries good, be mif-cenfured for any thing
which I haue written in this Difcourfe,which hath beene
foworthily and well approued.

Now my defire is , for the anoiding of any fuch mif-
feadings therein,and for the better proceedings & good
fucceffe thereof s that thofe people which are to bee im-
ployed thither, at firft fhould bediligent people,and in-
duftrious tolabour,and fubie to be direfted by fuch ac
well vnderftand, how to imploy euery feuerall perfor.
shere atall times,not only in thefithing trade when thac
cime ferues; which indeede isthe onely inftrument and
finewe(as I conceaue) that s beft like at the firft to-giue
comfort,and hold life vntofo great and worthy a worke;
znd therefore requifite to be followed, in {uch maneras it
may giue comforevnte ail fuch as (hall be willing o
sduencure therein 3 for as there is 2 {peciali care taken e-
very where in time of harueft, to be indutrious and care.
fullas well toreape & gather the fheaues fiomthe fielde
inco fome places of fafety in the fummer time, as there is
so till theLand,and fow the feede in the Wincer fea-
fom;So is there alfo afpeciall regard to be had,that a pro-
nident courfe betaken with all fuch, whichaje to be

' imployed
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imployedtothat countrey, that they fhould bee ei-
ther skilfull or induftrious to do fuch things as fhall be
fiting when time ferues, and tobe direéted by thofe
that are well experienced therein ; & thenvndoubted-
ly it will giue great comfort vnto all fuch as are or fhall
bee pleafed to bee vndertakers thereof, becaufethatin .
Summer timeé, when thofe great thoales of the Cod-
fith draw to that coaft to {pawne, and take their fills on
multitudes of fmaller fithes, whiich they follow there,
clofeto the clitfes and fands ; commonly abone thirty
“dayes together, before they hale offfrom the fhore a-
gaine, and infuch manner, there come three feuerall
Shoales of the Cod-fifhes inthe Summer time : The
-one ofthem followes on the Herrings : the other fol-
‘lowes the Capling,which is a fith like the Smelt : And
the third followesthe Squid, which is fomething like
the Cuddell.
~ - Andattholetimes there viually goe many boates
fortha fithing from that coaft, onely with but three
‘men in each boat; And thofethree being fit Fithermen,
will daily take at thofe times aboue 1200. of thofc
-Cod-fithes, fixe {core to the hundred, & euery of thofe
-fithes with the Oyle which comes of them, being va-
‘Jued but at a penny for euery fuch fith, which is a
.cheape rate,it willamount to be worth fixe pound ftar-
ling, being fplitted, falted, and dryed, as thé fame
ought to be ; wherein thereis good induftry, experi-
‘ence, and much iudgement to be vied; otherwife, fuch
fith cannot be takenand fitly preferued, as it ought to
bee, whereby to defray the charge, and bring profic
withall to the Aduenturers,as Imuch defire-that all
fuch may haue ; fo thatit may bee well vnderftood, it

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thillings worth of fith day by day; for I haue often feene
there, that thofe who haue bin meft induftrious in ta-
king and well handling of fuch fifh, haue certainely been
moft willing, fitteft and readieft to build,and doe any o-
ther good feruice there,at fuch times whileft the fith faiks;
when fome others that are voskilfull in the one, will
ftand idlely, and talke with their hands in their Gloues-
or Pockets,and doebutlittle to any purpofe in the other;
like vato thofe that come on the Stage to a& their part
ina Comedy, but performe itnot in any refpe& fuffici-
ently; fo that they are not onely fcoffed and hift at by the
beholders,but alfo thofe which are at the charge,and
chiefe A &ors thereof , receiue fome difgrace and wrong
therby:euen fo I haue often known there fome proper me
of perfon, whichhaue not bin wel acquainted with thofe
affaires,yet hauchad fome other good parts in them,and
would fpeake well when they haue come from thence,
yet neucr did they performe any thing there worthy of
great commendations,

Thus, gentle Reader, I haue endeuoured with much
trauaile, expence,and loffe of time,to make it plainely ap-
pearc , that it willbee honourableand benefciall vnto
allthofe thatfhall be willing to helpe aduancethe faid
Plantation ; although I expe@ to receiue but fmall bene-
ficthereby to my felfe in acquainting you herewith,or for
mi’great e,:;fwncc »&loffc of time herein;yet howfoeuer
itbee,I fhall eyer giue God the praife,if all others which
fhall bewilling to aducnture therein , may make profic
thereby,and I?ha.ll,amoug many great Jofes,and difcon-
tents whichI hayehad, [ truft in God beare this good ¢6-
tent to my graue, that Thaue cuer bipa truc loping Sub-
ic& to my Prince and Countrey;and in the {ollicication
by this my difcourle,8 atherwile, I bauc dealt truly with
his Majgity,car yandxgr_iggdy with all thol which
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thall be willing toaffift the faid Plantation.
Now ifany which fhall not bee willing, or it may be,
notable to performe a-pare, for the perfecting of this
great and- moft hopefull worke,fhould diflike that T haue
thus laid open a gapfor all his Maiefties Subie&ts into
thofe grounds, which fome men do feeme to challenge
and appropriate,as it were,vnto themfelues, o as if the
would not haue. all others of his Maiefties Subies
made acquainted with the trade 8benefir,which is thigte
like to be gotten, they may'therein(asIconceiue in cha-
rity)be compared to befomething like vnto Efops dog,
which could eate no Hay,neither would he fuffer thehiun-
gty Aflzto feede thereon. Yet my hope is, that fuch may
well vnderftand by what I haue written , that my true
defire is,to {hew vato any ofthem,thiat by the faid Plan-
tation and trading to that Countrey, being fo well fol-
lowed, asit may orderly bee, thar all his Maieftics
Kingdomes, which now are beholding vito other coun-
eries for fome neceffary commodities,might riot only be
furniflied with the like fromthence, bt alfo intaking of
fuchfi(h;as thofe Seas do yecid at an eafier race then now
we vfe to haue them : whereby we may wellferue France;
Spaine;Portugall;lraly,and othiet places, much cheaper-
with that{ort of fifh; then any of dicfe other nations (hal
be able tofetch the famefrom thence,and therby.ro haue’
andretaine all thetrade of that country, vnto his Maie-
fties Subie&ts hands only:& that wheras there fail is fome
yeres to that country abouc 2 50.{aile of Ships from Eng-
land only,with aboue s000. Englifhmen inthé,by whofe
Iabors there is yerely gotté into this Kingdom,aboue ilie
fam of 13 5000.li.and alfo thereby many families feton
worke and relieued:then it may be well vaderftood,whiae.
agreat benefit and firength it willbe, when there fhall

ble Subiedts in them, which will be able to gaine, with ¥
helpe of fuch numbers of other men, women & children,
as may yerely be {o commodioufly carried thither in few
yeeres,when the Subiects are made acquainted with fuch
an orderly courfe,as may be taken for the aduancement of
thefaid Plantation,wherby there may be thus yerely got-
ten not only much wealth,but alfo great firength againft
fuch time,as any Prince {huld break league with his Ma-

Thus,Godbleffing the faid Tradeand Plantation, it
willbe, notonely a great augmentation to his Maieftic
inhis reuenues and cuftomes,but alfo a general good vn-
to al his Highneffe Kingdoms,&Subieéts,both in inrich-
ing of Aduenturers in particular,8alfo in firengthening
the wallof defence, which God hath fet about our natiue

‘Raddithas big as mine arme : Lettice, Cale or Cabbedge, Tus-
sieps, Carrets, and all- the refk is_of like goodneffe, Wee haue 2
Medow..of about threg Acres 3 it Aourithed lately with mony
cockes of good hay, and now.it is made vp fora Winter feeding.
Wehopeto be well fitted with many Acres of Medow againf
ancther yeere : of Paftureland,wee haue slready to ferue atleaft
three hundred heads of Cattell : and to allthis, ific pleafe God,a
good quantity offeed-ground {hall befitted, and fuch buildings.

fland;; That touching this: Countrey, the Summer timehaere- s
{o faire,. fo warme, and of fogood atemperature, that tiprodu~
ceth many hearbs and plants very wholefome, medicinsble and
delectable,many fruit trees of fundry kinds, many forts of Bérries:
wholefome t0 cate,and inmeafure moft abundant;in fo much as.
many forts of birds and beaffs are relicued with them in- time of
Winter, and whereof with furcher- experience I trud to finde
fome for the turne of Dyers, - '

Our high leucls of land are adorned with Woods, both faire
and feemely to behold and greene all Winter.Within Land there
are Plaines innumerable, many of them containing many thou-
fand Acres, very pleafant to fee to;and wel furnithied with Ponds;
Brooks, Riuers,very plentifull of fundry forts of fifh,befides ftore
of Deere,and other beafls that yecld both foode & furre. Touchs
ing the foyle,1 finde it inmany places,of goodnefle farbeyond my
expectation : the earth as good ascan be : the graffe both fatand
vactious ; and if there were flore of Cattell tofeede itvp, and
with good ordering, it would become a moft fledfaft nourith-
ment,whereof the large breed of Catell to our Northerne planta-
tion,haue lately giuen proofes {ufficient, though fince, they haue
bin moft thamefully. defiroyed. The ayzehere. is very healthfull,
the water both cleere and wholfome, & the Winter fhort 8&¢tole-
rable,continuing only in lanuary February,and part of Marchsthe
day in Wincer longer then in England; the nights beth ilent and
comfortable, producing nothing that can be faid- either horrid
orhideous. Neither was.it fo cold here the 1at Winter as in Eng=
Jand the yeere before. I.remember but three feuerall dayes of
hard weather indeed, and they not extreme neicher ; for. I haue
inowne grater frofts,and farre greacer fnowes in our own Coun-
srey.Acthe Briffow Plantation,there is as goodly Ryenow grow-
ing, as can bein any part of England : they -are alfo well furni-
{hed with Swine, and 2 large breed of Goates, fairer byfar, -then
ghofe that were fenc ouer at thefisf. The flones,kernels and feeds
snatStoning brought me, were put into the ground prefently after
nis arriuall,the which are already of a precty growth, though late
$tsfor they came to my hiands but vpon the 1 7:0f May. The vines
that came from Plimmouth,doe profpes very well ; nay, itis to be

affusred, thiat sy thing that growes in ' Enpland, will grow and
profper very’ well heerey Whereby ic plainely appeares vnto
:flonour -, ‘what manner of Countrey the fame is,
Therefore: it may.pleale you to giue credic vnto no ‘man
that thallfeeme to vrge the contrary. And formy part, feeing
that by the prouidenceof God,and your Honours meere favour
towards me, this imployment is falne to my lot T eruf} ehat neikier
Gods grece inme, nor theexperience that I haue gained by the
trauels of my youth, will fuffer me to wrong your Honour, Farre
be it from mee to goeabout ¢o betray you and my Countrey, as
others haue don thathaue bia imployedin thelike cruft. I truft
alfo, thacwhac I haue vadertaken ¢ither by word or-writing will
bee found the Charalers of a true and zealous minde, wholy de-
uoted voro your Honours feruice, the good of my poore diftref-
fed Countreimen, andtothe aduancement of Gods glosy, |
Tt may pleafe your Honour to vaderftand, that our Salemaker
hath pertormed his part-wich a greatdealeof fufficiency, by whom
Thaue fent your Honour a barrellof the beft Selt ¢hat'euer my
eyes beheld, whe with betterfertling doth vndertake to better
this, which hee hath made already. I thall humbly 2l (o defire you
eo remember my laft yeeres {uit, that our delicate Harbours and
Woods tay not be aktogesher deftroyed. For theretidue bin rin-
dedzhisiere not fo few asgoo00.trees, & they heaue outbiliaft
into the Harbors, though I looke on.It may likewife pleale your
Honour togiac expreficorder; -Firfl, that fuch asbe fent hither
hereafter, may bee fuch men as fhali bee thoughe fit, arid may
be fuchmen a5 fhalbe of good firength:wheiof we fRand innecd
of fize Mafoas,foure Carpenters,two or three-good Quarry e,
aSlator of two, a Lyme-burner, and Lymeftonés,2 good quan-
cityofhard Laths, 2 couple of firong misids, that { befidesocher
worke)canboth brew and bake, and to furnifh vs with wheeles,
hempe,andflaxe, and a cohuenient number of Weft- counrey jo-
borers tofitthe ground for the Plough. )

A compleate Magazine
ofall things will beneceffary, with victuals,linnen, woollen for
apparell & bedding, with better coucrlets, thooes of wet leacher,
Inith fockins,coorfe knie-hofe,coorfe tickes,good flocksin cask,
and in ftead of cloth,coorfe mingled kerfies,and no canuafe fuits,
nor any ready made: But otherwife it may pleafe your Honour to
fend Taylors,fuch as will helpe to gard the place, and doe other
things. The like of other Trades-men, and all to be furnithed out
ofthe Magazine, vpon account. I went to Formofe and Remomze,
vpon the fourth of this moneth, to buy fale for your Honour a-
gainft thenext yeere,becaufeitis fodeare in England, and that
which is now bought for the next yeeres fithing, amounts to the
number of 186.hogs-heads. It may pleafe your Honor, that ano-
ther Iron mill,and two Bridewell mils may befent hither, & then
our bread- corne may befent vnground ¢ and if at any cime it
fhould happen to take wet, it may be dryed againe, We want a
doozen ofleather buckets, a Glazier,fome glew, rats-bane, two
fowling peeces of fixe foote in the barrell, and one of feuen foote,
with-amould to caft thotof feuersllfizesforfowling, ‘
Thelaft yeere I thewed your Honour of much courtefie recei-
ued from fuadry Maflers : many this yeere haue donethelike,
though fome likes not our ficurifhing beginning and profpericy.
Howfoeuer, Thaue proceeded with a great deale of care and re-
fpeét vnto your Honours commandements, to vie themwith all
humanity. I hope you will be pleafed tofend vsthe Plough nexe
yeere, and Guanes; for the time requires it.

ing ous health, there is not any man smongft our company,
that hath beene ficke fcarcely one day fince he came, but hath bin
able to follow his worke. The Climate differs bue little from
England, and Imy {clfe felcleffe cold heere this Winter, then I
did in Englandthe Wanter before, by much, Theayre is fiveeret s
for I neuer {melt any euill fauour in the Countrey,nor faw any ve-
nemous creature. Gods bleflings vpon this Land are manifold s
Asfor Wood and Water,it paffeth Englama: the one moft fweete
in growing and burning, the other moft pleafanteo tafte, and
good to drinke, Forin the Whitfon-holydaies (I taking with me
Mafler Sroming)did coaft fome ten milesinto the Coun try, Weft-
ward from our Plantation,to make fome dsfcouery of the country
and co kill 2 Deere; and being fome 5. miles into the Land,where
welodged that night , we found much Champion ground , and
good leuels,of one,two, threc or foure hundred Acres together,
and at the foote of each Mountaine and fmall hill, we 2lwaies met
with afaire frefh Ruwer, or afweete brooke of running wa-
ter, whereof we freely dranke,and it did quench my thirft as
well as any Beere,and much refrefht vs both,and neuer offended
our ftomackes at all, Wee trauclled three dayes, butfound no
Deere faue their footings; which came 1o pafleby meanes of a
great fire thathad burnedthe Woods, a little before, ten miles
compafle.It began betweene Formowfe and Agsafore : it burned
aweeke,and thea was quenched by a great raine,
. Tknownot who,or what he was that gaue fire toit,but I thinke:
hee wasaferuant hired by thedeuillto doe that wicked deede,
who(1 do not doubt)will pay him for his worke In the night, the
Woolues being neer,did fomething affright vs with their how-
lings, but did not hurt vs:for wehad dogs,fireand fword to wel-
come them. As for Beares,although there be many, they beare vs
-no ill will, T thinke, for L haueeatenmy part of two orthree, and
takéno hure by them.Foxes are here many,and as fubtil as a Fox,
yet wee coozenedmany of them oftheirrich’coates, which our
worthy Gouernour keepes carefully,as alfo of Cattagenas and
Oxters, whofe couerings we preferue as fitting prefents for grea-
zer perfons, The Fowlesand Birds of the Land are Partriges,

killed many. Asforthe plenty of Codfith.ic is weil knowne vato
ou. Salmons,Eeles,Mackarell, Heriings, Lance, Caplin, Dog.
fith, Hollibuts, Floukes, Lobtters, Crabs and Muskels: All,end
more then all thefe ase here in grearplenty.very good and fweete
meate. The wild fruic and Berries, are fmal Peares,Cherries,Nuts,
Resberries,Strawbersies, Barberries, Dew-berries,Hurdeberries
with others, allgood to cate. Many faire Flowers Lhaus feene
heere, which I cannot name, although I hadlearned Gerrards
Herbalby heare.But wilde Rotes are bere both red and damaske,
asfragrancangdfaireasin England. Allour Corne and feeds haue
prolperedwell,and are already growne aimoft to perfeét matuzi-
ty. Whatthalllfay ? To fay chat I know not, I dare not. Thus-
much Tknow,as an cye-witnefle, & much more good the Coune
trey doth promife tofhewme : the which, when i fee you,my
heatt fhal command my tongue to certifie you: Our Gouernours
Letters (1 doube not) will bring you newes atlarge : I wrote bue
this in hafie, to fatisfie my felfe, and (hew my duty, defising yous
zolooke thorow it, as thorow a profpc Qice glafle, whesein you
may difcernea farre off, what I haue feene azere hand, andfee
that your poore well-wifhing friend is 2live, and in good health
st Fervyland,whoin the loweft ftep of duty takes his leaue, with
prayers for your preferuation,and will cues semaine,
