WOODSTOOK.

To Eotror oy Tus WHRKLMAK :

Thinking it may be of loterest to your
readers In this section, Isend you a fow
notes of what our bicycle boys havoe been
doing thir season, Our Clvb is now a very
strong oue, nutnboering aborut fifty active
members: a couple of months ago in con.
nection with the Iacrosse and baso ball clubs,
wo formed an Amateur Athletio Association
for tho encoumgoment of purely amateur
gports, and in convection therowith bhave
rented for a term of years the northern por-
tion of the driving park, and bave bnilt &
quarter mile bicycle track on it. The snape
of the latter is semi-circular, at the ends and
tho sides straight—it is twelve feet wide
with the exception of the starting place
which is twenty feet—the foundation
consists of cinders, over which we
have put a covering of asphalt, msking
without doubt one of the best tracks in tho
Province. Tho cost of laying same was
about $1,000. 1nside of tho asphalt track
the ground is well laid out for base ball and
lacrosse matches—there is alsoa largo grand
stand capable of holding several hundreds
of people—band stand—dressing tent, &c.

On the 26th of May we celebrated the
Queen’s Birthday by opening our pow
grounds, with a programme ot bicycle and
other athletic sports. The attendance was
large, about 7000 people being ou the grounds
and the best of order prevailing. The fol-

lamb, s0 rode right on to Ingersoll—three
miles through pouring rain. Though very
wet, wo were in excellent spirits, and after
drying our clothes around the kitchen stove
atthe Daly House and having dinnerand a
stroll around town, we pushed. through to
Woodstock, ten miles distant, over an ex-
cellent road, the rids occupying very little
over an hour. Messrs, Hay, Karn, aud othor
members of the Woodsteck Club made
things pleasant for us while in Woodstock, .
where wo swppcd until Monday at noon,
participating in the street parade which pre.
ceded thelr races, and arrived home to tako
part in the London parade in the afternoon.
