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Aot, the samo shall be void as againet
th o assignment, but not as against por-
sons claiming in any othicr way. Assign-
ments to the Sheriff or other assignes,
for tho purposo of ratable and propor-
tional payment of oroditors, as woll as all
bona fide eales, paymonts, convoyanoes,
oto., made in the ordinary course of trade
aro protocted by tho Act. Bo are pay-
menta of monoy to oreditors, if an assign-
mont doea not tako placo within & month
of the samo. It isa valid assignmont
acoording to this Act if eouched in such
terms a8 “all my personal’ proporty
« which may bo soized and sold under
* exeoution, and all my real ostato, oredits
« and effects,” and al! cuch then, whethor
vostod or oontingent, becomes vested in
tho assigneo, excopt snoh as is exempt by
law from soizuro or sale under execution,
subjoot, howover, as regards lands, to the
previsions of the registry law as to the
rogistration of tho assignment.

An assignmont under this Act is to
tako preccdenoco of all judgments and of
all oxcoutions not complotely eoxcsuted
by paymeat.

The twelfth sootion provides for the
publication of notice of tho assignment
in the Ontario Gazetts, nnd in at loast
one newspaper having s general oircula-
tion in tho county where the properlv is
situsated, also for tho registration of snch
assignment, while the penalty provided
for omission in each case is $25 forevery
day intervening between the date on
which such publioation or registration
ghould have taken place, and the daia on
which it actually did take place.

Tko seventeenth section provides that
at any meeling of creditora tho oreditors
may vote in person, or by proxy anthoriz-
od in writing; and section 18 gives the
following scalo for calenlating the votes
of croditors:—Every eclaim of or over
$100 not oxcecding $200, one vote;
ovory claim of or over $200 not exeeed-
ing $600, two voles ; every claim of $500
not excoeding $1,000, threo votos ; every
additional $1,000 or frastion thoreof, ono
vots. This section further provides that
overy creditor in his proof of claim shall
state whother ho holds any seourity for
his claim or any part thereof; and if
such secarity is on the estato of the
debtos, or on the estate of & third party,
for whom the debtor is only secondarily
liable, he shall put & spscifiod value
theroupon. Thesszignee msy then, with
the anthority of the areditors, either con-
sent to the right of the debtor to rank for

tho olaim aftor deduoting such valuation,
or he may roquire from the creditor an
assignmont of the soourity at an advanco
of ten por cent. upon the spdoified value,
which is to be paid out of tho cstate so
soon as tho assignoe shall havoe realized
tho aoourity. Iu such & case as this
the differenco betwoon the value at which
the seourity is retained, and the amount
of tho gross olaim of tho oreditor, shall
bo tho amount for whioh he shall rank
and vote in respect of the estate.

Scotion 20 provides that the law of

sot-off sall apply! to all claimé tmnde

against tho insolvent estate, as also in all
suits instituted by the assignoo for debts
dno the assignor, in the same manner as
if the assignee wers plaintiff or defondant,
oxcopt in so far as avy olaim for sot-off is
affected by the provisions of this or any
other Aot respecting frands or fraudalent
rreferences.

THE USES8 AND METHODS OF WOR-K-
ING GOLD AND SILVER AND
THEIR ALLOYS.

"Abstract of a Paper read at the London (Eng.)
Horological lastitute on Wednesday,
March 18, 1885.)

The well-known alloys of copper and
silvor for gold, and the copper alloy for
silver, aro so familiar to us, that I shall
dwell more upon au alloy not generally
used in the Ligh standards of gold, but
frequently employed in low atandards,
viz., zine.

Gold of a very low standard alloyed
with zine, when polished, presents the
appearanco of gold of ® much higher
standard. A ourious fact presented itself
to me & shorttimo ago, whilst operating
upon a portion of a gold Geneva watsh. .
case, To all appearancoe it was goid of '
about twelve carat, worth something like |
40s. per ounce. Welted with nitrio acid, l
the usual green was not noticesble ; after °
tho acid was wiped away, I found spots !
of an unusually deep red color. ’

was not my provivce to valuo gold, but
to ropair tho osso, I prococded Lo nuneal,
proparatory to soldoring. The flamo of
gas no soouor touched the motal than an
oxplosion occurred, splitting nud shatter-
ing my portiou of watch-caso to piccos.
Whon 1t was cobl, I dippad & picoco in o
woak solution of vitriol; it thon presented
its true oharaoter, vis., an alloy of silver,
small portion of coppor, gino, and gold,
and roported by an assay to bo gold of
six carat, worth %1s. per ounco. I may
add, this gold or zinc alloy, aftor being
annoaled, hns bevome as brittlo as thin
sheot glass. This caused me to inquire
what offect 18 produced by tho addition of
zino to an slloy of gold or silver. 1
thorofore propared aud mcted o similar
alloy, whicl proved to be malleable, but
not so malleable as gold alloyed with
silver and copper, and deaidedly harder
than gold coutaining the two lattor alloys.
Anncaling has the desired effect of softon.
ing tho metal. In prooess of iatiing,
nnd whon polished, it prosented a good
color, aud 1 was ourious to know Low
loug, or under what circumstances, the
elewmonts in the zino would prodnce these
wischievous xesults. I was satisfied that
a galvanio or cleotric action would have
to Bo produced, I had flatfed a_pjece of
this gold and zino alloy oxcecdingly
thin, which, when abpnealed, showed no
signs of eracking upon being bent. For
the presont I was not satisfied, and
haviog out the sheet of metal into small
picoes, I laid them aside. Some fow
days aftor, taking a piece in my band
without any positivo motive, I placed it
in wy mouth, and after a second or so,
between my teeth I noticed & cracking
sound, I was now persuaded that the
gases or acids of the mouth were pro-
ducing the galvanic action I was seeking,
and taking another piece I breathed
heavily and repeatedly uponit. In about
half an hour the piece so breathed upon
beoamo as brittle as my portion of watch-
case, and thoroughly useless for any me-
chanioal purpose, This acoidental and
imperfect experiment demonstrated the

faot that sine is both a dangerous aund
mischievous alloy ; as articles of gold
jewelry so alloyed must, upon coming in
contact with oxygen, lose most of their
physicel properties by galcanism and
oxidation. Tho knowledge of this may
deter operators upon low standard gold
from using rino as an alloy, of which the
most that can be said is that it produces
s good color and is apt to deosive the

uninitinted of its truo standard. Brags,
an olloy whivh I kgow is used in the
ridioulously low standard sold as gold,
producos similar rosulta to .ant of zine,

Hollot, a writer upon metallurgy,
states that gold highly alloyed with zine
bocomos wholly volatilo whon heated,
Puro gold hns a very fooblo affinity for
oxygen, hut is an oxoellent condugtor of
heat aud eleotrioity, and with somo pre.
semption 1 sy gold is an cloment capabls
of being placed and roplaced. I bLave
not beun fortunato onough to flud auy
motallurgist whose writings would bear
mo out, but most have gome 8o near as
to hesitate in their decision. Napier, a
motnllurgist whoso writiugs I often tnm
to with profit and interest, givos his exper.
ience, that molting 80 1bs. weight of pure
gold, he found o loss of 43 grains, which
ho eventuilly collected from the vapor
escaped in the proocess of melting. The
sawee writer, in & paper read beforo the
Chomioal Society, shows that gold alloyed
with silver or any other metal, when
melted or cupelled togotler, becomes ex.
coedingly volatile,but more so if the metal
omployed be lead ; and Makius etil
further corroboratos this fact by experi.
ments he made, and doposits obtamed
from a flue attached to a mufflo furnace.
Therofore, althongh wo may say gold
and silver are indcstruotible by heat, yet
they do escapo us in what I may call
metallic vapors. The strong acids ew.
ployed in the wet process of liquefying
gold and silver volatilize these wetals;
therefore o may say the air wo breatho
in Clerkenwell is, to some extent, charged
with prenious metallic vapors.

Now a word upon assaying. Assays
aro generally made with reference to stan-
dard, as so much better or worse. In
endeavoring to show how assays are
made, tho process may appear very
simple, and may be so if you keep your
ocaloulations correct,. and use a proper
balanos or scales. Should au assayer be
presens, I hope he will take it that | am
giving but an outline of how assaya may
be made. The experiment I mado io
assaying was under the most unfavorable
oircumstances, but sho results were
sufficient to encourage me in the hopo
that with more adapied appliances I may
succeed in making a faithfal report. The
wetal I operated upon was obisined from
the scdiment of the water we call in the
trade * wagh - hands.” Upon bemng re
duced, it appeared to me oxceedingly
base. I therefors melted and rewmelted it

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with salt alono as flux, until I had
dostroyed much of tho paso metal. I
then out off a emall picco as carcfally as
1 oould, woighod it, adding fino silvor of
tho samo woight, and six times tho woight
in jond. Iinolted the wholo togothor in
a bone-ash pot. In this way allthe im-
puritios woro got rid of by tho lead
carrying it into tho porous parts of the
pot, loaving a oloar bright boad of metal.
Taking the cupel or pot from tho furnace,
and allowing the boad to cool, I found 1
had an alloy of pure gold and eilver,
whioh I again weighed, and caloulated
the loss of base motals, Tho bead I
now flattened and ennealed, so that I
ocould bend the strip into coronot shape.
Then, with strong nitric acid, I separated
the silver as chloride of silver. My coro-
pet now presented o porous sieve-like
appesrance. I carefully poured off my
chloride and preserved the same, 80 asto
oxtract the silver at a more convenient
timo. My soronet or porous sieve-like
fine gold I washed and shrunk by uuneal-
ing. The fine gold weighed and calou-
lated by tho weight of the piece oporated
upon gave as tha result so much fine
gold in a given weight. An independent
assay master reporiing upon the same bar
of metal gave as his report, 10 oz, 16 dwt,
& grs. to the Ib. troy, against mine of 10
oz. 17 dwt. 4 grs. to the lb, troy. The
very slight difference I attributed to my
imperfeot weighing, There are other
means of making sssays, but not having
practical exporience in the process, I
will not attempt to describe them.

Tho silver assay 1 made much more
easily ; but the same spplies to silver as
to gold, viz., careful weighing. Aocn.
ratoly weigh the piece of silver to be re-
ported upon, add as much lead as the
appoaranco of the gnality of the metal
justifies. If tolerably good, eight ar ten
times the weight will be sufficient; if very
base, considerably increase the weight of
lead, melt the silver and lead together in
a porous cupel, as we did the gold, in a
furnace at high temperature. Inr ashort
time the lead would have carried with it
all the impurities into the porous parts
of the pot, leaviog a bright boad of fine
silver, which, boing weighed and caloa-
Inted by the loss in tho first weighing,
gives as tho result so much fine silver in
thepound troy. A parting asaay requires
greater care, although mnde in muol the
samo way as gold. I will give it in the
words of Makins, late Assayer to the
Bank of England :—

“In addition to tho operations of
assaying for tho amount of silver or gold
ns already dotailed, thero aro casos where
it is roquired to ostimnto silver contained
in gold, and also gold in silver, such are
called ¢ parting assays.’ Tho latter, viz,,
that of silver contained in gold, is effected
by simply dissolving the metal in diluto
nitrio acid, and colleoting the gold pow-
deor loft ; this is then to bo washed with
boiling distilled water, and annealed to
brightness, when it will be in a state for
weighing.

*The valuing of silver in gold is some-
what moro complex. A doublo gold assay
is mnde in the usual way, and at the same
time an assay pound of the metal is
oapelled with no silver added. Thus the
copper and oxidizable raetals are re.
moved, and the button left will be com-
posed of the gold and silver of the
spocimen only. The difference of weight
of this above the parted assay will of
ocourse be dao to silver.”

The annual waste of the precions meisals
is snormous. In the first place, wo have
somothing like 80,000,000 silver coins in

circulation. If we take the loss on each

at 1-100th part of a grain, we got a loss
01641 oz. of silver overy year from our

English ooinage alone. 8till keeping
Finy estimute at tho IWI00Lh part of 8 grall
for tho whole of Europe, we get a logs of
9,846 oz, Taking four times that amount
for the whole of the known world, we got
8 positive loss of 80, 884 os. from the cir-

oulation of silver coinage alone,

Photography, an art which is, perhaps,
the groeatest destroyer of silver, we will
consider next, Taking sll the eities and
towns in England together, wo have an
average of about 150 photographers in
ench. Bupposing each o consume (a
vary low cstimato indeed) 10 oz., we get
an annual loss of 450, 000 oz. in England
alone, Considering the magnificent
works of art we receive from the conti-
nent and Americs, we multiply the
amount five times for America and other
countries of the world, and got a loss in
photography of 2,260,000 oz. yearly.
From the most reliable shipping returns,
we leurn that there is an average loss of
about 2,000 vossels every year. These
vessels carry gold and silver in some
form or other, either in coin, watoh-cases,
jewelry, or plate, so we may reckon the
average Joss with each veasel at 80 os.,
making a total of 9,000 oz. lost in the
waters of the deep. The losses by fire
aro considerable; the wear from watch-

cages and articles of daily uee, tho onor.
mous loss in the manufacturer's work
shop, and othor minor losscs, wo should
ot over-estimate at 200,000 oz. through
out the world.

From tho undorestimated sources |
havo named we have an annual loss of
silver amounting to 2,640,884 oz. Cop.
sidoring the value of gold, tho loss of
this metal is proportionately greater.

Gold is used in a groater numbor of
trades than silver, and in most of them
little or none is ever recoverod. Taking
our gold coinage in :iroulation to be
abount 70,000,000 picces of coin, estima.
ting tho yeorly loss by abrasion to be
1.10th part of a grain for sovereigns, and
1.20th part of a grain for half-soveroigns,
wo got an annual loss from ocoinage in
England of 12,868 oz. ; and to bo on the
aafo side, I will only take five times ag
much for the rest of the known world, and
that will show the loss from gold coic.
age to be 64,840 oz,

The oconsumption of gold in the
potterios and glass factories is enormonus,
Wa will take 860,000 oz. as the loss from
potteries and glass, 8,600 oz. as the amount
used in photography, and 400,000 lost in
gilding. The loss from watoh-cases,
ohains, and jowelry, and loss in tho work-
shop and other minor causes, we must
give at another 400,000 oz. From these
figures we get an sunual loss of gold
amounting to no less than 1,167,840 or.

RINGS AND THEIR HISTORY.

Capricious as are the freaks of fashion
in dress and personal ornaments, it Las
been able to work little change in the
babit of wearing rings since the world
firat took & fanoy to them. The waterial
and workmanship alter with the advance
of art, but the ring itself, from its regular
beauty apart from all superstitious. sent
imental, or mystical assooiations, must
ever be a cherished ornament. Rings
have always been the favourites of princes
and ladies. The history and poetry of
finger rings ere laid up in numerous
learned treatises, whioh fow people would
dream of perusing. Enduring as the
rings ave, their antiquity xeaches far
beyond the oldest we can see in the
museums. The earliest mention of their
use ocoours in the Book of (Fenesis some
1727 yoars », c., but itis guite possible
that even tho mythical prehistoric man
wore & ring. We afterward hear in the
sacred records of Phsraoh's ring, and
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that used by Darius at Babylon; and
Herodotus tolls ua that the Babylonians
used to woar rings. Thoy woro originally
intended striotly fon uso ns sigunt rings,
nnd not as ornamonts, and their uso as
such soon spread from the Last into
Europo. In tho Homeric poems thore
nro no tranccs of tho ocustom of woaring
rings, and the earlist rings used in Greeco,
nbout Solou's time, wore signet rings, for
usoouly They soon becanio fashionable
n8 orhateonts, howovoer, with precious
stonos sot and ongraved 1o thom, dandies
crowding their fingers with them up to
the naile. Tho Lacedamonians always
woro tron rings. Somo among the Ger-
man tnibes, in the timoe of Tacitus, wore
rings of that metal until they hLad siain
an cnemy in war.  As for tho Romans,
tho best authurities assert that they ro-
ceived the fashion of ring-wearing from
the (irecks, but it probably filtered simul-
tansously through to both nations from
tho Polasginns, who in vory olden times
gettled on tho coast of the Mediterranean
and kept np friendly iutercourse with
tho Orientals. The Roman rings wero
always of iron and always strictly for use,
but increasing luxury ocorrupted tlie
primitive faghion  Still, such men as
Marius and guch families as held * high

tonod ™ principlos, never gavo up tho iron
ring Tho Roman fast young mon made
an improvement in the Greck profusion
by introducing light rings for summer
wear and heavier ones for winter. From
tho rings of the Roman knights and the
officer who hind the care of the smperor’s
state signet in later daya, the history of
rings comes down to our time without
any other very notoworthy remark. Rings
pley an important part in many Oriental
legends, especially Solomon's ring, whioh,
among other marvels, sealed up the re.
fraotory Jins in jars and cnst them into
the Red Sea. A Lydian hero, Gyges,
possessed a famous ring which rendered
himn iuvisiblo whenever its stone was
turned inwurd. As Plato tells of the
marvelous manner in which he acquired
it we could almost fancy he had heard
the story told by some Eastern story-
teller, so exactly is it like an Arabian
night's entertainment. It is remarkable
showing the universality of legends whish
often are the fairy tales of rising geners-
tions, that this very same story comes up
again in the Welsh romance of ** Morte
d'Arthur.” One who is eaid to have a
ring which possessed this 7irtue when so
handled, aud which with Guondolen's

ohiess-board, was rcokonoc among the
thirteen wonders in Britain. Anather
: famous Greek story tolls of tho ring of
Polycratos. e was warned in the timo
of his grentost prospority by a pious king
of ligypt to sacrifiee whatover article he
most valuedin ordor to propitiato Nemosis.
Manning a boat, therefore, ho rowed out
to tho opon soa and flung into the depths
his ring, which wns of gold with an
omernld gom, tho sotting of tho renowned
Thoodorus. Thisbeing very dear to him,
ho grieved muoh over his lose Five or
six dnys after, however, a “no fish was

brought to tum, and inside this the royal
cooks found tho ring much to their
mastor's delight. The chronioler naively
adds that ** his Bgyptian friend, secing
it was lmpossible to tescue auother from
destiny,” broke off their alliancoon hoar-
ing of this picco of good fortune. It is
curious tirab the story also had au earlier
parontage. Legend thero accounts for
Solomon losing his wisdom by conuect-
ing it with the possession of a marvelous
ring. This ko one day, in a fit of fond-
noss, intrusted to one of his wives, who
flung it into the Kodar, and thereby for
a long time rendered tho king reckluss
and foolish. Luckily it was found inside
a fish, and un being rostored to the king
his wisdom aleo returned to him, "

I need not speak of the numberless
rings of antiquity which possessed magi-
~al, mousical, or medicinal virtues in the
estimation of the oredulous; can we not
even now purchase galvanic rings? Nor
need I toll how uuiversally the ring Las
been adopted for the symbols of espousals,
betokening eternity in its figure and the
surpassing excellonce of true lovo in its
material, and low, being worn on the
fourth finger, it thereby (so the ancients
bohoved) pressod o vein that ran straight
to the hsart, It may bo noted in passing
from this that much curious learning
attaches itself to the different fingers on
whioch rings are worn. Originally, says
that arrant gossip, Pliny, rings were worn
on the fourth finger, then on the-second,
afterward cn the last., Our ancestors
who “ran wild in the woods” seem to
have preferred the fourth finger. The
Monkisk verse Miles, ¢ Mercator, Stultus,
Marites, Amator,” assigns them, counting
from the thumb, to the soldier, the mer-
chant, the fool, the husband, the Jover.
When it is romembered how Hannibal
carriod enough poison in a ring to kill him-
self when tired of life, no one need sup-

fume or a watch are modorn discoveries,
Ero now thiere has been a ring which Lield
a familiar token insido of it. Numecrous
ourious rings, or rings whioh once be.
longad to colobrated people, ars to bo
found in most musouws. I shall oply
mention one or two interosting specimens,
St. Louis is said to havo bad o ring of

WHO SHALL MAINTAIN TECHNIOAL
8OHCOLS ?

Technical instruction, with a view to
facthtating and iwmproving industrisl
methods, thereby maintaining that cop-
eriority in manufactures which alone
commands the world's markets, continues
to grow in favour in Dritein as well
as on the Continent. But with this
characteristic diffierence, that while the
latter are largely and in some instances
exclusively under the patronage of the
State, tho former are left to private or
associated enterpriso. Thus far the ex-
pesitnent under both systems has worked
out satisfactory results; but as the vo'-
untary systca has to contend with serions
odds, to compatition with the paternal
governments of the Continent, the ques-
tion of how to maintain and increase the
cfticiency of this system of instruction is
cngaging tho attention of thoughtful
minds to an oxteot rarely known before,
While it is true that the Government is
not a contributor to their support, it is to
be observed that Parliament is by no
meens indifferent to their success; in

. - I
ovidence of which we may rofor to a;

Royal Commission on Technical Instrue-
tion, which was recontly suthorised to
wmake an inquiry into tho subject in ‘l'
its bearings, and to whose recently sub:

mitted report ws have heretofore aliuded. ,
Tho roport presecats evidence of a con-i
olusive character as to the efforts which
are being made by other nations to fit
themselves to compete with Britain in
every branch of :industrial activity.
Governments are vieing with municipal
anthorities and pnvate individuals in
establishing and endowing iustitutions of
the most varied oharacter; all of which,
however, has the same end 1o view, viz.,
that of fitting their populaticns to mee!
the constantly inoreasing demands made
upon them by the growing necessities of
the timo. Technioal instruction, it is
admitted, could not teach a trade; it
conld not supersede workshop experience;
but while valuing that experience, the
Commission do not shut their eyes to the
faot that it often resulted in mere me-
ohanical rontine kncwledge. What was
wanted was not mere experience, but
intelligent experieuce, and that could
only, or at any rate could best, be gained
by systematic training in the scientific
and artistio principles which underlie
every industry. To insure that training
the discipline and opportunity afforded
Lty a sohool were ussentisl. Continental
nations were oertainly doing more of this
kind of systematio training of their indus-
trial workers of all classes than England
had bitherto been in the Labit of doing.
The success which bad attended these
efforts was shown not only in the existence
of gigantic manufacturing establishments,
bat also, and perbaps especizlly in the
great perfection of manufacture to which
many of these had attained, and in the
keen competition they were able to main-
tain with English prodncts. It was the
universal opinion in these countries that
without these technical schools for high
and low, results of this charaoter could
not have been arrived at, and the greatect
appreheusion for thefature welfareof their
industries, expressed by intelligent for-
cigners, was that England should some
day or other awaken to the necessity of
placing her industrial instruction on g

similar footing. Thuse, admitting that |
France, Germany, &c., bad dono mcre
for systematic technical instruction than !
had been done in Britain, the question |
was, what are the best means of remedy- ;
ing the evil? The Technical Commis- .

sionors by no means spproved of the

wholosale introduction of Continenta)
mothods. Thoy felt that euch couuntry
must work on its own lines, and the ouly
way to geoure pcrmanent progress was to
expand and extend the system under
which they biad been acoustomed to work,
Abroad, as already stated, almost all the
teohnical schools were Stato suppurted,
and, hence, to recomrmend the adoption
of principle that in England would b
only to court defeat. Nor did the Com-
missioners find wanling among Euglish
institutions examples of tecbnical schools
wliich might be placsd on a fuoting of
equality with any of a eimilar cuaracter
elsewhere, both as regarded efficiency and
the influenoe they were exerting i the
improvement of the industries they were
designed o advance. What was chiefly
needad was the multiplication of sucl
schools, and the attainment of that ob.
ject could only be effected by a gencral
consensus of opinion as to the import:
auce, or rather the necessity, of the hind
of instruction which such institutions
afforded. Ard as this can only be ob-
tained by exociting a widespread puble
interest in the subject among the puuple
themaelves, if labour aud capital will join
hands in the work the result would not
be doubifal.

About all that is said in favour of the
experiment in England is not less apph-
oable to the present stato of the questiun
in the United States. Thereis a general
recognitio of tire inm.portance of mul-
plying and maintawing these techuical
schoole , but, uufortunately, the disposi.
tion is to fal! in line with the Continental
plan of throwing the burthen of their sup-
port upon the state rather than to make
them self-sustaining by private enterprise.
Hence we have schemes for incorporating
tecbnical instruction with the curriculum
of the public schools, in addition to music
and painting, and the Ilanguages, for
which in the aggregate, the taxpayers of
this city alone have to pay abrat 4,000,000
dols. per annum. The Free Academy, or
University of the City of New York, we be-
lieve, is at this moment makiog some ex-
pennment of the kind, but with what results
we have yet to learn. It is scarcelyin ac.
cordance with the fitness of things that
the band-saw and jack-plane shonld be
mixed up under the same roof with Greek
and Latin, though it would doabtless
make po inconsiderable addition {o the
army of ten thousand placemen who are
now drawing salaries from the municipal
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oxchequer. By all means let us oncour- ‘
ago teohnical instruotion in every possiblo |
way—none need it more urgently than
the present gemeration of American
youth ; but lot ns avoid the temptation
of adding to the functions of the State
in & matter of this kind, lest whbilo soek.
ing to onlarge the area of American
gkilled industry and the market for its

A PAWNBROKER'S TRIOE.

Whether these letters
stand for ** Slow" and ** Fast" and are thusused
to denote th characteristics of the pariners, or
for the rea) names of the gentlemen comprising
the firm wo know not,-~their customers and our
readers must decide for themselves. All we
have to say Is that the work is most artistically
done and is ¢ splendid specimen of fino English
workmanship.

Custons Skizurz.—We understand that the
Winnipeg Customs authorities have scized the
stock of W. Perret, jeweler of that city, for
contravention of the Custom.s regulations. Mr.
Perret asserts that the seizure is entirely
without cause and that as their goods were
almost catirely bought in Canada from respect-
able houses they will have little or no difficulty
in clearing themselves from the consequences of
such a charge. Asthe law now stands it is in
the power of the Customs authorities to prac-
tically ruin any firm in this way by stopping
their business for an indefinite penud. The
Winnipeg Customs people seem to be the worst
offenders in this respect and they should there-
fore be all tho more certain of thei ground
before they incur the responsibility of injuring
« firm's reputation by making a seizure.

OxE or THE Exrrovees of Messrs. John H.
Jones & Co., of Montreal, has been arrested,
charged with systematically stealing goods from
his employers. His madus operandi seems to
have been to send the stolen goods to confed-
erates in Troy N. Y. where they were disposed
of. The money thus realized was divided
amongst the conspirators, the Montreal clerk
gettiog one third of the amount. It is said that
oae of his pals has split on the transaction and
will give evidenco in Montreal at the tnal. If
the case can be clearly proven, a severe example
should be made of the offender. A thief is bad
enough, but theft by a trusted employee who
tales advantage of his position is very much
worse. Since the above was in type we learn
that Mr. Chas. Lambethe, clerk, arrested for
the above crime and who was allowed out on
bail bas decamped to the U.S. More anon.
