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TWO GLIMPSES OF A BOY

It is acknowledged on all hands that Henry
Drummond, whose pame is known the world
aver, was one of the® maost attractive of men:

There are two giimpses i his
biography Ly Professor George Adam Swmith, and

He was at school in Stirling, 2 lad of twelve
years of age.  The Rev. James Robertson, a
{amous preacher to children, was holding a ser-
vice for all the Sabbath-schools of the town in;
